H Philip Gibbs, has just been is-

sued. The condition of Europe

ten years after the beginning of

the Great War is graphically described.

The book contains four sections: (1) The

World War; (2) The Uncertain Peace; (3)

The Present Crisis; .and (4) The Hope
Ahead.

No sense of security.

During the currency of the war, the
phrase “the war to end war” was sadly
overworked. Men who hated war yet be-
lieved that out of the welter of horror good
would surely come. We have been sadly
disillusioned. We note that Viscount Grey,
dealing in a recent speech with world peace,
declared that “the real victor of the Great
War was war itself.” This is a terrible
verdict ; but is it untrue?

Sir Philip Gibbs says that “Ten years
after the beginning of the war there is no
sense of security in Europe or the world.

“The war to end war has done nothing
of the kind. Beneath the surface of the
present peace there is a lava of hatreds and
resentments which bode ill for the future
peace of the world. There are larger stand-
ing armies in Europe now than in I9I3.
There are more causes of quarrel, and none
of the old quarrels has been extinguished—
those racial rivalries, those national ambi-
tions, that commercial competition. = The
war settled no argument for more than a
period of exhaustion.

“The idea of a ‘world safe for democracy’
is falsified ten years after by a swing-back
to extreme forms of nationalisation and
autocratic government through the greater
part of Europe, excepting the British Isles
and France.”

“Looking back upon the years after the
war,” Sir Philip Gibbs declares, “one sees
that the idealism which for a little while
might have changed the face of the world
if there had been great and noble leadership,

fell with a crash in many lands because the
interpreters of the Peace Treaty were ap-
pealing not to the highest but to the lowest
instincts of humanity.”

Class warfare.

The thing which chiefly oppresses us to-
day is not the antagonism of nations, or
racial enmity—though that is deplorable—
but the absence of a spirit of good-will and
co-operation within the nation. Kingdoms
are divided against themselves; and we
have the highest assurance that a kingdom
or a house divided against itself cannot
stand. There is a class consciousness which
is working evil. A spirit of distrust, sus-
picion and even hate, pervades society.
There is almost constant industrial warfare.
Labor and capital—to use the terms in com-
mon use—stand almost. opposed to one an-
other; instead of co-operating for the
general good. Whatever the cause, the peril-
ous fact must be acknowledged. We should
think it folly to lay all the blame on one
side. Rather an appeal might be made to
the Christian and patriotic men amongst
both employers and employees to endeavor

God send us men whose aim ’twill be,
Not to defend some ancient creed,
But to live out the laws of Christ
In every thought and word and deed.

God send us men alert and quick

acted upon in business life and in every-
day work.

The shipping troubles of Australia to-
day are causing grievous harm and are a
scandal. The dislocation of trade brings
much suffering in its train, not only to
those responsible for the hold-up but to
hosts of innocent men, women and children.
This is one of the most favored countries
on earth. Mutual forbearance and consider-
ation, the co-operation of all grades of men
on terms mutually advantageous, should be
easily obtained, unless reason has wholly
departed from us.

There ought to be a sufficient number of
Christian men on both sides to influence a
decision when disputes between labor and
capital occur. Here as elsewhere the beati-
tude, “Blessed are the peace-makers,” may
apply. Oh, that we might all learn the
lesson of stewardship and service, that we
are not here to insist for ever on our rights,
that success is not get the most money, but
that in every walk in life we may humbly
serve our God. The Christianising of social
and industrial relationships remains the
world's great need.

The hope ahead.

Sir Philip Gibbs in his book refers to
the hope ahead. *‘In spite of all that I have
put down on the black side of the picture,”
he says, “I am optimistic enough to believe,
or at least to hope, that good may possibly
prevail over ill will, that knowledge and
wisdom are beginning to tell, just a little,
against ignorance and insanity, and that
after the frightful lessons of the last ten
vears a majority of people in many coun-
tries are eager to find some settlement of
old causes of quarrels, old hatreds, new
hostilities, and future conflicts, by friendly
compromise and good statesmanship. That,
after all, is a very great hope indeed. If
we have moved as far as that, and T think
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we have, we are some way along

a better kind of \\'orld.\"a} e =
3 "'l'en years after the world war civilisa-
tion 1s still unsafe. Ten years after the great
sacrifice of youth peace is not assured for
the babes who are now in their cradles.
But ten years after there is the beginning,
at last, of a world opinion rising upgaqain:t
th-e.\\'ar-makers, eager for some new form
of mternational law, determined to prevent
another massacre of young manhood by
the science and machinery of destruction,
aware of the evil forces that are working
for new conflict. The tides of hate are on
the ebb in many countries. The spirit of
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peace 1s spreading, if slowly. It is the hope
ahead.”

