“Our Father.”

J. Pittman.

The TFatherhood of God is a most pre-
cious New Testament revelation.  Jesus
brought it to light in his teaching. It 1s
true that before he came some of the an-
cients apprehended the Fatherhood of God
as the author of our natural being, but n
the teaching of Christ God is said to be our
Father in a spiritual sense. He is the
Author of the second birth. We are “bora
of God,” “born of the Spirit,” “born from
above,” and we are taught to think of God
as our Father in this peculiar sense.

Jesus in his teaching has made this de-
lightful relationship very familiar to us.
He spoke of and to God as Father about
140 times, as reported in the gospels; and,
by the teaching of the Holy Spirit, after-
wards the term is used about 70 times in
the apostolic letters. Jesus always (except

on one occasion on the cross, when ie .

quoted the z2nd rsalm, crying, “My God,
my God, why hast thou forsaken me?”") ad-
dressed God in prayer as his Father. And
the model prayer which he gave his dis-
ciples begins with “Our Father.”

In this, as in all other respects, God is
perfect. Our ideas of a perfect father may
be very imperfect, but God is perfect,
though its full import may be beyond our
knowledge. We do know a few things,
however, which go to make up a perfect
father, the consideration of which may,
with God’s blessing, help us to grasp, to
some extent, the meaning of this blessed
relationship.

A Good Father Loves his Children.

Father love, like mother love, is peculiar.
Children bring a love with them unlike anv
other love. Only parents can fully know
what that love is. It cannot be expressed
in words. To say that a father who loves
his children would die to save them is hut
to express a commonplace truth. God loves
as a perfect father loves. John draws at-
tention to its ‘wonderful nature, its precious
peculiarity. “Behold what manner of love
the Father hath bestowed upon us, that we
should be called children of God; and such
we are.” God manifested marvellous love
in giving his Son to save a guilty world.
“Herein is love,” he says, “not that we loved
God, but that he loved us, and sent his Son
to he the propitiation for our sins.” Can
we concieve a greater love than this? Is
it possible for God to love us more than he
did when he gave his Son to die for us? The
above text seems to say that it is possible;
nay, that it is a fact. It seems incredible;
yet it is true. Does not reason suggest
that a father's love for his children must,
should be greater and stronger than his love
for his enemies, Oh, the depth of meaning
in that word—“What manner of love”!
God’s mighty love for his children passing
even his love for the “world.”

God as a loving Father is a most endear-
ing thought. I think that is why Jesus ~]‘)Li_
oan the prayer he taught his dx§cxples with
the words, “Our Father.” If it had been
“Holy, holy, holy, Lord God alnnght}'. no
one would have thought of questioning 1its
fitness. But these awe-inspiring names
impress us with a sense of our low estate
and of God's greatness. They make one
feel so very far beneath—may I say, away
from God. But the word Father wins and
draws, and makes God appear very human
to us. A little child would be afraid of a
strange man, but would nestle in the bosom
of his father, though he were a king upon
his throne. May we not think the Saviour
had some stich thought as this when he
taught his disciples to say “Our Father”?

A Good Father Provides for his Children.

He will, as far as he can, provide every-
thing that is good and needful for them.
Children often want things that would not
be good for them, and do not want things
that are good for them. This is obvious
enough. DBut a good, wise father will do
his best to procure things good and profit-
able for his children. So our Father in
heaven knoweth all things that we need,
and has promised to supply them. We
should bear in mind the word “need,” so
often used in this connection.” Your
Father knoweth what things ye have need
of,” “Your Father knoweth that ye have
need of all these things,” “My God
shall supply all your need,”-“It need be ye
have l)c¢11 put to grief through manifold
trials.”  This last text reminds us of the
word “good” also in this connection. “Ti
ye then, being evil, know how to give good
gifts unto your children, how much ;mrc
shall your Father which is in heaven give
good things to them that ask him !”

