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When soars the soul earth's
clamoring voices cease,

power and peace.

The people that walked in darkness
have seen a great light: they that
dwell in the land of the shadow of
death, upon them hath the light
shined. . . . For unto us a child Is
born, unto us a son is given. . . .
There came wise men from the East
to Jerusalem, saying, Where is he
that is born King of the Jews? for we
have seen his star in the east and are
come to worship him. . . . And, lo,
the star which they saw in the east,
went before them, till it came and
stood over where the young child was.
When they saw the star, they rejoiced
with exceeding great joy.—Is. 9: 2, 6a;
Matt. 2: lb, 2, 9, 10.

The star is set high in the heavens.
For certain tasks the light must be
at one’s feet; a stable lantern held low
was needed at the last stage, but for
the journey across the desert there
had to be the star high above them
and far ahead. And Scripture
abounds in references to the Christ
set on high. He was the Dayspring
from on high who visited us, and
after his life on earth God set him
on high. . . . Christ, our guiding
star, is in the heavens, far above all
things, and if we seek his guidance
it must be through adoration, worship
and prayer. . . . And yet the Christ­
mas message remains, an integral part
of the Christian Faith, Emmanuel.
God with us. A star is something far
away, coldly remote, but the living
Christ, while so far is yet so near. . . .
To bring the words of the Psalmist
into the full revelation of the gospel,
“Christ will be a lamp unto our feet
and a light unto our path.”—A. D.
Harcus.

O blessed Jesus, who by the shining
of a star didst manifest thyself to
them that sought thee, show thy
heavenly light to us, and give us
grace to follow until we find thee;
finding to rejoice in thee and re­
joicing to present to thee ourselves,

It gleams, that radiant Star—
A light by which men steer
Through tempests, lashed with fear.
And God, who seems afar,
Is in the Babe brought near.
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Our cover picture for this special Christmas

issue was drawn for The Australian Christian
by George Browning, a Melbourne artist who has
done some fine religious work. This is a thought­
ful and arresting study. At first sight, Mary seems
to dominate the picture, with her eager, won­
dering face lit not only by the lamp’s soft glow,
but by the lingering glory of her finest hour.
The sleeping Babe lies cradled in her arms, while
the strong face of Joseph looks silently down upon
him, perhaps wistfully reflecting that love of him
had never so transformed his Mary’s face as
had this little One’s birth. The artist has done
little more than sketch the outline of the Babe,
yet as you reflect again you see that in reality he
has made him central to the whole conception.
Joseph’s eyes are focussed on him; Mary’s eyes
are aglow because of him. It is the Babe that
really matters.

Here is the after-glow of the shepherds’ coming,
and of their amazing tale, concerning which “all
who heard it wondered.” “But Mary,” writes
Luke, “kept all these things, and pondered them
in her heart” (2: 19). There must have been poig­
nant memories then of the annunciation, when

“God whispered and a silence fell . . .
But Mary sat with hands clasped on her knees,
And lifted eyes with all amazement rife,
And in her heart the rapture of the spring
Upon its first sweet day of blossoming.”

There had come then a deep sense of humility,
despite Gabriel’s amazing greeting of her as
“highly favored . . . blessed among women.” Later,
in the Magnificat, she had sung wonderingly
of the way that God had “regarded the low estate
of his handmaiden: for, behold, from henceforth
all generations shall call me blessed.” After that,
she could have been pardoned dreams of great­
ness, but when the birth came, in a strange
village which offered her nothing better than
a stable, we read no word of complaint from her.
It was enough that her Son—“the Son of the
Highest”—had been born, and she could hold
him in her arms, and in that loving heart which
would never let him go. Her Son could well have
been thinking of her when he later said, “Blessed
are the meek: for they shall inherit the earth
. . . Blessed are the pure in heart for they shall
see God.”

For this woman was a dedicated soul, who had
silenced her fears and perplexity with her full 

surrender to the will of God, “Behold, I am the
handmaid of the Lord; let it be to me according
to your word.” As Dorothy Sayers makes her
say, “When the Angel’s message came to me the
Lord put a song in my heart. I suddenly saw
that wealth and cleverness were nothing to God
—no one is too unimportant to be his friend
. . . For me, the Child in my arms is the answer
to all the riddles.” Sorrow, and a “sword in her
soul” lay ahead, but nothing could rob her of
the wonder that the Lord was willing to use her.
So she dreamed, while strong, dependable Joseph
looked quietly down on a mystery he could not
fathom. But his thoughts and Mary’s alike were
focussed on the Son.

