His spiril 15 admicable,
but his reasoning rather less so, as he proceeds
"to write aboutl the diffculty that the Baplisis
provide for the Christlan who seeks the manlfested
unity of Christ’s Church on carnh.” (In the in-
tarests of strict truth, Isn't il rather the advocates
of “Infant baptizsm™ who provide the “diMoulty,”
seelng that the supporters of “bellever's baptism™
stand on what is now generally accepted as "cath-
ollc” ground?)

POSITIONS CONTRASTED

He contrasts the two general positions on bap=
tism by stating, “The Baptists have asserted that
there is no unamblguous account of a baplism of
en Infant in the New Testament; to which the
rest hove replied that there are some stories which
imply it, even If they do not make (U explicit. The
Baptists have claimed that baplism presupposes
g response of faith in the person Lo be haptised,
and that an Infant cannot make such o response;
and the rest make answer by drawing attention to
the solldarity of o family, and to the rite of infant
baptlsm a5 a remarkable reminder to the Church
that It was before we knew what was being done
that Christ died for us. At the end of all the dis-
cussions, though I am not a Baptist, I eannot
but say that the Baptlst positlon has much to be
gsald for It.” (Apparently, Principal Marsh wuses
the term “Baptist” throvghout this article to
cover the varlous advocates of “bellever's bap-
tism.")

Then follows a most Interesting pointer to
Anglican thought, in which he indlcates that some
of thelr theologians “are now beginning to say
about confirmation that it may be thought of as
a kind of deferred part of the sacrament of bap-
tism, as If the first and declzsive part of the rite
were performed in Infancy, and the second and
‘eonfirmatory” part in later years, when the one-
time Infant has grown to be able to make answer
for himself.," Congregationnlists also, he says,

“have some ceremony whereby those who have
been baptised In Infancy are admitted to privi-
leges of - the church, such a8 communlon and
church meeting.” On the other hand, those who
practise “bellever's baptlsm"™ have béen feellng
their way towards some act of dedication for those
infants born Into Christlan homes, and many such
“dedication services” are, In fact, being held.

WHICH WAY TO UNITY?

On the strength of this, Princlpal Marsh nsks
earnestly, “Is It not possible for us Lo think through
together the theologlcal implications of all this
diversity, which seems to me to indicate that the
act of initiation into the Church of Jesus Christ
ought to begin, for the children of bellevers al
any rate, in their Infancy, and yet not to be over
unfll there has been an individual profession of
conscious falth Im Jesus Christ as Lord and
Saviour?* Thus he sees “the possibility of recog-
nising both Baptist and non-Baptist attitudes to
the sacrament of baptism."

Princlpal Marsh 13 seeking to grapple with the
realities of the situvation. He would be aware, of
eourse, that Chrlstians ke those of North India
and Ceyion, in thelr respective schemes for union,
have advocated some such agreement, providing
Both for “sponsored baptlsm™ (Imfant) and “be-
Hever's baptlsm,” and ensuring that those who
have recelved elther “baptlsm" become communi-
cant members of the chureh through receiving
confirmation, :

Let these be accepted for what they are—eamnest
attempts to solve a major difficulty among Chrls-
viang, But to many the suggested solutlon must
seem an intolerable compromise, and Irresponslible
Juegegling with the realities of New Testament truth,
We belleve that, ns a Hestoratlon Movement, we
are on firm ground in our conwiction, well ex-
pressod by the Disefples' Responge to Lund (1932},
that “baptlsm, adminlstered by immersion, upon
profession of falth In Christ . . . i= the catholie
[orm described In the New Testament, and thus
iz a basls for unity.” The soundness of that
position 1s still belng verifled by some of the
world’s oulstanding thecloglans, To retreat from
such high ground, even for a unity most ardently
desired, would be both folly and betrayal. The
cause of true Christlan unlon can never be served
by the surrender of convictlons, however over-
powering at times may be the temptation to take
some such “short-cut” as Princlpal Marsh and
the men of Ceylon and North Indla visualise. But
we dare not fall to bear our witness, pleading
both with passion and loyalty fo the truth as we
gee It, for unlon on the basis of the New Testament.
