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Mission to. the Nation Challenges 
Our Methodist friends are now entering the 

closing year of their ,Mtssion to the Nation. Plans 
which w1ll climax in a great closing rally on Sun­
day, November 13, represent a thrusting challenge 
to missionary effort on the part of every local 
congregation. 

Rex Mathias, National Secretary, has announced 
that "a feature of the programme will be a great 

MEl\IDERSHIP DRIVE 
in an effort to win adherents and people loosely 
attached to Methodist churches into full, com­
mitted and active membership." Initial phase will 
be a Churcp Loyalty Campaign, during which the 
privileges, responsibilities and duties of church­
members will be highlighted through personal 
letters from ministers to their congrega tions, and 
also through a series of special sermons. This 
first stage will be from February 27 to April 3, the 
final day being one of dedica tion, in which m(?m.­
bers will be given the opportunity to re-dedicate 
themselves to the tasks of church membership. 

Immediately after Easter the emphasis will 
swing to visitation evangelism. Mr. Mathias com­
ments that this will "involve a period of training 
in local churches and a careful preparat.ion ot 
lists of peo'ple who are to be directly challenged." 
The winter months of June, July and August will 
be devoted to this visitation with a purpose. Then 
every Methodist circuit in Australia is being asked, 
for at least one week in September, to hold an 
evangellstic mission, cha llenging "men and women 
to commit themselves to Jesus Christ" and to join 
the membership of his Church.'' In the final 
months of the Mission to the Nation there wm 
be provision for the recognition and reception of 
the new members gained during the campaign. 

From the various States a team of approximately 
twenty "supplementary missioners" ls to be estab­
lished, each of whom will be asked to give three 
weeks' service wherever he may be needed. Alan 
Walker, leader of the Mission to the Nation, will 
be associated with Rex Mathias in various cam­
paigns, notably a series of eight days of meetings 
in each mainland capital and in Launceston, and 
wlll also conduct missions in both Sydney and 
Melbourne Universities. Radio support will come 
through two programmes - "Drama with a chal­
lenge" and "Australian Christian Digest" - to 
be given Australla-wide broadcast from April 
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untll September. But, wide as the reach of the · 
Mission ls designed to be, "as much emphasis as 
possible ls being placed upon the work .of the 
local church in its own local area.1' 

We are confident that our readers will follow 
with prayerful interest the outworkµlg of these 
careful plans. There ls nothing new in what ls 
suggested for the local church programme. We 
have heard it all before, from local leaders, 
Home Mission Committees, and only recently from 
Mark Rutherford. We have nodded ready agree­
ment that this ls the kind of thing the Church 
should be doing; we have discussed the "tabled" 
Ideas that have sounded fine in theory; we have 
even gone so far as to make sporadic efforts In 
one direction or another. But too few of us have 
been prepared to face the 

DEMANDS AND DISCIPLINE 
of cont inuous programme planning and practice. 
I t would be enlightening - it could even be 
terrifying - to know how many of our own Aus­
tralian congregations have done, or are even 
planning to do anything definite and continuing · 
along the Unes advocated by Mark Rutherford 
1n his four-point programme. In how many 
churches of the brotherhood are there men and 
women who care deeply enough for others and 
feel strongly enough their responslblllty of per­
sonal witness, to the point of keeping on with 
the Job of visitation evangellsm week in and week 
out, giving their mlnlster no rest in their demand 
for "prospects"? 

Some excellent plans may never get past an 
Official Board which ls more concerned with 
machinery matters than its real mission. But in- · 
difference in the congregation can klll them most 
effectively, even when they are enthusiastically en­
dorsed by the Board itself. We must kindle a greater 
caring, a keener sense of stewardship in every 
local church. No plan ls all-important, . but the• 
power generated through a spiritually-awa1·e 
people ls. And such people will respond to planning 
which ls not an end in itself, but which enlists, 
for the saving of others, the creative best in every 
member. 

