The Archbishop or York recently told the 
Church or England that four conditions are im­
mediately necessary for strengthening the, life 
of the Church, and its witness to the world: (a) 
increase of clergy; (b) actlye and instructed 
laity; {c) strength~ning of fellowship in all 
parishes; and (d) more generous and regular giv­
ing. It ls worth noting the emphasis which the 
Church of England, in common with all other 
Christian communions, ls now giving to the need 
for an "active and instructed laity." The Anglican, 
Australian weekly paper, said candidly in a re­
cent editorial on "The Layman and the Church" 
(28/1/ 55): "There are few Churches which use 
their laymen less effectively than the Church of 
England ... It ls only, as it was yesterday, that 
the Church of England has begun to wake up to 
the fact that the laymen are the 'People of God,' 
that they are the Church, the 'Body of Chrlst ' 
. . . There are multitudes of consecra ted laymen 
who witness in their homes and whose lives where 
they work offer a great example. But indl'-' llit1al 
effort 1s never sufficient in th is highly nrgr.nised 
world." The editorial bluntly lays much o: the 
blame for "the dumbness of the la:,r:1an'' on the 
clergy, and urges men to get into the w0rk of 
the C. of E. Men's Society. 

THE LOCAL LEVEL 
All this ls excellent, and more than An~llcnns 

would benefit from similar frank soul-searching 
on the matter of men's work. For, despite all that 
the various Christian Churches have said about 

, the need for such organised work, painfully li t tle 
has really been achieved in Australla. One slgnl­
ftcant pointer is that such a comprehensive effort 
as the Mission to the Nation, which sought to 
marshal churchmen for evangelism, bas, on its 
secretary's admission, failed at the local level-­
the most vital of all. We"J;e the men effectively 
linked together in Christian service in every local 
church throughout the land, the Mission to the 
Nation, and similar efforts, would achieve amaz­
ing results. As It is, they have too often been 
haIJ1Strung. 

The average churchman, pleasant, easy-going 
chap that he' is, will take bis Christianity as com­
fortably as he is allowed. We have let him get 
away with It too long, apart from lashing out 
fretfully when our own burdens grow too heavy. 
But sermons on his apathy and indifference are · 
not good enough. Nor ls the assumption o! too 
ma ny jobs by any one man, be he minister, elder 
or anyone else. Every churchman must be asked 
to do some specific job; made to feel that the 
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church ls relying on him to do it. Ask the man, 
who ·doesn' t attend church as often as you would 

. wlsb, to help in some visitation of others; his 
reaction might surprise you. 

The plain fact ls that the Restoration Movement 
put down its roots and flourished in this land 
as a people's movement. Men were alive to their 
responslbllitles. They witnessed and worshipped, 
and sought to do both better by forming on the 
local level their Mutual Improvement Societies. 
The "mutual ministry" demanded their best. It 
stlll does, but there are many men whose names 
are on our "morning plans" today who ·have never 
been given a ny organised, continuing help on how 
to serve at their best. Some churches hold train­
ing classes. Some issue typed notes of procedure 
and advice ; the church at Lake-st., Perth has 
recently done some flne work in this way. 

FEDERAL PLANS 
This Is the kind of work which many of our 

• modern Men's Fellowships are doing. We need a 
Men 's Fellowship in every church of the brother­
hood, training men to serve-in the fullest sense 
of that. ·term. To help us achieve that, the 1954 
Federal Conference called for the formation of 
a Federal Department of Men's Work. Since then, 
a steering committee has been appointed to .foster 
the project; F. N. Lee and N. R. Arnott, both of 
Victoria, are chairman and secretary respectively, 
and the active Victorian Church Men's Society 
ls represen ted in the persons of its president and 
secreta ry. South Australia made a quick, enthu­
siastic response, inviting Fred Lee to the inaugural 
meeting at which the State committee-was form- · 
ed. The Federal committee has had encouraging 
news from Western Australia and Queensland in 
response to letters sent to State Conference 
Executives. A report from the chw:ch at Marrtck'­
vllie, N.S.W., printed In this issue, mentions the 
local appointment of a Director of Men's Work. 

Meanwhile, the Federal committee is going 
ahead with the reprinting of ten pamphlets on 
men's work, which Mark Rutherford handed over 
after bis Australian campaign. These have been 
adapted to Australian conditions. ' 

All this ls only a beginning. The beginning of 
what? Much of the answer depends on us. Let's 
see to it that the committee is spurred on, and 
not bogged down through any official go-slow 
tactics, or local indifference, or interstate pettiness, 
or smallness of conception. Let's plan and build 
big! We want this Federal Men's Work to be a 
force, not a farce!

