The death of so many missionaries and of so
many thousands of Chinese converts will bt
stimulate men and women by hondreds and
by thoussnds to carry the gospel to that
unhappy land, aed the wrath of man will
doubtless be made to praiss God by the
increased oppartualties for the promulgation
of the teaching of Christ.

Famine Results.

The streams of benevolence now passing
ieto Iadia from England, Amerdca, and
Australia are directly attribatable to the
teaching of Christ. There zre many rich
Hindoos whose ears are deal to the pitious
cries of their starviog countrymen.  Thelr
beathen religion has not taught them the
lesson. of charity. Perbaps in oo respect
does Christianity manifest its superiority
cwer all other religions more than io its
practical sympathy with physical suffering,
Croe seeks in vain for bospitals, asylums and
Charitabla Societiss o Organisstions in
lands where the ifluence of Christ is not
felt. There & muoch selfishness and aven
croelty in conniries supposed to be Christian,
buk these exist in spite and oot becaose of
Christianity. BMoreover, they are  readily
recognised as out of barmony with the best
interests of bumanity. But it is oof so io
heathen lands, whers the almost eotine
absence of sentiments of pity, tenderness
compassion, and ‘charity, make it so hard for
the missionary bo plant the religion of Christ.
But i oot readily responsive to feelings of
sympathy with the sufferings of others. The
beathen, who are themselves starving can-
not fall 1o appreciate the Christian benevo-
lesea which saves their lives, and it is certain
that this dreadful famine will result in the

to the teachings of the missionaries. It wily
probably also tend to the breaking down of
caste and thus contribute to the removal
of one of the principal barriers of Christ-
iandey,”

Unitarians and Universalists.

fﬂn Unitarians and Usiversalists have
raised a complaing that they were pot {ovited
to ba teprescated at the great Ecumenical
council of missions just held fo America.
They regarded their sxclosion as the out-
come of seciarian bins and have been posing
&3 marlyrs. The sscretary of the cooneil
bas published the explanation which is imple
and satisfactory, He says that all Protes-
tant bodies engaged in mission work wers
lnvited, but, a5 & matter of fact, the Unitar-
tans and Universalists were not incladed
simply because they had no migsionary of-
gaoisations. They are not missisoary bodies,
This is not surprising. If & man does not
believe that Jesus is the Christ the Son of
God, and there is po other name ghven aoder
beaven by which men can be saved, be is
not likely to take much ioterest in spreading
his gespel. We bave read of a Universalist
mipister who visited & small town and at-
tracted large audiences, which were delighted
with his doctrine that all men would be
sayed, But when he suggested that they
should deoy themselves to contribute to his
Support as thelr pastor, they explaiped that
a5 they firmly beflieved his teaching they
were in no danger of being lost. They felt,
there was no pead for pastoral oversight
they were sure to be saved, anyway.
Whether the story ks toas ot not, it donbtiess
contains the philesopby which explaine the
reason why Unitarians and Universalists are
practically anti-missionary bodies. Perbaps
this also explains why they make Hitle or
any gumerical progress.
