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Aborigines Mission Notes by
J. K. Robinson, Federal Secretary.

“Race Week” is a phrase loaded
with meaning for any North-West
town in W.A. It is a fixture in the
calendar which is so important that
the Pastoral Stations in the area
virtually close down, and the people
come into the township from far and
near. The actual racing is only one
of the drawcards. It is a great social
event, a time for much necessary
shopping, a time for family re-unions,
and the opening up of the flood­
gates of joyous fellowship, so charac­
teristic of country towns. Aboriginal
people, as well as white, come in
large numbers to get what they can
out of the general enjoyment of the
week.

“Race Week” at Carnarvon this
year is Sept. 13-23. There will be
large numbers of Aboriginal people
in camp grounds around the fringe
of the town. Among them will be
ex-Mission young people, some of
whom have children of their own.
Others will be parents of our Mis­
sion children. The leaders of the
Aboriginal people in this area are
sympathetic to the gospel. Altogether,
then, this will be a great opportunity
to present the Way of the Lord
Jesus Christ to them all.

Some months ago, the Mission
Church began focusing its thought
and prayer on the opportunity of
presenting the gospel to the Native
people during “Race Week.” At first
it was considered that a tent mission,
using a Native evangelist, would be
possible, reaching to both white and
Native people. However, the Mission
folk believe that they were not led 

into this effort this year, as many
difficulties arose, and there was not
sufficient time to prepare.

Plans are now being made for
open-air and personal work at the
three places around the town where
Aboriginal folk will be camped. It
is expected to use the Mission truck,
set up with musical instruments and
amplification. At each place of meeting a
time of gathering around will be fol­
lowed by personal work in the groups,
using tracts and portions of Scrip­
ture, but this will be limited, as the
majority of the Aboriginal people will
be illiterate. The Mission staff is
making up wordless picture stories,
which they will be able to leave with
interested folk. This is new work
to most of the Mission staff, and
will add new responsibility.

The missionaries ask that we give
earnest prayer for them and their
effort during “Race Week.” Remem­
ber the dates, Sept. 13-23. They ask
us to pray that the Holy Spirit will
be in control of all thinking and
planning, that Bob Williams, who is
the chief leader among the Native
people near the town, and also his
co-leaders, will be quickened to be
witnesses to their own people. They
ask us to pray that the many young
ex-Mission people who know God’s
way, but are not going on with Christ,
will be convicted and will be brought
to receive new life in Christ as their
Saviour. Also, that each one doing
this work will be given the strength
of body and the indwelling Power of
the Holy Spirit to present God our
Father, and Jesus Christ as Saviour 

Saturday, Aug. 18 marked the cul­
mination of many weeks’ sustained
activity by the people of the Zillmere
Church of Christ, when the chapel
was opened following renovations, and
the 80th anniversary of the church
celebrated. The alterations were de­
signed by D. Cranston, ABA.I.A., and
completed by Gordon Cooper (Boon-
dall). J. Stabe, son of the late C.
Stabe who gave the ground for the
original building (erected in 1896),
officially opened the building. The
improvements to the chapel consisted
of new brick front, 2 vestries and
open baptistery. Inside and outside
painting was carried out by volunteer
labor, under the direction of Clem
Hermann.

D. H. Paddon (minister) presided at
the service inside the chapel and
welcomed visitors, who included Har­
old Dean, M.L_A., J. Molloy, ML.A.,
and Mrs. Molloy, Mr. and Mrs. McCor­
mick (Qld. Conf. Pres.), Mrs. H. Horne
(Pres. Qld. Y.Wf.) and representa­
tives from other churches in the
district.

The new baptistery, provided by
the Y.WJ. groups as a memorial to
Stephen Cheek (who commenced the
first Church of Christ in Qld. at
■Zillmere in 1882), was unveiled by
Mrs. Horne. Other gifts received
were: pulpit in honor of the Stabe,
Bruce, Albury and Fischer family
(foundation members of the church);
vases from the circuit Y.W.F. and
Mrs. Kubler; communion cloths, Mr.
Stabe, Mrs. Kubler, Mrs. Furriegal,
and Mrs. Riddel; floor carpets by
anonymous donor.

The prayer of dedication was of­
fered by J. McCormick (Conf. Pres.).
Circuit sec. (S. Chalmers) gave an
.historical review of the Zillmere
work over the years, and outlined
the future building plans, which in­
clude an all-purpose hall to meet the
needs of an ever increasing youth
work in the district.

140 members and friends sat down
to the anniversary tea, provided by
the circuit ladies.

those things done by us, which may
have grieved thee.

“Take, we beseech thee, our Father,
from our lives, those things that mar
our witness for thee; empty us of
self and fill us with thy Spirit that
our lives may be lived in fuller ser­
vice for thee. Amen.”
BIBLE READING.

Luke 15: 11-32.
DEVOTIONAL.

In the Story of the Prodigal, both
sons appear self-centred and self­
seeking. The younger son asserted
his will, by getting all he could from
his father, and then going away from
home. He craved independence, free­
dom from all parental restraint, and
a chance to do as he pleased; to
indulge himself. His were the sins
of rebellion, self-will, recklessness and
dissipation.

