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Proportion and Emphasis m Religious Truth.
Some have wondered at the title of this

address, though they were too polite to in­
quire or object. Their wonder may remain
to the end. One did suggest that it would
be a mathematical lecture. It is not so; it
is but another way of stating what was one
of the most familiar of lessons of the
pioneer preachers of Churches of Christ,
one which I think we at times seem to be
in danger of forgetting.

There is what we may call a hierarchy of
truth. Not all things are of importance,
and not all important truths are of equal
importance.

'Phe old-fashioned watchword sets this
forth : In things essential, unity; in things
indifferent, liberty; in all things, charity.
To-day, to seek to force one’s opinions
about comparatively indifferent things on
the consciences of other Christians is about
as common as to reduce fundamental truth
to the level of “things indifferent.”

This is not a mathematical address, but
a mathematical illustration may help. For
members of Churches of Christ, there is
what we may call a circle of religious truth
—that to be found within the pages of the
Bible, God’s book. There is but one centre
to a circle. We hold all—from the central
truth to the truths which reach the circum­
ference. Yet obviously, not all are of equal
value or of the same vital necessity to our
religious welfare.

At the very centre of the circle of truth
is the great fundamental declaration of
Christendom, the truth the confession of
which in the early church was a prerequis­
ite to baptism and church fellowship, viz..
that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of the liv­
ing God. The restoration of this primitive
confession to its rightful place is not the
least of the services rendered to Christen­
dom by those who are content to be known
as Christians only. One of our American
writers, J. II. Garrison, has said that when
our pioneer preachers began their work in
U.S.A, the.v found Christ “out on the cir­
cumference, so to speak, classified along 

with doctrinal speculations; and brought
him to the centre, and made him the object
of faith, the source of all truth and all au­
thority, and the bond of fellowship and
unity."
How sects are formed.

Generally new sects are formed by a false
emphasis rather than through a lie or posi­
tive error. They are all, of course, centred
on something other than Christ. With Je­
sus in his rightful place, sectarianism is im­
possible. New cults often stress a subor­
dinate truth too much. Frequently they
arise because the older religious bodies have
neglected certain aspects of truth. Gener­
ally. even in the most obnoxious of sects,
there is a mixture of error and of truth too
much neglected by others; and they live by
the modicum of truth which is in them.
One of our Melbourne city preachers is re­
ported to have said, regarding the great
Christian Science church building in St.
Kilda-road, that, if the churches had been
faithful to all divine truth, the erection of
that building would have been impossible.
Of the numerous new healing cults, possi­
bly a similar thing might be said.

Whatever we may believe concerning jn-

dividual sects with their extreme and mis­
taken emphasis, the lesson to us is obvious
and important. We should hold the full
round of Christian truth, but should also
hold it in right proportion.

Sometimes in illustration of what we do
in the way of holding the common truth, or
of emphasising the catholicity of our posi­
tion. our writers try to show that we are
Presbyterians because we believe in the
eldership, Congregationalists because we
stand for the independency of the local
churches, Methodists because we believe in
order and method. Baptists because we
practise baptism: and so on. Some might
even be willing to call themselves by that
wierd and composite title coined for him­
self by a noted preacher in our State, and
confess to being Presmethbapgationalists!
For myself. I must dissent. I am not a
Methodist. Baptist. Congregationalist. or a
Presbyterian, or any or all of these in com­
bination. 1 can hold all the truth possess­
ed by these or any other people without be­
coming anything but a Christian simply,
and while being guided simply by the Book.
False emphasis.

It is not enough to hold truth: the em­
phasis must be right. Consider this ques­
tion : Did you walk to Melbourne yesterday
afternoon? There are in it but seven words.
yet it is capable of seven different mean­
ings, and demands seven different replies
according as you emphasise each word in
turn. It is something like that with ques­
tions of religious truth. We may osten­
sibly accept every item of truth revealed in
God’s Word, and yet nullify or distort the
divine intention by a false emphasis.

The Pharisees held by the truth revealed
in the Old Testament Scriptures—they
were much more orthodox than the Saddu­
cees—but they brought marginal things to
the centre, and were condemned. I fre­
quently think of Roman Catholic orthodoxy
and how it is spoilt. Just as surely as the
Pharisees made void the word of God not
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by a denial of its truth, but hy superimpos­
ing' upon it a mass of human tradition, so
does that Roman sect which styles itself
"the Catholic Church." The books of the
Bible are by it declared to be inspired and
authoritative, but the authority of Apoch-
ryphal writings and of “the traditions" is
also declared. The glory of the Son of God
is not denied, but it is diminished by the
worship of Mary and of other saints. The
priesthood of Christ, the Mediator between
God and man, is allowed in words, but in
act it is nullified by the intervention of a
human priest between God and the sinner
who seeks his pardoning grace. Christ,
that is, is taken from his unique position
and something else is put in his place.
Spirit baptism and gifts.

There are many modern cults which sad­
ly lack a sense of proportion. Take the nu­
merous sets of believers who to-day are
seeking “ Holy Ghost Baptism" with its
miraculous accompaniments. I am not
here discussing the question whether or not
baptism in the Holy Spirit was meant to be
an abiding thing (personally I do not think
this can be proven), but we may look at it
solely from the point of view of emphasis.
To hear the modern advocate of Spirit
baptism you would naturally think this
alone mattered. This given, all is well;
this withheld, and you have blackness and
darkness. Read a pamphlet, listen to a ser­
mon, and you come across the phrase a
hundred times. It is the summum bonum
of Christian experience, and therefore is
constantly named and emphasised. If one
asks me to accept this as in harmony with
the apostolic view, I simply cannot believe
it. So far from being constantly reiterated
in apostolic writings and sermons, it is a
simple matter of fact that the subject is
only directly mentioned six times in all the
extant writings of the first century of our
era. and three of these mentions are in par­
allel passages of the Gospels.

There are, again, people to-day like some
of the Corinthians whom Paul taught their
place. They make the speaking with
tongues the supreme evidence of the Spirit's
presence. It may in passing be noted that
wisely and astutely they generally prefer to
regard the “tongue" as an ecstatic rhap­
sodical utterance which cannot be tested
rather than as the real foreign language
which could be examined to the probable
discomfiture of the claimant. Apart from
the claims—absurd claims for the most part
—of such people, we may truthfully say
that they lack proportion, and that I Cor­
inthians 13 still stands.

