The Hickson Mission of Healing is now

in progress at St. Paul s Cathedral, Mel­
bourne. There are some who express sur­
prise that the Anglican Church, noted for
its dignity and conservatism, should be am­
ongst the first to ally itself with healing
missions. But the Conferences of Bishops
in London in 1908 and 1920 dealt sympa­
thetically with the healing movements
which were in existence in America and
England. The American Bishops in 1908
pleaded for a recognition of spiritual heal­
ing. “ Medical science, they argued, had
gone to the extreme of materialism. A <■/'<»
media must be found between orthodox
medicine and Christian Science. The Com­
mittee of Bishops of the Lambeth Confer­
ence of 1920, appointed to consider the
Christian Faith in reference to Christian
Science, urged "the recognition of the min­
istry and gifts of healing in the Church.
and that these should be exercised under
due license and authority,' and said this
would involve "instruction both of clergy
and laity, so that the corporate faith of the
church may be stimulated and the power to
heal may be released." Thus it is not sur­
prising that Anglican authorities in Aus­
tralia should, in accordance with the Bish­
ops' recommendation, associate themselves
with Mr. J. M. Hickson, who was President
of the " Society of Emmanuel" and in
>908 was a speaker at the Pan-Anglican
Congress, and whose home in London was
thronged by sufferers who sought the bene­
fit of his healing gift.
Attitude to the mission.

The attitude of people generally towaids
the mission of healing seems to be one of
sympathetic interest. The papers devote
much space to it. People in train and tram
talk of it. No man of feeling could be un­
moved at the sight of sufferers being helped
into the building, or of the record of the
long procession of afflicted ones passing in
and out expectant yet uncured. Surely none
could be other than pleased if all that the

organisers of the mission hoped for should
be more than realised. We would thank
God for any relief given to any sufferers.
and would rejoice if the Lord were to-day
as of old to manifest His power to heal.

Religious people, we think, are quite
sympathetic in their attitude. True, the
Roman Catholic Bishop of Bathurst,
N.S.W., is reported as having warned his
people that “this sort of curing," "mixed up
with non-Catholic religious worship," is
forbidden by the Church. " Nor is it likely,"
he continued, “that Divine help would be
given to people who would seek restoration
to health by forbidden means."

For ourselves, we would in no wise seek
to limit either the Divine power or the
Lord’s method of working. In all the ages
there have been records of men possessed
apparently of special gifts. We cannot deny
that God does in answer to prayer some­
times grant relief and healing apart from

medical care. (The Hickson mission, it
should be noted, is ahead of many healing
missions in that it does not belittle or dis­
parage the medical profession.) We may
take the foregoing positions, however, and
still believe that a negative reply should be
given to the question. Are we warranted in
holding that the gifts of healing manifest in
apostolic days were intended by God to be
permanent in the church? Because, with
most other Christians, we fail to find evid­
ence of this permanency either in the New
Testament promises or in the experience of
faith-healing movements is no reason why
we should be suspected of doubting the
Lord's power.
Contrasts between healings old and

new.
It is too early to judge of the results of

the Hickson mission. But the missioner has
been at work elsewhere than in Melbourne.
It is certain that it would not be claimed
that of the sufferers attending his missions
more than a very small percentage have
been cured. One of our newspapers, refer­
ring to the present mission, truly remarks
that "the tragedy of the whole scene of
suffering was in the knowledge that, though
all the patients had come armed with faith.
broken hopes—and perhaps broken hearts
—would be the lot of the majority, if one
could judge by the small percentage of
cures stated to lune been effected else­
where." Not more than a few cures or
minor cures of relief were claimed by the
Anglican authorities by the end of the sec­
ond day of the mission. As a fact, we had
expected many more cures to be reported.
The thing which thus far has impressed us
is not that here we have proof of the per­
petuation of the healing gifts of the earh
church, but rather the extraordinary con­
trast between the present-day results as
claimed and the definite statements of cure
and healing in the New Testament.

Consider this: In St. Paul's Cathedral
the other day hundreds of sufferers filled
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with hope and faith were present because
they had been encouraged to expect the
Lord's blessing of healing. The papers say
the procession of sufferers lasted an hour.
The great audience sang—

“At even, ere the sun was set.
The sick, O Lord, around Thee lay;

<) in what divers pains they met!
O in what joy they went away!"

