We have heard two quite opposite views

expressed as to the result of the Anglican
Missions of Healing. One preacher gave
his opinion that a great injur)- would be
done to the cause of religion generally. He
had in mind the dangers we referred to in
our last issue, and chiefly the reaction
which would be the consequent of broken
hopes and the bitter disappointment of un­
rewarded faith. Another gentleman refer­
red to the advertisement which the crowds
and'the newspapers were giving the Angli­
can Church—"a scoop for the Church of
England,” he styled it.

We note that some of the Anglican lead­
ers of Melbourne have deprecated the
thought that there is anything of ecclesias­
tical propaganda in the missions. Never­
theless, we may be pardoned for believing
that the church leaders as a whole are not
blind to the uses of advertisement. It ap­
pears that already some of the clerical at­
tendants have suggested to people of other
religious persuasions who were supposed to
have benefited by the healing mission, ‘‘You
"’ill wish to belong to the Church of Eng-
tand now.” It is very easy to see that, with-
°W definite pre-arrangement, a successful
n,,ssion would greatly assist the church.

Our Lord showed his
power to forgive by his instant cure of the
paralytic. The word of the apostles, too,
was confirmed by signs following.

When we leave the New Testament cases,
we have to be exceedingly careful. The po­
sition is different, if only for the fact that
there is only assumption, and not proof, for
the view that the Lord intended the gift of
healing to be permanent. Members of
Churches of Christ generally believe that

the best interpretation of the New Testa­
ment is against the thought of continuance.
They do not limit the Lord’s power; they
discount neither prayer nor faith—but they
lack so far either scriptural proof or the
evidence of experience for miraculous
healing in modern times.

Our settled belief is that, even if the re­
ports of cures during the recent missions of
healing were taken at their face value—and
he would be a most foolishly credulous per­
son who would so regard them—that fact
would not suffice to prove divine corrobora­
tion of Anglicanism. If the cure is to be
regarded as attesting the creed, then we get
an' extraordinary mass of contradictions.
Consider the following kinds of “healers”:

1. In all the centuries there have been
men with special gifts—"magnetic healers,”
and others.

2. We have had such remarkable indi­
viduals as John Alexander Dowie, batten­
ing on others and gaining their influence by
the supposed benefits which faith-healing
brought.

3. Christian Science has, we should say,
a much better showing to date than has
either the Emmanuel Movement or Angli­
can missions conducted by Mr. Hickson. If
it came to a choice between the number and
variety of the cures of the respective cults.
it would not be Christian Science which
would suffer by the comparison.

4. We have Pentecostians of different
and rival camps. They, too, have their
stories of "divine healing” and attested
cures.

5. The Roman Catholic Church has cen­
turies of healing reports. The story of
Lourdes has often been told. De we believe
it t Yes, and no. Yes, somehow folk with
certain maladies have been benefited. No
—a thousand times, no,—if it be meant, Do
you accept all or most of the stories of heal­
ing and attribute them directly to divine
power working through the Roman Cath­
olic Church ?

6. Every now and then, in street and
show-room, men will, without reference-at
all to religious claims on behalf of the
healer, or condition of faith on the part of
the patients, do some wonderful perform­
ances. Men of unimpeachable character
testify to the influence of such.

7. M. Cone’s clinic at Nancy. France, is
almost daily the scene of cures at least as
well attested as those of our Australian
Missions of Healing. We may poke what
fun we will at Suggestion or Auto-sugges­
tions and Cone’s formula.hut the fact is that
he gets the results,—results which make at
least as creditable a showing as those of
Mr. I. M. Hickson. And Cone makes no
claim whatever to supernatural means.
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I low. then, in view «>i all these cases.

dare we suggest that the cure attests the
creed? The above religions and cults are
at hopeless variance with one another. 1 hey
could not all be true, though all might be
wrong, God cannot well be working mir­
acles to prove that contradictory faiths are
all right. It is easy for the devotee of one
to say that God is confirming his by work­
ing genuine miracles, and that, seeing the
other faiths are false, the reports of their
cures must be false! Those who will may
follow the Romish Bishop of Bathurst's
lead, but sensible people will not worry.

