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Sudden Conversions.
At the Church Congress held recently in

Sheffield. England, Dean Inge spoke on the
" Meaning and Psychology of Conversion,”
and said some interesting things. Much
that "the gloom)' Dean” uttered was good
and in accordance with commonly accepted
views, but some things he said aroused con­
siderable discussion and opposition.
A working compromise.

“ Conversion, so far as we can judge,”
he said, “is not an event in every religious
life. We have all known men and women
whose characters were beautiful in child­
hood, and only more beautiful, not differ­
ent, in later years. Their path is a shining
light, which shineth more and more unto
the perfect day. But I do not think that
they could point to any turning-point in
their lives; the)' could not say that in a cer­
tain year they were converted.

“ Other characters, less faultless, seem to
develop normally, never shaking off the
weaknesses which were apparent even in
childhood, but steadily gaining in strength
and stability. We cannot say of them that
at any time in their lives they obviously
stood at the cross-roads.

“A larger number seem never to have
made a decisive choice. .Their characters
are a working compromise. And what are
we to say to those who have set up for
themselves a narrow and formal standard
of duty, correct livers, but neither spiritual
nor amiable? These, I suppose, are the
ninety-and-nine just persons who need no
repentance! We who know them on earth
can understand that their appearance in
heaven will not be greeted with enthusiasm.
Conversion not normal.

“Are they ’converted'? We cannot tell.
1 doubt very much whether sudden conver­
sion is a normal experience at all. And yet
in some Christian bodies the young are
taught to expect an unmistakable experi­
ence of this kind, generally during the time 

of adolescence. It is certain that sugges­
tion plays a ver)’ important part in these
cases. If a boy or girl is taught to expect
sudden conversion, to pray for it, and to
prepare for it, it is very probable that the
soul’s awakening will come to him or her in
this form. This teaching is seldom, given in
the Anglican Communion, and in conse­
quence I believe that sudden conversion, as
a- conscious experience, is very rare in our
Church. Our young people more often as­
sociate the grace of God with the reception
of the Sacraments; and they do not expect
to experience any dramatic crisis.”

As cases of conversion of the type usu­
ally commended in evangelical circles, Dean
Inge cited the cases of Paul and Augus­
tine, in each of which there was a marked
and sudden change. Allowing that there
arc such cases, the Dean remarked:

‘7 have sometimes thought that the im­
mense influence of these two Saints has led

to au over-estimate of the tragic conflict as
a norma! feature of the religious life. We
may read very many biographies of hoi)’
men and women without finding anything
of the kind. The Christian needs at all
times the whole armour of God; but in most
cases, I think, there is no crisis like that
which divides the lives of St. Paul and St.
Augustine into two parts.”
“Lamentably ignorant."

"Assuming that the Dean has been cor­
rectly reported." said General Booth, reply­
ing next day, " I am afraid that most people
will conclude that he is lamentably ignorant
of what is going on every day all over the
Salvation Army world, and what has been
going on in the Christian world ever since
the sudden conversion of Saint Paul, who
was certainly not a drunkard. I do not sup­
pose that the number of drunkards convert­
ed in our ranks bears the proportion of one
to fifty when compared with the total to
whom conversion is, to use the Dean’s
words, a genuine experience.

“ Is the Dean’s real meaning that conver­
sion is seldom taught in the Anglican com­
munion? I hope not, but, if that is so, how
far short must that teaching be of the
standards set up in the New Testament? I
am asking our people to pray for the Dean."
Some Anglican criticisms.

" The Dean’s speech was severely criti­
cised by several speakers. Rev. Spencer
Elliott, \ icar of St. Paul’s, Sheffield, said
the lions had spoken, and the roar of the
Dean of St. Paul's had caused him to quake
exceedingly. I am at a loss,” he added, "to
understand the point of his reference to
things which come home to the every-day
work of the parish priest. What is this dep­
recating of the idea of sudden conversion?
1 think we could as well deprecate any idea
of sudden marriage.”

The Bishop of Chelmsford (Dr. Watts
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Ditchfield 1 argued for conversions of the
kind that Paul spoke of, in which the most
degraded—"and such were some of you,
said Paul—were in the Church as saved
men. Singing in the choir and taking the
collection were not the things for which
Christ died. The Bishop said he would
have deemed his life wasted if he had be­
longed to a ministry which did not produce
conversion to God. The Dean practically
inferred that in the Church of England
they did not preach that kind of conversion.
If that was so, alas for the Church of Eng­
land.

The Archbishop of York said the whole
business of the Church was to convert. “ I
am afraid that many of the clergy allow the
spiritual sense of their ministry to become
so low-levelled and cold that we have al­
most ceased to expect the possibility of this
kind of conversion." Conversion, said the
\rchbishop, summing up, was simply the

passage from the natural to the spiritual
life. Every one had to be converted if he
was to fulfil the purpose for which God
made him.

In fairness to the Dean, some sentences
he uttered should be quoted. The critics,
with whose criticisms we generally agree,
may possibly have ignored the admission in
the following sentences:—

" First, it is a Christian doctrine that we
all have to make a choice, and that, whether
we and our friends know it or not, we have
most of us already made our choice be­
tween the broad and the narrow way; for
we cannot walk on both. Among lives which
look so much alike, there is a. momentous
difference which will be revealed at the
Judgment. .Ind it teould scent that every
man and woman must stand once at the
cross-roads and direct his or her steps in
one direction or the other. But the choice
comes to us all, and has to be made simply
and with all humility. ‘ Except ye be con­
verted and become as little children, ye
shall not enter into the kingdom of
heaven.’ ”

Yet it has to be confessed that the greater
portion of the address was out of harmony
with the scriptural view of conversion as an
essential experience. A converted church.
membership is one of religion’s greatest
needs.

eager” and made the effort to reconstruct
their homes, their industry, their social life
—the whole world order by Christ’s teach­
ings. Thev wholly avoided conforming to
the world. ’ They fought “the spirit of the
age" with their testimony and with their
blood. They would change it, smother it,
defy it, and put the world under the guid­
ance of the spirit of Jesus Christ.

