It is a sad
sequel to that remark that his
own beloved daughter, Carrie
Loos Williams, was the next
Foreign Missionary to die.

For fourteen years she lived
and labored in the New Heb­
rides group, for ten years as
an official missionary, and
for four years she labored

among the Kanakas on the
Island of Ambrim, trying by
means of a Sunday School
and in other ways to lead
them into the straight and
narrow way that leads to
eternal life.

Our hearts are full of
sympathy with the husband
and five little children that
she has left to live their moth­
erless lives, yet enriched by
the memory of the good
mother who lived and died
in the service of Jesus whom
she loved and faithfully ser­
ved, and with whom she is
now enjoying the rest ard joy
of the believer in Christ.

THEIR SPIRIT SHOULD BE OURS.
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Does Half the Church Believe in Missions?
Let no hasty reader charge us with libel

or even levity in our use of the question. I t
is Archbishop Lees, of Melbourne, who is
responsible. He was recently reported as
saying, at the opening of the Pan-Pacific
Missionary Exhibition, that "at least fifty
per cent, of the church people did not be­
lieve that missions were necessary. Al­
though they believed the creed and said the
prayers, they would stop missionary work
if they could.”

If the Archbishop were giving an enlight­
ened judgment regarding the church over
which he rules, then it constitutes one of
the gravest indictments of the Anglican
Church which we have read.

We feel like hastily saying that if a church
member does not believe in the necessity of
missions, then his Christianity is merely a
nominal one. Yet we reflect that it is not
long since, in the early days of the modern
missionary movement, the men of God who
sought the evangelisation of the regions be­
yond were hindered and rebuked by noted
waders and men who in other respects
showed a genuine faith. Sometimes antag­
onism to the Spirit of Christ, sometimes op­
portunities of lucrative trade and ill-gotten
Smns, sometimes a gross misunderstanding
°f the methods which God uses in human
rctwmption, sometimes colossal ignorance
fv^rding the urgency and permanence of
llle obligations of the Great Commission.

divine requirements,—as were those who a
few generations ago thought they could
honor God and yet ignore the wretchedness
and hopelessness of the heathen world,—
but wc cannot be saved if we have not the
spirit of service and sacrifice. On humani­
tarian grounds alone the appeal for Foreign
Missions could justify itself. Were there
no souls to be saved, no judgment day to be
faced, Christians who are beneficiaries of
grace, whose daily life has been brightened,
whose temporal requirements have been
met, should seek to help their needy fellow­
men. But when we supplement this by the
consideration of the conditions of the great
mass of humanity—without God and hope
in the world—we may ask with reason:
How dare a professed Christian disbelieve
in missions?
How much do J¥£ believe in missions?

Thank God, no one can truthfully say of
members of churches called simply Chur­
ches of Christ that half of them disbelieve
in missions, or that many of them would
stop the work. Our people are a missionary
people. The missionary fires are burning
ever brighter. We are coming to a realisa­
tion of our responsibility. We believe that
the gospel is God’s power unto salvation to
the Kanakas of the islands, to the Chinese
coolie, to our dark-skinned fellow-subjects
of India, as well as to the people of our fav­
ored land. We believe in relieving the dis­
tress of our brothers and sisters wherever
found: we would minister to their temporal
needs, and heal their physical ailments, and
so are sending out our first medical mission­
ary, and are planning for great work. This
number of the “ Christian” specially empha­
sises the importance of work in this direc­
tion.

Yet some one among us may be either
anti-missionary or at least o-missionary.
Some one may profess to believe in mis­
sions and yet neglect to help. How much
do Xiv believe in missions? Let us give
evidence on July I.
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Evangelistic, Medical Mission Work.
Miss E. Caldicott.

