preparation being given does not relate
alone to what we may call the mechanics of
the mission. A prayer league has been
formed. Churches and individuals are help­
ing in prayer. There is. we believe, a spir­
itual preparation taking place in many chur­
ches. This is as it should be; for. above all
things, this mission to be truly successful
must be a spiritual one. Our hope and trust
are in God who alone can give the increase.

The missioners.
We have already given much information

regarding the visiting workers. Suffice it
now to say that very extensive inquiries
made during the past two years have shown
truly remarkable unaninfily of opinion re­
garding their fitness for a successful work
in Australia. The brethren are commended
to us by all. Loyal to Christ, true to the
Book, with a passion for souls, they come
to us. with a splendid record of achievement
and with a host of testimonies to their per­
sonal worth and work.

Therefore in confidence and gladness we
welcome them to our shores, wish them the
blessing of God. and pledge them our sup­
port in so far as they seek to exalt Christ
and advance the cause of Christianity (we
had nearly written .Vote Testament Christi­
anity, but the italicised words are superflu­
ous, there being no other kind).

Following up the work.
It is not too much to expect that as a re­

sult of the missions being planned many
hundreds of additions will be made to the
churches. Will the converts won stand
firm? Almost every criticism of special
missions is somehow associated with this
question. Nobody can say that all converts
will be faithful—not all made in the course
of ordinary church work are true, not all
in the apostolic church were faithful: so we
shall not be discouraged if some go back.
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It can safely be said that, while the quality
of convert depends largely on the faithful­
ness and quality of the preaching, it also to
a very large extent depends upon the care
taken to nurture and shepherd those who
are won. Practically all converts are sin­
cere in their initial profession. But new
converts if neglected may easily slip out.
succumb to temptation, or become indiffer­
ent. The church must learn that it is as
worthy a thing to hold as to win, to feed as
to recruit, and must come to an increasing
recognition of the value of the man who
can build up converts in the faith. There
is no use in extolling either the evangelist
or the pastor at the expense of the other.
Some preachers can win converts better
than others, some have a capacity for train­
ing and instructing, and caring for converts.
The latter's work should be ns much appre­
ciated as the former's.

There are some churches not ready to
receive converts. The worst thing that could
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happen to them or the new members would
be a sudden influx of scores of converts.
Let the churches get ready. Prepare to
welcome, be willing and able to look after
the new members—welcome them, nurture
them, train them lor service.

The missions will throw a big responsi­
bility upon officers and preachers. It will
be easy to he enthusiastic while the big mis­
sion is on : it will take grit, faithful, diligent
and self-denying work, to follow up the
campaign. Put'it will be worth while, rhe
gain w'ill be great. The church will be
strengthened, and the Masters name be
glorified.

" The Christian” hopes to have a share in
helping on the mission. By reports of the
meetings and missioner's addresses, by nu­
merous pictures, and by helpful articles on
our position and its privileges, we expect to
keep the brotherhood well informed, and to
assist the work in general and the mission
in particular.

The Basis of Our Faith.
Ethelbert Davis.

Christian belief does not rest on authority,
though authority bears' witness to it; it does
not rest on reason, though reason estab­
lishes it; it does not rest on experience,
though experience confirms it; it rests on
faith. Someone has aptly said that “ The
basis of faith is—faith."

Our faith does not rest on a tissue of
"cunningly devised fables,” but on a foun­
dation of verities, which are deep-sunken
in the Eternal.

The Apostle Paul reminds us that "Faith
is the substance of things hoped, the
evidence of things not seen." Faith, there­
fore. is not closing the eyes to see. some­
thing which cannot be seen; it is not shut­
ting the ears to imagine sound that cannot
be heard: it is not voiding the mind to be­
lieve that which is not and cannot be true;
it is the opening of all the faculties to the
acceptance of that which is indisputably
true. Cod does not ask us to do violence to
our reason by acquiescing to that which
cannot be true. Such would not be faith,
but superstition.

Faith must have some sure foundation
on which to stand. It cannot stand on prob­
abilities. Insecure, indeed, must those con­
victions be which depend on the balance of
probabilities. If a man concludes after a
careful consideration of the pros and eons
that probably there is a Cod. there would be
a gulf between him and Cod which nothing
but certainty could bridge. The famous
prayer, “ O Cod, if there be a Cod, save my
sou), if I have a soul," would .about describe
the condition of one whose faith rested
upon a balance of probabilities.

We fully recognise that there must ever
enter into the acceptance of Christianity the 

supernatural element, and that the primary
factor in belief is that power of spiritual
apprehension spoken of as "the hearing ear
and the understanding heart,” but faith, to
be strong, must be deep-rooted and intelli­
gent, it must have solid ground as a foot­
hold. Paul says in Romans, chapter ten, that
Faith is produced by evidence.

" So then faith cometh by hearing, and
hearing by the word of God?’ By the side
of that statement, as an explanatory note,
may be placed John 20: 31, “These things
are written, that ye might believe that Jesus
is the Christ, the Son of God; and that be­
lieving ye might have life through his
name.”

When we believe the Bible to be the word
of God, we do not accept it as such with
blind superstition, or with the credulity of
fanaticism, but because of evidence suffici­
ently convincing. Our faith in the Bible
does not rest on an imaginary or fanciful
foundation: it rests on evidence reasonable
and conclusive.

