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Our Lord’s Bible.
By precept and example the Lord Jesus

showed his love for the Holy Scriptures.
He nourished his own soul upon the Word
of God, as truly as he declared that by it and
not by bread alone man lived. He used the
Scriptures most effectively in debate. In
the earl}' temptation—when the Spirit drove
him into the wilderness in order that the
heavenly armour endued at his baptism
might be adequately tested—he routed Sa­
tan, the great adversary, by quotations from
the Book of God. In similar fashion he put
to flight the human adversaries who in pas­
sion week sought to discredit him and hin­
der his work. “ Ye do err, not knowing the
Scriptures,” he said to the worldly Saddu­
cees. The last enemy of men was met with
a quotation. Jesus died with the words of
Holy Scripture on his lips.

Have we sufficiently pondered the fact
that our Lord’s Bible was constituted by the
Scriptures of the Old Testament?

To-day, with believing people, there are
to be found two extreme positions relating
t° the Old Testament. It is both unduly
exalted and unduly depreciated, and so in
double fashion it suffers from ill-treatment.
Oanger in unduly magnifying the Old

Testament.
Men can forget that God who in times

Past spoke unto the Fathers in the prophets
hath in the last days given to us the .final
revelation through his Son, Many Christian
mlk know not the elements of dispensa-
honal teaching. Witness the following.
Here is the Romanist error—not confined to
the Roman Catholic Church—of believing
‘hat the Old Testament idea of a priestly
elass of men is one that may be brought into
‘he Christian dispensation. There is the
Paidobaptist apologist who (contrary to al
h’eripture precedent and in defiance of our
lord’s declaration of futurity in the prom-
'se. “ I will build my church”) alleges
church continuity in Old and New lesta-
ment times, and on this weak assumption
superimposes another, thus seeking to argue
*rom the circumcision of Jewish male chil­

dren to the baptism of all infants. Again,
we have the sincere but misguided individ­
ual who seeks to bring us under the bondage
of the law, and particularly to Sabbatarian­
ism. Once more, there is the hopelessly
confused sectarian preacher who would as
soon refer the seeker of salvation to the
Psalms of David or the Book of Isaiah as to
the Book of Acts of Apostles, God’s Book
of Conversions.

Such people need to be told that we are
not under law but under grace, that the Old
Covenant has given place to the Xew, that
Christian folk are not bound by any com­
mand merely because it appears in the Old
Testament Scriptures. Many a pious Chris­
tian has yet to reflect on the meaning of the
transfiguration scene, and of the words
which came in answer to Simon Peter’s
thought that it would be well to have Moses,
Elijah and Jesus all tabernacling with men:

THIS is my beloved Son; hear ye HIM."
Not Moses, not Elijah, but Christ.
Loss in neglecting the Old Testament.

There is the opposing error of belittling
the Old Testament. Some men speak of its
imperfection as if that meant it has not
come from God or that we can ignore it.
But the Old Testament as truly came from
God as did the New. The same Divine
Spirit inspired the witness of both.

It is true, as the writer of Hebrews tells
us, that “if that first covenant had been
faultless, then would no place have been
sought for a second.” But the revelation of
the "Old Testament was the Very best that
God could give to the people of that day.

A familiar saying runs: “ The Old Tes­
tament is the New Testament concealed;
the New Testament is the Old Testament
revealed." That puts in a nutshell the ar­
gument both for the superiority of the New
and for the importance of the Old.

It is no sign of grace or knowledge to
belittle or ignore the Old Testament in our
speaking. He understands the Old and the
New best who knows most of both.

Let us recollect that the following re­
markable apostolic statement applies to the
Old Testament Scriptures: “From a babe
thou hast known the sacred writings which
are able to make thee wise unto salvation
through faith which is in Christ Jesus."
There were no New Testament Scriptures
when Timothy was a baby, “All Scripture
is inspired by God and profitable for teach­
ing, for reproof, for amendment, and for
moral discipline, to make the man of God
proficient and equip him for good work of
every kind." Again, the reference is to the
Old Testament Scriptures, which we there­
fore neglect only to our loss.

