We noted that a remark by a speaker at a 
recent public meeting seemed considerably 
to amuse the audience. He referred to the 
view that people begin to be old fogies at 
twenty-five. His statement was not in­
tended to be the pleasantry it was taken to 
be. He was but passing on the opinion of 
Prof. James, one of the world's greatest 
psychologists. In one of his best-known 
books Prof. James refers to a "law of econ­
omy" which operates in the acquisition of 
ideas of the mind. “In admitting a new 
body of experience, we instinctively seek to 
disturb as little as possible our pre-existing 
stock of ideas. We always try to name a 
new experience in some way which will as- 
simulate it to what we already know." Hav­
ing thus described the general law, the pro­
fessor goes on to refer to the outcome.

“In later life this economical tendency to leave 
the old undisturbed leads to what we know as 
‘old fogyism.’ A new idea or a fact which would

system of beliefs is always ignored or excluded 
from the mind in case it cannot be sophistically 
reinterpreted so as to tally harmoniously with 
the system. We have all conducted discussions 
with middle-aged people, overpowered them with 
our reasons, forced them to admit our conten­
tion, and a week later found them back as 
secure and constant in their old opinion as if 
they had never conversed with us at all. We 
call them old fogies; but there are young fogies, 
too. Old fogyism begins at a younger age than 
we think. I am almost afraid to say so, but 1 
believe that in the majority of human beings, it 
begins at about twenty-five?’

In 'his Stewart Lectures on "Modern 
Psychology," Dr. R. J. A. Berry, Profes­
sor of Anatomy in Melbourne University, 
dealt at length with the danger to the 
community from the presence of a large 
proportion of persons with undeveloped 
minds. .Apart altogether from those ordin­
arily regarded as feeble-minded there are 
great.numbers whose mental life is stunted 
or thwarted. The most dangerous group 
of mental defectives, it is said, are those 
who in physical appearance are in no way 
different from the intelligent man. and 
"not only in outward appearance, but in 
conversation and bearing, these people 

__  often pass for normal." "In about fifteen 
entail extensive re-arrangement of the previous per cent of a population brain growth 

ceases at, or about, the level of the four­
teenth year’’—in other words, their minds 
are closed, and they have begun to be "old 
fogies," not at twenty-five, but at fourteen.
Brain stops at fourteen!

Some readers may have a scorn for psy­
chologists—though the modern psychol­
ogist is often the most practical of men— 
so we consider the testimony of another. 
Readers of the public press must have 
been interested in Thomas A. Edison s 
lament on his inability to get good men for 
his business. In an article in “System" the 
great inventor writes:—

I had much less trouble getting good men 40 
years ago than 1 have to-day. The men of to­
day seem to lack imagination. I have examined 

1 800 men for positions in the last two years. I 
look 80 of them, and of that 80 only 35 have

A striking testimony to the value of 
Christian missions, made at a dinner to 
Mr. Crane, formerly American Minister to 
China, by a public man of distinction, Mr. 
Frederick W. Stevens, representative in 
Peking of the American Group of the 
China Consortium, deserves to be put on 
record. “I have come to believe," said Mr. 
Stevens, "that America's greatest contri­
bution to China, greater even than Amer­
ica's political friendship, is the work of the 
Christian missionaries in China. Moral re­
generation must precede any great political 
and industrial improvement. In all China 
there is not a single organisation, on a 
scale of importance, that aims at moral im­
provement, or that is calculated to bring it 
about, that is not traceable in its origin to 
the Christian missions. I have inquired 
among all kinds of people from all parts 
of China for such an activity of non­
Christian origin, without finding one. . . 
Sometimes J wonder," added Mr. Stevens, 
"if there may not some time travel up and 
down this great land, a Chinese John Wes­
ley—or, better still, a hundred of them— 
arousing to a high pitch the moral sense of 
the people, as John Wesley aroused the 
English people long ago."

