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Bible Things in Bible Words.

TO instructed disciples the words of
our heading will be familiar.

“We choose to speak of Bible
things by Bible words,” wrote the illustrious
author of one of our best-known books,
"The Christian System,” “because we are
always suspicious that' if the word is not
in the Bible, the idea which it represents is
not there; and always confident that the
things taught by God are better taught in
the words and under the names which the
Holy Spirit has chosen and appropriated,
than in the words which man’s wisdom
teacheth.”

“For several years past I have tried to
speak on such subjects only in the language
of inspiration; for it can offend no one to
say about these things just what the Lord
himself has said. In this Scriptural style
of speech all Christians should be agreed.
It cannot be wrong—it cannot do harm. If
I come to the passage, ‘My Father is greater
than I,’ I will quote it, but will not stop to
speculate upon the inferiority' of the Son.
If I read, ‘Being in the form of God he
thought it not robbery to be equal with God,’
I will not stop to speculate upon the con-
substantial nature of the Father and the
Son. I will not linger to build a theory on
such texts, and thus encourage a speculative
and wrangling spirit among my brethren.
I will present these subjects only in the
words which the Lord has given to me. I
know he will not be displeased if we say
just what he has said. Whatever opinions
about these and similar subjects I may have
reached, in the course of my investigations.
if I never distract the church of God with
them, or seek to impose them on my breth­
ren, they will never do the world any harm.

“I have the more cheerfully resolved on
this course because the Gospel is a system
of facts, commands, and promises, and no
deduction or inference from them, however
logical or true, forms any* part of the Gos-
pe'i of Jesus Christ. No heaven is promised

to those who hold them, and no hell is
threatened to those who deny them. They
do not constitute, singly or together, any
item of the ancient and apostolic Gospel.

"While there is one faith, there may be
ten thousand opinions; and hence, if believ­
ers are ever to be one. they must be one in
faith, and not in opinion. When certain sub­
jects arise, even in conversation or social
discussion, about which there is a contrariety
of opinion and sensitiveness of feeling.
speak of them in the words of the Scrip­
tures. and no offence will be given, and no
pride of doctrine will be encouraged. We
may even come, in the end. by thus speak­
ing the same things, to think the same
things.

“For several years past I have stood
pledged to meet the religious world, or any
part of it, on the ancient Gospel, and order
of things as presented in the words of the
Book. This is the foundation on which
Christians once stood, and on it they can.
and ought to. stand again. From this I can­
not depart to meet any man. or any set of
men in the wide world. While, for the
sake of peace and Christian union. I have
long since waived the public maintenance of
any speculation I may hold, yet not one
Gospel fact, commandment or promise will
I surrender for the world!”

A modern approval.
The foregoing is from the pen of an old

disciple. But the plan evidently appeals
to the young also. The May issue of “The
World Cali.” just to hand, is a "Youth
Number." It contains a number of ar­
ticles by young disciples in American col­
leges and universities. One of the writers
refers to the union of the "Reformers" and
"Christians.” to which Mr. John McCart­
ney refers in the above letter, and approv­
ingly quotes Elder John Smith’.- words, as
follow: "Are there no differences of opin­
ion between you and the ‘Reformers’?"
asked some of the dissatisfied brothers. An­
swering. Smith said. "We do not know, nor

are we concerned to know; we have never
asked them what their opinions were, nor
have they asked ns. I f they have opinions
different from onrs they are welcome to
have them, providing they do not endeavor
to impose them upon us as articles of faith;
and they say the same to us." "Thus,' says
the student contributor, “we have a con­
crete example of our plea for unity and its
realisation, to some degree, in the early his­
tory of our church. Opinion was not made
the test of Christian fellowship. The unity
which our founders advocated was based
upon the authority of Christ and the terms
which he laid down as the condition of sal­
vation : or the essentials of Christianity as
revealed by the Holy Scriptures."

It appears then that the principles enunci­
ated by our pioneers appeal still to our
veteran leaders and to the educated youths
in Universities who will be our future lea­
ders.

