in recent years, that feelings of patriotism should
urge us to further the interests of missions. Add
to this our hopes and desires of world peace, and
the claim of missions for our support is irresist­
ible. The hope of the future of Australia, of our
Empire, of the world, lies in the Christianising of
India, China and Japan.

Very striking testimony to the value of mis­
sions is contained in Sir Hubert Murray's recent
book on "Papua of To-day, or z\n Australian
Colony in the Making.” Sir Hubert is Lieutenant-
Governor and Chief Judicial Officer of Papua,
and writes purely as an administrator. It will
be remembered that Sir William McGregor, when

civilisation.’ I was comparatively new to native
administration then, but further consideration

has only confirmed me in my views.”
"A broad distinction must be drawn between

the two questions—whether Christianity is in
fact true, and whether Cliristian_.M*'Sion-> have
a good effect upon primitive rac s. The ad­
ministration has nothing to do with the : rst of
these questions, and is interested in the second
only. But it seems to me that many people
confuse the two, and, in their objection to the­
ological dogma, allow themselves to underrate
the enormous moral and social force of Chris­
tianity, and, consequently, fail to appreciate the
effect ' ~........................ *'

Missions is important—so important indeed, in
my opinion, as to be absolutely indispensable; for
it is the missionary who must attend to the teach­
ing of Christianity, and see that Christianity does
effectively take the place of the old ideas of re­
ligion which have gone or are going for ever.”

"Thirteen years ago I called attention to the
inevitable disappearance of old customs and be­
liefs in Papua, and I went on to say unless the
missionary is there to help him the native is left
like a ship without a rudder, and will run a great 

Hubert Murray says: “Doubtless many will
be of opinion that I am tuo sympathetic with
Missions, and missionaries, and may think that
I am influenced in that direction by my views
on religion, but I du not think that 1 am. As.

I have explained in one of the later chanters. I
do not consider that an administrator has any
concern with the truth of Christianity, and I nd
sure that I should have exactly the same opinion
of the value of Missions in administration if per
impossibilc, I became an atheist to-morrow. Of
course. I need hardly say that, as an administrator.
I draw no distinction between the different
churches: they are all working for the same gen­
eral end, and all deserve Government sympathy
and support.”

And I am glad to see that Dr. Rivers

agrees with the opinion which British ad­
ministrators have always held. ‘Experience.
he says, ‘has amply shown that Christianity i*
capable of giving the people an interest in life
which can take the place of that due to their
indigenous religion.’”

TO the average Christian the thought of
the missionary obligation overwhelms all
other considerations. Whether or not the
sending out to heathen lands of numbers

of our best workers could be justified on other
grounds (and an occasional objector seems to
doubt it), the church at large has considered the
matter settled by the Master’s imperative com­
mand. He told us to go, to take the Gospel to
every creature—and that closes the argument for
us.

It is well, however, if we can see the actual
benefits of the work we do. The student
Christianity- and of world affairs need have
doubt about the value of the missionary con­
tribution to the sum total of human good and
happiness.

For Christians, of course, the chief motive
and aim is the bringing of the light of the
Gospel to those who are without God and hope
in the world. To tell our fellows of the uni­
versal bather God who loves us all. to let
'hem know of the love of Christ who died
■or all. so that they with us may enjoy his
salvation, that is the primary purpose of our
’oreign Missionary work. Nothing must ever
* allowed to overshadow, and still less be

a substitute for our missionary evangelism.

Boowa.
A “Boowa” is a highly respected religious leader

among the poorer classes of Hindus..
Nearly two years ago a young man in the settle­

ment asked to be taught carpentry in our work­
shop. He was a bit old for starting, but a chance
was given him. and he has made the most of
the opportunity.

His name w3s Vishwanath, but among his friends
he was known as “Boowa.” He was the only
“Boowa” amongst over 500 people. Wherever
there was music and singing he was sure to be
found amongst the crowd. He had read many
Hindu books, but was hungry for more know­
ledge of truth and righteousness. Twice a week
in the evening for many months he and others
came for Bible teaching. He was the idol of
his old widowed mother, who was opposed to his
becoming a Christian, and he hated to hurt her.
Time after time he put off the question, and for
18 months his heart was torn between two great
forces—-his love for Christ and his love for his
mother. His father had been a “Boowa” before
him. and doubtless he was destined to take his
place as such in the Bhampla caste.

