years that the Church of England had begun to
recover some of its powers of discipline. Present
rules and definitions of faith are between three
and four hundred years old, and they have re­
ference to the problems of the day which pro­
duced them. There is in them much that is un­
workable because it is archaic, and is wanted by
nobody. These rules could not be invoked easily
to settle anything. The war broke up the lethargy
of tradition. Army chaplains came hack demand­
ing that the church be given power immediately
to revise all its methods and machinery, that
it might make -itself the spiritual home of the
modern man. That power has been granted to
a Church Assembly, the decisions of which must
be submitted as a whole to Parliament, which
has the option of accepting or rejecting them, as
the Church of England is established as the
Church of the English people. It is in the
Church Assembly, sitting in three houses, bishops,
clergy, and laity, that the issue has come to a
head. The clergy have granted permission to
reserve the Sacrament perpetually, probably for
the sake of avoiding a break; the bishops are con­
sidering that decision. If the Church Assembly
as a whole agrees to reservation, it must go be­
fore Parliament, and its opponents arc now en­
gaged in preparing to fight it there. If Parlia­
ment rejects it, it is likely that the section of
the Anglo-Catholic party which insists on the
practice of reservation will defy the authority of
Parliament, which they do not recognise, and stay
where they are, rather than go over to Rome.
If the bishops take action against them, many
will doubtless go over to Rome, but bishops have
always been reluctant to face the pain and un­
certainty of legal proceedings, more particularly
as public opinion usually ranges itself on the
side of the prosecuted. Such opinion is not very-
capable of understanding principles, and it natur­
ally sympathises with an enthusiast afflicted for
his zeal.

An ancient compromise.
Every student of church history knows

that since the close of the sixteenth cen­
tury the Church of England has been com­
posed of incongruous elements, containing
within itself those who would have been
glad to have a thorough-going reforma­
tion and an evangelical faith, as well as
those who were anxious to retain Romish
doctrines and practices. The Anglican
Prayer Book of Queen Elizabeth’s time
was manifestly the result of compromise.
Queen Elizabeth disliked Protestant doc­
trines, but. for various reasons which can
easily be recalled by every student of En­
glish history, set herself against the Pope.
As Prof. Lindsay says. “She was in her
heart her father's daughter, and preferred
Roman Catholic doctrine and worship, with
the sovereign in the place of the Pope."
During the previous reign of “Bloody
Mary." many leading English families had
taken refuge on the Continent and came
to know and love the leaders of the Re­
formed Church. On their return to Eng­
land they carried their new-found faith
with them. Elizabeth’s bishops knew very
well that these and other people in England
wotdd not accept Romish doctrines and
practices to the extent that she desired. The
result was a compromise. The bishops
succeeded up to a point. Elizabeth being
forced to give way in certain things. For
example she deleted Article 29 of the
"Thirty-Xine Articles of Religion"—"of
the wicked, which do not eat the body of
Christ in the use of the Lord’s Supper"—
but was compelled to restore it. On the
other hand, the Bishops had to accept a
good deal to which they were opposed.

"A Plain Christian" writing in "The
Age" of June 26 put the matter as follows:

“When all is said and done, it must be re­
membered that the Reformation in England was
never quite completed. It did not originate with
the people, but was imposed upon them fn in
without. The civil power acting through the
royal supremacy did the mischief. I: the -ish'-ps
had been left to themselves tl.e X nconformists 
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of to-day would have found room in the Church
of 'England, hut there would have been no room
for the ritualists. Bishop Jewel declared that
there was perfect uniformity in doctrine, and
especially in the doctrine of the sacrament of
the Lord’s Supper, between Geneva and Canter­
bury. Such a statement from such an authority
makes Anglo-Catholicism a puzzle."

Summarising the nature of the com­
promise arrived at,'Prof. Lindsay writes:
“The church, which had altered its Prayer
Book to suit Roman Catholic tastes, framed
its articles of religion or creed to bring
itself into conformity with the Reformed
Churches of Switzerland.”

It is not a new thing to recognise the
fact that men of varying and extreme be­
liefs are in fellowship with the Anglican
Church. It has been so for four hundred
years. And very frequently Anglican
apologists have gloried in the fact. The
broad comprehensiveness of the church, its
tolerance, its inclusion of Broad and Evan­
gelical, High and Low, has been extolled as
evidence of its truly catholic standing. For
good or ill, it has been said that “there is
a far deeper cleavage in Anglicanism than
there is between any two denominations of
the Evangelical Protestants.”

In the nineteenth century the Oxford or
Tractarian Movement threatened to disrupt
the Church of England. The attempt to
show that even the Thirty-Nine Articles
themselves were capable of an interpreta­
tion in harmony with Roman Catholic doc­
trines shocked thousands of truth-loving
members of the church. Newman, Man­
ning and other leaders went over to Rome;
large numbers of ritualists like Pusey and
Keble stayed on in the Anglican Church.
The successors of these men have chiefly
been responsible for the “white-anting” pro­
cess which has been going on in recent
years. Readers of Walter Walsh’s “Sec­
ret History of the Oxford Movement,” Dr.
Horton’s statement of the peril of Eng­
land, or even of the biographies of the lead­
ing Tractarians, will be familiar with the
view that many remained in the Church of
England, while their hearts were with
Rome, in the belief that they could thus the
more effectively hasten the return of the
many to Rome.

