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A Proper Sense of Values.

AN American philosopher, Prof.
Charles Shaw, has been accusing
his nation of ignoring the real
values of life. He gives a list of

seven obsessions to which the people are
subject. Familiar with the “seven deadly
sins” of bygone days, we might have
thought that every age would in its sin­
ning follow the regulation list. But Pro­
fessor Shaw enumerates the seven deadly
values as follow: “speed, radio, sex, over­
emphasis of health, jazz, modern psychol­
og}', and money.” At least one Victorian
public school head-master has agreed that
Australia is not wholly unlike America in
its obsessions. It is a strange' list of fol­
lies or of vices, a medley of “values.” An
‘Argus” writer wonders why Professor
Shaw did not extend his list to ten, and in­
clude golf, movie pictures and dancing.

To many a reader the American profes­
sor s word will merely seem amusing.
Most of the things may appear to be harm­
less. The list includes things in which
some may glory. We should like to know
the reasons for the selection, and some day
the hdl text of the professor’s address may
make the matter plain. At present, we
confess to being impressed by the manifest
care and thought which must have prompted

Again we must
liken them to cancer. But the philoso­
pher seems to imply that through these
obsessions the community is going to the
dogs. It is the old story. Some thinkers
‘opine’ that, because we have listening-in
and aeroplanes, never was the world so
good as to-day. Others hold that, because
they see so much that is ‘newsy’ in the
daily press, the world was never so bad as
it is to-day. Which opinion is nearer the
truth? After all, it does not much matter
by what road the world is going downward
if it is really travelling on the down grade.
To go to perdition through golf or money
or psychology is just as foolish and as de­
cisive as to go through whisky or ‘two-up’
or novels. The route does not matter so
long as the end is the same. We do not
quarrel with Professor Shaw's analysis of
routes—though we should certainly add golf
and novels to the list—but we question very
much his implication. No sane man who
knows anything of history can hold that
the progress of the ‘civilised’ world is down­
ward. That is the main point.”

The chief trouble with men is that they
will not put first things first. The majority
of people put the material above the spirit­
ual. Christians and non-Christians should
hear the Saviour’s insistent exhortation:
“Seek ye first the kingdom of God and his
righteousness.” Then other “values” will
fall into their rightful place and order. As
it is, there is not the slightest doubt that
the unbiassed onlooker on the daily life of
even Christian people, seeing the propor­
tions of time and thought given to the
affairs of this life and the things of the
kingdom of God respectively, must be con­
vinced that we have a different sense of
values from that possessed by him whom
we call Master and Lord.

Another American professor. Dr. G. T.
W. Patrick, Professor of Philosophy in the
University of Iowa, has recently published
an “Introduction to Philosophy,” in the
course of which he refers to the world’s
progress in science. He tells of the results
obtained by the mechanical and industrial
arts, and of the notable discoveries of
modern times. Dr. Patrick raises the ques­
tion whether, after all, many of these dis­
coveries have been of advantage to human­
ity. “Is it true,” he asks, ‘.‘that a pasteur­
ised and sanitised society is not necessarily
progressive or dynamic?" He thinks we
may have acquired too much wealth and
too little wisdom. True to the purpose of
his book, he says: “If by philosophy we
mean the search for wisdom, the appraise­
ment of values, and the careful logical an­
alysis of concepts, it seems to be just what
the world needs now." Where the pro­
fessor puts philospohy, we put religion.
The world puts the material before the
spiritual—that is its chief folly and its sin.

Professor Shaw closes his list of “deadly
values" with money. An American pro­
bably felt that to be a fitting close. But
there is no nation which does not require
his warning. Despite the reiterated teach-
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ing of our Lord and his apostles, even
Christians place a fictitious value upon
money. Think of the depths to which we
have descended before a question like “How
much is he worth?” can be understood to
refer to the amount of this world’s goods
a man is supposed to possess. If we
mistake not, many people “in good standing
and fellowship” in our churches deem a
man successful if he have made much
money and a failure if he remain com­
paratively poor. There are probably few
places where the word of a poor man is as
potent as that of one who is wealthy. Many
of our estimates are wholly anti-Christian.
Of course, we cannot generalise, but the
danger of misjudging is so real that we
should all heed the warning when it is
given. Dan Crawford learnt a little wis­
dom from the negro Christians of Africa,
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who summed up much philosophy and re­
ligion in the simple words: "To be better
off is not to be better.”

In “Oh, Money, Money,” Eleanor H.
Porter makes Benny give us this helpful
lesson: “Aunt Maggie says it's only the
little things that bother us, and that we
wish were different, that we must say ‘It
doesn't matter’ about. It docs matter
whether we're good and kind and tell the
truth and shame the devil; but it doesn’t
matter whether we have ter live on the
West Side an' eat dinner nights instead of
noons, and not eat cookies any of the time
in the house, see?”

Why Do You Go to Church?

“And the more part knew not wherefore they
were come together.”—Acts 19: 32.

Strange that it should be so but strikingly
true. Wherever there is a fairly large
group of people one will probably find some
who are unable to give a reasonable an­
swer to the question, “Why are you here?”
Our text indicates an example. When
Paul preached in the city of Ephesus, a
conflict of interests soon became apparent.
The group under the direction of Demet­
rius, finding their business beginning to fall
off, and knowing that if this preacher were
allowed to continue there would soon be
no business at all, held a meeting. The out­
come was a riot; the people seemed to be
clear only on one point and that was that
the great goddess, Diana, was endangered.
Paul’s companions in travel were seized.
“Some said one thing and some another:
for the crowd was in confusion.” The
town clerk, a man apparently of some per­
sonality, and of more than average intelli­
gence, after a time quieted the crowd, and
then began to reproach them for their un­
dignified, unjustified, unnecessary and dan­
gerous conduct. Many in that concourse
of people then began to realise that they
had no real reason for acting as they had.
“The more part knew not wherefore they
were come together.”

