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Why Be So Particular?

THE Lord Jesus Christ enunciated two
tests of greatness. The first was
humility. A humble mind and
willingness to serve in the lowest

position betokens a man great in the sight
of the laird. "Whosoever shall humble
himself as this little child,-the same is the
greatest in the kingdom of heaven." "He
that is greatest among you shall be your
servant.” The second test was obedience.
The great man is one who magnifies the
law of God. and who practices and incul­
cates unhesitating obedience to the retmire-
ments of God. "Whosoever shall break
one of these least commandments, and
shall teach men so, shall be called least in
the 'kingdom of heaven; but whosoever
shall do and teach them, he shall be called
great in the kingdom of heaven."

Small and great commands.
Are there commands which are great

and some which are small? Undoubtedly,
for Christ declared the two chief ones in
due order to be love to God and love to
man. zVnd his word about “least implies
the comparison or contrast. There may
at times be to us a difficulty about deciding
the order of precedence of divine com­
mands. What we think small may not be
so. We may judge amiss, and deem the
pbviotts or the spectacular to be the most
important. It is not necessary for us to
■mitate the Jews in their attempted classi­
fication of all God's commands as great or
small. The \’cw Testament shows how
greatly thev erred. The Lord Jesus bids
"s be sure of a spirit of obedience, so that
"’e are willing to regard even the least of
c°mmands.

Sometimes, as we read God’s word we
may wonder at the nature of some of the
c°mmands. Often in the Old Testament
" e have regulations which are very minute.
and we are apt to say. Did it really matter
to the Maker of heaven and earth whether
Or not men did thus? We are then led to 

rejoice that, however necessary such re­
quirements were in the preparatory days,
we are free from them and are in the
covenant of grace and not of law, having
to do not with the letter which kills but
with the spirit which gives life.
.4 spirit of obedience.

But when we come to the New Testa­
ment we find that while we are not under
"the law" as were the Jews, still we are
not without the law of Christ; and obedi­
ence to his commands is obligatory upon
us. He declares that the keeper of the
least commands is great in the kingdom of
heaven. He who was obedient unto death
became the author of eternal salvation to
them that obey him. He will one day be
revealed “with the angels of his power, in
flaming fire, rendering vengeance to them
that know not God. and to them that obev
not the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ."
How careful, then, we should be that w.-
have a spirit of obedience, and seek to d<
all that the Lord requires of us!

Doubtless why Christ emphasised the
need of keeping the “least' of the com­
mandments of God is that men are prone
to think that little things do not count. But
reflection shows that the spirit of obedience
may be more truly displayed in the little
than in the great. To commands which
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another day.

may seem to be very great and important
to him, a very poor kind of Christian may
be obedient. It needs a tender conscience
to be scrupulous about little things. Eor
instance, even professed Christians may
have little scruple about truthfulness in
small matters. Some freely tell “white
lies" who would count perjury a most seri­
ous offence. A man may give short weight
in meat or groceries who thinks he would
not steal or commit a burglary. Surely
the proof of a genuine Christian attitude
is given in absolute truthfulness and
honest). So our spirit of obedience is
attested by our obeying in small things
where there is no other inducement than
the desire in all things to du God's will.

It is good advice that we cultivate a
tender conscience, one void of offence to­
ward- God and men. We are not likely
at the great day of judgment to he charged
with being too scrupulous or with being
too particular.

The New Testament ordinances.
W'e have sjxiken first of our own duty

as Christians to be careful to carry out
God's will in the detail- of daily life. So
also we should seek to evoke a spirit of
obedience in the hearer- of the Gospel.
This the preachers of Churches of t hri-t
consistently do. and sometimes in the do­
ing of it they are thought to J.e too
particular.

In our teaching regarding what are
generally called the two ordinances—bap-
ti.-m. the initiatory rite of the church, and
the I-ord's Supper, the mem >rial fea-J of
our Saviour'.- appointment—we liave
sought to restore them to the place they
occupied in the apostolic church. brom
an occasional or frequent celebration we
call Christian people t" week.;, participa­
tion in the Supper. In.-tca 1
scriptural practice "f infant sprinslmg or
affusion we ple.nl for the immersion ot
penitent believer- who in baptism make a 
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personal surrender to and a public ack­
nowledgment of Jesus Christ as their
Saviour. Sometimes in our insistence
upon the need of compliance with the New
Testament order, we are met with the in­
quiry, “Why be so particular?”

Some questions and an answer.
Following lis a real inquiry, and one

which doubtless is typical. In the course
of a conversation in a. train, a gentleman
objected: “Do you think Christ intended
that there should be all this discussion
about the mode of baptism?" The obvious
answer is: No; Christ intended his com­
mand, given in language easily understood,
as to the primary and ordinary meaning of
which there is no reasonable doubt whatso­
ever, to be unhesitatingly and lovingly
obeyed.

