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Manifestations of the Spirit.

CONVINCING manifestation of the
presence and power of the Holy
Spirit is not unnaturally sought by
Christian people. We may sym­

pathise with the wish, while not accepting
the cogency of much of the evidence
presented.

A perusal of the New Testament makes
it abundantly clear that the Holy Spirit is
promised as the indwelling guest of the
child of God. The promise was made on
Pentecost to penitent, obedient believers.
"Ye shall receive the gift of the Holy
Spirit.” That this was the Holy Spirit as
a gift, and not merely some gift from the
Spirit, is made clear by the subsequent nar­
rative of .Acts and by the apostolic epistles.
Peter, who was given the honor of making
the promise on Pentecost, later spoke of
"the Holy Spirit, whom God hath given to
them that obey him.” Paul writes that
“because ye tire sons, God sent forth the
Spirit of his Son into our hearts, crying.
Abba, Father," and goes so far as to say
•hat ‘‘if any man hath not the Spirit of
Christ he is none of his.” The same apostle
makes it clear that the presence of the
Spirit will be manifested in a life of holi­
ness. Compliance with stated commands.
Possibly in a legalistic spirit, is not sufficient
proof of the Spirit's indwelling. There
must he the evidence of a Christlike charac­
ter and holy service. A tree, our Lord de­
clared, is known by its fruits. So Paul
"rites of “the fruit of the Spirit: love. joy.
Peace, long-suffering, kindness, goodness,
•atth fulness, meekness, temperance." To
b°ast of other manifestations while neglect-
'.ns these traits would be a sign of great
telly. Yet the thing is not impossible. John
,. esley concluded that many had mistaken
the voice of their own imagination for
he witness of this Spirit of God. while

they Werc dojng t]lc works of the devil."
•jay we not confidently say that in the pos­
session of the indwelling Spirit, the very
°ken of our acceptance with God, bring­

ing forth in us the fruit of the Spirit.
we have the highest and best of all the
gifts?

It is also clear from the New Testament
that in the apostolic church many members
received special miraculous powers. There
are what are called "spiritual gifts," as of
prophecy, speaking with tongues, healing,
etc., which were bestowed upon many Chris­
tians. These gifts must be distinguished
from "the gift of the Holy Spirit" of Acts
2: 38, even if it be left an open question
whether all who received the Spirit as a
gift were also the recipients of one or
more of the spiritual gifts. There is dif­
ference of opinion amongst believers as to
the perpetuity of the gifts. That they were
usually mediated-by the laying on of apos­
tolic hands seems to us to be implied in
the Scriptures. We cannot regard it as
proven by explicit Bible promise or state­
ment any more than by the experiences and
phenomena of modern days that the gifts
of the apostolic church may rightfully be
expected or are as a fact being exercised to­
day. This summary statement is presented
now simply as the expression of a personal
view.

Four times in the Gospels we are told
that Christ would baptise "with" or "in"
the I loly Spirit. The same expression
occurs twice in Acts—once in the first chap­
ter in connection with the Ixird’s promise
that the apostles should be so baptised, and
once in chapter 11. when Peter associated
the coming of the Spirit upon Cornelius
and his household with the Pentecostal ex­
perience and the Baptist's prophecy. This
meagre mention of the baptism in the Spirit
in the extant literature of the apostolic age
is in striking contrast with the constantly
reiterated expressions of those who t<>-day
claim to be recipients of the baptism, and
especially of those who claim also the mirac­
ulous accompaniments of it. In the only
two recorded cases of its occurrence in New
Testament times, there1 were obviously 

special reasons for the baptism. It and its
miraculous effects were used as the apos­
tles' credentials on the occasion of the first
proclamation of Jesus as the exalted Christ;
and, in the case of Cornelius, to convince
the Jewish Christians that God was willing
to receive Gentiles into the church on the
same terms with the Jews. The special
need does not exist now as it did then. In
all communions, it is true, there are good
men who look upon the expressions "bap­
tised in the Holy Spirit," "drink of the
Spirit." "filled with the Spirit." as equivalent
in meaning. Some of our own writers do
so treat the subject, though they do not re­
gard the miraculous power as an essential
part of the baptism. Still the plain fact
remains that there are only two definitely
recorded examples in the New Testament,
and these have features which are not re­
producible.
Proofs of baptism and gifts.

It is both saddening and interesting to
note the variety of proofs given of the al­
leged possession of spiritual gifts or of
the baptism in the Spirit. The tokens are
about as various as are the d >ctrinal posi­
tions of which the manifestations are sup-
1 osed to be the authentication. The un-
s iphisticated onlooker i- not so credulous
as to believe that opposing sects and quite
c mtradictory doctrines can all be equally
pleasing to the Spirit or have hi- seal by
manifestations. That onlooker is not
likelv to be impressed In the easy explana­
tion which one cult will give of another's
"gifts." "Oh. these are the devil's coun­
terfeits." is a not uncommon explanation
which fails to be convincing. I I the al­
leged gifts do not corroborate the one
faith, neither need they do -o in another
case. Indeed, the manifestations as a
whole may have an explanati >n. which
c nq els us to refer them m any. case
neither to the devil nor to the Holy Spirit.

The reader of church history knows that
frequently physical jerks or ..onvulsions. 
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shakings and shoutings, rhapsodical and
meaningless utterances, have been regarded
as evidence of the Spirit’s presence and
power.

John Augustus Williams describes a re­
vival of 1828 in part thus:

“With prayer and song they began to invoke
the baptism of the Hob’ Ghost and of fire. Soon
some strange influence seized the people; con­
victed sinners fell upon the ground and cried
for mercy, while penitents wept in crowds about
the altars. The old saw visions, and the young
dreamed, dreams. Strange voices fell upon
their ears; unseen wings rustled around them;
and glorious sights, ever and anon, flitted be­
fore their eyes.” One man said he had a vision
of the Saviour in the tree-top. Another one
night, meeting “the arch enemy of his soul, as
he supposed in a bodily form, fell upon a harm­
less wight of the neighborhood with desperate
courage, and, striking him to the earth with a
sudden blow, pounded the imaginary devil to
his heart’s content.”

