I which tends to its degradation is
to be reprobated and opposed.

Yet every reader knows that there are
forces at work for the destruction of
domestic life and of the sanctity of mar­
riage. It is not only the eugenists who
think that too little attention is given to
marriage; the moralist and the Christian
alike are concerned. The reader of
modern fiction can scarcely be other than
appalled as he notes the attitude to divorce.
On the flintiest of pretexts partnerships
are dissolved and new alliances formed.
And the sordid exchanges are supposed to
be fully justified if there has been a divorce.
This with the more respectable of books 1
The daily' newspapers reveal to us that the
novelist is but reflecting the mind of an
increasing number of people." Unless the
evil be stayed, there are sad days of reckon­
ing ahead. A proper understanding of
the sacred obligation and responsibilities of
marriage before the binding vows are
taken would avert much of the ill.

In recent weeks several marriage ques­
tions have been prominently' before us.

Facilities for divorce.
We have been somewhat disappointed

that there has not been a more vigorous
opposition by the churches to the proposal
of Mr. Snowball to give greater facilities
for divorce in Victoria. The Roman
Catholic authorities have voiced their strong
Protest, as have some Protestant churches.
For this we are glad, but we could have
"’•shed a much more emphatic pronounce­
ment on the part of the Protestant churches
generally. We need not doubt the sin­
cerity of Mr. Snowball’s motives, nor close
our eyes to the fact that there are numerous
cases of hardship with our present matri­
monial laws. There ought, too, to be
uniform marriage laws within the Com­
monwealth. But not one of these con­
siderations, nor all of them together, can 

give justification for legislation making
divorce easier.

I he Christian is, of course, bound by
the teaching of his Lord. So long as
Matt. 5: 32, 19: 9 and Mark 10: 7-12 stand,
there can fie no more than one legitimate
ground for divorce. Whatever State laws
have decreed in the past, or whatever legis­
lators may propose in the future, the
Master’s pronouncement remains authori­
tative for his disciples. Let those who
profess the name of Christ not only set
a high standard for themselves but give
a clear witness to others. At one of the
most sacred hours of their life, they took
vows to be true “till death us do part,” and
heard the solemn words, “So many as are
joined together otherwise than God’s word
doth allow are not joined together by God.”
Were these words ever true? If so, they
are true now. If one partner fall short in
carrying out the terms of the contract, that
can not’possibly excuse the other from his
or her adherence to the Master's teaching.
Because there are hardships is no excuse
for divorce and forming new matrimonial
alliances in defiance of the ' Saviour’s
teaching.

As a solemn warning against giving too
easy divorce, we have the situation in
America. The name of a great country.
in many respects an example to the world.
is becoming a byword and a reproach in
this regard. Whether Australia or
America, that nation which interferes with
the sanctity of marriage, and neglects the
will of God, will suffer irremediable loss.

Divorce.
ixed marriages"

During last week the following brief an­
nouncement appeared in the Melbourne pub­
lic press:

••The Government Statist has reported to the
State Attorncy-Guncral’s Department nine cases
of people who, on the occasion of a second mar*
riage. usually performed for religious reasons
in the case of ‘mixed’ marriages, declared that
they were a ‘bachelor’ or a ‘spinster.* These
duplications of marriages recorded were detected
when checking the figures fur the last quarter
available. The department Jus instructed the
police to investigate each case so that a prosecu­
tion, in the event of the facts warranting it,
may be undertaken.”

It is some years since this kind of in­
fringement of the laws began. In nearly
all cases, Roman Catholics were respon­
sible. as the Romish church does not re­
cognise the validity of "‘mixed" marriages
save under rigid conditions of its own de­
vising. Some years ago Mr. T. E. Ruth
published a facsimile of a marriage register
in which a Romish priest had definitely de­
scribed as "bachelor" and "spinster" those
who had been quite legally previously mar­
ried to one another.

What the Roman Catholic church may
think of marriage and marriage conditions
need not be discussed. That church is
not bound, any more than we. to regard
State laws as of divine authority, or to re­
frain from criticising such laws. But the
celebrant of marriage is for the time being
exercising a functi >n legally conferred tq0:1
him. and it is monstrous that a minister or
priest should do as it is alleged has fre­
quently been done this past quarter in
Victoria.