For that optimistic note we may be thank-
f'ul. For the Christian, however, the hope
lies not with international law or League of
Nations, or any such thing: it is in the
ILord Jesus Christ. The ministry of re-
conciliation has'been committed by him to
his church. In a spirit of brotherhood and
of love, let us preach the Gospel of redeem-
ing love to a world which while it is seek-
ing other panaceas is most in need of this.
In the regeneration of the individual
through the power of the Gospel we may
make some contribution to the peace and
security of the nations.

The Saviour.

Israel's Aessiah was looked for to be
Israel’'s Saviour. He 'was to be the Saviour
of the Gentiles too. But how little did the
students of the Scriptures of the days be-
fore Jesus realise what manner of man he
must be who would be the world’s Saviour!
They looked and hoped for a political ruler
—wise, all-powerful and good—by whose
ministration man’s outstanding problems
should be settled for him. They longed for
the coming of the great, heaven-sent, per-
sonal ruler under whom the world would
automatically be ushered into a millerinium
—or an eternity—of peace and righteous-
ness. He was to be Saviour by reason of
his power. It was to be a cheap and easy
victory for righteousness and the religion
of the one true God, and for his chosen
people. The victory that arms of war had
failed to give them, that missionary pro-
paganda was too slowly approaching to
satisfy them, was to be conferred by the
might of the Divine Majesty. The One
whom he should send would quell all opposi-
tion and, though the forces of evil had been
too strong for man—even for God’s chosen
—yet, by the intervention of the Lord’s
Anointed, all would be well.

There were plenty of passages of Scrip-
ture which would bear this interpretation
and bolster up this hope. But here and
there among the Messianic prophecies there
were passages which should have ‘taught
the student of the Scriptures that this hope
of an easy way was wrong, that the victory
was not to be won by the assertion of Divine
power, but by the manifes@ation in the Ser-
vant of Jehovah of attributes still more
Divine. Assertion of power could give
only a superficial victory to righteousness,
could bring only a limited salvation to man.
The Saviour of the world was to work in
a different way, a slower and a harder but
a real and fundamental way:

“Ie shall not cry, nor lift up, nor cause
his voice to be heard in the street. A
bruised reed shall he not break, and the
smoking flax shall he not quench: he shall

bring forth judgment in truth. He shall
not fail nor be discouraged, till he have set
judgment in the earth; and the isles shall
wait for his law.”

This passage from Isaiah 42, quoted again
in Matt. 12, is but one of a number in which
the prophetic insight went deep into the
nature of man’s need and foretold the kind
of Saviour that would come. There is no
lack of confidence in ultimate victory in
these passages which reveal the deeper im-
port of the Messiah’s mission: “He shall
not fail nor be discouraged, till he have set
judgment in the earth.” There is, however,
a recognition—which in itself is one of the
strongest evidences of a real inspiration in
these prophets of old—that it is no exercise
of power that can save mankind, but only
the quiet patience of an unfailing mercy
and the persistent encouragement of an un-
dying love: “A bruised reed shall he not
break, and the smoking flax shall he not
quench.”

This world has little use for a reed. It
is a weak thing. A bruised reed is utterly
useless. It must be broken that it may be
put out of the way. Nature’s law is the sur-
vival of the fittest. Modern economic con-
ditions tend, :if left alone, to carry the
operation of the same law into the highest
human societies. There is even a tendency
to erect this law into a philosophy of life.
Nietzsche is not alone in condemning mercy
and praising hardness, though few would
follow him in carrying the philosophy of
struggle to its logical conclusion and in-
dicting Christianity as a barrier to progress
because it teaches protection of the weakl-
ing. It is the glory of Christianity that it
does so. It is the crowning proof of
Christ’s divinity that he taught the value
of the weak things, that he practised the
preservation of the bruised reed. For pro-
gress is not to be found, as Nietzsche
thought, in the survival of the strong in a
brutal struggle in which the weak perish.
The “fittest” who survive in a brute struggle
for existence are the fittest fo survive in
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such a struggle. But the brute strengy
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and selfish cunning which triumph in such
an environment are not the elements of rea|
progress. Not thus can be saved those real;
ties of beauty, truth and goodness whicl~
make human life worth while. Nietzsche i;
wrong and Jesus is right. He who woyq
save the world must not break the bruiseg
reed or quench the smoking flax.