may know it in this way. We may always
test the quality of love by its motives, by
its aims, by the direction of its constraints.
Along what road does the urge of the af-
fection lead us? To what point of the
compass do its impulses tend? What does
love aspire after? When love puts on her
wings,and flies to her goal, where does she
go? That is the supreme test. When a
young mother lays the treasures of her love
upon her child, what motive inspires her
love? What wishes and what desires come
with it? What does love seek for the child?
Does it seek a successful life? Or a dis-
tinguished life of power? Or purple and
fine linen? Or is it something famed and
brilliant? And is that all? Is that all?
Does not Christ come into it at all? Or is
he held subordinate to all of these? Well,
then, that is loving the child more than

Christ. There is no aspiration that honors
him. There is no tendency that glorifies
him. There is no supreme ambition which

puts the crown upon his brow.

Yes, we can quite easily test the quality
of our love. Christ’s love is resting upon
our child. It was there before our love
was born. Does our love mingle with his
love? Do his motives harmonise with the
constraints of his love and with his purpose
and quest? Does our love lift our child
Christward? Is it that sort of love which
gives honor and glory to God by seeking his
life as the supreme crown and glory of our
child? That is the test. When love gets
out its wings and visits its goal, is the goal
the Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ? Has
love its home and bourn in the Lord?

In one of the carliest letters to her son,
Lord Macaulay's mother wrote these
words :—

“You see how ambitious your mother is.
She must have the wisdom of her son ack-
nowledged before angels and an assembled
world. My wishes can soar no higher, and
they can be content with nothing less for
any of my children. The first time I saw
your face I repeated those beautiful lines
of Watts’ cradle hymn,

Mayst thou live to know and fear him,
Trust and love him all thy days,
Then go dwell for ever near him,
Sce his face, and sing his praise;
and this is the substance of all my prayers
for you."—Dr. J. H. Jowett.

The famous Church of St. Mark at Ven-
ice is singular amongst medizval churches
in-two respects.

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The Supremacy of the Bible.

We live in a restless age. Man's frail barque
is loosening from the safe anchorages of the past,
and drifting, without compass or pilot, out on
life’s tempestuous seas. There never was a ume
when there was more need for a firm hand at the
helm, a clear sky to take our bearings, and a true
chart to guide us than in these last days.

National discord, with the noise and din of war;
social disorder, with its bitter class hatred; eco-
nomic unrest, with its strikes and lock-outs; in-
dividual and general disquiet, are the .to{ccn of
the spirit of our times. And this spirit is pos-
sible because man has forgotten his Goq, lost
sight of his Redeemer, and permitted the Bible to
become a sealed volume.

“The Bible,” says Campbell, “is to the intel-
lectual and moral world of man what the sun is
to the planets of our system—the fountain and’
source of light and life, spiritual and eternal.’
It can and will correct everything needing cor-
rection. And whatever may be the personal at-
titude of men toward the Book of books, most of
them will agree that to live up to the teaching of
the Word would solve most of the problems, and
settle most of the difficulties, which trouble us at
the present time.

Semi-scepticism in the pulpit, unbelief in the
pew; mutilation of the Scriptures; leaving the
Word of God out of our social, economic, legis-
lative and moral affairs, is the one great explana-
tion of the restless, dissatisfied condition con-
fronting us.

It is a time when sincere believers in the Bible
need to re-affirm their loyalty to the Livinz
Oracles.

“New occasions teach new duties,
Time makes ancient good uncouth;

They must upward still, and onward,
Who would keep abreast of truth.”

It is a time when we need a knowledge of the
Bible, not merely its words and phrases, but its
‘influential principles. Not Hebrew and Greek,
so much as the translation of them into thought,
feeling and conduct. “By the light of that word
alone can we learn whether we have a sure foot-
ing or stand in slippery places. We need more
of the spirit of Luther, who declared “He would
not live in paradise without the Bible, as with it
he could easily live in hell itself.” With Pollock
we may well exclaim: “Most wondrous book.
Bright candle of the Lord. Star of eternity. The
only star by which the barque of man can navigate
the sea of life, and gain the coast of bliss securely."”

“The Bible? That’s the Book, the Book indeed,

The Book of Books:
On which who looks,
As he should do, aright, shall never need
Wish for a better light
To guide him in the night.”