If for us something of the wonder of Christmas
is gone, is it because we have lost the focus of
the humble, dedicated heart? Are we thinking
more of home, holidays, the fevered rush, a
multitude of little things, until the Babe slips
out of the picture altogether? He must be central.
Let us bring our hearts into true focus again this
Christmas, until they, too, are touched with some­
thing of the wonder once seen in a Virgin’s eyes.

rtist an anger
It is the sense of wonder that, in

every age, makes man a religious
being. The capacity to wonder has
been called our most pregnant human
faculty; for out of it is bom our art,
our science, and our religion.

That which makes the Christmas
season eternally fresh, is the wonder
and mystery aroused by the story of
Bethlehem and the manger. The holy
Babe in the cradle has excited the
imagination of artists in every field.

Art exalts the Virgin and her child.
Some of the noblest statues: carv­

ings in ivory and wood; paintings and
musical compositions, “endow the
Virgin with the sublimity of an eter­
nal idea.”

In the Madonna and Child, the early
Christians were provided with a theme
very suitable to the high scope of art.

The Italian Renaissance brought
forth the world’s most outstanding
artists. Who has not heard of Leo­
nardo Da Vinci; of Michelangelo; of
Bellini; of Giorgone and of Raphael?
And all of these have given then­
best talents to the reproduction of
that manger scene. Indeed, the most
famous canvas in the world is
Raphael’s “Sistine Madonna.”

It is, however, in the field of music
that the Christmas theme reaches its
highest and most popular exaltation.

Music is the natural speech of a
wondering faith, and Christianity is
the religion of spiritual song. Not
only did it inherit the music of the
Hebrew psalms, but it was itself bom
to the strains of the celestial anthem,
"Glory to God in the Highest.”

Very early in her history, the
Christian Church produced poets and
hymn-writers who were able to set
forth the emotions called forth by
the story of the manger of Bethlehem.
These writers were doubtless inspired
by the "Gloria In Excelsis,” or
“Angels’ Hymn,” which may be called
the first carol of Christendom.

As early as the first century the
custom of singing the Angels’ Hymn
and other hymns of the Nativity was
instituted, and was developed in suc­
ceeding centuries.

One of the earliest of Latin hymns,
and one of the few to have come down
to us from that father of church-song,
Ambrose of Milan, speaks of the re­
demption wrought by the incarnation.
But there is nothing of the pathos
of Bethlehem until the thirteenth cen­
tury when Jacopone Da Todi, a pas­
sionate, wandering mystic gave to the
world the first suggestion of the tender
cycle of cradle songs that was to
issue in the great Christmas oratorio
of Bach.

Jacopone wrote:—
"Come and look upon her child,
Nestling in the. hay!
See his fair arms opened wide,
On her lap to play.
And she tucks him by her side.
Cloaks him as she may. . . .”

The carol was one of the earliest
forms of Christian music, and was the
outcome of a desire for a freer wor­
ship of God in the vernacular instead
of the Latin.

Originally, the carol was a festal
hymn designed for special occasions,
but it came to be confined to tradi­
tional song in honor of the birth of
Christ.

Sensible of Paul’s statement about
"teaching and admonishing one an­
other in psalms and hymns,” Martin
Luther brought music to the people.
He rebelled against the idolatrous re­
ferences to the Virgin that character­
ised much of the music of the later
mediaeval period, and set himself the
task of providing the worshippers with
the best in popular music, “so that
the word of God may dwell among the
people by means of song also.” And
what more lovely song of the manger
has been written than Luther’s “Away
in a Manger”?

The great carol period in England
was the first half of the sixteenth
century, but the Puritans suppressed
these as “sensuous” music. A statute 

of the year 1644 forbade any “merri­
ment in religious services” on the
ground that Christmas was a pagan
festival. Charles II banished the
gloom and restored the old festivities.