Drifting or "muddling through" ls surely not 
good enough. Let's see to it that every congregation 
throughout Australia plans tor advance this year; 
-and really moves/ . ·

,ret be guilty or &ln? God does reckon 
us to be ncceptable to him aa h1s 
chlldren when, 1n &lncere faith and 
obedience, we repent and turn to 
hlm. "The blood or Jesus Christ, 
God's Son, cleanscth us from all aln." 

But that does not make us incap­
able o! slnnlng. "If we say that we 
hove no sin, we deceive ourselves, and 
the truth is not 1n us." It ls not 
according to the d1vlno -nature In us 
to sin dellberntely or habitually, but 
we do get ensnared by the devil. Our 
feet are made to slip, and where we 
lblnk we are strong we need to take 
heed lest we fall. • 

Let us acknowledge that all which 
Is ogalnst U1e will o! God is sin, 
whether It be wrong acta that we 
commit, or fnllure to do good things 
that God expects o! us. It la In U1c 
lotter sense that we are most likely 
to transgress, and yet remain uncon­
v1cted or sin. Many sins are obvious 
to us all, but the slns mentioned be­
low v,e may barely acknowledge. 
Nevertheless, they are deadly sins 
which weaken the Church of God to­
day. The tlrst among these evils ls 

The Sin of lndUferenee 
The lndlfferent person is uncon­

c.emed. He "couldn't care less." He 
adopt& a negative, neutral, apathetlo 
ntUtude towards matters which really 
should disturb him deeply. 

Indlfference In a Christian is en­
tirely out o! harmony with the mind 
and spirit o! Ohrist. Jesus always 
w:is prlmarUy concerned with the lut, 
the least, and the lost. He severely 
condemned those who were hearers, 
but nof doers, of the Word, He con­
demned the lnd1Jlerence o! those who 
neglected the hungry, thµ-sty, nllked, 
sick, or imprisoned ones. Likewise, 
the indifference of the priest and 
Levite shows up bcldly ngnln!t U1e 
pracUcal concern of the Good Sama­
ritan. Judgment was passed on llhe 
rlcih man who cared not !or the bea­
i;ur Lazarus at h1s door. 

I.ndlffere.nce results from sel.Oshness, 
gplritual pride, smugne&T, preJudJce or 
ignorance. For such reasons, the 
Church boa transgressed In the past. 
Sbe hu condoned, and even support­
ed. great evils like aloverJ, exploita­
tion of the underprtvileaed, chlld 
labor harsh penal laws, and other 
great' evils. Oreat reformers were 
OhrlBUan people whose consciences

were made sensitive by the Spirit of 
Ood and ' the mlnd O( Cbrtst. 

" God-let me be aware, 
Stab my soul nercely with othera'

Let me walk seeing horror and 

stain;

How concl'mcd ore we nbouL the 
liquor question, which Is ruining the , 
lives of multitudes every year? At the 
Inst Annunl Conference or the Locnl 
Option Alliance one leader ,complnlne<.l 
bitterly of the tndlf!crcnce In the 
churches regarding this evil. Temper­
ance orgnnlsntions find it hard to get 
support for their vital work. Some­
times they even gc,; opposlUon. 

How concerned were we when the 
notion's highest Church and judicial 
dignitaries launched 11 ''Crall to the 
Nat.Ion" for n spiritual ond mornl 
revl\"ol? What dl<.1 1\e do nbout 1L ~ 
How, then, could It make nny Im­
pression on non-Christians'/ What do 
we more than others? 

How concerned nre we about the 
personal needs o! others around us? 
We get so smug about our own self­
Interests and comforts lhnt we ore 
hardly a wore that there ore , others 
who need our sympathetic interest 
and help. 

How concerned nrc we about the 
people nround us who ore outside of 
the fellowship nnd llfe or the Church? 
How many of us are prepared Lo visit 
them and wln their friendship? Do 
we even welcome them os we should 
when they come to our services? 

In view o! such lndlfference Is It 
any wonder that the Church 1s not 
the mighty regenerating force it should 
be ln the world I 

"Rise up, O men o! Ood, 
The Church for you doth wait, 

Her strength unequal to her tuk; 
Rllle up, and make her great I" 

Another sin of the Christian Church 
la 

Covetousness 
Jesus warned his disciples to keep 

themselves from Bll covetousnes.1. It 
bu been said that Jesus said more 
about money than any one thing ; that 
16 out or his 38 parables, and 
one verse out o! seven 1n the Gospels, 
relate to mon'a attitude to property. 