Grounds for Belief 
What grounds bnve we for believing 

that Jesus was not only the Son or 
Mary but the Son of God? It. Is In­
evitable that n personal God should 
reveal himself, and a full revelation 
can only be made through a Person. 
An Incarnation ls not only reasonable 
but ls to be expected. In answer lo 
U1e question why we believe such nn 
Incarnation took place In lhe person 
of Jesua Christ, I would r efer to lhc 
unanimous witness or the New Testn­
ment. When Jesus was baptised a voice 
declared: "This Is my beloved S 011 . " 
In the middle of his ministry one or 
J1ls disciples declared : "Thou an Uie 
Son of the living God." At his crucl­
n.~Jon o. soldier belonging to a pognn 
race, beholding hls patient suffering, 
was moved to make the same witness: 
"Surely this ls Uie Son or God." The 
word which ls appended to U1e fourth 
Gospel might well be said of the whole 
New Testament: "These things arc 
written that ye mny believe that J esus 
Is the Chrl!it, the Son of God, and that 
be,llevlng ye may have life In his 
name." 

The New Testament records the 
amazing claim that J esus m11de for 
himself. To a seeker after eternal ll!e 
he says: "Follow me" : of one who 
would sec the Father he asks: "Has t 
thou not known Me?" "Who can for• 
give sins but God alone?" said the 
Pharisees, and they were right. Jesus 
said: "Thy sins be forgiven thee: go 
In peace." "Ye call me Master and 
Lord, and ye MY well, for so I run." 
He proclnlms hl~lf as being the ob­
ject of prophecy. He claims to be 
greater than David, Solomon, Jonah nnd 
the Temple, and higher lhJn the 
angels. He regards himself as the sup­
reme nuthorlty, the teacher above oil 
teachers. •' It wos r;ald to you ot old 
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time, but I say unto you." Tite Buddha 
said: "Forget me If only you will re­
member the woy I go." But Jesus could 
never have said that. "I nm the Woy." 
" Come unto me," says he - seven 
times In lhnt great passage occurs the 
personal pronoun. 

Such claims by on ordinary mun 
would be branded as egotism, but when 
Jesus makes them we feel thnt he Is 
speaking the lruth. For he had no 
sense of personal sin. He found nothing 
In himself to forgive. The greatest 
snl.nt-5 have' been the most conscious 
of sin. But J esus sold to the Phorl~es: 
"Which or you conv1cteth me o! sin ?" 
- and none of them wns able IA-I on i,wer 
him n word. He was holy, harmleSb, 
undefiled, separate frcru sinners T oke 
b is slnlel>Sness and h is clnlL<1s toi elh!!r 
nnd they pnlnt In one dlrcclloo. J esus 
was not r:u:rcly o man : ln !ilm God 
took h 11m1m fc,1m, 1lv111rr o;ir llk, !nc mg 
our t{'mptnllon, , ~":nrlni; ou:- sorrows, 
und dym r: our ueuth. 

,\ \ Hal Belief 
B'!ll ef m our L o:d'.'i cilvln!t.y Is vital 

lo the Chrbtlon J' (' ll<iiou It seems to 
me thr,t we :nw;t r!U 1cr accept Chrlst 
as the Sa\'l our of the world or else 
call him mnd, or utterly ml~t.nkcn nnd 
deluded, and tUl ll llWOY from him. 
The !net of Chril. t ls not jusl 11 fact 
or h lstory : It h as become a fact or 
con ~clenco. Who h; this man whose 
words still stub us like lhe sword of 
God. who.~e eyes s t111 haun t us, whose 
" purity does nil our lust.,; condemn"? 
Our hearts cry out: " Thou art the 
King of glory, O Christ ." TI1e oply 
explanation which really suUstles our 
mind and conscience and harmonL"ies 
with the facts Is that the witness of 
Jesus i!'I true, and that he ls what he 
professed to be. "All other explana­
tions nre as unsnttsfylng to reason as 
they ore revolting to reverence." When 
Thomas 0 orlyle's wife ~died, and his 
household was plunged Into grief, 
someone read to him the great words: 
"Let not your heort be troubled : ye 
believe In God, believe also In mo." 
Carlyle t,roke In upon the rending and 
said : "If you were Ood, you had a right 
to &ay that, but if you were only a 
man, what do you know more than U1e 
rest or us?" Jesus claims tor himself 
relntlonshJp to God such ns no other 
man enjoyed. He does In and for men 
what only God can do. ln Christ we 
ar e !nee to !nee wllh God hlmsclt. To 
meet with J esus Is to be In Uie presence 
or tne Eternal. 