The older brother was no less self-
centred. He was unloving and harsh,
he showed no gratitude to the gener­
ous father, and he despised his
younger brother for his weakness.

Perhaps the greatest appeal of this
well-known parable lies in the deep,
forgiving love of the father. It is
great enough to cover the shame of
the prodigal, and to deal gently with
the scorn and resentment of the
superior elder son.

All of us, no matter who we may
be, as we endeavor to lead a Chris­
tian life, are troubled to some degree
by the problems of self-will. How
easy it is for us to see this failing
in the lives of others, but how diffi­
cult to admit the same weakness in
ourselves. Yet, when we are honest,
we must ■ admit to this inner conflict
■with self.

Jesus Christ submitted his will to
his Father, God. In Phil. 2: 7, Paul
tells us this very forcibly. We read
that Jesus "made himself of no repu­
tation, took the form of a servant
humbled himself and became obedient
unto death, even the death of the
cross.” Perhaps the hardest part of
following Christ is in emptying our
lives of self, so that his Spirit can
fill us. But we can never become
the persons he wants us to be, until
we are willing to surrender our wills
to his. We must put to death the
flesh and its desires, in order that
the will of God may be supreme in
our lives, and thus Christ will live
in us.

The father did not force his son
to return home. He waited, for he 

realised that he could not force even
a son to return his love. But the
prodigal’s experience of life, and his
remembrance of his father’s love,
caused him voluntarily to surrender
his will and all to the father.

We find our highest self, not in
following our own will, but in volun­
tarily surrendering it to him, who
created and redeemed us.

Jesus himself said, “I came not
to do my will, but the will of him
who sent me.” This, then, is the per­
fect attitude. In Jesus, we find it —
complete maturity.

NEW SOUTH WALES.

Report of August monthly meeting
of Christian Women’s Fellowship,
N.S.W., held at City Temple on Fri­
day, Aug. 3, at 11 a.m.

From what you’ve told me, when­

ever you young people start talking
together about the beliefs .of the
various Churches, the questions you’re
most asked concern the attitudes of
Churches of Christ on

BAPTISM AND THE LORD’S
SUPPER.

It is true, of course, that these two
great ordinances of the Church hold
a special place in our teaching and
practice. Once it was said that a
Church of Christ preacher could be­
gin from any text in the Bible and
end up on baptism! Some think we
have swung too much to the other
extreme today. Baptism certainly
shouldn’t be treated as the all-im­
portant feature of our message —
but it is important. We believe that
the act of baptism in the New Testa­
ment is immersion, marking the be­
liever’s response both to the love and
to the command of Christ. It is
connected with the process of salva­
tion, as being “unto the remission of
sins” (Acts 2: 38), but it does not
involve what has been called “bap­
tismal regeneration” — there is no
magic in the water. Immersion is
true to the symbolism of baptism as
stressed by Paul in Rom. 6: 4, but
those words of Paul underline the
fact that there is much more to
baptism than the physical act of
immersion. Unless it is accompanied
by real faith and whole-hearted re­
sponse to God’s grace in Christ, the
physical act alone is worthless. But
when it follows on faith, repentance
and confession (as our study of the
Book of Acts convinces us it did in
the New Testament Church) we be­
lieve that the terms of salvation are
fulfilled, and that the person im­
mersed is baptised into Christ, and
added to the Church.

This means, of course, that we
reject infant baptism. Scholars of
all communions have agreed that
immersion of believers was the orig­
inal practice of the Chinch. So, when
we plead for this, we are not ex­
pressing the quaint view of some off-
centre sect, but a "catholic” or “uni­
versal” belief, shared by many of our
fellow-Christians. We know some of
the reasons why the practice of in­
fant baptism evolved in the life of
the Church. We understand better
than once we did the underlying con­
cern for child and family expressed
by some of its ’earnest supporters.
But we still see no justifiable reason
why we shouldn’t all be prepared to
stand together on what is (to say 

the ’ least) the surer New Testament
support for believer's baptism, which
fulfils the true symbolism of the act.

As for the Lord’s Supper, we have
emphasised, among other things, its
weekly observance. The Sunday morn­
ing meeting is recognised as the com­
munion service, though in Australia
at least an opportunity for com­
munion is also given either during or
after the evening service. The weekly

. observance is based on such passages
as Acts 20: 7 and 1 Cor. 11: 26, as
well as on later historical references
to the life of the Early Church. Far
from finding this weekly remembrance
monotonous, or robbing the act of
its' significance, actual practice has
shown that the service containing
the Lord's Supper can prove richer
in worship content than any other.

It is our response to Christ’s own
command. Taking the bread and the
wine as the symbols of his body and
blood, we remember all that his self­
giving means to us, finding the act
a source of grace and strength, as we
have fellowship together, and with
him, “in his own appointed way."