We may take in illustration a still greater
subject. A professedly Christian man can
declare that he accepts the doctrine of the
atoning death of Christ our Lord, and yet
turn that into a libel upon God, through his
ne'dcct of the love of the Divine Father
wlto gave his beloved Son. Another be­
liever will go to an opposite extreme, and.
ignoring much of the Scripture teaching
regarding the death of Christ, resolve the 

atonement into nothing but an exhibition of
love which melts the sinner's heart and
leads him to repentance. Had 1 to choose
between these errors, then 1 would rather
have the latter; but I would prefer to hold
all the Scriptures reveal, and regard the

stooping to a life of humiliation and a sac­
rificial death on the part of our Lord Jesus
as both the supreme manifestation of the
love of God the Father, and as a divine ne­
cessity if humanity were to be redeemed.

Pre-Christian Saints
J. Pittman.

The Old Testament Scriptures contain
an astonishing record of holy men and wo­
men of God, whose mighty faith and en­
durance of suffering for truth's sake fill us
with wonder and admiration. As bright,
beautiful stars adorn the firmament of
heaven, so their simple life-stories adorn
the pages of Hol}’ Writ. When we read of
such faith as that of Abraham, when, iit
obedience to the command of God—a com­
mand which seemed to outrage all sense of
justice, goodness and pity—he "took the
knife to slay his son,” we are filled with a
feeling of reverence, and at the same time
humility, because of the weakness of the
faith that is in us.

Who can read unmoved the story of
Daniel in the lions' den ? or that of the three
Hebrews, who were thrown alive into the
furnace of fire? Again, what a record of
the triumphs of faith we have in the nth
chapter of Hebrews. “ By’ faith," we are
told, “they endured trials of Blockings and
scourgings; yea, moreover of bonds and
imprisonments. They were stoned, they
were sawn asunder, they were tempted,
they were slain with the sword; they went
about in sheepskins and goatskins; being
destitute, afflicted, evil entreated." Well
does the writer add, “of whom the world
was not worthy.” As martyrs for the truth's
sake, they equal any in courage, fidelity and
endurance in New Testament times.

Their hope.
It is a most surprising thing that while

we have such marvellous stories of their
faith, there is scarcely a word to be found
in these narratives concerning the hope
which they must have had to encourage and
strengthen them in their bitter trials. Nat­
urally we think that men and women who
could count so lightly the present life must
have had a very strong hope of the life to
come. And yet we search in vain for any
distinct promise of eternal life held out to
them. Happily the New Testament sheds
some light on the matter, and supplies, to
some extent, what the Old Testament fails
to give. In Heb. 11 we read of Abraham,
that he "looked for the city which hath the
foundations, whose builder and maker is
God.” Of the patriarchs, it is said, “ These
all died in faith, not having received the
promises, but having seen them and greeted
them from afar; and having confessed that
they were strangers and pilgrims on the
earth. For they that say such things make 

it manifest that they are seeking a country
of their own—a better country, that is, a
heavenly ; wherefore God is not ashamed of
them to be called their God; for he hath
prepared for them a city.” It is said of
Moses that he chose “rather to suffer afflic­
tion with the people of God than to enjoy
the pleasures of sin for a season; esteem­
ing the reproach of Christ greater riches
than all the treasures in Egypt, for he had
respect unto the recompense of the re­
ward." Of some it is said, “ They were
tortured, not accepting deliverance, that
they might obtain a better resurrection.”

Thus we see how valuable the New Tes­
tament is as the key that unlocks many Old
Testament mysteries. Were it not for this
new light we would be utterly in the dark
as to the hope which gave such sublime
glory to the lives and characters of those
holy saints of old. Sufficient is revealed to
show that their hope was substantially iden­
tical with our own—that is, a resurrection
to eternal life and happiness.

The ground of their confidence.
That those holy men and women had a

faith which enabled them to enjoy the full­
est assurance of acceptance with God there
can be no doubt. On what did their assur­
ance rest? Was it their own righteousness?
ritere is much in the narratives which
might naturally lead to such a conclusion.
For example, God said of Job that he was
"a perfect and an upright man, one that
feareth God and escheweth evil." And
again, to Abraham God said, “ By myself
have I sworn, saith the Lord, for because
thou hast done this thing, and hast not
withheld thy’ son, thine only son, that in
blessing 1 will bless thee. .. .and in thy seed
shall all the nations of the earth be blessed;
because thou hast obeyed my voice.” Many
other cases might be stated in which it ap­
pears that the reason why these men and
women were accepted of God, and there­
fore the ground of their assurance, was
their own righteousness. But the teaching

j e, ew Testament forbids such a view.
It declares that salvation is "not of works,
lest any man should boast"; and “by the
‘^ds of the law no flesh can be justified
ie ore ,od ; for that all have sinned and

come short of the glory of God.”
If men could have been justified and sav­

ed >5 their own good deeds before Christ
came, where was the need of his redemp- 
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five work; for if they could be thus saved
there is no reason why we could not. The
truth, then, is, they were saved by the grace
of God, as we are, whether they clearly un­
derstood it or not; and their strong assur­
ance of acceptance with God was doubtless
based upon his mercy and goodness.

Still, the question remains: What were
they required to believe in order to obtain
such assurance? Were they required to be­
lieve in the coming Messiah? Many take
this view. Just as we look backward to the
coming of the Christ, so they looked for­
ward. But the Old Testament records are
almost, if not entirely, silent as to this point.
It is a beautiful theory, but I fear wholly
unsupported by Scripture. The two or three
texts that seem to favor this view are of
very doubtful interpretation. The idea is
full of difficulties. What could they have
understood as to his (the Messiah’s) per­
son and work. It is true that the prophets
—David, Isaiah,etc.—foretell with wonder­
ful clearness some of the features of the
Christ, but did they understand what they
wrote? Peter in his first epistle affirms that
they did not.