Yes. true of the Saviour's day; for we read,
"And when the sun was setting, all they
that had any sick with divers diseases
brought them unto him: and he laid his
hands on every one of them, and healed
them." Did it happen so at St. Paul's? In­
stead. the pathetic report reads: " That the
strain on the patients must be very great is
shown by the many who collapse after leav­
ing the altar: and a band of assistants and
nurses are on the watch to get the patients
from the Cathedral as quickly as possible
into the open air, where refreshments are
provided for them in the courtyard." And
again; “ The sight of the sufferers leaving
the Cathedral suggested that charitably in­
clined motor car owners might do good
work in picking up some of the weaker ones
at the Cathedral gates and helping them to
their homes.''

Another contrast presents itself. This
time we take not the Master's work, but that
of His disciple. Hear Peter’s confident
word, “In the name of Jesus Christ of Naz­
areth, walk." and note the effect on the
patient: “Immediately his feet and his
ankle-bones received strength. And leaping
up, he stood, and began to walk; and he en­
tered with them into the Temple, walking,
and leaping, and praising God.” Contrast
that with the following sympathetic report
of the Cathedral meeting: “ The missioner
first ministered to the urgent cases. Walking
to those who were unable to move because
of their infirmities, he placed both hands
upon the head of each, saying as he did so.
“ God bless you. and comfort you. and help
you in body and soul for Christ's sake,” or
“ God give you strength and healing accord­
ing to the need of your body and soul.” He
paused only a few seconds at each, and
passing to the next case, was followed by
Archbishop Lees or one of the attendant
clergy, who gave to each in turn the bless­
ing of the Church. Immediately, and with­
out confusion, the attendants removed the
chairs with sufferers to whom ministration
had been given." Again, the New Testa­
ment miracles of healing were "always in­
stantaneous and complete; there was no
lingering convalescence, and the sufferer
was made ‘even- whit whole.’ " Remem­
brance of this fact may prevent confusion
of thought and vast identifications.

We write not unsympathetically. For
any measure of relief given to a suffering
boilv we thank God. But if rash statements
be made about modern parallels to New
Testament experiences, we must call atten­
tion to the contrasts. It is not proven either
by present-day facts or scriptural proofs
that we should expect miraculous healing
gifts to be at the disposal of the church. It 
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is possible that some one will say that the
presence of faith in the New lestament
sufferers, and the absence of faith in mod­
ern patients explains the difference. I his
requires consideration. Suffice it to say now

The "brethren" of our Lord arc mention­
ed repeatedly in the New Testament, and
Matthew and Mark give their names—
James, Joseph (or Joses), Simon, and Ju­
das—mentioning at the same time several
sisters (cf. Matt. 13: 55, 56; Mark 6: 3);
and since in this instance Joseph and Mary
are introduced as His father and mother, it
seems on the face of it that those brothers
and sisters of our Lord were children of
Joseph and Mary born to them, by ordinary
generation, after she had, bj- the operation
of the Holy Spirit, “brought forth her first­
born son" (cf. Luke 2:7), who was gener­
ally accounted the son of Joseph, the car­
penter of Nazareth. This was the opinion
of the early Fathers down to Tertullian,
but it was by-and-bye discredited in the
Church by the emergence of two mischiev­
ous fictions:—(1) The dogma of the per­
petual virginity of Mary, which heralded
the mediteval superstition of Mariolatry.
The theory then was that “the brethren of
our Lord” were the children of Joseph by a
former marriage, and thus Mary’s stepsons
and our Lord’s half-brothers, though only
in the sense that Joseph was His “father.”
They were not His kinsmen at all. (2) The
ascetic tendency to glorify celibacy and de­
preciate the sacred ordinance of marriage.
Hence arose the idea that not only Mary
but Joseph preserved the seal of virginity
unbroken : and Jerome devised the theory
that “the brethren of our Lord" were His
cousins, children of “Mary, the wife of
Clopas” (R.V.), that brave woman who, ac­
cording to John (19: 25). stood beside the
Cross, and who, as the Evangelist is sup­
posed to affirm, was a sister of His mother
Mary. The argument, however, is open to
strong objections. For one thing, it is most
unlikely that two sisters should have borne
the name of Mary: and moreover, the fact
is that in this passage John mentions not
three women but four—the mother of Je­
sus, her sister (unnamed), Mar)- the wife
of Clopas—whom Mark (15: 40) calls
“Mary the mother of James the Little,”
the Apostle styled elsewhere (Matt. 10: 3;
Mark 3: 18: Luke 6: 15) “the son of Al-
phieus,” Alphseus and Clopas being alterna­
tive Greek transliterations of the same
Jewish name—and Mary Magdalene.