Beneath all these varied claims and cures.
there may be and doubtless is a most valu­
able common element. In most of them
faith and suggestion are operating power­
fully. and most of the cures are of a par­
ticular order of troubles, nervous and func­
tional rather than organic. As men learn
more of the connection between mind and
body, we may come to greater knowledge.
Meantime, we shall recognise the good of
faith and prayer, and in time of sickness.
encourage folk to exercise these while seek­
ing the best medical advice they can obtain.
We shall thank God for all the help given
to suffering humanity whether through An­
glican missioners, through doctors, or
through men like Coue. We know we can
accept anything that is true while remaining
loyal to the Word of God and refraining
from the absurd view that dogmas and the­
ologies inconsistent with that Word are
corroborated by modern miracles. For
numbers of humble Christians, puzzled by
the modern situation, with its rival claims
and contradictory voices, we can think of
no better closing word than that of the Ap­
ostle Peter: Steady then, keep cool and
pray! ’(i Peter 4: -. Moffatt's translation).
Let us keep our heads and stablish our
hearts.

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Two Men With Set Faces.

Manv a man. from David of Israel to
Allenby of England, has set his face to go
up to Jerusalem. From among the number
we consider two in this brief Easter study.

The Bible tells of not a few men who be­
longed to the Brotherhood of the Set Face.

Elisha. Hazael, Ezekiel. Paul. Jesus.
Fixedness of purpose, especially in the
presence of great difficulty, appears to have
been signified by this striking expression.
Xot less to-day than in olden time is the
resolute will a pre-requisite to success. The
soldier, the martyr, the sufferer, the student
must all set their faces before difficulty and
danger. None but the men of set faces has
ever succeeded in taking Jerusalem. "A
purpose once fixed, and then—death or vic­
tory !" is surely a good motto, provided the
purpose be a worthy one.

Hazael... .Jesus! Does it not seem al­
most sacrilegious to mention the two names
in the one breath ? For this Hazael was a
murderous rascal, a knight of the fire-stick,
slaying the young men of Israel, dashing
in pieces the children, not sparing even the
unborn babe. Before this monster of iniq­
uity the Prophet Elisha had wept, foresee­
ing the evil that should be wrought by him.
Hazael feared man but little, God not at all.
But the other name stands for infinite com­
passion. for the saving, not the destruction,
of the lives of men. Yet, by providence, or
coincidence, these men had this in com­
mon : each stedfastly set his face toward
Jerusalem.

What were the driving forces behind
these two set faces? What impelling power
urged them forward? Hazael desired to
get: Jesus, to give. Hazael went forth to
steal, and to kill, and to destroy; Jesus, that
men might have life, and have it more ab­
undantly. Some have thought that Ilazael’s
turning toward Jerusalem was an after­
thought: that he was so Hushed with his
success against Gath that he was embolden­
ed to take Jerusalem in his stride as he re­
turned to Syria. Whether or no, Jerusalem
was no after-thought in the mind of Jesus.
It was for him a part of that will at whose
obedience he had come to earth. In the
mind of God, the Lamb was slain from the
foundation of the world, and Jesus knew
that he must go unto Jerusalem, and suffer
many things of the elders and chief priests
and scribes, and be killed, and be raised
again the third day. Willingly he laid down
the life over which, within the will of his
Father, he had absolute power; and al­
though the shadow of the cross fell clearer
and darker across his pathway every day 

he set his face more stedfastly and faltered
not.