They saw him sitting upon a throne and
making all things new. The old order was
passing, the new was coming. The night
was far spent, the day was at hand. To use
the Christian doctrines, the Christian ideal.
the Christian people, and the Christian or­
ganisation to create a new heaven and a
new earth wherein dwelleth righteousness,
is to practise primitive Christianity.

The primitive Christian was big in his
aims, courageous in his efforts, daring in
his plans. He thought of the world as his
field, of himself as the instrument in the
hands of Christ to convert and baptise this
world and thus create a new world, and of
his power in Christ to cope with death and
to live for ever. He had the international
mind, the timeJbinding and space-conquer­
ing purpose, the desire for eternity, the ex­
pectancy of being eternally like Christ, and
the passion to sec God face to face.

In other words he was a receiver and
distributor of divine revelation. He was a
disciple, an evangelist, a missionary, a bro­
ther, and wanted to be a saint. A “big eter­
nal fellow” was this primitive Christian.
and when he reappears in human person­
ality to-day he gives the world a new vision
of its possibilities, and new hope of eternal
life.

Nothing could be grander and better—or
so good for this age as to restore primitive
Christianity.

I he primitive Christian, when we get
him back, will be the most up-to-date, vital
and effective man in this complex modern
society of ours.

Practising Primitive Chiistianity
It is not harking back when we speak of

practising primitive Christianity. For al­
though the word "primitive' carries us
across the ages to the days of the apostles,
the word “ Christianity" is of the present
hour. It carries the flavor and is weighted
with the experience of the ages—but it is
the freshest and most vital word of all hu­
man language to-day. There is something
of eternity in it—the yesterday, to-day, to­
morrow, yea and forever.

Primitive Christianity was the release of
a new divine force, and the coming into hu­
manity of a life giving spirit. It was a new
life in the soul of humanity which express­
ed itself in the creation of a brotherhood,
the establishment of a new doctrine, the in­
stitution of beautiful and spiritual ordin­
ances and the impartation of a new power
to all those who accepted it. It is practis­
ing primitive Christianity to live the life.
preach the doctrines, and use the power of
this new divine force which we to-day call
Christianity, which is renewing and remak­
ing all mankind.

to the primitive Christian, Jesus Christ
was Lord and Master. He was the Son of
the living God. Beyond that fine distinc­
tions were not made. But every one was
ready to lay down his life for him—and
most of them did.

The primitive Christian was called a dis­
ciple. He was a learner. He became a con­
fident of the Master. Jesus called him
friend, and imparted to him the secret of
life and the glory of revelation. To increase
in knowledge is to practise primitive Chris­
tianity.

The primitive Christian believed in the
church with all his heart. To him it was a
matter of course. ‘ It was an association of
those who loved in the service of those who
suffered. The association of the early
friends of Jesus came to be called a bro­
therhood, and therefore we are practising
primitive Christianity when we love the
brotherhood and do that which will build it
up. Possibly no word to-day is used with
more eagerness than the word brotherhood,
and the supreme effort of the hour is to
make that the master-idea and practice of
the human race.

We practise primitive Christianity when
we love each other in spite of differences of
opinion, and co-operate whether we can
“always see it alike” or not. Peter says in
one of his epistles that Brother Paul wrote
some things hard to be understood. But,
mark you, he said, “ Brother Paul,” any
how. The Jewish and the Gentile churches
found a common basis and held together
and worked together when leagues of sea
and land lay between, and when differences
of temperament, mental mould, race, and
custom made it difficult to do. We do not
practise primitive Christianity unless we co­
operate.

Primitive Christians gave themselves uo
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Why Worry?”

Well, for one reason, it's because there
are so many things that one can worry
about. Yes, indeed, if you are sick you
worry; but then, if you arc well, you can
wort}' also, because you might be sick. If
yon are out of work you worry because you
are unemployed, and if you have a job you
worry because any day you may lose it. If
you haven’t any money you worry, and if
you have plenty it brings its own worry.
1 f we are bad, we worry,—or should,—and
if we are good, well, we might be bad the
next day anyhow, so there you are. Oh,
this old worrying business of worrying, we
arc caught with the goods and plead guilty,
in fact some of us are confirmed criminals.

And we’ll venture to remark that, in
most cases, “to-day is the to-morrow we
worried about yesterday... .and it didn’t
happen.” Tess up now, isn’t that true?
Why. of course it is. J. R. Lowell says the
same thing, only in a much nicer way:
“ Let us be of good cheer, remembering
that the misfortunes hardest to bear arc
those that never come." You are right,
Mr./Lowell; we will sign our names to that,
indeed we will. " Worry is the rust that
eats’the steel out of life." Don’t know who
first,said this, but you are right, brother.
whoever you are. It's easy to quote heaps
of known and unknown wise men concern­
ing this matter; it has evidently been a fam­
ily railing for a considerable time.

Ralph Waldo Trine is a mystic, and
many very good people are afraid of mys­
ticism. especially those folk whose theology
is of the legalistic type. Just whether it is
in the head or the heart that the authority
for a man’s religion is located—is it what
he knows, or is it how he feels—well, we
haven’t time to settle this little matter just
now;, perhaps it’s both. But certainly mys­
ticism suggests trances, and visions, and
dreams, and spooks, and other things that
are so creepy, that no wonder we are afraid
to associate it with religion. Nevertheless,
Mr. Trine, in between other things, writes
much that is helpful. Will you hear him a
little.: “ When our lives are filled with the
Spirit of Christ, we will soon find that we
can do many of the things that Christ did;
and the things that were so manifest in his
life will become apparent in our own. For
instance, Jesus never worried. The more
we become like him, just the more will we
have that blessed calm, and poise, which
pervaded his life at all times.” Bro. Trine,
you are right, absolutely right; Jesus didn’t
worry, and from the human standpoint, no
one had a better excuse for worry than he.
Furthermore, if we are like him, really like
him, this blessed experience ought to be
ours also.