Come, spend a day with me and see the
everyday life of an evangelistical medical
mission worker in India. In order to get
spiritual nourishment and preparation for
the work of the day, we rise early, have our
quiet hour before chota ( early morning
tea 1. 1 lastening away to the dispensary we
find many people have already gathered, al­
though it is only 8.30 a.m. ( jutside the dis­
pensary, seated on the verandah, the people
listen to Sarlu Bai (the Bible woman) as
she tells them of the Healer of souls. We
enter the dispensary and find that Gopal
(one of our orphan boys, whose desire it is
to become a doctor some day), before he
went to school, has sterilised water, bowls,
instruments, etc., all ready for our use. Our
attention is next directed to the patients
who, two or three at a time, come into the
dispensary for treatment. The others con­
tinue listening to the gospel message.

One poor man has a terrible tubercular
abscess near his hip; it needs opening, but
it is too painful to be done without antes­
thetic. I am alone. It is impossible to do
it. But the man is so poor. How can I tell
him to go to a hospital in Poona ? The only
way we can help him is to give him money
for the expenses of travelling to Poona, and
staying in a hospital for treatment. This
we arranged to do. Our attention is next
given to a high caste man, who has brought
his little girl for treatment. Her leg was
run over by a bullock cart three weeks ago. 

leaving a terrible wound on it, “which will
not heal, although I have taken her to sev­
eral other doctors. So we hear him telling
the other patients. The other Indian as­
sures the man after treatment it will surely
get better at the Christian dispensary.
While dressing the wound, we take the op­
portunity of telling this man that God
blesses the work because daily prayer is
made for each of the patients, and if he will
pray to Jesus Christ also, his little girl will
soon be quite well. In this way we hastily
treat some twenty to thirty patients, and
find by 11.30 a.m., we are quite ready for
breakfast, happy to have been able to re­
lieve a few sufferers. In the afternoon we
go out with Sarlu Bai on evangelistic work.
First we walk to a mulla (farm) not very
far away. It is harvest time, and we find a
number of women beating out the grain.
We ask if we may sing to them while they
work. Receiving permission, we sit in the
hot sun and dust raised by the work in pro­
gress. yet praise God for this privilege of
First we walk to a mulla (farm) not very
mouth of the love of Jesus Christ, who is
their seeking Saviour.

He did it by working night and
day to stay the ravages of pneumonic
plague, until he himself became infected,
and died as a result.

India’s Need of Medical Help.

In non-Christian India people are physic­
ally afflicted. This is a disease-smitten
country. Immorality spreads its pitiful
scars across the human race here. Acci­
dents and resulting infection are more com­
mon than with us. Village quackery and
superstition add to the horror.

'Tis in India where the evil smelling pen­
itential pill, made of the five products of the
cow, is swallowed in order to be rid of caste
sins.

Here some of the vilest concoctions are
swallowed in order to drive out the demon
from possessing the person.

'Tis here where filthy instruments are
used by village quacks, causing untold suf­
fering and even death. One obstetric case
in Shrigonda lately was conducted by a Mo­

hammedan. who used a butcher's knife and
a pair of blacksmith's tongs. Septic poison­
ing set in, and we were called in, and were
just able, after a hard battle for the wo­
man's life, to save her. God answ’ered
prayer in this case.

Taking into account the lack of nourish­
ing food, the harmful diet, the over-crowd­
ed houses, some of which are mere hovels,
child marriages, inherited diseases, can we
wonder that none but the strongest of in­
fants survive?

It is recorded that one out of every five
infants dies before it reaches the age of
one year.

1'he sufferings of the women in these
non-Christian lands are intense.

India's women are recorded to have souls
that are not worth caring for. They are
supposed to be born into this world as wo­
men in order to expiate sins committed
against the gods in a former birth. Women
are unwelcome at birth, cursed when living,
and when she is old. hustled out of this
world as a thing to be well rid of. Think
of the multitudes of Indians, heirs to all
kinds of tropical diseases.

Think of the thousands in our own mis­
sion districts here, waiting for us to help
them. They sorely need our help, and many
are dying without proper hospital treat­
ment.