Speaking now only of the New Testa­
ment, there is
An unbroken chain of testimony
running back to the days of the sacred au­
thors, which establishes its genuineness.
Our Authorised Version was published in
1611. Tyndale’s Version appeared in 1525-
1535. Wycliffe put the whole of the Scrip­
tures into the hands of the people in their
mother tongue in 1382. Without noting
the testimony of each century as it passes,
there have come down to us front the fourth
century three manuscripts of the New Tes­
tament, the Codex Sinaiticus, or Sinaitic
Manuscript, the Codex Alexandrinus, or
the Alexandrian Manuscript, and the Codex
Vaticanus, or the Vatican Manuscript.

In the fourth century such men as Aug­
ustine, and Jerome, Gregory of Nazianzen,
Athanasius and Eusebius lived and wrote,
and they all quote copiously from the New
Testament books.

In the third century Origen of Alexan­
dria lived, and in his writings there are over
five thousand quotations from the New
Testament.

In the last half of the second century Ir­
enaeus, and Tertullian, lived and wrote, and
they quoted from the New Testament writ­
ings. In the first half of the second century
lived Justin Martyr, and he makes frequent
mention of the New Testament.

In the last half of the first century lived
Clement and Barnabas, and Hennas, and
Ignatius, and Polycarp. The latter was a
disciple of the Apostle John. These all
quote from the New Testament books. Thus
we are back among the very men who wrote
the New Testament Scriptures. We have
from all these sources evidence that con­
vinces us that the Bible is the word of God.
We have read the Book of Mormon, and
the Koran, and have discovered nothing in­
side the books, nor yet outside, sufficient to
produce faith in them as being of divine
origin.

We believe the Incarnate Word, that
broke through the dungeon bars of time,
still moves in perfect majesty before us, be­
cause the w ritten Word still pours into our
cars the story of that Word made flesh, to
dwell amongst us. So our faith strikes its
roots back into the historic Christ, and the
Christian literature. But faith in Christ
does not rest on that foundation alone.

There is also the realisation of his person
and ideals in our own lives. To know him
is to believe him. When Christ enters the
heart, the life is so different, and the change
is so real, that no room is left for doubt.
He invited the weary to come to him and
find rest, the distressed to find peace, the
weak to find strength, and the sinful to find
forgiveness. When such have come to him
the rest is so real, the peace so satisfying,
the strength so sufficient, and the forgive­
ness so complete that every doubt has pass­
ed away. So our faith rests not on a basis
of ‘‘cunningly devised fables," but upon a
sure foundation of evidence historical and
experimental. So confident, then, does
faith become that it says—

“ We saw thee not when thou didst come
To this poor world of sin and death:

Nor e'er beheld thy cottage home
In that despised Nazareth;

But we believe thy footsteps trod
Its streets and plains, thou Son of God."

Faith becomes active.
Faith, when resting on a sure foundation,

becomes active, vide God’s honor-roll of
faith in Hebrew’s eleven, and the summary,

These all died in the faith, not having re­
ceived the promises, but having seen them
afar off, and were persuaded of them, and
embraced them—the substance—and con­
fessed that they were strangers and pil­
grims on the earth.’’

It is that faith that asks, “Men and breth­
ren, what shall we do?” And when told in
the words of Scripture, “ Repent, and he
baptised every one of you in the name of
Jesus 'Christ for the remission of sins,, and
ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit,
says, " See, here is water; what doth hinder
JBe to be baptised?” It is not presumption,
but faith that upon obedience says, “I know
'By sins have been forgiven.”

It is faith thus strong that overcomes the
World.

It is faith rock-rooted that enabled the
Christian martyrs, the Christians who died
"nder Diocletian, and Galerius, and Decius:
the Waldenses, and Albigenses, and Huss-
ltes ; the Huguenots of France,and the Cov­
enanters of Scotland, to endure the faggot,
rack, and headsman’s axe.

It is faith deep-rooted and positive that
causes the whole church of God to move
forward in the van of the " Fiery Cross,”
that is “speeding forth to the purging of
men’s lives,” as “ Christ bears it through
the troubled earth, to quicken life to nobler
birth," and causes individuals to walk with
the cross Christ-given, up new Calvaries, to
be crucified unto the world, and the world
to be crucified unto them.

Oh, blessed certainty of Christian faith!
How imperfect our knowledge of earthly
things, yet how perfect our knowledge of
Christ and his salvation ! How daring our
trust in his grace! Is it faith ? or is it know­

ledge? or is it both that makes us turn to
Christ in all our needs? Perhaps it is both ;
faith confirmed by experience. When sor­
row like sea-billows rolls over us, we call to
Christ for his quiet, “ Peace, be still." Or
in the words of Elizabeth Barrett Brown­
ing—
“ When some beloved voice, that was to yon

The Only Book Never Off the Press.
“ Thus did the word of the Lord increase

and prevail mightily."—Acts 19: 20.
Four hundred and sixty-seven years ago

the first Bible was printed from movable
type. It took five years to complete the
task. This first Bible was called the “Gut­
tenberg Bible.” One of these books sold
recently for 50.000 dollars. The American
Bible Society has just placed the largest
single order for Bibles known in the history
of the Book—an order for 3.000,000 copies
of six separate Books of the Scriptures—
Matthew, Mark, Luke, John, Acts and
Proverbs. Each book will be printed in a
tiny volume to be sold in this country and
South America for one cent each. These
are to be delivered from the press at the
rate of 50,000 per day. They will be turned
out on rotary presses by one of the com­
panies which aids in the production of the
immense New York City telephone direc­
tories, and each copy is legible and conveni­
ent. Just think of a book of the Bible for
one cent and printed at the rate of 10,000 an
hour! Isn’t that a long step from the first