No preacher need apologise for using the
Old Testament, so long as he uses it aright.
Let none be tempted to go to the extreme of
neglecting the books written aforetime “for
our learning" merely because some preach­
ers have gone to the opposite extreme of
subordinating the New to the Old, or of
confusing the dispensations.

We commend the following words of Dr.
Chas. E. Jefferson : “ The preacher who ig­
nores the Old Testament in his Scripture
reading because the New Testament is
higher, robs and wrongs his people. The
Old Testament was the only Bible of our
Lord. It is the book which the apostles kept
open before them while they preached. It
is the book which passed like iron into the
blood of the Puritans, making them strong
to overthrow ancient tyrannies and estab­
lish the world on a new foundation. There
is ethical instruction in the Old Testament
which will never be outgrown. In the re­
generation of modern society and the crea­
tion of a new world order, the prophets of
Israel have a great role to play. There is
no book in the Bible which the modern
church does not need. Many chapters, to be
sure, deal with things transitory and local.
and have no claim upon the modern church
in her worship or life: but the Bible as a
whole, and not the Bible in fragments or
fractions, is the book to be given to the
people."

humanity realise , its best aspirations with­
out the reinforcement of some power
greater than itself. But as Thomas Binney,
in one of the stateliest hymns in the English
language, has beautifully said,

“ There is a way for man to rise

We have already seen what the divine
Spirit did for the apostles, and for those on
whom the apostles laid their hands, in the
bestowment of miraculous gifts in order to
the establishment of Christianity. That
manifestation of the Spirit was temporary,
because the word of the apostles having
thus received the divine endorsement and
the evidence been duly put on record was
confirmed for all time. The church having
been erected, the scaffolding was taken
away—prophesyings and miracles ceased.
Now we have to consider what the Holy
Spirit does for Christians generally. Jesus
said to the disciples, the Comforter "shall
be in you." Not until after the ascension do
we read of this bestowmenLof the Spirit as
an indwelling Guest. Possibly that is what
our Lord referred to when he said of John
that ‘‘he that is least in the kingdom of
heaven is greater than he”—greater in priv­
ilege in that he is a member of Christ’s
church, is constituted a child of God, and
enjoys the indwelling of the Spirit. And
not only should the Comforter be in the dis­
ciples, but he would “abide with them for
ever.-’ The indwelling of the Spirit, as dis­
tinguished from “spiritual gifts,” affected
the moral nature of recipients, and was to
be a permanent endowment.

I fear that as churches and as a people
we have failed to value aright this heavenly
gift, and so have failed in considerable
measure of the accompanying blessings.
There are many believers who, like the
twelve at Ephesus, do not seem to have “so
much as heard whether there, be any Holy
Spirit.” In the rebound from the mystic­
ism of many around us in regard to the
Spirit’s work in conversion, have we not
gone to the opposite extreme ? It is a hor­
rible fact that a preacher in America once
cried out—holding up a Xew Testament—
“ Here’s all the Spirit there is; you can buy'
it for fifteen cents and put it in your vest
pocket.” What a terrible travesty of the
truth! The inspired Word is not the Spirit,
any more than a letter that you write is you.
It expresses your mind on a given subject,
as do the sacred Scriptures the mind of
the Spirit with reference to human salva­
tion. But the writer and the letter are quite
separate and distinct, and so are the Spirit
and the word.

We saw in our last what are the condi­
tions of receiving the heavenly gift—faith,
obedience, sonship, prayer, and a clean
heart. Now we have to consider what the
Holy Spirit does for the recipient.

The New Testament teaches that the
Holy Spirit is to the believer a source of
guidance. “If ye are led by the Spirit ye
are not under the law” (Gal. 5: 18). “As
many as are led by the Spirit of God, these
arc sons of God” (Rom. 8: 14). As Israel
was led by the pillar of cloud and of fire in

the wilderness, so have we a heavenly Guide
to lead us aright. Perhaps you say, ‘ Poeb
not the Holy Spirit, in the Christian hie as
in conversion, direct us by means of the in­
spired word?" Yes. primarily so, and it is
there we must look for infallible leading.
But we may certainly look to the divine
Spirit to guide us in judgment on occasions
of special difficulty and perplexity. We
must, of course, so far as possible, test
every prompting and impulse by the "sure
word,” for the evil one still lieth in wait to
deceive.