Tinite note: "Lay hold of, or regain, your lost 
hold of the comfort of religion. From the be­
ginning of human history to the present time 
most of the greatest leaders of life have been 
convinced of its truth in virtue of their own in­
dividual experience, and have drawn strength 
from it. I am convinced, of a long acquaintance 
of neurotics, that those who are unable to stand 
alone require a Higher Power than themselves 
to lean upon, and that with few exceptions, they 
can only find that in religion.”

“Some weeks ago I received an urgent in­
vitation from Dr. Jonathan Goforth to visit 
China to work in the ‘Christian Army’ of Gene­
ral Feng. Dr. Goforth is probably the best 
known Missionary Evangelist in China, and has 
had the joy of seeing thousands of General 
Feng’s men confess Christ.

"This army is certainly the most remarkable 
military organisation since the days of Cromwell. 
General Feng, the leader of the army, was con­
verted a dozen years ago when (a major. He 
conceived the idea of building up a Christian 
army. He is now a general, with five generals 
under him, and has an army of 30,000 men just 
outside Peking. The latest report says that 
15,000 have become Christians. The men often 
march from drill singing Gospel hymns. Like 
Cromwell’s ‘Ironsides,’ they have never been de­
feated. A year or more ago, some 500 of the 
army held 10,000 heathens at bay for a consider­
able period, until reinforcement arrived and 
swept the enemy before them.

“I will appreciate it more than I can express 
in words if all who read these lines will pray 
earnestly for a great revival in China and for a 
gracious outpouring of God’s Spirit upon General 
Feng and his officers and men. Please pray also 
for God’s blessing upon our party as we journey 
to China and labor there.. My mother is now 
eighty-seven years of age, but the Lord can carry 
her safely to China and back to the Homeland 
once more.—“Australian Christian World.”

“The Emotion of Fear.”
At the recent medical congress in Melbourne 

Sir J. Macpherson, Professor of Psychiatry, Syd­
ney University, delivered a striking address on 
“The Emotion of Fear.” He said that many who 
suffer from some forms of mental disease bred 
of fear, “could be spared much of their suffering 
and more easily regain their lost stability if 
their methods of education and discipline were 
essentially different The apparent object and 
aims of modern education are towards a purely 
material . prosperity, and the great realities of 
life are ignored. “The serious defect in modern 
education is. that it neglects the teaching of men­
tal self-disciphnc, and sets no standard of higher 
values. The art of forgetting what is useless 
and injurious, and concentrating on what is es­
sential and profitable, if properly inculcated in 
youth would revolutionise the mental health and 
efficiency of the people. The first advice he would 
offer to the numbers of potential neurotics liable 
to be swept off their feet at any moment was, 
Lead a physiological life. Avoid the hectic 
pleasures of modern civilisation. Shun excesses 
of all kinds, and respect the health of the bodv 
and its functions, for upon that depends largely 
the health of the mind. 1 he second advice, per­
haps more difficult of attainment, he gave in the 
forcible, rugged words of Carlyle—‘The first duty 
of a man is still that of outdoing fear ’ ”

tember 1 occurred. Sixty-live per cent, of Tokyo 
was destroyed. Yokohama, a city of 400.000. was 
entirely destroyed. In Tokyo alone 97,000 bodies 
have been disposed of, 410,613 buildings were 
destroyed, and a million and a half people ren­
dered homeless—and most of them helpless. 
Thirty-four church buildings and a number of 
mission homes were burned.

Most marvellous to relate, the Yotsuya mission 
did not lose a life or a building—although a few 
of our members were wounded and nearly all 
our twelve buildings in the city and suburbs 
were damaged. Several of our buildings are 
sheltering refugees. Supplies of our books on 
sale in three bookstores were all lost. Possibly 
our printing-press was destroyed. We can not 
hear from it. Food supplies were cut off. We 
are ordering food from America. Of course there 
is great suffering and an overwhelming need of 
assistance. Literally millions need help. This 
mission will serve as almoner for those who wish 
us to do so. The method of help is not important. 
Help somehow, and do not forget that perishing 
souls need at least as much help as perishing 
bodies. They help best who help soonest.—W. D. 
Cunningham.