With the foregoing there will be fairly
general agreement amongst our people.
Sometimes our theory and our practice do
not harmonise as they should. While for
ourselves we do not think that the principle
of using Bible names and phrases will do
so much as some writers appear to believe,
we are glad to acknowledge that on the
whole our people have found the rule to
work well. Sometimes the working of the
rule is interfered with by the putting of an
unscriptural content into a Scriptural
phrase; e.g., the recognition of Jesus as
“Son of God" with the implication that he
is son, or divine, only in the same sense as
we may be: this is not to acknowledge but
to deny his claims. However, we are in
most cordial agreement with the putting of
Bible things in Bible words. The practice
of this, especially if we combine with it
liberty of opinion, will preserve the unity
which exists and pave the way for a still
larger measure of union.

A summary view of the “whole scheme
of union and co-operation" was put by
Alexander Campbell into one period: “Let
the Bible be substituted for all human
creeds; facts, for definitions; things, for
words; faith, for speculation ; unity of faith.
for unity of opinion ; the positive command­
ments of God, for human legislation and
tradition; piety, for ceremony; morality, for
partisan zeal; the practice of religion, for
the mere profession of it: and the work is
done.”

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Youth Looks at Itself from the Pulpit.

My experience as pastor of the Christian
Church at Promise City has been the out­
standing event of my life, and I trust that
I may be permitted to continue my service
there' at least until 1 finish my course in the
College of the Bible at Drake University.

In my religious thinking I am probably
what our elders would call a fundamentalist.
I believe in the virgin birth, and I believe
the Bible is the inspired word of God. 1 low-
cver I am a student of biology and chem­
istry’ at Drake, and I am taking astronomy
also. I do not believe there is any necessary
conflict between science and religion. 1 look
through a telescope and behold the glory of
God." 1 look through a microscope and be­
hold the same thing.

I don’t preach very much to my young
people. I save my sermons for the adults.
The younger generation needs to be loved
more than preached to, not with a love that
expresses itself in fur coats and automobiles,
but with a love that understands and wants
to help solve its problems.

When we talk of the careless abandon
with which young people face the problems
of life, do we think of the army of boys
and girls who arc working their way
through college, or working in the daytime
and going to school four or five nights a
week? Boys and girls who are doing that
are much too busy to do either themselves
or the world very much harm.

As for the so-called “college menace,’’ I
have attended two universities, the latter
of which, Drake, has an enrolment of more
than 2,000 boys and girls. 'Among so
many students naturally there are some who
have low ideals, but, personally, I have
never known a girl who smoked or drank.
and I have never met that semi-mythical in­
dividual. the campus sheik, who carries a
liquor flask on his hip. Seventy-five per
cent, of the students at Drake work part
time to earn money with which to defray
all or a part of their college expenses.
These young people know the value of a
dollar and they are not spending any very
considerable part of their earnings in riot­
ous living.

I continent men and women throughout
the country are continually giving out in­
terviews about our "jazz generation ” The
boys and girls of to-day didn’t make the
world they live in. The older generation
made it for them, and I believe the older
generation is equally responsible with the
new for any jazz tendencies in our day If
fathers and mothers would give more time
and attention to their children, if they would
try harder to understand them and attempt
to be real pals and companions with them
I am certain many of the tragedies of our
day, in which unfortunate boys and girls
go astray, would be averted. And just as
soon as the church awakens to the fact'that 

the young people of this restless a<*e
seeking real spiritual guidance, more th?
the church is now supplying, just as "
as the church studies and understands youth
then the young people will pay greater heed
to the churches.

Young people to-day are rebels. Thev
rebel at the church, war, industrial and
social conditions—and in their revolt they
are raising questions which, if rightly
handled, will mean much to the next genera­
tion. For their problems must be solved
and the answers will be guideposts to young
people of the future.

The problem of the church to-day in re­
gard to young people is a question of ap­
proach, of understanding, of kindly, con­
siderate help. Once young people find that
the attitude of the church toward them is
sympathetic rather than harsh, they will
flock to it in ever-increasing numbers for
help in solving their problems.

I intend to devote my best thought and
effort in the years just ahead to proving
mistaken the folks who think our youth—
the modern dreamers of dreams—are going
to the eternal bow-wows. Never were the
ideals of youth in general purer and loftier
than to-day. Never was the dream more
worthy of the dreamer. A worthy dream,
or ambition, should have first place in the
life of every boy and girl. And the youth
must strive to be worthy of the dream.
There came one time to Jesus a rich young
ruler who had a feeble dream of eternal
life. When Jesus told him what he must
do, he turned away, unworthy of the dream.