At last in February his love for his Saviour
triumphed, and he was baptised into Christ.

Immediately he became outcast and suffered
abuse and banishment from home. He was ad­
vised to live with friends for a time, and to try
to win back his mother's love. It was not many
days before he was living at home again.

Surely this “Boowa” who is called Vishwanath,
is a bright gem for the Master's crown. Who
knows he may one day become a real Christian
“Boowa.” Meanwhile he continues to ply ham­
mer and chisel in the workshop. Pray for him
and his Hindu mother, wife and brother.

In the dispensary, after cleaning and bathing
her arm, which was plastered with leaves and
dirt, we found a fractured wrist fifteen days old.
We set it in splints, told her to stay some days
with us. “How can I? I have no food, no pots
to cook in.” she said. “We will supply all your
needs.” “No, you are Christians, I cannot cat

your food.” We tried to persuade her to see
that she could do nothing for herself. "Oh, who
will get me a drink of water?” she cried.

I am of the
shepherd caste.” So our cook (a Hindu) went
and got her a drink of dirty canal water (but
it is running water). Poor blinded soul; she
wanted to return, suffering as she was, to the
man she worked for. We eventually persuaded
her to go to a mission hospital in Poona, where
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they keep a caste woman to cook for u-
ents; a Bible-woman to accompany Pati
and fares provided. She has gone where
she may receive enlightenment of so,,f We Pray
as physical relief, even while she satisfi *»U
that she’s not breaking her caste.—Ek;„ o J>erStK
Baramati, India.

If the mission had more
funds, a Christian evangelist or teacher could be
placed in that village, to be a companion to the
new convert, and to sow the seed of the gospel
in very promising soil. But for lack of funds
he must struggle on alone against the strongest
temptations to relapse into Hinduism, and a splen­
did opportunity for planting a church must he
neglected.—G. Percy Pittman, Pachmarhi, India.

of wandering people. They had the usual camp
with them—horses and buffaloes, which are both
used on which to pack their goods and chattels
when they move from place to place.

They arc not allowed to roam about with­
out permission from Government, so when they
arrived at our village, and it was found out they
were without a permit, the Superintendent of
Police sent his men along to watch them day and
night as long as they stayed. They proclaimed
that they were Christians. They wished to put
the children in our orphanage, and get the rest
of the tribe permission to travel to Bombay where
they said they belonged. They even whispered

Under Sentence of Death.
. This case is one of a poor leper who
in a temple near Shrigonda. His case
less and he is now doomed to die.

Yesterday I called again to see him. ....
sat in the temple, with the monkey god staring
down upon us, he told me his pitiful story. He
is the son of a village chief, who lives ten miles
from here; he belongs to a high caste Marathi
family, but this dread leprosy compels him to
live away from all he holds dear.

I he disease has obtained a good hold upon him.
His legs and feet are swollen and the toes are
full of gangrene. His forehead and nose and lips
are swollen and nodular in appearance. He suf­
fers severe burning pain in his limbs, and not
only this but he is feeling the awful dejection of
being an outcastc of humanity. He told me that
some days he is famishing for even a drink of
water, but no one seems to bother much with him.
I arranged for food and water to be brought to
him.

We had a long talk about the claims of Jesus
as our Saviour, and asked him if he had a hope
like we have. He said, “Sir, I have tried all the
gods I know of and have made offerings to many,
but there is no hope in this life, and none in the
life to come for a leper such as I.”

I told him the grand old story of God’s love
manifested in Christ Jesus. Of Jesus’ sacrifice
for our sins, of his resurrection and ascension, and
of his coming again to take us to a place where
there is no leprosy, nor sorrow, nor tears. The
leper looked up and said, “Sahib, will he take me
too?” I said, “Yes, if you accept him as your
Saviour." This poor soul looked for a minute
at the idol, then turned to me and said, “Sir, I
accept Jesus as mine.” ,

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Ministering for Christ in Hueilichow.
The Country People of China.