How it looks to a bishop.
Bishop E. A. Knox, who was Anglican

Bishop of Birmingham from 1903 to 1921,
was one of the speakers at the great Pro­
testant Demonstration in the Albert Hall,
Lxmdon, on June 1. His subject was “The
National Peril ’ and he spoke, in part, as
follows:

"How has this Romanist move been prepared
for. Churches have been turned surreptitiously
into Mass houses and Roman Catholic forms have
been introduced. We have now come to an at­
tempt at direct egislation. Before the House
of Commons at the present time, and having had
its second reading, is a Hill for the repeal of
Roman Catholic disabilities. If it passes pro­
cessions of the host will be permitted in England
Besides that, there is the proposal for changes
in the Prayer Book, and these changes include
two principal things: revival of theAjass and re­
vival of Transubstantiation associated with the
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reservation of the sacrament. It is possible that
at the next coronation the Mass might be cele­
brated as the great service of the Church of Eng­
land If the Church of England is untrue to
herself and adopts these things, then she cannot
blame Rome for trying to capture the highest
prize in the land—the Throne.

We have referred to the striking article
by “A Plain Christian” which appeared in
“The Age.” Its closing paragraph will
be of special interest to our readers:

“The church is suffering to-day from misfor­
tunes which overtook her at the Reformation,
and the only cure is to attach less importance
to what the Prayer Book says, and lay the entire
stress on what the Bible teaches.

church. This statement will not bear
close scrutiny. The facts, the forces, and
the ideals that later, when written down, be­
came the New Testament, were the power
that made the church. Men moved by the
Holy Spirit spoke the gospel which they
had learned from the Master. That gospel
called the people out of the world and made
them into the “ecclesia.” The word be­
came flame and men followed the torch.

Tennyson wrote truly in inimitable verse:
And so the Word had breath, and wrought

With human hands the creed of creeds
In lowliness of perfect deeds,

More strong than all poetic thought;
Which he may read that binds the sheaf,

Or builds the house, or digs the grave.
And those wild eyes that watch the wave

In roarings round the coral reef.
Certainly in this way the New Testa­

ment, as yet alive and burning only in con­
secrated personalities, created the church.
It is written now, and more rapidly than
ever, in fact, in an amazing way, it is mak­
ing churches. Whenever its message is
proclaimed it calls people to organise them­
selves about Jesus Christ into a living
church.

It follows also that the neglect of the
written word will be fatal. Let us sub­
stitute, or try to substitute, anything for
it, and spiritual life in the individual and
in the church will collapse. It follows 
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again that the preacher who awakens in
the church the greatest love for the Scrip­
tures and who succeeds in inspiring dili­
gence in reading them is doing most for
the people and for the community in which
he serves God. The message of the church
is to be found in the Bible and the test
of its faithfulness is how faithfully it de­
livers that great Word. The world will
never find the way to God nor hear him
speak except through Bible teachings.—The
“Christian Evangelist.”

Jewish Giving.
The Jews of the United States are engaged in

a nation-wide campaign to raise money for the
starving Israelites in eastern Europe. They
started out to secure a fund of $15,000,000 and
succeeded so well that they raised the goal to
$25,000,000, which probably has been subscribed
by this time. This is a good deal of money for
any religious group to collect for a single purpose
in the course of a few weeks. The Jews deserve
credit for carrying the enterprise to such a success­
ful issue. Doubtless the money will be well spent
and will mean saving the lives of hundreds of thou­
sands of people who otherwise would perish.

Despite all impressions to the contrary the Jew
is a good giver. His religion inculcates the prin­
ciple of the tithe. No synagogue ever echoed the
sentiment that salvation is free. Some Jews are
not over scrupulous in amassing money, but they
usually spend it freely and give generously to all
forms of charity. We have often wondered
whether the influence of the tenth commandment
is not seen in the traditional readiness of the Jew
to help charitable causes. It might be a good
thing if the average Christian would learn the
same message.—F. D. Kershner.

Dr. Norwood’s Bold Crusade.
Dr. !•. W. Norwood has taken a striking step

in the cause of the League of Nations and of
wor!d peace. He announced at the City Temple
that, with the full concurrence of his church coun-
‘•U, he proposes to vacate his pulpit for six months,
beginning in October, to devote six months to an
intensive campaign under the auspices of the
League of Nations Union. He will preach, how-
•wer, one Sunday a month at the City Temple.

Dr Norwood states that the whole country
will be covered in a senes of seven-day cam­
paigns. beginning in each case with a sermon in
an .Anglican church and another in a Noncon­
formist church, with week-night meetings in
various towns—preferably in public halls rather
Ilian in churches. The Archbishop of Canter­
bury approves of the plan, and it js understood
that his influence will be used to open the pul­
pits of cathedrals and other Anglican churches
lo Dr. Norwood. Dr. Norwood will have the 

active sympathy which was /promised to Dr.
Jowett when that great preacher embarked on a
similar peace crusade—never, alas! to be carried
to its completion.

“It
is greatly to be wished,” he said, “that the
churches, with their manifold differences in
dogma and polity, should be able, on a great ques­
tion like this, to evoke a united conviction and
engage in a common enterprise. I should like
to think that this effort of mine will be a con­
tribution to church unity in the best sense of the
term.”