Is it not true also of more dignified
gatherings of people that some know not
the real reason for their being there, or if
there be a cause it is not a reasonable one?
Take for example the matter of going to
church. For some there seems to be a
peculiar charm attached to the act of en­
tering a chapel, and no distinction is made
between morning and evening service. Both
are alike. “I have been to church, and
therefore have fulfilled all requirements.”
This kind of religion amounts almost to
superstition. It is unreasonable. To go
because it is a place for meeting old friends
and for making companionships or because 

one may there have a good sing song is, in
comparison, sensible even if it be inade­
quate as a reason. Why do you go to
church ?
11 a.m. Sunday morning.

Is it to avoid the necessity of excuse to
your preacher if you are not there? This
is so in some cases as I have found in my
pastoral work. Is it to meet a friend, or is
it to hear a special preacher? None of these
ought to be the “why” of our coming to­
gether.

This meeting must have a primary cause,
and it is found in Jesus Christ and him
crucified who said, “Do this in remembrance
of me.” “This,” of course, was “the sup­
per,” the communion in the breaking and
eating of the loaf and in the drinking of
the wine. And as a fitting setting for this
gift to the church, one read a psalm, an­
other gave a teaching, another a prayer.
Thus the memorial feast is the “why,” and
in the life of the true Christian affords the
motive power.

In addition it is well to remember that
attendance at the table and the remember­
ing of Jesus Christ in spirit is, though not
designed as such, a gospel unto men. But
the worship must be in spirit and in truth.
If, last Sunday, one came into the assembly,
perhaps a friend of yours but as yet not de­
finitely given to Christ, would the gospel
have had effect? Maybe there was a wnis-
perer in front, and over on the side seat
was one who giggled or was in anything but
the spirit of worship. Irr coming in, being
a little late, there was a consciousness of
running the gauntlet between one hundred
pairs of eyes. In the service there was a
little confusion, and this, added to the
other foreign items, did what many bad
sermons could not have done—made him
satisfied in his mind that this was not the
church of Jesus Christ meeting to remem­
ber him in the sacrifice that was made on 
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Calvary. Why do you go to church o„
Sunday morning? n

7 p.m. Sunday evening.
If you are a Christian, and I trust that

you are, dear reader, you go to church not
simply to satisfy the conscience in that “I
have been to church” ; not to have commun­
ion in the Supper, though you may remem­
ber Christ in that way after the gospel ser­
vice ; not to hear a choir sing, but to assist
a man of God in the preaching of the Word
that is able to save the souls of men. You
are not there to receive only, but to give, and
to be a strength to him who is the preacher.
“Ye shall be my witnesses.” “It is God’s
good pleasure through the foolishness of
preaching to save them that believe.” This
meeting is designed to save souls, and you
are there to help. How many would be
saved if all who came were just like you?
Do you offer up a prayer to God; do you
ever speak a kindly word of invitation to
any? Did you, on the other hand, ever
say, “Well, I didn’t care for that address
to-night,” when, perhaps, it was just the
kind of message some individual out of
Christ needed? Did you ever adopt a
flippant, indifferent attitude when the prea­
cher so wanted an atmosphere where the
Spirit could work without hindrance?
“Know ye not that your body is a temple
of the Holy' Ghost,” and the body with its
attributes should be surrendered to God’s
Holy Spirit in the gospel meeting? All
that gospel service should be made to ap­
peal to a sinner that he might repent and
turn. Why do you go to church on Sun­
day evening?
8 p.m. Wednesday or Thursday evening.

I trust you are one of those who are
conscientious about the prayer meeting.
And you go, not because the preacher al­
ways gives something worth listening to
or because it is interesting to see the Junior
Endeavor or one of the various chibs lead­
ing the meeting occasionally, but because
you sincerely desire to be a help to the king­
dom of God in that prayer session. Why
is it that a talk or exhortation is generally
demanded of the preacher, and why would
the good folk be so surprised if it were not
given ? Perhaps it is because we have lost
sight of the reason for a prayer meeting—'
a meeting in which there is real prayer.
And what is it that keeps so many people
from praying? In a J.C.E. meeting of
which I know, ninety to one hundred per
cent, of those children pray. Why not in
the church prayer meeting? And if a*‘
prayed we would not be kept out of our
beds too long, judging from the reports ot
some prayer meetings. But what hinders.
Is there a wicked pride of heart; are "'e
afraid to be found on our knees, or opening
our mouth in prayer in public? Surely there
can be no sense of shame—no fear of man.
Why do you come to the prayer meeting •

If we all came to these meetings knowing
the “why,” which is the real reason, and
with a pure heart, in a Christian spirit
determined to do God’s service, we should
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hear little of such dialogues as the follow­
in'1: “Why don’t you come to church
now?” “Well, to tell you the truth, I don’t
like the preacher that’s there now.” Truly,
that man belongs to the group that knows
not the real reason for the meeting. We
worship not men but Christ. We preach no
man but Jesus Christ and him crucified. We
pray not unto men but unto God through

Trust in the Lord and do good: so shalt thou
dwell in the land, and verily thou shalt be fed.—
Psalm 37: 3-

In the text the man of old touched on
four verities: ’’Trust in the Lord,” religious
faith; “and do good,” the service of love;
“so shalt thou dwell in the land,” citizen­
ship ; “and verily thou shalt be fed,” eco­
nomic security, employment. These four
do not include all the things we live by, but
they cover a good share. This singer would
have all brought under moral purpose and
consecration.

I wish to speak of the first two of these
things we live by.
Religion, a union of human and divine.