Next we quote a paragraph from the
pages of a well-known and highly-esteemed
religious journal:

‘‘Is not the question with which Jesus finally
silenced his quibblers the greatest question of
all-—‘What think ye of the Christ?* If for one
week all Christians could put other questions
aside, and stop asking, 'What think ye of the
inode of baptism?’ or ‘What think ye of church
government?’ or ‘What think ye of Professor
Hilprechl’s latest “find”?' or ‘What think ye of
the latest fuhnination against orthodoxy from
the Chicago University or Harvard?’ and just
bend down to the question, ‘What think ye of
the Christ?' the effect would be electrifying.”

With the manifest intention of the writer
to exalt Christ, and to make faith in him
the tie which binds us together, we have
the utmost sympathy. The centrality of
Christ in the Christian system is the very
thing for which members of Churches of
Christ are constantly pleading. A prac­
tical recognition of his pre-eminence would
settle most of our problems. If we get
right with him, he will make us right about
everything else.

But something else also needs to be borne
in mind. Whose is the fault if baptism
becomes a theme which is discussed rather
than a rite which is lovingly regarded? Not
theirs who stand by the primitive practice
of the immersion of penitent believers, and
who decline to accept any human substitute
for that. Such persons occupy a position
which is both scriptural and catholic. It
is wholly undisputed. No debate has ever
been held on the question, Is a penitent be­
liever a scriptural subject for baptism ? All
admit that he is; the only discussion is on
the question whether infant baptism (for
which there is admittedly no direct com­
mand and no stated example in Scripture)
is also right. Similarly, that immersion
is a valid form of baptism, and indeed was
the normal form in the first century, is not
disputed. All the dispute comes in re­
garding the admissibility of some other
form.

The opposition of the question, “What
think ye of the Christ?” to that of “What
think ye of the mode of baptism?" may be
looked at from another viewpoint. It is
only because we think a certain thing of

Christ that we bother about baptism at all
—for any subjects or in any "mode.” It
is only because we believe in Jesus as
Christ as Son of God, and wish to show
our allegiance to him, that we practise the
ordinance of believers’ baptism. If we
did not believe in the divinity of Christ, if
we had doubt of the authority of Christ or
the Scriptures, the “mode" of baptism
would not concern us. But if we believe
he is Lord of all, then we had better do
his will. He, for his own wise purpose,
instituted the ordinance, which in a sym­

bolical way sets forth the great fact
death, burial and resurrection and °i his
ence to which is a token of our ob r di’
and surrender to him: and that sufficed
us.

“If We Are Dead When You Find Us.”
"If we are dead when you find us we are

saved.” With that sentence pencilled on
their cloth caps, five miners emerged from
the Hudson zinc and spar mines at Salem,
Kentucky, after an imprisonment of a little
more than six days in the depths, without
food, water and for most of the time, with­
out light. It is a tragic story and a thrill­
ing one. But the most striking thing about
it is that instead of resigning themselves to
despair, these entombed miners organised
themselves into a prayer meeting and found
such strength of faith that they were able
to bear it all, not only without fear, but
with a kind of sense of triumph.

One of the miners describing their ex­
perience said:

We laid there until Friday morning, I guess,
and then we all got victory from God, except
James. He failed. We prayed on then until
Sunday morning. We had only our carhide
lumps. I told them I was going to do some
writing. I turned to James and said, “Hoy,
are you right, or are you wrong? I am going
to put down what you say.” Hoy said, “I don’t
know what to do.” And turning his eyes to­
ward heaven, said: “Pul it down I am saved.”
We held a grand and glorious meeting then and
there and were living on the Lord's love when
they found us.

It was then they were enabled to write
the words, not knowing whether they should
ever be delivered, “If we are dead when
you find us we are saved.”

This recalls an incident that occurred in
one of the deep anthracite mines in Penn­
sylvania. A number of miners were caught
in a cave-in and could not be rescued until
too late. It was found they had kept a
sort of diary of their experiences. Thev
told when the food gave out, and what their
hopes and feelings were as slowly their
lives ebbed away. Scribbled somewhere
on post or paper, the very last words were •
“I want my family to attend church. I
want my children to be brought un in ti,„
Sunday School.”

Such instances as these prove the practical
worth of the Christian religion. It sus
tains and even gives joy when the supreme
crisis comes. It is a true and grand reality. The length, breadth, height and depth
of life can never be reached without it. 

Until men have faith in God and learn how
to exercise it they have not and they can­
not fully master or completely enjoy life.
Nothing is too hard for those who have this
faith. With it people make the presence
of God real to themselves. We have no
doubt that those who really pray experience
the gift of supernatural power “in the hour
of trial.” Faith is the victory that over­
comes the world and prayer is the power
that makes faith effective in the soul.

That was a great word the miners had
pencilled on their cloth caps. Well for
us all if, viewing death violent and immin­
ent, or death peaceful and far away, we
can say: "If we are dead when you find us
we are saved.” That was the light in the
valley, that cheered on the imprisoned
miners, and it must ever be our own when
shadows lengthen and night draws near.