In the eighteenth century John Wesley’s
meetings were accompanied by remarkable
scenes of physical agitation. Hearers sud­
denly fell to the ground and were seized
with strong convulsions. Some cried out
in anguish. The scenes were both remark­
able and disorderly. For a time Wesley
annarently regarded them as a sign of the
Spirit’s working. Later the manifesta­
tions declined and ceased. He would be
a bold man who would suggest that the
later conversions were less real than those
with the manifestations. The preaching
of Ebenezer Erskine in Scotland and Jona­
than Edwards in America was accompanied
by similar phenomena. Such manifesta­
tions when encouraged and referred to in
such terms as to suggest the Spirit’s pre­
sence are found to increase. Without con­
scious effort, and certainly without thought
of deception, the expectant and excited
persons respond to the suggestion. When
the manifestations owing to increasing ex­
travagance were discouraged, it was found
that they declined. A fruitful field of study
is the borderland of psychology and
religion.
An up-to-date illustration.

In some places at present a certain
amount of interest is being aroused in
claims made for the possession of Spirit
baptism and its manifestations. Special
experiences are cited as evidence of the
Spirit's influence. In the September I
issue of “The Australian Evangel,” edited
by Mr. Kelso R. Glover, is narrated the
story of a "vision." The announcement
on the same page from which we quote that
the “Evangel" is “a monthly paper dedicated
to the Bible truths as taught by the Pente­
costal Church of Australia.” gives additional
interest to the following extract and its
relation to baptism in the Holy Spirit.
Here is the choice narrative as it
appeared:—

A VISION OF HEAVEN.
Received with the Baptism at Richmond Temple.

As the power of God rested on this sister, bap­
tising her in the Spirit, she was saying, “Oh, it
is lovely. Jesus is lovely. Beautiful. Oh,
what a lovely place heaven is.” Then she be­
gan speaking in tongues and magnifying God.
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The vision lasted with her for some time after
her baptism was finished. She relates her ex­
perience in these words:—

“It is wonderful the lovely sight of heaven.
Every thing glittering ns with diamonds. I
saw beautifully; Jesus standing at the Gate oi
Heaven, and the angels with their beautiful in­
struments. I heard the heavenly music. I
heard, quite plainly, the angels sing, ‘Nearer,
My God, to Thee,’ and ‘At the Cross there is
Room.' What a lovely sight! Glory to God.
Praise Him.”

The sensible reader asks in wonder, How
did anyone ever think that it needed Holy
Spirit baptism or help to give such a crude
and commonplace description of the glories
of heaven? Read the sublime descriptions
and wonderful imagery of the New Testa­
ment, and see how the above childish and
futile attempt suffers by comparison. It
is a striking fact that those who claim the
Spirit’s inspiration to-day never give us
a single revelation which appears on inves­
tigation to be both new and elevating, or
lifted to a level approaching that of the
inspired utterances of the Bible. We are
familiar with the common criticism of
spiritualistic phenomena, viz., that the emi-
ment men whose professed utterances are
passed on from the other side through the

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agency of mediums all seem to have sadly
deteriorated in mental power since they left
the earth. Really, the objection need not
be regarded as a mere quip or jibe. A simi­
lar objection could in all good faith be made
to the "inspired” poems published by Pente-
costians and others, and also to the attest­
ing vision deemed so worthy of publication
by "The Australian Evangel.” Could not
the average twelve-year-old boy or girl give
as good a description of heaven?

The visionary sister heard the angels
sing. Sing what? “At the Cross There
is Room." The earthly hymn-writer
thought of metre, and put “At the Cross
There’s Room,” but the “Evangel” evi­
dently does not regard metre or accurate
quotation as the angels' strong point. Again,
the angels sang "Nearer, my God, to Thee.”
Now, this is one of the most beautiful of
hymns for a human being to sing. But
much of it is singularly inappropriate for
an angel who never sinned and therefore
never was redeemed. That angels may be
raised by a cross, that they may be like
weary wanderers with heads pillowed on
stone, that they have “stony griefs” and
are led by “woes" to be nearer to God—all
this is groundless and fantastic. In ad­
dition it is simply grotesque to think of an
angel singing of "angels to beckon me."

Yet the imaginative lady heard the angels
sing thus! Do we say she was wilfully
in error or practising deception? No, not 
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at all; she was ignorant and mistaken u .is all. We would not even say that**
editor who published such trash was c
sciously erring or deceiving. But we°?‘
say that whoever passes on such experi°
ences as evidence of the Spirit’s baptism is
at least very much mistaken. T]le fact
is that the lady with the experience has
been recently in such an atmosphere that
she was influenced thereby. Spirit bap­
tism and supposedly miraculous accompani­
ments were expected. I letero-suggestion
or auto-suggestion did their work on a
prepared and doubtless excited mind, and
the lady rose to the occasion 1 Readers of
what investigators from Galton onward
have to say about visions and visionaries
will not be surprised at the accounts of the
experiences of some modern revivals or
converts.
Why bother?

An unthinking 'reader may ask, jWhy
be critical? Is it a serious thing if people
are mistaken? Do we not all err? Such
an inquirer needs to remember the great
difference between the mistakes we have
criticised and those of the Christian, liter
ate or illiterate, who with all his errors is
at least free from the presumption of
charging the Holy Spirit with complicity
in the errors. “The Australian Evangel”
publishes “a vision of heaven received with
the baptism." On the face of it the nar­
rative is absurd and not in harmony with
Scripture. Therefore we say that the
claim in this case to the Spirit’s attestation
or help is nullified. We have some "Pente­
costal” verses in our possession alleged to
be given by inspiration of the Spirit. H
the doggerel came from a person making
no claim to inspiration, we should simply
feel amused at the tyro’s attempt at versi­
fication. But if a person or group of per­
sons declare that the Holy Spirit was the
author of the rubbish, then we say that the
whole claim is vitiated. Or again, n ®
public speaker were to presume to quo e
Scripture and fail to do so accurately, '' c
should not wonder at the ignorance.