We should think every decent, law-abid­
ing citizen would denounce the lying slan­
der involved in the word- ■"bachelor" and
"spinster" in the sec >nd marriage form of
these “double registrations." For our­
selves. we think that a priest or minister
found guilty of doing -itch a thing wil­
fully and with knowledge, -hmild !>• th be
imprisoned and have the.legal right to cele­
brate marriage- taken from him.
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Archbishop Mannix has been telling his
people that “the Roman Catholic church
did everything possible to discountenance
‘mixed’ marriages.” We cordially agree
that such alliances are most unwise and
most likely to be productive of much misery.
Mannix and Marlborough.

The Roman Catholic church is always
proclaiming its high marriage standards
and its antipathy to divorce, seeking by con­
trast to belittle Protestantism. Our agree­
ment with some of Rome’s conclusions does
not at all mean that we accept her com­
parative valuation or approve of her
practice.

Archbishop Mannix excelled himself last
week in extolling the sacred regard of
of Rome for marriage, and its refusal to
compromise in any way or for any person,
however highly placed. In the course of
his address the archbishop is said to have
spoken as follows:—

“Some time ago it was reported that the
Prince of Wales was likely to marry a Catholic
Italian princess, and a paper with a greater idea
for sensation than truth announced that the
Pope was arranging for the transfer of the Italian
princess to the Protestant faith. It was an
nhsurd statement, hut some people were ready
to believe that the Pope would jump at an op­
portunity to transfer the princess to the Pro­
testant religion in the hope of seeing her Queen
of England in the future. The Catholic church.
however, did not compromise in any way.”

Really, we should like to believe that the
Roman church had set an example of high
standards and pure living. Unfortunately,
history would have to be rewritten before
one could assent to the claim. Every rea­
der of history' knows that despite its high
theory and its teaching regarding divorce,
the Roman Catholic church was for genera­
tions disgraced by the evil living not only
of its members, but of the hierarchy itself.
Concubinage was openly and shamelessly'
practised by the priests. The prelates of
the church were openly licentious. The
occupants of the papal throne—the alleged
infallible Popes and vicegerents of Jesus
Christ—were many' of them flagrantly im­
moral, and some of them guilty of name­
less vices. There is a dark period in papal
history known as the Pornocracy (“govern­
ment by harlots”) because abandoned
women, the paramours of popes, virtually
ruled the church. No words could be too
strong in describing and condemning the
crimes and immoralities of generations of
the prelates and the popes. We cannot
forget the teaching of history, and until
we do we shall find it difficult to respect
the church whose parade and claims are
so out of harmony with the facts of its
notorious record.

Dr. Mannix was in a daring mood when
he hazarded the statement, "The Catholic
church did not compromise in any way.”
Did he speak with his tongue in his cheek?
Curiously on the very day on which his ad­
dress was reported, the newspapers pub­
lished the statement that the Pope had an­
nulled the first marriage of the Duke of
Marlborough in order that he might be re­
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ceived into the church. It is well known
that the Duke’s first wife, by whom he had
two sons, was granted a divorce in 192°-
The Duke married again in 1921.. the
church which (as its representative, Ur.
Mannix, says) cannot compromise could
not recognise a new marriage after divorce.
Yet, apparently, it could not find it in its
heart to disoblige a ducal convert and very
wealthy landowner. What is the way
out of the impasse? The way taken oft
before, a way worthy , of Mephistopheles
himself, and one earning for Rome and
all concerned in the farce the contempt of
decent people. The first marriage has
been annulled! The “Prelate of the
Sacred Rota” solemnly assures the world

Behind these very mild words there is
an indictment of the church and its methods.
The ordinary person will not feel bound
to pick and choose his words so warily, and
will simply regard the Marlborough in­
cident as adding one more piece of infamy
to the shameful record of an unscrupulous
and arrogant church.

Christ’s Challenge to Youth.

Not everyone recognises that there is
any Christian challenge for to-day. There
are those who, knowing the form of Chris­
tianity' but not the power thereof, think
rather of its failure and impotence than
of its challenging presence. There are
others who know its beauty only as imprac­
tical ideals—a beautiful bubble which can­
not long continue to exist amidst the hard,
sharp facts of our materialistic age.
Not to be denied.

In the mind of Jesus there were no’doubts
as to the future of his religion. He did
not say that it would be popular always and
everywhere. But he did say that it would
triumphantly decide the destinies of men
whatever attitude they took toward it. He
told the parable of a vineyard, the hire­
lings of which stoned the owner’s servants
and killed his son but in the end failed to
secure the property and were miserably
destroyed. With stern simplicity and regal
challenge he added: “The stone which the
builders rejected the same is become the
head of the comer. Whosoever shall fall
upon that stone shall be broken; but on
whomsoever it shall fall it will grind him
to powder.” In the message of God made
known through him are embodied the
supreme realities, the highest values, the
principles of successful living by which men
judge themselves. They may oppose him,
reject him, crucify him; but his word would
live and triumph.