There is a wealth of meaning in theg,
metaphors. The bruised reed is a picture of
weakness; it cannot be misunderstood. By
what is meant by the smoking flax is not gq
readily discernible by the modern ming
When the flaxen wick of the old—fashioned
oil lamp became coated with soot, or whep
the oil supply ran out, or when the flame
was smothered by some object, then the
lamp smoked and smelt and the light might
flicker and fail. Smoking flax was usually
quickly quenched.

There is a “light that lighteth every man
that cometh into the world.” It seems a
feeble flame, yet it makes the darkness
visible; if it but burn clearly and steadily
then by its light man may reach upward
with the hand of faith and lay hold on God.
It is the light of the spirit that God has
placed in man—the spirit that sends him
a-seeking for the things that are beautiful,
good and true. But oftentimes the flaxen
wick, the material frame, on which the light
depends, begins to smoke. It is coated over
with the soot of disappointed seeking, of
efforts that have failed; it is smothered by
a too-close contact with the world; or it
has not been fed by the oil wells of true
religion. The dirty odorous smoke arises:
the flame flickers and bids fair to die. These
are life’s moral failures. The world counts
them hopeless. The law, which is the world’s
guardian of right and truth, can only crush
them. It is by its rejection of these fail-
ures that the world hopes to save itself. It
casts them out and the flickering flame 1S
finally quenched.

But the method of him who came from
God to be the Saviour of men is different.
He binds up the bruised reed and shelters
it from the blast. He pours the oil of re-
ligious truth into the lamps that fail. He
strives to cleanse the sooty wick and ré
move the objects that smother the flame.
He saves the world by saving individuals
and the ones he endeavors most to save ar¢
the ones the world counts least worth sav-
ing. It is a hard way. It is a long wa):
But it is the only way, and he will wil

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The Pentecostal Proclamation.

Lesson—Acts 2: 14=47. Text—Verse 36.

Peter had often been spokesman for the
disciples, but his sermon preached on Pente-
cost reveals a new grasp, and is in reality
the first Gospel sermon. The text chosen
is its final statement, and is the challenging
truth of our faith: “God hath made that
same Jesus . . . Lord and Christ.” Here is
the first note of the evangel of grace, and
kere, implicit, are the vital beliefs of Chris-
tianity. This sermon by the master-preacher
of the new era presents for all time the es-
sential features of the gospel. It has light
on many problems, but its practical signi-
ficance, to which in this study we look, is
that it is the first authoritative proclama-
tion of the facts, clements, and conditions
of the resurrection gospel. It must remain
the court of appeal to all who accept the
finality of the New Testament. It remains
the great model gospel sermon. It is Scrip-
tural in its basis; definite and unyielding in
its claims for Christ; definite in its require-
ments of men; rich in its promises; brave
in its application ; winning and tender in its
appeal, and full of Christ. May it con-
tinue to beget countless sermons in its own
likeness. The substantial message of the
sermon and its glorious sequel is our pre-
sent theme. Let us interrogate it as to
three great important themes.

I. The Christ.

Its opening word, “Jesus of Nazareth, a
man approved of God,” presents an allur-
ing picture, and reveals that the very es-
sence of the sermon is Jesus. The Christ of
the New Testament is the historic Jesus,
who lived our life, and went about doing
good. The Scriptures give much space to
that matchless ministry of love, to that sin-
less life, and to the words which spell out
to men the heart of divine mercy. The
human Jesus is wonderfully attractive. “He
was the language of love expressed in the
alphabet of human limitations. Fis human
experiences were comprehensible to all
mortals.” The sublime statement of the
Bible is that “God sent forth his Son,” but
that Son was “born of a woman,” and
though not subject to sin’s humiliations, yet
subject to human limitations. But this
“Jesus of Nazareth” they had by wicked
hands slain. What Peter said about the
cross that day is not stated, save that it
was “by the counsel of God.” This leaves
ample room for his word written later that
the sacrifice of Jesus was the ransom price
paid for the captives of sin. ‘“Redeemed
by the precious blood of Christ.” But the
preacher hastens to the climax in the story
of Jesus. “This Jesus hath God raised up,”
and now, “exalted at God’s right hand,” he
has given this power. From all this he
draws the effective conclusion: “God hath
made him both Lord and Christ—this Jesus
whom you crucified.” The “despised and

rejected” has become the Lord of all. Jesus
as man! Jesus as Messiah! Jesus as Lord!
Jesus as Son of God and Saviour! This is
still the message of the evangelical preacher,
and the very nature of his message makes
him an evangelistic preacher. Christ alone
satisfies the needs and answers the long-
ings of man. So then the lesson for all
time is, “Preach Christ,” the power and
wisdom of God. “Preach Jesus” in his life,
death, resurrection.