And what a book it is. To try to deal with its
supremacy is like trying to exhaust an endless
theme. “God's word is like God's world—varied,
very rich, very beautiful. You never know when
you have exhausted all its sccrets. The Bible,
like Nature, has something for every class of
mind. Look at the Bible in a new light, and
straightway you can see some new charm.” It
is not difficudt to endorse Sir Walter Scott's tes-
timony—"The most learned, acute and diligent
student cannot, in the longest life, obtain an entire
knowledge of this one volume. The more deeply
he works the mine, the richer and more abundant
he finds the ore; and he will at Jast leave the
world confessing that the more he studied the
Scriptures, the fuller conviction he had of his
own_ignorance, and of their inestimable worth.”
“It is a rock of diamonds,” writes T. Watson,
“a chain of pearls, the sword of the Spirit, a chart
by which the Christian sails to cternity ; the map
by which he daily walks; the sundial by which he

Ignorance of the Bible.

Dr. James Moffatt has told a story in America
which shows that colossal ignorance of the Bible
15 not confined to one side of the Atlantic. A
reporter for an English daily newspaper recently
interviewed Dr. Moffatt and confessed that before
sctting out on his errand he had consulted the
office copy of the Bible to find out whether the
gsalms belonged to the Old Testament or to the
New.

Better Government for the New
Hebrides.

Mr. . Reid writes of the doings of the British
Resident of the New Hebrides:—

“Mr. Rewse, the new Commissioner, has been
endeavoring to put new interest into British in-
terests down here.  The question really is ‘Is
it not too late?” = Have not the Irench a very
sure hold of the islands, so that it is only a ques-
tion.of time before French complete jurisdiction
is exercised? Mr. Rewse has persuaded the
I'reiich to divide the New Hebrides into three
districts, a South, a Central, and a North district,
the South and North having resident agents, who
are responsible to the Commissioner in the Central
District. This applies, of course, to the British
as well as the French. FEach agent will have his
quota of police.. This is a good move, and we
hope that our Commissioner’s next project will
be attended with much success. He has invited
the French to a round-table conference, at which
the possibility of drawing up and enforcing by
law a code of laws for the natives, which code
will be based on native customs. This is good.
The idea is to elect local native agents who will
have somewhat the same status as Justices of thg
Peace. We pray that this project may be divinely
guided and blessed.”—Presbyterian ‘“Messenger.

A Depleted Ministry.

In the report of the Archbishops’ Committce
of inquiry into the causes of decline in the num-
ber of candidates for ordination, the view is ex-
pressed that the insufficiency is closely connected
with shortcomings in the life and work of the
church as a whole, and weakness in its witness to
Christ.

“The committee point to six causes of the de-
cline in the number of ordinations in recent years.
These are: Indifference; the decay of religion in
the home:; misunderstandings as to clerical life
and work: the development of other openings for
service: intellectual difficulties; and financial
difficulties.”

The report contains a mass of interesting detail,
deserving serious consideration by all Christian
people, and if some of the conclusions are debat-
able, the document is nevertheless of great value
as a diagnosis of modern tendencies in religious
affairs. Dealing with the decay of religion
in the home, the committee declare:—"*We believe
that the supply of candidates will not become really
abundant until churchmen give to religion a far
larger place in family life, and show far grea:
care than many of them do now for the education
of their children in religious principles.” Is not
the rebuke implicit in this sentence (asks “The
Christian”) one which should touch the consciences
of very many in the Christian church who do net
within the denominational category of
churchmen?

Clothing for Refugees.

Dr. Kennedy, Chief Administrator of the Save
the Children and Armenian Relief Fund in Greece,
in speaking of the value of the clothing, on June
18 wrote:—"At a clothing distribution we re-
cently did at Grevena, over 1,000 people turned
up, and most of them had tramped many hours
on foot in the hopes of getting even one small
garment. At Chaldjilar, where we were feeding
1€o people, 1 had to reopen a kitchen for 300
women and children, as over 1,300 refugees tun_\cd
up for rations last month. when we were issuing
to the 160 on our list. There are other refugees
in a similar plight in this district, but only peo-
ple on the spot can understand what the condi-
tions really are.” .