To John Neale, the mediaeval
scholar and translator, we owe some
of our popular Christmas music, such
as “Good King Wenceslas” and “Good
Christian Men, Rejoice.”

But to the 18th century belongs the
most productive period of English
carols, such as Nahum Tate’s “While
Shepherds Watched;” John Byrom’s
“Christians Awake!”; Charles Wes­
ley’s “Hark the Herald Angels,” and
many others.

No story of the artist and the
manger would be complete without
reference to Handel’s “Messiah.”
While this monumental masterpiece of
art surveys the whole work of Christ
in redemption, much of its beauty is
focussed on the Christmas scene, and,
probably for this reason, it is most
often rendered at this festive season.

Johann Sebastian Bach, one of the
greatest composers of all time—the
father of modern music—produced an
enormous amount of sacred music
which includes the exquisitely beauti­
ful Christmas oratorio.

So the ages witness to the influence
of the Christmas theme on artists in
every sphere of art.

"Dear Christmas child, no length of
time nor space

Has stayed the journey of thy
blessed feet.

Behind no barrier of caste or race
Have men found isolation so com­

plete
But that there came the shining of

thy face—
Thus every artist paints thee as his

own,
Limned on the background of his

time and thought.

All who make and share In the

making of a Christian home know
how much they owe to Bethlehem for
their blessedness. For Christianity is
the faith beyond all others which
exalts the home, and which places it
in a foremost position in the spiritual
thought of all who would follow in
the Christian way of life. The Jesus
whom we love, and whose birth we
are about to celebrate, came to us
not through triumphal archways em­
blazoned with light, but through the
doorway of a stable—that became a
home. When Jesus came into it,
everything was transformed. It was
love and faith that wrought the
transformation.

The Jesus who taught us to say
“Our Father” taught us also the
sacredness of family life—and where
can there be family life but within
the four walls of a home. What was
the one thing desirable in the mind
of the prodigal son? To return home.
Jesus knew all the blessings a home
could prove; he knew it could be a
place w'here he himself might ever be
welcome, and where those who fol­
lowed him might know peace and
content.

Exalt Pareintfliood
To realise the vision of the home

as lifted up to us by Bethlehem we
must exalt the idea of parenthood.
Children to-day are better cared for
than when Christ was born. His com­
ing as a little child has wrought the
change. The love and reverence that
surrounded the Babe of Bethlehem
have made all children precious. We
spend much care to-day upon their
bodies. We spend much thought on
the education of their minds. Even
so, many a home is still only "a
manger where animals are fed, and
not a cradle where immortal spirits
are nourished,” and many are only
lodging places and not shrines of
truth and righteousness. It is not in
God’s purpose that parents should
merely be providers of food and shel­
ter. We need to recapture the re­
verence in the eyes of Mary when she
looked on her new born child, which
was also in the eyes of Christ himself
when later on he set a child in the
midst and said, “Of such is the King­
dom of Heaven.”

Mary saw in her child the gift of
God. "My soul doth magnify the
Lord,” she sang. It was a call to a
dedicated life that her love might
become a channel for the love of God.
There is no other way in which God
can become real to the heart of a
child. We can only make our chil­
dren conscious of the laws of right­

eousness if they see that these are
the laws by which we ourselves are
living. “In childhood,” says a great
religious teacher, "we were brought
near to God, not by mere instruction,
but by that personal life sanctified of
God which found expression there.”

To have a child to care for, our
own or another, is a mighty privilege.
It can open our hearts for the entry
of God. But this will only happen if
the child awakens not only our mate­
rial concern but also our faith in
God and our need of his grace. “Who­
soever shall receive this child in my
name receiveth me,” said Jesus, “and
whosoever shall receive me receiveth
him that sent me.”

“Homes Are Greenhouses”
Only the character moulded in such

homes can be the foundation of a
sound society. Good houses are not
enough. “Stone walls do not a prison
make,” nor do they make a temple
or build the city of God. That only
happens when Christ comes to dwell
in the houses we build.

“The crazy stable close at hand,
With shaking timber and sinking

sand,
Grew a stronger thing to abide and

stand
Than the square stones of Rome.”