Clearly, the Saripturea teach us 
that the love o! money 1a the root or 
all kinds of evil. The desire to be 
rich 1s "a temptation and a mare." 
It lends disciples away from the faith, 
and encourages sclftsh and luxurious 
living. We learn to love the things 
that money can give more than we 
love Christ. Consequently, the Lord's 
share of our Income ls misappropriated 
and misused on our pleasures and 
modern gadge~. 

It was covetousness which kept the 
rich young ruler out o! the Kingdom 
of God. He was not prepared to de­
vote his monev to the service of Christ 
and his Kingdom. How, then, could 
he devote himself? 

Can we deny that the sin of covet­
ousness ls evident 1n the Church to­
day? Church financial reports tell 
the talc. There are those who give 
liberally and proporUonotcly booause 
thP-Y first give themselves to the Lord. l 
Dut they ore outnumbered by those 
who give little or next to nothlni o! 
whfit U1e Lord requires of them. 

'I11e gift of our treasure ls no sub­
stitute for the gl!t of ourselves; but 
U we arc not prepared to give even 
of our wealth, how much of ourseh•es 
ore we llltely to glve In time and 
talent? Even the money we spend 
on ourselves Is llmltcd by the need 
Cl! othl'rs, its benefit, to ourselves, and 
our debt to God. 

The Ohurch has enough wealth and 
numbers to flood the world with Cbris­
Unnlty, but we think we hove done 
enough 1f we just manage to balance 
our budger.c; under the most stringent 
economic measures on the part of 
workers and committees. The work 
o! God ls held up by lbe covetousness 
o! hls people I 

The oposUe Paul spoke of the grace 
that God gave to the Macedonlan 
churches: "Somehow, 'tn most difficult 
clrcumatances, thelr Joy, and the tact 
o! being down to their lost pennY 
themselves, produced a mqn111cent 
concern for other people. • . . ~or 
wns thelr gift ... a mere cub pay-
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ment. Instead they made n complete 
dedica tion ot U1emselves first to the 
Lard" (2 Cor . 8: 2-5, Phillips), 

Another flagrant s1n of the righteous 
is 

Intolerance 
PracUcally the whole ot the Ohrls­

Uan em has been marred by Intoler­
ance in the Church. Intolerance ls 
simply an unwllllngness to endure the 
views and attitudes of oth ers. A bare 
tolerance o! the dlfl'erences we flnd 1n 
-0thers falls tar short of th e Christian 
virtue of, forbearing in love, but an 
intolerant attitude ls ten times worse. 

Of course, there are evils which the 
ChrlsUan should not tolerate, but 
often does because o! indifference. God 
deliver us from such tolerance. " Woe 
unto you," said Jesus, " when nil men 
speak well of you." 

But there is a harsh spirit of In­
tolerance which causes division in the 
"Body of Christ." Our Intolerance 

may be caused by lnck or understand­
ing, or ignorance of all the facts. We 
tend to Judge so harshly where we 
aannot see. The ftxed prejudices of a 
closed mind may make us lntotero.nt. 
" Oan any good come out of Naza­
reth? " 

The Intolerant person lncks humi­
lity. Be asserts hlmsel! as being 
right. The other fellow cannot poss­
ibly be righ t; for " both cannot be 
right ." Of course, both could be 
wrong. Even If a person may be right 
as t ar as truth 1.§ concerned, !he may 
be woefully wrong in hla attitudes, 
and in his manner o! upholding the 
truth. We don 't always speak the 
truth in love. Our fervent zeal may 
lead us to transgress against the mind 
and spirit of Ohrlst. "Ye know not 
what manner of spirit ye ai:e of," 
said Jesus. The fruit of the Spirit is 
love, joy, peace, long suffering, kind­
ness, goodness, faithfulness, meekness, 
self-control. A harsh spirit of in-