Dis Real Oumaoity 
The humanity of Jesus ls just as 

renl as his divinity. In the early day, 
of the Church men felt a., great diffi­
culty obout the real humanity of Jesus 
ns many do todoy about his divinity. 
They were quite sure thnt Jesus wo.s 
God, for they had beheld hi! glory 
and felt his power in their lives. but 
they found It hard to understand how, 
being God, Jesus could at the same 
time be a real man. That is why the 
Apostles' Creed, starting with a con­
fts..-uon or hi~ divinity, "I believe ln 
J esus Christ his only Son our Lord," 
goes on with 1,qunl emphasis to Insist 
upon his true humanity, "Wh'o was 
conceived or the Holy Ghost, born or 
!.he Virgin Mary, suffered under Pon­
tius Pilate, WM cruclfled, dead and 
bu1icd." It h os been truly remarktd 
t.hnt nil the verbs In thnt sentence are 
n•rbs that ret forth the great and 
un!vr1·snl liuma n experiences, and that 
we mlgtit E>um up human life In those 
temlS. 

The two phrases. "He wns born of 
the Vlrgl:i Mary ... he sutlered under 
Pontius PUat.e" are da~. like "1066 
a nd all Uiat." They stress the fact 
that once something happened on a 
certain day at the certain place, and 
they are of tremendous slgnl.flcance. 
For It ls the very nerve o! ChrlstJanlty 
that It ls an historic religion. It Ls bound 
up with the fact that Jesus · Christ 
really did live: and l! you could dis­
prove that, you would destroy Chris­
tianity. It b qulte evident that Jesus 
had a human body. We read In U1e 
Gospels o! Jesus being hWlgry, weary, 
thirsty, sleeping, and nt last dying. 
He hod o.lso a human mind. He ad• 
vanced In wisdom. He possessed all 
our humo.n feelings . . " He suffered, be­
Ing tempted." He sustained himself 
by prayer. He was made In nll things 
like unto hls brethren. He Is the Ideal 
man, t.he pattern tor ou; llves. He 
Illustrates the goal which one day we 
shall attaln-"unto a rull-grown man. 
unto the measure or the stature of 
the fulness of Christ." 

Difference Jesus ltlakes 
What difference has J esus mode by 

his coming? He has changed man's 
thought or God. "Leave out Christ," 
&aid Dr. Motlatt, "and ls Uiere a 
Ulought of God that wlll stand U1e 
st.rain or life?" Jesus gave the world 
that final and perfect description of

A Unit In U1e chain of events to the 
great ecwnenlcal movement of our times 
began sixty-eight years ago, when Mrs. 
Darwin R. James, then president or 
the Women's Home Mission Board of 
the Preabyterlan Church of U.S.A., 
sugges~ holding a Day of Praver for 
Home Mlsslons. The response v.·ru; so 
encouraging others were held. Then 
the women of the Foreign Mission 
Board united with them In observing 
an annual Day or Prayer for Home 
and Foreign Missions of the !'rf~ by­
terian Church. 

The Idea commended !tsclI to wuml!n 
of other denomlnaUon.s and t he rcope 
was widened and It became an L,tP1 -
denominational Day of Pno-e?· fc;r 
Missions. 1n 1920 the women of Canada 
also omerved "The Day," nm l It then 
became an International Dny. and Lhr 
ftrst Friday in Lent was decided upon 
for the annual observance of It. Mis-

. slonarles . rFCelvlng the programmes 
from their home churches, and sensing 
the slgniflcance or such fellowship in 
prayer. and church women in other 
countries, knowing of Its success In 
U.S.A. and Canada, wrote for copies 
of the Order ot Service used, and 1n 
1927 it became a World Movement. 
This was the year of the first obser-

e r c!l1.1ntry W h e:'r the service has to 
be trni~ , l:11 ed L1to another language 
it calJs ~t.,r e\ eu more time to be de­
voted h) it. 

For t he · pa.st two yenrs the Milton 
Society for U1e Blind in U.S.A., has 
prl11ted the service In Brallle, after a 
request had been made for It, and last 
year this was mnde avn1lable for U1e 
blind in other countries ns well.

During this 
European winter they huve been in 
Europe together. Canon Wedel, who Is 
Denn o! the College o! Preachers o! the 
Episcopal Church In Washington, o.c .. 
b as been lecturing In t.he Graduate 
School at Bossey, the Ecumenical In­
sUtute of the World Councll. While 
her husband has.been teaching, Mrs. 
Wedel has been learning-but not onlv 
at Bossey. As a member or the board 

. o! United Church Women she has been 
visiting wom en's groups In Switzerland, 
Germuny and France. " For four years," 
she says, " I have been a member of 
the World Council ·s comml:-s ion con­
cerned with U1e place nnd task of 
women In the Church . 1l1ls t rip has 
given me a firs t hand impression of 
women's work In countries other thall 
the United States . Uswillv when 
American church women come to 
Europe, they find th em~,·h c~ in one 
place one day and anot ht: r til e n ext . 
This time I've been a ble to !?CL fl. httle 
better acquainted ." 