There have been differences of
opinion as to whether the Lord’s
Supper should be "closed communion”
— that is, confined to those who
have been immersed and thus be­
come members of the Church. Today,
in Australia as well as in America,
the emphasis is on the fact that it
is the Lord’s Supper, and it is not
for us either to "invite or debar.”
Hence, members of other Christian
bodies may take communion with us
in our regular worship services. How­
ever, children of our own church
families wait until they have them­
selves confessed Christ as Saviour,
been baptised and joined the Church
before they share in communion.

Now, before I finish, I want to
say something about

MINISTRY AND SERVICE.
Today, Churches of Christ believe in
an adequately trained ministry. A
Federal College in Melbourne and a
State College in Sydney exist to train
ministers and missionaries for full-
time Christian service, as well as to
aid those who wish to give better
leadership on the local church level.
Plans are now being discussed for
another such College in Brisbane.
Friends of yours who have met some
of our leaders are probably puzzled
by the fact that fully qualified min­
isters of Australian Churches of
Christ use neither clerical title nor
clerical dress. Why not? The answer
lies in a vigorous attempt to express
in practice “the priesthood of all be­
lievers.” With a strong sense of
democracy, nur pioneers reacted from
any idea of a priestly class, different
in status from other church members.
The reaction at times went to ex­
tremes; instead of “preacher-domin­
ated” churches there emerged in some
cases church "bosses” among deacons
and elders, the elected leaders of
local churches. Today there is a
much more balanced picture — trained
ministers, looked to for leadership,
but working in full co-operation with
the elected representatives of their
congregations. This isn’t to claim
that the relationship is always satis­
factory on both sides, but there is
a growing awareness of the work a
full-time minister can do, and must
be adequately helped to do.

Ministers fulfil some duties which
are theirs alone (e.g., marriage ser­
vices), and they normally have the
responsibility for conducting the Sun­
day evening services. But in the
conduct of the Sunday morning com­
munion service they have the co­
operation of other members — one
"presiding” at the Lord’s Table; others
reading, helping, etc. These are chosen
on their merits and Christian char­
acter — in some cases after attending
training classes conducted by the full-
time minister. This “mutual minis­
try” (as it is called) goes further in
the enlistment of men and women
of the congregation in varied tasks.
This has proved one of the strengths
of Australian Churches of Christ, and
Correspondence Courses and Extension
Lectures from the Federal College of
the Bible, and various forms of train-
ing-for-leadership courses and camps
are doing much to raise the standard
of this type of service.

The emphasis in the local churches
has been on evangelism. Sometimes
this has been in the narrow sense
of so-called “gospel services” and tent
missions, with opportunity given in 
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at least one service on the Sunday
for converts to make a public con­
fession of their faith in Jesus as
Saviour and Son of God. Today,
special efforts are still widely used,
but evangelism is being stressed more
as the on-going activity of the whole
church, expressed in personal witness,
Christian education, visitation evan­
gelism, etc.

Since 1891, Overseas Missions have
become a growing part of our chur­
ches’ activity. Missionaries are at
present at work in India, the New
Hebrides and New Guinea. On the
home front, strong support has been
given to Aborigines Missions, with
the chief stations at Norseman and
Carnarvon, W.A. Much has been
done in the field of Social Service,
including the provision of some mag­
nificent Homes for the aged. In these
and other forms of service, the women
of the churches, organised in such
groups as Christian Women’s Fellow­
ships, have been in the forefront.
Youth, too, have set the pace in
club and camp activity, etc., with
special leadership (either on full or
part-time basis) in all the States.
Through the Austral Graded Lessons,
prepared for Bible school use, the
Federal Board of Christian Education
is doing a magnificent piece of work,
co-operating in some measure with
our Baptist friends.- Men’s groups in
the States have been growing in
number and activity.

All these and other phases of church
services and activity have been re­
corded over the years in the Federal
weekly, The Australian Christian, now
in its 65th year, and published by the
Austral Printing and Publishing Com­
pany, printer of other Christian
literature which has been helpful in
the growth of our churches. Other
papers preceded the Christian, and
the various States have also produced
monthly or bi-monthly papers. We
have our own Australian Churches of
Christ Hymn Book, now being used
in most of our churches.

Well, there it is, Harry — a neces­
sarily cramped and certainly incom­
plete picture. I haven’t said anything
about the great facts of the faith
that we hold in common with so many
of our fellow-Christians — such as
the saving gospel of Christ, the in­
dwelling power of the Holy Spirit,
etc. But you wanted me, rather, to
look at some of our distinctive views
and practices, and I have tried to
do that. Inevitably, it is a personal
picture; another man's emphases
would prabably differ, as I said in
my first letter.

But I hope that what I have writ­
ten has helped you to share with me
something of the thrill of being
part of an on-going Movement. For
Churches of Christ are that, and will
continue to be that, while there are
young people like yourself willing to 
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confer and to co-operate with others
across denominational boundaries; to
share convictions and to seek the will
of Christ together. And surely — as
Churches of Christ, have always said
— his will for his Church is unity.
For us that means more than a pious
sentiment. Humbly but tenaciously,
we must bear our witness, wherever
and whenever we can, to a plea and
a plan worth thinking about in the
light of our Saviour’s own passionate
plea for unity. You, and others like
you, must see to it that we keep
moving on this task — that we don’t
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bog down in our own form of smug
denominationalism.