The true answer to this question is sup­
plied by the Apostle Paul in Rom. 4: 1:
“ What then shall we say that Abraham,
our forefather according to the flesh, hath
found? b'or if Abraham was justified by
works, he hath whereof to glory; but not
toward God. For what saith the Scrip­
tures? And Abraham believed God. and it
was reckoned unto him for righteousness."
Belief implies testimony. It pleased God to
reveal himself in testimony to Abraham.
Abraham believed that testimony. This
faith is defined in Heb. 11: 6, “He that
cometh to God must believe that he is, and
that he is a rewarder of them that seek
after him.” It seems, therefore, that the
faith of Abraham, by which he was justi­
fied and filled with a joyful hope, was a
simple trust in the only living and true God
—a trust which held fast to all that God
chose to reveal. And this same faith was
the ground of justification, assurance and
hope of all the saihts of pre-Christian times.

Doubtless the redemption which is in
Christ Jesus was the meritorious cause of
their salvation, as it is of ours; for Christ
died for the sins of the whole world of hu­
man beings, from Adam to the last man.
But, as we have seen, that did not necessar­
ily imply an understanding of the doctrine
of atonement, but it did imply a firm faith
iu God and in all that he pleased to reveal
to them. And it further implied an unre­
served obedience to his will.

We may conclude with the rellection that
it those saints of old manifested such
miqhty faith, which enabled them to joy­
fully endure so much while possessing so
little knowledge of God’s great scheme of
human redemption, what manner of men
ought we to be with the full knowledge of
the truth in Christ Jesus! Surely those
ancient records put us to shame.

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Religious Notes and News.
Chiselling the Angel.

The list of
languages in which the Scriptures have been sold
is as follows:—Arabic. Armenian, Burmese, Can­
tonese. Dutch. English, Esperanto, Flemish.
French, German. Greek. Hebrew, Irish, Italian,
Japanese, Korean. Latin. Mandarin, Maori, Nor­
wegian. Portuguese. Punjabi, Russian, Swedish,
Spanish, Swahili, Urdu, and Welsh.

The Mennonites.
■file Menncnites. as a people, have had an ex­

perience that all the world ought to take note of.
In Canada they were a colony to themselves, and
resented the law which required that English be
taught in the schools. Rather than submit to the
enforcement of such a regulation, they migrated.
bag and baggage, into Alexico, and there fount!
" liberty." After brigands had taken all their pos­
sessions, leaving them helpless, with no law to
look to for protection, they decided Canada was
the better place, after all, and are now asking that
Canada receive them again. The Mcnnonites are
not the only people, taken collectively or individ­
ually. who resent interference with their individ­
ual liberty when their course is for the good of
a few. but detrimental to the good of many. The
Mennonites, however, have learned by experience
that too much law is more wholesome than no
law at all. Their futile search for liberty ought
t<> stand out like a warning sign to these who are
always seeking to secure what they term "per­
sonal liberty."

A Bishop and Church Discipline.
The Bishop of Oxford has taken a strong line

in writing to the Duke of Marlborough, asking
him not to attend the Diocesan Conference, of
which, as Uird-Lieutenant of the County, he .is
<’.r officio a member. The Duke was divorced by
his first wife in November. 1920, cn the grounds
of desertion and misconduct, and in the following
June married in Paris the daughter <.f a Boston
millionaire. Several clergymen who were asked
to officiate at this marriage refused, but in the
end the minister of the Scottish Presbyterian
Church in Paris consented. The Bishop bases his
objection to the Duke on the ground that a mem­
ber of the Conference should have the full status
of a communicant. If the Bishop is influenced by
purely ecclesiastical considerations—that by the
law of his Church the marriage of a divorced per­

son is not recognised—then he appears to be set­
ting up the law of the Church in defiance of the
law of the land. In any case his action is a strong
blow against Establishment. It is the connec-
ticn of the Church with the State that gives a
Lord-Lieutenant status in the Diocesan Confer­
ence. The Bishop's refusal to recognise that
should reasonably be followed by a demand on
his part for disestablishment. It should be added
that the Duke, through his solicitors, declares
that he has the full status of a communicant with
the sanction of his parish priests both in Oxford­
shire and'London.

Taking the New Testament Literally.
We hear much about the dangers of legalism

and literalism these days. We are told that we
nlust avoid slavish adherence to the letter and
get the larger perspective of life and duty given
by the sacred word. Good advice if not taken
literally!

The idea that we miss the meaning of the New
Testament when we take it literally and strive to
obey it implicitly has been much "overworked.”

The New Testament should be read with com­
mon sense and a devout heart. It must be thought
of as the word of God, the last will and testa­
ment of Jesus Christ, and it should be perused
with the deep desire to know what it 'says and
with the religious purpose to follow its teachings.

The strained, hypercritical method of approach
that seeks to divide the “human and divine ele­
ments" and to determine the “permanent and the
transient” with microscopic nicety is tile surest
way to miss its spirit and its broad views of con­
duct, life and duty.

To understand the New Testament it must be
believed, be loved, and be ready day by day.—
“ Christian Evangelist.”

America’s Mission Problem.
America has a Foreign Mission problem of its

own over on the Pacific coast, says the “ Chris­
tian Standard.” Statistics show that there are
71.952 Japanese, 61,639 Chinese. 2507 Hindus and
1224 Koreans. What religious ideals did all these
people of the Orient bring with them? If they
had no Christian teaching in the homeland, and
meet with none here, they are no better off in
Christian America than they were in pagan China
or Japan. The fact is they constitute an actual
religious menace, for they have their forms of
missionary work, and are net averse to proselyt­
ing. 'Moreover, they propagate their religions,
not as such, but as ethical and philosophical cults
that are exploited by faddists. There is yet an­
other side to this picture. Many of the immi­
grants from the East might be susceptible to
Christian influences, but their environment in
America is such that they see only the irreligious
and hear only the profane, and thus they judge
the people and the religion of these United States.
When they go back, and a large percentage do go
liack at one time or another, they discount the
profession of our missionaries by describing con­
ditions as they found them here.