If it could be made out that “the brethren
of our Lord” were not really Mary’s sons,
but only either her stepsons or her nephews.
your difficulty would disappear, the more
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that to us it appears the least satis factorv­
andin some senses, the meanest_
cuses. In another article we hope to
some further reflections, and sonic needed
cautions.

When Patti was a prisoner at Rome he
had ample opportunity to observe in detail
the kind of armour worn by the Roman sol­
diers, whose duty it was to guard and min­
ister to him.

Perhaps he would engage them in con­
versation. and in order to gain their interest
would question them of past exploits, and
of the value their material armour had been
in combat.

Then, having established a basis of con­
versation he would lead their thoughts to
higher things 1 One can imagine him say­
ing, " You have fought with visible and hu­
man foes! There are others, invisible, but
even more mighty—principalities and pow­
ers of evil, spiritual wickedness in high
places. Against these, too, one needs ar­
mour, aye. the whole armour of God. I
urge you to let your loins be girt with
truth; wear the breastplate of righteous­
ness : see that your feet are shod with the
preparation of the gospel of peace; the
fiery darts from the wicked one can only be
withstood by the shield of faith." And he
would conclude. "Above all, take the helmet
of salvation, and the sword of the spiri*,
which is the word of God."

This advice, whether .tendered to the Ro­
man soldiers or no, was certainly sent by
Paul to the believers at Ephesus, and it is
needed to-day. Many who have put on the
helmet of salvation, neglect to take the
sword of the Spirit, or having taken it, al­
low it to get rusty in the scabbard.

We would commend to all the present,
practical value of this sword of the Spirit,
which is the word of the living God, be­
cause

(a) It has proven its practical utility. Its
value has been tried and proven by other
and older campaigners in the battle of life,
by God’s servants in every age.

When Joshua assumed command of the
Israelites, Jehovah exhorted him thus:

This book of the law... .meditate therein
day and night, observe to do all that is writ­
ten therein 1 Then shall thy way be prosper­
ous, thou shalt have good success."

At the age of no years, Joshua put the
sword in its scabbard, never to be drawn by
bini again—and this was his grand witness
to the children of Israel, “ Not one thing
hath failed of all the good things the Lord
spake concerning you.”

Too often they had failed to wield the
sword, but when taken and used, it—the
Word of God—had never failed them.

The “modern apostle of faith,” George
Muller, of Bristol orphanages, could write
as follows when nearly ninety years of age:

“ For 68 years I have been a lover of the
Word of God, and that uninterruptedly. I
have read more than a hundred times the
P'd and New Testaments with prayer and

the temptations endured by Jesus in the wil­
derness.

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Religious Notes and News.
German Missions.

The restrictions placed during the war upon the
movements of German missionaries within the
British Empire have now been greatly modified,
so that absolute discrimination against Germans
on the ground of nationality has been removed.
Ordinances passed in different parts of the Em­
pire against the entry of Germans have now laps­
ed in most of the Colonies, including the Gold
Coast, Nigeria, and Hong Kong. In a few other
Colonies and mandated territories, such as Kenya,
Nyasaland, and Tanganyika Territory, these ord­
inances have been renewed for a further period
of twelve months. In India, exclusion was for a
period of five years, and this term has not yet ex­
pired. In all these areas the Government may
make exceptions in the case of individuals, and
this has occasionally been done. German mission­
aries as individuals, therefore, are placed, so far
as political regulations are concerned, in the same
position, with regard to return to all territories
except India and East Africa, as all other non­
British missionaries of unrecognised societies—
that is, their entrance will depend upon their ob­
taining the necessary permits. A serious obstacle
to the resumption by German missions has arisen
in the condition of German exchange.

Scepticism in College.
During recent years, erroneous teaching in re­

gard to Christian faith and doctrine has become
entrenched in the higher educational institutions
of America in a manner which has not only excit­
ed apprehension on the part of Christian leaders,
but caused widespread indignation, owing to the
evidence thereby afforded of a sad delinquency on
the part of college trustees, says “ The Christian."
Who has not heard of universities and such-like
institutions, having an honorable history, being
brought into line with a barren Modernism
through the action of some professor, who, hav­
ing abused the confidence reposed in him, has
sown the seeds of unbelief in the minds of young
men and women in training for careers of useful­
ness in the service of Christ? Not always, how­
ever, do such destructive professors find their
path so smooth as they could wish.