Notice the courage of these two men.
Hazael—give him his due—was no coward.
Neither was our Lord. Unswervingly he
kept his feet on the path that led to death,
and through death to life. But contrast the
fellowship enjoyed by I lazael with the lone­
liness of our Lord, and say which was the
more courageous. A thousand hearts beat
in unison with the heart of Hazael: not one
with that of Jesus. The disciples were am­
azed and sore afraid as he strode on before
them in the way, the parochial-spirited Sa­
maritans would have none of any so-called
prophet whose face was turned towards
Zion; the sons of thunder, anxious to call
down fire from heaven, showed how little
they understood the spirit of their Master;
the speculative theorists wanted to know
the exact numbers of the redeemed; the
healed but ungrateful lepers forgot to say
" Thank you" to their gracious benefactor.
And yet. with none to share his thoughts,
he patiently trod the weary pathway to Je­
rusalem.
"One dared to die; in a swift moment's space
Fell in the war-front, laughter on his face:
Bronze tells his fame in many a market-place.
Another dared to die: the long days through
lie felt his life's-blood ooze, like crimson dew.
For duty's sake, and smiled: and no one knew.

Observe how the one was bought off, and
how the other saw his mission through. Je-
hoash, King of Judah, took all the hallowed
things that his fathers had dedicated, and
his own hallowed things, and all the gold
that was found in the treasures of the house
of the Lord, and in the king's house, and
sent it to Hazael, and he went away fro”1
Jerusalem. Jesus also went away from Je­
rusalem. With bags of gold, and hallowed
things? Xo, indeed! They took Jesus and
led him away. And he, bearing his cross,
went forth into a place called the place of a
skull, where they crucified him.

The word “glory” is an exceedingly elas­
tic one, and it is only the connection in
which it is used that conveys its meaning.
Rank, position, power, fame, honor, con­
quest and renown, arc all terms embodied
in the word glory. Glory among men is of­
ten associated with the idea of the glitter of
accoutrements, the blare of trumpets, and
the prancing of horses. But this is just as
often a mistake, for there is a glory of the
slum as well as the glory of the palace.

The glory of the lily.

Demand for a Creed.
The General Committee of the British. Baptist

Missionary' Society’, after full consideration, has
accepted with unanimity the following minute:—

** The sole duty of the Candidate Board of the
Baptist Missionary’ Society’ is to discover, among
the Baptist applicants, those who have been called
and fitted by Christ fur foreign service, and to
recommend them for acceptance to the Com­
mittee.

“As evidence of this call and fitness, the Board
require- a personal knowledge of Christ and of
His Spirit s power, a real experience of His sav­
ing grace, a satisfactory’ record of faithful service
and loyalty to the evangelical faith, including a
reverent acceptance of Christ's witness to the
Scripture and the Scripture’s witness to itself.
And while upholding the right and duty of priv­
ate interpretation, the Board impresses upon can­
didates the need of the teaching of the Holy
Spirit to a true and spiritual understanding of the
Word of God. which is to be received as the in­
spired record of God’s revelation to man and the
linal authority for the mis-ionary message.

" To arrive at its decision the Board, while pre­
scribing no form of word-, demands from each
candidate a dear written statement of belief, and
a readmes-, in the interview which always pre­
cedes acceptance, to answer any questions any
member of the Board may desire to ask.

" The Board is alive to the peril- of the time.
but believe- that the safeguarding of the evangel
ical faith d< e- not lie in any formal credal state­
ment. but in the living guidance of the Spirit of
God through men who humbly and prayerfully
seek it.”

The Dr. Shelton Memorial.

Dr. A. L Shelton, who was killed by Tibetan
robbers near Batang, February 17, 1922, and is
buried at Batang beside the tomb of Dr. Loftis, on
the trail that leads to Lhasa, began bis work in
Tibet in 1903. He therefore gave nineteen of the
best years of his life for the establishment of the
Kingdom on the roof of the world. He had
transported about thirty tons of freight from Am­
erica to Batang on the backs of Chinese coolies,
and on yak over mountain passes higher than
Pikes Peak. On February 18. the Sunday nearest
the anniversary of his death, our American chur­
ches were urged to honor him by raising a mem­
orial fund of 100,000 dollars. This fund is to
help make permanent the work for which Dr
Shelton gave his life; to establish a chair at the
College of 'Missions for the training of Tibetan
missionaries; to found a library of Tibetan litera­
ture; to send new workers to the field; to build
homes for the workers who go: to develop and
enlarge the mission; to erect an orphanage at Ba­
tang, and to develop farm and industrial work
which will help support it.
What Young People Want.