Don’t misunderstand, Jesus was not in­
different to his surroundings. lie was not
placid because he did not care, but we think
lie had such a wonderful realisation of Son-
ship and God’s Fatherhood, that he entirely 

abandoned all care that was worry. Br.i.
Mystic, we are beginning to like you, and
so again we ask—Why worry? You re­
member how the disciples were fearful con­
cerning His safety one day. They thought
he would be stoned if he again went to Je­
rusalem. Then came that strange question.
"Are there not twelve hours in a day?"
liven so his own blessed life would run its
appointed course, and nothing could harm
him till his larger day of life’s work was
done. It was true concerning Christ, and it
is just as true concerning Christ’s own. God
give us more of this Christian fatalism.
Nothing under heaven can harm us till our
day’s work is done, and when it is done we
wouldn’t want to live any longer any how.

We sing, “ When peace like a river at­
tended) our way,” and then some of us re­
member a dear old negro mammy’s criti­
cism concerning a certain backsliding flock.
“ Bless you, what dey does and what dey
says for sho’ don’t lib in de same neighbo-
hood.” God help us to be careless in him.
1 le cared for Christ, and he cares as much
for all who are Christ’s.

Say that over till your blood tingles: God
cares! God cures! Say it when you wake
in the morning. God cares ! Say it at noon­
day, when weak and tempted people look to
you for help, God cares! Say it thankfully
and triumphantly at eventide. God cares!

So come on. let us make a fresh start.
Really there is no bad weather, only differ­
ent kinds of good weather. Heads up,
shoulders squared, chin well out, let us all
say it together, God cares 1 Once again.
God cares! Why worry? Dear Lord, of
course you care. You sent Christ from
heaven to earth to tell me that. I must not
worry. I will not worry. I am not worry­
ing any more. So that’s that.

The Problems of To-day.
Thos. Hagger.

It will be well for us to think about some
of the problems that confront God’s child­
ren to-day. We will look at one or two of
the most outstanding.

There is the problem of marriage. This
institution is of divine origin, and is design­
ed for the happiness of those who enter this
state, and for the purity and permanence of
the race. It is right for all to seek to enter
it, but let nobody suppose that the highest
thing in life will be missed if one has to re­
main unmarried. There is something higher
than being married, and that is being mar
ried for the glory of God. Some of the no­
blest men and women who have ever lived
have never been permitted to be married.

The great question that confronts the un­
married young Christian is—If 1 am to !> •
married, to whom shall it be? The partner
ought certainly to be a Christian. It was 

marriage with the heathen that led Israel
astray again and again. And in the Nev.
Covenant it is suggested that marriage
should be "only in the Lord” (I Cor. 7 : 39;
2 Cor. 6: 14-18). Moreover, the partner
should be congenial and worthy. It is a
mistake to marry one of very different
tastes and tendencies, or in order to reform
him or her. The whole thing should be
treated seriously, and should be the subject
of much prayer.

Then there is the problem of worldly in­
stitutions. such as trade unions, lodges.
social and political clubs, and quite a num­
ber of others. What is the correct attitude
for the Christian to take toward such? He
will be asked to join, and perhaps asked to
take an active part in such. How far can
he go without compromising his position as
a child of God? In urging the claims of
some such institutions he will probably be
told that "it is all based upon the Bible”:
but don't forget the devil used Scripture
when tempting the Lord, and so this state­
ment is of little value.

Attention will also be called to the good
the institution is doing, all of which may be
correct. But rarely will attention be called
to those who have let go their grip of Christ
or into whose homes discord has come, or
who have acquired bad habits through the
influence of the institution whose praises
are being sounded.

The child of God needs to be guided by
some higher rule that those often advanced.
and he must not easily be induced to link up
with worldly institutions.

A third problem is that of amusements.
The light and frivolous ones attract the less
studious and thoughtful, but the unregen­
erate heart in any seems prone to these
things.

It would be well for the Christian to bear
in mind that there is a difference between
amusement and recreation. Recreation
gives .relaxation from the serious business
of life, and is needed by all. But even this
should not be indulged in to the point of
exhaustion.

But the real problem is with regard to
those amusements which are questioned.
and the Christian is found constantly ask­
ing, May I dance? May I attend the thea­
tre? May I patronise the boxing contest?
May I frequent the racecourse? May I play
cards? We cannot be too careful about the
matter, as we are being watched by the
world, and Christianity is being judged, not
by the Word of God. but by our lives.

There is also the problem of war. The
one who is determined to follow Christ finds
himself confronted with such questions as.
Is war Christian? Can a Christian rightly
take up arms? In view of the Lord's teach­
ing can a Christian rightly fight? And this
problem is likely to become increasingly in­
sistent as ideals and vested interests come
more and more into clash, as men who seek
a better state of affairs come into conflict
with those who are enriched by wars.

These and all other present-day problems
have to be solved by the present-day disci­
ple. How is he going to do it?

Giulio on Lake Orta, and we arc reminded that
last year the Society’s colporteurs sold 120,000
copies of the Scriptures in Italy. The report is
written with that skill, charm, and knowledge
which we have so long been accustomed to ex­
pect from the learned and accomplished Literary
Superintendent. It is crowded with valuable in­
formation and with amazing evidence of progress.

A Modern Miracle in China.
One hundred and fifteen years ago evangelical

missionary work was begun in the Empire of
China. 1 he few missionaries who with Dr. Mor
risen labored among the Chinese, though often
discouraged because of failure to see the fruit of
their la’ i r-, continued in prayer and labor. ”.\
hundred years." says Dr. Franklin, “is a very
-l:ort span in the life of old China, whose con-
■ervatism. even fifty years ago, .-cemed well-nigh
hangele--. Results to-day are surprising even to

these who less than a quarter of a century ago
attempted to forecast results....... Who twenty-
two years agu would have ventured to predict
that tc-day the membership of the evangelical
churches in China would have increased from
Sj.oco to 378,000, and that a Christian Conference
would be held in China, to which greetings would
be sent by -ome oi the most prominent men in the
nation ?" The significant thing about the desire
of the Chinese Christians for a Christian church
in China, is net for organic church union, but
says Dr. Franklin again, for freedom to make
their own interpretation, of the truth as set forth
in the New Testament. The Baptists will not be
likely to deny them that privilege. One of the
greatest miracles of human history, says a mis­
sionary, is being witnessed in China to-day; one
of the oldest nations in the wi rid is being born
again.—"The Canadian Baptist."
The Spirit of Worldliness.