Think of the thousands of dear little
children here with unattended, putrifying
sores, and various other ailments, battling
for dear life, but are under the curse of
demonology and superstition.

Who will help us to erect the long-looked-
for hospital at Dhond? Government has
seen the great need, and granted us free of
cost about four acres of land at Dhond, for
a hospital site. This was granted to us five
years ago. When are we going to do our
part in this great cause ?

We need men and women who will help
us financially.

We need a doctor to come out and super­
vise. We need a hospital equipment, as
furniture, etc., for a 24-bed hospital. We
need intercessors at the throne of grace for
the suffering peoples of India.

Brethren, let us be practical, and show by
word, and also by deed, that we care for the
soul of the Indian. Our Lord Jesus Christ
shall be glorified in this great work.

Before our American
churches began Foreign Mission work in
Jerusalem, Jamaica, and Liberia, they did
nothing worth)- of mention in organised
Home Mission work, but the starting of
Foreign Missions gave all their Home Mis­
sion work a magnificent fillip. They never
did so much to plant the gospel in the desti­
tute home regions as during those years
when they sustained those Foreign Mis­
sions. The records show that those years

when the American brotherhood sustained
those Foreign Missions, were years of un­
paralleled success in raising money, and of
unparalleled prosperity in Home Mission­
ary- work.

Isaac Errett says, ” In an evil hour, un­
der the pressure of adversities to which our
faith was not equal, we abandoned our For­
eign Missions, and from that day to this we
have been smitten with confusion and faced
with barrenness in our home work. I do
not mean that nothing has been done, but
that nothing has been' done to fulfil the
promise of those years in which we were
stretching out our hands to the need of
other lands. Some of the strongest States
report less than 1000 dollars this year for
mission work in their own borders. It is
not true that if we do nothing abroad we
shall do more at home. On the contrary,
we shall do less at home; for in refusing to
do anything abroad, we dwarf our sympa­
thies, we blunt our consciences, we paralyse
our faith, we smother heroism, we enervate
our philanthropic impulses, we gratify our
selfishness, and we have less faith, less sym­
pathy, less conscience, less heroism, less
benevolence, to draw upon for home work.
We bring to it a weakened moral nature
and a strengthened selfishness, and the
home yield is lessened. For ever and ever
it is true, that ‘there is that scattereth and
yet increaseth; and there is that withhold-
eth more than is meet, and it tendeth to
poverty.’ ”

Let us lay to heart these weighty words
of Isaac Errett, one of the ablest and most
trusted leaders of our American brother­
hood. If we want success in the home­
land, we shall find it by travelling whole­
heartedly along the road marked with the
King's marching orders, “ Go ye into all the
world and preach the gospel to every crea­
ture.”

Pandita Ramabai died a few months ago.

She was one of the most consecrated and
gifted of Indian women. Her father was a
Brahmin priest, and, contrary to the usual
custom, she was educated in •‘Sanscrit’’ and
all “holy’’ Hindu learning.

Ramabai, led of God in various ways, be­
came an earnest follower of the Lord Jesus,
and was immersed into him, and those who

accept Jesus in her mission are immersed.
Bro. Escott has conducted many services at
Mukti Mission, which was founded by
Ramabai. At the time of Bro-. Theo. Fis­
cher’s visit to this home there were 1364
girls and women resident, of whom 1300
were immersed believers.

Marathi. Ramabai translated ’‘The Life of
Christ” into the everyday language of the
people, and to ensure its accuracy, she sent
advanced copies to leading missionaries for
their revision. It was her desire to send out
thirty million copies of this “ Life of
Christ,” to be printed entirely in her own
mission, and to be given free to all.

Ramabai has helped our missions by
sending us consecrated Bible women, who
have greatly helped Sister Escott in the
work of evangelisation.

witnessed many a band of Bhamptas returning
from a long journey heavily laden with precious
booty. Loud has been the acclamation with which
they have been received, great the rejoicing over
the spoils, and much feasting in their honor.