Evangelism.
Evangelism may yet ' /Tore la be the

basis upon which all shades of religious
opinion and scholarship can unite. .1 good
example of this is to be seen in the co-op­
eration of Gipsy Sniil/i. traditional evan­
gelist, and Prof. T. R. Glover, modern
scholar, in evangelistic meetings in Kings-
way Hall, London. Il is reported that “ in­
tellectual and cultured difference between
the two men shrank Io nothing in com­
parison with the fact that they both preach
Jesus Christ as the sufficient ami sole con­
queror of siu in the human heart." Prof.
Glover, in these meetings, stressed a note
that has too often been lacking in modern
scholarship -when he said. “My whole hori-
;on is filled with Jesus Christ, and 1 want
you Io find out what you can make of him
and what he can 0/ you. Jesus is.
t all him what you like: there is no one
else. He takes away <1 man's sins, a lnit-
ever one's theories of the atonement may
be."—ft, H, Bruner, in “Christian Evan­
gelist." 

Guttenberg Bible, which occupied five years
in printing?

In the past century 550.000,000 copies of
the Scriptures have been printed, sold and
distributed by the Bible Societies. Millions
of dollars have been given by the churches
for this task, and hundreds of men have
given themselves as colporteurs. These men
are the John the Baptists often who prepare
in the desert a highway for the missionaries.

Altogether and up to 1920 the Scriptures
have been published in 725 languages and
dialects. During the past decades, some
complete book of the Bible has appeared in
a new language at the rate of one every six
weeks. This counts nothing less than a
complete book of the Bible. Last year alone
30,000.000 copies of the Bible, whole or in
part, were distributed by the Bible Societies.
The American Bible Society alone issued
375,227 Bibles, 749.386 Testaments.
3,730,841 portions, making a total of
4.855,464 volumes.

But still the fact remains that the Book is
undelivered. Thousands have never had
access to it in our world. Thousands in
the churches who have access to it neglect
it. Certainly the movement among us is
most timely and important as it comes em­
phasising the plan of a Pocket Testament
League. A Bible Revival is needed to stir
our whole brotherhood to a new interest.
love and concern for the Book of all books.
Men and women, boys and girls, the rich
and poor, all should carry a New Testament
with them in their pocket or handbag and
read at least one chapter each day.

Every preacher and every congregation
among us should seek to definitely begin
and promote the Pocket Testament League.
A Bible revival would thrill and stir all
hearts, and the dream of our fathers for a
Bible people would be more fully realised.

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The Church and the Dance.

Of the many Gangers and temptations which be­
set them, nene are more serious and potent to our
young people than the dance.

Not only do church members dance, and give
dances, but with the active support and participa­
tion of church dignitaries church dances are held.
The clergyman of a certain Protestant church
made public announcement that a dance would be
held, that for the pleasure of non-dancers card-
ta'des would be provided, and that the monetary
proceeds of the function would be given to the
church funds.

Many church halls are regularly used for danc­
ing. In a Sydney suburb two neighboring Protest­
ant churches of different denominations had each
an arrangement under which attendance at church
twice a month entitled the attendant to the privi­
lege of participation in the weekly dance. Some
enterprising young people with more desire for
terpsichorian than theological attainment made
the required attendance at both churches, thus pur­
chasing eight dances per month with four services
per month.

So few young men and women abstain from
dancing that they are in a despised minority. Our
own young people are strongly leavened by the
craze. While officially the Church of Christ is
hostile to dancing, so many younger engage in it,
and so many older condone it, that not infrequently
the young abstainer is regarded as peculiar. Social
conditions are such that it is very hard to persuade
them that there is any present objection or possi­
ble danger, especially while so many other chur­
ches openly advocate or quietly wink at indulg­
ence. A young lady dissociated herself from the
Church of Christ to attend another body. She
candidly explained that the Church of Christ was
too strict, she could have greater freedom where
she had gone, included in her new liberty being
that to dance; assemblies being held regularly in
her new spiritual home.

When religion is spiced with questionable am­
usement to make it attractive, great spiritual
strength and courage are required by any young
man or woman to withstand the appeal of such a
combination of Christ and Belial.

Supposed Biblical sanction.
I have before me an article which appeared in

a recent Sydney periodical, which in defending the
dance says: “David danced before Saul, and many
others are mentioned in the chronicles of that
quarter of the world long ago." Such an argu­
ment is empty, and he who advanced it should have
known that, for “social dancing as we understand
it was almost if not altogether unknown in anci­
ent times." Among the Hebrews: “Of dancing
for its own sake, and of its practice as an art, there
is no trace.” Such dancing as they had was merely
“the outward expression of exuberant feeling," as
in the feast of tabernacles, when "men famous
for their piety and good works danced... .and
great scholars like Hillel were not above exhibit­
ing their dexterity and agility."