Then, too, the New Testament teaches
that the Holy Spirit gives to the disciple
courage in time of need. Christianity re­
quires boldness in its adherents. We are to
add to our faith resoluteness of purpose.
Not only the unbelieving, but “the fearful”
have their part in the lake of fire. What
the church and the individual Christian
alike need is moral courage—the courage
that impels us at all times to act out our
convictions of truth and duty. Luther,
warned of danger, said he would go to the
Council at Worms though the devils in the
way were as numerous as the tiles on the
house-tops. And he went to Worms; and
there, on perhaps the greatest occasion since
Pentecost, fearlessly contended for the
truth. In this connection, read 1 Cor. 12:
3. It is thought there is a reference here to
a public declaration as to one's faith which
was often required in times of persecution.
If the accused person made the good con­
fession, “ Jesus is Lord,” he was punished
as a pestilent Christian; but if he denied the
faith, saying, “ Jesus is anathema,” he was
released. And the apostle represents the
divine Spirit as giving the true Christian
the courage he needs, so that he is able to
say, though it should mean torture and
death, “ Jesus is Lord.” Turn for a notable
instance of this, to Acts 4: 8, 13, 29-31.
“ Filled with the Holy Spirit,” the disciples
“spake the word of God with boldness,”
heedless of the threats of the great Sanhe­
drin. So, too, it was with Stephen at his
martyrdom. And though we have not to
suffer persecution like the early disciples,
the Christian to-day needs courage—the
courage to say “ No” in time of temptation,
the courage to speak and do and dare for
Christ.

Further, the Holy Spirit is not only a
source of courage, but also of strength. Of
course I do not now refer to physical might,
as in the case of Samson, but to moral and
spiritual strength, strength of soul-.
“ Strengthened with power through his
Spirit in the inward man” (Eph. 3: 16). In
our conflict with sin we need more than the
exhortation and inclination to right-doing;
we need more than the inspiration of a
noble example. Water, of itself, cannot
rise above its own level; neither can poor

To that sublime abode—
An offering and a sacrifice,

• A Holy. Spirit’s energies.
An Advocate with God.”

The Lord does not want his people to be
poor weaklings, and so he has provided, and
engrafted upon our nature a new spiritual
force, so that as one has well said, “the
Holy Spirit makes ‘ I can’t’ a lie on the lips
of every Christian who wants to do right.”

Again, the divine Spirit is a source of
comfort and hope. Jesus, about to depart,
said to the disconsolate disciples, “ Let not
your heart be troubled,” and spoke of the
Father’s house whither he was going to pre­
pare them a place. And more, and better,
he promised to send them meanwhile an­
other Comforter, who should be with them
for ever. Yes, for the Christian in every
time of trial, there is a spring whence he
may draw refreshing draughts of hope and
consolation, so that, as Paul says in Roni.
5: 3*5> “ We rejoice in our tribulations,
knowing that tribulation worketh patience:
and patience, probation; and probation
hope; and hope putteth not to shame; be­
cause the love of God hath been shed abroad
in our hearts through the Holy Spirit which
was given unto us” (Rom. 15: 13)-

Once more, the New Testament sets forth
the Comforter as the Christian’s help 111
prayer. “ Praying in the Holy Spirit,” says
Jude. It is in the power of the Spirit the
Christian prays; and the efficacy’, of prayer
is aided by that same divine Helper and Ad­
vocate. As the apostle says in Rom. 8: ~ >
“ The Spirit also helpeth our infirmity; iQI
we know not how to pray as we ought; bu
the Spirit himself maketh intercession 1°
us with groanings which cannot be utter
ed,” that is, expresses for us at the thro*’1-
of the heavenly grace what the heart fee s,