A Baptist Greatheart.
Under the appropriate heading of “Our Bap­

tist Greatheart;' the “Australian Baiptislt’ of 
Nov. 27 deals at length with the life and work 
of Dr. John Clifford. “ ‘ r " ‘ „
paragraphs:—

A great prophet has fallen in Israel, and the 
whole Baptist world, while not mourning the 
death of Dr John Clifford, who has passed from 
this life full of years and honour, will pay 
tribute to his greatness and goodness as a ser­
vant of God.

Dr. Clifford, in our estimation, was the great­
est man in England since the death of Gladstone, 
and the greatest Baptist of the present century, 
at least. Mr. Lloyd George said of him a few 
years ago, "I would sooner have John Clifford's 
conscience than that of any man in England.’’ 
Conscience is said by Shakespeare to make 
cowards of us all. John Clifford, at least, was 
an exception to that rule. His conscience made 
him courageous for the truth and valiant to 
defend the faith.

He was a man who never turned his back, but 
always marched breast forward. It has been 
said of him: “Clifford never looks round to see 
who is following. If he believes a cause to be 
right he marches straight on, oblivious of every­
thing but duty.” Was there ever a leader who 
more perfectly combined in his nature and 
character the fearlessness of the lion and the 
transparent simplicity of a little child? At heart 
he was always a child. He lived on the sunny- 
side of life’s street, radiated Christian optimism, 
and was in the true succession of the world’s 
patriarchs, prophets, and apostles.

The “Australian Baptist” also publishes an 
article by Mr. A. C. Gardiner who speaks of 
Dr. Clifford as “the last of the Puritans” and 
refers to the fascinating story of his life.

"What story is more fascinating, more full of 
wholesome stimulus than that of his eager pur­
suit of knowledge under difficulties—working in 
the mill all day. studying far into the night: 
taking—mow a youth—his theological course at 
Leicester, and, having started on that fifty years' 
ministry at Westbourne Park, not sinking down 
into a comfortable rut, but setting out bravely 
to London University to lay the foundations that 
circumstances had deneid him. And well he laid 
them, working all the time at his pastorate—B.A. 
in 1861: B.Sc., with honors in Logic, Moral 
Philosophy, Geology, and Palaeontology, in 1862:

Let us also take Paul's advice and turn on the 
Divine searchlight, by asking ourselves 
questions and answering them according 
light of truth as contained in holv writ.

“Neighbor, vour cow has been in my 
garden seven times, and I have driven it out:

“What will you do?" said the neighbor.” “Well, 
I will drive it home again.” How does this fit 
in our feelings? More often it is wiser to hide 
another’s faults than to magnify them. Like the

ful questioning the children may be led to an­
swer in the exact words of the hymn. The 
teacher will then repeat the whole verse to 
the children, who listen with closed eyes—the 
advantage of this being that nothing distracts 
their attention from what the teacher is sav­
ing. Children may then repeat it line by line 
after the teacher, and then once in concert with 
her. Then, while the pianist plays the hymn, 
the children listen to the piano saying the 
words. While it is played a second time, the 
leader and helpers may sing it to the children, 
or the children may hum the tune. Then they 
are ready to sing it themselves. If it has been 
played a Sunday or .two previously during the 
"before school period,” the children will be more 
familiar with the tune. To help the primary 
children in memorising the words, they should 
be written on the blackboard before the after­
noon service. During expression work period, 
the children may make a booklet, and copy in 
it the words. This can be taken home, and the 
words of the hymn learned during the week.

The Kindergarten—Order of Service.