We know we must possess perseverance.
We know how hard it is to keep true to a
dream when so many other things clamor
for our time! How difficult to remain
steadfast when the more glittering and sha ■
low things of the moment call! For J
takes courage to go on when the way >■
rough, when the gleam seems enveloped m
darkness. ., •

We know we must have faith—fait" 1

" the preacher. He had two charts
hanging over the platform, presenting lists
of kings and other historical data of the
period"of the kings of Israel and Judah.
The sermon was one of a long series, in
which Bro. Medbury was taking his Sun­
day evening congregation through the Bible.
1 listened to him, and looked at the great
crowd, in astonishment. That a large audi­
ence would gather week by week to hear a
solid serial exposition of the history of the
Bible was difficult to believe. I expressed
my wonder to Bro. Medbury afterwards, in
one of those awkward compliments which, I
presume, we are all guilty of giving now
and then—a compliment which, instead of
finding utterance as I meant it to do,
sounded as if I were surprised that Bro.
Medbury could hold such an audience.
However, he took it very graciously, and I
did not then, nor have I since, had any
doubt of his surpassing power in attracting
an audience, no matter what subject he dis­
cussed. As a matter of fact, I attributed
the result more to Bro. Medbury’s power
than to the interest of the people in the
word of God. 1 decided that it might be
all right for him, in his sermons, to carry
through an extensive plan of Bible study,
but that we lesser men would find such an 
attempt end in humiliating failure.

Consequently, though I gave a message
roni the word every time I preached, and

■onietinies had a serial study extending over
tree or four sermons, I yielded for years

.ast ycar [ determined, as a means of
’’'’serving the work of Bro. P. R. Baker in

our tent mission, to embark on a somewhat
elaborate scheme of Bible instruction in the
tegular services. The outline was care­
fully prepared from the beginning, and was
followed consistently throughout. The an­
nouncement read (perhaps it was rather
ambitious), “Do you know your Bible?
Would you like to understand it better? A
complete course of Bible instruction will be
presented during the winter months on ‘The
History and Doctrines of the Bible.’ Come.
Bring Bibles. Bring notebooks.” The ac­
companying diagram, which followed some
suggestions in Sweeney’s Book of Diagrams,
was prepared and printed in a folder for
distribution among the people. A large
calico duplicate of the chart, attractively
done in colors, was used on the platform in
the course of the sermons. None of the
addresses was a chart sermon; the chart
was used merely for the purpose of getting
ourselves located in the course of Bible
History, and of binding the studies into a
unity. Thirty sermons were preached on
fifteen Sundays. The entire course of
Bible History, and much substantial Bible
doctrine, were passed under review.

With regard to the manner in which each
day’s work was set out, it may be of in­
terest to state that as far as possible the
subjects were paired, the morning address
dealing with a general period, and the even­
ing sermon centring on some definite fea­
ture of the same period. Thus one day’s
subjects were “The Patriarchs” and “The
Conversion of Jacob.” Another’s “Judges
and Kings” and “The Far-reaching In­
fluence of a Wicked Life” (Jeroboam “who
made Israel to sin”).

And the people—how did they take it?
The results rather astonished us. The audi­
ences began to grow. Brethren who had
been all their lives in Glenferrie said that
never were such consistently large audiences
seen here. During the course of the ad­
dresses many people read the suggested
portions of Scripture each week, in pre­
paration for the next sermons. A number 
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of folk brought note-books and took notes
throughout. As soon as the course was
finished the audiences dropped back to nor­
mal in a disconcerting way. The same prea­
cher was preaching too.

Naturally we resolved to try again this
year. Another course of serial addresses
was outlined. We are in the middle of the
series now. The method of approach is
quite different from that of last year. But
the idea of giving definite and comprehen­
sive Bible study is kept steadily in view.
The course provides for three morning ad­
dresses on “How the Bible Came to Us”;
three more on “God's Unfolding Purpose in
the Bible”; four on “Bible Characters,”
illustrating God’s unfolding purpose in the
Bible, and finally three in exposition of the
Book of Hosea. The evening sermons in­
clude ten on the Ten Commandments, ex­
pounding one each evening, and four ser­
mons in exposition of the Book of Acts.

A splendid interest is being displayed in
this second series. The sermons on the Ten
Commandments seem to be attracting spec­
ial attention. For the first time in years
we have had to increase, on two occasions,
the seating capacity of our building. True,
on these occasions there were other special
features, which helped to swell the crowd.
But we have had those special features in
other years, and smaller audiences.