.About Hueilichow and Ningyuenfu are numer­
ous fertile plains of differing sizes situated among
the mountains. Over these plains, dotted with
monotonous regularity every few hundred yards,

are small villages, each com­
posed of about half a dozen
straw-thatched mud huts.
Each one of these is practic­
ally a self-contained unit.
In the surrounding terraced
fields the villagers grow
what they need to cat, and
they make what they use.
1 he only import worth men­
tioning is a coarse cotton
which they themselves weave
into cloth. Every smallest
patch of ground possible is
cultivated. Therefore the
travelling tracts—our Eng­
lish word “roads” conveys 

a wrong impression—if not up over the tops or
on the sides of rough difficult mountains, arc
along the onc-foot-wide divisions between flooded
rice fields.

These villagers constitute the best part of China
in many senses. There is fine material here of
which to make Christians. They are simple-
hearted, kindly people. They rise early and work
continuously. In spite of oppression and injustice
by officials, outrageous taxing and cruelty by
stationed armies in the vicinity, and the continual
ravages of thieves and bandits, they seem to find
life worth while, and arc commonly heard singing
at their work. Their patience seems as endless
as the streams which water their fields. Con­
stantly harassed by the dark plots of ambitious
military leaders in the neighboring cities, they still
pursue their calling with seeming indifference to
it all. Hospitality is innate in them. Even the
dirtiest, most ruinous-looking, dog-ridden, vermin-
infested mud hut of them all, holds kindly-inten-
tioned people who will be delighted to supply a
iup of tea to us if we happen to look tired and
thirsty when resting nearby. There are stories
of the man who studied his books while carrying
loads of wood to the city on his back, and thus
became a famous scholar, and of the boy mind­
ing cows in the field, who always had hanging
on one of the cow's horns a book which he studied
at every available opportunity. But the fact is
the majority are quite illiterate, although some
of the larger villages have small schools of a
sort. The effective evangelisation of these people
is a problem of some magnitude; but some day
it will be done, and the result will be very apparent
for China’s good.—E. R. Killmicr, Hwcilichow,

The Dead Versus the Living.
Last week a man, aged 50, was carried in on

the back of another to the dispensary. He had a
large gangrenous ulcer extending from the back
of the knee to half way up the thigh exposing the
bone—the result of an abscess bursting. The ar­
tery, vein and nerve could be seen as strands
across the back of the knee joint. He had had
it a month before being brought in, and gave the
excuse that his friends and relatives were all
busy worshipping their ancestors’ graves, and
could not bring him in previously. To us it
seems most foolish to kt the living die because
they are too busy caring for the dead, but every­
body here thinks these people did right in not
allowing this man s illness to interfere with their
worship. Only the religion of Jesus will change
this altitude to one of caring for the living so
that after death the soul may be safe. *

After a few days they sent in to us to know
if he could conjc and stay at the dispensary till
cured. We explained that we did not have room 

for that, and in addition, the treatment would be
no different. They then said it was not because
they wished different treatment, but because the
evil spirit which had attacked him could not
harm him if he was on our compound. „

Although by some regarded as “foreign devils,
we are evidently by others regarded as prevent­
ing the power of devils and evil spirits.—Gladys
R?

His
niche is above the doors of houses to warn off
devils, and if his looks arc not sufficient to warn
off these evil influences, then he is there to swal­
low any who would dare pass. He is declared
to be a voracious monster, and it is the proud
boast that he swallows all, but never disgorges.

There were twenty-five present, consist­
ing of five women, nineteen men, and a boy—an
audience that makes one wonder if it is true that
two-thirds of the missionary staff are women.
1 his comes as a warning to those who make
generalisations based on a limited field of ob­
servation. In Yunnanfu the men are in a major­
ity, but not in the proportion that the above figures
would suggest. The service is conducted on very
simple lines, and the fact that members of all
the denominations can meet in this way makes
one feel that Christian union is a conceivable
reality.

Chinese New Year.
It is Chinese New Year Day (Feb. 20), and

celebrations are in full swing. The shops are
closed, and from seven to fourteen days the owners
enjoy a time of feasting..

As far back as he can remember, a Chinese
child is conscious of the spicy smell of incense.
Good spirits like it, evil ones do not, therefore
each morning incense sticks are placed in the in­
cense bowl to smoulder. At dusk more sticks
are stuck outside in the cracks of the front doors.
This fear of spirits is everywhere apparent. Some
of the little boys wear an ear-ring to deceive tlic
demons into believing them to be girls, and so
not bother about them. On New Year’s Day they
are given coins with which to gamble, and told
to worship the "god of wealth’’ in order to obtain
"good luck." Many streets arc crooked and
have doorways facing them at an angle, so that
the spirits will be confused and lose their way.