Upholding the Reformation.
To protest against proposals concerning the

Anglican Prayer Book which, if accepted, would
mean the acceptance witbin the Anglican church
of doctrines and practices directly in conflict with
Reformation principles, a great demonstration was
arranged by the World’s Evangelical Alliance.
This was held in the Albert Hall on June I. The
British Home Secretary (Sir William Joynson-
Hicks) presided. In the course of his. address
he recalled two speeches, one made by a great
ecclesiastic, now dead, and the other- by a states­
man who is still among us. Archbishop Benson
said that it is of great importance to recognise
that the Reformation of the Church of 'England
was one of the greatest historical events, and it
was conducted by men of the highest capacity.
This, thought Sir William, might well be noted
by those who are for ever making silly criticisms
about the Reformation. The other speech was
by Lord Balfour, who, speaking in the House of
Commons a quarter of a century. ago/'said: If
this church is to remain the church of the major­
ity of the people—established or unestablished—it
must be that institution as it was purified at the
Reformation. It is only so long as it retains that
character that it can hope to preserve the affec-

ll’C En&,ish People. This, continued Sir
\\ ilham, is a warning that might well be taken to
heart by lovers of the Church of England to-day,
and also by those who indulge in carping at the
Reformation.

The challenge.

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“The Quest of Spiritual Truth.”
P. C. Bennett.

Thu title is a borrowed one, but, as justification,
t may be sufficient to say that the experience is

* personal and an ever-present one.
* Although perhaps not strictly synonymous, the
flucst of spiritual truth is in a vital way related
to the quest of God; and when I think of the
ceaseless search for him through the ages, I
know that 1 am not the first, by thousands of
years, that has experienced the desire for that
intimate knowledge of the Eternal which would
bring in its train the apprehension and appropria­
tion of spiritual verity.

Eor. without controversy, God is the source
and the fount of all truth; and it is a matter of
impossibility to conceive of the dissociation of
the one from the other, so that, as the writer of
the epistle to the Hebrews points out, if it be­
comes necessary for God in some way to confirm
the truth of a statement that he makes or a pro­
mise that he gives, he must swear by himself, see­
ing that he is of all facts the one that is absolu­
tely immutable.

The desire of the ages.
The desire of the ages has been a closer, and

yet closer, fellowship with God. Godly men of
all time have had a deep consciousness of the in­
adequacy of human knowledge, and a longing for
the satisfying heights of God. The cry of Job,
the desire of Moses, the search of the Psalmist,
and the request of Philip to Christ, all attest the
existence of this great need throughout the cen­
turies: and in our own experience we feel that,
with the coming of a fuller knowledge of God,
there is the possibility of the resolving of many
speculative theories to which wc cling with some
degree of misgiving.

Truth in the spiritual realm, then, must be
sought primarily in communion with God. Re­
ligion, after all, is based upon our spiritual nature;
and only as the individual soul holds that mystic
communion with God, is there the possibility of
soaring into serene regions where we may ob­
tain glimpses of those great truths for which we
search. The very centre of our Christian ex­
perience is here; and though logical processes
may, and must, have their place, yet intuition and
feeling must be constantly superior, for the rc-
hgious sentiments in their exercise constitute life’s
supremest expression. We learn from the Mas­
ter that “God is a Spirit, and they that worship
mm must worship him in Spirit and in truth.”

Christ’s great contribution.
When I meditate upon the work of3 the his­

torical Jesus, I know that he has made a larger
contribution towards the understanding of God
and of spiritual truth than has any other single
individual, or, for that matter, any group of in­
dividuals. When I remember the grief of the
mothers of Egypt at the loss of their first-born, I
am awed by a sense of the possibilities of the un­
limited power of the God of the Hebrews. When
I behold the death-throes of the thousands of
drowning Egyptians, and recollect that this has
been the result of an obedient action by the man
of God, to his God, I set me wondering as to
just what that God thinks about it. When I
hear the reverberating thunders of Sinai, I ex­
perience that consciousness of nervousness, which
as a child sent me hurrying to the shelter of my
mother’s arms. When I read of the divinely-
ordered massacre of thousands upon thousands of
human beings, inclusive of multitudes of women
whose mother-tenderness must surely have paral­
leled in some degree that of many of the mothers
of our own times, and inclusive too, of thousands
of innocent children, whose unspoilt winsomeness
must have been as commendable as that of my
own bairns: when I recollect the swift acts of
judgment from heaven upon men who often have
acted with the sincerest intentions in the interests
of their divinity, I am forced to the conclusion
that cither this God is unjust, or that he has not
yet made himself fully known, nor are his pur­
poses completely comprehended. True it is, that
in Old Testament times, great stress was laid
upon the goodness of God, the loving-kindness,
and the mercy of God, but the dominant con­
ception of him seemed to be that of a righteous
God, One that was above all. a Legislator and a
Judge. If I serve such a God, it will be very
largely from a sense of fear and dread as to the
consequences of my failure: certainly it will leave
a tremendous dissatisfaction, for my spirit cries
out for One with whom I can commune to the
pacifying of every troubled thought, and the elevat­
ing of every noble desire.