First, let us think of religious faith, trust
in God. The psalmist shows great good
sense in putting this first. Fie would have
every man commit himself to his Father
constantly in his heart. Trust in God is
at the basis of all that is best.

Someone once said to a philosopher of
the last century: “If you could have one
question answered, what would it be?”

“Is the universe friendly?” was the an­
swer.

Is the sum total of things on our side or
is it as indifferent to us as the weather?
This singer believed that the universe was
friendly to trust in God, which is the re­
ligion of Protestant, Catholic, Hebrew, if
honest and devout. Wherever you find a
personal conscious bearing to the divine,
expressed in worship, there you find re-
hgion. No other force has entered so
'•tally into the renewal of man’s nature as
this union of the human and the divine.

tact with the divine. And it lasts from
generation to generation, from century to
century, as men look up in aspiration to
One holier than themselves.

When I was in college, I went to hear
Robert G. Ingersoll speak on “The Mis­
takes of Moses.” He was a magnificent
looking man. The God he blasphemed had
given him a wonderful body and voice. He
said in his address: “I hear people talk of
the omnipotence of God. I will give God
three minutes to strike me dead for what
I have said of him on this platform. I
dare him to do it.”

Ingersoll held his watch in his hand dur­
ing the tense silence of those three minutes.
People shivered lest something terrible
should happen. At the end he said : “There,
you see there is nobody there.”

I remember the comment on the scene
made by a godly Christian: “Did the little
man think that he could exhaust the pati­
ence of the eternal God in three minutes?”

Ingersoll’s writings now are almost for­
gotten ; while of the Book that he ridiculed
6,582,000 copies were sold in 1924. It will
continue to sell. It owes its permanence
and currency to the life that roots its fel­
lowship in the living God.
Religion demands expression.

The second thing that I would speak of
is humane service. “Do good.” You can
have morality without religion. Men like
Felix Adler, who cannot bring themselves
to believe in God or lift up their hands in
prayer, strive to make the world a better
place, though we covet for them clearer
vision. You can have morality without re­
ligion, but you cannot have religion without
morality. You can have emotions and mys­
tical stirrings: but they are not religion.
Religion is a life that must find expression
in fair dealing, kindly speech, unselfish ser­
vice.

It was the glory of the Hebrew race that
early in their history they had a God, not
merely of strength, who loved the Jews
because they were Jews, but a covenant­
keeping God who spoke thus: “Honor thy
father'and thy mother. Do not steak Do
not commit adultery. Do not covet ; A
God who regarded life, purity and property
as sacred. “Trust in God.” That trust
must find expression in doing good.

How many of you are familiar with the
story of Bishop Welcome? His name fitted 
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him. When he was made bishop, the bis­
hop's place had sixty rooms, and the hos­
pital across the street had only six. The
bishop went to the hospital to visit the sick
and to offer prayer. When he had made
the rounds, he said to the physician in
charge: “Your rooms are too small. You
have too little fresh air.” The physician
concurred.

“It is clear,” went on the bishop, “that
you have got these two houses mixed up.
Your place is across the street.”

He had the sick people moved; and he
lived for the rest of his days in a six-room
cottage. The townspeople had never seen
it in this fashion.

One Sunday the bishop announced that
he was going up to the mountains to visit
the shepherds and administer to them the
communion. He was told that it was dan­
gerous, that there were brigands on the
way.

“You will need soldiers, and you will be
imperiling their lives,” they said.

The bishop answered that he would go
alone.

“But what would you do if you met the
brigands?" he was asked.

“I should tell them about the goodness
of God and ask them for alms for my
poor.”

The next morning the bishop set out with
one small boy, who offered to show him the
way. He found the shepherds and spent
a week with them. Before he left, he re­
ceived a great treasure of silver and gold,
bearing the name of the leader of the
brigands.
Faith the basis of all that is best.

Bishop Welcome never wrote a book or
a famous sermon. He advanced no great
movement. He went about doing good.
“Trust in the Lord, and do good.” There
is no expression of faith greater. It is at
the basis of all the best: and it is not so
much what you do, as your reason for it
and the spirit in which it is done.

Three men were working with mallets
and chisels. There came along a man with
a head on his shoulders, not merely a con­
venient place to put his hat.

“What are you doing?" he asked.
One workman answered: “Working for

five dollars a day.”
The second said: “Cutting stone.”
The third said: “Building a cathedral.”
You may spend all your years working

for so many dollars a day, making a living
but not a life; doing something as monot­
onous as cutting stone: or you may build a
cathedral.

A cathedral is a meeting place. There
are cathedrals without spires, places of mer­
chandise, homes, but cathedrals no less,
meeting places for the human and the
divine, houses not made with hands, habita­
tions of the spirit, eternal in the heavens.

By the way you shape your philosophy of
life, you may build a cathedral and dwell
in it forevermore.—Dr. Chas. R. Brown in

An Archbishop’s Alusical Ability.
The Archbishop of Canterbury’s description of

himself recently as the least musical of men sug­
gests the curious fact that most recent Archbishops
of Canterbury have been in the same predicament.
King Edward called upon Archbishop Tait to
speak at the inauguration of the Royal College
of Music. “Your Royal Highness,” said Tait, "has
spoken of certain unfortunate people who are deaf
to music: I am afraid I must class myself some­
what among that number." Archbishop Temple’s
excruciating efforts to sing produced several
anecdotes.

Russian Clergy.
The Russian Soviet Government (says the “A.C.