This thrilling incident shows how deeply
and how well the sublime words of our
Master have taken hold of the common
heart, to cheer it for the tasks of the daily
grind and to strengthen it for the great
hours, when hard things must be done or
endured. He said,

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Go To Hong Kong!
A. G. Saunders, B.A.

We hope you won’t be offended. It is
just our little way. There happens to be
in progress at Hong Kong a piece of Chris­
tian work which, in some respects, is
unique. Some of our own brethren are
its leaders. It is in behalf of the plea for
the restoration of the New Testament
church. And it will do your heart good
to know about it.

Right in the busy, throbbing heart of
Hong Kong, with tall cement business
buildings crowding about it, there is a plain
door opening upon a flight of narrow stairs
and leading to the thronged waitingroom
of Doctor Jeu Hawk. Years ago, young
Jeu Hawk secured the M.D. degree from
the medical college at that time connected
with Drake University, Des Moines, Iowa.
He went home to Hong Kong to find a
place for his shingle. He had attended a
Christian school; as a Christian man he
set to work. As we have had no con­
gregation at Hong Kong, Dr. Jeu Hawk
has done his best by fellowshipping with
another immersionist body. Bro. Pang, of
Melbourne, has been a true brother in the
faith to Dr. Jeu Hawk. Leslie Wolfe, also
a Drake man, and the writer, both from
Manila, have been slightly in contact with
him also. Thus, for many years Dr. Jeu
Hawk has kept the faith and, under God’s
providence, has become one of the factors
in a recent happy development.

This happy development, however, has
sprung chiefly out of Australian soil. In
June, 1899. a mission to Chinese was begun
at the City Temple, Sydney, with Bro.
Willie James as preacher. Within three
months five Chinese were baptised. That
work has continued until this day.

In March, 1900, at Adelaide, a similar
work was begun under the leadership of
Bro. II. D. Smith. That mission has also
remained until now winning Chinese to
Christ.

A similar work has been established at
Perth.

But more has been done at Melbourne,
Probably, than elsewhere. As long ago as
*^93 the work saw its beginning, Bro.
frank McClean, president, providing room
,n his own home for the meetings. Later,
quarters were found near by in the Lygon-
st- church buildings. Converts were re­
ceived into the Lygon-st. fellowship. In
*909 the brethren asserted their ability to
stand alone, and moved into the present
"fat chapel round the corner in Quecns-
"erry-st.

In the different missions a little company
of noble souls have through the years de-
'°ted themselves to this gracious ministry.
tn some cases this quiet, self-denying ser-
Ilce has run on for a score of years. There
*’"sn’t been much thrill to it. It is Foreign

■ssions without the romance or the fas­

cination of travel. It is the grind of
Foreign Missions without the glory. At
Melbourne, we regret exceedingly to say,
we have not enough of our own members
for the work, and have to acknowledge
gratefully the help given by workers from
suburban congregations belonging to other
bodies.

Possibly some of these dear folk have
wondered at times if their work has been
worth while. The remainder of this ar­
ticle is a complete answer to any such in­
terrogation. It has been worth while. It
would be unwise to mention names, but the
faithful brethren now in our Australian
Chinese churches are of themselves entirely
sufficient to make it all gloriously worth
while.

And this is not all. For about fifteen
years these Chinese brethren have been giv­
ing their money. They have not only sup­
ported their own congregations, but have
also given liberally to all the brotherhood
appeals. In addition to giving they have
saved. For fifteen years they have ac­
cumulated funds until they had in hand
some £800.

In doing this the)’ have had a definite
goal in view. They wished to evangelise
their own people at Canton, and organised
a society of all our Australian Chinese
brethren to that end. Later, its constitu­
tion was widened to allow for evangelistic
effort in any part of Kwangtung. the pro­
vince of which Canton is capital. Bren.
Kwaan Young Man and Chin Bik Fung
are now in Australia in training for such
work. In this way, patiently and deliber­
ately, our Chinese brethren have proceeded
with their very splendid plans.

Lately, however, a need has arisen at
I long Kong, the importance of which place
is scarcely apprehended by the average Aus­
tralian. Suffice it to say that it is one of
the three leading ports of the whole Em­
pire. In consequence of the development
at Hong Kong, our Chinese brethren have
enlarged their long-cherished plans. They
have felt led of God to seize a great op­
portunity, although it requires them to
add at least £150 per annum to their
financial load. That amount has been
provided already. During Bro. Pang’s
recent visit to the Orient a church was es­
tablished at Kowloon, which lies across the
harbor from I long Kong s business sec­
tion. Eight partook ot the Lord's Supper
at its institution by the new congregation.
Bro. Au Kwong Hon. who has been trained
carefully in this country for his task by
these wise, cautious. Australian Chinese
Christians, is so preaching strong New
Testament doctrine as to attract crowded
gatherings of listeners. 1 here is a need
for help to secure furniture for the meet­
ing-place. The Chinese brethren have 

done so much for themselves, they have
done so much for our various brotherhood
enterprises, that they are hoping that many
of our brethren will be glad to help them
now in this matter of the needed furniture.