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The Situation in China.
Hie portentous happenings in certain towns

in the province of Honan in China, have served
Io draw the attention of the whole Christian
world to the position of the missionaries of all
nations and denominations, preaching and
practising Ihc gospel proclaimed by our Lord
Jesus Christ and his apostles. How far the
missionaries have suffered in the part of China
more particularly affected by the recent mad
outbreak of violence and blood lust is not
known with any degree of certainty. It seems
certain that very considerable damage has been
done to missionary establishments, and great
personal losses have been sustained by indi­
viduals and the lives of many have been
jeopardised.

The anti-Christian movement is not merely
of recent date. To go back no further than a
quarter of a century ago most students of mis­
sionary enterprise will recall the effect of the
Boxer uprising in 1900. At that time only a
few provinces mainly in North China were the
scene of bitter attacks upon missions by ir­
responsible mobs and ignorant country folk
bent upon giving rein to passions based upon
superstition.

deternnned attack upon the Christianity preached
by Western nations? The answer to this ques­
tion is given in the fullest and most explicit
way in the “Report of a Conference on the
Church in China To-day,” published in Shanghai
last January. A careful reading of that re­
port discloses that the vast majority of Europ­
ean, American and Australian missionaries as
well as the bulk of native ministers and Chris­
tians, arc in favor of the atropation and aban­
donment of extra-territoriality—that is the
system whereby other nations secure for their
people living in China the privilege of living
under their own laws rather than under
the laws under which the Chinese are governed.

The missionaries believe that the cause of
God would be furthered rather, than hindered
were Christianity put upon its merits without
its agents living directly under the political
protection of their home governments. They

realise that the national sentiment of China is
a genuine outcome of the new spirit which is
struggling to find expression. The mission­
aries believe that notwithstanding the risks and
dangers involved in the abolition of extra-ter­
ritoriality the kingdom of God will win its way,
in spite of opposition. They may have to
suffer for what they believe, but they arc con­
vinced that privileges which in the last analysis
were won by the sword, must he set aside, that
the Christian message ought not to be dependent
on .Tie support of temporal power. Their con­
clusion is as right as it is heroic.—“Australian
Christian World.”

According to the China Mission Year Book of

1925, the anti-Christian sentiment and activity
of to-day is a far more formidable proposition.
It is pointed out that practically all the large
cities of the country arc steeped in this spirit
of antagonism, and that the fiercest opposition
is from the intelligentia—the educationalists and
leaders of thought. Moreover the attack of
to-day is inspired by a new spirit of national­
ism which moves along the cold lines of scien­
tific inquiry and logical analysis, and finds ex­
pression not so much in brute force dealing
death and destruction as in propaganda through
literature and perfervid oratorical appeal.

The fact of the matter is that China is wak­
ing up to a full self-consciousness, and is realis­
ing and resenting the years of subservience to
the will of foreign peoples. So keen arc some
of the more advanced thinkers on the subject
of China’s immediate release from the tram­
mels of the past which still bind their great
country by one-sided treaties to the Western
Peoples that they advocate the complete aboli­
tion of the Christian church, and as far as
China is concerned of Christianity itself.

it is a singular but .significant thing that this
new-born activity in opposition to Christianity
synchronises with those special efforts at pro­
pagating the Christian faith represented by
missionary conferences and in particular, “The
World’s Student Christian Federation” The
^nti-Christian Federation aims at being the
counterpoise to any and every special effort to
stimulate Christian enterprise. The curious
ti’iag about this attitude of opposition to
Christianity is that it is apparently based upon
a national sentiment which if the case were
m»rs we would very properly honor and respect.

The subject of the South Australian Confer­
ence sermon delivered in the Adelaide Town
Hall on October 3 by Mr. A. E. Forbes was
“The Christian.” The Conference President,
Mr. J. E. Webb, presided over a large gather­
ing, and Mr. Forbes is reported to have spoken
as follows:—

“The Christian” is the universal designation
of a type that has moved down through the
world’s history, for the last two thousand years,
claiming pre-eminently to be the torch-bearer
of divine light and truth, and the custodian of
a divine revelation; in the world, not of it,
but moving through the tide of its affairs,
spreading on every hand the leaching and prin­
ciples of Jesus.

Might I define the Christian as the spirit of
the all-conquering Christ, in the souls of men,
marching down the centuries to meet the need
of every successive generation. “I live,” he
cries, “yet not I, but Christ liveth in me.”

He is the living link with the most sublime
fad in all history, namely that Jesus Christ, the
Son of God, came into the world; that God, the
Eternal Reality, behind all things, visible and
invisible, stood revealed in human form. In
Christ God was uttered forth in language, warm,
loving and understandable.
The honor that the name confers.

Names designate relationships. The Christian
is Christ’s one, one who has put on Christ, and
all for which Christ stood. He has clothed
himself with a name which is above every name.
a name which stands for the highest, nobles
and grandest conception of life, character and
conduct. For Jesus was the embodiment of the
divine ideal; and united to him. the Christian
is to each succeeding generation of the race the
representative of the divine ideal.

Let this fact grip your soul, and you will
understand why Paul so frequently counted not
his life dear, but suffered even unto death
rather than deny that name.

This is what the Lord required. If a num
believes Jesus to lie the Son of God. then he
must fearlessly line up beside him ,ud emifess
him to be the Christ.

sins. We have a glorious heritage, a noble
name. Let us have a great courage.
The obligation the name imposes.

Let us get a closer look at the Christian and
his Lord as they stand together. Jesus is
speaking: “All authority is given unto me, in
heaven and earth.” Here is a claim of absolute
authority. Jesus shares the throne of empire
with none. In the simplest language, Jesus
makes the sublimesl of claims: “All authority
in heaven and earth.” It admits of no limita­
tion, it sweeps the whole field of men’s activities
and beyond, embracing the whole creation of
God. He is supreme; all is under liis author­
ity. The Christian, then, is one who acknow­
ledges the sovereignty and supremacy of Jesus
Christ. That places on him the obligation of
unswerving loyalty, unfaltering faith and unques­
tioning obedience. The dominant note in the
Christian's life and message is “Christ is King."
It is for Christ to command and the Christian
to obey.