With the historical picture of the cen­
turies before us who can doubt that his
faith was justified? Notwithstanding the
disguises in which men have dressed his 

message, the accretions which have dis­
figured it, the opposition of professional
enemies and the misunderstandings of in­
terested friends, the spirit of Jesus has
been judging the actions of men and of
nations. The greatest power of his day
was the Empire of Rome—licentious and
worldly. Judged by his standards, (the
standards of an unknown peasant in an
almost unknown province), it had failed
and must fall! And it fell. But the
moral energies which he had liberated
passed on over the ruins of Rome and
built another civilisation in its place. The
power of his spirit is indestructible. 1°
our own loss we may' deny but in the en
we cannot defy it.

In
comparison we need have no fear of the
man whose heresy is merely theoretical,
who rejects customary doctrines and dogma.
But there is cause for the utmost alarm in
the practical denial of Christ by which
men crucify him afresh—not his body but
his soul, his principles. They turn aside
from these as impossible of attainment and
then wonder why the world is in turmoil,
confusion and worse.

Can youth right these wrongs? Let
them go back to Christ, be pioneers in his
rediscovery, learn his lessons from himself

Sharing the cost.
More particularly, Christ's challenge calls

us to the highest self-expression, to live the
very best life possible by the power of God.
It asks us to give ourselves for the better­
ing of the world in which we live, until
the kingdoms of this world become the
kingdom of Christ. It demands that we
put service before self, ministry before
mastery. It tells us, with Christ, to em­
phasise duties not rights, and to give social
justice rather than demand it. And these,
not in our religious associations merely, but
over the whole area of life’s complexities.
Tn short, if we would answer the Christian
challenge we must be prepared to give up
all selfish ambition, all thought of “getting
on in life,” and find a sphere where we can
live for the service of Christ and his
kingdom.

But how far should this spirit of service
and goodwill be carried? Suppose men
do not respond but return evil for good;
suppose business suffers and the necessities
of life begin to disappear? Such ques­
tions are usually asked by those who have
not faith to venture. Jesus said they were
happy who suffered for his cause. But
what is reasonable suffering? If we want
Christ's answer we must go with him to
Gethsemane, and then outside the city to
Calvary, and see how far he was willing
to go. That is the price true Christian
love is ready to pay. We may say that
it is too great a price. But never after­
wards should we call ourselves Christian,
never more should we dare say that Chris­
tianity is failing or Christ insufficient.

Youth That is Not “Flaming.”
Perhaps (says the “Literary Digest”) the

items crowded out of the daily news tell a
truer story of modem youth than the glar­
ing headlines telling of wild petting parties,
orgiastic dances, and juvenile delinquency.

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China To-day.

Civil war (some deny that it is civil war, and
would classify it as rebellion) is raging at the
present lime, and the country is divided among
a number of war-lords. There is a mere
shadow of government in Peking. The coun­
try is going from bad to worse.

Since I wrote to you last, the changes in the
war game have been numerous. At the pre­
sent time the matter stands about as follows.

Marshal Feng Yu-hsiang has been out of-the
picture for some months, he having gone to
Russia and his army having been forced to re­
tire from Peking to the north-west, owing to
a new military combination on the part of his
enemies. The news now is that he has re­
turned to China and taken over command of
his army, and that he is already in a movement
working down into China proper from the north­
west, having for his objective the joining up
with the new forces from Canton which have
penetrated Central China, and have even driven
right up through Hupeh province into the Honan
province. The reference in the name (Ho-
river and nan-south) is to the Yellow River in
the north. The name Hupeh means “Hu” lake
and “peh” north, and the lake referred to is
the Tungting Lake in Central China. Around
it are the two “lake” provinces: one called lake
south, i.e.. Hunan, and the other lake north, i.e.,
Hupeh. These two provinces have over
40,000,0(10 between them. They form a coveted
prize for any troops.

The Cantonese forces, under Chiang Kai-shek,
have penetrated into Central China via the
Hunan province, and now occupy the two lake
provinces as well as all the way back along the
route to their base in Canton. This is an un­
expected success for the “Red” forces. The
army is well led and seems to fight well, but, so
far, it has not had to meet a first-class
opposition.