II. The way of salvation through Christ.

The wonderful effect of the sermon is
seen. Three thousand souls blazed the track
{o the cross, the first-fruits of the gospel
harvest age. These entered into salvation
thkrough Christ and became members of that

first church of Christ. Let us follow verses
37-41 and review the path they trod.

~ .

1. Conviction of sin. “Pricked in their
heart, they cried out, What must we do?”
Accepting as true the message heard, this
was inevitable. For them, and for all, this
is ever the first step. No man will be saved
who does nol believe he needs to be saved.
It is evidence of the power of the gospel
that it “convicts of sin.” We need Christ,
and sin shuts him out. What must we do?

2. Repent. Let the word stand alone. The
divine imperative preached by John (Matt.
a: 2), proclaimed by Jesus (Matt. 4: 17),
and ringing out in apostolic preaching, “God
now commands all men everywhere to re-
pent” (Acts 17: 30). It cuts deeper than
the remorse that gnawed at their hearts.
Tt demands a change of purpose and will.
Tt calls for a right-about-face in moral dis-
position. It is a turning from, and a turn-
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ing towards. Here in germ is that which
Paul also urged as the substance of his
message: “Repentance toward God and
faith in our Lord Jesus Christ” (Acts 20:
21). Repent! Repent!

3. Be baptised. “Repent and be baptised
every one of you.” The command is two-
fold. In reality it is three-fold. A
moment’s reflection will show that “faith
in our Lord Jesus Christ” to which repent-
ance must lead if it is to avail for salva-
tion is clearly implied in the phrase, “in
the name of Jesus Christ.” Even if the
words only meant “by the authority of
Jesus,” they would imply faith in his name.
But the phrase has a deeper meaning, and
denotes “depending on the name of Jesus
Christ.” And that is faith, the faith that
saves, to “‘depend upon” Jesus, not self, or
what self may do. Itis a plain enough way
they travelled. A change of purpose grow-
ing out of a conviction of sin and need, and
a trust in Christ expressed in a solemn con-
fessional act. That act was immersion, and
symbolised the great facts upon which sal-
vation is based, and the profound spiritual
experience through which the convert
rasses (Rom. 6: 1-4).

4. Blessings. Two blessings were pro-
mised : the “remission of sins” and the “gift
of the Holy Spirit.” The former assures
that the entail of the past sinful years is
broken, blotted out, gone. The latter as-
sures of a new divine ally within our hearts
in the new life. Not alone and unaided do
we enter the Christian life. ‘“Repent and
be baptised ewery one of you.” Three thou-
sand came, gladly accepting the word, but
they came ‘“one by one,” each repenting,
trusting, accepting, obeying. Personal de-
cision is called for. “Save yourselves.” End
vour trust in self, believe in Christ. End
vour self-will, yield unto Christ. This way
is the divine way. The command, old but
not obsolete. “Repent and be baptised in
the name of Jesus Christ.” It is the King’s
message. “See that ye refuse not him that
speaketh.”

III. The saved in the church of CHhrist.

A word must suffice in this article for
the words of verses 42-47. “They that
gladly received his word were baptised,”
and as Moffatt translates it, “About three
thousand souls were brought in that day.”
“Brought in?" To what? The fellowship
and service of the saved in the church of
the Lord Jesus Christ. The words of verse
42 are not a description of a service, they
are the outlines of a life. “They continued
steadfastly in.” They “went on to give at-
tention to.” What? Daptism is the pledge
of a life of steadfast obedience. Note:

1. Apastolic teaching. The Gospel and
Ipistles arc the example of what that teach-
ing was. The church must have a “teach-
ing ministry,” and it must have a learning
membership. That desk with the open book
upon it is symbolic of that double obligation.
We must “grow in grace and in knowledge.”
The book that cannot be neglected is the
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‘l}:ble.- God give us teachers who
break the bread of life” to his people.

2. Apostolic  fellowoship.  Attention is
often fixed on one meaning of this word
namely, countribution. But it is a richer
word. Its fundamental meaning is partner-
ship. These first believers in coming into
the church had come into a holy brother-
hood. Common privileges, common obliga-
tions were theirs. The new life breaks
down barriers, and fuses into one those of
like faith. Out of that brotherhood spirit
came the sharing of material good. Theyr
found joy in sharing what they had. :

3. “The breaking of bread.” This refers
to the Lord’s Supper. Instituted by Christ,
we find it statedly observed in the church.
We find it observed on the “first day of the

- week” (Acts 20: 7). And in 1 Cor. 11:
20-32 is given detailed instruction as to its
meaning. The day had not come for it
be looked upon as an ‘“‘awful sacrament.”
It expressed the family idea of the church,
and proclaimed the worth of the cross. This
fact it heralds “till he come.”