In a letter to the Melbourne Executive re-
cently, Miss John, Save the Children Fund, Lon-
don. wrote: “I wonder if you are fully conscious
of the value of the clothing collections which are
being sent from Australia. They have been so
welcome, and the quality of them so good that the
refueces have tramped for miles, taking hours to
reach the depot, when a dis(rihusinn of Australian
clothing is being made.  Dr. Kennedy, when he
was in London, spoke to me once or twice about
the quality of the clothing coming forward from
Australia.” )

The Save the Children Fund and Armenian Re-
lief Fund is forwarding at regular intervals cases
of clothing, and parcels for inclusion m‘(hcsc
shipments are carried free on Victorian Railways
if addressed to the Fund, 301 Collins-st., Mel-
bourne.

Fighting Social Evils.
About 350 metropolitan Christian  Endeavor
Socicties were represented at a meeting held at
the Bible House, Flinders-lane, Melbourne, on
August 14, when an address was given by Mr.
C. A. Judkins, the newly-appointed citizenship
superintendent of the Victorian Christian Endea-
vor Union. A cordial welcome was given to Mr.
Judkins by the State President (Mr. Hugh Mac
donald).

After thanking the Endeavorers for his appoine
ment, Mr. Judkins said that the Christian church
to-day was challenged by the social evils .nf strong
drink, gambling and impurity. One serious diffi-
culty was that of adverse legislation. It had to
be remembered that behind adverse legislation lay
the apathy of the clectors, and it was tl}c task .of
Christian Endeavorers to help in arousing Chris-
tian men and women to their duties as _C_hrlst'.:\_n
citizens. He urged the formation of citizenship
committees in all C.E. Societies. A vigilance
committee could well be created in _cach com-
munity to see that the laws that were in existence
were being obeyed.

He suggested that every Endcn\'n’r Society
should purchase a copy of the electors’ roll, and
sce that the names of all church members were
recorded. Excéllent work -:.oul(l be done in educat-
ing children, and if anything were to be acconi-
plished in the future it would be through the

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Mary Thompson’s Vacation.

Miss Thompson writes:—"My annual holiday
was a very happy one, although I spent part of
the time in bed; but I met an unusually large num-
ber of like minded missionaries, and we had
some profitable prayer meetings together. After
returning from the hills, I felt like giving some
of the Christians here a little pleasure. Some of
them have a constant struggle against ill-health
and anxiety for their families, so after my usual
meeting with the women Saturday evening, |
gave them all a cup of tea, some biscuits and
sweets.

“Two evenings I had two brides and bridegrooms
in to dinner. One of them was married before
I left, but it was not convenient then for me to
have them. One of the brides has a father-in-
law and mother-in-law, so I invited them too, as
well as an old friend of the family. That made
eight of us. After the usual curry, rice and
vegetables, we had little sweet cakes cooked in
treacle, and 1 gave them some tinned pineapple.
My sisters usually keep me in fruit of different
kinds, so I am able sometimes to share it with
others. The mother-in-law is very deaf, and did
not seem to appreciate the pineapple, as she passed
.it over to her son. T asked her if she did not
like it, and she pointed to her stomach, which
meant she had not room for it. The newest
bridegroom had to hurry off soon<after we
finished dinner, as he was on night duty on the
railway, but the rest of us had some singinz.
These people are so fond of singing.