As John Ruskin once put it, “The
history of a nation is not a history of
its wars, but the history of its house­
holds.” Where else but in the home
will the prejudices and hatreds which
mar the world be overcome? Where 

else but in the home will love be
shown as the way of solving the basic
problems of social relations, indeed
international relations? Only by
Christianity being caught and taught
in the home shall we have as a reality
in the world that ever-growing unity
among men which is also known as
the Kingdom of God.

It was Dr. Fosdick who wrote, “As
Christ came from the Holy Family in
Nazareth, so the centre of the world’s
redemption is always in the home.
Our Christian ideal for the world is
to make a family of it, where the
fatherhood of God is fulfilled in the
brotherhood of man, every persona­
lity valued for its own sake, as in a
good family, and all together living
in friendship and good will. If that
ideal is to come true for the world,
it must be more and more true in
more and more families. Homes are
greenhouses where all growth starts,
that, transplanted to mankind’s larger
relationships, can make the whole
earth fair. Whoever helps build a
good home is in so far furnishing in­
dispensable material for the building
of a good world.”

At this Christmastide we could con­
sider many debts we owe to Bethle­
hem—for happier living, for a higher
view of man, for a hope of peace,
for nobler arts—but nowhere is our
debt greater than in the conception
it has given us of the Christian home.
Without this vision to guard and to
guide us we have no hope of realis­
ing the other gifts that Bethlehem has
vouchsafed to us.

THE LARGER MEANINGS
Never did heaven touch earth more

sweetly than at Bethlehem. Christmas
is both significant and sweet. How
gentle are its sentiments, how abid­
ing its inspiration. What a pageant
it presents—hills aglow with heavenly
light; valleys resonant with heavenly
music; and shepherds startled awake
to mark the majestic course of the
most stately of all stars. And what
contrasts find place in this incom­
parable setting. There are stars and
stables; extremes of youth and vener­
able age; depth of night and brilliance
of light; silence and symphony; peas­
ants and potentates.

To analyse the doctrinal implications
of Christmas is like tearing apart the
glory of a rose to discover what lies
within. Yet they are the larger mean­
ings of Christmas that matter most.

In the coming of the Babe we see
evidence of that

SAVIOURHOOD
without which none of us would have
a basis for rejoicing. "Thou shalt
call his name Jesus; for he shall save
his people from their sins.” That
we all have sinned is generally con­
ceded. What all do not recognise is
the terrible and far-reaching con­
sequence of this sin. In some way it
has estranged and alienated us from
God. It has stolen our spiritual birth­
right. It has spoiled our earthly walk
and endangered our future state. Be­
cause of sin we were in desperate
straits. Then it happened—he came,
and “the people which sat in darkness
saw great light.” To-day, in the
doctrine of the Saviourhood of Jesus,
we find newness of life and newness
of hope. As Paul puts it: “If any
man be in Christ, he is a new
creature: old things are passed away:
behold, all things are become new.”
Gone is the guilt and curse of the
past. He is "the way” out of con­
demnation into justification.

From this truth of the Christmas
story we are led on to others. For
his Saviourhood suggests his sinless­
ness, and sinlessness suggests deitv.
The

INCARNATION
constitutes the mystery, the miracle
and the majesty of the Christmas
theme. And incarnation, most surely,
is inescapable. Dr. John Lewis, in
The Lord of Life, claims that the
doctrine of the incarnation is required
by Christ's uniqueness, and that such
incarnation demands the virgin birth.

It is the truthfulness of this claim
which explains why “he not only is
a Figure in history, but the Figure
of contemporary history.” Hence, in
The Portrait Gallery, George Mathe­
son says. “Thy face gives new mean­
ing to the instincts of my soul. Old
words on thy lips become winged.
Plain chords on thy harp become
melody. Truths spoken long ago be­
come discoveries in thee. The trite
terms of endearment that man utters
to man thrill with the surprises of
pathos when they are uttered by thee.
The language is from Bethlehem, but
the accent is from heaven.”

One recalls also the language of 2
Cor. 5: 19: “God was in Christ, re­
conciling the world unto himself.” It
is sometimes said that Jesus did not
make so high a claim for himself. The
answer to this lies in the words of
John Bevan: “Even if Jesus did not
claim to be God (which I do not for
a moment admit), that would be no
proof to me that he was not God.
You may be something without claim­
ing to be it. You mav even be some­
thing without being fully aware that
you are” (that thing). If one disputes
this, he fights with the records; he
struggles with the great Life. He
batters against the ccntinuous in­
fluences of a power that is not of us—
a power which for two thousand years
has never ceased to regenerate mil­
lions.