Mrs. Wedel spoke of the women ~1w 
had met in Germa n y. " I 'd bettPr get 
my negative remarks over fir: t ," she 
said. "When I ca me back I put clown 
the names or those leaders I IH1d met 
and thought over the lis t . TIH:re were 
not more than two who were n ot pas­
tors• wives, Vlkar innen (Ord:iinecl 
women pastors) or d eaconesses. J won­
dered whether leadership is perhaps 
a lltLle too much in the hands or pro­
fessional workers." • 

"In Bonn and the Rhineland I wa~ 
tremendously impressed by the wa y 
in which German women a rc , however. 
taking part in politics. Three members 
o! the Bundes tag (the parliament> arc 
pastors' wives. They nnd other church 
women are doing it out of n deep 
sense of conviction. They say that 
!allure on the part of women. to accept 
their full share of responsibllity in the 
pre-war world constituted par t of the 
troublf'. There are other outstanding 
women working in the government 
ministries at BoQn, undertaking public 
service as a Christian responslbillty. It 
Js a good example of the co-operation 
of men and women 1n society. 

" In the Rhineland I was struck by 
the work the Germon church women 
are doing for mothers . I guess • we arc 
all in !uvor o! mothers, but we don't. 
do much for U1em in this way. One 
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of the postwar problems In Germany 
has been the presence in the country 
or so many worn-out mothers. Rest 
homes have been established for them 
by the Church. By no means all who 
come to them are church women. In 
fact, !or many, It Is their first Intro­
duction to the Church. The ages or 
those who come range from twenty-five 
to sixty. The maJorlty arc younger 
women. They spend three to tour weeks 
In a lovely atmosphere a'ld find them­
i,clves enJoylnr Bible study together. 
The homes are nm by deaconesses and 
supported by church women. Toe prob­
lem of leaving children behind is solved 
by local arrangements for chlld­
mlndlng during the mother's absence. 

" Another feature of ln~Ututiona 1 
work ts the• Schools !or Mothers. Ger­
mn n girls who have had to work In 
factories come to th e schools for 
specia l classes In cooking. se\vlng. child 
care, Inter ior decoration and so or: . 

Tilis ls something we could do at home 
In U1e United States. Lot.s or American 
girls grow up without th!& simple back­
ground. The Church must not be satis­
fted Just to preach sermons. Here It 
1s spending money and Ume on a prac­
tical plan whereby homes are im­
proved and home ll!e Is mad~ Christian. 

"I was horror-struck by the German 
problem, as everyone is," !She sa.Jd, "but 
impressed by the way the government 
is providing !or them. Church women 
are deeply concerned. They are doing 
a ll they can in an organised way. I 
saw kindergartens. I saw refugee 
women living In the ' homea !or 
mothers.' But several leaders among 
U1e church women said, 'What we must 
do now ls to get to know the refugee 
families lndividuully and build relation­
ships with them. What they most need 
Is a new ll!e here among real friends.• 
So money ls relatively easy to find, but 
the effor t to meet is the big thing the 
women wan t to undertake. It's true 
that this is not yet organised, but it ts 
a concen1 among a number o! women.''

Thi£ is In n 
hymnal taklng a .strange " middle 
course," wlU1 the 32 l ines ·•soldiers of 
Chrht, llJ'lsc" n.s It.II No. 266 and then 
giving double lnb<:ls Lo two succeeding 
equal length sections, calllng them " 267, 
second part" r.nd " 268, thlrd par t. " 
The 2t lines In our book ore actua lly 
less U10n one fifth ot U1e full version . 

Explanatory uote., lo one inlcre:it:1ng 
hymnni tell us thr.~ Lhc hymn "WI.lb 
written nmld lhe i;lroin and turmoil of 
Ll1c grene MethodlSt r rvlvnl," adding 
•·we r;eem to hear the shout of vlctoi,· 
above the lwnult." ll Is en.sy to see 
how tho i;Urrins Wesley hymns both 
ga\'e r1se to nnd expressed the spiritual 
feelings of ba&t.s or newborn ChrlsUn.ns. 

Probably no hymnwriter uses the 
long or tho unusU11l word as efJecUvely 
us Wesley - we have examples here 

•with the expressions. "Indissolubly 
Joined," " the unutterable prayer" nnd 
" the panoply of Ood." 

It ls no surprise thnt hymnal editors 
have dUYered greatly tn tbelr selection 
of verses from U1e picturesque nnd 
vigorous ones avallnble. Some of the 
striking lines our book does not use 
nre : "To God your every want lo In­
stant prayer display," " Appronch hls 
courts, beselge h1B throne with nil the 
powers ol prayer," "Believe, hold fiut 
your shield and who shill! pluck you 
from his bancl?"