That could happen. For God’s sake,
don’t let it happen! James Mar­
tineau once said that men discuss with
the - lips each other’s creed, instead
of going into the silence with their
own God. But surely we must do both.
Discuss together! Pray together! And
lose no chance to work together!

That way lies the doing of the
will of God. May you know his
presence and help every step of the
way.

Increase in World's Population—
A Challenge to the Church

The tremendous daily increase in

the world’s population is a great chal­
lenge to the Church to hasten in
taking the gospel into all.the world.
J. T. Watson, in his address to Bible
Society Friends said, “Every 30 seconds
85 people are born. Every 30 seconds
45 people die, leaving a net increase
every 30 seconds of 40 people. The
world is increasing its population at
the rate of 50 million a year — which
is the total population of the UK.
And the gap between the increased
population of the world and the popu­
lation of the Christian Church is
getting wider.”

Miss Jessie M. Trout, of the United
Christian Missionary Society, when in­
terviewed recently said, “In the last
census, India’s population was 438 -
000,000, about 10,000,000 more than the
Government had estimated. And the
population increases by about 25,000 a
day. So we must acknowledge the
colossal task that is facing the Gov­
ernment. Thus, if we say more child­
ren are in school than ever before, we
must also say that, because of this great
increase in population, more are out of
school. More people are getting nour­
ishing food, but more are going hun­
gry.”

The population of our Mission area
in Western India is 720,000, according
to the last census. The rapid increase
in population necessitates sending more
missionaries to the old fields, as well
as the new. There are more children
to attend school, more sick peonle
coming to our hospitals, more orphan
children that need our care more
souls to win for Christ. With so manv
more people in our Mission areas the
needs of the people are great, even in 

favorable times, and their needs are
amplified in times of famine and dis­
tress. Recently Mr. Coventry wrote,
"The drought continues to be very
severe. No rain has fallen, there is
no grass and the animals are dying
or being sold for next to nothing, and
people are living on the smell of food.
It is pathetic to see them.” This must
come as a challenge to our churches
when we realise that our own mission­
aries are seeing every day scores of
poverty-stricken, hungry people.

Our school at Baramati was erected
to accommodate 400 children; today
1,500 are enrolled. Our Boys’ Home
at Baramati and Girls’ Home at Shri-
gonda care for approx. 300 children. It
is impossible to accept all who apply,
owing to lack of accommodation.

In the New Hebrides the population
has doubled since the beginning of
this century. In New Guinea, if we
are able to accept invitations to enter
new areas, we will be working amongst
20,000 people. The growing population
on our three fields demands continuing
compassion.

There is a Relief Fund to assist
poverty-stricken people on our Mis­
sion fields. Any wishing to contribute
are asked to send their donations dir­
ect to the Federal Board or the Over­
seas Mission Committee in your State.
Your giving to our General Fund en­
ables our evangelistic -workers to reach
more people, and the need for this is
evident when we consider the rapid
growth in population.

New Experiences on Aoba
Sister H. Middlemiss.

We left Santo at midnight on the
Aoba, in pouring rain. Two gutted
cows swung over the feet of sleeping
bodies, while a severed head lay up­
side down, resting on its horns at
their feet. Helen slept under this,
but I reneged, and retired to the 
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form inside, where I dozed off and
on. The sea was moderately rough,
but we both enjoyed the trip, with
no ill effects. We first sighted Aoba
about 6 a.m. and landed about 8.30
a.m. at Ambori. At one stage we
got stuck on a rock, and it took us
a while to clear ourselves. Passing
Ndui Ndui, we saw Pauline and
others waving to us. We were met
from the boat with cameras and
handshakes all round. We looked a
mess, but no one seemed to mind. I
was awfully glad to have arrived,
and within a couple of days I really
felt I belonged. I was welcomed in
church, to a “kai” at the women's
meeting, and at Bible Class. Already
I feel a veteran speaker, although I
had never preached before.

The second week, Pauline showed 
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me over the hospital and left me to
find my own feet, for which I am
truly grateful. Already I have got
to know lots of people, and I love
the girls at the hospital. I’ve never
known so many things to go wrong
in such a short space of time. I’ve
pulled out more teeth, put in stitches
and seen many diseases which before
had been mere names. We seem to
get lots of accidents, people getting
kicked at football or cutting them­
selves. I really feel into the swing'
now, and am loving it. On Wednes­
day, Shirley Ludgater took me up to
Tavalavuti in the pouring rain for
a women’s meeting. We arrived at
3.30 p.m., and got started at 4.30
p.m. By the time we were coming
home, our muddy tracks were little
rivers, and it was quite dark. I 
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have adopted the Boy Scouts’ motto
— "Be prepared,” as on Sunday I
arrived at church to find I was to
give the sermon, and on Wednesday
at Bible Class found I was leading.
Fortunately I had been warned about
this happening, so keep something
in my Bible.