Religion Attracts—The Church Repels.
In a Congress sermon recently the Anglican

Archbishop of York made a plea that the Church
should evangelise itself if it was to preach the
Eternal Gospel. Metaphorically, we put on the
white sheet and confessed that the Church had
done the things it ought not to have done, and
left undone the things it ought to have done. The
war had left a sense of disillusionment. It had
broken the old confident faith in our ever-advanc­
ing social progress. Men wanted a true religion
as never before—that was the hope. They did
not find it in the Church—that was the trouble.
To put the matter bluntly, religion attracts; the
Church repels. Let us, he said, face the fact hon­
estly. That it is a fact can anyone doubt who 

knows what is passing through the minds o.f the
men and women, especially the younger men and
women, who eagerly desire a spiritual religion
and yet stand apart from the Church? To these
the Church is not a witness to the truth of its
Gospel, but it is, in its divisions, its dullness, its
unreality, an obstacle, a stone of stumbling, an
offence. It must present a new reality of living
experience as its warrant to all men of the truth
ef its great assertion. People would not believe
any gospel which did not help them for the salva­
tion of the common life cf men. They would
turn away from a Church which seemed to be
concerned only with its own interests as an in­
stitution. or with spiritual activities which had
no direct bearing on the actual life in which men
lived and worked together. And they were inani
festly troubled about our once vaunted Western
civilisation. The sense of need gave the call and
the chance to the Church to preach its social
gospel. But the Church must keep its independ­
ence. Christianity would never be a mere prefix
or appendix to any particular plan of economics
or politics.

Mr. Bryan as Theologian.
Mr. W. J. Bryan, ex-candidate for the United

States Presidency, is one of the most popular lec­
turers in the United States, and he has taken re­
ligious subjects for his theme. He has recently
thought it necessary to put Darwin wise on the
subject of Evolution. Mr. Bryan refuses to evolve.

His new book, "In His Image" (Oliphants, 7/-
net), was addressed to the students of the Union
Theological Seminary, and he made an urgent ap­
peal to them—■“ I beg you to prepare yourselves
to proclaim the Word of God by voice as well as
with pen. You have a mighty message for a wait­
ing world—a message worthy of all your powers
of heart and mind and tongue.” Mr. Bryan is no
mean orator, and to the students he said: “Next
to clearness cf statement I would put conciseness
—the condensing of much into a few words. This
is a great asset to a speaker. The moulder of
public opinion docs not manufacture opinion: he
simply puts it into form so that it can be re­
membered and repeated." A notable feature of
these lectures is Mr. Bryan's effective illustra­
tions.”—“ Public Opinion.”

Exactitude of Expression.
Principal McCaig returns to the subject of the

full inspiration of Scripture in the current "Pion
cer Review." He succeeds in turning the tables
on the Modernists who, for their own controver­
sial ends, are tolerant of the theory of a loosely-
worded, slipshed Bible. “It is hard to under­
stand how the thought (of Holy Scripture)could
be inspired without the inspiration extending t°
the language. And that, the Scripture shows to
be the case. When advanced theologians have
been challenged as to certain statements they have
made in public, they have complained that their

.words have been misreported and misunderstood;
showing by their very complaint, that they realis­
ed the importance of having the words correctly
given, so that the thought might be rightly appre­
hended." This is a fair point to make. These
men attach importance to their own words, and
we are sure that in his own Word God said ex­
actly what he intended to say. It is for us to hear
reverently and to heed.

The Bank or the Saloon?
Another witness to the value of Prohibition,who

has come our way during the past week, is Mr.
Franklyn, of Australia, who conducted a

mission for seven months in a little town in Ill­
inois. It was a wonderful sight,” said Mr.
I-ranklyn, "on Saturday nights to see men queued
up,outside the banks, waiting to pul their money
in. A friend who knew the town well, told him
that those same men, before Prohibition came
into force, used to frequent the seven or eight
saloons and spend a great deal of their weekly
wages on intoxicating drink.—“A School Chron­

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"The Lord is at Hand.”
An Exposition and Exhortation.

A. W. Connor. Phil. 4: 1-6.

“ The Lord is at hand.” So wrote the impris­
oned apostle, as he drew to a close his beautiful
letter to the Philippians. An understanding of
the words, and their implications, demands a
study of their textual setting. In chapter.3: 17-21
the apostle had presented

/. A contrast in black and white.
There were those nominally in the church fel­

lowship, of whom he spoke with tears as enemies
of the Cross of Christ. They were sensual men
whose god was appetite, whose mind was on
earthly things, and whose end was destruction.
These were the prototypes of all who are profes­
sors of the church’s faith, but possess not the
church’s life. They may be in the church, but are
certainly not of it. " But we” says Paul, “are
free citizens of heaven.” The eyes of such are
not turned earthward, but upward toward heaven.
There is our city, and from its gates with longing
expectation we lock for our coming King. The
end of such is not destruction, but salvation
through Jesus Christ, who. in the exercise of his
great power, "will transform this body of our
humiliation until it resembles his own glorious
body.” Oh, unhappy enemies of the Cross, alas,
for your end! Oh, thrice blessed citizen of heaven,
in the glorious consummation what joy shall be
thine.

The citizens of heaven look for the coming
Lord, but they know also

2. “ The Lord is near.19 Verse 5.
In the hortatory paragraph that immediately

follows the above contrast this sentence of only
three words (in the original) occurs, and around
it, and the name of the Lord, is woven the rich
appeal for a Christian spirit and service. It may
help if you will notice the phrase “in the Lord"
used in verses 1, 2, and 3, and “in Christ Jesus”
in verse 6. Between these references to the Lord
in whom our whole life is ensphered is the posi­
tive statement, “ The Lord is near,” or at hand.
What is its significance here? It is usually taken
as expressing Paul’s belief in the imminent ad­
vent of our Lord. A similar thought as that ex­
pressed by James in verse 7, “ Be patient, there­
fore, brethren,' unto the coming of the Lord.
Stablish your hearts. The coming of the Lord
draweth near.” It may refer to this, hut I rather
think otherwise, for these reasons.