A Case in Point.
"The Christian" continues:—American papers

just to hand describe a case in point. The faculty
of William Jewell College, Missouri—a standard
institution of learning under Baptist control, was'
recently joined by a Professor of Biblical Litera­
ture and Religious Education, Dr. Slaten by name.
When it was reported that the views of the pro-
fe-sor were not in harmony with Evangelical doc­
trine, the trustees sought an interview with him,
and as their worst fears were found to be justi­
fied, they promptly pronounced the professor dis­
qualified to occupy his chair, and terminated his
engagement. As usual, there was an outcry for
"academic freedom"; but quite obviously, this was
not involved. As the “ New York Times" remark­
ed. the action of the trustees made no attempt to
silence the professor, but simply declared that he
must present his unacceptable teaching elsewhere!
In the words of the “Watchman-Examiner”:—

"If such a man will not follow the dictates of
good taste and good judgment, and step out of
the place which he no longer has the moral right
to occupy, then he should be dealt with summar­
ily, whatever the consequences.”

Here was a well-known Evangelical College
with a professor who neither worshipped Christ
nor prayed in His Name. Clearly he was in his
wrong place, and the trustees of the College per­
formed a manifest duty in bringing about the de­
sired separation. And it is interesting to record
that it is the College which, some sixteen years
ago acquired the great Puritan library of Charles
Haddon Spurgeon that has now shown uncom­
promising consistency to the claims of Christ and
his gospel.

Ku Kltix Klan Opposed by Churches.
In a recent issue, says “The Christian World,”

London, we noted that a gowned and hooded
member of the Ku Klux Klan had delivered an
oration in the pulpit of Washington Avenue Bap­
tist Church, Brooklyn, and that after the depar­
ture of the visitor the minister of the church pro­
ceeded to speak appreciatively of the aim of the
Klan. It must not be thought, however, that the
attitude of this particular minister is by any
means representative of the general position ad­
opted by churches and ministers. The American
Federal Council of Churches has put on record
its profound conviction that the recent rise of or­
ganisations whose members are masked, oath­
bound, and unknown, and whose activities have
the effect of arousing religious prejudice and rac­
ial antipathies, is fraught with grave consequences
to the Church and to society at large. Evils of
lawlessness and immorality, however serious, can
never -be remedied by secret, private, and. unau­
thorised action. They must be handled by the
State and by the recognised forces of education.
However true it is that in some communities re­
ligious organisations seek a control over muni­
cipal administration which is undemocratic and
highly undesirable, yet for another body of men,
secret and oath-bound, to undertake to get con­
trol is equally intolerable, even if they seek with
all sincerity to wrest it from the control of other
groups. The Federal Council expresses its oppo­
sition to any movement which overrides the pro­
cesses of law and order, and which tends to com­
plicate and make more difficult the work of co­
operation between the various political, racial and
religious groups in the Republic. No such move­
ments have the right to speak in the name of
Protestantism, and the Churches are urged to
exert every influence to check their spread.
The Spiritist Peril.

In the preface contributed to a recent volume.
Sir William Barrett, one of the original founders
of the Psychical Research Society, utters grave
words of warning. Spiritism, to him, is no "new
religion": and he confirms what others have so
often asserted, that neither in Pagan nor in Chris­
tian literature do we find that Spiritism has added
anything to the intellectual or moral advancement
of the race. It is "a positive danger” for the emo­
tional temperament to dabble with—"a treacher­
ous quicksand upon which to build." The Word
of God utters graver warnings still against con­
sulting familiar spirits, “for all that do these
things are an abomination unto the Lord" (Deut.
18: 10-12). This is one of the perils of these lat
ter days, and the relapse of many into this evil
thing, that is wholly Satanic in its origin and
working, is a deplorable proof of the growing
apostasy from the faith. All who name Christ as
Saviour should shun every approach, however in­
nocent-looking, to this path of spiritual death.
The Word of God condemns it root and branch.
and sure judgment has been prnounced upon it.

Dr. Jowett’s Retirement from

Westminster Chapel.
The announcement that, under medical orders,

Dr. J. H. Jowett had been compelled to cancel all
his engagements for six months had prepared the
congregation at Westminster Chapel, London, for
the news that Dr. Jowett had decided that he must
complete the resignation which he submitted a
year ago. He had undertaken to preach once a
Sunday after the end of March, ami it was hoped
that arrangements might be made for a further
renewal of his partial ministry. These hopeshave
now to be abandoned.