“ The Quaker tradition, which is lhe real sym­
bol of the Quaker strength, belongs to religious
philosophy and to the history of the Society, not
so much as an organisation as to the individuals.
The keynote consists in two words: individual
faithfulness-—to convictions of all kinds. lhe con­
trolling conception is that of the ‘inner light. Not
only is the Kingdom of God literally within the
individual, but the access to Him and communion
with the Father of all light is direct.

“ The absence of creeds, mediators, and forms
gives the basis for an entirely personal religion.
No church, no books, no priests, are necessary for
the struggling soul anxious for light in both the
dark and apparently easy places of life. Images
and crosses, sprinkling of infants, Holy days, paid
ministries, oaths, swearing, hat-worship, and so
on. all imply the distinction between the sacred
and the secular in life. George Fox and his fol­
lowers believed that if the ‘inner light’ is devel­
oped. all life may become sacred, and the material
elements spiritualised, so that the material in life
may be the stepping-stone, through the ‘inner
light’ to the noble, the good, the pure.”

A New Prayer Book.
A salient feature of the proposals for a Revised

Book of Common Prayer, submitted to the Nat­
ional Assembly of the Church of England this
week (says the London “ Christian” of Feb. i), is
that the suggested new Prayer Book is for “per­
missive use,” i.e., it may be taken into use or not,
according to the discretion of individual clergy­
men. The “ Measure” introducing the changes is
a lengthy and involved document, which must be
passed by the three Houses of the Assembly be­
fore it takes practical shape, and, after that, must
receive lhe approval of Parliament. It is certain
that several of the proposed changes will meet
witii strong opposition among -launch Evangeli­
cals in the House of Laity, and at the recent
Tenth London Meeting of Lay Churchmen seri­

An infallible rule.
Again, the Bible is designed to furnish man

with an infallible rule of life. Many books have
attempted in ancient and modern times, but the
attempt has proved a failure. It is not possible
for man, apart from Divine revelation, to form
an unexceptional rule of life for himself. The an­
cient philosophers tried it, and failed, and modern
philosophy followed in their wake, but did not
succeed. The reason is: “The world by wisdom
knew not God," and furthermore, man by wisdom
did not know’ himself. And stifl more, the Bible
is designed to guide man in the way of purity and
peace in this world, and to conduct him to eternal
happiness hereafter. This book contains the rev­

elation of a holy God, and must be to man, not­
withstanding the sneer of infidelity, the text book
of holiness, and the charter.of peace. All this the
Bible has designed to do for us. Can we think
of it lightly? What benevolent, what magnificent,
what glorious designs are these. Oh, manI What
ails thee at the Bible? Does it not come to thee
with loving intentions, with God-like designs?
What book will bless thee so much as the Bible?
What book will tell thee so much? Ah! perhaps
it tells thee too much. Be honest. Does it not?
Is this not the reason why many regard it with
suspicion, if not with absolute contempt? What
ails thee. O man. at the Bible? Have not the
greatest intellects bowed before the majesty of
its glorious truths, and felt.more enraptured as
they comprehended the vastness of its designs.
than they ever did with all the discoveries of
science, with all the beauties of literature, with all
the achievements of art? Take men like Xewton,
Lock, and the great Samuel Johnson, who sat like
a little child, or like Mary in Bethany, at the feet
cf Jesus, that they might learn the words of eter­
nal life.

O man, what ails thee at the Bible? Its magni­
ficent designs demand thy attentive regard. The
Bible truth is the lever that is to raise our world
from the ruins of the Fall; and nothing else*apart
from, or altogether independent of the Bible, will
do it. It has done much, but it will yet do vastly
more, and the whole world, blessed by its truth.
shall be convinced that it has God for its Author,
salvation for its end. Such then, is the God-like
design of the Bible: What is the destiny which
awaits it? Shall man. amid the sins and strug­
gles of earth, ever outgrow his need of this won­
derful Book? Listen! Existing sects and party
names may become unknown—and of many, yea,
of all these but of “ Christian,” who would not
say, the sooner the better? But the Christianity
of the Xcw Testament, with Christ as its founder
and its head, must ever endure, must ever march
onward, through good and bad report: conquer­
ing and to conquer, proving herself to be
friend and the healer of man, who will never
earth outgrow the need of the Bible.