Atqong the outspoken preachers of America to­
day, a foremost place is occupied by Dr. John
Roach Stratum of Calvary Baptist Church. New
York. In a recent discourse he -aid:—

The spirit of worldliness ha- all but paralysed
the Christian Church of to-day. Many churches
have great iniiuer.ee and fine buildings, but no
power. They do not know what it is to see a soul
converted to Christ. The church is honey-comb­
ed with the dry-rot of rationalism. We have
reached the place in New York where prize­
fights are being witnessed by church-people of
national and international fame. The whole
movement toward worldline-s i- in the name ol
charity, and now this has been applied to prize­
fights. There is too much churchianity and too
little Christianity to-day. tco much reliance on
man-made plans, and too little reliance on the
plan of the Holy Ghost, too much action and too
little power. , , „ ,

Wherever the truth of God is held to be prev­

ious. this sentiment, says the " Christian, this
judgment, will meet with approving support. And
the weakness < f the church is assuredly to be
placed to the account of its compromise with the
world.
A Great Philanthropist.

The death of Mr. George Cadbury. J.P.. was a
considerable loss to the Society of Friends, and
in a measure to the whole Christian community,
and to the country.

Born in Birmingham, in 1839. the deceased gen­
tleman conducted, for over fifty years, a class for
men in that city, and it was out of this adult
school work that his wider interest in social and
industrial problems grew. The adult class in
Birmingham—from which more than a score of
similar classes sprang—included members of all
'•hurches, as well as a proportion of Jews.

Combined in a striking way in the life of Mr.
Cadbury, were his passion for God and bis pas-
ion for humanity. While he said little about the

inner secret shrine of fellowship with God, it was
that which lay at the foundation of all his hu­
manitarian efforts. His life was one unceasing
tale of service, and he was never happier than
when, at his beautiful home at Northfield, Mrs.
Cadbury and he were entertaining poor children
from Birmingham. In his later years he lived
like a patriarch among his people, respected and
esteemed by all, and cherishing the friendship of
thousands who had parsed through his adult
school.

Wcodbrooke Settlement tor Religious and
Social Study was given by Mr. Cadbury, in 1903,
as "a home where Friends and those associated
with them may have the opportunity of more
fully qualifying themselves, spiritually, intellectu­
ally, and experimentally, for-any service to which
they may be called." Associated with Wcod­
brooke. were four other institutions: Kingsmead.
a training centre under the control of the Friends'
Foreign Missions: West Hill, for the training of
Sunday School teachers: Carey’ Hall, for the prep­
aration of women missionaries: and Fircroft, a
college for working men. These various interests
In- no means exhausted Mr. Cadbury’s sympa
thie-, which led him to benefit, by personal co­
operation and financial support, many other nat­
ional and Christian causes.

Although George Cadbury was a Quietist in
religion, he was strenuous in life and action; and
although he has passed to his rest, there can be
little doubt that the institutions he founded and
supported will continue to function in full service.
and keep his memory fresh in the minds of thou
sands, who were inspired and upheld by his force­
ful Christian life.
Sistine Choir Leader's Conversion

Reported.
When the Sistine Chapel Choir, which recently

visited Australia, was unexpectedly recalled, there
was some conjecture as to the reason. Light ap­
pears to he thrown on the subject by information
which has come to hand that Maestro Don Perosi.
the director of the choir, has joined the Walden-
sian Church.

According to a statement in the London " Daily
Telegraph," the religious conversion of Don Pe­
rosi became known lately, and was the subject of
comment all over Italy, where the famous musi­
cian was so well known through his many musical
compositions. Don Perosi was the favorite com
poser 1 f Pope Pius X., who, when Patriarch of
Venice, persuaded him to take Holy Orders. A
course of theological study extending only over
five months and attendance at fifteen lectures did
not give him time, he is reported to have said, to
fully understand the theological doctrines he hail
to study.

I le began to study the Bible, and for fifteen
years gave up the celebration of mass. He wa-
-uniinoncd before the Holy Office for his neglect,
but his religious scruples were respected by order
of the Pope.

World Getting Better ’:

Several months ago a pay-roll car was held up
by bandits and 8,000 dollars stolen. The leader
of the highwaymen was arrested and sent to the
penitentiary for twenty-five years. He left a wife
and four children. To-day that wife is on the
pay-roll of the concern which was robbed, her
sole duty being to rear the children properly.
" Whether those children get a chance in life is
far more important to us than all the money that
was stolen,” said the president of the concern.
This may be the only incident of this kind in the
whole world. But a world where there is just one
such ease is not such a bad world.

The tendency to-day is to try the power of
kindness in combating the evil that is in men. It
has seemed often to -be futile, but this is only
seeming, for unless eve can imagine evil to be
stronger than good we know that every kind act
is an evangelist preaching the love of God. and it
cannot be a negative force in a world like this
The old purpose of punishment was to brand the
criminal; the new and better purpose is to redeem
him.

The End of Modernism.
L’nder the above heading the "Christian" re­

prints the following from C. H. Spurgeon’s
"Cheque Book of the Book of Faith":—

" For it is written, I will destroy the wisdom of
the wise, and will bring to nothing the under­
standing of the prudent" (1 Cor. 1: 19).

This verse is a threatening one so far as the
worldly-wise arc concerned, but to the simple be­
liever it is a promise. The professedly learned
are for ever trying to bring to nothing the faith
of the humble believer, but they fail in their at­
tempts. Their arguments break down, their theo­
ries fall under their own weight, their deep-laid
plots discover themselves before their purpose is
accomplished. The old Gospel is not extinct yet.
nor will it be while tile Lord liveth. If it could
have been exterminated, it would have perished
from off the earth long ago.