The years roll by, and many of the Bhamptas
from this village have become inmates of the
Criminal Tribe Settlement at Baramati, about 20
miles eastward, but some.still remain in their an­
cestral village.

One day recently a small bullock cart was seen
approaching laden with bundles. “ Who is that
strangely familiar figure?" the villagers asked.
They rubbed their eyes. No; they were not dream
ing; they were still in the twentieth century ; it
was not the daring thief of whom they were think
ing, who used to come home laden with ill-gotten
gain: but his son But, how unlike his sire! Did
he think he was a Brahmin? Whence this gentle
in ss of demeanour?

He is a doth merchant, with ready-made gar
ments and cloth to sell. Has he not a shop in
Baramati? Quietly business is attended to, bar
gains are struck, and the villagers’ wants are sup
plied.

As the day is drawing to a close, this young man
draws a number of the Bhamptas around the door
of his lodging-place, and begins to tell the news ot
Baramati. mid the condition of their relatives.
There cones a lull in their questions, and then he
quietly draws from bis pocket a little book. He
reads a little to them, and then begins to explain
He tells how Jesus Christ died for men many
years ago. and became a Saviour for all. and is
even now in heaven interceding for them. As the
love in his heart expresses itself in burning words.
he confesses that he himself has given his heart

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A Visit to Malegaon.
Malegaon is a village about three miles from

Baramati, and in the centre of a large sugar-cane
district. A sugar factory, with employment for
500 hands, was erected there last year, and last
April (19--) Mr. Coventry, seeing an opportunity
for a number of Bhampta men to find work in the
factory, established a small branch settlement
there. A small school was opened in the same
month. At present Mr. Patole, one of our Indian
preachers, is living at Malegaon, and acting both
as Settlement Inspector and evangelist. A school
teacher goes out every day from Baramati. 1
visit Malegaon regularly, but cannot go as often
as I should like until we obtain a mission horse
and vehicle for Baramati Station. One Sunday 1
was able to go out and join with the little band of
Christians in the breaking of bread, after which
we had a gospel service among the Bhampta
people.

Last Friday I visited the little school, and ex­
amined the children in the regular subjects. There
is only one Christian boy in the school, the remain­
der all being Bhamptas or other Hindoos. But
they had learned many hymns and Bible stories,
and wanted me to hear them all.

After visiting the school I went with the Bible
woman to sec a Bhampta man and his wife, who
are anxious to become Christians. Mr. Patole has
been teaching them regularly for several months.
The man seemed to understand the message fairly
well, and the woman was anxious to learn, but
they will not be baptised for a little while yet. We
ask your prayers for them, and for other enquirers
at Malegaon.—L. Redman.

Suffer Little Children to Come Unto

Me.”
I want to show you a little group of children in

the shoe-maker’s wada at Shrigonda, with whom
we meet every Wednesday morning. They arc
very much like other children inside, i.c., as much
as we can sec of that which looks out through two
wondering, keenly observant, and sometimes
rather critical eyes. These are not famine days,
so our little group have quite well nourished
bodies. Sometimes they arc naughty, and some­
times good—just like other children—but always
lovable. I think 1 never leave them without a big
longing to bring them with me and put them in
our Children’s Home, where they would be re­
moved from the atmosphere of heathen worship.
Every Wednesday morning they sing hymns, re­
peat Scripture texts, and hear a Bible story. Peri­
odically we give them some little reward for re­
peating Scripture from memory. One tiny girl of
about q years is one of the quaintest wee mites 1
ever saw. Another girl of 7 has such a pretty­
face. She is shy, and at first refused to come to
the class unless her father brought her, but I no­
ticed she insisted on his bringing her. Gradually
she lost her shyness, and now she comes alone.
There is one specially bright boy in the class,
Maruti. I love Maruti. He really is an unusually
fine little fellow, and so intelligent. These chil­
dren are quite a different type from those in our
orphanages. They live in heathen homes, with the
worship of idols continually before them; yet so
far their parents have not objected to their attend­
ance at our class. Indeed, wfe often have an audi­
ence of older folk, too. The grandmas and grand­
pas are as eager to see our Scripture picture as
the children; yet what would happen if one of
these children wished to become a Christian 1 do
not know. Usually their parents would rather
have them die than become Christians. \ ct this
is precisely why we go to that wada, that the
precious word of God may take root, deep root in
the hearts of these children. We pray that it may.