Could our apologist picture men famous for
piety and good works, such as the Apostle Paul,
Alexander Campbell, or General Booth, jazzing or
waltzing? In such dancing as the Scriptures ap­
prove there was no promiscuous mingling of the
sexes. If the writer of the article did not know
that, he had no right to discuss the subject: if he
did know it, he concealed the knowledge that he
might obtain the advantage of seeming support
from the Bible: he is thus ignorant or worse.

One so frequently hears this trite appeal to Bib­
lical dancing I When will people face the fact that
the dances forbidden in the Book were those in
which the sexes mingled as in modern dances?
Further, that (their idolatrous associations ex­
cepted) they were condemned for the same main
reason as their twentieth century prototypes, i.e.,

sexual dangers and disasters. I f a law were pass­
ed forbidding mixed dancing, the whole of this
social custom, with all its vested interests, would
vanish, "and like the baseless fabric of a vision
leave not a wreck behind.”

How many' husbands, lovers and fathers would
permit elsewhere the liberties with their wives,
fiancees, and daughters, which they accept as a
matter of course on the floor of the ball-room?

The dance allows postures and movements which
convention, hardened as she is, prohibits outside of
the dance-room, with its seductive music and
other sensuous charms. Mrs. Grundy is both deaf
and blind to the extravagances of social etiquette
in the ball-room, but she would shriek if things
which there are commonplace were done else­
where.

"Just lately there have been dances that arc
said to originate from something coming from
Darkest Africa—and the music of the barbarian
has come with it.” “ The Pyrrhic and Gyntno-
pa-dic dances were given by performers stark nak­
ed. There seems to be an approach to something
like that lately." These quotations are not from
any wowserish Puritan, but are the utterances of
a defender of the dance, who cynically expresses,
in other words, that declared by an opponent as
follows: “There seems to exist a rivalry in the
ball-room as to how far the feminine form can be
publicly displayed without infringing the law
against indecent exposure.” Certain it is that no­
where, the theatre excepted, apart from the bath­
ing beach, is the wearing by females of less cloth­
ing expected or permitted: while there the mo­
tions and attitudes of the dancers are excluded.

Evil accompaniments.
It would be idle to deny that the primary attrac­

tion of the dance is in the sense of relaxation from
the serious affairs of life, the congenial company,
the atmosphere of enjoyment, and all that con­
tributes to the delight of any social gathering, but
insistence must be placed upon the inherent dan­
gers. Prof. Hugo Munsterburg, of Harvard,
speaking as a psychologist, said, “The modern
dance is erotic and sex exciting. The love of ex­
citement expresses itself in the dance, and the
dance heightens the love of excitement.” To lis­
ten to the conversation of many male habitues of
the dance-room is to obtain confirmation of this.
Various estimates indicate that 80 per cent, of un­
fortunate women have had dancing associated with
their fall. Can one wonder, then, that it is claim­
ed that “ The dance hall is the nursery of the div­
orce courts, the training-ship of prostitution, and
the graduation school of infamy”?

Associated with dancing is drinking. A young
society lady in a country town was taken home
drupk after a fashionable ball; one would like to
believe this is a rare case. The custodian of the
entrance to a high-class Sydney dancing resort
told the writer of the number of women of all
ages who left for home overcome by drink. What
may happen under these conditions is understood
by those who know for what improper purposes
motor-cars are sometimes used. A young girl re­
cently stated that at a dance she had three drinks
and knew nothing of how she reached home except
that a boy had taken her there. Alcoholic inhibi­
tion of the governing faculties of dancers opens
the doors to many evil possibilities to which none
but fools will shut their eyes.

It is not suggested that all who dance are in
danger of its evils, nor that all are even cognisant
Of them, but it is emphatically iterated and reiter­
ated that they are there. Many people drink in
moderation without apparent injury, but a certain
and sure percentage of those who begin become
alcoholics; so with dancing.

Let no one imagine that under one sweeping

condemnation all who dance are classed as marked
by its evil brand, but let everyone know that there
is danger in the dance, and that the safe Christian
course for one's own sake and one's weak bro­
thers' is to touch not the unclean thing.

Unspiritual atmosphere.
The atmosphere of the dance is unspiritual.

One may be asked: "Why after describing positive
evils do you discuss negative? If the positive will
not convince and condemn, how will the negative
do so?" There are those to whom a dance floor
is foreign territory. There arc others who dance
occasionally, and who are not hurt by’ the evils,
but who may be convinced by the spiritual argu­
ment. Certain it is that those who have been in
the closest contact with the cause and cure of sin
are opposed to this amusement, particularly those
who salve the wreckage of humanity, and who are
best able to trace the accumulation of sinful causes
to the few salient weaknesses. Why is the Salva­
tion Army so strongly against dancing? Why arc
men of the Dr. Chapman stamp and women of the
Frances Willard type? Why is it that those most
distinguished for piety and earnestness among all
churches are hostile? Simply because it is incom­
patible with spirituality.