Oh, let us seek, by holy living and earnest
supplication, for a larger measure of this
divine endowment. In Old Testament story
the miraculous flow of oil ceased when the
widow had no more pots to bring; and the
reason why so many of us have so little of
the Spirit is because we have not held out
our vessels to be filled. Let us yield our­
selves more to the indwelling and out-work­
ing of the divine Spirit. As the bud, ex­
panding its petals at the sunrising, receives
the more of the sunshine and warmth of the
great orb of day; so in proportion as the
heart opens to receive and welcome and co­
operate with the Holy Spirit will the Spirit
be given in larger measure. What a won­
derful expression that is of the apostle’s
when he prays that they may be “filled with
all the fulness of God” ! It pictures our be­
ing in God and God in us. It is as when
you take a bottle and plunge it in the sea, it
is in the water; then draw the cork, and
speedily the water is in it. If thus we be
filled with all the grace and power God is
willing and waiting to bestow through the
Holy Spirit, then we shall be able to live
godly in this present evil world, and shall
be able to bring forth abundantly the fruit
of the Spirit “in all goodness and righteous­
ness and truth.”

2. is Our Attitude to the Bible Right? Thos. Hagger.

The word Bible comes from the Greek
word biblos, which means book. It is the
one writing in all the world worthy to be
called the Book. It is sometimes called the
Scriptures, and sometimes the Word of
God. It is read by Christ-loving people
everywhere, and in it they find comfort for
their times of sorrow, strength for their
hours of weakness, and always an inspira­
tion to high and noble living.

The attitude generally taken by those
congregations of Christians known as
Churches of Christ is in part that taken by
most believers, and in part it is peculiar to
them. But what is their attitude? Is it the
right one?
1. It is Accepted as the Word of God.

By this we do not mean that we believe
that every word in it is a word of God, but
that the writers were God-inspired for their
work (2 Peter 1: 21; 2 Timothy 3: 16, 17 ).

The moral grandeur of its teaching, the
fulfilment of its prophecies, the harmony of
its contents, and its influence among men
join with other things in demonstrating its
divine origin.

2. It is Recognised as a Book of Authority.
Not an authority in astronomy, geology,

or mathematics, but an authority in religion.
It is urged that its teaching shall be heeded
in all matters of faith and practice, that our
appeal shall constantly be to its statements,
and that we shall strive to speak where it
speaks, and to be silent where it is silent.
3. An Effort is Made to Rightly Divide It.

This is in harmony with Paul’s instruc­
tion to Timothy (2 Tim. 2: 15). Its two
great divisions are recognised—Old Testa­
ment and New Testament. And it is borne
in mind that as a testament is a will both
cannot be binding at one and the same time.
The Old is therefore read for example, and
the New for authority. This is why we do
not attempt to observe the Mosaic seventh-
day Sabbath, for that belongs to the Old,
and is never enjoined on Christians in the
New.

Jesus recognised a threefold division of
the Old Testament—Law, Prophets and
Psalms (Luke 24: 44).

The New Testament divides itself into
Gospels. Acts, Epistles, and Revelation.

Notes from

It is interesting to watch the development of a
crowd, even when one is detached but not disin­
terested. During this great effort I have been more
or less an onlooker at all meetings, and have tried
to analyse the situation as from time to time it has
presented different and varying phases. The ex­
citement merged into a deeper note of enthusiasm,
which this third week has been intensified as men
and women have sought and found the way of sal­
vation. And, in addition, there have been discern­
ible other features which have stirred. One has
been the increasing proportion of non-members of
the Churches of Christ. Preachers and church
workers of other communions have been present
in growing numbers—a testimony to the wideness
of interest created. These have not come merely
from curiosity, their reverent attention being note­
worthy; Some of them; without doubt, were hear
ing the plainness and simplicity of the gospel as
revealed in the New Testament as not before. The
effect must be to drive them to the Word if tliey
are in earnest. They cannot help being face to
face with the Word, for Bro. Kellems presents
scriptural authority for the plea he makes.

Another feature of interest has been the number
of men in the congregations. Men do think con­
cerning Christ, and are ready to investigate his
claims when fairly stated. Many have responded
to the invitation to accept Jesus as their Saviour;
one one evening six men. or lads over 18, respond­
ed, with three young women.