Emily C. Gill.
It is most important that the kindergarten ser­

vice shall be well-planned and carefully arranged 
beforehand. But the arrangement must not be so 
rigid that it cannot he altered when necessity 
arises. I he arrangement of the service will de­
pend mainly on the lesson. The order of service 
should be simple and free from monotony. The 
exercises should be brief, for the young child 
cannot concentrate his attention on the one thing 
for any length of time. Hymns, action songs, and 
linger plays should alternate with prayers and 
conversation; and birthday and cradle roll exer­
cises, and other social activities should be inter­
spersed with these. Provision should be made for 
the physical activity of the child, and some form 
of physical movement, e.g., an action song, finger 
play, or march should be introduced before any 
exercise that necessitates long sitting.

Emphasising the main thought.
In order to obtain the greatest good from the 

service, the different items should centre round 
the main thought of the lesson. Hymns, prayers, 
and conversation should aid the thought that we 
desire to convey to the child. Some of the prayers 
may be taught by repeated use, but petitions for 
the sick, the absent ones, the parents, the cradle 
roll babies, the birthday child, the children in 
other lands, the missionaries, and for a special 
service—as an anniversary—should 
have a place in the service.

This definition appears 
in the Authorised Version as follows: “Now' 
faith is the substance of things hoped for the 
evidence of things not seen.” Dr. Moffatt gives 
this rendering, ‘Now faith means we are con­
fident of what we hope for, convinced of what we 
do not see.
. V. n®'v P.rinc!Ple in the world, because 
it was faith that inspired the heroism and self- 
sacrifice of the saints who lived under the old 
dispensation. \\ e, having better promises and a 
better covenant than they, ought not to fall be­
hind in the exercise of the same faith by which 
they lived.

INSTANCES OF FAITH.
.dbcl (v. 4). The element of faith in Abel’s 

sacrifice made it more excellent than Cain’s.
Enoch (vv. 5, 6). Enoch’s translation was the 

reward of his faith. "Before his translation he 
had this testimony, that he pleased God.” It 
is impossible to please God without faith: “for 
he that cometh to God must believe that he is, 
and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently 
seek him.” This is a divine "must”. Some thing’s 
there may be, but faith there must be 1

Noah (v. 7). “By ,faith Noah . . . pre­
pared an ark to the saving of his house”. He 
believed God, took him at his word, and did what 
he commanded, when such things were quite out 
of fashion. As well as preaching- righteousness, 
and passing God’s warnings on to the people, 
he translated his faith into action, and so con­
demned the world.

Abraham and Sara (vv. 8?ig)._ "By faith 
Abraham . . . obeyed”. True faith is never 
disobedient. God always rewards fidelity. Ab­
raham “went out, not knowing whither he went", 
but God knew, and directed his steps. "By faith 
he sojourned”. His life on earth was but a pil­
grimage, and heaven was his home. Sara, “in 
spite of her earlier and natural incredulity”, be­
came the happy mother of Isaac,. because 
she judged him faithful who had promised.

Tn old St. .George’s church at Eisenach, Ger­
many, where Martin Luther preached in 15’1 the 
Lutherans of the world assembled in August for 
their first world conference. National hatreds were 
forgotten and spiritual unity was the prevailing 
theme of the conference. One hundred and fifty 
delegates represented twenty nations. Mr. H. J. 
Stub, of St. Paul, Minn., was president of the 
conference. The conference expects to meet again 
in 1927 and at that time hopes to organise a uni­
fied Lutheran church throughout the world. Such 
a church,’they claim, would have a membership 
of 80,000,000, and be the greatest Protestant church 
on the earth.

Kellems men­
tioned that he had been asked by the brethren 
in America to find out all about the examination 
system, for they wished to introduce it in the 
Bible Schools in that land. He quickly found 
that the prizes had been won in many cases by 
the sons, daughters, nephews or nieces of 
preachers, and commented on the fact.

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South America Ready for a 
School Advance.