It may be that this story of an experi­
ment in preaching may have some things of
interest to the many among us whose work
in life is to preach the Word.

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American Bible Society Praises
Disciples.

The following news item recently appeared in
the "Boston Evening Transcript,” U.S.A.:—

It is the judgment of the American Bible Society
that the Disciples of Christ made a record during
February which surpasses anything of the kind
ever achieved by a religious body, or any group
of people. It was suggested by one of the Chris­
tian and Disciples leaders that during the twenty­
eight days of February individuals read the twenty­
eight chapters of the Acts of the Apostles. The
purpose was not merely to make Christians. famil­
iar with the book, but to bring into Disciples’ mem­
bership as many recruits as possible.

At first it was supposed that 50,000 copies of
the book in question would be ample. Disciples
sent forth as a slogan this: “A Chapter a day
keeps the Tempter away.” Almost before the
month opened 155,000 copies of the Acts were
solicited. The society had no such stock in hand,
and was compelled to call on its agencies, some in
other countries. Even then not enough copies
were secured, although more than 200,000 were
furnished. 1 It is estimated that the readers reached
500,000 in number. Already, Disciples have reaped
tangible results in new members.
Home Missionary Need.

Dr. S. Parkes Cadman thinks there is need for
some Home Mission work in the country yet.

play is regarded as an established success!

The Greater Task.
The considerations set out in the foregoing para­

graph (continues “The Christian”) arc indicative
of a national condition such as can hardly fail to
arouse profound disquiet. If a high moral stan­
dard cannot be maintained cither by official mea­
sures of a protective character, or by any appeal
to general public opinion, wherein does the anti­
dote lie? It is generally assumed that debasing
books and entertainments arc the cause of a low
moral standard; and, of course, they inevitably
tend in that direction. But may it not be true
that these undesirable productions arc a conse­
quence of low standards, and that the real remedy
must be sought elsewhere than in repressive pro­
posals? A deep-seated moral canker can be cured
only by recourse to the Great Physician, the Lord
Jesus Christ himself. A national Revival may
not yet be in sight (though such a movement of
the Spirit can rarely be foreseen) ; and the efforts
requisite to call the whole nation back to God
certainly require more than human energy. Never-

Nothing but deep devotion on
the part of the Christian church can counter such
appeals.

Public Morals.

The prevalence of wanton impropriety in recent
books and stage-plays is causing great anxiety to
many, and the London Council for Public Morality
recently made certain proposals to the Home Sec­
retary with a view to counteracting the evil (says
the London "Christian”). In a reply published
a few days ago, however, Sir Wm. Joynson Hicks
expressed the opinion that the administrative
changes proposed by the Council would not, in
operation, have the desired effect. While recog­
nising that ample reason exists for uneasiness in
regard to the matters under notice, Sir William
remarks:—

The cure for this state of things is a stronger
public opinion because it is the strength of public
ommon against he production of plays and books
of immoral tendency which ultimately determines
the standard.

mend the best lawyer in some legal matter; an­
swer the many questions—sometimes foolish and
unlearned—which his supposed learning and au­
thority qualify him to answer. And he must ex­
pect to be measured by high intellectual standards.

I
do not think he is called upon to meet every in­
tellectual challenge of the day; to solve all the
peculiar problems of the time; or to present a
remedy for social, economic, industrial and other
ills. He is to present Christ to men. To do so
he must be a seer, with a mind illumined with the
vision of divine and eternal things. He must be
a prophet—a forthteller of the truth of God, as
revealed in the written word, and in the living
Word which came down from heaven.

Spiritual experience essential.
1 he ability of the preacher to meet this dual

demand will depend upon his own spiritual ex­
perience. We may talk on things we ourselves
are not experiencing. Urge others to a standard

It is demanded of us that
we get up and speak, and often we force ourselves
to the task. The crowded duties, of life; the
care of other things, and our physical weakness,
have handicapped us with our message.

The first concern of the preacher should be his
own spiritual preparation for his ministry in divine
things. He should counsel more with the Lord
than with the theologians of the present or the
past. 'Extra time spent in prayer will more than
compensate for the less time spent on psychology.
On his knees gazing at the cross will do more for
him than scaling mountains and looking at the
stars It will be easier to talk with men after
the vision of God. Moses spent eighty years pre-
paring for forty years of service. Jesus was
thirty years in the quiet places of life getting-read)
for three years of public ministry. Saul con­
ferred not’with flesh and blood, but went away
into Arabia. As a giant refreshed he came back
to the strenuous ministry of the after oa.is.