Day and night tremendous volleys of fire­
crackers are to be heard—this is another device

At this time of the year the houses arc cleaned
throughout, fresh offerings of incense, fruit and
huge rice-balls arc placed before the tablets and
idols. New red paper mottoes are pasted over a
pair of "door gods" on the front door.

The paper “kitchen god,” after having his mouth
smeared with syrup to prevent him telling any­
thing bad which he may have heard, is burnt. By
the first of the month all debts are supposed to
be paid, and on New Year’s Eve, men may be
seen carrying lanterns collecting these. So long
as the lanterns burn they continue collecting, even
though it be past midnight. The lantern is a
substitute for the sun. and so the day is pro­
longed. By the time the poor have paid their
debts they have little left for food. The Y.M.C.A.
doled out rice to many needy people, and in order
to raise funds for so doing, gave a series of con­
certs.

Early Sunday morning a number of Christians
had gathered around the table of the Lord in
quiet faith. All around volleys of fire-crackers
were to be heard, an evidence of fear and super­
stition. What a contrast!

that one has to take great precaution where you

If it were not for the pro­
roots of the trees here and

there, it would almost be
impossible to ascend ow­
ing to the slippery nature
of the soil when wet. It
is so seldom that you
can find it dry in this
climate. As you ascend
your heart begins to
pump and pound as
though it would break
away from your chest;
your clothes are wring­
ing wet with perspira­
tion, and the weight of
your body seems too
much for your legs to
carry. Again and again
your foot slips, but you
steady yourself with a
sharp-pointed walking
stick which you have

before starting. How thank­
ful we are to reach the top, and throw our weary
limbs down in the rest-house, to recover our
breath before delivering the message. Now you
think it will be much easier to descend than to
climb; yes, this is true, but we find it far more
perilous, for one is more apt to slip in descending
than in ascending. Let your foot slip and you
arc down, falling and falling until the trunk of
a tree or the undergrowth stops you, and you
pick yourself up shaken and bruised. What a
fund of truth this experience teaches us in our
daily life!

Indian Rivers.
On the banks of an Indian river wc find the

people bathing and washing their clothes. Often
a dead body is cremated there; and this is a very
sad sight, for the relatives are Hindoos, and their
only hope is that, after a long series of incarna­
tions, their loved one will finally be united with
the god Brahma, and will thus find salvation. A
Hindu temple too is often found on the sandy
bank of the river, for this is considered an es­
pecially holy spot. Hither the people come re­
gularly with their offerings for the idols. Once
a year at least, a Hindu religious festival is held
on the river bank near the temple. Then Indian
people come from long distances, and having
worshipped at the feet of the idol, they part and
bathe in the river. Thus they hope to purifv
themselves, obtain merit, and wash away
their sins. Tukaram, a Maratha poet, Jias
said:—
“They bathe in many an ancient river,

But still their hearts are dry as ever.
Find, O find, some means or other
To bring God and man together.”

Similarly a Christian poet has asked the
question: “What can wash away my stain. ’
and he is able to answer, “Nothing but the
blood of Jesus.” The Mediator for whom
Tukaram searched in vain is “the one
Mediator between God and men, the man
Christ Jesus.’’—L. I. Redman, Missionary on

Gleams of Encouragement.
Amid much in our work which strikes a dis­

cordant note of discouragement arc many instances
of encouragement.

We were engaged in incessant labors in Indapur
—evangelistic, medical and building work, all
pressed into the fleeting days. On the building
work was a quiet seemingly inoffensive mason,
whose manner to all appearance indicated that his
thoughts did not rise higher than the immediate
present. Outward appearances arc however often
deceptive, as it happened in this case. There
were innumerable doubts, questions, and un­
solved problems, relating to the soul and eter­
nity, that raged within, clamoring for explana­
tion and solution. Summoning courage on one
occasion he intimated a desire for a private
interview. He came one evening at the ap­
pointed time, as the shadows were falling to­
wards the west, and seating himself in true
Indian style on the bungalow verandah, poured
forth the story of his soul’s perplexities and
difficulties. Briefly he related that he had no
faith in the religion of his forefathers, which
failed to satisfy the longing desires of his
soul, nor imparted any sure hope for eternity.
From what little he had heard and read, he
believed our Holy Scriptures imparted that
which would meet the cravings of his soul.
We talked for some considerable time, explain­
ing to him God’s great plan of redemption. He
earnestly desired a Bible, which was given him.
He is now studying its pages with the help
of one of the preachers. He attended our Sun­
day services while we were in Indapur. May
the Spirit of God teach him and lead him on
to one day make the great decision.