Tracing carefully the record of all his dealings
with men, I find that he has made » a revelation
of himself in some measure: but when I come to
the man, Christ Jesus, I find’ here One who is
evidently the fullest revelation of God to man.
His name bears testimony to that fact, “Emmanuel
—God with us,” and John tells us that he has
declared the Father, while Jesus himself makes
the startling announcement that he and the Father
are one. so that whoever has seen him has seen
the Father, saying moreover, that he is himself
the Truth. To describe his own personal experi­
ence of the workings of Christ in his life. Paul
speaks about “God in Christ,” so that when we
see the compassion, the tenderness, and the amaz-
in" self-sacrifice of Jesus, we really behold the
heart of God, expressing itself in fulness, and
revealing a wonderful yearning for the well-being
of all mankind, and this God. this “Christlike God,
commands at once the response of my longing
heart.
The apprehension of Jesus.

In Jesus then, wc have the revelation and the
embodiment of all spiritual truth. He is the
Way, coming by which, we may apprehend that 
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spiritual truth for which wc seek. But still the
difficulty of our quest is not solved, for if Jesus
is m himself the solution to the location of the
truth, there still remains the problem of the ap­
prehension of Jesus; and it is in the reciprocal in­
timacy between Christ and his followers, which we
term the Christian experience, that we should be
able to view the end of our quest.

We are accustomed to preach as the pre-re­
quisites to the Christian life, belief on Jesus, re­
pentance, and baptism; and while the Scriptures
are plain in . their insistence of the requirement
of these conditions, wc err greatly if we emphasise
the visible, to the dimming of the spiritual. To­
day we have to deal with people who conceive bap­
tism as the one act by which they enter for ever
the safety of the divine fold. Unless, however,
we keep before the mind the great spiritual pur­
pose underlying every outward and visible sign.
we are certainly in very grave danger of develop­
ing formalism. In conducting «1 soul, then, from
the realms of darkness into the kingdom of light
and truth, supreme importance must be placed
upon the necessity of the heartfelt acceptance of
the Christ of God, leading to the willingness to
crucify the past, the spontaneous profession of the
new Master in whose service enrolment is made,
and baptism as the symbolic act by which the past
is buried and the new life begun. Christ’s own
directions for the ensuring of abundant life, "Abide
in me, and I in you,” thus work out for Paul in
being "baptised into Christ,” and “putting on
Christ” on the one hand, and on the other hand
in the realisation of the, “Christ in me” in his
memorable passage in the Galatian epistle: "I am
crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not
I, but_Christ liveth in me: and the life which I
now’ live in the flesh I live by the faith of the
Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for
me.”

In so far, then, and in proportion as Christ lives
in us shall we be able to enter into the appropria­
tion and enjoyment of those great spiritual truths
of which he is the personification: and the degree
of our willingness to subjugate our wills to his
will be the degree of our satisfaction in the quest.
Without the essential Presence disappointment
must be ours: but Christ’s own promise, “Lo, I
am with you alway. even unto the end of the
age.” is one to be experienced, and he makes full
provision for the enjoyment of that experience for
everyone who counts himself his follower. "I
will not leave you comfortless,” he says, “I will
come to you . . . another Comforter, that
he may abide with you forever, even the Spirit
of Truth . . . the Comforter, which is the
Holy Spirit ... he shall guide you into all
truth."

The help of the Spirit.
The indwelling Spirit of God, in the heart of

of even’ true child of his, has as his supreme
function the guidance of the individual so pos­
sessed into all truth, so that for the seeker, this
now is the royal road to success, appropriation
of the Spirit, the gift of God through Christ, to
all who sincerely receive him as the Way, the
Truth, the Life.

Beyond all that has been said thus far. it is
obvious that to creatures of intellect the quest
of spiritual truth must in part be made bv intel­
lectual effort, and that the resultant life will draw’
strength and support from this activity. Chris­
tianity makes no claim to he a mystery religion:
on the contrary. it repudiates any such title, and
invites the fullest intellectual investigation, and
offers confirmatory evidence by demonstrable
facts.

In nur quest for spiritual truth, it will be in­
evitable that we proceed, in part at least, along
intellectual lines: for the only truths that are
acceptable are those that can be comprehended
and appreciated in one’s own mental capacity. In
every sphere of human activity, the only know­
ledge that satisfies is the knowledge gained—often
at tremendous cost—bv personal experience, and
this is no less true in the spiritual realm, for the
truths most precious to the soul must of necessity

point explained to him, he always made the same
comment:

“So it is in France!”'
I have thought of him many times lately, for

the differences between us seem very great on
the surface, at any rate in Paris. There are
no unemployed to be seen here, and those who
are at work are at it all day long. They are
like bees, rushing hither and thither in a feverish
way, as if the day wasn’t half long enough. The
shops are open long before I am up in the morn­
ing and they do not close till eight.

But I have it on the authoritv of an official of
the Salvation Army that every night in Paris
8,000 people sleep out of doors.

The housing question here is acute. It is
closely connected with the fall of the franc, for
though the municipality is building dwellings it
is doubtful whether many of the poor creatures
who sleep out will be able to afford the rents.
There arc many people in Paris to-day paying
three-quarters of their income in rent. How is
it possible to live like that?