World”), despite its later efforts to set up a form
of State "religion,” admits that no fewer than too
bishops and 1,000 priests have been executed since
the Bolsheviks seized the reins of government.
This fact is set forth in an appeal just issued in
England on behalf of the Training College for
Russian Clergy, opened a few months ago in the
Rue de Crimee, Paris. Apart from the wholesale
executions, referred to above, many thousands of
clergy' are still suffering imprisonment, while also,
large numbers have been driven into exile. Fur­
thermore, it is said that, in 1917, the Church Train­
ing Colleges were disestablished and completely
disendowed

This would not have had such farrcaching con­
sequences had not the simultaneous confiscation
of private property deprived the faithful of all
means of maintaining the treasury for the Chris­
tian ministry. Later the Soviet law forbidding
the teaching of religion to persons under 18 years
made such work desperately difficult, if not im­
possible. The question, therefore, whether re­
ligion is to be stifled in Russia, or not, must in
large measure depend upon such work as is to be
done in this new religious academy in Paris.

Sunday Games in England.
A feature of the recent municipal elections in

London was the prominence given in many of the
constituencies to a demand for reverent regard of
the divinely ordered weekly day of rest. The
Lord’s Day Observance Society has now collated
a body of evidence, showing that, in many towns,
candidates were questioned by the electorate as
to their attitude in regard to Sunday games and
the Sunday opening of cinemas. Chief interest is
said to have centred at Leeds, where the Sunday
Games Party adopted an aggressive attitude. They
fared badly at the polls in that city, however, only
two candidates pledged to support Sunday games
being returned. On the other hand, six candi­
dates who were definitely pledged to oppose Sun­
day games were elected to the City Council, most
of them with large majorities. Moreover, can­
didates who had made the Sunday question a plank
in their platform were also returned at Blackpool,
Leigh-on-Sea and Weymouth; while in Bristol,
five out of seven candidates pledged to the Sun­
day cause were elected.

Marshal Feng and Forces of Evil.
It is futile to deny the fact that Marshal Feng

and his army are assailed by terrific forces of
evil both seen and unseen (writes G. T. Davies).
I have been amazed to get word from a man of
unquestioned authority in Peking that modernistic
leaders in China are trying to link Bolshevism and
the Chinese Christian Church together into a
kind of communism that may be Christian 111 name, 

but is Bolshevistic in principle. Needless to say,
these men are doing everything in their power to
entangle Marshal Feng in the meshes of their
net. Recently a deputation of students from two
modernistic institutions in Peking visited him in
Kalgan. As a result of their activities, an appeal
"To All the professed Christians in the World,”
was sent out by Marshal Feng a couple of days
later.

Two extracts will reveal the trend of the mes-
sagp- Here is the first: “The International Labor
Union and Labor parties of various nations arc
particularly enthusiastic in their offers of assist­
ance to our people.” This is the second: “Unfor­
tunately, concerning the persistent massacres in
China, nothing has been heard from Foreign
Missions up to the present. In my humble opinion
you must have entertained the sincerest sympathy
for the suffering of the workers, and must have
regarded the recent massacre of innocent Chinese
people as wholly unjustified, but, as you are under

No- 2—Via Shanks’s Pony.

Ford is not the only means that a poor preacher
has of getting around the country. There are
ways, even more primitive perhaps, but quite ef­
fective, and within the reach of all. There is a
tourist track which stretches for fifty-two miles
from McVeigh’s, some distance beyond Warbur­
ton, to Walhalla, crossing the mighty Baw Baw
plateau the while. Trains do not go there, the
honk of the car is not heard there, the wheels of
the phreton cannot traverse it, but it can be walked.
I had long wished to make this trip, and hence it
was that one day at noon, I started with two com­
panions, upon this strenuous journey. It is stren­
uous, even for a preacher who usually puts in a
pretty strenuous time the year round. But it’s
a different kind of strenuousness. It is not a bit
like settling church troubles or solving the imposs­
ible problems of modern gospel work. For the
larger part of the journey there is no human habi­
tation. It is necessary, therefore, to carry all
provisions and all other necessities. Every ounce
of weight is then of importance, and the diet needs
to be carefully planned. It may interest some to
read the menu for the trip. It was the same for
each day, as follows: Breakfast, porridge, damper,
bacon; dinner, camp pic and rusks, apricots, and
rice; tea, German sausage and pancakes, raisins.
The Government Tourist Bureau has built shelter
houses at three places, and furnished them with
stretchers and some camp equipment. The first
stage of the journey was for fifteen miles along
the course of the Yarra. The icecold, sparkling
mountain streams, the giant forests, and fern gul­
lies—exquisite in their beauty and tremendous in
their size—made this journey, in spite of the in­
evitable weariness, a lasting delight. Just above
the first shelter house are the Yarra Falls, a won­
derful series of cascades which fall about 750 ft.
They alone are well worth the journey. The
second stage, again about fifteen miles, involves
a climb up the mountains, to the second shelter
house on Mt. Whitelaw. A comparatively short
stage of less than eight miles across the Baw Baw
plateau brings us to the third shelter house, on
Mt Frica That plateau is a bit of a disappoint­
ment,'or our ideas of a plateau are quite wrong.
But we had plenty of experiences at Mt Erica to
compensate for all disappointments. I he mists
were driving around us when we arrived, and
gradually the wind blew stronger and the mists
became heavier. For one brief half-hour in the 
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the overpowering pressure of imperialistic govern
ment, I presume you cannot see your way frc„i'
to give expression to your righteous views fo
fear of incurring the displeasure of your re’snee
tive governments, and the hatred of the capitalistic
class which may cause damage to your own' nosi
tion.”

Walhalla was reached in weariness and safety
on schedule time.

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Christ’s Faith and Ours.
S. J. Southgate.

“Many believed in his name. . . . But Jesus
did not commit himself unto them.”—John 2: 23,24.