So far, practically all support has come
from the Chinese brethren themselves. Dr.
Jeu I lawk has pledged four hundred Hong
Kong dollars annually, or more than £1
per week. In addition he has volunteered
to give two hours each on two separate days
each week for medical missionary work.
A Chinese brother in America lias been
asked to give the medical supplies.

And the unique thing about the whole
enterprise is that it has been carried on
from start to finish by Chinese brethren,
Bro. Harry L. Pang being the leading light.
Though conducted from a foreign land, it
is not Foreign Missions but Home Missions.
The missionaries are not foreigners to
those to whom they go. It has all grown
out of the Chinese missions established a
brief generation ago here in Australia.

Surely the humble, faithful workers in
these Chinese missions will feel now that
their efforts, under God, have been abund­
antly worth while. God bless them and
their pupils!

BIBLE SOLD FOR £55,000.
A cable message from Vienna says that the

Convent of St. Paul, at La van t, Carinthia, has
sold the Gutenberg vellum Bible to Mr. Otto
Pollbehr, a New York collector, for £55,000. This
is a record price for a hook. Another copy
was sold in May for £45,000. Johannes Guten­
berg was a German printer, who lived from 1398
to 1468, and he is credited with the invention of
printing by movable types in 1454. His prin­
cipal works are “The Bible of 36 Lines” and “The
Bible of 42 Lincs” (known as the Mazarin Bible).
A copy on vellum was sold in 1873 for £3,400.
The first edition of “Catholicon” (a Latin dic­
tionary, printed by Gutenberg) was sold in 1920
for £960.

DR. MOFFATT’S BIBLE.
A universal welcome will be given to the one-

volume edition of Dr. Moffatt’s Translation of
the Old and New Testaments, which is published
this week by Messrs. Hodder and Stoughton.
(20s. net.) The bold, clear print and strong
binding are appropriate for a book which will
be in constant use. It is seldom our lot to
listen to a sermon or religious address in which
some allusion is not made to Dr. Moffatt’s ren­
dering of a passage of Scripture. One of our
most popular English preachers said to us lately,
“I can never sufficiently acknowledge my debt
to Dr. Moffatt’s Bible.” Yet the “Evening
Standard’s” London gossip says: “A more un­
necessary labor than Dr. Moffatt’s I cannot con­
ceive.” The writer is under the impression that
the translator intended his work to supersede
the Authorised and Revised Versions, though
nothing was farther from his mind. It is as
a companion to existing versions, embodying
the latest results of linguistic knowledge and
Biblical scholarship, that his “Bible” has earned
the gratitude of millions.—“British Weekly.”

If every child in State School*
were to attend Sunday School it would still be
an inestimable boon to nave this extra period
of teaching, huf. ot much greater value was it
when they remembered that there were many
children who were reached by Bible lessons in
the State school who never attended a Sunday
School. It had been computed by reliable ob­
servers that at the least 25 more workers were
required in Bendigo in order that this work
may be done effectively, but in order that it be
done as it should be done between 40 and 50
more workers were required.

HOW DO WE MEASURE A NATION?

It no longer pays, in any material sense, to

be a Christian; churchgoing is no longer an asset
to the tradesman or the society-climber. A
large proportion of our people arc frankly
pagan. Sunday is a day of pleasure rather than
of rest and worship; the improved means of
travel, the week-end habit, the spread of Sun­
day games, and the increased number of Sun­
day newspapers all make the day count for less
and less in the religious life of the land. War
has left behind its usual moral reaction and
the present generation has new standards in
every department of life,” writes Dr. Albert
Peel.

lo establish a church which had neither “clergy”
or “laity,” but in which all members are prea­

chers. 1 Cor. 11: 26 implies that all are at
liberty to teach, the sole qualification apparently
being the ability to do so. When I speak of
the preacher and his people, I do not mean to
suggest that there arc two classes in the New
Testament church, clergy and laity. I refer
by “preachers” to those brethren who devote all
their time to the conduct of church affairs, be­
ing kindly and lovingly supported by the re­
mainder of the church who welcome the loving
spiritual ministrations.

Our subject is a practical one.

How does the preacher help his people?
In Being the People’s Leader.

He endeavors to lead his people nearer to God
than they have ever been. He spends hours in
prayer and study to do this. Guided by the
Holy Spirit he wants to lead his people into all
truth, which is the Word of God, and into rich
fields of service. This is the passion of his life.
This is that for which he waits upon God. He
does not want to run the church (if he is wise):
he wants to lead and be blessed in the leading.