Jesus says “all the world.” Jesus thought
in world terms. He sweeps out beyond all
geographical and racial boundaries. Evangelise
the whole world. Preach the gospel, baptise.
teach.
The challenge of the name.

The Christian is the representative of the
divine idea). He stands for the supremacy of
the spiritual, acknowledges the sovereignty of
Christ, proclaims salvation through faith in and
obedience to a crucified and risen Lord, mani­
fests by a transformed life the reality of the
message he brings, and does all that may plant
Christ’s lordship firm on earth and enthrone it
in the hearts of men. and in passing on flings
those behind the challenge to our manhood ami
womanhood.

In the face of this challenge, note two things:
'I he world’s need and a divided Christendom.
The world’s great need is an authoritative stan­
dard of morality. The Christian has this, but
divisions in the ranks weaken his power to im­
pose this standard. The world needs a definite
statement of truth. Men arc tired of specula­
tive theories and uncertain utterances. The'
want something that rings with sinceritv and
conviction. The Christian revelation supplies
this, but here again dcimmin.ittonal differences
confuse the issue and leave men perplexed.

M.’ti is largely running after false ideals ami
being actuated by wrong motives. I here is an
urgent need of directing his line of vision to­
wards the Christian ideal Christ.
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AGRICULTURE AND RELIGION.
“By the improvement of seeds, the combat­

ing of plant diseases and pests and the intro­
duction of better methods and machinery, the
friends of China,” writes W. R. Warren in “The
World Call,” “arc bringing her more than in­
creased prosperity. To double the yield of corn
and cotton, wheat and silk, is a service in it­
self that deserves all praise, but the processes
by which it is done free the minds of the people
from many of their old superstitions and fears,
and prepare them for learning moral and spirit­
ual lessons. To find, for instance, that smut in
their grain fields is not sown from the air by
the wandering spirits of persons who have died
childless is to enter into an entirely new world.
. . . All through the rural districts—and
China is distinctly an agricultural country—there
are earth god shrines, little temples four to
six feet square and six or eight feet high, built
of brick or stone or earth and roofed with
tiles. Through the opening on one side can
be seen two images, the earth god and his
wife. These the farmers worship with prostra­
tions and burnt offerings, to ward of drought
and flood and destructive insects.”

GIPSY SMITH CAMPAIGN.
The Central Executive of the Central Executive

of the Gipsy Smith Commonwealth Campaign
has held its final meeting and issued its report.
Mr. W. Gordon Sprigg, who has acted as cam­
paign director throughout the whole Common­
wealth for the past 18 months, slated that every
department of the movement had been crowned
with success. The nationwide reports showed
that multitudes had been added to the church,
whilst many thousands had re-dedicated their
lives to the service of God. Mr. Sprigg remarked
that before leaving Australia, Gipsy Smith had
expressed himself as delighted and greatly
cheered with the results of his work in this
country, where he bad found the audiences at
all his meetings readily responsive and deeply
concerned in relation to the higher things in
life. He hoped to have the joy, at some future
date, of again visiting this land.

The following figures relate to the Victorian
campaign.

The Hon. Treasurer, Mr. W. G. Balfour, sub­
mitted the financial report for Victoria, which
also included certain inter-state and New Zea­
land items. This showed the total receipts by
Executive from all sources to he £4,017/9/3, and
expenditure £3,623/8/9. Amongst the items of
expenditure were Mission Party Overseas Trans­
portation. £803/16/3; travelling expenses, Com­
monwealth and State, £257; Hymnal account,
Epworth Press. London. £519; Rents, £357/5/9;
Office Administration, £514/18/8. After all ob­
ligations had been met there was a credit balance
in hand of £394, which in accordance
with the decision of the committee was to be
distributed as follows:—The Victorian Council
of Churches, special trust account for overseas
invitations to visiting preachers, £200; the Vic­
torian Council of Churches, for the development
of the general programme, £100; the Melbourne
City Mission, £50; the Scripture Instruction
League, £22; the Victorian Evangelisation
Society, £22.

A supplementary statement sets forth the
amount of the Melbourne financial gifts to the
members of the Gipsy Smith party as follows:
Special thanksofferings and receipts from “Life
Story” ticket sales, £813; Amount handed to
Gipsv Smith and Mr. and Mrs. Edwin Young,
£813.*

The report states that the number of decision
cards signed in the Melbourne mission totalled
15.004; 6 341 were “conversion cards,” and 8,663
“dedication cards.” The denominational re­

turns were:—Anglican Church, 1,396 conver­
sions, 1,055 dedications; Presbyterian Church,
1,176 and 1,050; Methodist Church, 1.736 and
3,378; Baptist Church, 508 and 989; Congrega­
tional Church, 233 and 193; Church of Christ,
270 and 551; Salvation Army, 222 and 361; vari­
ous sects, 770 and 1,073; Roman Catholic, 30
and 13.

CENSORSHIP OF FILMS.

Some months ago a deputation representing
the churches and various political and philan­
thropic institutions waited on the Victorian

Chief Secretary to advocate that the Film Cen­
sorship Bill should be passed. In further sup­
port of the bill, now before the House, a copy
of the following letter has been forwarded
through the Council of Churches to each mem­
ber of the Legislative Assembly:—

"In common with many others we are deeply
concerned about the growing generation, and
are anxious not only that its members should
receive education in the highest moral prin­
ciples, but that those influences which produce
a ‘slackening of moral fibre’ should as far as
practicable be restrained and prevented from
making their impact upon them.

“Leaders in the religious world, statesmen,
magistrates, editors of great newspapers, as
well as those whose work lies among delinquent
children, attribute much of the moral decline
manifest in many young people to the influence
of pictures which convey false ideas of life,
portrays its ugliest features, present wrong­
doing as a high adventure, and which fall be-

“Some months ago, through an influential
deputation representative of religious, philan­
thropic, and political movements, the mind of
our churches in regard to this matter was de­
finitely expressed. With satisfaction we have
noted that the Film Censorship Bill providing
for the exclusion of children from exhibitions
deemed unsuitable; for the control of Australian
productions; and for wider powers in regard to
advertising matter relating to films has passed
the Legislative Council with almost complete
unanimity.