Marshal Wu Pei-fu, the favorite leader, was
again “sold” by a general under him and had
to retreat from Central China to his norlherr
base. He is working in with Marshal Chang
Tso-lin, of Manchuria. They were for long
enemies and fought each other, but the “Red”
peril threatening the country from Canton by
Feng Yu-hsiang’s army has united these two for
the present.

The third point of the triangle is here in our
province, working out from Nanking. Sun
Chuan-fang is the Marshal's name, and he has
five provinces under his rule. The names of
the provinces are Kiangsu, the province in which
Shanghai is situated; Chekiang, a coast province
to the south of us; Anhwei, an inland province,
adjoining Kiangsu; Fukien (like Foo-Key-un),
a coast province farther south again; Kiangsi
(Key-ang-see), a province in Central China.

Marsha] Sun, at the head of a considerable
anti-“Red” army, is now in touch with the “Red”
forces from Canton, in Central China, at pre­
sent. on the extreme edge of Sun’s dominion,
which Canton has invaded. It is too early to
say how matters will go there. Should Sun
win, the “Reds” must go south; should he lose
then the whole face of things out here may be
utterly changed.

If Canton could reach these rich eastern pro­
vinces. it is certain that a new order of things
would come about. In that event, it is con­
ceivable that China might become two definite
spheres, half “Red” and the other half holding
to the old style form of rule.

Now the Cantonese arc a highly intelligent
people, and. apart from their present Bolshevism,
are pretty well received everywhere. It is the
“Red” element behind the movement that causes
men to wonder. Anyway, the forces are ar­
rayed against each other, and those who are
standing for the old order have ns their war
slogan “No Bolshevism.” Otherwise, China is 

being torn to pieces by lawlessness, brigandage
of every description, with a list too long io
enumerate. e

As regards Feng Yu-hsiang, it is diflicult to
write anything dennite. He is not popular in
China, and, 1 gather, this is because he went
back on Wu Pei-iu when that soldier was fight­
ing the Manchurian warlord. Feng’s defection
meant the collapse of Wu, and Wu had to clear
out. He came to Central China and kept quiet
for a year. He came out recently to join in
the light against Feng-Yu-hsiaug. Feng went
to Russia and his troops, alter a lime, had to
relire away from Peking. Then Canton broke
into Central China, and Wu Pei-fu had to hurry
down to Hankow. He has had to retire for
the present, and the fear is expressed (on the
part of those favoring the old conditions) that
Feng Yu-hsiang may be able to join with the
Cantonese forces in Honan. The combination
against that is made up, as slated, by Chang
Tso-lin, Manchuria; Wu Pei-fu, Honan and the

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north; Chang Chung-chwang, Shantung province,
etc.; and Sun Chuan-fang, over the live pro­
vinces above mentioned.

Some missionaries have great faith in Feng,
hut mostly he is held to have taken a wrong
turn when he fell back on Russian aid. His
army is the best as regards discipline, and
though his troops had to retire from the Peking
region, the retreat was well prepared and car­
ried out. His army is still a force to be reck­
oned with. It is a question of obtaining sup­
plies. Could he but get into Central China, he
could get everything in the way of supplies.
There is a well-equipped arsenal where the
Cantonese are now settled.

Doubtless, Feng is sincere in his way; but
politics have evidently caused him to attempt
the role of governing China. While he was
away in Russia his chief of staff, an earnest
Christian general, took over his army. He has
ordered, in two lots, Bibles and Testaments to
the value of over .320,000 silver, or about
$10,000 gold, for distribution among lhe troops.
Most of these books were leather bound, and
they all had a special inscription written by
himself. The American Bible Society, with
which I am associated, supplied the books. His
was the biggest single order ever placed here
for Bibles and New Testaments.

Without doubt, Christianity is wide-spread in
Feng’s army. At present he is out of the pic­
ture, but may be in it prominently any day.

When I wrote of him as the “so-called” Chris­
tian General, I was merely quoting the general
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and newspaper description. It Was

Other1*
have betrayed him, but, then, they were nJ
professed Christians! 1

Feng may have had good reasons for his ac­
tion, but that action condemned him in the
eyes of westerners. He could have refused to
fight, and then Wu would have arranged dif­
ferently; but to go hack on his chief after his
chief went on to the front, facing Manchuria
and away from Peking, is not considered good
form even in a non-Christian. Feng went on
slowly north of Peking, at the order of Wu,
and then, suddenly, wheeled about and relumed*
to Peking, taking over all power in that region.
Wu had to get out hurriedly, as previoush’
stated.