4. Prayers. This is the last of the
quartette. “The expression and cement
of their wunity, the vital breath of
religion, the sure way to bring more and
more of the Holy Spirit.” Public prayers
were a feature of that church’s life. A
church not genuinely prayerful is not truc
to this divine pattern. Let us pattern our
mdividual and church life on this model,
and what became true of that church will
pecome true again. “The Lord added to
the church day by day those that were
being saved.”

A notice has appeared on the Brown University
campus, U.S.A. which reads: “No smoking is
allowed in any of the halls, vestibules, libraries,
laboratories, or class-rooms of the university.
Courtesy to the faculty, if for no other reason,
demands the strict enforcement of this rule.” The
notice is signed by President W. H. P. Faunce. A
good move, which ought to spread. When the
writer was a student at Milligan College, Tenn,
smoking was not allowed anywhere on the
campus. At first the rule caused resentment but
later it was recognised as being in the interest of
the students and therefore reasonable. Any school
that fosters smoking, or even agrees to it, cannot
stand among the highest type of educational in-
stitutions.

Dr. Jowett and Billy Sunday.

There is a letter of Dr. Jowett’s, quoted in his
Life, which reveals the writer as a man of whim-
sical humor, which few folk suspected to be the
case; whilst it sheds a deal of light upon the
personality of America’s famous evangelist of
the Sawdust Trail.

Another classic remark which will bear
quotation was as follows: ‘What we want 15
stewards that will stew, and deacons that Wi
deac!’ Then the evangelist deplored the way 1o
which the church runs to machinery and organisd-
tion, while the vital personal element is lost. Re-
garding which he ventured this remark: ‘I €X
pect to read before long that somebody has 11”
vented an electro-huggographosqueezophone, S0
that a fellow can stand in New York, and hug
and kiss his girl in Chicago!” What about that
four thousand miles of bring Atlantic when Billy’s
invention comes along? But Billy’s a rum 'un.
have never heard his like. As to his significanc®
that's another matter. But he has given me many
a good laugh in a very serious week, and perhaps
his humor is the best part of his endowment.”

Dr. Joseph Parker, late of the City Temple,
London, when he heard on one occasion of three
preacher friends going for a holiday, wrote to
one of them: “Three of you going off to the
Perthshire hills for rest—ah, me! I will say
of you, ‘They are not in trouble, like other men,
neither are they plagued like other men,’ but there
the murmuring quotation shall end.”

The retreat to the seaside, the mountains or
the bush is a wonderful opportunity to throw
off for a time the cares and the stress of work.
Few men need it more than preachers. Once
upon a time I felt that the right way to spend a
holiday was to go off and preach elsewhere for
a change. As Pericles hath it, “An Athenian’s
true holiday is the day on which he serves his
country best.” But in these days of intense study
and concentration, of teaching, preaching, and pas:
toral dJduties covering 14, 16 and frequently 1R
hours a day, seven days in a week, for long
months of the year, one feels that rest and change
are imperative. And so we give ourselves to rest,
and fun, and the delights of Nature. For

“There is a pleasure in the pathless woods,
There is a rapture on the lonely shore,

There is a solitude where none intrudes
By the deep sea, and music in its roar.”

But there is more than these in a preacher’s
holiday. Away from his work, he is able to get
the problems of his tasks into more correct per-
spective than when he is daily in touch with them.
He looks to his holiday season also to provide
him with the uninterrupted opportunity of read
ing a few of the great books for which his soul
hungers, but which certainly cannot be enjoyed
uninterruptedly in the course of the year’s work.