“This has been a happy, Lord’s day, a little dii-
ferent from the wvsual, as I only went to one
Sunday School this morning. Had a very in-
teresting class of young women. One of the
class has been ill, so I went to visit her after
school. In the afternoon 1 had two young men
callers, members here, who have been transferred
to another station two hundred miles away. How-
ever, there is an undenominational mission where
they are working, so they are able to get to tha
services sometimes.  After our Hindi service I
was invited to one of the Christians’ homes to
dinner.  Besides the family there were two girls,
who have finished in our girls’ school and who
have left this morning for the boarding school in
Bilaspur. We had a nice evening together. It
rained so much this morning that neither Shanda-
bai nor I went out to work, hut I gave her a
lesson in knitting instead. 1 like to keep some
socks on hand for poor delicate babies, and some-
times purdah women ask to be shown how to knit,
so Shanda was glad to have a lesson so that she
can teach others. My friend, Mrs, Jackson, who
lives twenty miles from here. came in this morn-
ing to do some shopping. I had her and one of
her special friends, a very yvoung Christian Indian,
to tea with me.”’

Dr. Killmier had a very busy time at his dis-
pensary the last month fcpor(c(! on. Ihere were
209 new cases, two opium poisoning cases, and
one who is trying to break himself of the opium
habit, six operations, 20 retreatments, and 45 dress-
ings; total of 283. ¥

Dr. Killmier writes: “During three weeks of
this month the dispensary was closed, one week
on account of an evangelistic trip made to three
fair-sized market towns within a few days’ jour-
ney of Hueili, and two weeks while T was ill in
bed. I took medicines on the trip and treated 195
cases. These are included in the above list. Fees
received, $10.80. Our recent trip indicates that
we can do a great amount of such work in the
years to come when we have enough workers on
the field to hold the. fort at Hueili while we are
away. I think it will be a kind of work which
will pay, and moreover the evangelisation of the
strrounding country is as necessary as the work
in the cities. Now, of course, the work at Hueili
prevents us being away for more than a week.
There are a great number of good-sized market
towns within about four or five days’ journey of
this place. We need to spend a day or so in each
to do much good. That means we can only travel
every other day, so it would take a good fortnight
to visit three or four of them.

“T am fecling quite well and fit again now. All
the others on the field are also fairly well at pre-
sent, I am pleased to say. Our baby, Raymond
Neville, is growing very quickly. He is extremely
strong and healthy. He was weighed this morn-
ing, and was found to have gained ten ozs. during
the last week. He weighs 131bs. 2 0zs. now, and
is ten weeks old. '

“We went to visit the French priest yvesterday.
and found him not a bad sort. They have 1o
vacations, ie., to go home. They get trips to
other parts of the country, and to the coast. He
has been in China 28 years, and was 26 when he
came, so he has been in China longer than in his
own country, France. He dresses and zcts just as
the Chinese, gave us Chinese tea in Chinese cups.
The R.C. priests wield great power in the law
courts by means of their church organisation.”

We would direct their attention to the most in-
teresting effort at Queenstown, S.A. Bro. W.
C. Brooker has been preacher of the Queenstown
church for over twenty years.

The singing and
general tone of the service were thrilling. ”Bro.

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The Shipwrecked Missionaries.

Acts 27: 39—28: 16.

“And so we reached Rome."—28: 14.

The last study left Paul playing the part ot en-
courager to the passengers and crew of the doomed
ship. His prayer of thanksgiving must have had
a wonderfully reassuring effect. His endurance,
commonsense, unselfish activity, and his perfect
trust in God are all revealed in this crisis of dan-
ger. There is no effort to paint him as a hero.
His heroism had appeared again and again, and
is revealed in all his writings. The leadership
that was accorded him was the tribute paid to a
roble, unselfish man, whose natural powers en-
abled him to direct affairs in a crisis. There are
distinct scenes in our study.

I. Wrecked: all hahds saved.

When the longed-for dawn came, the mariners
were unable to recognise the coast, but a sandy
beach in a little inlet raised their hopes that they
might be able to run the ship aground thercon.
The account of this is so vivid that we can follow
the efforts of the seamen still. The two paddles
at the stern were dropped into place to act as
rudders, the cables which held the four anchors
astern were cut, the foresail was set to get the
impetus sufficient to carry the boat well up on
the beach. But it was not to be. Paul’s pro-
phecy that the ship would be lost must be ful-
filled. The “two seas” which caused the disaster
were probably caused by the little island which
lics a bare hundred yards from the mainland. The
current rushing through this channel, and meet-
ing the run of the water in the bay, probably had
created a bank of mud. Here the ship grounded
stern on while still a little distance from the
shore. The bow remaining fast. “the stern began
to go to pieces under the heavy hammering of the
sea.” They were near enough to make safety
possible for all, but far enough from land to still
make the landing hazardous unless great care
was exercised.