Moreover, the incarnation appears to
have been set forth in prospect by
Isaiah. In that elevated passage in
his ninth chapter, the coming one is 

called not only “Wonderful, Coun­
sellor,” but also “The mighty God.”
How great then was heaven’s stoop?
It was from the heights of the highest
glory to the lowliness of a make-shift
cradle.

But all the doctrines which lie at
the heart of Christmas are not ap­
plicable only to spiritual and future
needs. One of the dominant notes in
the angel-choir was that uttered in
the name of

PEACE
“Peace on earth.” What is Christmas
but the advent on earth of the “Prince
of Peace”? In the greatest sermon to
leave his lips he declared that especial
blessedness belonged to “the peace­
makers.” But can there be peace
between man and man, while man
knows no peace with God? Jesus
knew that where controversy existed
between man and his Maker there
was the danger of open rupture be­
tween man and his fellow. The
peacemaker must be more than an idle
dreamer. He will remember that
righteousness is the antecedent of
peace. No permanent peace between
individuals and nations can be based
upon injustice. There is a sense, other
than that of sequence, in which the
fourth beatitude comes before the
seventh. There is need to “hunger
and thirst after righteousness” before
we set out to be peacemakers. The
fruit of the Spirit is not at first peace;
rather is it “love, joy, peace”—the love
leading to the joy, the joy issuing in
peace. It is no mean achievement
to bring peace to the complex mecha­
nism of a single soul. But this must
be multiplied millions of times.

Those who bow before the Infant
of Bethlehem, by design must be
peacemakers, not merely lovers of
peace, but the engineers thereof. To
the degree that we succeed in living
to the dictates of his Spirit, to that
degree shall the fruits of the Spirit
be manifest in human affairs.

As of old they came to bend their
knees, spread forth their gifts, and
go on rejoicing, so let us again look
into the deep things we commemorate,
and be glad in them.

“UnjEUKIE COMES (fiOIl)”
We have endeavored in this year

to concentrate on three areas of
general work. Firstly, eleven villages
were selected for concentrated work.
They were each visited at a set time,
day and place each week. These are
mainly children’s classes in the morn­
ing before school begins, and then
adult groups in the afternoon. With
this is linked our Bible school work.
This work is most encouraging. The
fact that after many many years a
Bible school programme was pre­
sented by the Bhigvan Bible school
at this conference is in itself a cause
for thankfulness. To hear Muslem
and Hindu children tell the gathered
group of Christians the gifts they in­
herit by becoming Christian, was to
our minds impressive, not in its mag­
nitude, but in its unusualness.

Several periods were spent out for
several days in camping. Only two,
however, had much import. The first
was in a temple in the Barsi area,
from where several people had come
asking to be baptised. This, however,
was found to be in our neighbor’s
area. The month's camp at Bakluse
on the Bhima River past Rajgav,
proved both instructive and profitable.
While there we visited every home
every day for over three weeks. Only
one home refused us entrance. To
this home on our last day came sick­
ness to the only son, who. without
an injection, perhaps would have been
in serious trouble. This incident was
put away in the memory of the people
who knew they had refused us en­
trance by rolling a great cart wheel
into the entrance to the gateway. The
outcome of that month has caused
our second field of concentration. This
village beyond any other has claimed
our attention. Everyone in the village
claims relationship with Mr. Wagh-
modi because the original settlers, we
beieve, were migrants from Bori Vil­
lage. When we are seen coming
over the • hill into the village the
people do not say, “Here come the
foreigners,” or “Here come the mis­
sionaries,” or “Here come the Chris­
tians,” but “Here comes God.” This,
while being unflattering in’ its stem
reality to us, shows at least that wc
have conveyed our message with ac­
curacy. In the village two men, one
a Hindu and one a Moslem, have con­

fessed Christ before the village, but
have not yet had faith enough to
continue forward into him.—Bruce
Munro (Bhigvan).