At the hospital we have begun lec­
tures for the nurses, and they seem
quite keen. I’m getting terrific variety,
and am too busy to have been at
all homesick. I really love mail-time.
It’s really exciting emptying bags and
sorting and feasting on the news.
My first mail arrived at 5.45 one
morning, and we sat in the middle
of the floor in our pyjamas and had
a wonderful time. I do love what
I’ve seen of Aoba; it’s very pretty.

During the World War I, the Editor

of the Children’s Encyclopaedia, Arthur
Mee, published a pamphlet, entitled
Defeat. It was probably the most
powerful indictment of the liquor traf­
fic ever written, and its purpose was
to bring home to the British people
the manner in which drink was
hampering the war effort. It brought
conclusive and overwhelming evidence
to prove this. At a time when the
people of Great Britain were severely
rationed, many thousands of tons of
sugar were found for the breweries
'and distilleries, while the homes had
to go short. At a time when the armies
in France were short of shells and
other munitions, men who should
have been at work, to supply them
lost many hours absent from duty
owing to indulgence in liquor. When
it was difficult to provide railway
trucks for transport, the liquor
barons always had enough for their
business. The book made such an
impact on public opinion that the
authorities banned it, because of the
fear that it would slow down recruit­
ing for military service. The King
gave up his glass of wine, and the
late Professor Sir Anderson Stuart,
of Sydney University, followed his ex­
ample, and described strong drink as
the "most soul destroying, body des­
troying, and nation destroying thing
in existence.”

That was 44 years ago, and after
the war ended one would have thought
that the nation would have heeded
the words of Lloyd George, when he
said, “We are fighting two enemies,
the Germans without and the drink
within,” and he deemed the one within
the greater of the two dangers. Tn
the light of all this one would 

naturally expect Governments to make
a united effort to curb the evils asso­
ciated with the liquor traffic. But are
they? Mr. Justice McClemens, speak­
ing recently on ATN7, stated that the
figures given by the Foundation for
Research and Treatment of Alcoholism
indicated that there were 350,000 alco­
holics in the Commonwealth, and a
prominent Macquarie Street doctor had
assured him these figures were too low,
and that somewhere in the family “set­
up” of one out of every two Australian
families there was an alcoholic.

We are told that alcoholism is a
disease. Well, we have a Health De­
partment whose duty it is to watch
over and guard the nation’s health, and
all kinds of precautions are taken to
prevent the advent and spread of
various diseases. Instead of doing
its duty in fighting the disease of
alcoholism, the Government allows all
kinds of alluring advertisements to
appear in our newspapers, magazines,
railway trains, stations and buses, all
encouraging people to drink. Our
highways are littered and disfigured
with similar signs, while the num­
ber of clubs licensed to sell liquor
has of recent years increased enor­
mously.

Strange how our Government and
many of our people appear to be
utterly indifferent to statements like
the following. I quote these two out
of a score of similar ones. (1) Mi'.
Debenham, who recently retired as
Stipendary Magistrate, said public
offences had increased since 10 p.m.
closing of hotels was introduced in
N.S.W. in 1955. He said that during
his last four years in office he had
kept a record of offences, including 

drunkenness, indecent behaviour, driv­
ing under the influence, assault, vag­
rancy, threatening words and malici­
ous damage. Of 11,437 persons charged
in the four years, only 194 were not
affected by liquor. “From my experi­
ence of other courts at various times,
this applies all over the State,” Mr.
Debenham said.

(2) A startling report, giving new
evidence of the part played in road
accidents, has presented the British
Government with the problem of
whether it should be published. The
report, prepared by the Medical Re­
search Council, may lead to demands
that motorists who have had even
one drink should be banned from
driving. The Sunday Express under­
stands that the report shows that even
a small amount of alcohol slows down
the driver’s reactions. Extensive
scientific tests have shown that one
or two drinks can make a motorist’s
braking or acceleration sluggish to a
degree that could be fatal in emergen­
cies. Publication of the report might
involve the Government in a contro­
versy greater than that over lung
cancer and smoking. There would
certainly be swift demands for the
Government to act on the report.
But one may well ask, “Why should
not the report be published if it
contains facts which, in the interests
of public health and national safety,
should be made known to the peo­
ple?” If it is not, it would appear
that the Government is afraid of
offending the evil forces which are
responsible for the startling facts
contained in the report. The lengths
to which the liquor sellers will go,
in their attempts to deceive a credu­
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lous public, are well illustrated in
the expensive and beautifully colored
pictures on the outside walls of their
hotels, depicting fine looking young
men and women executing good strokes
at cricket and tennis, whereas any
thinking person knows that to reach
the top in any sport, both drinking and
smoking are banned by good trainers
and coaches.

The recent disclosures by Harry
McKinnon, the Rugby League Club
President, that he found five players
drinking till midnight 36 hours before
playing in an important match, per­
haps explains why the English foot­
ballers made fools of our men in the
first two Tests, so much so that foot­
ball critics stated they had never seen
more miserable exhibitions. It really
is time- that men decided that the
brewers should alter their advertise­
ment, “Beer is a man’s drink,” into
"Beer is a fool’s drink,” which is, it
appears to me, nearer the truth.