The expression is not the one usually employed
in regard to the Lord’s coming or presence. It
seems that Paul is net simply reiterating the
thought of 3: 20, 21. but is giving a complemen­
tary idea. Paul was as insistent that the Lord
is here, as that the Lord comes. Not only must
we live in the expectancy of the Lord’s coming,
hut in the realisation of the Lord’s presence. He
not only said, “ I will come again,” but, “ Lo, I
am with you always.” We do not need to belittle
the power of the coming of the Lord, as a motive
to faithfulness, to insist upon the equally valid
motive to he found in the perpetual presence of
Christ. I feel that it is this latter idea that is in
Paul’s mind here. “ The Lord is near: he is with
me in my room, and he is with you in Philippi:
and we are all included and encircled in the gol­
den fence of his presence.” So I understand him.
It is an application to the risen Christ of the
thought of Psalm 139, "If I take the wings of
the morning, and dwell in the uttermost parts of
the sea. even there shall thy right hand lead me.
and thy right hand hold me. If I say, surely the
darkness shall cover me, even the night shall be
light about me.... When 1 awake I am still with
thee.”
” Still, still with thee! as to each new born morn­

ingA fresh and solemn splendor still is giverf,

So docs this blessed consciousness awaking,
Breathe each day nearness unto thee and

heaven.” /
An illustration of the power of this thought is

seen in the statement of Spurgeon, that “he did
not recollect spending a quarter of an hour with­
out the distinct thought of the presence of
Christ." The Lord is near. The Lord is here.
How much better and happier we would all be if
we could realise this. And when we sit at his
table it is not enough to remember that he came
cnee to earth, nor that he will come again. Jesus
is here, at hand. This is the true, real presence.
which is but caricatured in the priestly manipu­
lation of the sacred elements. We, too, insist
upon a real presence. "The Lord is at hand.”
Now we see how the whole paragraph, so rich in
exhortation, takes on a new force if we remem­
ber this. Every hortatory word receives a new
re-inforcement.
3. If the Lord is near.

(1) “Stand fast in the Lord.” Verse 1. What
waverers we are in his service! The supreme
need is not the mercurial man, who is up and
down, according to temperature, and who for a
brief spasm will boast that he “never missed one
of the special meetings,” but who for 52 weeks
in a year leaves a vacant seat in the prayer meet­
ing. Better that, than nothing: but better that
phis ordinary faithfulness in the daily round of
church activity. Stand fast. It is a counsel for
the hour when the presence of unbelief and the
power of the world would move us away. Who
world falter if we could but realise that the Lord
is at hand?

(2) “Be united in the Lord.” Verse 2. Even
Euodias and Syntyche, women of sterling Chris­
tian worth, may not be able to understand one
another, but "in the Lord” realising that he is
near, they will try. And the rest of us need the
same reminder to compose our differences, to look
through each other’s eyes, and not to expect our
own way at all times. How different our dis­
cussions if we remember ever "The Lord is
near."

(3) “Help those women.” Verse 3. Aye, and
those men, and those "little ones" that believe in
Christ. Smother the fires of jealousy, that Satan
loves to light. Quench the little fires of misun­
derstanding that, if once they get going, will—
like some raging bush fire—burn up the fair work
of Christ’s church. Be a helper, a reconciler • f
differences, a mediator. " Blessed are the peace­
makers, for they shall be called the children of
God." The Lord is near, beholding our efforts.

(4) “ Be glad in the Lord” Verse 4. This is
one of the things insisted upon with double em­
phasis. “Again, I say, rejoice." Easy? Some­
times only. When we have health, friends, a bal­
ance at the bank, and a year of profit. But how
shall we when skies arc overcast, and health die*
away, and troubles increase? We cannot joy be­
cause of these things, but we can rejoice that, in
spite of these things, we have an abiding portion
in Christ. “ I do not know how ycu can live in
Stob’s Hill” (the Glasgow poor-housesaid cue
to an inmate. "I do not live in Stob’s Hill: 1
live in God,” was the dignified rejoinder. And
1. too, have met souls who, while in circumstances
that could not minister to joy, yet “lived in Gud."
and were able to “rejoice in the Lord.”

(5) “Be considerate” Verse 5- I-ct your for­
bearance. your sweet reasonableness, your yield-
ingness, be known to all men. Of cour.-e we can­
not yield principle, but he sure it is that, and not
just the pleasure of cur own way. Ycu cannot
yield conscience, hut be sure it is conscience, and
not just contrariness. Try to understand that in
the church we are all temperamentally different. 

and we cannot all view the incidentals of our
church life alike. Yet Christ has received us all,
and we must receive each other. " The Lord is
at hand." He is near, beholding our plans and
purposes; our work and worship. There arc
rough corners on us all. Let our "forbearance"
be known to all. Some rather pride themselves
on the fact that everybody expects them to op­
pose any new move. Their forbearance is not
known to all men. Such an one is only matched
in foolishness by the ether, who is never happy
"ave in introducing new plans and practices for
no better reason than that the old ways arc old.
Let both sorts, and let us all, manifest that yield-
ingness that will make for concord and peace.
Remember. "The Lord is near," and‘let that in­
duce sweet reasonableness and moderation.

(6) “Be prayerful.” Verse 6. Well, if the Lord
is near, prayer is very simple and natural. Listen
tn this. " Be < ver-anxious about nothing, but be
prayerful in everything." These two things are
closely interwoven. God hears and answers
prayer. Net that he gives all we ask. That were
surely to give us stones when we need bread.
That were to submit our lives to human short­
sightedness, rather than to an all-wise God. But
many a desire will be granted, many a burden
will be lifted, many a renewal of strength receiv­
ed. for God hears and answers prayer. He will
withhold no good thing. So then, my brethren,
“ By prayer and earnest pleading together, with
thanksgiving, let your requests be unreservedly
made known unto God."

And what then? The Lord is near: he is at
hand. "And the peace cf God that transcends
all our powers of thought will be a garrison to
guard your hearts and minds in union with Christ
Jesus.” Who wcv.ld not be prayerful?

Adapting and extending some words of F. B.
Meyer in bis Devotional Commentary on this
Epistle. I close.