The name of J. B. Briney is familiar to disciples
of Christ in many lands as that of a stalwart de­
fender of the faith once for all delivered to the
saints. In a bygone generation he. was one of the
most prominent and capable advocates of our
position. In his old age, he preaches with vigor,
and wields a trenchant pen.

The Standard Publishing Co. has issued a hand­
some volume of 430 pages bearing the modest
title “ Sermons and Addresses.” Bro. Briney has
taken the advice of many of his friends, and se­
cured permanency for some of his utterances
which were deemed of special value. The follow­
ing great themes are discussed in the book: The
Foundation of Christian Hope, The Kingdom of
God, The Holy Spirit, What Must I Do To Be
Saved? The Ministry of Angels, Conversion.
The Intermediate State of the Dead, Christianity
Its Own Proof, The New Heavens and the New
Earth, Christian Unity. The Transfiguration of
Christ, Extremes Meet, The Christian Race. God’s
Precious and Exceeding Great Promises. The
Temptation of Christ, The Bible. The Province of
the Human Mind in Religion, The Bible in
Science, The Bible and Evolution.

This list of subjects is a most attractive one.
and there is much in the treatment to be com­
mended. The author is a sincere believer in
Christ and the Scriptures, has no doubt of his
positions, and is absolutely fearless and uncom­
promising in the presentation of truth. Some of
his positions are possibly a little less certain than
the author imagines, but the definiteness of his
message is an agreeable change from the vague­
ness of many present-day sermons. The addresses
are “old-style,” with involved and weighty
arguments at times inserted which possibly are
more suited to the study than to the pulpit: but
the volume is of interest and well worthy of the
venerable author.

" Sou! Rest, or Spirit Messages” and "The
Other Side, or Things We May Know Concern­
ing the Next Life” are the titles of two vol­
umes of poems by Mrs. Fairelie Thornton.
These little dainty books of 64 pages each, nicely
bound and printed, make interesting reading, and
are very suitable for distribution as presents. The
verses all breathe a line religious spirit, and arc
full of comfort and devotion. Their spirit of
consecration and resignation would make them
specially acceptable to the sorrowing and afflicted.

" The Christian" paid the author the following
lofty tribute: ’’Mrs. Thornton has been hailed as
a successor to Frances Ridley Havergal, and the
verses in these little books show her to be moved
by a similar spirit of Christian devotion. Each
of her poems is a pendant to some striking pas­
sage from Scripture, and the music of her lines
flows sweetly in tones of consolation or uplift*
ment. There arc many pieces in the two collec­
tions which will touch a responsive chord in ears
attuned to gospel music.”

The following poem by Mrs. Thornton will give
an idea of her style:

Sixty-six »countries were represented at the
Toronto Conference by eleven hundred and eleven
delegates. The world has never before seen such
an outpouring of sentiment from all civilisation
against humanity’s greatest foe—alcohol. The en­
thusiasm was unbounded, and the effect most
profound. The belief was emphatic that in a not
distant future prohibition will be the policy of all
enlightened peoples.

The speech of the Conference was that of the
Premier of Ontario. So great was the impres­
sion made that he was prevailed upon to repeat
it. His statements concerning the benefits of Pro­
hibition to Ontario were overwhelming in their
significance, and electrified his vast audiences.
There had been great improvements in living con­
ditions. Families better clothed and fed, women
no longer subjected1 to hard labor, drunkenness
reduced from 55 per cent, to 80 per cent. A strik­
ing result of Prohibition was the greatly increas­
ed school attendance of children of poor parents.
Before prohibition the enrolment was 168 per
thousand of population, increased in four years
of Prohibition to 186, with an enormous increase
in attendance. He dwelt upon what this means
to the future life of the province.