precisely in the degree in which an individual re­
ceives the grace of Christ he acquires character.
Xo one teaches to-day that a doctrine of grace
means an antinomian concession to private vice
or obdurate selfishness. But if in this sense and
degree salvation is associated with character, so
also we must insist that character is best achiev­
ed, we dare to say only attained, through connec­
tion personally and sympathetically with the re­
deeming Christ. Some may be more conscious of
this connection than are others, a few may even
have an exulting—though perilous—sense of “as­
surance,” and others may hardly dare hope that
they are Christ’s, having no faith “to speak of.”
In some lives that relation may be more implicit
than explicit, but it must exist, actually or poten­
tially, in order to perfection of character.

If we had to make the choice we would rather
<ay “character by salvation” than “salvation by
character.” as the latter is liable to gross abuse
by self-satisfied Pharisees of the pragmatic type.
Yet really there is no antithesis between charac
ter and salvation, for here there i< an ethical and
spiritual parallelism. Let us be Christ’-, utterly
and for ever, and we -hall have all the character

shall need in any world.—“Zion’s Herald.”

the Bible is designed to give God’s interpretation
to this universal feeling of unhappiness and dis­
order, and to furnish the only remedy for all this
want of spiritual harmony and peace. If the Bible
stopped at showing man his malady, without a
cure, we would feel discouraged. We are now to
be encouraged by the remedy prescribed.

The Bible is designed to make known to man
the way of salvation: a way back to God. This
may be said to be one of the grand, all-pervading
<lesigns of the Bible. Christ and salvation are its
great themes. It finds man a fallen and spiritu­
ally helpless being, at a distance from God, and
involved in moral ruin and disorder; and it comes
to him with the benevolent design of telling him
how, and when, and where, he may find a physic­
ian for all his spiritual maladies, and a healing
balm for all his wounds. If it is designed to re­
veal the ruin of our nature, its design is no less
surely to make known to us that righteousness
which is of God through faith that is in Christ
Jesus.

The great business of life is to achieve charac­
ter. • This is a world of mixed moral conditions,
which practically means a sphere of discipline,
or. as the fathers used to say, of probation. We
live this life for the sake of itself, and of another
life too. Meanwhile, it is vastly important, not
to make money but to make men; not to have all
things, but to be the best kind of thing.

Yet just here some modern religionists have
fallen into error, blazoning even on their fanes
the legend “ Salvation by character.” It is of
course true that salvation is associated with char­
acter—that is, the saved are the good; and evan­
gelical religion is as much interested in this prop­
osition as is any so-called liberal faith. This does
not, however, carry with it any indorsement of
the doctrine of good works, by which a man can
buy his way into heaven as he could buy his way
into Chicago on a Pullman: nor does it imply any
disparagement of the great doctrine of the atone­
ment. What evangelicalism insists upon may be.
|n part at least, expressed by saying “character by
salvation," which means that goodness comes as
a gracious product of the divine Christ’s co-oper­
ating with the human spirit.
' The late George B. Foster, the well-known
Chicago professor, and by some esteemed a her
etic, had, we believe, an insight when he declared
that the legend* “salvation by character" and
“character by salvation” were both one-sided. It
may be that a synthesis of the two is nearer the
trutl-. Of course Christ does not save those who
remain characterless, or have positively bad na-
----- except in the sense that He puts new for 

The word 01 God, as contained in the Bible, has
both design and destiny. My text says God’s word
will not return void, but will accomplish its pur­
pose. The design of the Bible is (1) to unfold
the character and purposes of God; (2). to ex­
hibit the character, position, and prospects of
man; (3) to make known the way of salvation;
(4) to furnish an infallible rule of life; (5) to
conduct to eternal happiness in heaven.