We cannot destroy the wisdom of the wise, nor
need we attempt it, for the work is in far better
hands. The Lord himself says, “ I will,” and he
never resolves in vain. Twice does he in this
verse declare his purpose, and we may rest as­
sured that he will not turn aside from it.

What clean work the Lord makes of philosophy
and “modern thought" when he puts his hand to
it! He brings the fine appearance down to noth
ing: he utterly destroys the wood, hay, and stub­
ble. It is written that so it shall be, and so shall
it be. Lord, make short work of it! Amen and
Amen.

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Campaigning for Victory.
Local Option has gone, but the People Remain.

(Under the above heading, Mr. C. M. Gordon.
M.A., has the following vigorous notes in “ The
Clarion Call,” Vic.]

The Rule of Gold versus the Golden Rule.—
Premier Lawson admitted that the immediate
necessity for introducing the Amending Licen<-
ing Bill was to secure the transfer of £125.000
from the Licensing Fund to the consolidated rev­
enue. It is doubtful whether the Bill would have
been introduced at all but for this reason. The
£125.000 really came from the Compensation
Fund, and was necessary to balance the State
ledger. On the one hand, then, we have the
transfer of £125.000 from a fund provided by the
liquor trade under law, and. on the other, we have
a Bill which penalises the Temperance people of
the State, and is strongly in favor of the liquor
interests. Jt is this circumstance that gives a sin
ister significance to the passage of the Act which
robs the people of an effective control of the
liquor traffic. It docs look as if the people had
been “sold” in something more than a figurative
sense. As an act of State finance, it is humiliat­
ing. As an act of public morality, it is ques­
tionable. There is a lot of the rule of gold and
little of the golden rule in the whole transac­
tion.

Unseemly Haste.—It has been repeatedly said
that this Act, which assassinates Local Option
and safeguards the liquor trade, was “ bullocked”
through, by which we infer that it was driven
through the House with intemperate speed. Just
why the term “bullocked” should be used to ex­
press this idea docs net appear very obvious, for
bullocks arc proverbially patient and plodding
animals. There was nothing patient or plodding
in the progress of this Bill through Parliament.
It was rushed through in the crowded tail-end of
the session. During the first half of the session
Parliament seemed to adopt the “go slow” policy.
The closing weeks were, therefore, over-crowded
with important Bills, many of which, as a conse­
quence. did not receive the careful consideration
that their importance merited. This Bill, involv­
ing, as it doubtless does, the economic welfare and
moral destiny of thousands, went through at ex
press speed. Haste, and all-night sittings, are
not allies of the judicial faculty, and do not en­
courage that caution and deliberation often neces­
sary to the selection of the wisest path.

The Debate on the Bill.—We have read the
whole of the debate as published in “ Hansard,”
and listened to much of it as delivered on the
floor of the House. It reads a little more digni­
fied than it sounded. Yet it is by no means such
a debate as one would expect to hear in the Par­
liament of a Christian State. The following arc
some of the outstanding impressions left upon my
mind:—

1.—The lack of ethical earnestness. There
was a good deal of flippancy here and much
inanity there. The matter under discussion
was a great social problem, involving the wel­
fare of thousands: but one would not judge
so from the light-hearted manner in which
some honorable members handled it. Several
members admitted the grave evils connected
with the drink traffic, and on the top of such
admission immediately proceeded to throw
safeguards about the traffic. The higher cth
ical elements of the subject did not seem to
project themselves very definitely into the per
-pectivc of certain honorable members.

j —The lack of a thorough-going grasp of
the liquor problem. How many < f our repre
-entatives in Parliament could pass the mo>t
elementary examination in the phvxio!<’g> • f
the subject? The relation of alcohol to hcred
ity. its effect upon the birth-rate, it- destruc­
tive bearing upon public health and public
morals, its harmful effect upon productive in
dustry, its attack upon home-life, the appal­

ling economic waste for which it is rcsponsi
ble. the lunacy, pauperism, crime and death
that follow in its train—dear me! one would
imagine, frem much of the debate, that noth­
ing bad ever been written or revealed by
science. jurisprudence, economics, or religion
on these manifold phases of the problem.

3.- -The over-anxiety to protect the trade.—
On the part of the great majority of honorable
members the manifest desire was to protect
the drink traffic, to stabilise it. to give it secur
ity of tenure. But little consideration was
given to the victims of the traffic. It was a
case of the trade first—women and children
last! The enormous herds of bison that once
frequented the Western plains of America
used to take very effective measures to protect
their ycung from wolves and wild beasts. In
the presence of danger they would gather the
young in the centre of the herd, and surround
them like an. embattled host. Parliament has
reversed this order: it has placed the trade in
the centre and the suffering children and other
victims of the trade on the outside—an act of
pure paganism; an insult to civilisation.

p—The appeal to theory rather than fact.—
Take the treatment of Local Option, for in­
stance. It was condemned most ruthlessly.
Nothing was too bad to say about it, appar­
ently. But how many members who con­
demned it in such unsparing terms had taken
the pains to investigate its actual workings?
The thirteen No-License electorates in New
Zealand, and the two No-License districts in
Boroondara, afforded a splendid area for in­
vestigation. From official sources in these
areas, information is available which would
upset all the theoretical objections to Local
Option. But no regard was paid to such in­
formation. No effort was made to obtain it.
Members had it in the back of their heads that
there was just as much drinking in No-
Licence areas as in License areas, and that set­
tled it!