That which was sown lor the
latter rains came on nicely: then 1 was obliged to
be away for some time, and when I returned some
of the grass was there, with its seed: some had
disappeared: much, I suppose, had been scattered
by the strong winds, but no doubt, after the next
rains, sudan grass will be found in many quite un
expected places.

So we cannot expect to retain all our boys and
girls. They, too, will scatter, but we hope and
we pray that they will by their upright Christian
lives, be as verdure in needy places. We may sow
and others may reap: but then we. too. have reap
cd what others have sown. For instance. 1 have
fur some time been needing a good teacher for the
girls, but Shrigonda is not a big town, and 1 could
not offer a very big salary, such as one with the
qualifications needed might demand. 1 could only
place it as a need to he fulfilled, if it was a true
need. Last month I received an application fr »n:
the sister of one of our preachers, a highly quali­
fied woman: her husband died last year, and she
wishes to live nearer her relatives than she ha*
been. Xo doubt someone helped to train her:
someone sowed the seed: we did not: but wc will
reap the result of that sowing by her coiise ’rated
life and the great help she will he to our girls. 'I o
me it is a cause of great thankfulness that one «»i
the great needs has been fulfilled. and I am sure
that those who help support our girls join me in
this, and in the hope that, because we have reaped
we will sow of what we have reaped, to the glory
of God.—Florence Cameron. Girls’ Orphanage
Shrigonda.

C. Burdeu, 19 Goe-st., Caulfield, as secretary of
the committee, sends the following:—“Our Vic­
torian Department of Social Service has issued an
appeal to the brethren in Victoria to raise the sum
of £500 this year, out of which it is proposed to
assist the Children’s Hospital, Austin Hospital for
Incurables, Burwood Boys’ Home, General Dis­
tress and the Preachers’ Provident Fund.

It is necessary that a certain portion be for­
warded early to permit the programme being gone
on with. The amount suggested as the churches’
portion is the very minimum, and should be treat­
ed as such. Treasurer is R. H. Bardwell, ‘Carola,’
Christmas-st, Northcote."

Mr. J. E. Shipway, from South Australia, who
commenced his ministry at the Swanston-st.

all humanity. Being all of this, he was worthv of
the best place our life and thought could give him.
We must let him in as the emancipator from the
slavery of sin. We were not called upon to decide
in a moment whether we should become great
criminals: we were called upon every day to de­
cide whether we should take a step in that direc­
tion. Be afraid, then, of the first step down. We
must let God in as the diffuser of heavcnlv light.
Just as the sun rising upon the world found it tor­
pid, heavy, and asleep, but quickened it to new im­
pulses. and electrified it with action, so Jesus, as
the Light of the World, rose upon the soul to
make it feel the nobleness of movements which
had seemed ignoble, and the hopefulness of im
pulses which had seemed hopeless. We must let
him in, because of the witness the world needed of
him. John thc Baptist, with his peerless life and
index-pointing finger, was typical of those whose
supreme function it was to call attention to Jesus.
And who were they? Those who. seeing Jesus,
recognised the Christ, and discovered in that rec­
ognition a means of blessing for themselves and a
message of hope for the world. As we contem­
plated the moving story of the marvellous achieve­
ments of his person, might we ever be ready to
confess him. the Christ, the Son of the living God.