Could we picture Christ in a fox trot? The
question seems irreverent, but it is not so written;
rather is it designed to make a contrast. I f not
Christ, why his followers? What would Chris­
tians say, do. or feel if he entered a dance in which
they were engaged and took a partner? Imagine
their embarrassment and astonishment I

It will be urged by many that what has been
said applies to the public dance only. One says,
“ But I would never go to a dance hall.” Another,
“ I would not share in the dancing of the ball­
room.” Both say, “ I see no harm in dancing at
home.” The parlor dance among relatives or in­
timate friends is free from some but not all of
the objections to the public dance; it has its dan­
gers. How many young people who begin to
dance at home are content to continue there under
parental control? Xot nearly as many as confid­
ing parents may believe. Advocates of parlor
dancing as against public assemblies directly or
implicitly berate the latter. There is a distinct or
tacit condemnation, or why keep the dance in the
home?

ing admitted, what of the duty of Christian loyc
and the privilege of the liberty we enjoy in Christ
Jesus? What of the apostle who said, “If n'cat
make my brother to offend, I will eat no Iles'1
while the world standeth, lest I make my brother
to offend.”

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The Public Awakening on the “ Movie”
Question.

Incidents here and there (states the “ Evangel­
ist” in another note) indicate that die people are
becoming more discriminating and exacting con­
cerning the character and use of the moving pic­
ture. At a recent election in Brookline, Massa­
chusetts, a referendum was submitted to the elec­
torate, asking whether motion-picture theatres,
which have been trying for ten years to obtain a
foothold in this, said to be the richest, town in the
United States, should be given licences.

By a vote of 5634 to 1659, the men and women
of the 41,000 population said an emphatic "NO!”
to the query.

It was developed that the objection was not to
pictures or theatres, but to the type and kind of
pictures commonly shown, which instead of edu­
cating or amusing, frequently exercised a debasing
influence on the young.

This is motion picture censorship with a ven­
geance ! This is censorship against which there
is no appeal. It is a case of “give us decent pic-

the best technical motion picture men of the coun­
try to perfect the film course.

As a result of this offer Dr. Charles H. Judd,
chairman of the educators’ committee, supervised
the preparation of an elaborate programme for
co-operation between educators and producers of
educational films as part of certain courses of in­
struction in public schools. This programme in­
cludes :—

1. The immediate assembling from stock of the
producers of films possibly suitable for school­
room work.

2. A study of distribution problems affecting
films for general use in the national school system.

3. The charting of laboratory work prior to
the actual preparation of pedagogic films.

4. The investigation into changes of method of
public school instruction which the use of films
may require.

A good move unquestionably, but the films will
require a great deal of reforming and constant
watch and care by persons with morally sound
education.—“American Christian Evangelist.”

Conferences show both isolated members on the
church rolls, and isolated members who are not,
while others show one and not the other. There
must be large numbers of brethren whose names
are not on church rolls, and it would be good to
try to get into touch with all such, and to keep a
list of such in the Conference offices. Then chur­
ches need to be careful here—1 take it an isolated
member is one where there is no church of the
New Testament faith and order, not those living
in the neighborhood who do not attend, nor those
who have removed into the neighborhood of an­
other church. The former should be visited and
every effort should be made with them to get them
to live up to their privileges, and if all fails, then
the names should be removed from the rolls; the
latter should be transferred to the church they are
near. With all real isolated members the church
where membership is held should keep in touch: in
addition to this, the various Home Missionary
offices should keep in touch with all in their ter­
ritories, whether on the roll of churches in their
particular States or not. Something more is right-
ly expected than appeals for gifts to Home and
Foreign Missions.

Reading the New Testament in a Day.
A correspondent to a contemporary reports that

the whole of the New Testament can be read
through in a day. He did it on a recent day that
was "dark and raining and excellent for reading."
He says: " I began at one minute past midnight.
and at 8.25 in the evening I had read the text of
the English Revised Version. It required 15 hours,
HJ4 minutes. I then read the footnotes in one
hour, 48 minutes, and the chapter outlines at the
top of the pages in 26% minutes. Total time, 17
hours, 2844.minutes. I have read the Old Testa­
ment nine times, the New Testament twenty times.
I should like to hear from others who have read
the Bible a large number of times.” Well, there
arc plenty of rainy days now the drought has
broken, and perhaps some of our readers will tell
us how often they have read the Bible and how
long it took them.
A Literary Calamity.

Among the tragedies of literature must be in­
cluded an occurrence which has just been publish­
ed to the world. In the “Life" of the late Dr. W.
A. Shedd, of the American Presbyterian Mission
in Urumia, Persia, the story is told of the prep­
aration of a Concordance of the Peshitta (Syriac)
Version of the Old Testament, a book for which
there has long been an urgent call among the scat­
tered Nestorian community and beyond. At length
a work of accurate scholarship, executed with ex­
traordinary patience, was ready for the printer,
when the Great War broke out; and of necessity
the conflict caused delay. Then, in .1918, with
some thousands of refugees, the members of the
American Mission were compelled to seek British
protection in the South; and Dr. Shedd died in the
flight. That, however, is not all: the fruits of long
years of labor were afterwards destroyed in the
loot of the Mission Station! In the words of a
writer in the " Journal of the Royal Asiatic So­
ciety,” “ This was one of the great undertakings
of scholarship, and its loss is to be reckoned among
the historical calamities of learning.” So, to uni­
versal regret, the Nestorian community still awaits
a Concordance for the edition of the Bible which
it is accustomed to use. If the incident throws
light upon the follies of war, so also it intimates
that in the ways of Providence there is often a
display of patience which it is difficult for the
finite creature to understand.