The attendances have not shown any decline,
nor have they shown any marked increase during
the third week. That does not mean that there
has been.any slackening of interest. The situation
is developing interestingly, for while church mem­
bers are finding it a convenient time to take a night
for rest now and then, their places in the audience
have been filled by those who are seeking a Sav­
iour. The number of decisions each night is in­
creasing. and the decisions are more evenly spread
over the week. This is evidence of the growth of
genuine interest.

Bro. Kellems calls himself a teacher. That
claim is justified by his work. Night after night
the message is doctrinal. I he gospel is presented
as sound doctrine, and the doctrine is ever the
gospel of Jesus Christ. One thing is certain, those
who attend the meetings will know Cod's will in
salvation clearly and definitely. That feature of
the preaching makes it difficult to secure “good
copy" from the newspaper standpoint, which does
not matter, the main thing being to win souls to
Christ.

A visit was paid to the Newport work shops on
Wednesday last, and over Goo nun gave an atten­
tive hearing to a very practical message.

I often turn to them for help in difficult situations,
and rarely fail to get a hint as to the right course
of procedure. There are many delicate questions
that arise at times in the relationship of the
preacher to the church, and Paul gives good coun­
sel, which seems to apply to modern problems. 1
have learned by experience "the work of an evan­
gelist” is not quite as simple as some people imag­
ine. To preach the gospel faithfully is not by any
means easy. Any true mail or woman can, of
course, bear witness to the Saviour’s grace and
power, tell the glad news of salvation, and testify
what God hath.done for the soul: but far more is
involved in “doing the work of an evangelist.”
Paul being my authority.

In these f'ttsloriil epistles a legacy of apostolic
warning and counsel has been left for the direc­
tion and comfort of the church, and the guidance’
of evangelists. A number of charges arc given to
Timothy which could only be efficiently discharged
l>y a course of study, which all must be prepared
to take, in some measure at least, to do the work
of an evangelist.
Charge Xo. I.

Erroneous doctrines, heresies, and oppositions of
science falsely so called, were to be met and an­
swered. This required Timothy to study Holy
Scripture, divine revelation, Christian evidence,
apologetics, and kindred subjects (1 Tim. 1: 3. 4).
Charge Xo. 2.

False teachers and philosophers were to be met
face to face in argument and discussion. Timothy
Was to be a defender of the faith. This called for
a study of church history, philosophy, logic and
Psychology, and human nature in general. ; Skill
was needed to confute, rebuke, exhort with all
long-suffering in his teaching and debate (1 Tim.
1: 18-20).
Charge Xo. 3.

Things that were wanting in the churches were
'0 be "set in order.” To direct, organise, superin­
tend the administration of the assemblies, and as-
S'st them in the choice of elders, deacons, deacon­
esses, and the like, was a big work. A careful
study of church order and discipline was impera­
tive. He learned much from Moses and the pro­
phets of Israel, and yet more from the apostles o
°Ur Lord (1 Tim. 5: 21, 22).
Charge Xo. 4.

Personal piety and godliness of no mean order
Were to be diligently cultivated. This made neces­
sary reading, meditation, prayer, communion, quiet
research and investigation of the mysteries of the
fospel. He had to take heed to himself so that
*ne Holy Spirit might have room to function in
his devotional and spiritual life (t.Tim. o: 1I-10).

Prohibition
A letter written from J. W. Webb, of California.

U.S.A., recently received by a brother in Mel­
bourne, contains the following:—

Drunkards do not deserve all the blame; it
must be shared by a ’ Christian’ Government, the
churches, the voters, who allow licensed tempta­
tions (bars and saloons), and tolerate the drink­
ing customs of society. That Christian statesman.
Gladstone, once said: ‘ The province of Govern­
ment is to make it as easy as possible to do good,
and as difficult as possible to do wrong’: but with
the liquor traffic—permitted, fostered, petted, and
largely for the purpose of raising revenue, and
protecting vested rights, and making fortunes out
of money soiled by sin. blistered by the tears of
widows and orphans, and stained by the blood of
its victims—it seems to be reversed: easy to do
wrong: difficult to do right and keep sober. Our
national constitution, the basic law of U.S.A., for­
bids the manufacture, sale, importation or exporta­
tion of intoxicants for beverage purposes: the
lawless, rapacious, conscienceless, heartless, re­
morseless King Alcohol dies hard: but the .Ameri­
can people will never repeal that law. Indeed, it

By the grace of God. the work of the dutrehes.
the votes of women, and decisions of our Courts,
we shall succeed. Already crimes resulting from
drink, poverty, alcoholic wrecks, .accidents, etc..