Brazil, Uruguay, Argentina, Chile, Peru and 
the Canal Zone were visited in the four months’ 
trip recently completed by W. C. Pearce. L.H.D., 
Associate General Secretary of the World’s Sun­
day School Association. The report which comes 
from Mr. Herbert S. Harris, General Secretary of 
the Brazil Sunday School Union, is typical of 
the work accomplished in the other countries. 
Evangelism as well as general Sunday school 
work was advanced in each locality visited.

The three points especially emphasised in Dr. 
Pearce’s public addresses were; first, that the only 
hope of the world is in the Christian education of 
its masses during the period of childhood; second, 
the necessity of pushing Sunday school work into 
the outlying districts and frontier communities 
through organising mission Sunday schools; 
third, the necessity of preparing an efficient leader­
ship both for the local schools and for the work 
of promoting the movement in general These 
ideals were forcefully presented in all the places 
visited and left a profound impression upon both 
missionaries and native Christians who were pre­
sent. Effective plans have already been put into 
operation in a number of the centres and Peru is 
arranging to form a National Sunday School As­
sociation as has been done in Argentina and 
Brazil.

In Sao Paulo three workers’ conferences were 
held on three evenings, two of them in the “Salao 
Nobre” of MacKenzie College, the third in the 
Y.M.C.A. building. On Sunday morning a rally 
was held in the "Cinema Republica ” said to be 
the largest auditorium in South America, at which 
over 3,coo persons were present. Remarkable in­
terest" was evidenced from the fact that all the 
Protestant churches and Sunday schools gave up 
their morning services that they might unite, pro­
bably the only time that such an event has oc­
curred in the history of evangelism in anv large 
city in Brazil.

While a student at the Midland Baptist College, 
Leicester, John Cliflord was frequently invited to 
supply the pulpits of various churches.

September 2, 1855, 
to June 15, 1856, as £7/19/8—an average of 2/2J/. 
for 73 sermons. .Altogether, from 1855 until Oc­
tober 1858, he received £68/19/7. One of his super­
lative pleasures at college was on Saturdays to 
race up to the old bookstall in Leicester market 
in the hope of arriving first and securing the 
bargains."

A large gathering of men from Melbourne and 
suburban churches met in Lygon St. chapel on 
Monday evening last.

Edwards was 
thanked for complying with the request to state 
his case.

Great 
crowds are gathering to hear the Gospel, on some 
nights 300 men standing outside listening. It is 
hoped, ere the mission closes, to have a member­
ship of at least too housed in their own building, 
and a self-supporting church with its own resident 
preacher. ,

Great Bible Lovers.
,\ writer in the "Recorder'’ tells how a group 

< f Christian people talked of the favorite passages 
of great Bible-lovers. One told us of Robert 
Louis Stevenson, who thought most highly of 
the 58th chapter of Isaiah—that great chapter 
with its demand of self-denying service to the 
poor and unfortunate, with its fine scorn of the 
religion that is merely a matter of rite and ob­
servance. Another -told us of the associations of 
the thirteenth chapter of 1 Corinthians with 
Henry Drummond. A third reminded us of Sir. 
J. M. Barrie’s reference to his mother, Margaret 
Ogilvy. She had read the 14th chapter of St. 
John so often that her Bible opened of its own 
accord at that favorite place, and Barrie tells us 
that when she lay dying, being no longer able 
to read it, she raised it to her lips and kissed it. 
A fourth brought to our notice Daniel Webster, 
the great American lawyer, who thought that 
the noblest passage in the Bible was Habakkuk’s 
great message: “For though the fig-tree shall 
not blossom, neither shall fruit be in the vines; 
the labor of the olive shall fail, and the fields 
shall yield no meat; the flock shall be cut off 
from the fold, and there shall be no herd in the 
stalls; yet will I rejoice in the Lord, I will joy 
in the God of my salvation.”