If the preacher is to meet the claims of his high
calling his greatest concern must be the care of
his own spiritual life. The temptations of hts
life are subtle and strong. He can only exorcise
the devil' from the lives of others as he wins the
victory over him in his own life. He must keep
under his body and bring that mtn subjectmn. lest
having preached to others, he should become a
castaway.
Three essentials.

For the preacher there .are three essentials to
spiritual preparation for his life service.
First.—The Quid Hour for Communion with God.

The Catholic monastery, the convent, the period 
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for retreat are the expressions of this need. The
preacher must be in tune with the infinite. Only
thus can he hope to bring harmony amid the dis­
cords of life. J The incessant demands upon his
time, the clarion calls of varied duties, in addi­
tion to constitutional, temperamental, and other
disabilities, make this no easy accomplishment. The
age is restless. Inclination and environment arc
the enemies of the quiet hour. The preacher is
out late attending meetings, or up late reading
some interesting book, maybe preparing some ad­
dress. To compensate for lost sleep he docs not
rise with the dawn—at least, not often. If he
should be early awake, and astir for the day, there
may be a job in the garden or household duties
awaiting him. If this were a confessional I am
sure we would all admit our failure in this regard.
The literary charm of our message, the conform­
ity to rules of rhetoric and composition, the ob­
servance of homiletical standards: these have often
concerned us far more than the spiritual power
which can only come in richest experience through
our waiting upon God. Jesus loved the quiet.
He made opportunities for retirement. Every
great crisis of his life was faced through the at­
mosphere of prayer. That should be our experi­
ence too. It is not lost time waiting upon God.
If we, with each new day, face the eternal, the
divine, the spiritual, we will be better able to re­
spond to the challenge of our task, and better pre­
pared to face the audience which waits upon our
message.

“Begin the day with God; •
Kneel down to him in prayer:

Lift up thy heart to his abode.
And seek his presence there.”
Second.—Devot ionol Study.

There is study which increases knowledge; re­
search which strengthens mental powers: investi­
gation, which gives intellectual satisfaction. All
this may be desirable and helpful in the work of
ministering. A man may be a better preacher be­
cause of the influence exerted in this direction.
But there is study which means the enriching of
the spirit, the supply of soul need. It is the re­
search which leads to introspection—the self-
examination which is profitable to all who honestly
practise it.

The preacher should study the Bible devotion-
ally. He should first of all seek the message it
has for himself. The psalmist declared. “I have
more understanding than all my teachers, for thy
testimonies are my meditation.” “I will meditate
in thy precepts, I will have respect unto thy word.”
“While I was musing the fire burned.” Paul's
word to Timothy was. “Meditate on these things,
give thyself wholly to them.” Too often the
Bible has been for us an arsenal from which to
draw bombs to throw into the ranks of our the­
ological enemies. We have been satisfied to use
it as a rule for measuring the correctness of doc­
trine. We have studied its law. acquainted our­
selves with its history, become familiar with its
prophecy. We could' possibly pass a creditable
recitation in its facts, commands, promises and
warnings. But how much time do we honestly
spend in heart meditation upon the word of God?
It is an apostolic injunction to desire the sincere
milk of the word—and we are satisfied with skim
milk.

Frequently we preach sermons, give addresses.
and have no message for our hearers. They ask
for bread and we give them a stone. We may be
complimented upon our talk, but there is no re­
sponse in the way of renewed devotion to Christ
and deeper consecration to his service. We have
used the Scripture as an encyclopedia for sermon
construction, rather than a granary for drawing
food supplies for the soul. The inspired Scrip­
ture is profitable . . . that the man of God
may be perfect.

The Sponge Diver.
Most of us think of an animal as something that

lias four legs and can walk, run, and skip about,
and by a "small animal” we mean a rabbit or
squirrel, or mouse. But I am going to tell you
about one smaller than any of these, which hasn’t
any legs which w.c can see, and so stays in one
place; in fact, he really cannot move about, for
very early in his life he is fastened to a rock or
something firm in the ocean. He does not live
all by himself, cither, but the members of his
family or "colony” live together, yet each one has
his own “room' to himself. He is called a sponge.