Toilers in the world’s great vineyard often
sow the precious seed in uninviting, barren soil,
which affords but scant promise of any return;

He did
not mind Christians going near, or even
inside his temple, and whenever the vil­
lage was visited, a special visit was al­
ways paid to Sadhu at his little temple,
where he would listen to the gospel
story, and have the word of God ex­
pounded to him. .About five or
months ago he was ill. and sent for the
Doctor Sahib. Mr. Escott went, and
after an examination gave medicine. A
crowd of high-caste Hindus had gathered
to watch proceedings. Before leaving
Mr. Escott asked if he should pray.
Sadhu gave assent, and no one else objecting, he
did so. Someone was asked to come to the dis­
pensary for more medicine, but no one came;
then a few days later we heard that Sadhu was
dead. We felt very sad, especially as wc had
not thought him to be near death—he did not
seem so ill. But wc were told one of his last
requests to the people, and that cheered us. It
was this—"Take me to Diksal. I wish to die
r.crS’ .,nnd have a Christian burial.” Why a
Christian burial? If he was !»till Hindu at
heart, why be buried as a Christian? We do
not know his reason, but believe that the seed
sown in faith had taken root. The Hindus of
course would not bring him, and where they did
hury him wc do not know.

The White Race Must Reform.
This rather startling assertion was made re­

cently to a Melbourne businessmen’s meeting. The
speaker had just come back from a visit to the
Orient. There he had perceived the intensity
of emotion with which the tide of racialism is
everywhere asserting itself.

This man was disturbed. His tones were panicky.
He declared that some observers feel that within
twenty-live years the crisis will be upon us. He
placed the period within a decade. He prophesied
that the Asiatic will sweep down upon us millions
strong—unless the white race reforms.

If he speaks the truth, no one will be more to
blame than we white people ourselves. With
sullen determination the colored folk are waiting
for their day, determined to end in toto the white
man’s assumption of superiority.

But it seems impossible to rouse folk at home
to the terrific danger. Every traveller returning
from the Orient tells the same story. Anybody
who has been at all close to the Asiatic 'heart
knows of the smouldering fire that is likely soon
to precipitate world conflagrations.

There has been trouble in China. There will
be trouble in China. The whole life of Asia is
boiling above the fires of wrath. And we arc as
calm as a lake of milk locked in icy rock I

In this most vivid and impressive sentence th.
writer to the Hebrews affirms that just as th
Jews who set out from Egypt failed to enter th

of God which comes to us by Christ, if we prove
unfaithful to it. For the Word of God, he con­
tends, is not “a dead letter,” but is a living thing
active, penetrating, scrutinising, and will open and
expose before God’s eyes the secrets of every
heart. An analysis of the characteristics here
ascribed to the Word of God may lead us to re­
verence and more fully obey it.

(1) It is Living: “Rooks arc not dead things."
wrote Milton in “Arcopagitica,” “a good book is
the precious life-blood of a master-spirit.” But
the Word of God differs in its life from other
books as much as God docs from man. 1 It is
“the breath of his life”: “God-breathed.” What
Luther said of Paul’s writings is true of all
Scripture. Its words “arc not dead words, they
arc living creatures and have hands and feet”

(2) Its Life is Active: The Word of God pul­
sates with energy, and goes forth on its divine mis­
sion to make men aware of God’s thoughts and
desires, and seeks to bring mankind into con­
formity with his will. The entrance of his
Word dispels ignorance and brings light. It is
“like a hammer that breaketh the rocks in pieces,
or it is a light that reveals a love that melts the
hard heart by its great mercy. By it God will
some day prove that he is “able to subdue all
things unto himself.”