In the whole of France only 196,000 tax-payers
declare an income of 30,000 francs, about £250,
at the present rate of exchange. But 152,000
Frenchmen possess a car of their own. Even if
you drive it yourself you cannot keep a car on
less than £250 a year, so it is not surprising to
learn that M. Vincent Auriol has a following in
demanding that a list of income-tax-payers shall
be published.

In France a man or woman carrying a child is
certain of a seat in tram, train or ’bus, by right.
not by favor. In the thickest crowd an official
will push away everybody else to let his majesty
the baby through. It is the same with the
wounded or mutilated soldiers. They have a
right to a scat everywhere, and in the Metro trains
some of the seats are numbered for the use of
these men. If vou happen to occupy one and
do not immediately vacate it on the entry of a
criople vou will be ignominiously turned out.

So it is in France!
The children are put in the front, not by their

friends but by kindly officials, at spectacles, where,
moreover, a barrier keeps back any selfish adults
who might otherwise press on the children.

Parents are accompanied by their offspring
much more often in Paris than in London, and
they exact from them behaviour which our livelier
young folk would find extremely irksome. I was
calling on a friend the other day whom I had
not seem for some years, and we sat talking for
more than an hour. During the whole of that
time a small girl sat perfectly quiet on her chair,
not listening to the conversation certainly, for she
did not understand a word of English, but oc­
cupied with her own thoughts. At three-and-a-
half she was taught to keep quiet in the presence
of grown-up people.

She was not an exception either. I saw these
small people in chuch, at concerts, shopping, out
walking, always quite sedate and well-behaved,
never tearing about noisily, getting in people’s
way, or breaking into the conversation.

The Peacemakers.
(Matt. 5: 9-)

"Blessed are the peacemakers', for they shall

. eallcd the children of God." In 1895 Argentine
qnd Chile fell into a bitter controversy concern-
? their frontier, and each state prepared for
war. Then a preacher in one country began to
plead for peace in the name of Christ. His
voice was re-echoed from the other side of the
Andes. Many citizens of both countries pressed
for a peaceable solution of the problem. Great
Britain at last suggested a plan which suited both
sides and war was averted. To celebrate their
escape from a death-dealing conflict, the two coun­
tries placed a monument on the great mountain
chain which divided them and had nearly brought
them to war. The monument, a figure of the
great Prince of Peace, was cast from the very
cannon which the two countries would have used
against each other, and upon it was inscribed the
words: “Sooner shall this monument crumble to
dust than the people of Argentine and Chile break
the peace which they have pledged at the feet
of their Redeemer.’”

A HEAVENLY TASK.
There arc fewer higher or more heavenly tasks

to which men are called than that of being peace­
makers. It is work which God himself loves to
do. Seven times in his epistles Paul refers to
God as “the God of Peace.” That title is quite
compatible with the Old Testament one “the
Lord of Hosts,” which but reveals another side
to the divine nature.

“We needs must fight
To make true peace our own:

We needs must combat might with might,
Or might would rule alone.”

But the name which is most characteristic of
God is the name God of Peace. When he chose
to reveal himself in flesh it was as “the Prince
of Peace” he came, and his mission was to bring
peace on earth; goodwill to men.” We should

count it the highest honor in being called to join
hands with Christ in his great task of hastening
the day when “nation shall not lift tip a sword
against nation, neither shall they learn war any
more.”

One superintendent
writes: “The school is going on very well. Last
Sunday we had 146 people present, scholars and
teachers included. But I don’t see enough re­
sult from our work. Comparatively few of our
scholars ever join up with the church.” The
above is not an isolated experience, as statistics
very well prove. Only 25 per cent, of the boys
and girls who pass through our Bible Schools
ever link up with the church, yet from that 25
per cent, there comes 80 per cent of the church’s
membership. What a difference it would make
to the church if we could save another 25 per
cent, of our young people! We are more than
ever convinced that if we can solve this problem
we will in a large measure solve the greatest diffi­
culty that confronts the church to-day.

On Sunday, July 18, the Bible School at Ivan­
hoe held its anniversary gatherings. Fine audi­
ences gathered at the afternoon and evening ser­
vices: the evening meeting was especiallv fine,
extra scats having to be brought in. Under the
leadership of the superintendent. Bro. J. H.
McKean, this school is making steady progress.
The district docs not lend itself to any phenomenal
growth, but our school is much more than hold­
ing its own. The anniversary gatherings were
brought to a close with a demonstration by the
scholars on Monday evening, July 19.

Promotion Day.
Promotion Day in a carefully graded school has

a valuable psychological effect on the children, for
they feel that they arc steadily progressing up­
wards. A certain number of scholars will natur­
ally be “promoted” from one department to an­
other each year, and this should provide the op­
portunity for every other class in the school to
move up to a “higher” position, the newcomers
taking the front scats and the remainder moving
back accordingly. If carefully arranged so that
all take part, the promotions may be made of
great educational value in the religious develop­
ment of the scholar.

“Should teachers be promoted with their
scholars?” is a question often asked at confer­
ences on methods. Probably the most satisfac­
tory course to pursue is one that secures that the
link between scholar and -child is severed as sel­
dom as possible. In every department a certain
number of teachers, when their scholars are ripe
for promotion to a higher grade, will affirm that
a change is desirable on both sides. This re­
quest should be respected if a valid reason is
given for the break. Otherwise, there should be
as little change made as possible in this respect.—
E. H. Hayes. 