It has been suggested that our translators in
seeking to find a word which would make the
meaning clear to English ears, have probably to
some extent obscured the sense of the word com­
mit. They might have got nearer to the mark
if they had said, “Many believed in him . . .
but Jesus did not believe in them.” Plummer says,
“The antithesis is probably intentional.’’

To the reverent, Christ-sccking mind there is
food for much thought in these plain words. Here
seems to be a reversal of the usual order. It has
always seemed to us that the Saviour’s great
difficulty is to persuade men to believe. “Ye
will not come to me,” was his pathetic cry to the
multitude. "If only ye would believe,” he said
to the members of his own intimate circle, “no­
thing would be impossible to you.” In fact the
whole of Christ’s ministry, all his teaching, was a
challenge to faith, a ringing call to belief, a pas­
sionate, heart-wrung appeal to men to commit
themselves unto God. Only believe, he cried
across the seven seas, across the continents. I
speak with the voice of God—only believe!

.And so we have come to feel, and consequently
to act, as though belief were one-sided and en­
tirely human. It is something of a mental and
spiritual shock, a shock which affects the entire
man and causes him to re-weigh his motives and
his actions in new scales, to learn that the faith
or belief that counts is a reciprocal thing after
all. It takes two to make a Christian—myself
and Jesus. Belief is not consummated until that
in which we believe trusts us and commits itself
to us. For true belief is mutual belief, and is
also a mutual committal.

In plain English, it is possible for a man to be­
lieve in Jesus, and yet find that Jesus does not
believe in him.

/. Things in which we believe.
There arc some things in which all men believe.

We all believe in life; for life is a conscious gift:
but to many life never rises above a mere exist­
ence. 'I he little piece of earth on which they
move is to them the centre and circumference of
the vast, unexplored universe. They have writ­
ten over the lintel of the door of their life, “Ne
Nhs ultra’'—nothing beyond. Life has not been
pood to them because they have not dealt, fairly
with life. Believing in life, they arc making no
attempt to live the life that counts.

All tnen believe in honesty, but all men. arc not
honest. Even the dishonest man believes in
honesty, else the adage “honor among thieves”
would be a lie, and thief would steal from thief,
’’ntil no man would be immune from the depreda-
tions of his fellows, and every man’s life and
every man’s property would be taken on the slight-
Sst Provocation. All men believe in honesty, yet
,n every community there are scores of men to
whom the spirit of honesty will not commit her­
mit because honesty, like faith, must be reciprocal.

Men believe in God, but so many believe in him
as they believe in the existence of England or
America. Some who have never visited foreign
countries, who have never interested themselves
in.the history of their fellows, know little or no­
thing about, the habits, customs, desires of men
whose destiny is wrapped up with their, own.
Similarly, and I say this in all seriousness and
with the utmost reverence, men believe in God,
yet so many have never visited him; never interes­
ted themselves in his nature and purposes, his plans
for humanity. And most of us know that God’s
belief in us, his revelation to us, his gracious and
wonderful dealings with us, depend upon our be­
lief in him as God, Father, Redeemer—for in this
sense more than in any other, there arc two sides
to faith—God’s side and man’s side.

Further, men believe in Christ. That noble,
grand, majestic figure is the wonder of the ages.
Men have quoted his words, flattered him in the
sincerest way by imitating him. They have ad­
mired his flawless life, marvelled at his mighty
works, given him the highest place among the
great of earth . . . but Jesus—the words arc
startling, arresting—but Jesus does not believe in
them, for he knows that

“They arc fools and slight:
They mock him when they do not fear.” 

II. What we must do.
Consider now the latter portion of the text:

‘‘But Jesus did not believe in them.” If this
seems to be a reversal of what we have considered
to be the usual order of things, it is also one of
the most tragic and one of the most painful say­
ings recorded in the Bible—that there are those
in whom Jesus docs not believe, those whom he
docs not trust. “But Jesus did not believe in them.”

Is not the question, “How may we know that
Jesus believes in us, that he trusts us?” of supreme
importance? If the consummation of faith means
reciprocal trust and mutual commitment, what is
required of the parties concerned? What must I
do? What must Jesus do? Let us deal first with
man’s part in this solemn and sacred covenant,
this full-orbed faith. What must I do to believe
in Jesus?We are on holy ground now, and we face the
greatest issues—issues that are tremendous, eter­
nal. The popular modern answer to our ques­
tion would be, “Live the Christ life. Do not
worry about creed, doctrine, ordinance; the great
thing is the life. It is the life that counts!1 All
else may be given a» secondary place.” This may
sound well. It may stand as the worthiest ideal
to which man can aftain: but it is putting last
things first. It is expecting effect without cause,
for Christ’s doctrine, and Christ’s ordinances, stand
to life as the solid rock stands to the temple—a
foundation. There can be no house except
there be first a foundation. The plant will not
grow except it be planted in good soil.-^Neither
can there be a life Christ-like and satisfying ex­
cept that life be built upon the doctrine of Christ.

On man’s side faith in Christ is the first link
in the chain of reciprocal trust. Faith that does
more than recognise and acknowledge the purity,
the power, even the divinity of Jesus. A faith
that never lets Jesus out of sight, never loses
hold of him, that trusts him through life, through
death, through eternity, that owns him now and
forever as Saviour and Keeper—the absolute Lord
of all we are and all we hope to be.

Next in our belief and trust in Jesus comes
repentance. Coe says we might freely paraphrase
Christ’s command to repent as follows: “Your
attitude toward life, your point of view, your
standard of values is defective. You arc living
for self, and even estimating God’s goodness by
merely personal and national benefits. You have
not known the wideness of the heart of God or

the heart of man. I announce to you the king­
dom of God, the reign of universal love, and
command that you reverse the principles of your
life in accordance therewith.” Whoever makes
the change from self to the kingdom of God,
weighing life in these new scales, repents in the
Christian sense of that term. And Jesus, who
knows men, will not believe in them except they
repent in this sense, for this is one of the surest
evidences of our belief in him.