In Being the People’s Adviser.
The best friend the people have is their prea­

cher. Young man, there arc three persons who
will advise you more wisely than all the lawyers
in the world: they are mother, father and your
preacher. And, young woman, you may depend
upon three persons to advise you more wisely
than your gay companions can; they are mother,
father and the preacher’s wife. I love’to honor
the preacher’s wife, for I know what she sac­
rifices for the sake of her husband’s work. 

rlwJ’c meeting. Stand by the prea-
s side, as it were. Demonstrate that you

a\e a passion for souls by helping with your
presence the meeting planned for them, and the
Lords table meeting. Regular attendance al
me Lord s table is a sure indication of a desire
or holiness. When the people gather with

their preacher round the table in the first meet­
ing of the day, the day gathers in beauty and
spiritual power for both as the hours pass.

I do not say “Attend every meeting you can,”
but, “Darc yourself to be absent from any meet­
ing without asking the Lord if your reason for
doing so is a legitimate one.” Take advantage
of every means of grace. Say to the preacher.
Brother, I’m out for 100 per cent, spirituality

in myself, even if it costs sleepless nights and
a few more tears to get it.” Do you pray for
the meetings just before you leave home? You
will surely catch the meeting’s blessing if you
do.

By Advertising the Church.
If a business was not advertised any more

than some churches are, it would close up in a
month. Talk church amongst your friends.
Tell them of her merits; tell God her faults.
Talk about the preacher; tell the people what an
earnest man he is. Do not mistake me. There
is not one preacher in our brotherhood who
wishes you to sing of him “For he’s a jolly good
fellow.” They all despise the thought of cheap
popularity for self-glory. I mean, speak kindly
of your preacher: do not criticise him. If he
makes mistakes, remember he makes them at­
tempting to do some constructive work. If his
sermon “gets you,” be thankful there is a man
honest enough to tell you where you stand. Talk
of the church and your preacher only in the
way that will increase the influence of both.
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By not Worrying your Preacher by Running the
Church on Finance at Zero Point.

Let there be money in the treasury to equip
the Bible School up to date; to have the chapel
comfortable, spic and span. Let there be money
for advertising. There is no church, even in
a country town, so well known that the towns­
people will not be impressed by careful, tactful
advertising. Let there be money for the free
distribution of straight-to-the-point, instructive
tracts.

If a brother or sister tells you there is not
the money in the church for this kind of thing.
do not believe it.

STUDIES IN THE FORGIVENESS OF SINS.

Dr. Jesse R. Kellems is a busy and versatile
man.

THE REWARD.
Miss Brown was teaching history in the Fourth

Form. She had taught history and English in
that same Fourth Form room for over Ilf teen
years, and hundreds of pupils had passed from
under her tuition without a word or a sign of
gratitude. The ring had left her voice, the
spring was gone from her step, and the light
from her eyes. Only on rare occasions did an
eager note fill her voice, holding the attention
of the children, in spite of their mocking remark
that “Old Brown’s off again!”

Miss Brown was only inspired thus when some
chance quotation from a book they were read­
ing in class reminded her of the half-forgotten
ideals and aspirations of her own youth. She
had been an idealist once, but a certain monot­
onous drabness in the life of the cramped private
school, where snobbishness took the place of
discipline, and where the boarders and staff
were ill-fed and badly housed, had quenched her
faint ardor early, and left her dull, spiritless,
and insignificant. She had not had a Univer­
sity training, and her outlook in life was nar­
rowed down to the routine of petty school affairs.
Her character had had no chance to grow’, and
her ideals and dreams had not been strong enough
or tangible enough to lead her to greater things
before they faded, and she grew’ old and dully
resigned.

Silting at her desk, surveying the comparat­
ively quiet rows of girls as they struggled with
a test on history dates, she found her mind
wandering idly to a letter she had received that
morning. It dealt with the death of Daphne,
one of her late pupils. The newspaper report
of the occurrence had not greatly impressed Miss
Brown, though she had, of course, been duly
shocked.

Reconsidering the simply-written letter from
Daphne’s mother, Miss Brown’s smothered im­
agination leapt momentarily to life, and she
seemed to see clearly wherein Jay her great weak­
ness as a teacher. It was not her lack of know­
ledge, not her lack of method, not her powerless­

ness to control unruly girls, she thought, but
the fact that her own character was not strong
enough to create and sustain some of the high
ideals towards which she herself had once as­
pired in the receptive minds of the girls in
her charge. Her occasional outbursts never
made more than a passing impression on their
growing characters.

Daphne’s mother had written:—
“I am afraid you only knew’ my little girl as

a selfish, vain, and shallow’ child; always a ring­
leader in wrongdoing, but without the courage
to own up to her misdeeds. I would like you to
know that some of your words sank into her
mind, and that one of her last messages was for
you.

“As you know’ from the newspaper reports,
Daphne, after a moment’s hesitation, sprang into
the road to save a little child from an oncoming
motor car. Just before she reached the child
fear and indecision gripped her, and she stepped
back again, to be caught and crushed by a car
moving in the opposite direction. The little
child was killed outright; but Daphne was car­
ried to the hospital, where she remained uncon­
scious for many hours. She only once recovered
sufficiently to speak clearly, and during that time
she gave us a message for you: ‘Tell Miss Brown
that when I saw the child in danger a flash of
memory recalled some words of hers spoken
in class about “courage in the face of deadly
fear,” and made me run forward at first, though
I failed to see it through.’ She never regained
consciousness after that, and passed away peace­
fully in her sleep at dawn.”