“Regarding the measure as urgent and of
national importance we express the hope that
every member of the Legislative Assembly will
give it his wholehearted support.”—(Signed.)

Convention.

In last week’s report we spoke of great gather­
ings. Ihis week there have been two evening
meetings, both crowded to the capacity of the
ball, which holds 4,500. It is evident, therefore,
that the interest grew as the proceedings con­
tinued.

An effort was made to reduce applause to a
minimum. (This would not be amiss at times
in our own Conference meetings.) It was felt
that such demonstrations were scarcely in har­
mony with the deeply spiritual effects aimed
at. Nevertheless, the people’s enthusiasm and
appreciation were often checked only with
difficulty. On one occasion the roar of a heavy
shower upon the roof was outdone by the ap­
plause.

There was plenty of rain and cold during most
of the Convention, and consequently an abund­
ance of mud in the unattractive yard about
the hall.

It was decided to have the next similar Con­
vention in 1928 at Perth. The present presi­
dent (Mr. G. F. Dyson) was re-elected to that
office. One rather feels that such an office
should not be allowed to repeat in this way.
Without criticising the present holder of the
position, there surely should be available some
worthy Endeavor leader for the position. A
position of honor like this should be passed
on to as many as possible. We sometimes err
similarly in our own Conferences.
Mention should be made of a very fine mis­

sionary exhibition in a nearby building. Various
missionary fields were represented in appropri­
ately-constructed stalls, which, in turn, were
slocked with exhibits from the respective coun­
tries. Our own responsibility was China. Bro.
J- E. Allen, Victorian Foreign Mission Sec­
retary’, Miss Baker, Mrs. Pang and Mrs. D.
Pittman of the State F.M. Committee arranged
the booth and guarded it. In this they were
helped greatly by Mrs. Luke, the young ladies
°f the College of the Bible, and other willing
workers. It was pleasing to notice the em­
phasis placed on missions by’ the Convention
speakers. This is as it should be. Prayer was
also made prominent. Foor instance “Daily
Prayer” and “Daily Bible Reading” made up the
decking of the C.E. bridge over the stream of
"’orldlincss built by the juniors on Saturday
afternoon.

On the Lord’s day morning al 7.30, special
Prayer meetings were held in many churches.
After the evening meetings open-air services
were held. The writer led such a meeting on
the corner of Lygon and Qucensberry-sts^ Carl-
ton- It was well attended and seemed to win
appreciation. Why cannot such meetings be
conducted regularly? Our Australian climate
lends itself to such work.

*he manner in which the Convention yielded
all to the various local churches on the Lord s
JJay is most worthy of appreciation. It would

The writer of these notes ad­
dressed the great missionary meeting on Mon­
day night. The striking missionary pageant
which preceded the address was arranged by­
Miss Preston, of Lygon-st., and Miss Parker, of
Northcote. A long stream of Endeavours,
dressed (and colored) to represent many strange
peoples, trooped into the hall, across the bridge,
and took their places in the side galleries. Mr.

Friday afternoon a triple-group conference

was devoted to the “Activities of the Young
People s Society.” One of these groups was
led by Bro. Les. McCallum, M.A., B.D. Bro.
McCallum held his group splendidly and made
a line impression. He said himself later, “One
could not help feeling that the church is still
a real live factor in the world when such a
gathering of jyoung people is possible. It
cheered our heart and made us feel that if the
Lord’:; people will only hold on in faith the
future may yet hold large things for the church
of Jesus Christ.” Bro. McCallum dealt with
“The Associate Member.” He declared that the
C.E. Society may become self-centred and for­
get to seek to win others. This was fatal.
Active members were those who had definitely
decided for Christ; associate members those
who were feeling their way toward Christ. The
society without associate members surely lacked
in initiative and consecrated effort. A valuable
discussion ensued. It was agreed that the
trend of the age made it difficult to interest
young people in spiritual things—but who would
wish to live in an age when life was easy? It
is for us to show young people that we have
something that is really worth while.

At Fern Tree Gully, on Wednesday, 13th inst.,
the day following the close of the actual Con­
vention, Bro. J. E. Thomas addressed a crowd
of picnicers on “The Message of the Hills.” using
as his text Psalm 121: 1, 2: “I will lift up mine
eyes unto the mountains: From whence shall
my help come? My help cometh from the
Lord.” The hills tell of the power of God.
The hills remind us of the protection God gives
to his children. As the mountains are round
about Jerusalem so God is round about his
people and delivers them. The hills arc con­
stant and everlasting. Much more so is God.
The greatest message of the hills is the call
to communion. Look up. Lift up your hearts.

Saturday night Mr. S. Varcoe Cocks (N.S.W.)
spoke on “The Will of God in Personal Confes­
sion,” basing his address on 2 Chron. 26: 1-16.
and using as a text Eph. 4: 25, “We are members
one of another.” Lax morality is imperilling the
future of Australia. “1 will not speak against
dancing, pictures, etc. I will not do it. be­
cause if you are Christ’s you will not want
them. When the church comes to its own. the
parliament will come to the church. Don’t be
a pessimist in our day. Be an optimist and
don’t have a ‘misty-optic.’ The right is on
our side, and God is on the side of the right.”

The crowning and closing meeting, amongst
other interesting items included “The Consecra­
tion Address” by Mr. Donald McNicoIl, Mel­
bourne. It was a great and fitting closing
word. At times Mr. McNicoIl reached a high
level. He began with the question: After the
Convention. What? If there is nothing definite
as a result, the Convention must be marked
down as a failure. Is your conception of
God’s will right? God’s will for us is the
b?st will for us. We must correct our views
of the will of God. The will of God as re­
pealed in the life of Jesus Christ was the en­
richment of life in every part of it. For many
who pray, “Thy will be done,” it means “Thy
will be borne.” Thus, the will of God is as­
sociated with the pain and peril of life instead
of being associated with the high privilege of
doing God’s task for us. Go to the brother
who is succeeding and tell him. “Brother, this
is the will of God.” Life conformed to the
will of God is life conformed to the likeness
of Jesus Christ. There is no such thing as
sacrifice in the service of God. There is en­
richment of personality. It is all gain.
Should a surrendered life to God’s will be
abnormal? We belong to God. He has
sovereign rights over our lives. What a calam­
ity it would be if this Convention mt rely ter­
minated with some information as to how to
run our societies and with an appeal to our
emotions, and without the consecration of our
lives to the divine will!