Now, as to the right or wrong of Feng’s ac­
tion, I, personally, cannot give a final judg­
ment. I have tried to give you the popular
report, which may be all wrong when we get
to know the full story.

I have said nothing about West China—a
country of vast importance, but isolated be­
cause of meagre communication. During the
summer months steamers go up into that region
over the rapids, and many steamers arc now en­
gaged in lhe trade. Contending armies in
Central China have caused general unrest.

One of Wu Pei-fu’s generals went up the river
as far as a big city named Wanhsien. Owing to
local trouble, he seized a couple of British
steamers and held them. As nothing could be
done to get the boats released, and the retain­
ing of them being against treaty rights, the
British fitted out a small expedition to rescue
the officers, and, if possible, get the steamers.
It was a bad time for both sides. The Chinese
laid a trap and fired on our boarding party, kill­
ing several. A severe fight took place, and be­
fore our boats drew off many Chinese had been
killed. The officers of the steamers were
taken off (one died, having been shot, when
attempting to get to safety) and brought down
to Ichang and, finally, to Hankow’. Since then
the ships have been released.

The firmer attitude of the British will be
appreciated by all fair-minded persons, both
foreign and Chinese. The military are
ing ruin to the country and need to be reminded
of the treaty rights, which must be observed
until changed or given up by mutual consent.

AMONG THE SCHOOLS.
Recently the Victorian organiser visited the

owan Hill and Woorinen districts. The last-
named place is one of the closer settlement areas
on which many returned soldiers have taken up
land. The district is almost wholly given over
to vines, and, with an unlimited supply of water,
it is wonderful how splendidly things grow/
Away from the irrigation areas everything looks
parched and dry, but where the water goes every­
thing is beautifully fresh and green.

At present we have two full-time preachers
working in this district; Bro. Gordon Andrews
in Swan Hill, and Bro. Hargreaves in the Woor-
inen-Ultima circuit. It is a district of great
distances, and Bro. Hargreaves travels many
miles each week in his motor.

On the morning of Nov. 14 the organiser was
in Swan Hill, while the afternoon and evening
was spent with the church at Woorinen, it being
the anniversary of the Bible School. Fine audi­
ences gathered at each meeting, and the singing
by the children was helpful and inspiring. Bro.
D. A. Cockroft is the superintendent and Bro.
Baxter the secretary of this school.

Monday evening, Nov. 15, saw the anniversary
continued and concluded with a concert in the
local hall. Long before the advertised time of
starting, the hall, which holds 300 people, was
crowded; many stood throughout the evening,
while others drew their cars up to the open
windows and from there watched the perform­
ance. The programme was good, and reflected
great credit on those who were responsible for
its production. Two items were rendered by
members of the Swan Hill church, while almost
a score of people had travelled over twenty miles
from Piangil to be present at the meeting. This
spirit of good fellowship and co-operation charac­
terises the work throughout the district.

During the evening, opportunity was taken to
present the Department’s gold medal awarded
to scholars who attend Bible School for ten
consecutive years without a break to three young
people of tlie Woorinen school. These three
young people all belong to the same family, and,
unless we are mistaken, it is the first time that
three in one family have received the award
at the same time. The happy recipients were
Misses Lorraine and Gloria Dawe, and Mr. Fran­
cis Dawe. We feel that these young people,
their parents, and the school to which they be­
long are to be congratulated.

Steadily the work is advancing in this district.
Within the last few’ weeks two new* Bible Schools
have been established, one at Speeway, about five
miles from Woorinen, and the other at Piangil,
where a new cause has been lately consolidated.
The future looks bright, Bro. Hargreaves, the
preacher, is greatly beloved, and is faithfully
supported in the work by a loyal band of
workers.

TEACHERS’ CONFERENCE, BENDIGO.
On Tuesday evening, Nov. 16, the organiser met

the teachers of the Bendigo and Golden Square
schools in conference. The meeting was presided
over by Mr. A. Hinrichsen. It was reported that
the scholars of the school were becoming ex­
cited over the prospects of soon being able to
enter the chapel building, which they proudly
call “ours.”