Let me tell about books. T have read especially
T. R. Glover's “The Jesus of .History,” Mar-
chant’s “Life of Dr. Clifford,” and Barbour's “Life
of Alexander Whyte.” The first named is not
quite recent, but is wonderfully stimulating and
helpful. The two biographies are books that all
preachers should read. “The Life of Alexander
Whyte” is one that a preacher can hardly afford
not to read. Dr. Whyte was for more than 4o
vears minister of the great Free St. George's
Presbyterian church, Edinburgh.” The story of
this man who by sheer grit and consecrated pur-
pose rose from the ranks to become one of the
greatest of the great Scottish preachers is a noble
record, and in reading we become familiar in an
intimate kind of way with men whom we had long
known by name—such men as Marcus Dods, A.
B. Bruce, James Denny, Dr. Guthrie, Robertson
Smith, Sir Wm. Robertson Nicol, Cardinal New-
man, R. L. Stevenson, and hosts of others. In-
cidentally, one will learn something about prea-
chers’ holidavs. Dr. Whyte’s church officers, rea-
lising the strain that the preaching and oversight
of the large congregation involved, sent him away
for frequent and extended holidays, to enable him
to give his best to his work. Happy is the prea-
cher whose officers are thoughtful concerning him
and his work, and his need of holidays! I know.
I have very intimate association with a body of
church officers wha this very season told their
preacher to take two months' holiday—they felt
he needed it. He is not going to take it, but
expects to go back with joy and renewed vigor
at the end of a month—what preacher could stay
away from such royal co-workers unless stern
necessity demanded it!

T fear that the last paragraph did not follow its
theme consistently—but there, I’'m on holidays,
and am not supposed to be too rigidly consistent
in my thinking iust now. Tnverloch is a remote
corner, cight miles from the railroad, and nearly
100 from home. But we keep in touch with the
world, and we know what is going on—that is,
the important things. A few minutes after
stumps are drawn in the M.C.G. we know down

here that the Australians are all out for Goo, or
that Hobbs and Sutcliffe carried their bats
throughout the day.

Our Anglican and Roman Catholic friends have
church buildings in Inverloch, and the Methodists
hold meetings in the Mechanics’ Hall. We have
no church in Inverloch, but we counted eleven
members of our churches—all visitors—during
the first few days of our visit, and on Sunday
morning they came together—the eleven were all
with one accord in one place. It was a sacred
joy to gather together thus to join in communion
with our brethren everywhere in remembrance of
our living Lord.

Cn January 4 the church at Devonport cele-
brated its first anniversary by opening the new
brick building in King St. On the first Sunday
of January, 1924, Bren. E. C. Hinrichsen as mis-
sioner, and J. Warren as song-leader, with A.
I-]inri_chsen as general helper, opened a tent mis-
sion in Devonport, and after a month’s effort by
these brethren Bren. W. H. Nightingale and J.
Warren continued the mission for another fort-
night. The result of the whole effort was that
a church with a membership of forty-cight was
organised, and Bro. Warren accepted an engage-
ment as evangelist with the same. For absut two
months meetings, including Bible school, were
continued in the tent, and during that period a
block of land was purchased at the corner of Ol-
daker and Fenton St, and a wooden building
erected. Bro. Warren drew up the plaus, and
acted as supervisor in the erection. He was also

responsible for a large amount of the work done,
which involved concrete mixing, carpenter:ing and
furniture making. Most of the building was
erected by voluntary labor. During Bro. Warrcen's
ministry quite a number have been added to the
church, and the church has increased its payment
to the preacher. Jan. 4, 1925, saw a new mark in
the history of the Devonport church. The cld
building having been sold, the folk assem:tled in
King st. for the opening of their new brick build-
ing. The assembly sang the doxology, Bra. A. R.
Main led in prayer, and Bro. J. Warren opened
the door. Three services were held during the
day, Bro. Warren presiding. Bro. A. R. Main
was the speaker at cach service, and his addresses
were highly appreciated by all. Bro. Warren was
designer and supervisor of the erection of the
new building. He has consented to remair with
the church for another year.—May Reynolds, Sec.

Beginning the Christian Life.

(Matthew 16: 21-27.)

Horace Kingsbury.

The writer once heard Dr. J. Wilbur Chapman
say that while his brother could tell the minute
of the hour of the day of the year of his con-
version, he himself could never remember when
he was not a Christian.

We are apt to think of the beginning of church
membership as the beginning of Christian life.
This is hardly true when we have been brought
up in a Christian environment, and from our
childhood have loved and served the Lord Jesus
Christ. Our confession of faith in him, and our
burial with him in baptism, then become a public
commitment of ourselves to him as Saviour and
Lord, and a voluntary and decisive acceptance
on our part of his way of life.

Parents are important factors in the beginnings
of Christian lives. The unfeigned faith that was
in Timothy dwelt first in his grandmother Lois,
and his mother Eunice: and from a babe he knew
the sacred writings which were able to make him
wisc unto salvation through faith which is in
Christ Jesus. Children who are not so brought
up are handicapped for all the rest of their lives.