Such an hour reveals what is in men. In the
pagan scldicrs it revealed a brutality that is re-
volting. They proposed to kill the prisoners one
and all lest any should escape.  Bat their cap-
tain was of a different spirit, and with a deep
sense of gratitude for what Paul had done, he
vetoed their plans, and gave directions for the
landing. Those who could swim went first, and
were ready to help those who had to trust to im-
provised raits to carry them to shallow water, All
got ashore in safety, and Paul found himself
again saved from “perils by the sea” Tt all
seems so natural that we almost overlook the
fact that God's hand over-ruled all. “Promptitude,
prudence, skill and struggle with the waves, saved
the whole two hundred and seventy-six souls in
that battered ship; yet it was God who saved
them all.” Which things are a parable of God's
great salvatien. Tt is the Lord's salvation, yet
so offered to s that it becomes ours only as we
accept its merciful provisions, and as we co-operate
in the divine purpose. In this sense Peter's ex-
hortation is always in order. “Save vourselves.”
Yet it is evermore true that it is God who saves
us.  “Not by works of rightcousness which we
have done, but according to his mercy."” Yet
because we are men and not machines we must
co-operate with God.

II. Ministering on Melita.

When the storm-tossed company landed on the
Island of Milita, it was with the loss of all mater-
ial possessions.  Yet how willingly all these
things are sacrificed if but life itself can be saved!
So are we constituted. Life is the supreme trea-
sure.  So we can believe that there was pro-
found thankfulness in every heart. Considering
that a whole winter was spent here, Luke has to'd
us little of the work of those days, but the man
whose “spirit was stirred within him” at Athens,

and who was “constrained by the word™ at Cor-
inth, and whose motto was, “Instant in season :m‘d
out of season,” would not fail to use every oppor-
tunity to tell the gospel story. But the first pic-
ture of Paul is of a drenched man picking up
sticks to build a fire. Paul was of the temper ol
Milton as described by Wordswortlhi: “I.hy soul
was like a star, and dwelt apart,” yet laid on it-
self the lowliest duties. Even the risen Christ
prepared a breakfast for hungry disciples. Here
is no false dignity. While at this task a viper at-
tacked Paul's hand, but he shook it off into the
fire, and took no harm. The incident witnessed
by the superstitious natives at first made them
think he was a murderer whom Nemesis was fol-
lowing, but when no evil befel him, they changed
their minds and thought him to be a god. They
were wrong in both views, but not in supposing
that Paul as a servant of God was invulnerable
till his work was done.

The Roman Governor of the island, Publius,
showed much kindness, and acted as host: to the
leaders till suitable quarters could be found for
all.  Paul, by the divine power, healed the father
of the governor of dysentry and fever. Others
sufferers came, and, we have quite a medical mis-
sionary station set up, in which probably Luke's
medical knowledge played a part. There is no
tabulation of “results,” yet we cannot doubt that
the gospel was preached, and many converts made.
When the winter was over and the company ha:l
to depart, the grateful inhabitants came with
many presents and loaded Paul's company with
all necessaries for their further journey. The
flowers of human kindliness and noble gratitude
are very fragrant in this Melitian mission. I
these circumstances Paul reveals himself as a
man ready for any service, however lowly or in-
significant. ~ All men are subject to the tempta-
tion to do readily public service, which brings
notice and applause. Sometimes indeed, we thus
think we are serving Christ when we are serving
ourselves.  Of such Christ . says, “Verily, they
have tl{cnr_ reward.” But we are to be ready for
the se¢mingly insignificant and humble, and in
these things he who serves his fellowmen serves
glrx_st. A largc.pan of the religious life must
consist in just being kind, and “doing good unto

all men,” not “to be scen of men,” |