Shakespeare summed it up well
when he said, “Oh thou invisible spirit
of wine, if thou hast no name to be
called by, let us call thee devil. Oh
God, that men should put an enemy
in their mouth to steal away their
brains; to be now a sensible man,
presently a fool, and by and by a
beast!” Those who have proved the
truth' of this could be numbered by
the million.

“The Australian Christian.”
As a teacher of over 40 years’ ex­

perience, I know of many splendid
teachers whose lives have been ruined,
and their usefulness prematurely cut
short, by alcohol. Five of these were
headmasters of large schools, and one
of them considered by the Education
Department as one of the best teachers
in the sendee. Think of the disgrace
they brought upon themselves and loved
ones, and the loss of valuable service to
their country, through their addic­
tion to alcohol.

Some people have said to me, “Look
at' all the revenue the Government
would lose if hotels were put out of
business.”. In reply to that, let me
quote from Upton Sinclair's powerful
book, The Cup of Fury, the frighten­
ing story of drinking people he has
known, 40 of whom went to their doom,
eleven as suicides. He says,-“All in­
dustry is now awakening to the fact
that people do ‘much better’ when
sober.” Professor Greenberg at Yale
reports that the alcoholic worker is
absent from his job an average of 25
days a year; that, while on the job,
his accident rate is double that of the
normal employee. “Current estimates
are that alcoholic workers and employ­
ees with hangovers cost industry one
billion dollars a year in money and
400,000,000 man-hours of time. Every
day of the week, some 175,000 men and
women are absent from work because 
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of what they drank the night before.
It was announced that the cost of
liquor-caused traffic casualties was over
36,500,000 dollars in Los Angeles alone.
In Massachusetts, they studied the
relationship between the amount re­
ceived as revenue income from the
sale of liquor, and money paid out
because of alcoholism, and they found
that for every one dollar of liquor
revenue coming to the State treasury,
the taxpayers paid out 4,82 dollars to
take care of known liquor-caused court
cases, jail costs, hospitalisation, emer­
gency care on highways, and welfare
work.”

In conclusion, let me draw the
professing Christian's attention to
Rom. 14: 13, 21, which reads, “Let us
not judge one another any more, but
judge this rather, that no man put a
stumbling block or an occasion to fall
in his brother’s way ... It is good
neither to eat flesh, nor to drink wine,
nor any thing whereby thy brother
stumbleth, or is offended, or is made
weak.” I know of no other thing
which causes more of our brothers and
sisters to stumble and tail, and to
damn men’s bodies, souls and minds
than strong drink, and for the sake
of our fellow men, the health and
propserity of our wonderful country,
let us, by our example, play our part
in the fight against the enemy in
our midst.

IN THINGS ESSENTIAL-UNITY
These words sum up the position

and plea of Churches of Christ, when
we consider the urgent problem of
the divisions that separate those who
profess to belong to Jesus Christ —
the Head of the Church. In Christ’s
final instructions to his apostles to
make disciples from all nations and
to baptise them, he added — "teach­
ing them to observe all things what­
soever I have commanded you,” and
then assured them of his abiding
presence.

Then we recall that, shortly prior
to his death, he had taught them
that the Holy Spirit "shall teach you
all things and bring all things to
your remembrance whatsoever I have
said unto you.” Thus we have the
definite promise of full inspiration
in their teaching to their converts.
We also recall the claim of the Apos­
tle Paul that his teaching was iden­
tical with that of the Twelve Apos­
tles; also Paul writes: “These truths
we are setting forth, not in words
that man’s wisdom teacheth, but in
words that the Spirit of God teach­
eth, in this way fitting spiritual
words to spiritual truths.”

The Day of Pentecost ushered in
the manifestation of the Holy Spirit’s 

guidance and inspiration, so that the
Apostle Peter was able to announce
the terms of pardon and the recep­
tion of the Spirit to the believers,
and we read that the converts "con­
tinued steadfastly in the Apostles’
teaching and fellowship, and in break­
ing of bread and in prayers." Jude
refers to this revelation of Divine
truths which he sums up as “the
Faith" when he exhorts his readers
to "earnestly contend for the Faith,
which was once delivered unto the
saints.”

When the Corinthian church was
in danger of divisions Paul wrote:
“I beg of you, for the sake of the
Lord Jesus Christ, to be harmonious
in what you say and not to have
divisions among you, but to be per­
fectly harmonious in your minds
and judgments," and he reminds
them that it was Christ who was
crucified for them, and that they
were baptised into the name of
Christ. .

In his Ephesian letter Paul gives
them a summary of what he con­
sidered comprised the Faith. He
writes — “Continue with eager earn­
estness to maintain the unity of the
Spirit through the bond of peace — 

there is but one Body, one Spirit,
one Hope, one Lord, one Faith, one
Baptism, one God and Father of all,
who is within us all.”