The Lord is at hand. Say it when life’s tempt­
ations thicken around you. Say it when Euodias
and Syntyche have quarrelled, or when any other
root cf bitterness has sprung up. Say it when
you cannot get your own way. and instead of
grouching, let us joyfully do it seme other’s way.
Say it when sorrow swoops in, and the shadows
come. Say it when' ycu are irritated, and think
you have been wronged. Say it when worried
and anxious over home, family, business, or
church, and be not over-anxious. Say it when
night is settling and death draws near. "The
Iz’rd is at hand." “Thou art with me." " I will
fear no evil." The destruction that wasteth at
noonday cannot hurt, nor the pestilence that
walketh in darkness. Not only do we pray

“ Tn life, in death. O Lord, abide with me,”
but in the beyond his presence shall still be ours.
" So shall it he at last in that bright morning.

When the soul waketh and life’s shadows
flee.

Oh. in that hour, fairer than daylight dawning.
Shall rise the glorious thought—I am with

thee.”
Til' then, may the peace of God that pa-<es all
understanding guard and keep your heart-* ami
minds in Christ Jesus. Amen.

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The Commission
In Relation to Young People’s Work.

W. R. Hibburt.

It is agreed that the great commission contains
ind vitalises the supreme business of the church.
Present day conditions, world-wide restlessness.
bitterness, industrial strife, the failure of higher
education to eliminate the world’s wrongs, and
the exposure of dissatisfied hearts all urge the
church to get on with the business. The words
“preach" and “teach" embody bigger things and
involve bigger tasks than most of us have yet
realised.

Christians that are holding up the kingdom
work while they light over trivialities need to
take time off to read the commission. The peo­
ple who are fiddling and fussing, theorising of pet
fads and fancies, who know more about friction
than fellowship, hi ssing than business, are only
n- vices at the commission work. A study of the
ci mmission would bring about a spirit of co-op-
eraticn that would speed the business of the com
mission. The people who stand aloof complaining
al ert the spirit cf the age. and constantly mourn
about the indifference of things, need to inter­
pret anew the commission. The commission is
for such a day and hour as that in which we live.
It was up-to-date in the first century, and it is
up-to-date in the twentieth century. It is more
up-to-date than any scheme or pregramme that
is b’kely t<» appear in your morning newspapers.
It knows more about internationalism than your
journalists have yet written.
The function of the church.

As the church begins tn function in terms of
tb.e commission, it finds that its business is the
making of new men. and through new men a new
community, and lhr< ugh new communities a new
world. Our Foreign Mission reports have proved
to us again and again that the process of the com­
mission work is capable of giving these returns.
Some of us get side-tracked on politics and party
schemes and new ideas, that we fancy we have
got a short cut to bettering the world, and relax
our enthusiasm on commission work, i.e.. new
hearts to make new men. new men to make a new
world. If there bad h en any ‘•hort cut, there
never wnu’d l ave beer, the reed for Calvary and
the commission.
The sphere in which the church is to

function.
The church, until half a century ago. was en­

tirely satisfied tn limit its sphere to adults, the
world of full-grown men and women. The church
failed to re'di-e that to achieve the work of the
c mmis-irn it wa- not too early to commence the
work while the man and the woman was in the
making S'- nr.n of vision and kingdom insight
got to work early, and began to function in the
child w< rld. Final result* proved the wisdom of
that work. It wa- tb.cn a new and intelligent in­
terest taken bv the church in young people’s
work. Men and churches began to get the Bible
School vision. Some men have labored with a
visit n almo-1 as vivid as John, who saw the Xew
Jerusalem coming d«wn from heaven. Benjamin
Kidd said. “ Give u* the children, and in a single
generation we will create a new mind, and a new
earth.” To-day tic individual or the church
without a ibhle School vKi< n is li nked upon a*
an individual and an institution in the state of
bankruptcy. Speaking recently to a Y.M.C.A.
leader < f a b« v>’ division in one of our large
cities, he said. “ I wish the Christian business men
would realise that to teach a class of boys, to er­
ganise their play and leisure In urs. that he is do-
?nrz the biggest job that he can push into any part
of *tl’e week.” He may not be doing the part of
the big driving wheel in the machine, but he is a
verv vital part in the machine. Whilst visiting
the’big electric power station in Boulder city, I
had opportunity to see a. driving wheel of 42 ton­
weight in motion. Its bigness and its work made 

a lasting impression upon me. At the close of
cur inspection one of the party chanced to ask a
question concerning a small, insignificant machine
at the rear of the building. The superintendent
replied. "That is what we call the exciter." From
this machine a small current cf electricity is led
and allowed to play itself on the face of that huge
fly wheel from which sufficient current is made
to supply the mines and light Kalgoorlie and
Boulder. What an opportunity a Bible School
teacher has to excite in a hoy the power and en­
terprise for goodness and noble service.

The commission in operation needs preachers,
evangelists, teachers, deacons and elders. Is it
claiming too much for Bible School teachers,
when «e see in their task a combination of all
these high offices? A Bible School teacher is a
minister—a minister cf God's Word: a preacher
—preaching the evangel of the strait gate: an
evangelist bringing souls to Christ (So per cent.
of < vr church membership being won from the
school) : a bishop—shepherding young lives.

Imperfect functioning on the part of
the church.

Is the church efficiently functioning amongst
young people in such a way as to complete its
woik of making new men and a new world? Is
there a continuity in its work, in its intention?
Is there a continual adaptability in its action to
keep in vital contact and association with the de­
veloping and changing life of young people?
Judging from results, statistics, and personal ob­
servation, we have to frankly confess that a big
percentage are passing out cf our schools not
wen for Jesus Christ. A percentage far too large
' f these who decide for Jesus Christ are not held
I- r Christ. Why should boys from our church
I: . lies, and with a Sunday School experience, be
cut cf humor, and out of touch with the church?
Why should so many fail to invest the good of
their lives through the church and help the world
back to Gnd according to the methods of Christ
and tin the way of Calvary? Is it not because
we relax our service and our intensity of desire
• rd interest and teaching just at the period it
is most needed? There is a waning in the func-
l:cn of the church just at the period when young
men and women need the best help the church
can give. The church is in business to make men,
and just when the man is being evolved we let go
< vr grip, get out of sympathy, lack thoroughness,
lack equipment, lack capable leadership, lack wise
organisation, wise approach, and wise associa­
te ns, and we fail in giving adequate interpreta.-
ti< n of ti e Chri-t ideals that must permeate every
young life before it can develop into a healthy
Christian life.