At St. Louis in the U.S.A., a city opposed to
Prohibition, the Mayor put his private secretary
and a motor car at Mr. Hammond’s disposal. The
officials were averse to admit benefits from Pro­
hibition. but by taking their own statistics Mr.
Hammend compelled them grudgingly to acknow­
ledge that the closing of saloons must account for
many of the changed conditions. In 1917 there
were 325 convictions for street begging, and this
was the year of the greatest prosperity of laborers
ever known. Anybody able to do anything even
in a half efficient way could get work. By 1921.
a year of great business depression, when three
ami one half millions were unemployed, the num­
ber of conviction^ for street begging had fallen

to 77. The convictions for cruelty to animals in
1917 were 127; in 1921, to. When asked if there
had been any change in their laws or method of
procedure which would account for this, he was
told nothing. Pressed for an explanation, he re­
ceived a simple “Don’t know." “ It seems to me,”
said Hammond, “ That when even the cats and
dogs know the great benefits of Prohibition that
it is time they should be known to the Chief of
Police.” Before Prohibition over 7.000 were ar­
rested for disorderly conduct due to drink, and
6,600 cases of street drunkenness were recorded.
In 1921 the latter figure was reduced to 986, while
in Sydney in December last the convictions for
drunkenness were greater than for the whole year
in St. Louis. In five days in Sydney there were
432 cases. In St. Louis in 1919 there were 1,623
women convicted of immorality, in 1921 but 603.

Mr. Hammond visited the Bowery in New York
City, and saw a wonderful change from the olden
days. He met in New York W. A. G. Lloyd, a
liquor lecturer of Australia, who has fought Pro­
hibition most vehemently. He was asked con­
cerning conditions in New York as he saw them.
He replied, “ It is a new New York.” Mr. Ham­
mond got Lloyd’s signature to his statement. It
seems to be a case of “ Even our enemies them­
selves being judges.” The Chief of Police in
Detroit said that formerly liquor came into that
city by train load, now in hip pockets.

Democracy in the old lands is greater in some
respects than it is here. South America, with its
teeming populations and high ambitions, is mak­
ing more progress in temperance reform than is
Australia.

Mr. R. B. S. Hammond on American
Prohibition.
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Twenty-Five Years of Co-operative Work.
1898-1923. W. R. Hibburt.

At Easter the Western Australian churches
celebrate 25 years of work associated together in
Conference.

The first church in Western Australia to be
known by the scriptural name of Church of Christ
was commenced in Perth, on November 2, 1891,
31 years ago. The second of such churches was
organised in Fremantle in October, 1892, 30 years
ago. The first Conference of such churches was
held in Perth, in April. 1898, 25 years ago. .At
that time there were four churches and 336 mem­
bers in the State.

The history of Home Mission work dates back
to July 1, 1898. when Bro. H. J. Banks was sent
to labor with the infant church at Coolgardie, on
the Eastern Goldfields. After a few months chur­
ches were organised at Boulder City, Kalgoorlie
and Kanowna, and in December, 1900, Bro. G. H.
Browne was called to work in Boulder City. In
July, 1901, Bro. R. J. Clow was engaged for Cool­
gardie district, and Bro. H. J. Banks transferred
to Boulder City. Kalgoorlie—the Goldfields met­
ropolis—received attention in 1902. W. G. Lawson
Campbell served the church until 1905.

The work in the coastal areas was slowly devel­
oping, while the Home Mission Committee was
aiding the work in the interior. In November,
1902, Bro. Thos. Bagger conducted a series of
special meetings in the State, and later accepted
the position of State Evangelist. After twelve
months' arduous labor, he resigned to take up
work in New South’ Wales. Bro. T. H. Scam-
bler arrived in Western Australia during May,
1003. His first appointment was at Boulder City,
where he remained until July, 1904, when he .was
sent to help the struggling cause at Bunbury.
Since these early pioneering efforts, many evan­
gelists have helped forward the work during this
quarter-century period. The Lake-st. church has
always played a consistent part in Home Mission
enterprise, and enters into much of the history.
In the firing line.

Much of the success of the early days is cer­
tainly due to Bro. A. E. Illingworth, who labored
indefatigably as Conference Secretary and as an
evangelist. Bro. D. A. Ewers' long and faithful
ministry is gratefully remembered, as is also the
ministry of such men as G. B. Moysey, T. H.
Scamhler. W. B. Blakemore, A. W. Connor, W.
Marsden, W. L. Ewers, G. T. Fitzgerald and
“others whose narhes-are in the book of life.” The
late H. J. Banks, who served in turn as a Home
Missioner, evangelist of Subiaco church, Confer­
ence Secretary, and Organising Secretary, is wor­
thy of signal mention in an historical sketch. His
life and work has proved of enduring worth.
Amid the pressure of a crowded busy life many
keen Christian business men have found oppor­
tunity to preach the Word of truth, and many,
though not apt in preaching and teaching, have
yet served in the front line, bearing the brunt of
the battle, and accomplishing a forward work.
Several brethren are greatly esteemed by the bro­
therhood for their work's sake. In faithful and
efficient service they have exhibited a commend­
able continuity and steadfastness to purpose. D.
M. Wilson, who was honored by being made
president during the 25th year, has served on the
Home Mission Committee from its inception, and
only missed a meeting when absent from the
State. Henry Wright, who has heralded the
evangel so perfectly in song, has continued as
Conference Treasurer, and a member of the
Home Mission Committee since his first election
in 1899. If 'n turning over the pages that record
the doings of the past, we compiled a list of names
is thev occurred, we would find it contained such
names' as Bren.