Sweetening and purifying influence.
Some books are sent forth to enlighten and re­

vive; others to darken and blight. Some books
are like the daring eagle, soaring aloft in the face
of the sun; and others are like the sable and sinis­
ter bat, pursuing his erratic flight in shade and
shatne. and preferring the darkness rather than
light. Some books arc like the locusts in Egypt.
darkening the land, and devouring the nutriment
and the strength of virtuous principles; whilst
others come forth like the strong north wind, to
clear the land of such a plague. Some books are
like the dead frogs in Egypt, putrid and foul;
others are the salt of the land, sweetening the
moral atmosphere and preventing the spread of
corruption and disease. There is no book in the
world to which we are more indebted for this
sweetening and purifying influence than the Bi­
ble. It originated in the purest motives, for it is
the word of Him who is of purer eyes than to
condone sin. The Bible was not written to ad­
vance evil but promote good, for its Author is
goodness itself. It was not written to corrupt.
but to purify; not to weaken, but to make strong;
not to extinguish the better feelings of our nature,
but to develop and purify these in the advancing
strength and fulness of spiritual life. Such is the
magnificent design contemplated by the Bible, and
all other books are permanently noble and import­
ant, and stamped with true greatness, only in so
far as they arc imbued with its spirit and its
truth, and tend to illustrate its high and holy aim.

It reveals God.
The Bible is designed to unfold the character

and purpose of God; and that such a book was
needed no one can deny, if he at all reflects upon
[he sad condition of the ancient or the modern
heathen world, and upon the false views which
nave been entertained regarding the Deity. A cele­
brated ancient author, who flourished about forty
fears before Christ, wrote a book concerning “the
nature of the Gods,” and although this man was
greatly distinguished for his learning, and enjoy­
ed access to the writings and opinions of the wis­
est philosophers, he establishes scarcely anything,
bbt spends his time in presenting the revolting
and mis-shapen notions about God which, were
entertained by his predecessors; which opinions
ne endeavors to refute, without, however, advanc-
■ng any of his own. It is very different, however,
'vith the Bible. It is designed to reveal the one
.lv,ng and true God to man. Wherever man ex-
,sts he instinctively feels that there is some superior
Wwer or object, which is to him God; and the
■ "hie is designed to strengthen this religious feel-
"R. natural to man, and which is the fundamen-
, element in all religious homage, by revealing
Re Supreme Being and his true character.

A
young Christian man had been the most brilliant
schclar of his day in a large High School. He
had carried off every prize and distinction within
his reach. On leaving school he obtained a good
situation, carrying a large *a!ary. All went well
until he fell a prey to the monster of *trong drink.
Suf n his prospects were utterly wrecked, his sit
nation gone, his stipend ended, and he became a
pauper and a beggar, and ha* been before the
magistrate'* of the law.

I hire is another agency of hell, very prominent
to-day. which is causing the failure of develop­
ment in the lives of some young Christians, i.c..
the lust of the flesh. The sexual disgrace of
young people to-day i* astounding and shocking.
Think you, it is any wonder that the church weeps
when it comes to her family?

Elders and Deacons.
T. J. Bull.

Professor McGarvey in his Commentary on
Acts, referring to the appointment of the “seven
men < f gcod report" appointed over the business
of serving tables (Acts 6), says, "Undoubtedly,
then, it is the deacon’s office which was here first
created and supplied with incumbents. The chief
duty for which they were appointed was 'to serve
tables.' and as reference is had to 'the daily min­
istration.' and the complaints of neglected wid­
ow-. the tables of the poor are specially those to
be served. But while serving these tables, it was
a natural consequence of having such busings in
charge that they also served the Lord's table; and
it was an equally natural transition, that foras­
much as the poor fund was in their hands, all the
other financial interests of the church were also
ci mmitted to them." But when he came to chap­
ter eleven, apparently he quite forgot this long
series of inferences. In that chapter we read that
in view of a predicted famine, “the disciples, every
man according to bis ability, determined to send
relief unto the brethren that dwelt in Judea;
which also they did, -ending it to the elders by
the band of Barnabas and Saul" (verses 29, 30).
On this Professor McGarvey says. "The elders.
being the ruler- of the congregations, were the
proper persons to receive the gifts, and to see to
the proper distribution of them among the needy."
This comment is quite to the point, but hardly
consistent with that on chapter six.