Mr. Greenwood's Part in the Debate.—O'ir
President, Mr. E. W. Greenwood, stood up like
Saul, the son of Kish, head and shoulders above
bis fellows, throughout the course of this debate.
He fought tenaciously every’ inch of ground. Hi.-
great speech on the second reading < f the Bill
stands out as one of the really great utterances in
the Parliamentary history’ of cur State. The per
oration of this speech is throbbing with humani­
tarian passion. “ Behind the figures that are pre­
sented to us from time to time as showing the
influence of the trade, there is human suffering.
trouble and sorrow.... Tn every part of the State
the blighting hand of this trade is heavy upon
some section of the community or another. Hon
orable members know quite well that somebody is
always paying the price. I ask honorable mem­
bers. when considering statistics, not to 1 -c sight
of the human element behind them a’l.” To or­
dinary human hearts this appeal would have been
irresistible. But the heart of a politician is not.
as a rule, an ordinary human heart: it is, on the
contrary, the most extraordinary composite in
creation with cast-ir- n as the main ingredient.

Set-backs in America.—Do you. think our \ni
erican friends won Prohibition without experienc
ing repeated discouragements? Discouragements’
Set-backs! Local defeats! Disasters!—ble-* you
dear hearts! they lie as thick as autumn leave -
along the pathway of American Prohibition. Sun
posjng cur two No-License areas were to rvver:
to liquor at the next poll: such would be. a -eri
•us set-back, would it not? It occurred in him

dreds of instances in America. Supposin’-. Out r-
land. New South Wales and‘Viet-wi.- •j-r? i
adopt State-wide Prohibition, and then in the
c u.r-\- of a tew year-, were to restore the liquor
traffic? Would not that prow a more discourag 

ing set-back than the postponement of our poll?
Yet .the Americans had to face this repeatedly.
During the first great Prohibition wave that swept
Americaf 1851-1856). no fewer than fifteen State-
adopted Prohibition in some form or other, but
almost all within a short time reverted to liquor.
At the close of the second great Prohibition per­
iod, (1880-1890) only six States were under Pro­
hibition. and within a few year- three of these
had repealed the Prohibition Law. By 1893. the
vear in which the Anti-Saloon League was org­
anised, after seventy-five years of strenuous effort
against the liquor* traffic, < nly three States had
any thing resembling effective Prohibition, thirty-
■ ne States had no Local Option or legal voice on
the liquor question, and but six States had effec
tivc Local Option. The liquor traffic was so dom-
nant in politics that a man who opposed it took

h:.s life in his band-. Time and again the No
License forces werc^’whipped to a frazzle.” Time
and again they won. only to lose what they had
gained, and to find themselves up against a harder
proposition than ever. I tel! you the blow that
we have received in the abolition of Local Option
rjid the postponement • f the poll i< but a mild re­
verse compared with the crushing disappoint
ments repeatedly sustained by our American
friends.

Other immersionist bodies believe it to hold a
great opportunity, and what has possibility for
them ought to have possibilities for us.

What shall we do with Warwick, the capital
< f the Darling Downs, the chief city of Cei.'ra!
Queensland, and Townsville, the centre of the
North?

These great opportunities challenge the bro­
therhood. The potentialities of future develop­
ments remain in its hands. The resources are
there, God is my witness. Hence we are chal­
lenged to do our part in meeting these obliga­
tions. and much cannv t be accomplished unless a
record offering is obtained, and £350 subscribe I.

9. It is time to launch out into the deep along
two main lines of effort—

Tlie New Chapel at Ipswich, Queensland.
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(a) A State evangelist should be engaged this
next Conference year, and missions should be
conducted in every church in the State. Also at
least one well-chosen new field should be opened.

(b) An inland bush-mission should be equipped
with horses and waggon, and two young men ap­
pointed to go into the regions beyond to carry the
gospel to those places where Christ is scarcely
even a name. Literature, tracts, and Bibles should
be at least part of the equipment also, as a source
of income.

John joined the Bible School and became a

member of a Junior Class. After a few Sunday-.
like many others, he quit coming. He was missel
and that was all. In time, the leaders of th.
school, because of the depleted attendance, ar
ranged for a contest to fill the ranks. They were
all possessed of a sincere desire to have the larg
est possible Bible School. Henry came and wa-
placed in the Junior Class, and occupied the place
of John. Others came, the ranks were completed.
and the leaders were happy to see all the place
filled.

Henry was a loyal attendant for a while, and
then. like John, he failed to come. In due sea­
son the school, after another special effort.
brought in new recruits, and George took the
place of Henry, again rounding out this class.

The above is neither a parable nor a fable. It
is representative of a situation that too often ex
ists in schools to-day as a result of custom and
unworthy methods.

It was a commendable piece of work to recruit
these boys for the church school, but it border-
on tragedy to let them fall from the ranks, possi
bly to be lost to the kingdom. We are too easily
satisfied in our work. As long as the’ seats are
filled we rejoice, pat ourselves on the back for
having great numbers, and send glowing report-
of our school's record.

But what about John? He is a vital, living
personality. He has a soul. He will soon become
a mature citizen, taking his place in industry, ami
possibly found a home. The church could mould
him, leaving the stamp of Christ upon his life, if it
had held him in the ranks.

It is our responsibility to hold on to every child
we reach. He may fail to attend regularly, but
our business is to follow him up each week and
know why lie is not there, help him over the hard
places, and "keep tab” on him all along the way.
In doing so, we can make the school exist for the
child and net the child for the school. _

We should not allow the machinery 01 organ,
-ation, our enthusiasm, zeal for numbers, and
special efforts to cause us to neglect or indilter
ently pass by a single child: frr it is not the vyd
of our heavenly Father that one of these little
ones should perish.—“ The Front Ran.',

The Key that Unlocks the Door.
Extracts fn m II. B. McCormick’s Address at last

Internationa! Missionary Conference.
Medical missions is the “key that unlocks the

door." 1'he one who phrased this subject has hit
upon a happy metaphor t guide our thinking, for
medical missions is in very truth a key. It is the
master key. and every door it touches swings
< pen obedient to its power. It is the work that
knows no barriers of ocean, mountain, river or
plain, race, nation, color or creed, which has serv­
ed in the marble palaces of princes, kings and
emperor-, and has walked in the midst of the
lazar houses of the poor, which has numbered
among it« w< rkers men and women both native
and foreign, who w< uld have thrilled the author
of Hebrews 11. Think of a man in one brief life
'renting seven hundred thousand patients, per­
forming forty-eight thousand operations, training