Somebody has said that there are three kinds of
lies, and he mentioned statistics as one of them.
It is possible that they may be manipulated so that
they do not convey the truth, but this would never
be among Christians. It is clear that this is the
one way by which progress may be measured, and
so statistics are important.

The present scribe has just completed a study
of the statistics published by the Conferences of
Churches of Christ in the various States of the
Commonwealth, and in the Dominion of New Zea­
land. One outstanding thing is that quite a num­
ber of church secretaries were apparently too tired
to send in their returns; such men are a disap­
pointment to their brethren, and cause the statis­
tics to he far from perfect. Then, again, some of
the Conference secretaries failed to get their fig­
ures to harmonise; this is a pity: but having been
a Conference secretary myself, 1 can sympathise
with them, for I know how hard it is 111 view of
the imperfect returns often sent in by the chur­
ches. Every care should be exercised by all con­
cerned to make the statistics as accurate as pos­
sible. , ,, „

World Prohibition and Reform Federation. The
American headquarters will be at Washington.

“ Christians,” by a Non-Christian.
The U.F. Church “ Record” quotes a striking

address, lately delivered in Calcutta by a non­
Christian—the Hon. Srinivasa Sastri, whom the
Government regards as the foremost orator in
India. Mr. Sastri was recently chosen by the In­
dian Government to proceed to the British Col­
onies, with the object of promoting better under­
standing in connection with the Indian residents.
He has, he says, watched with great appreciation
and with profound gratitude the work the Chris­
tian missionaries are doing in the sphere of edu­
cation. Moreover, many millions of their people
have obtained relief and succor at the hands of
Christian missionaries. Fire, flood, famine—they
could not conceive of any widespread calamity
where Christian missionaries were not present with
help.

" Doubtless, of all the glorious deeds of Chris­
tianity, the greatest is that its devoted servants
spread their religion, not merely by talking about
it, by spreading pamphlets or by other activities,
but by mitigating human suffering, by bringing
light where darkness prevails, and by making the
lives of the people better, richer, and purer.’’ _

The practical Gospel of the truly Christian life
is one that none, of whatever race and creed, can
gainsay; and it is a living Gospel, which speaks in
a universal language such as requires neither in­
terpreter nor translator!

Interpreting Church History.
The twentieth Brisbane Diocesan Synod has just

concluded its sittings. The two outstanding sub­
jects for debate were “The Nexus” and Prohibi­
tion. A substantial majority of the laity decided
the Nexus is not to be severed, not yet, at all
events. The clergy vote was rather in favor of
the operation. The spirited debate showed how
high feeling ran.

As a matter of domestic policy the question does
not concern us very much. A rather peculiar in­
terpretation of Church History revealed itself,
however. A champion for the continuance of the
Nexus declared: “The Church of England went
back further than the time when St. Augustine
settled at Canterbury.” An inspired leader in a
leading daily informed us that “step by step tor
t.ioo years it has projected and adumbrated its
faith and doctrines of to-day." ,

We knew, of course, that 1500 years ago, and
Prior to St. Augustine, there was a church in Bri -
■tin, but somehow, in our ignorance, we did not
regard it as just analogous to the Church of Eng­
land to-dav. Fisher tells us that Augustine and
the band of monks who accompanied him, came
,0 reunite the country to Rome, not, however, to
the seat of imperial but of spintua authority.
1 he same historian distinctly affirms that the dis­
solution of the king’s (Henry VIII.) marriage
thus dissolved the union of England with the Pa­
pacy." Surely this marks the starting-point in the
history of the Church of England as we know it.

In a certain sense there is truth in this claim,
Put forth for hoary antiquity. But the claim is
made in such a way as to disguise the tremendous
Part Papal supremacy played.—B.H. in Austra-
han Baptist.”

With our continual growth, the necessity of a
properly compiled Year Book becomes more and
more apparent The New Zealand brethren call
their Conference Reports a Year Book, but such
a book needs to contain more information about
'.he churches, missionaries, etc., than such a pub­
lication usually contains. A little expenditure, on
a book that Mould save busy brethren much time
now expended in a hunt for addresses, and which
could, with pardonable pride, be handed to those
outside our ranks who desire information about
Us. would not be a waste.

But what has been revealed by the latest stat­
istics published by the Conferences?

It should be noted that one Conference does not
give the number added to the churches from the
schools, but as that State reports oidy a total of
74 baptisms, the number from the schools could
not be increased by many. Several of the Confer­
ences do not show all isolated members, and so the
number of such is possibly much larger than the
total indicated above.

It is a joy to know that progress is being made.
and that we have so many who are faithfully
standing for “the old paths." May the present
year see much greater results from their labors!

The Need for Teaching.
What is needed is not, as some have foolishly de­

termined. less emphasis upon New Testament
teaching, but more well-rounded and complete
New Testament teaching.

Hints for Superintendents.
The following list of suggestions was recently

written by Mr. Harold Watkins, of Melbourne,
for a new superintendent whom he was coaching.
The list happened to fall under the eye of the
editor of this page, which accounts for its appear­
ance here. Bro. Watkins was formerly superin­
tendent of the North Richmond school. At the re­
quest of the Bible School and Young People’s De­
partment, he recently gave three mouths' valuable
assistance at East Kcw. He is one of our cominjg
Bible School leaders.

1. Be punctual. Open and close the school
promptly.

2 Insist on teachers being early at school. You
cannot expect children to be on time if the teach­
ers are in the habit of being late.