Where does the church stand in regard to the
drink traffic? If you question the Christian per­
sonally, in ninety-nine cases out of a hundred he
will affirm his hatred of the whole business; but
ask him to put forth personal effort or financial
support, and he at once becomes an iceberg. What
is the reason? Is it owing to the unpopularity of
the cause of temperance reform? If this is the
answer, does Christianity stand to-day for the
popular? And upon serious consideration we
must acknowledge that this is largely the case, al­
though it ought not to be so; for if there was
anything which Jesus Christ attacked during his
ministry, it was the popular in thought, customs,
and religion.

I know that someone will say that it was the
church which carried prohibition in the U.S.A., but
it was not until the movement had become popu­
lar, through the self-sacritice of many—the major­
ity of whom I grant were Christians—that the
ihurch as an organised body threw her weight into
the conflict.

Solomon said, " There is a way which seemeth
right unto a man, but the end thereof arc the ways
of death." and this is not merely true of individ­
uals, but also of institutions; and there is no single
thing which has such a dwarfing effect upon the
church to-day as this rail-siting policy.
The place of the church
is in the vanguard of every moral reform, and be­
fore we can have a church triumphant we must
have a church militant.
, The world is a-hunger to-day more than ever
for the message of the gospel: a message which,
if properly presented, means personal and tem­
poral emancipation as well as spiritual and eternal
salvation.

I take it that the Temperance Committee has
been appointed for a threefold purpose; firstly, to
express the prohibition conscience of our brother­
hood ; secondly, to organise our prohibition work­
ers, and resources; thirdly, to engage in a defin-
itely articulated mission wherever our churches
are situated.

The Kindergarten:
Arrangement of Room.

Emily C. Gill.
Teachers are often handicapped in their work

by having a Kindergarten room which is filled with
unnecessary furniture or lumber, and which has
to serve many other purposes as well—a club­
room, a tool-house, and even a kitchen. The first
thing to do is to clear the room of all movable
furniture, leaving only what is necessary for the
lesson. We need al! the available space for our
children. Those articles which cannot be removed
should be hidden from view by curtains or screens.
Large cupboards take up a lot of room, which can
ill be spared. To overcome Illis difficulty, if we
cannot have small cupboards built into the walls,
have them built on to the walls. These serve the
same purpose, and do not take up any of the chil­
dren's room. In this way we will make the best
of the space that is available, though always, of'
course, keeping the ideal building before us, and
working in the hope of one day having our desires
in that respect fulfilled.
Making the room attractive.

The room, however small, should be made as at­
tractive as possible. A child will have a much
greater respect for what we teach him if the sur­
roundings are helpful and beautiful. 1 he matter
of decoration needs some thought on the part of
the teacher. Flowers help to brighten a room, and
make it attractive to children. These little folk
are lovers of the beautiful, and can be encouraged
to do their part in the work by bringing flowers.
Teachers, as well as children, will do better work
in congenial surroundings.

In a room where every bit of space counts,
ledges on hinges can be attached to the window­
sills. These make excellent stands for Howers or
pot plants, and can be let down when not in use.
When it is not easy to obtain Howers, jars ot
water-creeper make good substitutes. These maj
be placed on small wooden brackets, fastened on
the wall.

Good pictures.
Pictures are another necessary decoration to the

room. Where the wall space is limited, only a few­
can be shown. Pictures that are to be kept per­
manently on the wall should be framed. But it
is well to have a change of pictures occasionally,
removing those that have adorned the walls for a
time, and substituting others that will be helpful
to illustrate the lessons for the coming quarter. A
frame with a removable hack will allow of a
change being made in this way. The pictures we
show Io the children should be good ones, suitable
in subject, and also in coloring; not gaudy or
crude. It is better to have good sepia or black and
white reproductions than poor productions ot
harsh coloring, and possessing no artistic merit.
We need to train our children to appreciate the
really beautiful.