You know the small, soft sponge that you some­
times use in your bath, and the larger soft sponge
that is used in washing carriages and automobiles?
rhose are really the houses in which a group or
colony’’ of these little animals once lived. The

little animal is very soft and pulpy, like a bit of
jelly. His food and nourishment are brought right
to him by the water which flows over him. Men
in rubber and canvas suits—called divers—go down
and gather the sponges, take them up into boats
uhere the animal part is cleaned out, and just the
fibrous framework is left, and that is the part
which we know and buy for a sponge.

Sometimes the divers find that a crab has chosen

makes a very cosy nest for him. and t&e he is
safe from the big fish who would like him for
heir dinner. But m this way he makes quite a

large hole in the sponge, so the sponge is not as
good and firm for our use. Once in a wid e a
sponge gets torn olt the foundation on whirl he
grew then the water rolls him around and around
Somehmes such a sponge will gel covered up in
the sand, for he does not attach himself to any-
tnintr else once his is torn free '

After a diver has brought a sponge out of the
salt water into a boat, if ram or fresh water falls
on it the sponge—the animal part of the sponge­
will die. But if no fresh water docs hit it a man 

can divide the sponge in several pieces, so long
as he leaves at least one little animal unhurt in
each part, then he can fasten each piece to a cement
disc with lead wire, plant it down on the bottom
where he found it, and it will grow and increase
just as if it had not been disturbed.

There arc many kinds of sponges, but these
that I have been telling you about are called
shccpswool, and arc the best ones to be found in
America. They grow and make their home oft
the west coast of Florida, in the Gulf of Mexico.

It should be borne in mind, however, that every
Side of human excellence is not suggested by the
blessing 0,1 thc merciful. Mercy becomes “a
maudlin sentiment, like that which snuffles in a
theatre over make-believe sorrow,” when it is
not conjoined with truth.

MERCY AXD TRUTH.
The psalmist puts it very beautifully: “Mercy

and truth have met together; righteousness and
peace have kissed each other.” In some ways,
ours is a very merciful age, but. when we get
mercy divorced from truth, justice suffers. Jury­
men complain of thc difficulty they find in bring­
ing in a verdict of guilty. Some of those who
serve on juries, to save themselves the trouble of
examining all the evidence of thc case, and to
shirk thc responsibility of finding a prisoner
guilty, will from the outset advocate a not-guilty
decision, and will bolster it up on the grounds of
mercy. Real mercy can only be extended when
truth has first of all been honored. On the other
hand, the real facts of thc case often help to the
extending of mercy. “Why’ do you hate that
man?’’ said one to Charles Lamb; “you do not
even know him.” "Of course 1 do not know
him." answered Lamb; “for if I knew him, T pro­
bably should not hate him.” At times there is
truth in thc old French proverb: “To know all is
to forgive all.”

"IT IS TWICE BLEST.”
In his immortal parables—the Good Samaritan

and the Unmerciful Servant—Jesus illustrates two
kinds of mercy, that of active benevolence, and
that of the forgiving spirit. Each kind of mercy
's. m the language of Portia, "twice blest": the
bestower as well as the receiver gets a blessing.

Efficiency in the Bible School.
(Continued.)

5. Teacher Training.—A really live school will
try in every way to make its work as effective as
possible. 1 he teacher is the key man in the
school, and everything should be done to help
him in his work. Every Bible School teacher
would be the better for a course in child psy­
chology, and the principles and practice of teach­
ing. It would be well if the local school could
form a training class in which the subjects men­
tioned, and other allied topics, might be studied.

6. Teachers’ Preparation Class.—In very man}'
of our schools the kinder or primary department
is well organised with weekly study classes for
lesson preparation. The result is that in almost
every instance fine work is being done. Very
seldom, however, in the higher departments do we
find any preparation class at all. This is a pity,
for a good weekly preparation class is a wonder­
ful source of encouragement and strength to the
teachers as well as to the whole school. Such a
gathering tends to unify thc teaching, and if pro­
perly conducted, will certainly raise the standard
of teaching in the school.

7. Week-day Influence.—The Bible School is
more than a Sunday School, and provision should
be made for the influence of the school to extend
over every day in the week. If this is to be done
care must be taken to see that suitable clubs or
societies are formed in which the young people
may develop themselves, physically, morally and
spiritually. The teachers of the Bible School can
help greatly by regarding it as part of their work
to follow up that which is done in the school by
personal contact with their scholars in their homes
and on the playground.