Assign Carefully.
Every teacher should impress on the minds

of her pupils the fact that study is a serious
undertaking.

“Study outside of school occurs only in the
presence of a ‘felt* need,” says Sheldon Emmor
Davis.

Therefore, the material assigned should be
such that the pupil can easily make use of it in
his daily life. Poorly made assignments are
often the cause of lack of study. I point out
the difficulties in the lesson and suggest helps
for overcoming them. One should never assign
too much work, or work that is either too simple
or too difficult.

The following are ways in which I have kept
my class of intermediate girls interested in study­
ing their lessons:

1. Conducting a contest in which lesson study
counted a certain number of points.

2. Asking a question and letting the girl who
answers it ask the next question, and so on.

3. Giving a written test covering the Sunday’s
lesson.

4. Offering a prize for the one who can write
the best story on the lesson.

5. Letting it be known beforehand that visitors
are expected the following Sunday.—Lilly R.

Letter from H. Clark, Yunnan, China.
Bro. H. G. Clark writes in a recent letter: "At

the Chinese New Year the churches of \ unnanfu
combined in a mission. We attended each night,
as we arc advised to hear Chinese spoken at e\ cry
opportunity! The new Methodist church was
packed each night.
hours, commencing
punctually at nine.
Chinese spoke each night. ... . . .
allowed 30 minutes each. The remaining thirty
minutes were given to hymns, with the exception
of an opening and closing prayer. If the first
speaker stopped before his 3° minutes had ex­
pired the next would take up the extra time, so
that wc regularly had an hour and a half spun.
in listening to sounds, for wc rarely caught the
meaning of a phrase. We were indeed barbar­
ians according to Paul’s statement in 1 Cor. 14 -
11. These people have a great capacity for
hearing. . . .

“Some of our American missionaries have been
here, among them Dr. Osgood. Dr. Osgood is
one of the most, beloved and most highly honored
of our men in China.

“Yesterday afternoon wc had two happy little
functions. One was the display of some of the
Thibetan curios that the American folk brought
with them. The prayer wheel is most interest­
ing. Inside a cylinder about five inches in diam­
eter arc hundreds of prayers. This cylinder has
a pivot that fixes in a handle about a foot long.
On the edge of the cylinder a chain is attached
which has a weight at the free end. By holding
the handle and making a little movement with
the hand the cylinder revolves and each revolu­
tion is equivalent to repeating all the prayers en­
closed. I suggested to the Americans that this
would appeal to the speed-loving people of their
land, though there I .guess they would work it
by electricity. I learned that the Thibetans use
water-power to work these prayer wheels. What
a pitiable idea is behind these cylinders 1 Prayer
is surely the highest activity of the human spirit,
and not a mere physical action.

“The charm-boxes were also interesting. One
of them was very beautiful, and made of copper,
silver and gold. Dr. Shelton, you will remem­
ber, had some fun with the people, who believed
that the boxes would preserve the wearer from
harm. lie had one placed on a goat and blew it
to pieces and killed the goat with a shot from
his rifle. The same shot shattered a great deal
of the superstition of the onlookers, Mr. MacLeod,
one of the Thibet mission, kindly gave me one
of Shelton’s rifles. I prize it highly, for Shelton
was a vital, rugged, consecrated man.

“The Thibetan gun which Dr. Wohrley has is
a curious thing. It is a muzzle-loader. They
have a little opening at the side of the barrel from
winch a small tube leads out to a little pocket.
This tube and the pocket arc Tilled with powder.
Attached to the crude trigger is a piece of cotton­
cloth. To fire the gun they have first to light
the cloth by means of pieces of flint, and then
they have to pull the trigger which brings the
lighted cloth into touch with the pocket contain­
ing the powder. The powder in the little tube
slowly ignites and then, if the gun is still in a
straight line with the animal, though it is more
likely to be in a hue with the place where it was,
why. the gun goes off and does the trick.

“The other interesting event was the visit of
a Chinese bride, the daughter of the cook. Her
wedding ceremony took place the day before amidst
much feasting and noise. 1 saw'two barrels of
steaming rice taken in, each containing about two
kerosene tins of their precious meal. The bride
wore—now what did she wear! She looked
charming in her decorated hair and dress. We
were guests at this wedding. The invitation 

cards are about to inches by 4 inches. They
are brilliant red in color, and the lettering is in
gold. I doubt if our cards have anything more
attractive about them. I found one value of their
size and color is that they are hard to lose, and
who hasn’t wasted time looking for a wedding­
card that has been misplaced’ The chair in
which the good lady travelled was a delight to
look upon with its gay colors, representations of
flowers, and miniature figures all over it.

“Have just had a letter from one of the
Methodist missionaries, perhaps the oldest in the
province. He speaks in high terms of the
Hueili missionaries. I find they hold a high
place in the opinions of the missionary body here
generally, and am pleased to hear these unsolic­
ited testimonies.”