Man’s faith in Jesus finds expression in a spoken
confession of Jesus as the Christ, the Son of God,
and the personal Saviour of the confessor, for
"with the heart man believeth unto righteousness,
and wi^h the mouth confession is made unto sal­
vation.” This act is one of the highest privileges
that man has. It means definite and open alliance
with Christ. It strengthens, with might, the en­
tire man. It is a never-to-be-forgotten avowal
of our confidence and trust in, and love for, Jesus
Christ. It is faith’s visible and public expression
of man’s desire for, and choice of, Jesus as his
Saviour, his Sin-bearer, his Ransomer, his Lord
and his God. It is an integral part of man’s faith.

Following on these things, and as the necessary
complement thereto, baptism into Christ is the
crowning act, the coronation of faith. Baptism
is not a mere mechanical act, not a magical rite,
but a complete giving of one’s self to Christ, a
spiritual union of the believer and his Saviour, for
by it one gets “into Christ,” “puts on Christ.” It
is, when joined with faith, repentance and con­
fession, a spiritual process, for it has the sanction,
and is into the name of the Father, and of the
Son, and of the Holy Spirit.

This is the simple, Scriptural, satisfying way in
which we may prove clearly and tangibly that we
believe in Jesus.

III. What Jesus must do.
The second question is “What must Jesus do

for us?” The reply is a reversal of the second
division of the text. Jesus must believe in us.
He must believe in our faith—our trust and his
must be mutual—our sincerity, our whole-hearted­
ness, our free and glad acceptance, our up-reach­
ing to Jesus, will bring about the consummation
of faith. Jesus, on his side, will do for us all,
nay, more, that we can hope for or expect. Christ’s
belief in us is the power than transforms human
life. “For by grace are ye saved through faith;
and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God.”

Then follows the high life of the Christian, the
gift of God, the highest proof of Christ’s belief in
man, the immortal union of the divine faith and
the human faith, the only faith that counts.

The appeal is personal. Does Jesus believe in
you? Does he trust you? Has he committed him­
self to you in all his marvellous love and power?
You believe' in him—you do! Are your actions
such that his faith and yours are united in an in­
dissoluble union? Have you done his will? Have
you shown the depths of your love for him by
obeying his commandments?

“Many believed in Jesus . . . but Jesus did
not believe in them.”

May the fires of love and faith burn up any dry
and unprofitable growth of doubt or inaction in
your life. May Jesus Christ, your Saviour, have
an implicit trust in you, and as the divine call
rings in your ears and echoes in your heart, your
response thereto will find an answering response
on the part of Jesus. For Christ to believe in
you : for you to believe in Christ will mark the
beginning of a new day in your life, a day des­
tined to keep its glad surprise and its radiant glory
until you stand complete before Christ, and know
even as you arc known.

When the Queen of Sheba had seen all of the

wisdom and wealth of Solomon, the historian toils
us, “there was no spirit left in her.” Sir Walter
Scott records that he had met emperors, kings,
statesmen, and many others of the ruling class,
and had felt no perturbation of spirit, but one
day he met the Duke of Wellington, and he felt
as if he could sink into the ground. Cardinal
Newman tells us in his ‘•Apologia,” that when he
was elected a Fellow of Oriel, and when the
Fellows, welcomed him in the Common Room, he
was unmoved until saintly John Keble shook hands
with him, then he felt utterly abashed. The re­
verence which these illustrious personages felt
for those whom they considered their superiors
shows us the other side of greatness—that true
poverty of spirit which brings the Master’s
benediction.

SEEING THE REAL SELF.
This beatitude, as recorded by Matthew, reveals

to us the mind of Christ in bis method of judg­
ment. It makes clear that what really matters is
not a man’s possessions or his poverty but the
man himself. “Blessed are the poor in spirit”—
whether they are poor in pocket or not. When
we arc able to sec past the accidents of life to the
essential worth of the human soul, we have taken
the first step toward possessing the blessedness
expressed in Christ’s saying. Job spoke the lang­
uage of “the poor in spirit” in the memorable
words—“The Lord gave, and the Lord hath taken
away: blessed be the name of the Lord.” Jeremy
Taylor had learned the same lesson when he
wrote, “I have fallen into the hands of thieves;
what then? They have left me the sun and the
moon, fire and water, a loving wife, and many
friends to pity me, and some to relieve me, and
I can still discourse. And, unless I list, they have
not taken away my merry countenance and my
cheerful spirit and a good conscience.”

It is obviously impossible, on this page, to set

forth examples of the teaching given in these
schools. In the distinctly Socialistic schools the
word “revolution” is not mentioned, but the child­
ren are taught to anticipate “our Day,” “the Great
Day,” “the Glorious Change,” which mean the
glorious day of the workers’ revolution. Their
outlook on religion was expressed thus, on Jan­
uary 25, 1925, at the annual conference of the
London and District Council of Socialistic Sun­
day Schools:—

The Socialist Sunday School movement is
not opposed to religion, neither are we sup­
porting it; we are merely cutting it out. Our
Socialistic movement is greater than any re­
ligion, its ideals are greater than Christ, greater
even than God, and we want to bring about
a universal brotherhood.

Another speaker: “Socialism is the foundation
of Communism. They may try to stop us, but
it is coming.”