That, it seemed, was all Miss Brown’s reward
for fifteen years of patient labor, of broken ideals
and thankless giving—that some of her most
deeply-felt words were not sufficiently inspiring
to hold one girl through a crucial test. Then,
even as that thought took shape in her brain,
came a reaction. After all, the one girl in all
those hundreds whose weak character she had
been able to control for a few’ seconds by a
chance word had been shallow and cowardly be­
yond the ordinary. What, then, might not be
the (to her) unseen, unknown, yet perhaps far-
reaching result of her words on a deeper charac­
ter and a greater brain?

THE MESSAGE OF HAGGAI.
(Hag. 1: 1-13.)

F. J. S1VYER, B.A.
Haggai is the Barnabas of the Old Testament,
kindly encouragcr and a hearty exhorler. He

«as one of the prophets of the Beturn, and had
probably been through the Babylonian Captivity.

The purpose of his messages was to awaken
(he enthusiasm of his fellow-countrymen at
Jerusalem to resume and complete the erection
of the new Temple, which had been checked for
sixteen years by Samaritan opposition. The
people were sadly in need of stimulation and
encouragement. Oppressed by foreign and local
taxation, intimidated by surrounding enemies,
permeated by a loose and degrading Canaanitish
spirit, and paralysed by poverty and failure of
crops, even the best among them were discour­
aged and disinterested. Haggai was the man
of the hour.

A Call to Build.
With the insight of true leadership Haggai re­

cognised that the people would only be saved
from the morass of indifference and indigence
into which they were sinking by a vigorous and
practical policy. Therefore he exhorted them
to rise and build the new temple of God.

His arguments to arouse the people were as
wholesome as they were wholehearted. “Is it
a time for you yourselves to dwell in your ceiled
houses, while this house lieth in waste?” Then
he goes on to tell them that they could not ex­
pect prosperity while they neglected God. “Ye
have sown much, and bring in little; ye eat, but
ye have not enough; ye drink but are not filled
with drink; ye clothe you, but there is none
warm; and he that earneth wages earneth wages
to put it into a bag with holes.” Finally he
informed them that it was because of their dis­
regard of God that “the heavens withhold the
dew, and the earth wilhholdeth its fruit,”

The Glory of the New.
Evidently Zerubbabel had been hindered in his

work “by garrulous old men who lived in the
past,” and who were constantly bewailing the
fact that the new Temple could never approach
the glory of Solomon’s Temple. “Who is left
among you,’’ he asks, “that saw this house in its
former glory? How do you see it now? Is it
n°t in your eyes as nothing?” From these
Questions it seems that Haggai was one of those
J'ho bad seen the Temple “in its former glory,”
nil he was not going to live in the dead past.

The
lectures delivered were of a practical nature and
dealt mainly with psychology from the aspect
of the Bible school teacher and the spiritual
equipment of the teacher, methods of teaching
and class management. The meetings had been
advertised and each night teachers from schools
other than our own were present. Thanks are
due to Mr. H. L. Reed, the secretary of the Daw-
son-st. school, and others who helped in arrang­
ing for the effort locally.

NEWS AND NOTES.
The Castlcmaine Bible School has just com­

pleted an interesting rally. Each class was
given a drawing of a building that was divided
into segments. Every class that had a perfect
record had one segment tilled each Sunday. Dur­
ing the rally five classes obtained a perfect re­
cord. and four others missed it by only one
mark. The school had set itself the task of
securing fifty new scholars during the three
months of the rally, and only missed this ob­
jective bv three, one scholar bringing no less 

WHAT THE TEACHER KNEW.
Nothing was said about it publicly. The teacher

had talked it over with the Christian boys in
his class only once. Whether the boys ever
talked it over between themselves no one but
the boys could know.

The outstanding feature of this Bible Class of
high school youths was not the orderly Sunday
morning session, nor was it the regular examina­
tion on the lessons which showed careful ad­
vance preparation and class study of the lesson.
It was the quiet fact that no boy was associated
with the class many months before he accepted
Jesus Christ as the Son of God and as his Saviour.

The secret was revealed by the teacher in a
talk with the minister. “The boys and I talked
it over,” he said, "and decided that our mission
was to win others to Christ. Each took the
names of those who had not yet made the good
confession, and we promised each other that
we would pray for them and talk with them.
That plan has been followed and extends to the
newcomers in the class. I don’t believe there
is a better evangelist in the world than a high
school boy, when it comes to presenting the in­
vitation to other boys.”

Would this idea work in your class? It could
be made to apply, not only to boys, but to girls
and to adults as well. And a member, as well
as the teacher, of the class can pul it into effect
to-day.—"Lookout.”