CONSIDERING ONE ANOTHER.
(Heb. 10: 23-25.)

Our Young People
Conducted by Leslie C. McCallum. ■

“Let us consider one another to provoke unto
love and good works.” In thinking of any
virtue or grace we naturally think of it in re­
ference to Jesus. The grace of considerateness
in all its beauty and power is best seen in
him.

The first miracle al Cana was in itself a beau­
tiful deed of consideration to save a host as
well as his guests from an embarrassing situ­
ation, and "He manifested forth his glory.” No
matter what reasons we assign for the work­
ing of his miracles of healing they were primar­
ily the outcome of his deep consideration for
the sick and the afflicted.

All of us, no doubt, have at some time or
other experienced the helpfulness and the
blessedness of a friend’s sympathetic thought­
fulness. Perhaps it was in the lonely hour of
a great sorrow, or at a time of financial stress,
or during a severe illness. Whenever it was
the delicate dealing of the friend warmed our
heart and acted as a balm to the soul. We
saw for ourselves the beauty and the power of
Christian considerateness.

Now, comparatively it is easy to be consider­
ate on these special occasions, but the difficulty
is to be able to constantly exhibit this grace
in the ordinary moments of life. This is pre­
cisely what the writer of the epistle to the
Hebrews is urging. Life is not easy for any
of us. We all need to be frequently stimulated
and encouraged to live on the higher levels, else
we become careless and indifferent and, in due
course, castaways. In every walk of life a
timely considerateness has the effect of bring­
ing the best out of people—“love and good
works.”

Our text would make a splendid motto for
every home—“Let us consider one another to
provoke unto love and good works.” It is
empty praise for a man to be hailed as a “jolly
good fellow” in outside circles, if within the
home he is thoughtless, overbearing, irascible.
The closer the intimacy the greater is there
need for the exercising of those finer courtesies
which are the best safeguard for perpetual peace
and the sure guarantee of joyous content.

In church activities quarrels would be.much
rarer things if this text were acted upon. A
kind word or a thoughtful deed often smothers
and soothes an angry impulse. The best and
not the worst is brought out by kindly con­
sideration. “One greatly considerate man,” says
Dr. W. M. Clow, “is a gift of God to a church
or congregation. He will turn the acids of a
meeting into sweetness. He will give the men
and women of angular ways an unconscious
education in courtesy, for he will continually
>ead them all right up to the Cross.”

The practical question is, “How are we to
•earn to exercise this grace?” When we re­
member the inconsistencies in this regard of
such great men as Paul and John and David, it
*s obvious that true considcralencss is not a
native endowment. Neither is the grace taught
•>y the rules and conventions of any stratum of
society no matter how refined it may be. we
•earn the secret only at the Cross of Jesus.
“Consider him who endured such contradiction
°J sinners.” His answer to all “the contradic­
tion of sinners” was an unfailing considcrate-
ness which excused the worst, inspired the
J'cakest, and encouraged and commended the
•?asl faithful. Calvary spells Christly con­
sideration, for “He was wounded for our trans­
gressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the
ckastiscment of our peace was upon him; and
with his stripes we arc healed.”

The boy is not a
puzzle. If he is persistently regarded as one,
there will be done with him what is done with
most puzzles—nothing. Know the boy and
know the Bible and the supposed puzzle of
the boy and his Bible will vanish.
The boy needs the Bible.

Boyhood is a period of fuller development of
reasoning power. Abstract ideas are more
readily received at this age. A critical at­
titude of mind is evident, acquiescence giving
place to challenge. At this stage the boy goes
out into the world. He needs the Bible’s soft­
ening influence to counteract the world’s harden­
ing influence. He needs an ennobling influence
where most things are ignoble. He needs an
inspiration to manhood, where there is a lack
of it. The boy’s questioning mind needs the
certainty of the Bible. Doubts grow out of
misguided questioning, which is fanned into a
destroying flame by the unbelief of the work­
shop and office.
The boy loves and respects his Bible.

He is proud of a nicely-bound book. He has
it in his mind that it is the best Book in the
world. He loves “Oliver Twist,” and “The
Three Midshipmen,” which he approaches with
an adventurous thrill, but he approaches the
Bible with reverence and respect.
The boy’s visible attitude
towards his Bible is either of two kinds. It
may be contemptuous. This is not the boy’s
real attitude; it is artificial, and is often the
reflection of the attitude of the home, but by
sympathetic handling by the teacher he will
soon be true to himself and reveal his true
attitude of love and respect. Or the attitude
may be one of reticence and shyness. This
is largely a matter of temperament. The tea­
cher's kind and sympathetic personal interest
in the boy will lead him out and courage will
take the place of timidity. If the boy should
show signs of thinking the Bible “is a girl’s
book,” be kind and patient with him. Tactfully
challenge his manhood on the matter. Tell
him that there are men who think as he does.
but that they are men whose “manhood” is out­
classed by the manhood of Jesus and the dis­
ciples.

Let us consider how the boy’s love for the
Bible may be increased.
Present the Bible as a Book of heroes.

Remember that boyhood is the age when
native tendencies are better controlled with­
out being diminished; when many habits of
thought and action arc formed and usually
formed after a pattern set by some hero, "ad­
miration passing into emulation.” Present to
him the heroic in Jesus, Joshua, Elijah. Paul.
David and Jonathan. Listen! the stereotyped
David and Jonathan are dead! The time has
come to depart from the insipidly presented
friendship of these two men which makes them
appear more ns sweethearts than heroes. IJ,e>
have a right to be presented in all the virile
heroism of the Scripture record.
The Book itself is a hero of persecution.