The meeting, which had been ar­
ranged by the Sunday School Council of Vic­
toria, had as its object the furthering of the
Children’s Year movement. The full cathedral
choir rendered an anthem, the Scriptures were
read by Mr. Horton Williams and Mr. Goyen, of
the Methodist and Presbyterian Welfare of
Youth Departments respectively, while the ad­
dress was given by Dr. Lees.

The text was taken from the twelfth verse of
the 114th Psalm. We were reminded that if
young trees are to be planted out somebody must
do the planting; that if corner-stones are to be
shaped and polished the skill of the mason is
necessary. So if our young people are to be
brought up in the fear and admonition of the
Lord, somebody must be prepared to undertake
the work. The officers and teachers of our
Bible Schools were seeking to do this work.
and the speaker urged them to be true and never
to be discouraged. Sometimes we are told
that the day of the Sunday School is over, and
that it should be decently buried. Dr. Lees
did not agree with this conclusion, and told of
a man in Western America who had an old mule
that he wished to get rid of. He was digging a
hole in which to place a tank, so he decided that
he would put the mule in the bottom of the
hole and put some dirt on top of him and so
make a good foundation for the tank. The
mule was placed in the hole, and the farmer
began to shovel in the dirt. But as quickly as
he shovelled it in just as quickly did the old
mule stamp it down, until the farmer gave up
in disgust, for the mule had come out on top.
So people may decry the work of the Bible
School, and talk about burying it, but every
time it came out on top. The Bible School
remained because of the good it was doing, but
it was imperative that everything that could be
done should be done to make its influence and
its teaching as effective as possible. Our
young people must grow; it is for us to try and
direct that growth in right directions.

Gard is treasurer
of our Federal Conference Executive.

DR. KOLHATKER’S WORK, INDIA.
Dr. Kolhatkar has recently visited Jalgaon

Supe. It is a village about ten miles from
Baramati over very rough roads. Before our
Indian doctor’s visit there had been sex oral
deaths, and the doctor asked why he had not
been sent for, but the answer he received was
that he did not belong to their caste. So that
even in the extremity of a man’s last illness
their caste would not permit them to bring
medical assistance. In another case a man told
the doctor of one, Shankar Khomne, who had
been sick and had died, and was not helped
even by his own caste. This man expressed
hopelessness of people who had lost their re­
latives. Dr. Kolhatkar said, “Our Christian re­
latives who died are not dead, but only gone
on before, and one day 1 hope to go to them.”
He exclaimed, “What do you mean by saying ‘not
dead hut gone before’?” The doctor then ex­
plained the whole Christian faith about death
and eternal life, and everyone who stood about
listening was surprised that Christians do not
sorrow without hope for their dead, but are able
to rejoice that those who have gone on before
are happy with their Lord in heaven. “We
pray for those unbelieving souls, and request
you Australian brothers and sisters to pray
earnestly for them, that God will open their
hearts to accept our Lord and Saviour, and be
able to enjoy our comforting belief of not lost
but only gone before us into the Father’s
house.”—Dr. K. L. Kolhatkar.

KWAAN YOUNG MAN.
Our readers will be interested to know a little

bit about our second Chinese evangelist at pre­
sent working in Australia. He is wholly sup­
ported by the Chinese brethren. He is 43 years
old. Was born August 28. 1883. He is mar­
ried and has eight children, six sons and two
daughters. He is very well educated. Did not
leave school until twenty-four years of age.
Was converted when twenty-six years, and was
baptised at Lung Pui at the “Holiness Mission,”
whose headquarters are at Chik Hon, Hoi Ping, 

China. He was originally a Confucianist, and
offered prayers regularly to his ancestors. He
was the first convert of the “Holiness Mission.
Since leaving the Canton High School he was a
schoolmaster for sixteen years. In addition
to being a schoolmaster, he did some private
teaching, and spent three years in the evangelis­
tic work. He met a man from West Australia,
Quan Peter, who urged him to come to Australia.
Prior to coming to Australia he did tent mis­
sion work for six months. During his school
teaching and preaching forty were won to Christ
through his ministry and were baptised. * He
left Hong Kong for Australia on June 22, 1926,
arriving in Sydney February 12. He remained
in Sydney for a little over four months, and left
there on June 18 for Melbourne, where he re­
mained a week over three months. On Sept.
22 he left Melbourne for Adelaide, where he is
still laboring. He says, “My work in Adelaide
is quite fruitful. After having preached four
Sundays three of my people came to confess
Jesus, the Light, the Life and the Way, and they
were baptised by me at Grote-st. chapel. More
than thirty persons come to hear the Word of
God every Sunday meeting.” He makes this
request: “Will you kindly always pray for me
so that I may always perforin my duty faith­
fully?” “Since coming to Australia I have bap­
tised • two in Sydney, one in Melbourne, and
three in Adelaide. In Sydney our usual Sun­
day night attendances were thirty; Sunday
mornings twenty. Held classes on Monday,
Wednesday and Friday, and open-air meetings
every Sunday night. In Melbourne our attend­
ances were forty on the Sunday mornings and
about fifty in the evening. Held an open-air
meeting each Sunday night in Little Bourke-st.,
and Chinese classes on Monday, Tuesday and
Thursday.”