What an argument here for exemplary Chris-
tian living in the home, for the establishment and
use of the Family Altar, for the gift of Bibles
to the children in their tender years, for the
teaching of simple and meaningful prayers, for
the appreciation and use of the Bible school, and
the bringing up of the young in the nurture and
admonition of the Lord! “Train up a child in the
way he should go, and even when he is old he
will not depart from it” (Proverbs 22: 6).

When the Camsarean crisis had been reached in
the ministry of Jesus, and Peter had made the
great confession that he is the Christ, the Son
of the living God, Jesus said unto his disciples,
“1f any man would come after me, let him deny
himself, and take up his cross, and follow me”
(Matthew 16: 24). Now, no one will come after
Jesus who does not believe in him; but his belief
must be so strong and deep that he will make
full surrender and let Jesus take control. “No
cross: no crown” is everlastingly true, and the
bearing of his cross must be a daily part of every
Christian’s programme. The essence, however, of
beeinning, continuing, and ending the Christian
life is found in the words, “Follow me.”

“Follow! Follow! T would follow Jesus!

Anvwhere, ev'rywhere, T would follow on!
Follow! TFollow! T would follow Jesus!

Ev'rywhere he leads me T would follow on Ja

When a person comes to Jesus in an attitude
like that, whatever his former manner ‘of life,
Jesus will lead him in the paths of righteousness.
He will be led to confess with his mouth the
faith that is in his heart, to follow Jesus through
the waters of baptism, to enter into the fellow-
ship of the church, to spend his life in useful
service, and ultimately he will arrive at home.

After his resurrection from the dead Jesus
came to his disciples and said unto them: “All
authority hath been given unto me in heaven
and ‘on ecarth. Go ye therefore, and make dis-
ciples of all the nations, baptising them into the
name of the Father and of the Son and of the
Holy Ghost: teaching them to observe all things
whatsoever I commanded you: and lo, T am with
vou alway, even unto the end of the world” (Matt.
23: 18-20).

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C.E. European Convention of Europe.

The largest hall in Hamburg, seating 12,000,
was too small to accommodate the delegates who
came from fourteen nations.

Sunday School Agitation Week.

The representative of the World’s Sunday
School Association in Sweden, K. A. Jansson, de-
scribes a programme which is quite like rally day
activities, only of far greater outreach. About ten
vears ago Mr. Jansson introduced a “Sunday
School Agitation Week,” which is developed dur-
ing the last of September or the first of October.
A programme for this “week” is sent to all the
churches and published fully in the papers in every
part of Sweden. All the Free Churches in the
largest cities and communities unite in serious
efforts to make this week a success. Sermons or
lectures are delivered every day during this “week”
that attention may be called to the importance of
Sunday school work, and that added interest may
be stimulated. Each fall during the past years this
plan has met with decided success. In Stockholm
a different church is used daily for the central
meeting, and the attendance is invariably large.

Essendon Kappas in Camp.

The annual Christmas camp of the Essendon
(Vic.) Kappa Sigma Pi Club was held at West
Healesville, there being a record number of 20
Kappas in attendance. The camp was under the
leadership of Mr. B. J. Kemp, chaplain. The camp
site was a sawmill, about seven miles yup the
Chum Creek, and amidst glorious surroundings
of Nature. Three huts made by the sawmill hands
were used as sleeping quarters, and proved ad-
mirable for the purpose. The days were spent
in walks and picnics to various neighboring beauty
spots; fishing and games. One notable trip was
to Toolangi, a small township near the head
of the Yea River. Fishing excursions were also
very popular with the campers, and in some cases,
fine blackfish were caught. On Christmas Sun-
day a unique church service was held in the open,
Mr. Kemp presiding. The well-known hymn,
“Come to the Church in the Wildwood,” was ap-
propriately sung for the occasion. Mr. Bailey, of
Ballarat, gave a short but excellent address to the
campers. On New Year's Day a visit was made
by a number of church members and friends to
Healesville, where they were met by the Kappas,
and a very enjoyable picnic was held on the bank
of the Watts River. Many of the outings were
made in conjunction with visitors from the board-
ing-houses in the district and the :innovation
proved highly popular with the Kappas. The
camp was a real success from all viewpoints, and
all members look forward to the next Christmas
camp, which will probably be held in the same
place.

A Father’'s Ten Commandments.

On Oba.

(Bro. A. T. Waters sends the following notes
written at Oba, New Hebrides, a good while ago
by Mrs. Waters. We publish them with plea-
sure.)

During my recent visit to Lovutiloso, every
morning Peter Pentecost’s little sister Jessie, five
yvears old, would come into my room (sometimes
very early, before I was up), repeating the 134th
Psalm, which she had been taught.