In view of all these Apostles’ teach­
ings, I venture to state that these
revealed truths are the "things essen­
tial” to the real unity of the One
Body — Christ’s blood-bought Church.
There need be no uncertainty in our
understanding of the meaning of
these seven foundation truths, as the
teaching of the Apostles contained in
the New Testament defines and sets
forth their meaning and purpose,
clearly and finally! The things that
divide us are largely the human
additions and teachings accumulated
through the centuries. If born-again
Christians would examine the source
of most of these human divisions,
and restore the Church as it is de­
picted in the New Covenant Scrip­
tures, a giant step could then be
™en t0 the glorious emergence of
Christ’s One Body. Our chief lack
as a People professing to be “Chur­
ches of Christ" is that it is not
sufficient to know these "essential
things"; we are called by the Holy
Spirit to be men and women really

ches of Christ in Great Britain held
their 116th Annual Conference, going
to the city of Nottingham. Follow­
ing the new timetable, a service
of induction for the new President
was held on Sunday evening, at an
after-church rally held in the Castle
Gate Congregational church, where
the Conference sessions were held.
The retiring President, E. Gray, con­
ducted opening worship with a con­
gregation of 700, and inducted David
Black as his successor. The theme of
the President’s address was Christian
life as a spiritual experience, sug­
gested by a concern that there should
be a deeper recognition of the reality
of Christian experience as an en­
counter with God.

On Monday morning, W. W. Hendry
was formally inducted to the office
of General Secretary, and a number
of overseas visitors were welcomed,
including Dr. and Mrs. G. O. Taylor,
fraternal delegates from the Inter­
national Convention.

Among the outstanding events of
the Conference were the following —
an address by James Gray on the
implications of New Delhi for Chur­
ches of Christ; a Conference paper
by R. N. Walters on Worship and
Work; and a service of committal,
which closed the Conference.

The Training Committee announced
that Stanley S. Sewell, now’ at Chieng-
mai College, Thailand, will succeed
A. L. Brown as Principal of Over­
dale College at a date yet to be deter­
mined.

A presentation was made during one
of the Conference sessions to E. A.
Collins, who has retired after serv­
ing as Bookroom Manager for over
forty years. Mrs. Collins received a
bouquet.

The church at Great Francis Street,
Birmingham, has obtained permission
to go ahead with its new building
scheme, and is appealing to the chui-
ches to help raise £3,000, the differ­
ence between money in hand or prom­
ised, and the estimated cost of the
new premises — £12,500.—G. J. Ham­
mond.

What is the best way of giving
announcements in the local church?

It is incredible how many items
can find their way into a church-
service. They may not only be ir­
relevant but can be most destructive
of a worshipful atmosphere. Next
Wednesday’s barbecue for the Boys'
Explorers, the Calisthenics display, tho
district temperance rally, and hun­
dreds of similar announcements may
be important, but there is no place
for them in a worship service.

We need not feel obliged to give
place to announcements simply be­
cause we have been asked to do so
by societies and organisations inside
of, or outside of, the local church.
We must exercise discretionary pow­
ers.

The only announcements which have
a legitimate place in a church ser­
vice are those which concern the
whole church. And they should be
items which the whole church is
seeking to promote. Usually, this kind
of announcement is not only to call
attention to the fact of an event, but
to give a call to loyalty to an impor-
ant feature of the church’s programme.
Evangelistic, stewardship, and mem­
bership activities for the whole
church, together with Conference and
co-operative matters which affect all
members, come under this heading.

The announcements that are made
should be made only by the minister
because he is, or should be, most in
touch with the total life of the
church, and he is best equipped for
promotion of brotherhood activities.

The reason for the minister making
the announcements is not because
of any inadequacy in the church sec­
retary, but because the only announce­
ments that can reasonably expect a
place in the church service demand
that they be given by the spokesman
for the church.

All notices affecting the local church,
including those concerned with sec­
tional interests, should be made by
means of (a) a church calendar:
prominent, attractive, and up to date;
(b) a church paper: weekly, fort­
nightly, or monthly, giving all needed
details, and with effective distribu­
tion. This latter could be assured
by giving to members on Sunday (with
a follow-up for absentees), or by re­
sponsible persons delivering tlie paper
on a zoning basis.

Different location
from last time, but site excellent;
price lower.” As we await fuller in­
formation, we rejoice with those who,
after so many frustrations and dis­
appointments, have been able to final­
ise a satisfactory arrangement.

Methodist churches in Italy and
Nigeria have been granted autonomy
from their parent body, the Methodist
General Conference of Great Britain.
At its annual meeting the British
Conference voted to give the two
groups complete independence while
maintaining strong ties with them
in Mission and other areas. The Con­
ference also received a petition for
independence from the Ceylon Method­
ist District, and. authorised that steps
be taken to grant the request.

F. E. Langford, minister at Border­
town, S.A., has accepted a call to
Belmont, Vic., where he will commence
a ministry in Feb., 1963.

The only presentations by Churches
of Christ men on ABC radio or TV
during September are by George
Smith (Daily Devotional, W.A. only,
Sept. 4) and the re-screening of C. G.
Taylor’s TV talk, If God Be God,
10.30 pan., Sept.. 16, ABN2. Church
services over commercial radio will
also be featured in the various States.
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Doors had to be locked at Nairobi’s
City Hall recently after more than
1,300  Christian youth had crowded
in to attend a rally entitled, Kenya
Tomorrow — A Challenge to Youth,
which was addressed by the Bishop of
Masasi, Trevor Huddleston, and the
general secretary of the Kenya Fed­
eration of Labor, Peter Kibisu.