The experience < f my ministry leads me .to
make a plea that the church should be seized with
the importance cf speeding up the commission
work in relation to our young men and young
women, f.r.. captivating them for Christ, holding
them for Christ, and teaching, developing and
enmbPng them for Christ. The church should
speebdire T. giving the same attention to the teen-
i".'e in re-p.ct t > their needs and methods suitable
to that period of life, and in impressing their lives
even as wc have in recent years to the primary
and junior departments. The brain of the church
l as given itself over to an endeavor to make per­
fect 'the teaching and the development of the tiny-
t< t. but the same zest and intelligence has not
been applied to the teen age. It is not difficult to
find kindergarten departments one hundred
-trona, but it is a rare thing to find < ne hundred
voting men and women amongst whom the church
is functioning The time is overdue for the church
to intelligently study young people’s work, the
winning and holding the teen age for Christ and
his church. Not until we do this can we really 

say that we arc thoroughly, efficiently, intelligent­
ly carrying out the work of the commission. The
people who do this work most efficiently arc to
lie the people of the future.

Attacking the problem.
There are some things it would be wise to keep

clearly in mind when attacking the problem and
attempting to do the very pressing work of to-
day—

(1) The constructive work of the commission
is character, Christlikc character.

(2) Methods employed in doing commission
work change with the various periods through
which we all pass until wc arrive at mature man­
hood and womanhood.

(3) The work of character making amongst
young people is not only done by platform and
class work. The duties of preaching and teaching
in terms of the commission miss their end if con­
fined to a head and a lip service. They involve
an interpretation by life, by sympathy, by inter­
est ; they involve the method of friendship and
fellowship as used by Christ when interpreting
himself and his plans to his disciples. Wc doubt
whether they would have developed into Christ-
men had they been denied that method.

(4) Yeung people are full cf vitality, fun and
frolic, movement and sport and enterprise. If
we divorce ourselves from this part of their lives
wc are limited in our opportunity of touching
their lives. Is it not there where character teach­
ing and development are going to take place, f.r..
the development of personality, self-control, un­
selfishness, brotherliness, the pooling of one’s in­
dividuality for the common interests and good of
all? In order to teach the beginners we invade
their world. Does it not hold good that to rightly
teach and understand the adolescent we must in­
vade their world? It can still be commission
work. We must not be surprised when, we enter
this world that we have to give a prominence to
play. The playful tendencies of our natures are
not human creations. In the practical jokes of
kittens and monkeys Oliver Wendel Holmes sees
a divine intention. Fun and frolic, wit and humor,
are not the creations of a Shakespeare or an Aris­
tophanes. Wc arc not preparing people for a
smileless eternity. Would we suggest cutting the
tail off the kitten because the kitten plays with
it?

(5) By right organisation and leadership we
can control the fun and frolic, the social life, but
more than that, we can use it as an instrument in
the development of character, as a point of con­
tact and sympathy, and as a means of'keeping
grip upon the life during critical periods of life.
'I lie church can make the pleasure of young peo­
ple healthy, the leisure hours productive of good.
while r ut in the world they are attended with un­
wholesome influences. The world is capturing
cur young men and women by catering for their
pleasure. Almost every organised amusement
grows rich on.what it makes out of young people-

(<>) Australian conditions—long evenings, long
summers, love of sport, night schooling, military
training—tend to break up home life, and divorce
young, people from the church’s activities. These
conditions tend to make young people make
friends outside the influence of the church.
I'fiends and pleasure constitute the wealth of
young pecple. Where the wealth is, there is the
heart. If the church can bring the interests of
young people around the church, the things which
otherwise hinder can be made to help. ' Joseph
Lea says, " I he boy without a playground is the
latlier ol a man without a job.” We may add.
though, that if the playground is entirely outside
the domain of the church, the boy will never get
mto touch with the job of the church.

T i.u ,tcnn "secular" has been given too
much latitude, and the term “sacred” has been
o° much ^rcumscribed. If the church is goinjr
to count, the muscle and mind of young people
must not be left entirely to secular interests. The
physical and the mental may be regarded aS of
sacred interest, and the church can function >n

l a sPiritUill objective.
(M I’-djication is largely a matter of adjustment

o He. this is especially true with young people.
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At no other period of life arc so many adjust­
ments required as in the teens. Christ is needed
to make those adjustments. Young people require
to be led to that place where they realise that the
church desires to help them to a spiritual health
and fitness, just as they themselves desire a phys­
ical health and fitness. Both are required for a
complete life and full happiness.

If the church wishes to have her rightful place
in the future generations she must so function
to-day as net only to win, but hold and develop
young men and women for Christ. To this end
the brain of the church must be directed in care­
ful consideration, in thoroughnenss of plan, in ef­
ficient organisation, and in trained leadership.
Work hastily, haphazardly, and lazily done, will
only imperil the church, but efficiently done, will
save the church from being depleted.
Dangers to be avoided.

Young people’s work is always beset with perils.
These perils must be clearly kept in mind. A
church expects to do something more than enter­
tain young people, conduct socials, train muscles
and create industry. All these can he dene under
wise leadership and club organisation with a spir­
itual objective. The church that can only organ­
ise young men into a physical culture class needs
a wiser leadership. A church that can only hold
its young people by entertainments needs a wiser
leadership. A church that finds itself continually
attacked by an epidemic of socials needs a wisei
leadership. A church that finds its members en­
gaging in questionable amusements needs a wiser
leadership. All interest in young people that is
not made to contribute to a spiritual end imperils
the life of the church.