Prohibition in Norfolk Island.
Camberwell, March 3, 1923.

To the Editor, “The Australian Christian.”
Dear Sir,—

An abstract from the letters of Mr. Waters ap­
peared in your issue of March 1, 1923, under the
heading, “ Foreign Missions—New Hebrides.”

It contains assertions surprising to me, and
seriously impugning the integrity of the officials
responsible for the enforcement of Prohibition in
Norfolk Island.

Prohibition has been in force there since the in­
ception of a code of laws drawn up on the insti­
gation of the Governor at the time. This code of
laws was deemed to be suited to the mental and
moral status of the residents who had recently
been transported from Pitcairn Island at their re­
quest. The residents are still administered to
under those laws, slightly modified in some re­
spects, although Norfolk Island is no longer a
Crown Colony since it became incorporated in the
Commonwealth of .Australia.

The machinery for enforcing Prohibition pro­
vides that no alcohol be supplied to the islanders
(or visitors), except such as is ordered as a medi­
cine by the Government Medical Officer, Dr. fi ’
ten, such orders being dispensed by the Cleric
Court, Mr. Stephenson. By a recent ordinan ,
moreover, all applicants to the doctor for ora
who are refused and are of opinion that they
unjustly treated, may present their grievance
the Administrator of the Island, Licut.-Gen.

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The Realm of the Bible School
Conducted by W. B. Blakemore, B.A.

On Illustrations.
Mr. J. Eaton Feasey, in “The Greater Things

of the Sunday School," says some good things
about illustrations, part of which we give below.

The primary characteristic of anything that has
a right to be called an illustration is that it illus­
trates—that is, it must throw light upon some­
thing; it must enable one to see something more
plainly that he could otherwise do. A good many
"popular" speakers introduce all sorts of stories
into their addresses merely to raise a smile and
relieve the tedium of listening to them. There
may be some slight justification for that, but the
speaker must not refer to these “lollipops” as il­
lustrations.

A lawyer once enquired about the meaning of
the term neighbor. Now it is not easy to tell any­
one what actions and what spirit are to be regard­
ed as neighborly; but the Great Teacher told the
man a story, and answered the question once for
all. The parable of the Good Samaritan is a per­
fect illustration. One cannot help “seeing.” The
difficulty with most of us is that we are not able
to find just the right story or illuminating word.
Dr. Culross once wanted to explain what was
meant by tact. He said that at a certain break­
fast a guest upset a cup, and its contents spoiled
the cloth. A neighbor quietly placed a vase of
flowers over the stain, and thus hid the blot with
beauty. Surely that was a perfect illustration;
"tact” is that sort of thing. But how many of us
would ever have thought of that story just when
we wanted it?

The difficulty with most of us is that we forget.
0. W. Holmes says, “ It is a capital plan to carry
a tablet with you, and when you find yourself
most felicitous take notes of your own conversa­
tion.” Certainly one must be on the lookout for
illustrations. One of the best things any Sunday
School teacher can do is to survey the lessons for
a whole quarter beforehand. Read the Scriptures
prescribed; carry the subjects in mind. Then
when in his reading, or listening to sermons or
conversations, he comes upon something that
bears on any one of them, let him make a note of
it under the lesson for that day. Often one meets,
in one's daily round, some incident that parallels
—in terms of to-day—some Bible story; this must
be kept for use when one has to teach or preach
about that story. Whatever we do we must make
our illustration—be it story, or picture, or poem—
a means to an end, the end being the elucidation
or enforcement of the truth we are teaching. The
illustration is not an end in itcslf.

Sometimes an illustration may be used to
raise the point of a lesson. If one reads Mr. Bar­
ing Gould’s " Legend of St. Sophia," or Mrs. Nes­
bit’s “ Singing of the Magnificat," the question at
once arises as to what gives value to a gift, and
•nakes it a great gift. The fact is set forth that
God may count great what we may count small.
From either story one may pass to a lesson upon
our Lord and the Widow’s Mite.