Mcst of i.ur churches, I suppose, have a board
of officers called "deacons," hut very few have a
board of "elders." The reason sometimes assign­
ed for this lack is that they have not the men with
the qualifications. But, surely, in the light of
1 Timothy 3. if we have not the men qualified for
the "office of a bishop" we have not tlie men qual-
• led for the “office of a deacon." Read that chap­
ter without the prejudgment that the office of
deacon i- inferior to the office of elder or bishop
and then -ay in what respect an elder requires
higher qualifications than a deacon.

It i doubtful if there was “the office of deacon"
in the churches of the New Testament. Deacon
t» a Greek word, and means minister or servant

When Timothy is called "a good minister of
Christ Jesus’’ (1 Tim. 4: 6), the same word is
used which in chapter three is rendered deacon.
Chapter three surely points to the ministry of the
word rather than the serving of tables as deacons'
ministry. Verse nine says the deacon must be one
who is "holding the mystery of the faith in a pure
conscience," and verse thirteen says, "For they
that have served well as deacons gain to them­
selves a good standing and great boldness (or
freedom of speech) in the faith which is in Christ
Jesus.

It would be more in harmony with Scripture to
call our church officers elders than deacons. I’
a man seeketh the office of a bishop”—that is
overseer, for bishop is an anglicised Greek word
which means overseer—“he desireth a g?°“
work. We read again and again of the appoint­
ment of elders, but nowhere in Scripture of the
appointment of deacons. It is a mere assumption
that the appointment of the seven in Acts six was
t >C'appointment of deacons. Professor McGar­
veys inferences are by no means necessary, ano
low here arc the seven called deacons.

South Australia.
The Bible School at Cottonville has decided to

hold quarterly examinations, the first of which
will be held on the first Sunday of April. This,
,10 doubt, will prove an interesting experiment,
and might be of value to other schools. We would
like a full report for publication at a later date.
The secretary writes. " When the marks gained
by scholars for 1922 were added, it was found
necessary to give 16 prizes to boys and 18 to
girls. The average per cent, of prize-winners was,
boys, 95.9 per cent.; girls, 93.7 per cent., while
four boys and two girls secured too per cent.”
This school seeks to get into direct touch with the
parents of new scholars. As one means to this
end, a letter is sent to the home of every new
scholar, stating that the scholar has been enrolled,
emphasising the supreme importance of Christian
education and the lite of service in Christ Jesus.
The parents arc asked to co-operate in this work
for the children, and arc cordially invited to at­
tend the services, thereby setting a worthy exam­
ple to their own children.

Bible School Day.
The first Lord’s day in May will be known as

Bible School Day throughout the Commonwealth.
It will be a day to emphasise the importance of
religious education among the young, and to
bring the needs and mission of the school before
the church. Plans should be laid in every State
for making the most of this day. In some of the

Bible doctrine is of inestimable value to conse­

crated souls, who delight to search for, under­
stand aright, and practically apply the wondrous
teaching of God’s Word. Yet even earnest seek­
ers fur truth cannot afford to pay no heed to the
apostle’s injunction to Titus, “ In thy doctrine
showing uncorruptness,’’ for there is a natural
proneness to view Scripture in the light of pre­
conceived notions, and a sad tendency to “add to”
or “take from” what is written in order that it
may exactly .-quare with the views we already
hold. Too often the wish is father to the thought,
and Scriptures arc interpreted according to our
own desires, and quite independently of context
or light obtained from parallel passages. Paul
pleads for an unadulterated gospel, and requests
Titus to speak “the things which befit sound doc­
trine." We also should take care that our doc­
trine is uncorrupted, and that our speech is
"sound,” "that cannot be condemned," so that
those who are opposed to us "may be ashamed,
having no evil thing to say of us.”