■ m- hundred and fifty students, and translating
thirty-two medical works. "Every non-Christian
and is a land ■ f pain.” and native doctors can do

little to relieve pain. On the contrary, it is al-
m. st beyond belief what tlte people suffer at the
hand of physicians. When a diphtheria epidemic
broke out at Fenchow. China, the following edict
was posted: “Use women's toe-nails, bamboo
pith and bedbugs, ground-to a powder, and sprin­
kle in the throat." What shall we say of a medi­
cal profession which has nrt tlte slightest know­
ledge of sanitation, quarantine, vital statistics.
bacteria, which permits typhoid fever patients to
eat from a common dish, typhus patients to ex­
pectorate freely, and smallpox patients to mingle
indiscriminately with other people? whose final
diagnosis is always evil spirits? A splendid girl
of seventeen had a nervous breakdown, and was
hysterical. Other remedies failing, her disease
.vas diagno-ed as "evil spirit.” and a red hot poker
was thrv-t down her throat to drive the -pirit
away.

“ Into this maze of superstition, ignorance ami
fear has come the medical missionary, with his
demonstrative theories of etiology and hygiene.
with hi- v. nder w rkinr surgical kit and medica'
h'.-st and kindly care, with his confident optimis­

tic note in the face of disease, ami his marvellous
power to hold death at bay, and even to bring
'•ack from th- borderland these about to cross the
great unknown. In the dread mysterious realm
of sickness he speaks with authority and achieve-
results that appear miraculous.”

The response to such a man cannot be over
-'.tiled. He replace.- the all-powerful witch doc
ti r in the affections of the people. The fanatical
Bedouin bathes his feet with tears. The lordly
Mohammedan Mullah kisses his garment. And
all that this Christian doctor does is done in the
name of Christ. No man more fully than he lives
'lie prayer. "Christ, only Christ, be honored, lov
cd. exalted." It ii m t too much to say that
thrr.ugh the-e Christian doctors Christ himself
has been calking in tin midst of the n n-Chri—
tian land-, and as many a, have touched hint have
been made whole. Shall we here permit two na
five Io voice the feeling nf heathendom for the
Christian doctor and his work? Malize. the Toro
princess, whr-i- eyes have been healed, says, "I
want to learn about a relitfirn that teaches its fol­
lowers to be kind like that." And the native Ar­
menian says of the doctor, who for thirty year-
had been living Christ’s life. “ I have never seen
t ’hrist. but I have seen Dr. Shepherd." The tes­
timony is unanimous. From the time when Peter
Parker "opened China at the point of the sur­
geon's lancet," when Dr. John Tit- mas set the
broker arm and preached to Krishna Pal, the first
conve’-t baptised by William Carey, until the pres­
ent time there has been a growing appreciation of
r.edica! missions as the key that unlocks the door

to the friendship of the people.

Consider the significance, on the Government at­
titude of this experience in the life of our own
lamented Dr. Shelton. The doctor was sent to
work for the soldiers of the Galon Lama. Only
tn 1 kings and the Dalai Lama arc above the
Galon Lama in al! Tibet. "The doctor found un­
speakable conditions among the wounded who had
been lying two months without medical aid. One
man had all his lower jaw shot away, and all the
wounds were putrid. Dr. Shelton worked for
four days, working each day as long as he could
-tand. The Galon Lama ordered all the needs of
Dr. Shelton supplied. At parting the Lama pre-
-ented the doctor with three hundred rupees and
two valuable vessels ornamented with beaten gold
and silver, expressing the hope that they would
1 e friends for life.” This incident belongs beside
the treating of Lo Hung Chang’s wife by Dr.
John Kenneth Mackenzie, and its influence on
the Government of China, and Dr. Allen’s win­
ning the friendship < f the Government of Korea
by saving the life of the popular nephew of the
king, when the native doctors were trying to stop
the flow of blood by putting wax into his wounds.
Dr. Allen was told, "Our people cannot believe
you came from America. They insist that you
dropped from heaven for this special crisis.”

continuance cf the present form of Sunday ob­
servance. After its surprising and shameful de­
fection rn the liquor question, the Cabinet may
have decided that something was due to the re­
ligious section of the community. For which,
thanks!

The Anglican Church in Australia is showing
considerable activity in nunv direct:ons. The
Church of England Men’s Society held its Con­
ference in Sydney last week, under the presidency
cf Bishop G. M. Long, of Bathurst. The society
had signified its readiness to accept the invitation
i f the General Synod to undertake the responsi­
bility of caring for immigrants, provided that the
church at large gave its strong support. Active
cc-operation in the scheme had been promised by
the Church Immigration Society and other bodies
in England. The council agreed to the fol­
lowing mofon in regard to immigration:—
“ We are deeply impressed by the urgency
and magnitude of the task of caring for
our own people who arc coming to Aus­
tralia in increasing numbers. A comprehensive
and vigorous policy is required whereby they shall
be commended bv various b~dies operating in the
old land, be ministered to by chaplains, etc., on
the voyage, be welcomed on their arrival at the
first Australian port of call, be adequately cared
for at the place of disembarkation, and be com­
mended to their respective parish clergy-."

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The Late Alfred Webber.
The news that Alfred Webber, of Nelligan,

New South Wales, bad died suddenly, was a great
grief to all who knew him. Bro. Webber has beer.
one of the intelligent, spiritually-minded, consist
ent Christian leaders of New South Wales. He
was a man who did much good by stealth, and
blushed to find it known. He gave himself unre­
servedly to the work of the Lord, and his life has
been a splendid record of "something attempted
and something done.”