3. Keep the singing bright. Do not use the
same hymns Sunday after Sunday. If singing
drags or lacks enthusiasm, have the girls and boys
to sing alternate verses. The competitive element
will help.

4. Bible reading: Vary method here also.
Sometimes read yourself: have a teacher or a sen­
ior scholar, or the school in unison, or girls and
boys read alternate verses, or have a class to read,
etc. Arrange method with school before the day
of reading.

5. Prayers: Make these short and to the point
At the conclusion of the opening prayer, lead the
school in the praying of the “ Lord’s Prayer." This
tends to create an atmosphere of reverence, pro­
vided it is properly carried out, and not rushed or
gabbled.

C. Attention: You will not be able to get per
feet silence all through the session. Don't expect
it. Don't keep harping about silence all the time,
but insist on it during prayer and Bible reading.
If you attempt this in a proper manner, explaining
your reasons to the school, you will find before
long that the children respect these occasions, and
are reverent not only at school, but on all similar
occasions, during church services, etc.

7. Classes: Do not allow these to become mi-
wieldly in numbers. Generally speaking, seven
should be the maximum: even this number is too
many for some teachers.

8. See that school secretary keeps records and
rolls up to date.

9. Take note of absentees, and arrange for visi
lation of same. When you are satisfied that. a
scholar will not come back, have the name stricken
from the roll. Do not carry a number of "dead­
heads.”

10, Grade scholars according to age.
it. In selecting teachers, go for those who will

be reliable and regular. It is better to have a
smaller staff all present than a larger one with
several absentees. Makeshift arrangements dis­
organise the school.

12. Arrange with two or three persons who
perhaps cannot always come to school to act.as
substitute teachers. Insist oil teachers notifying
you as soon as they know they are to be absent
from their class. This will give you time to ar­
range for substitute.

13. In making announcements, don't be long-
winded. Cut them down to a minimum. Don't
get into the habit of sermonising on every possible
occasion. And don't be always telling tunny or
so-called funny stories.

14. Be firm, be bright, be oiiginal. Seek the
hearty co-operation of officers, teachers, and schol
ars, keeping always in sight, the slogan. " The best
possible school for the Christ.’

15. Remember that you arc a junior partner
with Jesus Christ. Consult him by prayer in all
you attempt, and yours will be a happy and suc­
cessful partnership.

“ Christianity in India to-day has made its great
cat stride among the oppressed classes just as in
John Wesley’s time it had done among the op­

pressed artisans of England," said Dr. Datta, the
Indian Christian, while speaking on Christianity in
India at-Wesley Church, Melbourne, on Sunday’
(says the " Sun "In France, many Indian sol­
diers would not believe that I could be a Chris­
tian, because I seemed a decent fellow.” Only the
lowest types in the villages generally embraced
Christianity because they needed uplift. Other
classes scorned it, and held that there is no future
for Christianity in India. These considered that
the religion of the Western world was bankrupt.
Never a word, however, has been spoken against
Christ and his teachings. The Great Renunciation
had fascinated the multitudes. Some even had
dreamed to make the Sermon on the Mount the
charter of a new India. The present unrest was
due to changes in the village system.”

In view of the usual newspaper comments on
America’s attempt to enforce its prohibition law,
the following cabled report of Mr. Lloyd George’s
statements will both interest and commend itself to
our readers: "Mr. Lloyd George, speaking at the
Baptist chapel in London, said that he hoped that
people would not become excited about the United
States Customs’ officials having seized liquor from
British ships. The United States seemed to be
acting within her rights, and certainly deserved
sympathy, as she was making the boldest experi­
ment yet attempted to deal with the greatest curse
of modern civilisation.’ The experiment might
wholly succeed,or it might have to*be modified, but
it should be given a fair trial. If the United States
succeeded in any way in dealing with the problem
it would deserve the gratitude of the whole world."

Under the heading, “ Dr. Kellems Alters His
Itinerary,” the Melbourne ” Herald" of Monday
last contained the following: "Convinced that the
Ideal Homes Exhibition is a decided asset to Mel­
bourne, and that the popularity accorded it war­
rants its extension to July 18, Dr. Jesse R.Kellems,
the American evangelist, who, under the auspices
of the Church of Christ had arranged to open his
evangelistic campaign at Wirth’s Park on July 8,
has consented to amend his Victorian itinerary. A
radiogram to this effect was received to-day by
‘ The Herald’ from Dr. Kellems, who will arrive
in Sydney on the Niagara to-morrow. Represen­
tatives of the Church of Christ who are organising
the tour of Dr. Kellems, cabled that ‘The Herald’
were desirous of extending the exhibition, and Dr.
Kellems cabled in reply, gladly acquiescing. An
accomplished orator, Dr. Kellems, who is a young
man, is one of the leading evangelists in the United
States. Mr. Charles Richards, another evangelist.
is accompanying Dr. Kellems. Dr. Kellems will
arrive in Melbourne next Saturday,and will preach
at the Empress Theatre, Prahran, on July I, 8 and
15. He will speak at Wirth’s Olympia on July 22,
a fortnight later than originally scheduled. His
stay in Victoria will extend over six months.”