Hats and coats.
The disposal of hats and coats is oftentimes a

problem. These must be taken from the children,
and need to be placed somewhere. \\ here a cloak
room is obtainable, no difficulty presents itself.
But to many teachers this is an unknown quantity.
Pees on the wall do not add to the atractiveness of
the room. If such be used, they should he hidden
from view by curtains. A better plan is to make
use of hat stands (home-made) which can be
easily removed from the room.

Fit yourself for usefulness by practising self­
denial. No one can master himself and others
until he has endured hardships and overcome un­
toward conditions.

The Teacher.
Once I was small, wistful, groping, helpless. To

me have stretched gentle, guiding hands, before
me have walked examples of courageous men and
women with alert and confident steps, and for mv
encouragement I have heard voices of those who
speak in tones of love, and the message of “ For­
ward,” while I, unconscious of their pains, follow­
ed. So is all childhood—inarticulate in its wish,
searching yet not knowing how to seek.

As once I was guided onward, let me now help
other little souls in the quest. Let me help to
show the touch of God on trees and cloud and
bird, in mine and brook and man’s immortal soul.
Together let us understand.

Then when those who were children have grown
to youth, and have learned to love the things that
speak of God, may I be content that they no longer
need my presence. This is my ample reward.—
“ The Church School.”

Bro. Oldfield, who is our first medical missionary
for India. This news will give great joy to our
missionaries in India.

Our American Missions in India.
Miss Mary Thompson has sent us a copy of the

News Leiter which is published quarterly by our
American brethren's missions in India. It tells of
special services held at all of the missions during
Easter week, with large attendances.

At Kulpahar church, the senior evangelist. Yak-
qub Ali. who has been a Christian for over thirty
years, told how he was converted from Islam by
reading and comparing the Bible with the Koran.

At Rath they have ten Sunday Schools for non­
Christian children. Mohammedans, and Hindus,
with a total attendance of from three hundred to
five hundred and fifty each Sunday. Through these
Sunday Schools an effort is being made to reach
every home in Rath.

At Harda, Miss Thompson’s station, they have
received £1000 from the Government towards the
building of a new High School in Harda.

At Mahoba. at 5.30 Easter morning, the entire
Christian community gathered on the church roof
for the Sunrise Prayer Meeting, the most inspir­
ing of all the Easter services. At the regular ser­
vice in the afternoon the invitation was extended,
and forty-one girls from the boarding school went
forward and confessed Jesus as their Saviour. Im-
medhtelv afterwards they were buried with their
Lord in baptism in the nearby lake. This picture,
with the congregation singing on the bank, made
the vtwl even more glorious than the sunrise
had been.

At Bina a Sunrise Prayer Meeting was held, and
five new Christians were received into the fellow­
shin of the church.

At Harda the Christian community began on
Good Friday morning at 8 o'clock with a jrayer
meeting at the church In the evening Mrs Jack-
son gave a lantern slide talk on the life of Christ.

PREVENTING DECLENSION.
Of Jude’s letter John Buchan wrote: "This is

the Epistle of one who might be termed ’Jude the
obscure,’ a private Christian, so pressed in spirit
at the activity, numbers and boldness of the ad­
versaries of the faith that he feels he must deliver
his soul." We might add that Jude felt impelled
also to call special attention to the preventatives
against stumbling, the neglect of which leaves the
best of men bereft or all security against declen­
sion and final destruction. Our only hope is in
“ God our Saviour through Jesus Christ our
Lord.” There is in verses 25 and 26 not only
’multum in parvo,” but the sum total of Christian
doctrine. No power on earth or in hell can de­
stroy the soul of one who heeds and keeps these
instructions, for he builds for eternity, links him­
self by prayer and love to omnipotence, and looks
for the mercy of his ever-living Lord. Here, then,
is a sure preventative against declension. “ Now
unto him that is able to guard you from stumbling,
and to set you before the presence of his glory
without blemish in exceeding joy, to the only God
our Saviour, through Jesus Christ our Lord, be
glory, majesty, dominion and power, before all
time, and now, and for evermore."