8. Liberality.—The spirit of cheerful and liberal
giving should be developed in our children. _ 1 he
ideal method of finance is for the church to finance
thc school, and all the scholars’ contributions to
be “for others.” Thus unselfishness is taught.
Where this method does not operate, at least the
school should contribute to the Home and Foreign
Mission work of the church, and the funds of the
Sunday School Department.

o The Final Test.—The supreme and final test
of a good Sunday School is the personal test. The
success of a Sunday School must be finally gauged
by the answers given to such questions as these:
Does the school hold its boys and girls and its
young people? Does it make them avowed loyal
disciples of Jesus Christ, fitly representing him in
character and conduct? Docs it lead them into
the church as earnest, faithful members. Does 

it enlist them in Christian service? If a school
is accomplishing these things it must be regarded
as an efficient organisation.

Victorian Christian Endeavor Notes.
The attention of Endcavorers in all parts of the

world is now rapidly concentrating on thc great
World’s Convention, the seventh of the series,
which will be held in London from July 16 to

The C.E. Field Day held at South Morang on
April 26 was most successful. Nearly 1,000 were
present, requiring two special trains from Flinders-
st. Interesting addresses were given by Mr. L.
H. Purnell and Mr. Robert Powell.

Thc Christian Endeavor movement in Victoria
has recently sustained severe losses through the
removal of Mr. Hugh Macdonald to Devon-
port (Tas.), and of Mr. C. H. Harman to Mildura
(Vic.). Mr. Macdonald was chairman of the
programme committee of the “Melbourne 1926“
convention, and Mr. Harman was convener of the
teas and luncheons committee.

The State Junior Superintendent has reported to
the Council that in many junior societies no C.E.
pledge appears to be taken by the members. This
is regarded as a serious defect, and one it is hoped
to remedy shortly.

It is a
fine large stone building that will accommodate
three hundred people.

In many of the temples in China the idols are
presented with new shoes once a year.

Miss May Ashwood, after talking with Bro.
Coventry about his plans for teaching trades to
our orphan boys and Bhamptas, gave a thousand
rupees, over £70, on behalf of herself and mother
to help build a trades’ school.

The Victorian F.M. Committee has received
from Bro. J. W. Baker, executor of the estate of
the late Sister Miss Frith, of North Fitzroy church,
a cheque for £100 towards a hospital at Hweili-
chow, China. It is hoped as soon as funds can
be obtained to provide a hospital for our work
there. A ward is to be named to commemorate
the late Miss Frith.

Our three new missionaries, Nellie Morris, Edna
Vawser and A. Hughes, and Dr. Oldfield, are
hard at work studying the language at the lan­
guage. school at Mahableshwar.

Sisters’ Foreign Missions.
[Mrs. A. E. Messent, 32 Park-st., Hyde Park,

South Australia, is our Sisters’ Conference Foreign
Missionary superintendent. She is introducing a
new feature in connection with raising money for
Foreign Missions. This is entitled "The Vanish­
ing Tea.” It has three features connected with
it that we think will be very valuable and worthy
of adoption in other States. First, it raises money
for Foreign Mission work; second, it increases the
sociability of our churches by bringing almost the
whole of the sisters into association: and third, it
results in a great deal of increased interest in our
Foreign Missionary work.]

The committee and many members of the city
and suburban churches have seen with pleasure
the three fine young people who have just gone
out to India in our stead.

The obligation to support them rests on us,
and as sisters we must each one shoulder the re­
sponsibility. I think that if each sister in South
Australia gave one shilling extra for the year, we
could wipe out our overdraft and have some to
go on with.

My idea for organising this scheme is on the
lines of the vanishing tea scheme, although there
is no need to give the tea, unless one wishes to
do so: but I think more social intercourse between
members of the churches would help in many­
ways.

periodicals, theological works, text books, current
literature: all these arc studied with the thought
that they will broaden our outlook, widen our sym­
pathy, increase our khowlcdge-y-with a resultant
increase of power in our ministry. And other
things considered they may do so. But is not
the result of the pressure of these things, in too
many instances, a crowding out of the spiritual
preparation which comes from communion wit 1
our Lord through the sacred page?