W. H. Clay writes:—“The Department of Social
Service, Victoria, is very much exercised because
of the number of members of the Church of
Christ who are seeking employment. Some have
been unemployed over a period of two or three
months. Among the numbers are a grocer, a
wicker-worker, a musician, a baker and pastry­
cook, an engineer, motor drivers, laborers, care­
takers and a typist. Should there be members
or friends who could offer even temporary em­
ployment, the department would welcome advice
to that effect. Several good homes are seeking
lady’s companions and help, whole or part-time.
and applications from those seeking such em­
ployment would be gladly received. Some of
these positions arc in the country. All cases
carry the recommendation of the department.

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boys were reclaimed from a life which might
easily have ended disastrously. Mr. Taylor docs
not consider that prohibition in America has had
a fair trial yet.

under date June 1“We have had wonderfully
successful work during the past season.

Assuring you
we have never forgotten the kindliness we received
while in your country, and thanking you for your
splendid paper, I am very fraternally, Chas. Reign
Scoville.”

The “British Weekly” of June 17 contained the
following paragraph:—“Information by cable has
reached Greenock of the death, on June 3, at
Luanza, Congo Free State, of Mr. Dan Crawford,
the famous missionary and author of ‘In the Long
Grass’ and ‘Thinking Black.’ For thirty-four
years Dan Crawford lived and taught as a mis­
sionary in the Dark Continent. He was a man
in a class by himself. The much-abused word
‘genius’ could without stress be applied to him.
The present writer was with him in America
during 1912, and vividly recalls the quite unique
influence of his words and of his whole person­
ality. The solitude of Africa had deepened a
genuine gift for philosophy, so that he had at­
tained at a leap and intuitively what others may
at best only arrive at by the help of formal writ­
ings. His acquaintance, during all those years
of willing exile in the heart of Africa with con­
temporary affairs in Great Britain, in Europe and
America, and throughout the world, was a con­
stant mystery to those to whom he spoke intim­
ately. Had Crawford been a self-seeking man,
there was nothing he could not have secured in
the way of financial support during that tour in
America in 1912.”

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“The Quest of Spiritual Truth.”

be those truths which have been personally dis­
covered and experienced.

According to the personality and time of the
searcher, so docs the expression of the truth which
he seeks to communicate vary; so that wc shall
find that there is a style that is essentially Pauline,
another which is Johannine, another Petrine, and
so on. Similarly, we shall find that Moses speaks
in altogether different ways with regard to the
truths of God, from those of the men of latter
times; and then, of course, it is obvious that wc
have yet a style and a type of expression which
is in a class by itself, that of Christ, of whom
wc read, “Never man spake like this man.” From
all of which wc arc forced to the conclusion that
absolute truth is beyond all human possibility of
expression in exhaustive terms. Human limita­
tions must forever render the expression of truth
imperfect, although of course, each succccdingage
will endeavor to express itself in the matter in
the language of its time. The very words that
we use will change from time to time, and as
Christian thought aims continually at grasping
more and more of the truth, it will continually
exercise itself to discover terms of speech which
will convey the truth with increasing exactness
and intelligibility.

The one immutable fact is that truth is far
beyond full human expression, and this will serve
as a corrective to the acceptance of many theories
of current times which are often regarded as the
final word of truth. There are many hypotheses
which I am fully prepared to accept as such, but
when these are presented to me as ‘utmost truth,
and that without substantial evidence in support
thereof, I must decline to be bound. Sixteen
years ago, Lancelot Oliver wrote:—“We have
never held that a return to New Testament Chris­
tianity and acceptance of what wc think con­
stitutes it, arc necessarily one and the same thing:
and at needed moments the fact has been recalled
that wc must ever be ready to diminish or enlarge
as further truth breaks forth from God’s word.
Indeed, nothing is absolutely and ultimately bind­
ing but truth, so that Christianity itself must be
abandoned were it proved to be false. But when
it is held that certain things are true, and a serious
attempt made to consider objections as they arise,
it is surely our duty to press what wc hold as
truth, all wc can, undeterred bv a possible future
discovery that wc are in error.”

Personal verification.
If, indeed, wc were to bind ourselves to the

acceptance of every theory affecting our spiritual
relationships, wc would quickly discover that the
whole of the Christian religion would become
a thing of the past. That there is, however, posi­
tively no danger of that catastrophe is altogether
due to the fact that truth which is spiritually dis­
cerned always has been, and in the very nature
of the case always will be, dominant. Truth is
experienced rather than expressed. By way of
illustration, we may take the subject of prayer,
and after countless philosophies thereupon, the one
valid argument for its use remains, viz., our per­
sonal experience of its potency.

The same holds good with respect to Christ. I
cannot hope adequately to express the content
of truth in regard to him, but the erpcrience that
I have of him in my spiritual nature is attesta­
tion enough that he is indeed the embodiment of
the truth of God. If, for instance, I read in
Scripture that he entered this world by way of
the virgin birth, I am not incredulous; for in con­
sideration of the mighty transformation that his
coming has wrought in my life, I am soundly con­
vinced that he is far above mere man; that he
is in fact divine, and, that being so, it would be
unacceptable to me that he should come any other
way but that which he was pleased to employ.
Similarly, with regard to his miracles, which to
me are not even so full of wonder as the depth
and the transcendence of the mystical life which
I enjoy through him here and now. In the same
way. I am forced to believe in the bodily resur­
rection of Christ; for only a Deity who is thus 
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capable of triumphing in every way over death is
able to communicate to me in this present life,
the earnest of what I know to be life eternally.