The Communist schools go further. We can­
not quote actual words, because of their blas­
phemous character; but the children are taught
that there is no God, no Saviour-Christ, no future;
and that the proletariat must win their deliverance
by force. Christian doctrines are ridiculed, Chris­
tian hymns are parodied, and revolutionary songs
are set to Christian tunes. That the movement
is gaining strength is apparent from the announce­
ment in “The Young Comrade,” for August, 1925,
that the first national conference of the Commun­
ist Children’s League will be held in London next
December. At such a conference, if open to pub­
licity, stress will probably be laid on the political
aspects of the movement, while the anti-religious
tendencies will be kept in the background. These
are not even in print, and it is mostly in the ex­
tempore lectures given in the schools that the
poisonous attack on Christianity is made. But
citations from such addresses, quoted by com­
petent hearers, do more than substantiate state­
ments made above.

iv.
The late Benjamin Kidd, in his book, “The

Principles of Western Civilisation,” said that the
condition of progress lay in the subordination of
individual interests and of the present hour to
the universal and the future. But does not the
little child stand for that universal and that future?
Shall we not translate the author’s abstract truth
into our living practice; and does not the hour
call aloud to the Christian young manhood and
young womanhood of our churches to devote 

themselves to the service of the boyhood and girl­
hood of our great cities and country parishes?
Surely if our Lord were to come to earth again,
he. would set a little child in our midst and tell
us to put away our cult of the aesthetic side of
religion, and to devote ourselves to the great pro­
blems of child culture beneath his inspiration and
lead.

Allied to this whole subject, is the deplorable,
and increasing, laxity of the Christian conscience
in the observance of the Rest Day. If the roads
arc thronged with gala-parties, if the parks are
thrown open for games, if the theatres, picture-
palaces, and places of amusement stand open with
their incitements—the difficulties of the church
and the Sunday School are immensely aggravated.
The strong tide which is setting in threatens to
sweep away the old safeguard of Sunday obser­
vance; but the Earl}' Church, notwithstanding the
licence of great pagan cities, created, under God,
a movement which changed the face of society,
and made the Christian faith the basis of a world­
wide civilisation.

So may it be again. “The wolf shall dwell
with the lamb and the leopard shall lie down
with the kid, and a little child shall lead them.”
But no time should be lost. The incoming tides
of revolution and change must be countered now,
for the opportunity may not return. A few years
will make all the difference between a Christian
and a pagan people. Whether or not the churches
compose their differences, they owe it to Christ
to return to the gospel message; and every effort
must he put forth to defeat the revolutionary and
the anti-Christian elements of the age in which
our lot is cast.—“The Christian” (London).

A writer in the “Western Baptist” has compiled
the following figures to show the almost incalcul­
able influence of the Sunday School:

1. Eighty-five per cent, of the church member­
ship comes from the Sunday School.

2. Ninety-five per cent, of the ministers and
other full-time salaried Christian workers come
through the Sunday School.

3. Seventy-five per cent, of the organised
churches had their origin in the Sunday School.

4. Seventy per cent, of the crime which occurs
in the United States is found in the communities
which arc without the influence of the Sunday
School.

5. If it were not for the regular meeting of
the Sunday School from one week to another, a
large percentage of the church doors would be
closed two or three Sundays per month without
any religious services.—“Exhange.”

At Hueilichow.
Wc are receiving good news from China.- Dr.

Killmier s total treatments for October were 309,
178 being new cases. There were three opera­
tions and one obstetric case; four were treated
for opium poisoning. Dr. Killmier says, “What
little anti-foreign feeling there was here seems to
be dying out. We have been quite in the boom
recently, having been invited to three or four
feasts at which the principal persons of the city'
were present. We have heard that there was pre­
viously some hot-headed talk from a section of
the people respecting an anti-foreign demonstra­
tion, but it was quelled by the influential gentry
of the city, who said they would have nothing of
that sort in Hueilichow. Yesterday' about ten
of them came to play and watch us play tennis.
Among them were the director of education for
the district and the head judge for the district.
The public visit of such men as these gives us
standing in the community, and makes it harder
for enemies to trouble us in our work."

Illness of Melville MacKie.
We regret to state that a letter has been re­

ceived from Bro. and Sister MacKie, of Pente­
cost, that they have had to take their little boy,
Melville, to Vila to be examined by the doctor.
They found a tumour in his neck, which was cut
out, and they also find that the little boy has
trouble at the hip, and there is a danger of hip
disease setting in. The doctor recommended that
Oba, being a drier climate, would be a help, and
Bro. and Sister MacKie are moving across to
Oba, but Bro. MacKie will visit Pentecost as
often as possible to help the workers there. Dr.
Stuart Heriot, of the Paton Memorial Hospital,
Vila, sends the following certificate:—“Melville
MacKie has been in this hospital undergoing treat­
ment. I would strongly urge, if possible, he be
removed to a drier climate than the one in which
he is now living. It may be necessary later on
to send him to Sydney or Melbourne for investi­
gation." We ask for the prayers of our brother­
hood that, under the blessing of God, the treat­
ment of little Melville will be crowned with suc­
cess. Bro. and Sister MacKie themselves are in
perfect health.

Letter from H. G. Clark.
We are very' glad to receive a letter from Bro.