T. ESCOTT VISITS PANDHARPUR.
Bro. Escott writes: “I have recently had the

privilege and pleasure of revisiting old scenes
of labor. We visited the town of Pandharpur,
the great centre of pilgrimage for Western
India. There are several large pilgrimages
throughout the year, when thousands of people
visit the place to worship at the shrine of Vitoba,
and bathe in the sacred river. One witnesses
some heartrending sights in the vain search of
people after God, and the various efforts to
obtain relief to a guilty conscience. Two hun­
dred thousand people visited the towif on the
occasion of our visit. At such times the police,
medical, sanitary and other arrangements are
sorely taxed to cope with such large numbers.
We had some wonderful times in preaching to
large crowds, who listened with rapt attention
as long as we would preach. Thousands of
people heard the message of life, and over a
thousand gospels were sold up to the time we
left, and thousands of tracts and booklets were
distributed.

“I was deeply impressed at the wonderful
change that had come over the town and people
since we opened up the work some twenty years
ago. We opened up the work by renting a
native house in the town, when we had to en­
dure a storm of persecution and opposition. At
times filth and stones were thrown at us, and
as we would pass down the streets people would
whoop at us, imitating the monkey. It was
a case of enduring and holding the fort. There
was no railway then; the journey of thirty miles
had to be done in a bullock-cart or horse con­
veyance. Now there is a railway and motor
service, and many other modern improvements.

“What impressed me most was the tremendous
change that had come over the people in respect
to the changed attitude towards the gospel. To­
day there is no difficulty in getting attentive
listeners to the gospel message. The same
might be said as regards literature. When we
first began the work it was difficult to dispose
of literature, and much that did reach the peo­
ple’s hands suffered the fate of being torn up
and destroyed. Now the people eagerly buy,
and many returning the next year ask for more.
The gospel is truly having free course. There
is now in that place a fine mission hosp.ital for
women, and a mission dispensary in the town,
with day and Sunday Schools, where several
thousands of children are receiving instruction
in the way of life.

“Concerning our work at Diksal, I was pleased
to receive some new pupils in the school to­
day. and one old scholar returning, which I
hope indicates the return of the tide since the
riot here. There has also been an increase of
patients at the dispensary.

“Next month we shall be pushing off for the
dear homeland, but it will not be easy to let
go here; it will be a hard pull on the heart­
strings. Now that our leaving for home is
near, one realises that a change and rest will do
us good, and enable us to return to our beloved
work with greater vim.”

Bro. Escott’s report shows 474 new patients
and retrealments during July; 30 Scriptures
sold; tracts and Scriptures given away, 340. In
their schools they have an enrolment of fifty
scholars with three teachers.

NEWS FROM HUEILICHOW.
Bro. Anderson writes: “Some of our upper

school boys bad a difficulty with one of the
Chinese schools. Both sides were in the
wrong, but our boys demanded that we should
take their case to the magistrate and right their
cause. We promptly replied that they had no 

cause, they had not done as they were told, and
they were just as much to blame as the others.
They had the notion they could force our hand,
and the whole of the upper school stayed away
for a day, a common practice in this city with
other schools if students do not get their way.

“After consultation with Dr. Kilhnier we de­
cided that these boys by their own action had
expelled themselves. It is a bigger disgrace
in China than at home to be expelled from
school. Their names arc written up outside
the school, and no other school will receive them.
The upshot of the matter was that the principal
pleaded for them, and asked us to give them a
day to come back to school, and in the mean­
time notify their parents, as he said that in
most cases the parents did not know. We al­
lowed this concession, but we demanded a per­
sonal apology from each to the whole teaching
staff. From the boy who was the ring-leader
we demanded an extra apology, which in Chinese
eyes is very humiliating. The boys all came
back to the school and made an apology to the
teachers, and the ring-leader made his extra
apology. Since then we have had no trouble
in the school, although this happened six weeks
ago. I mention this to let you see some of
the tilings we are up against. It is all the re­
sult of the student trouble in other parts of
China.

“The hospital never had more patients. We
never had more visitors to our compounds than
during the past few weeks. We have had some
of the highest gentry call on us, who afterwards
came to meet with us. Previous to this time
none of these highest folk entered the meet­
ing-house, although they were very friendly.
At our Lord’s Supper we have an average at­
tendance of 25. We are gaining the goodwill
of the people, and this must in the future count
for good. The fact that we got the last land
deal through shows that we had their goodwill.

“Evangelist Tseng and the Bible colporteur
have returned from the Tong An trip. They
were away for about six weeks. They were
received well in all places where they went.
This means the beginning of an interest in the
district. They sold 1,800 portions of the Scrip­
tures, and hundreds of tracts were given away
Tseng goes away to San Lien. He will remain
in this district, and carry on the work that
Cheng was doing.

“Later, it is my intention to go with Tseng
to Sah Lien, and then strike north-east to Ning-
yucn. All places of any size and importance
will be touched at or canvassed with books and
tracts. At the bigger places we will probably
be able to slay a day or a night, and thus come
more into contact with the folk.”