The boy’s heart is readily thrilled with the
stories of Latimer and Ridley in England: Savon-
arola in Florence; Huss in Bohvinla: Jerome »
Prague. Tell him that the Bible shareil thesi
persecutions; that the Book lives, and is heroic
in its victory.

The Bible is a Book of nobility.
It hr.s, upon their own confession, ennobled

the lives of Dickens, Tennyson, Wilberforce.
( larkson, Abraham Lincoln, James Garfield, and
in me re modern times Lloyd George publicly
acknowledged the ennobling influence of tlu*
Word of God.
Boyhood is the best time
for the Bible to do its work. It is the forma­
tive period, when habits are formed and ideals
implanted. It is the impressionable period
when the soul is most responsive. The boy’s
spiritual life must have one of two experiences.
i.e.. shrivel up or blossom like the rose. The
former is achieved by the parents’ and teacher’s
neglect: the latter by both parent and teacher
furnishing a regular supply of food material.
Feed the young spiritual life with God’s word
and the term “the boy and his Bible” will be­
come “the Boy’s Bible.”

A MUSICAL SUCCESS.
'I he Adelaide “.Mail" contains the following

interesting paragraph: “Iris Forbes, who is only
12 years of age. has won four gold medals for
violin playing in the Adelaide Band competi­
tions. At 10 years of age she won both gold
medals in the under 11 and 13 sections. She
won again last year, and last week she brought
of!' the gold medal in the under 1G section. She
has also passed her fourth examination in the
R.A.M. and R.C.M. (Lond.) with distinction." Iris
is the daughter of Bro. A. E. Forbes, evangelist.
and is a member of the Croydon Bible School,
S.A. We rejoice al her success and offer con­
gratulations.

A HAPPY DAY.
On October 10 the Victorian organiser was

present at the Maryborough Bible School anni­
versary. Maryborough is one of Victoria’s tine
inland towns. Many years ago the town was
dependent upon the mining industry; to-day
there is not a mine left working and the dis­
trict relies upon agriculture and manufactur­
ing interests. Among the recent additions to
the industrial life of the town is to be num­
bered a knitting mill, and tool and butter
factories.

For over sixty years there has been a church
after the New Testament pattern in Mary­
borough. and to-day it still plays an important
part in the moral and religious life of the com­
munity. The recent Bible School anniversary
showed that the church is vitally interested in
the training of her youth. The morning meet­
ing was well attended, the afternoon meeting
more so. while at night it was quite impossible
to find room for all those who came. Some
fitly were accommodated with scats placed just
outside the door, while many were turned away.
The singing by the children under the leader­
ship of Bro. \V. Coinbridge was uplifting.
Throughout the year the school has progressed
steadily, and it was encouraging to officers and
teachers to see such large gatherings at the
anniversary services. Bro. S. R. Baker is the
preacher-superintendent, and Bro. I. Living the
secretary of this happy school.

Tlie advantage of weekly offering either by
duplex or otherwise is shown by the Western
Australian churches. Many of the churches
gave as much weekly as on July 4.

Chinese offering, £20; envelopes, £12/17/10.
Claremont offering, £52/1/6; envelopes, £40/17/4.
Fremantle offering, £25; envelopes, £18/1/8.
Maylands offering, £31/6/1; envelopes, £23/11/9.
Perth offering, £102/6/6; envelopes, £67/4/1.
Subiaco offering, £46/6/-; envelopes, £32/12/5.

One church gave more through the envelopes
than on July 4.
West Subiaco offering, £5/6; envelopes, £5/17/10.

With four exceptions every church gave largely
through the envelopes as well as liberally on
July 4. West Australia has splendid F.M. lea­
ders. a live committee, but this is true of other
States. The reason W.A. gives more per mem­
ber than any other State is because on the first
day of the week she gives to F.M. and does not
depend on the yearly giving. West Australia
thus gave last year 8/21 per member. If the
five other States gave 8/2A per member instead
of 5/71 per member their total would be £12,538
instead of £7.868/8/3, a difference of £4,669/11/9,
a sum sufficient to build and equip a hospital in
India and another hospital in China. Our mem­
bers in every Slate arc equal in intelligence and
consecration and willingness to give to the
Lord’s work, but the Western Australian mem­
bers, almost to a man, come to the Lord’s day
offering with twelve months’ weekly giving to
sunplernent his offering on the first Sunday in
July. _________

THE SHANGHAI WORK.
Bro. Cameron expected to go on his vacation

shortly after writing his last letter. He sent
us a letter from the deacons* committee of
Kwenming-rd. church. They have eight mem­
bers on this committee. Three are secretaries.
Bro. Cameron, English; Bro. Sung Tse Chang
Chinese secretary; and Mrs. Cheng Chili Chiang
(Phabc) is the lady social secretary. In refer­
ring to a letter I had sent to the Shanghai
church he says:—

“I read it in a committee meeting, and they
all showed their appreciation of your kindness
and prayed God to bless our mission and make
it prosperous. II is now five years since the
committee system was introduced into the Kwen­
ming-rd. church. In view of the growth of the
church Mr. Cameron felt that it was impossible
to manage all affairs without the co-operation of
members. A committee was formed to discuss
all important matters. Mr. Cameron’s help
and maintenance are appreciated by us all. A
new preaching-place has recently been opened
at Lin Ping-rd., near Kwenming-rd. Preaching
has been started there. This is supported by
Mr. Cameron and some of his enthusiastic friends 

and our mother church in Australia. M e are
endlessly appreciative for it. May God bless
all brothers and sisters.—Sung Ise (Jiang, sec­
retary for the deacons’ committee for Kwen­
ming-rd. Church of Christ.”