In a latcr letter Bro. Kwaan writes: “I am
very anxious to be wholly filled with the Holy
Spirit, and I earnestly appeal to the brothers
and sisters of the churches to pray for me al­
ways, so that I may have the power of God to
win as many persons as possible to Christ.”

CHIN BIK FUNG.
Bro. Chin Bik Fung is laboring diligently in

Melbourne. He visits the Chinese both in the
city and suburbs. Miss Baker says he is indeed
busy about his Father’s business. “We are hav­
ing splendid meetings on Sunday, both morning
and evening. The week-night meetings keep up
well, but some of the men have gone to the other
States. Bro. Chin is preaching the gospel faith­
fully, and doing his best to win souls for the
kingdom.”

Splendid meetings at Mildura, Vicn on Nov. 21.
Morning meeting was one of the best for a long
time. Bro. Bird gave a beautiful talk on the
life and times of Elijah. At the evening ser­
vice he spoke with power on “Almost Saved.”
A quartette was rendered by four members of
the choir. The officers and members of the
church have expressed keen regret that Bro.
Bird finds it impossible to remain as preacher.
We understand that Bro. Bird will be leaving
Australia for U.S.A, about April next year, but
will be open for engagement for three months
w’ith a church beginning the first Sunday in
January. The church has extended an invita­
tion to Bro. H. Cave, of North Geelong church,
to take up the work as full-time preacher in
Mildura.

Dr. Jesse R. Kellems writes as follows of the
cause in South Africa and the Durban mission—
“The interest in the great mission to South
Africa continues with constantly increasing en­
thusiasm. The power of the gospel has not
been more abundantly manifested in our genera­
tion. In this, the hardest place in the Union
in which to arouse interest in divine things,
we are going to have a fine New Testament
church. The truth is winning over all the
opposition which we have met here, not only
from the world, but from those who. not under­
standing our motives, though they ought to be
hand in hand w’ith us, have set out to nulify
the work of New Testament Christianity in these
parts. So far there have been seventy addi­
tions to the work, and there arc many more
who arc coming. We did not expect the same
kind of landslide which resulted in Johannes­
burg. These people are entirely different from
the folks on the Rand. This is a sea level
town in the hot cast coast country and every­
one is slower in consequence. We arc now
just beginning the summer season so the lan­
guor which overtakes these Natalians when the
hot days and nights come is now upon us. Those
who arc accepting the message, however, arc a
strong type of people and will make a church
which will stand firm and tme to the great plea
which in such a short time they have come to
love so well.”

The issues of the “Christian Evangelist” and
“Christian Standard” of U.S.A- which have just
come to hand contain particulars of the damage
WTOUght to the buildings of Churches of Christ
by the Florida hurricane. Numerous pictures
show the devastating nature of the storm. Mr.
E. B. Quick, Superintendent of religious Educa­
tion, in his report and appeal for help, states
that “A careful survey of the Florida hurricane
area reveals that our churches are in desperate
and immediate need of assistance. Reports
from officials and ‘boomers’ minimising storm
conditions in order not to frighten tourists are
absolutely false. At present the guilty parlies
are being severely and justly censured by John
Barton Payne, chairman of the American Red
Cross. Rapid material development and com­
mercialised pleasure which make religious work
exceptionally difficult in Florida now stand be­
tween 18.000 homeless, helpless families and
the aid which big-hearted America is ready to
give. After travelling over the storm area
and seeing block after block of homes totally or
partially destroyed (the Red Cross estimate is
5,000 homes totally destroyed) and after talk­
ing with our preachers and leading laymen
every one of whom with their families had
miraculously escaped from death; after viewing
the pitiful wrecks of church buildings. I am
sending the facts, together with pictures which
I took on the ground, hoping that the response
will be immediate and liberal. Beginning in
the Palm Beach district and extending south­
ward along the coast, a distance of 75 miles, the
desolation is unspeakable.”