“Behold, bless ye the Lord, all ye servants of
the Lord, which by night stand in the house
of the Lord.

“Lift up your hands in the sanctuary and bless
the Lord. The Lord that made heaven and
earth bless thee, out of Zion.”

To me it seemed the sweetest thing this side of
heaven, to have that little black child give me
her morning greeting in Scripture words (of her
own accord). I was being rewarded a hundred-
fold. But a greater reward was to follow.

One morning as Jessie and I were returning
from the hill-top, reciting our Psalm in the path
under the cocoanut trees, the Holy Spirit sud-
denly bhecame our teacher and interpreter. We
stopped in the path. T said to Jessie: “Oh, now
I know what our Psalm means. These trees are
God's servants which by night stand in the house
of the Lord. All night, while we are asleep, the
trees lift up their hands (fronds) in the sanctuary
and bless the Lord. ,So we can ask God to bless
the trees, such good servants.” She clapped her
little hands in ecstasy of delight and exclaimed:
“To, Missie, karea hamburu.” (Yes, Missie, that
is true, and it is very good.) We were both be-
ing taught of God in his great kindergarten. Who
teacheth like him? :

When leaving Australia for the New Hebrides
in 1913, dear Mrs. Geddies—a pioneer missionary
to these islands—then in her gist year, gave.us
this helpful word of counsel: “When you go
among the natives, don’t think you have every-
thing to teach, and nothing to learn.” \

The lessons I have learned since coming to
Oba are the best assets of my life, especially
from the native Christians. Trusting is like
breathing to them. Their minds are not cor-
rupted, as ours are, from the simplicity which is

in Christ.

How many times I have awakened in the night
to hear songs of praise (sweet and low) ascending
to heaven in the night season, from one of our
Christian girls, /to whom it seemed the most
natural thing in the world to praise God in the
night, for perhaps an hour or two. ‘It was wor-
ship in spirit and in truth. She had no book or
light: it all came from an overflowing heart, in
whom the Holy Spirit found a free channel. It
never occurred to her unsophisticated mind that
she might disturb anyone!

Her closing hymn would always be, “The Chris-
tian’s Good-night,” “Sleep on beloved, sleep, and
take thy rest,” and in that heavenly atmospherc
would fall asleep.

Parable of the Talents.

A most interesting illustration of this parable
may be found in an experience which an American
missionary, Archdeacon Thompson, had in China.
It seems that thirty-five years ago the Archdeacon
took with him to Shangai from the United States,
four quarts of American peanuts, and divided them
with Dr. Charles R. Mills, who was on his way to
Shantung. Says “The Children’s Newspaper”: “In
this district peanuts of a smaller variety than
those usually grown in America were already cul-
tivated, and the oil pressed from them was used
for lighting the village lamps before paraffin be-
came easily obtainable.

“When Dr. Mills reached his home, he divided
his peanuts between two of his church members,
who were farmers, on the understanding that they
should cultivate them for three years, and at the
end of that time distribute the crop.

“One of the farmers was so pleased with his
first yzar’s crop that he ate it all up, but the other
kept to his promise, and at the end of the third
year, distributed the crop, as widely as he could.
Cultivation grew swiftly. To-day, therefore, be-
cause one farmer used the ‘talent’ that was en-
trusted to him, China is able to export to all parts
of the world some eighty thousand tons of pea-
nuts a year. The introduction of the American
peanut to China is commemorated by a stonc
tablet.”—“Australian Christian World.”

We ‘hear that a cable has been received from
America conveying news of the death on Jan.

Sea. They are Greek Evangelical Protestants.
We helped them organise a church in a house and
also a Sunday school for the children: the whole
town is now a refugee Protestant town. An appeal
has gone to the Greek Government officials for a
place of worship, and they have consented to the
vse of the old, now unused, Moslem mosque.

Can we say that the call of friends or home
duties are stronger than those of Christ? If we
do, surely we reveal our lack of appreciation and
understanding of the Saviour’s death, and .at the
same time class ourselves with those who crucified
the Lord of glory and turned down his entreaties
in precisely the same way 1,000 years ago. The
people of that distant day placed themselves first,
just as we often do to-day. Can we truly hear
of Christ’'s agony and death and then only give
say, threepence a week, if that much, to his
church? No! better is believed and expected of
us. Christ had confidence that some would re-
spond to his love and mercy, and that some of
us would spurn the lower, meuner and selfish
way of life and respond to the higher and larger
call of love and service.