The object of the rally was to
awaken the Christian youth of Kenya
to its responsibilities at a time when
the country is going into independ­
ence, and to urge Christians to par­
ticipate fully in the life of the
country, bringing a Christian influ­
ence to bear, instead of holding them­
selves aloof as a tight, select com­
munity.

Bishop Huddleston, who, on his
arrival in East Africa, had been baited
by reporters who had done their best
to persuade him to expand on his
opposition to the South African apar­
theid policy, which has made him a
world famous figure, touched on South
Africa briefly during his address. He
said apartheid was “an evil, con­
demned thing” and thanked God that
he was called during his years in
the Union to a share in the fight in
which the Church had inevitably en­
gaged against a doctrine which is
fundamentally anti-Christian.

Referring to the position in inde­
pendent Tanganyika, Bishop Huddle­
ston pointed out that Christian efforts
there, and in other East African terri­
tories for that matter, were needed
just as much after independence as
under colonial rule.

He said there was a tremendous
opportunity for Christians to channel
the power of nationalism into con­
structive effort, and urged Christians
to go out into society with this end
in view.

Mr. Kibisu pointed out that it was
the churches and not the government
which built the first schools in
Kenya, and said the contribution the
churches could continue to make in
the building of the country was great.
He believed the churches should be
instrumental in applying themselves
to producing and influencing leaders
of society, and he believed that in
Kenya, as in other lands, Christian
teaching and the general practice of
the churches must move as rapidly
as anything else.

Reports said that follow-up ques­
tionnaires, which were distributed to
the youth rally audience, are being
returned to the offices of the Kenya
Christian Council in sufficient num­
bers to indicate that one of the
effects of the rally will be to bring
about the revival of Christian activity
among the youth of Kenya—E.P.S.,

The middle-aged woman elevated
her nose and made a noise. She had
just been grazed by a door left swing­
ing by a teenage boy.

Among synonyms for the word re­
spect are regard, consideration, notice,
recognition, politeness, courtesy, and
attention. Do we accord such respect
to our young people? If not, how
can we expect reciprocal respect?

For
two teenagers out of five, Jesus Christ
has little or no meaning. Relatively
few of those who profess faith in
God or Jesus Christ feel it necessary
to worship in church or chapel. (In
the country as a whole, 17 out of every
20 people assert that a person can be
a Christian without going to church.)

Few young people look to religion
for the solution of present day prob­
lems, and politics and economic se­
curity are held to be more important
than religion; though it is interesting
to note

Earded the other adult as a peer, a
Person worthy of respect.

This sort of thing happens fre­
quently. ■ For instance, if a well-
regarded friend came to this woman’s
house for a party dressed in a
'vrinkled blouse and a stained skirt,
the hostess would overlook these
lapses in grooming and introduce the
friend to others present without com­
ment. However, if her teenage son
came home dishevelled from a long,
hard football practice while she was
entertaining, she would think noth­
ing of saying within the hearing of
everyone, “Billy, you’re a mess! You
So right upstairs and wash your
face!” it would never occur to her
that Bill is as embarrassed by such
treatment as her friend would be it
she told her, "Alice, you look fright­
ful! Go home and change your
clothes immediately!”

We often make second-class citi­
zens of our teenagers. We f°rsct
teaching of our Lord that children
and young people are persons w

vulnerable to hurt.
Mary Kay was aglow about Dave

and told her mother, confident of her
understanding. The girl was shat­
tered when she came home from
school and overheard her mother
laughing with the woman next door
about “Mary Kay’s puppy love.”
Ironically enough. Mary Kay’s mother
interpreted her daughter’s subsequent
refusal to share confidences as a
lack of respect.

And is not the belittling of a teen­
ager’s ambition a lack of respect?
Roger, who wanted to be a doctor,
became uncommunicative to the point
of rudeness as a defence against his
Barents’ warnings that “You’ll never
make it. Why can’t you be more
realistic?" Every individual has a
right to his own aspirations. Recog­
nising this is a part of respect.

It is all too easv to fall under the
misapprehension that our children
and their friends are puppets who
cannot move unless we pull the

ren grow older their church-going
will increase. Statistics suggest other­
wise. Once the habit of church­
going is broken it is seldom resumed.
Only one in 60 of the present day
church-goers was formerly a non­
church-goer.

Of the teenagers who attended
church regularly, one in four aband­
oned the practice on reaching adult
life, and a further one in three went
to church less often. 14 per cent.
of those who attended church as
children don’t go now: 20 per cent.
who carried the practice into adult
life have since stopped, and 26 per
cent, go less frequently than of old.

What are the dangerous ages? Of
those who used to go to church 36
per cent, stopped before reaching the
age of 15. 23 per cent, fell by the
wayside in the years from 16 to 20.