There is an urgent need to speed up the effici­
ency of our young people’s organisations. There
is an urgent need for training leaders. Let us
get busy, (a) By conferences on young people’s
work we can pool our ideas, and- approved and
successful methods, (b) We can study existing
organisations such as the splendid Canadian sys­
tem. (c) An organiser should be immediately
placed in the field whose work is limited strictly
to young people’s organisations, (d) A repre­
sentative should attend the approaching World
Conference on this phase of young people’s work.
(e) We should have leaders in training; the work
fails without capable leadership. There is no
other portion of church work needing leadership
so much as this, (f) Let us equip our buildings
for young people's work. Have we one. building
in the whole of the brotherhood which is ideally
constructed for this work? Have we one church
at tb.e present time which we arc able to look to
as a model in this work amongst the teen age?
The biggest job of the church in the

home field.
To continue our work and increase our ranks

we must hold all our young men and women. If
we fail here we shall soon be going out of busi
ness. The work amongst young men and women
is the biggest job the church has in the home field.
The work which, being so thoroughly done
amongst our kinders and juniors, must be carried
on and completed amongst our young men and
women. The goldfields of Western Australia
have a very small rainfall. The absence of water
meant death. Man has been able to supply the
life giver—water. C. Y. O’Connor conceived a
plan, and made others believe in his plan. Tn a
coastal range he made a huge lake capable of
storing about 4650 million gallons of water —-by
throwing a tremendous wall across a valley. By
a series of seven pumping-stations, he sends the
water through pipes 30 inches in diameter, a dis­
tance of 400 miles. The water leaving the lake
to-day arrives at Kalgoorlie in one month s time.
Suppose that the first pumping station performs
its work, and the second, third, fourth and lift]]
also do their part, but the sixth and seventh fail
to function. Occasionally, however, they func­
tion for one hour per week. The whole water
scheme would naturally break down. What arc
we gaining if the cradle roll superintendent, and
the superintendents and helpers in beginners, kin­

dergarten, junior, and intermediate departments
all do their work thoroughly, and then we fail to
efficiently do our work amongst the teen age.

Miss Mary Thompson Arrives in India.
Miss Thompson writes:—After my travelling

experiences it was good to reach Harda again and
receive a hearty welcome. 1 found Miss Mullen,
who had taken my place while 1 was at home, was
not leaving here until after Christmas, so three
days after my arrival, decided tc visit our out­
stations before Christmas.

The cotton crcp is now being brought in here
from the villages, and the reads are very dusty,
and as we started out with my leisurely-going
oxen.

His
wife is in the Leper Asylum, and his adopted
daughter in our hoarding schorl.

Have been pleased to hear from different mis­
sionaries I have met here and in Bombay of the
good feeling there is toward our work, and most
are hopeful of blessing in the near future. I
would again thank all those who are interested in
the Master's work here, and ask that you con­
tinue with us in prayer for His blessing on it.

THE PROBLEM OF AMUSEMENTS.
The Editor, “Australian Christian.”

Dear Bro. Editor,—
I know Bro. Bagger will welcome a brief

friendly criticism of his article in your last edi­
tion .of the “ Christian” on “The Problems of To­
day. ’ 1 he first two problems he sets forth, viz.,
these of marriage and lodges, are dealt with in a
very helpful way. His remarks on these two
problems contain that which is commendable for
its outspokenness. When Bro. Bagger reaches
the problems of amusements, such as dancing,
theatre-going, racing etc., he seems to become
vague in bis utterances, and the remarks on these
questionable (?) amusements appear to lack
“punch” and that zealous dogmatism which one
would expect on these matters. The article leaves
us .with a query, How is the present day disciple
going to solve these problems of present day am­
usements? Either the writer has introduced
these latter problems in an indefinite way in order
to provoke discussion, or there is a desire on his
part to be tactful, and to leave the problems more
to the decision of the individual.

Personally, I am glad Bro. Bagger has intro­
duced these questions, because I believe that in
the interests of cur young people to-day these
things ought to be more openly and fearlessly dis­
cussed, and that the time often spent on quibbling
about the letter of the law would be better de­
viled to helpful and brotherly exhortations about
these amusements which some of us younger
members of the Church of Christ were taught in
our childhood days to regard as more than ques­
tionable; yea, sinful.

Why is it if a preacher these days is outspoken
on these questions of dancing, theatre-going, etc.,
he is advised by some to devote his time to some­
thing more profitable, and he is also told that
such bold utterances are not “tactful,” “better left
alone as they arc matters of opinion,” etc, etc.?
Matters of opinion 1 Why, we were taught by our
pious forefathers (and honor to them) that par­
ticipations in these things were more than mat­
ters of opinion, that they were sinful, and that to
spurn these things with all the vehemence of our
soul was part of the working out of our salva­
tion. Are we evolving a higher sense of right
and wrong? Are we afraid to oppose these
things now because we find our own loved ones
being drawn into the net, and thus in our desire
to preserve their innocence condone where once
we condemned?

Bro. Editor, I believe this matter calls for ser­
ious thought. Our ycung people need that .out­
spokenness, and that confident ring of a convicted
conscience with regard to these modern amuse­
ments. They look to us for leadership and cour­
age in the<e matters, and not an insipid, tactful
attitude which, if carried tco far, becomes moral
cowardice. Weakness in our utterances often be­
trays participation in the questionable amuse­
ments.

Some say, “ Preach the gospel,” and these other
matters will adjust themselves. But is not this
part of the gospel? There are many young peo­
ple who have accepted Christ, and who indulge in
these things ad infinitum. I low can we reconcile
their conduct with their love for the Saviour? .

If I have transgressed on other folk’s opinions
and have been dogmatic in criticism, it is partly
due to the training of my boyhood days in the
Paddington church, where I am glad to say I im­
bibed this zeal against theatre-going, dancing, etc.,
from Bro. Bagger and other preachers, who in
those days left no uncertain!}’ as to their attitude
to these questionable amusements; and may 1 say
I honor and respect them for it.

Hoping, Bro. Editor, I have not transgressed
on your valuable space, and that you will give my
remarks full space, as I do not often trouble you
in this way,

We are building for the fut­
ure. It is hardly worth considering the present.
In such a rapidly developing State we must be
planning years ahead. That calls for the exer­
cise of faith.

Where we could plan for the pres­
ent, the programme would be simpler. But where
we are compelled to plan for the future, the faith
must be stronger, the programme larger, and the
budget greater.

A survey of the fields already occupied, and of
the fields waiting to be taken in the name of the
Lord of Hosts, constitutes a powerful appeal to
those who are really anxious to see God’s people
united, and sinners won to Christ. Brethren, if
you are really anxious to see the cause we love
advance, then help by sacrificially giving toward
the £350 needed for the coming year.