The well-read person has a great advantage in
the matter of illustrations, for English literature
is the great source of them. Therefore, read.
Our scholars know more of literature than was
the case twenty years ago. Give them stones that
are literature. Give them prose as well as verse.
And let us not forget that an illustration is by no
nieans always, or usually a story. History, geog­
raphy, biography, biology—all arc available.

Copy of Inspector’s Report, 8-11-22.

" I inspected the school thoroughly in various
subjects. Miss Redman lias kept the school in an
efficient manner. The staff is adequate in quality
and quantity. Drill, drawing, geography, and
sewing are all well taken care of, but nature study
has not yet caught the attention of the managers.
Cricket is played by grown-up hoys. I may rec­
ommend Atya I’atya and Cho-Cho as additional
out-door games. The upper classes are very weak
in the vernacular: this is still a great drawback.
Care is being taken from lower classes, wherein
oronvneiation was found very satisfactory. The
kindergarten class will be entrusted to a specially
trained mistress in coming March. I found sub­
stantial work done during the year in this class
also." -------------

villages a day. In the morning one village, and in
the afternoon one village. We find it a distinct
advantage in many ways having our own convey­
ance. With our own private money we were able
to buy a splendid pair of trotting bullocks, and a
splendid army cart. The Government arc selling
off surplus army war stock, so we ordered a mule
cart from Bombay, and have refitted it up to suit
bullocks: they are made of all iron, or I should
say steel, and having once served a little in the
fitting trade, I was able to turn it into a firstrate
bullock conveyance, at a fairly low cost.

We closed the old year and began the new in
a special evangelistic campaign. Our band com­
prised all our school teachers, preachers, and
Bible women's band. We threw cur whole force
into the movement, leaving only the women and
children behind with a watchman to look after
them.

We have every cause for praise and satisfac­
tion in the work accomplished. Our main objec­
tive was Indapur, which we centred on. and where
we spent the new year. To convey our whole
band with luggage required three bullock drays
and horse tonga* We spent there very busy days
in which there was very little breathing space. On
arrival cur first concern was to make arrange­
ments for accommodating our party. The Bible
women put up in the Government bungalow with
us, and the preachers and teachers were accom­
modated in the town. In the evening we held a
Kirtin in the school, that is the Indian way of
holding what we would call a service of song.
They took the life of Joseph and used it in its
application to Christ, also the Prodigal Son. We
had about 200 to this meeting, which lasted well
on into the night. Sunday morning we held div­
ine service, when we all partook of the Lord’s
Supper. This was. followed by visiting some high
caste Brahmin homes to which the Bible women
had been invited to sing hymns. This proved a
splendid opportunity to reach the women of these
homes.

We then formed into two bands, I with the
preachers, and Mrs. Escott with the Bible women,

The school at Khanota is continuing with no
very marked increase in attendance, partly owing
to the field work being in full swing, anil partly
to some of the people being averse to having a
Christian teacher, the prejudice of which we trust
lime will efface.

On our return from Indapur we paid a visit to
the school to delight the children with giving
them the Christmas gifts, and spent a happy time
with them and the village people.

HOLDING TO THE FAITHFUL
WORD.

Such conduct, enjoined upon elders, and alike
needed by all. is infinitely preferable to our last
lesson's sad deviation from truth predicted by
Paul, and long since abundantly fulfilled. The
time soon came, and men endured not sound doc­
trine, but having itching ears, turned away from
the truth unto fables. In our own day, the num­
ber of such is legion. The tendency to drift from
truth is so strong that Paul, in writing to Titus
concerning the qualifications of elders, states very
definitely that they must be “just, holy, self-con
trolled, holding fast the faithful word.”

Men can afford to let go a great deal of that
which is included in private and public ministra­
tions. “ Vain talkers and deceivers” might well
close their mouths, or, as the Apostle suggests,
have them closed by others; they have had their
chance, but failed utterly. The primary need of
our day. and at al! times, is to give the Word of
God a chance; and all Christians would do well
if they turned for ever from fables and the com­
mandments of men and held tenaciously to “the
faithful word.”

SCOTT.—Quite a gloom was cast over the

church at Hawthorne on the death of Miss Mar­
garet Scott. She was called home in her 55th
year, in the prime of health and service. While
journeying to the Ladies’ Orange Blossom Lodge,
No. 7, South Brisbane, on Saturday evening, Feb.