Bro. Webber was baptised in Cooke’s River,
New South Wales, when in his teens, by Dr.
Hobbs, an American evangelist, who preached in
Newtown, before our own church there was es­
tablished. Dr. Hobbs was a great advocate of
the water cure theory, and was associated with
Dr. Joseph Kingsbury in the early days. A few
years later Bro. Webber’s father left Newtown,
and took his family to Nelligan, on the South
Coast. This was about the year 1862. There
were no churches there then, and no religious ser­
vices, but Bro. Webber and his father commenced
preaching services, and in spite of much opposi­
tion, set up a church, and about the same time
commenced a Sunday School, which Bro. Webber
carried on for nearly sixty years. At one time he
had an average attendance of seventy, being prac­
tically all the Protestant children of the town.

He studied anatomy and physiology', receiving
much help from old Dr. Kingsbury, and his son.
Dr. James Kingsbury, and for many years was
the only "doctor” within a radius of about thirty
miles; and as travelling was slow in those days,
was the means of saving many lives.

He was a staunch Protestant and prohibitionist.
and the only Protestant church he did not attend
was the Anglican, yet his funeral was conducted
by the Anglican minister, who drove twenty-five
miles especially to conduct the service, and testi­
fied to Bro.Webber that he was one of the “truest.
bravest, and kindest men” who ever lived in that
village. He was their “guide, counsellor, philoso­
pher and friend, and many times their physician.”
One of the leading Roman Catholics of the dis­
trict walked to his grave alongside the minister.
and the hotelkeeper asked if he might arrange for
three others to carry him to the graveside. There
were gathered round people of all creeds and
castes, who had travelled many miles to be there.
And so he died universally mourned and respect
cd, full of years and honors. He was primarily
what he tried successfully to make his boys, a
Christian gentleman.

Bro. Webber was one of the stalwarts of our
cause in New South Wales. He became a New
Testament Christian by conviction, and this con­
viction deepened as the years passed. “ He knew
in whom he believed.” He ever contended “earn
estly for the faith once for. all delivered to the
saints." He read and studied many books, but
the Bible most of all. It was to him The Book.
and in all matters its teaching was to him the end
of controversy.

Six of Bro. Webber's family grew to. manhood
and womanhood—four boys and two girls. One
of the sons, Alfred, died a few years ago. All of
the family arc faithful and devoted members of
the church. Two sons, Arthur and Frank, are
leading workers and preachers among the chur­
ches of Sydney. He was a patriarch in his family.
They all loved him, respected him, and admired
him for his strong and beautiful life. It is worth
knowing that even those who were opposed to
the convictions that he held, greatly esteemed him
for his sincere and pure life. Of him it can be
truly said, “ He wore the white flower of a blame
less life." It was a great pleasure to me when
working in New South Wales to have association
with him when he visited Sydney.

lie was so simple, so strong in the faith, so
certain of where he stood, and yet so sympathetic
with those who had not reached the rock of con­
viction upon which he stood. He was so kindly-
natured a man. I never heard him say an unkind
word of others.

One by one. these pioneers of our churches are
gathering home. Garfield’s father said to his
wife, when he was dying, speaking of his four

children, “ I have planted four saplings in these
woods. I must leave them to your care.” And
these older brethren have planted, in the intellec­
tual and spiritual life of Australia, seeds of New
Testament truth. In many parts they have grown
into saplings, and as these fathers of the move­
ment pass away, they leave to our care trees they
have planted. May we be worthy to follow in
their footsteps, and while caring for what they
have dene, to become as faithful sowers of the
good seed, as stalwart defenders of the faith, as
consistent in our Christian walk as these heroes
of the restoration movement.—Geo. T. Walden.

MUTUAL MINISTRY.

The Editor, “Australian Christian.”
Dear Bro..—

The contribution by “Evangelist” under abo\e
heading, appearing in a recent issue, is candid,
and calls fcr candid consideration. Coming as it
d'c-' it from one of the workers in the field, it
cannot be said to be biassed in favor of, mutual
ministry. It is a wholesome protest against the
ever-present tendency to push church responsi­
bilities off the shoulders of the many on to the
one.—Yours fraternally, Alan Price.

“Is any among you sick? let him call for the
elders of the church. ...”

In view of the arrival in Australia of Mr. J. M.
Hickson, it seems right that the matter of the en­
joyment, by the believer in Christ, of bodily heal­
ing should receive attentive consideration by us.
If it is a scriptural truth, we ought to hold and
contend for it.

Peter said that Jesus went about doing good,
and healing all that were oppressed of the devil.
Physical suffering, then, is of Satan’s origin. How
far, and for how long we may expect God to
maintain those who trust him, in bodily health,
should not restrain us in accepting from his hands
what he offers. His love must be trusted. None
of us would wish to exist at great length amidst
the vexations and trials of this earth life. We
know it is very far better to depart and be with
Christ

Healing by Christ, and that of the early disci­
ples, had most features alike, but not all. So far
as is recorded there was always the personal
presence in the case cf the disciples or direct in­
fluence, i.c., the shadow, handkerchiefs, etc.

It would seem that the church has lost the gen­
eral enjoyment of this physical blessing as the re­
sult of the apostacy, as well as much of its spir­
itual power.

J-rre= gives explicit direction, and a definite
promise.

To again enjoy in their fulness both of these
blessings, is it not imperative that the church’s
primitive organisation should be restored? A
real eldership is essential. Without organic union
no effective eldership is possible. The church of
to-day is ultra-congregationalist

As subjects we are bound by the King’s laws.
In his infinite mercy, God sometimes works inde­
pendently of his own laws. For us to expect re­
sults while deliberately slighting his conditions is
presumption. .

It seems clear that originally it was God s in-.
tention. through Christ, to give to his humble,
trustful children physical as well as spiritual re­
lief from their burdens, that their joy might be
full, and their peace flow as a river.

The reasons usually offered as argument against
the expectation of physical relief in answer to the
prayer cf faith are related to that scepticism
which denies the reality of any miracles. One
word of God’s must outweigh all the sayings of
man; and the promise in James’ epistle is as def­
inite, on fulfilment of the conditions, as is the
promise of forgiveness and heaven upon the ac­
ceptance of Jesus as Saviour.

In this article I have not attempted to be ex­
haustive, but suggestive, for the purpose of pro­
moting discussion.—David A. Lewis.