Mr. B. W. Huntsman, preaching at the Church
of Christ, Brighton, on Sunday evening, from the
text, John 3: 17, "That the world should be saved
through him,” said: “ Is there an all-sufficient and
lasting remedy for the evil that afflicts the world?
We believe that such is found in the revelation
which God had made in the person of his Son.
First, because that remedy came from the heart
and mind of God. It originated in the eternal wis­
dom of him, whose chief attribute is holiness, who
never errs in judgment, and whose heart of love
caused him to make the fullest provision for the
redemption of his erring children." This remedy
was moral—or, better still, spiritual. Mail’s deep­
est needs were spiritual, l he failures of life were
moral. However comfortable life might be made,
man’s moral nature had still, to be reckoned with.
The divine remedy was a spiritual renovation, the
birth of new aspirations for the purest things. It
touched human life at every point, and transform
ed it with a new spiritual power. It was also
universal in time and place. Human nature re­
mained much the same in all ages, but the glory
of the remedy in Christ was the fact. \s the years 

passed it always proved its power to meet the spir­
itual needs of men. It had no national boundaries.
The lands of the East and the West had heard the
same message, and found that its blessings were
permanent. The experiences of life changed, but
here was something that was adaptable to every
circumstance. It stayed with a believer all his
days, and gave the promise of the life to come.
But no remedy succeeded unless it was used. Many
good schemes failed because we did not apply them.
God provided a perfect deliverance, but the way
into that promised land was by following him who
was our Saviour. We could think of no evil which
he could not remove, of no spiritual problem which
he could not solve. There was no sorrow which
lie could not heal. Herein lay the great necessity
of following him. That call was made to-day. We
were to follow his perfect leadership. His teach­
ing and example would bring light upon the dark­
est moral problems, and his work of redemption
was the divine remedy for human sin. The king­
dom of God awaited man’s reception of what God
had provided.—Monday’s "Argus,” Melbourne.

Unattached Disciples.
1 he large number of unattached disciples in all

our large cities who have, for one excuse or an­
other, failed to identity themselves with the local
church of their choice is more than a fact to be
regretted: it is a condition that requires investiga­
tion. Why is it that professed followers of Jesus,
especially those claiming identification with a
movement seeking to restore the simplicity and
personal loyalty required by the gospel, content
themselves without membership in. and fellowship
with, some local church striving for these ends?
The question sends us back to the church where
the disciples once belonged. What is the character
of its teaching to its membership? Docs the pas­
tor or preacher emphasise what we call "first prin­
ciples” to the neglect of the necessary teaching of
what the Christian life involves? Is it not prob­
able tiiat we have often failed to fathom the deep
meaning of these "first principles’’—the faith that
sees invisible realities and commits the soul to God
in Christ; the repentance that means an about
change inward and outward: the open confession
of that faith that transforms, and the baptism
which expresses in action what the heart has pur­
posed and the mouth confessed, and which sym­
bolises the burial of the old life and the resurrec­
tion with him to newness of life? Not that the
new convert is expected to see all that these first
principles mean, but if the minister or teacher is
fully imbued with their meaning, the converts are
much more apt to catch such a vision of the Christ
and of their relation to him. as will hold them in
loyalty to him and his church. In other words, is
not the e\il complained of. a just cause for a re­
examination of our church life and teaching to see
if a remedy does not lie there.—J.H.G.

Dear Bro. Main,—
It so happens that your leader on “ Criticising

the Church,” in your issue of May 31st, was pub­
lished in Melbourne just after the reports of the
Methodist Conference of representatives of their
churches of Australia and New Zealand were
published in Adelaide, where the conference was
held.

In case a full report of the conference’s discus­
sion on Christian doctrine as taught in Peake’s
Commentary may not have reached you, I enclose
copy of the report published in the “ Register,” and
also of some of the correspondence which fol­
lowed.

It appears to me that your article, above refer­
red to, lacks definiteness. When you refer to “The
Church,” do you intend the term to include the
whole of “Organised Christianity"? Or do you
refer to “ Christ’s Body"—the true church within
the professing church?

The distinction between the two is of the utmost
importance. For as Christ foretold of his king­
dom upon earth, the enemy has effectually sown
the tares amongst the wheat, and the good and the
evil must grow together until the harvest.

The woman has effectually hid the leaven in the
three measures of meal, until the whole is leav­
ened. Two measures, the Orthodox and the Ro­
man churches, have long been permeated with
heresy, idolatry and superstition. And the Prot­
estant church has been led astray by false doc­
trines and worldlincss. Nor is it free from idol­
atry, as it so largely worships wealth, science, ed­
ucation, and other such things. And do not the
same dangers threaten the members of Christ’s
true church? The apostles did not spare criti­
cism of the churches of their time, when they saw
how the members were being led into error. And
the danger is even greater in these latter days,
when the dividing line between the church and the
world has become so ill defined, and when so much
false teaching abounds.

It is sad to know that in this recent conference,
'then false teaching was so fully set out and dis­
cussed, not one voice was raised to uphold in its
purity the faith once delivered to the saints. Not
one vote was cast to exclude the false doctrines
tvliich were under discussion. And these same
doctrines arc finding ready acceptance throughout
Practically all the branches of "organised Chris­
tianity.” In a letter to the local press I recom­
mend the reading of Philip Mauros book, 1 he
Number of Man,” which sets out very clearly the
trend of these modern doctrines from which prob­
ably no church is absolutely free.