Quoting Goodspeed’s translation of 1 Cor. 2.
9-16, we have this message profitable to present-
day preachers:—

“There are things
‘Which no eye ever saw and no car c\ er

heard, . .
And never occurred to the human mind,
Which God has provided for those who

love him.’
For God revealed them to us through the Spirit,
for the Spirit fathoms everything, even the depths
of God himself. For what human being can
understand a man’s thoughts, except the man s
own spirit within him? Just so no one under­
stands the thoughts of God but the Spirit oi
God. But the Spirit we have received is nor
that of the world, but the Spirit that comes
from God. which wc have to make us realise
the blessings God has given us. These dis­
closures wc impart, not in the set phrases of
human philosophy, but in words the Spirit tea­
ches, giving spiritual truth a spiritual form. . A
material man will not accept what the Spirit
of God offers. It seems merely folly to him,
and he cannot understand it, because it takes
spiritual insight to see its true value. But the
spiritual man is alive to all true values, but its
own true value no unspiritual man can see. For
who has ever known the Lord’s thoughts so that
we can instruct him? But wc share the thoughts
of Christ.”
Thirty minutes of prayerful meditation on the

word of God each day, would mightily influence
our preaching. Would it not add to the sacred­
ness of that ministry, and give to us increased joy
in the Lord?

There is room, too. for the reading of devotional
literature in order to quicken our own spiritual
lives, and make our service ring true to the high­
est ideals. Years ago while in Oamaru, N.Z., I
was greatly helped by daily devotional readings
by Smellic. There is abundance of this material
at our command. I am not keen on reading other
men’s sermons in order to get material for our
own. But to enrich our spirits, to deepen our de­
votion, to clarify our vision, to strengthen our
faith, and to generally refresh us, wc may well
drink deep draughts from the fountain of other
men’s musings upon eternal themes.
Third.—The Emphasis Upon the Spiritual in the

Ministry, in Publie and in Private.
Some of the tasks which come to a preacher arc

irksome. He frequently groans under service
which is burdensome. He longs for big things
in the work of God, and his strength and zeal are
consumed by the seeming trivialities of life. “He
lhat,,waJSreth others, shall be watered also him-
scli. this is true in the preacher’s experience.
His pastoral duties may not only help those who
are visited, hut may be a means of grace to his
own soul. He cannot bring Christ into the homes
of the people by |11S personal influence without
haying more of him in his own life. We have
all probably looked upon this part of the work as
largely a waste of tune. Is this largely because
we have wasted it. rather than using it for its
profit to ourselves as to others? With most folk
the ministry of the personal touch will be far more
effective and helpful than the ministry of the pub­
lic platform. If wisely used the preacher will get
far more out of it. To visit and drink afternoon
tea with the ladies and talk pleasant platitudes is
not much of a man's job. But we can make more
out of this sort of work than that. There is the
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opportunity for personal teaching, for encourage­
ment in the Lord's work, for the word of com­
fort for the quiet insight m hearts and homes, for
the bringing of Jesus Christ to folks as we pass
in and out among them, for the prayer that brings
the blessing of heaven down, and which brings
the hearts of people up to the divine presence.
And no man can honestly strive to do this sort ot
shepherding the flock of God without having won­
derful compensation in renewed spiritual power,
and a vision of the opening heavens as he passes
along the pilgrim way.

.And in the public ministry we must remember
that our chief work is spiritual. The preacher
isn’t a politician, a social reformer, a philan­
thropist, or any other of the thousand and one
things he may be if he turn aside from his real
job. He represents the spiritual in the life of the
community. He is in a special sense the repre­
sentative of Jesus before the people. If he lets
down on this aspect of his life and service he is
discredited. He is a bearer of good tidings. It
is easy to turn from the word of God and serve
tables. To turn stones into bread may be more
interesting than to feed men with the bread of
life. . .

Perhaps wc arc losing out in our distinctive
mission as preachers, because so many are obsessed
with the idea that it is the preacher’s business to
lead in the intellectual life of the community; to
assist in guiding the affairs of state; to champion
every cause that needs assistance; to solve all
the perplexing problems of the day: to suggest
remedies for the grievous ills of life, and in a
general way to be mixed up with multitudinous
affairs and interests of a temporal nature.

There may be rudeness in the saying, “Mind your
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own business." But is it not a correct’
of us, at times, need? Our business is t SOn,c
the word.