The religious part is, after all, the biggest part
of man, and is founded upon our spiritual nature
and our spiritual ideal. If in our quest for
spiritual truth wc seem sometimes to be at vari­
ance with the expressions of truth on other planes,
it is only because of the misunderstandings of
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human conceptions. Ultimately, all truth „ -..
ordinate, for truth is one, and its unity must'1 "•
ually be evident. 'Bi­

Spiritual truth must be pre-eminent, and
will only be so in individual lives as it is
ally experienced. In our quest wc shall v'
amply rewarded, if we maintain that conum?!
with God through Christ which alone caJT&
to the heights.

The Doctrine of the Church.
Stuart Stevens.

Christ
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[For over two years a precis of the Lord’s day
sermons delivered by Stuart Stevens has ap­
peared each week in the “Geelong Advertiser,
which has a daily circulation of over 10,000 copies.
The “Advertiser” contained the following report
of a recent Sunday evening’s sermon.]

Organised as it is in many places to-day, re­
ligion is not satisfactory to many people, and it
is not what it should be according to its Founder.
Frequently it is a political instrument, a partisan
organisation, and one far removed from the New
Testament model. We arc pleased that men are
not satisfied with it. To settle down to a per­
version of Christianity would be hopeless indeed.
We propose to consider what arc the elements
of a true church. (1) It is non-political: (2)
Non-scctarian (1 Cor. 1: 11-13); (3) Democratic;
and (4) Scriptural in name, creed, authority,
simplicity, and membership.

(1) It is non-political and non-racial. Chris­
tians are loyal citizens, and not partisans in
politics. Christ knew no party or racial dis­
tinction, and was himself above and beyond them
all. Jesus was not Jew enough for the Jew; not
Roman enough for the Roman, nor Greek enough
for the Greek. Christ was the most spacious
being the world has known. He belongs to all
nations. Italy glorifies Garibaldi; other nations
merely admire him. Germany magnifies Bis­
marck; other nations criticise him, France all
but worships Napoleon; England hates him.

But Jesus is claimed by every race. He is
Saviour and Friend to all men. and is not to
be monopolised by any so that all others arc ex­
cluded. Faction or class leaders cannot claim
the approval of Jesus or his church. He is the
patron of principles which unite men in frater­
nity and love. Rightly, the church is not the tool
of party-politics. It must not segregate, but
unite men on the eternal principles of justice and
peace. Partisanism is a perversion of religion.
Christ is the Saviour of the prince and peasant,
the artisan and the artist, the intellectual and the
ignorant, the Jew and the Gentile, the foe and
the friend. In the church alone all men may
meet, though in nationality, political creed and oc­
cupation they may be separated the distance be­
tween the poles. Galatians 3: 27 and 28 ex­
presses it fully: “For as many of you as have
been baptised into Christ, have put on Christ.
There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither
bond nor free, there is neither male nor female;
for ye arc all one in Christ Jesus.”

(2) The true church is non-scctarian.

“There is no respect of
persons with God,” although every man has his
God-given task. “All ye arc brethren,” was
the dictum of divinity. In apostolic days there
were pastors, teachers, elders, deacons, believers.
These were distinctions only of office, and did
not possess ecclesiastical authority. “To every
man his work” was the direction of Paul. New
Testament religious organisation was simple.
serene, sufficient. Governmentally the church
is democratic; it is self-contained and Christ
constituted. Personal pre-eminence is not bj
mastery but by ministry. The only autocracj
which a true church concedes is the autonom
of Christ, whose is the church; for he is its n
and sustaincr.

(c) Its Authority. Inasmuch as there must
he authority, why not the best and highest? Such
authority Christ claimed and Jehovah accorded.
His mind or word we have in his written word;
for the Incarnate Word has given us his writ­
ten word, in addition to the possession of which
the believer experiences the presence of the Holy
Spirit to guide into all truth.

(d) The simplicity of Christianity and the
church is typical of its founder. Jesus aimed at
simplicity in all his work and ministry. While
Pharisecism was complex and confusing, the
simple constitution of the church of Christ has
from its inception, to the present age, proved suffi­
cient, and will remain eternally. Love is all-
adequate, and love to God and man explains all.

(c) Its membership is built upon the accept­
ance of a definite and divinely-given plan. On
the day of Pentecost, Peter the apostle, preach­
ing to the multitude, enjoined them to “Repent,
and be baptised, every one of you in the name
of Jesus Christ, for the remission of sins, and
ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.’’ In
Matt. 28: 19-20 is recorded the Saviour’s scheme
of union with his church. In commissioning his
disciples, he said, “Go ye therefore, and teach
all nations, baptising them into the name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.’’
In Acts 10: 48 is given a definite compliance with
the true method of the Master, following the
faithful declaration of salvation through his name,
by the apostle Peter.

The promises attached to a full acceptance of
the gospel’s message embodied in the claims of
Jesus, include the remission of sins by’ virtue of
his death for sin “once for all,” on Calvary; the
S_ift of the Holy' Spirit and partnership in ser­
vice and fellowship, until he shall come to receive
his own to dwell with him in glory.