Clark and Nurse Ludbrook reporting their safe
arrival at Yunnanfu on November 20, after a
very' pleasant journey, Bro. Clark writes: “W e
were most fortunate in our trip from Hong Kong
in that a lady professor, who is touring the world,
proved to be an ideal chaperon and guide. She
bails from Hunter College, New York, and we
thoroughly enjoyed and appreciated her presence
and help. She spoke French fluently, and thus
was able to help us at many points. We travelled
right through to Yunnanfu together, and this lat­
ter part of the trip was thus negotiated with no
difficulty whatsoever. The French steamer by
which we travelled from Hong Kong was well
fitted up, but the meals were not such as to jus­
tify the claim often made that ‘the French are
the world's best cooks.’ I take it that these An-
namite cooks were as far removed from true
French cooking as their speech was removed from
the pure French language. We had no difficulty
with the personal luggage that we took with us.
I did expect that they might offer some objection

mv taking a gramaphone. but they said nothing
about t I was delighted to find that both the
Gramaphone and records were in perfect order on
arrival This instrument will provide music for
"" mission group during the days when concerts 

and the like arc left in the distance. The scenery
on the railway route is in places sublime. The
French have something to be proud of in this
railway. 1 he fact that it was built in a hurry
has meant that often they have kept nearer to the
edge of the gorge than they otherwise would have
done, thus . avoiding the necessity of removing
large quantities of rock. The Chinese were very'
much opposed to the building of the line. A Mr.
Dymond and his daughter, who arc returning to
their field, were telling us of the experience that
fell upon them. The Peking Government gave
the necessary permission to the French, but the
local Chinese declined to accept it. A demon­
stration was made against the foreigners. Mr.
Dymond s house was destroyed, together with all
his belongings. They' had to flee for their lives.
1 he daughter, that is now a missionary, was then
an infant of six weeks. They' call her the ‘riot
baby. She has grown to be a splendid Christian
woman. The Chinese circulated a rumor that
the foreigners were taking out 20,000 eyes from
the Chinese to be used in the opening ceremony.
During the building of the line the cost of life
was appalling. There were more coolies who died
than there are sleepers on the line. The malaria
problem -was the greatest cause.

“On Monday next we start on our language
study in earnest. Our teacher has not been free
this week.

“One is left wondering as to what must be the
condition of some of the cities of China when
it is claimed that this, Yunnanfu, is regarded as
one of the two cleanest. I have never been so
continually' conscious of my olfactory organs as
during the past few days. A few days here
would silence those who make Australia’s factory
areas a target for their jokes.

“We attended the Methodist service last Sunday
morning, though unable to understand a word.
Tn the afternoon we had the pleasure of meeting
several missionaries at a European service. We
met three Australians, four Americans, and
several English people at this service. Among
the latter was Dr. Bradley, who, with his wife.
formerly Miss Cadbury, was responsible for es­
tablishing the hospital here.

“We had word from Dr. Killmier and Mrs.
Anderson on arrival. They were all well. We
are looking forward to seeing them, but with
them, we think we should stay here for language
study as long as we possibly' can. It may be
therefore six months or longer before we see
them.

“The bandit trouble is very bad here at present.
It seems a scandal to see thousands of acres of
land without a sheep upon it because these bands
of robbers make it impossible to keep them. They
attacked one of the villages on the railway route
the night preceding the morning we journeyed
through, and in addition to robbing the poor
peasants, shot a woman. The next day a band
of soldiers got into grips with a party a few
stations further on, and thirty of the soldiers
were shot. Owing to the Government taking the
bouses for military'purposes, missionaries arc ex­
periencing difficulty in getting coolies for their
caravans, otherwise they .arc not affected.”

Our Federal Conference Secretary writes:—
“The erection of a chapel at Canberra is not some­
thing that will have to be faced in the very’ re­
mote future, but something that will have to be
faced in the immediate future. This being so, it
is important that contributions should pour
into the Fund which the Federal Executive has
opened. Some brethren express their approval
of the opening of this fund, while others are of­
fering advice as to how the money can be col­
lected. All this is appreciated, but postal notes
would be better. Send yours this week.”

Bishop Brent, whose challenging address at
Stockholm on the subject of the church’s relation
to war created such an impression, has secured
the unanimous adoption of a resolution on this
subject by the House of Bishops at the General
Convention of the Protestant Episcopal Church
of America. The preamble notes that “vast num­
bers of Christians, both of our own and of other
communions, are in serious distress, perplexity and
doubt as to their Christian duty in relation to
the problems of war.” The bishops then decided
to appoint a committee of five of their number
“to take under consideration the bearing on the
problems of war and peace of our Lord’s example
and of his words on righteousness, justice and
peace contained in the Sermon on the Mount and
elsewhere in the gospel,” and to prepare a report
which may result in the issue of a pastoral letter
"giving counsel and guidance for which Christians
everywhere are waiting.”

A cable received at the London office of the
British Syrian Mission ran as follows:—“Cave
safe, Bey rout.” These words put the finishing
touch to one more story of missionary courage.
Miss .Cave has for years been the representative
of the B.S.M. at Hasbeiya, a town on the slopes
of Mt. Lebanon, which was recently seized by
Druse rebels. There was ample opportunity for
her to have withdrawn before the rebels arrived,
but she preferred to remain at her post, for she
knew that she might not only be of use to the
women and children, but might avert a panic.
Hoisting the Union Jack over the Mission House,
and writing the name of the Mission on the roof
(hoping to prevent bombs being dropped on it),
she opened her door to women and children who
flocked there as soon as the coming of the rebels
was known. While the latter were striking ter­
ror into the hearts of the people. Miss Cave minis­
tered to the wants and calmed the fears of her
large family. Only when most of the women and
children had -fled from the town did Miss Cave
herself leave, in company with seven Christian
women and four children. She was given a safe
conduct by the chief of the Hasbeiya Druses, and
during her time within the Druse lines she had
nothing to fear from the rebels themselves, for
one of the leaders gave her a letter guaranteeing
her immunity, and daily inquiries were made as
to whether she had been molested. In i860 the
Druses of Hasbeiya rose and massacred the Chris­
tians, an incident which led to the founding in
that year of the British Syrian Mission. In
1925, the leaders of the Druse rebels voluntarily
assure the safety of a Christian missionary. What
a contrast! Surely the seed sown during the
past sixty-five years is bringing forth fruit!