The China Field Council have passed and sent
us the following appreciative motion"Moved
that the members of the China Field Council
desire to thank the F.M. Board and State F M
Committees for their consideration in matters
concerning the personnel of the mission.”

“We have had word from our nearest neighbors
in Yunnan. The Methodists have opened
up a station that has been practically without
a foreigner for some years. It'is* at Tone
Chuan. The man in charge we know very well
and he is proposing a trip to Australia when we’
return at the end of the year. He is proposing
to come over and see us with his wife.
will he glad to welcome them, as they will be
the first foreign visitors apart from our own
workers we have ever had in Hueili.”

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Conference of British Churches of Christ.
The British “Christian Advocate’’ of August

13 contains an account of the Annual Confer­
ence of Churches of Christ held at Birmingham
from August 3 to 5, when large and harmonious
gatherings took place. Mr. John T. Nimmo, of
Glasgow, was appointed chairman at last an­
nual meeting, but through illness was unable
to be present, and so Mr. Jas. Speirs, of Leeds,
was called to the chair. He gave a vigorous
and practical address on “A Call to a Freer and
Kindlier Appreciation of Service, and a Readi­
ness to Attribute to a Calling of the Church the
Dignity it Deserves.” The following visitors
were welcomed to the Conference and its privi­
leges: Mr. and Mrs. P. Clark, Siam; Mr. and Mrs.
R. Pcnry Pryce, Miss Bessie Melville, Miss Anne
Piggot, India; Jesse M. Bader, St. Louis, U.S.A.
Mr. Bader brought the greetings of the Ameri­
can brethren.

While statistics are not published in the
“Christian Advocate,” it would appear that the
churches are facing a time of difficulty. Mr.
G. W. Black, in proposing the adoption of the
General Evangelist Committee’s report, said
never before had he faced the Conference in
such an unfavorable position, and never had he
looked to the future with such apprehension as
now. The evangelists had all done good work
during the year, and in most cases success had
attended their efforts, shown by the number of
baptisms. In spite of this the total membership
had not increased.

Mr. F. Hepworlh, Chairman of the General
Sunday School Committee, presented its report,
which contained these words: Great joy is felt
that 417 scholars have been added to the church,
but it is regrettable that the number of scholars
this year shows a decrease of 138. Since 1923
there has been a decrease of 1,000, and the
position is becoming serious.

Of Foreign Missions the report states that
last year the financial position was much more
satisfactory. But this year the contributions
are £1,400 less than last year. The committee
has kept within £6 of thd estimated expenditure
of £6,000. A suggestion was made for liquidat­
ing the deficits of the Foreign Missions, General
Evangelist and Training Committees, and it was
arranged that one collection to be taken on Wed­
nesday afternoon. It was announced that if
the members of the Conference, in cash and pro­
mises, raised one-half of the total deficit of these
three committees, amounting to £3,378, the other
half would be made up by a few brethren, most
of whom are not able to be present at this Con­
ference. This collection resulted in the deficit
being reduced by £2,000.

The Chairman said the financial position was
serious. The limit to which the over­
draft at the bank is allowed to go is with­
in £40 of being reached, and unless some­
thing is done very quickly, we must give
notice to some of our evangelists and Home
Mission sisters. Mr. C. W. Black, of London,
pointed out that the financial position was not
the only unsatisfactory feature of the report.
The membership of the church is decreasing. He
said that a great mistake was being made by 

reconsider their decision not to accept the offer
of Dr. Kellems to spend a year in conducting
missions in England. After considerable dis­
cussion the resolution was carried.

Our British brethren, we perceive, appoint a
Union Committee, a Continental Committee, and
a Historical Committee. The last committee’s
function is to collect records of the bistory of the
movement, with a view to an authorised history
being written. There is a suggestion here for
our Federal Conference. We should like to see
such a committee at work in Australia.

South African Mission.
Under date August 25, Bro. H. E. Knott, organi­

ser for the mission, writes as follows:—
The Johannesburg meeting continues. The

crowds are growing larger, the interest is be­
coming greater, and the people are making the
confession in larger numbers than ever. It
seems almost impossible that in this town—the
largest in South Africa—where a few weeks ago
we had only a handful of people, less than 20
altogether, we are now one of the largest and
best-known congregations in the town. There
have already been -150 confessions, and the latest
achievement is the pledging for a church pro­
perty. At yesterday’s services this new con­
gregation pledged .$7,000 for lot, and this will
enable them to erect a suitable church home.

Think of what has been accomplished in
Johannesburg in a few weeks? Four hundred and
sixty confessions, church organised with ciders
and deacons, Bible School organised with super­
intendent, teachers and offleers, money raised
for current expenses of the church (85,000 a year
some weeks ago, and now considerably morel
womens work organised and preacher located
and now the crowning achievement of raising
the money to purchase a property.