Bro. Cameron in his letter writes: “During
April Bro. Ning Sae Pao. the evangelist sup­
ported by you, preached nightly at the new
evangelistic centre, Lin Ping-rd., and found audi­
ences of from 20 to 50 persons according to
the weather, etc. On Thursday afternoon in
each week he preaches at a new place (indepen­
dent mission) in the west end of the city to
interested meeting of between 20 and 40. I his
little work is along the same lines as ours, but
we do not have any financial liability in con­
nection with it. Mr. Ning also assists in the
Sunday School every Sunday morning, and he
conducts the Wednesday and Saturday evening
meetings at Kwenming-rd.—the former a prayer
meeting and the latter a Bible Glass. His Sun­
day afternoons are fully occupied preaching al
Kwenming-rd., and at one or two other of the
churches as opportunity offers. On Sunday
forenoons, while Mr. Ning is at the Sunday
School, the old evangelist holds a service at
the new hall which meets a need as a goodly
number of our families live in that district.
You will see, therefore, that this preacher, Bro.
Ning, is kept quite busy all the time.*

“Last Lord’s day at the regular afternoon ser­
vice we were treated to a rather unusual experi­
ence. A man was asked to stand up and show
what the Lord had done for him. He had been
bent double, and had been earnestly seeking re­
lief from any and every source. Everything, in­
cluding the temple ceremonies, had failed. Al
length he came into contact with our people,
and Mr. Hu Sing Kwei (senior evangelist) ar­
ranged prayer gatherings for him. with the re­
sult that he can now stand upright. Naturally,
ail were rejoiced to hear about it, and to see
the man standing there. I have had no oppor­
tunity to investigate the matter; and knowing
how easy it is for these Eastern people to ac­
cept any kind of statements or rumors as facts
right off. I am slow to say much about it. I
have reported here just what look place at the
service. We shall hear more about him later
on.”

Gandhi is the greatest man in India to-day.
He said a few weeks ago, “There are three men
ol the present age who have made a deep im­
pression on my life: Raychandra by his living
eontaet. .Tolstoy by his bool: 'The Kingdom of
Heaven is Uilhin You,’ and Ruskin by his ‘Unto
tins Last. Nobody has made greater impres­
sion on me than Raychandra,” says Mr. Gandhi.
In spite of his reverence for him. however, lie
says he could not accept him as his Guru (re-
igious teacher). “I am still in search of one "

he says in words that are probably the most
deeply sigmllcant he fias ever written. The
question forces itself home upon us: Will Gandhi
ever find a Guru until he cries out with Paul of
larsus: ‘Lord, what wilt Thou have me to do?"

We are glad to report that Bro. W. C. Craigic,
who has been unwell for the past two weeks, is
now able to leave his room and is well on the
way to recovery.

We rejoice to note that Mr. Davies, C.I.M.
missionary in China, who was recently captured
by bandits and reported to be held for ransom,
has been released.

Bro. It. G. Earle, of the College of the Bible,
has accepted a three years’ engagement with the
church in Christchurch, NZ, and expects to be­
gin work there in January next.

The following telegram from Western Aus­
tralia reached us on Wednesday: “Hinrichsen-
Brooker tent mission closed Noriham Sunday
night; magnificent meeting; ten decisions, total
fifty-eight; thankoffering over two hundred
pounds.- Buckingham.”

An appeal has been sent to all our Victorian
churches to co-operate with the Social Service
Department in advising the secretary of em­
ployment available to all classes of persons.
Sixty members are waiting. The matter is
urgent.

Bro. T. II. Scambier, B.A., has just entered upon
his twelfth year of service with the church al
Hawthorn, Vic. This church never before had
such a time of happy, constructive and success­
ful work as during Bro. Scambier’s term. It is
rejoicing at present in the extinction of its
building debt.

The name of Bro. T. J. Gore is revered by
many members of Australasian Churches of
Christ. To him the cause in South Australia
especially is greatly indebted; but his influence
extended far and wide. Many friends will be
interested to learn that his daughter, Miss Amy
S. Gore, is issuing and has now in the press a
memorial volume. This will shortly be pub­
lished for her by the Austral Publishing Co.
The volume will contain interesting biographical
and other matter, with appreciations from re­
presentative brethren. Doubtless there are
many who would wish to purchase copies for
themselves or to pass on a souvenir of a bro­
ther greatly beloved. It would be of some
assistance in determining the number of copies
which should be printed if they would order
even now either from Miss A. S. Gore, 64 Eatr-
ford-st., Unley, S.A., or from the Austral Go.

The C.E. Societies num­
ber 1.747 Endeavorcrs in their ranks, whereas
there was a total of 1,608 twelve months ago.
Property belonging to our people for church and
school use, and in some cases including church
houses, is 'computed to be valued at £109,690.
There is scaling accommodation provided in the
various church buildings for 20,535 persons.”

Federal Conference.
As we go to press, the thirteenth Federal Con­

ference of Churches of Christ is being held in
Perth, Western Australia. We have received
from Bro. F. T. Saunders a summary report of
proceedings up to Monday evening.

The Conference opened with magnificent wel­
come meetings. There were 111 Interstate and
Indian delegates present. The hospitality of
the Western Australian members is pithily de­
scribed as “abundant.” The receptions given
on Friday by the W.A. Women’s Auxiliary, and
on Saturday by the Federal President (Bro. I).
M. Wilson) and State Conference President (Bro.
Albany Bell) were most successful functions and
highly enjoyed.

The welcome arranged by the Kalgoorlie
church to the delegates passing through on
Thursday last was carried out in its entirety in
a pleasing manner. Bro. Hunt met the main
body of delegates at the station with programmes,
etc. The Mayoral reception in the Town Hall
was crowded.

The Perth organisation was complete to the
last detail. Thirty automobiles met the dele­
gates at Perth station and conveyed them to
the homes of their hosts. The chapel was
crowded at the Federal President’s reception on
Saturday evening. The speeches of Bren. Wil­
son and Bell were of a high order and a most
cordial welcome was given. Beautiful and ap­
propriate musical items by a W.A. quartette were
enjoyed by all. Inspiring responses were given
by Bren. Eseolt (from India), Clothier, Rossel),
Duff, Lyall and Langlois.

Perth public and the daily press are giving
considerable attention to the proceedings. The
Conference badge is as a passport, wearers of
it receiving, voluntary guidance and assistance.

Visiting preachers occupied the platforms of
all our congregations in Perth and suburbs on
Sunday. I here were numerous decisions for
Christ.

Greetings, personal and official were received
from U.S.A., South Africa, India, New Zealand
and all the Australian States.