The report of the British and Foreign Bible

Society is as full as ever of amazing figures.
Whatever the pessimistically inclined may say
about Bible-reading and the influence of the
Bible, there seems to be no limit to the records
set up by the Society in its distribution of the
Scriptures. Seven new languages were added
last year to the number in which the Bible or
parts of it are printed, making 579 altogether.
The number of Bibles or portions of the Bible
issued reached the amazing total of 10,152,733
which exceeds the previous year’s output by
412,518. Nearly one million Bibles and New
Testaments were sold amongst English-speaking
people. In Chinn, in spite of all the unrest,
4,261,000 copies of the Scriptures were circulated.

IS MODESTY DECLINING?
One of our great English essayists of the 18th

century wrote: “If we banish modesty out of
the world, she carries away with her half the
virtue that is in the world.” We are not alone
in thinking that the tendency of the age is to
lower the guards that protect the modesty of
our women-kind and to induce in the girlhood
of the day a revolt against those conventions
that have ever been the guard and stay of
womanly virtue and strength. Quite recently,
the Roman Catholic Archbishop of Sydney direc­
ted that certain dances shall not he permitted
in functions connected with R.C. colleges, and
other institutions; and his prohibition has not
come a day too soon. The competitions that
have lately been the rage cannot but have of­
fended the sense of propriety in the minds of
those who respect the modesty of maidenhood,
and desire to see our girls as pure and sweet
and reticent as for the most part their mothers
were. If we refer to such competitions as those
of the “Surf Sirens,” “Miss Australia,” and
“October Brides,” it is not that we place these
and all such competitions on exactly the same
level. But the tendency is to foster female
vanity, to display physical charms, and to in?
duce a disposition of mind contrary to the finer
instincts and nobler qualities of our God-given
nature. Where can the modesty be of maidens
who enter a contest in which their physical
limbs pass under review and measurement and
are subsequently photographed and published
for prurient eyes to gaze upon and gloat over?
Modesty is said to be bred of self-reverence, but
the latter can scarcely exist under the condi­
tions of these modern and ever-increasing com­
petitions. “Modesty once extinguished knows
not how to return,” says Seneca; and a more
modern writer knew what he was talking about
when he wrote: “You little know what you have
done when you first broke the bounds of
modesty.” It is time that self-respecting woman­
hood rose in strong revolt against the immodcs- 

to reflect that the great institution whose mis­
sion it is to inculcate charity and brotherly kind­
ness seems to be making a shockingly poor job
of the business. . . . The recent discussion on the
stipend question in the Presbyterian Assembly
is a fresh reminder of a matter that is an un­
speakable reproach to all church-going people,
and n scandal to the whole community. . . .
Quite apart from the evidence that ministers
themselves adduced in the course of the debate,
it is notorious that the stipend arrangements
in many pretentious churches are a blas­
phemous burlesque of the message the under­
paid minister is expected to preach. It is easy
to retort that the minister’s salary is not the
outsider’s affair; he does not pay any share.
Neither he does. But, as long as people who
believe themselves pious take their spiritual
nutrition from a man whom they are in genteel
fashion starving, they have no justification for
believing themselves one inch nearer the king­
dom of heaven than the men and women who
pass by on the other side. The latter may
be pityingly lumped as a lapsed mass. But at
all events they are not sustaining a religious
life on the cheap. They are not participating
in the cruel farce of sweating some man of
ability, culture and high character, and subject­
ing him to pinprick worries because they believe
he cannot hit back. He is restrained by the
tenets of his religion, and he cannot fall hack
on his union. Because he has no legal pro­
tection, certain people feel they may practise
upon him any petty indignity. Most delight­
ful of all, they can get at him through his salary.
There are, of course, many men and women in
the churches deeply sensitive to the shameful
treatment meted out to the clergy. The blame
is in the last analysis assignable to that host
of unthinking persons who bulk largely in most
congregations. On Sunday they put the minimum
contribution in the plate; on other days they
see to it that they are themselves paid the full
union rate. It is merely a further instance of
human inconsistency and want of charity. In
the speeches made nt the Assembly there seemed
to be a note of determination to tackle the
question of stipends in a less half-hearlcd, less
mealy-mouthed fashion than formerly. In
that note there is hope. Even those who have
no part or lot in church life will gladly throw
in their sympathy with the clergy in their manly
and praiseworthy effort to obtain at least a
living wage.”
