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“I’ll Do Anything in Reason, but I Won’t Shove.”

IN London “Punch” recently a delightful
cartoon appeared. Its title, Sisiphus
VI., reminded the reader of him who
in Greek mythology' was punished in

the lower world for his wicked life on
earth by having to roll up a hill a
huge stone which, when it reached the
top, always rolled back. Mr. Bernard
Partridge’s drawing was in his usual
gifted style. The French Minister of
Finance was depicted making strenuous ef­
forts to. prevent a gigantic franc from roll­
ing down the hill, while an apparently in­
different onlooker stood watching the pro­
ceedings. Under the cartoon were the fol­
lowing words:

M. Doumer (Minister of Finance, al the time of
going to press') : “ Help 1”

French Taxpayer: “I’ll do anything in rea­
son, but I won't shove.”

This kind of national helper is not pecu­
liar to France. In every land there arc
hosts of people who are more than willing
that public duties be performed, but by
others. They' will declaim against the evils
which assail the State, and in words exhibit
concern about the dangers which threaten,
but they will lend no helping hand to re­
move the ills. One of our greatest needs is
the development of a spirit of true citizen­
ship. Many Christians to-day are working
hard to foster such a spirit. It will be a
happy Jay when common responsibilities
are gladly discharged by the people as a
whole, all cheerfully working, and none
shirking or hiding behind others.

It is not in worldly affairs alone that we
see unwillingness to “shove.” In the church,
Which was intended to be a place of service
for all, there are frequent illustrations of
the shirker’s act. Mr.Bernard Partridge has
a lesson for many' who profess much and
do little. A greater than he has told us of
the futility’ of mere words or profession of
faith and loyalty without service.

“ I’ll do anything in reason, but I wonit
shove.” What is “anything in reason ? Is
it standing and looking on ? How many, 

despite the urgent call of the harvest field,
are standing all the day idle? Not one of
us can ever offer the excuse, “ Because no
man hired us.” We profess to have obeyed
the call to service, but do we serve? Paul
refused to have with him one who went not
with him to the work. Whether or not we
share the apostle’s opinion of this man, we
must appreciate his desire for whole-heart­
ed service and the completion of a task.

What is “anything in reason”? Is it to
sympathise ? Who that has ever read it can
forget the Scripture’s indictment of the em­
otional sympathiser who will not bestir
himself to action? “If a brother or sister
be naked, and in lack of daily food, and one
of you say unto them, Go in peace, be ye
warmed and filled: and ye give them not
the things needful to the body; what doth
it profit?” Not even a sincere pity is
enough; there may be a real wish that the
wants of others may be supplied, and yet
the superficial emotion may end in words.
A modern writer refers as follows to the
Near East situation, which in recent years
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Not To Be Ministered To.

Not to be served, but to serve.

has made calls upon Christian sympathy;
“ Christians in Turkey are hiding in the
fields because their dwellings are burned,
and the fear of death hangs darkly over
their starved and naked bodies; and other
Christians hearing of it, as they plan some
fresh indulgence for their pleasure, say,
‘ Too bad 1 but trust, be patient, and may
God, who cares for the ravens, send you
food and raiment.’ ”

What for us is “anything in reason”? Is
it the giving of advice? The late Sir Wil­
liam Robertson Nicol began one of his
“ Claudius Clear” letters entitled “ In An
Advisory Capacity,” thus: “ I have already
told the story of how an American negro,
who was so singularly lazy as to be quite a
problem, got converted in a revival. His
associates in the church were extremely an­
xious to know whether he would now be­
stir himself and go to work. The negro at­
tended a meeting and offered a prayer, in
which occurred the petition, ‘ Use me,
Lord, use me—in an advisory capacity.’ ”
Many of us are willing to be thus used. The
speaker’s—and writer’s—peril is here indi­
cated. It is much easier to exhort than to
practise, to write concerning duty than to
set a worthy example. The Pharisees were
denounced by Christ partly because, while
they were willing to lay on others the bur­
den of duty, they would not put their own
hands out to lift the load.

There is a lower stage still to be reached.
Judging by their constant occupation there
are a few who have volunteered not as
“shoyers," but as critics. They know the
other man has failed to keep the wheel from
rolling down the hill, and they can berate
him soundly for his incapacity. They can
criticise the attitude of every worker who
puts his shoulder to the task’ They can do
most things except help.

“ Curse ye, Meroz, said the angel of the
Lord, curse ye bitterly the inhabitants
thereof: because they came not to the help
of the Lord against the mighty.”

Israel s Keeper and Mine.
[The following question and answer appeared in

Prof. David Smith’s Correspondence Column of
“The British Weekly.’’]

N.W.B.—“Perhaps you will give me
your verdict on Psa. 121: 1. As an old
compositor, had ‘copy’ been put in my
hands to set up the verse, I would have
punctuated it thus : ‘I will lift up mine eyes
unto the hills. From whence cometh my
help? My help cometh from the Lord.’
I am strengthened in this by Jer. 3: 23.”
For once the compositor’s emendation

would have been right. The Revisers read
the verse as you would have it, and they
made another even more needful emenda­
tion by reading, with our Scottish metri­
cal version, “keep” for “preserve’ in verses
7, 8. Understand this exquisite little psalm
and you will appreciate these emendations.
It belongs to a group (120-134) entitled by
the Rabbinical editor “ Songs of Degrees.”
And what does the title signify? In old
English “degree” meant a step of a stair or
ladder: “scorning,” says Shakespeare, “the
base degrees by which he did ascend”; but
the Hebrew word is here properly rendered
“ascents” (R.V.), or rather “the ascents,”
and the title signifies that those fifteen are
the psalms which the liberated exiles sang
as they “went up” to Jerusalem from their
long captivity in Babylon. It was a weary
and perilous march of over seven hundred
miles across a desert of burning sand, in­
fested by wild Bedawin intent on plunder:
but the hearts of the pilgrims were glad,
and they cheered the way with songs of
gratitude and faith and hope (cf. Isa. 35:
10). Those memorable songs lived on, and
they were known as the songs not of “the
Ascent,” but of “the “Ascents,” since they
were sung in later days by the worshippers
who “went up” year by year from near and
far to the Passover and other sacred fes­
tivals.

Observe the situation which our psalm
presents. In the previous psalm we see the
returning exiles in the desert, a troop of
weary men with their womenfolk and child­
ren, harassed continually by treacherous
foes; and now we see them nearing their
goal. They are in sight of the mountains
of Palestine; another day’s march will
bring them home, and as they encamp at
this their last station, “ I will lift up mine
eyes unto the mountains,” cries one of
them. Then he bethinks himself. "Whence
cometh my help?” Not from the moun­
tains, but from Him who made the moun­
tains—“the Maker of heaven and earth.”

Here another interposes—the inevitable
pessimist. Impatient of his comrade’s brave
cheer, he querulously, almost sneeringly,
shakes his head and dolefully protests (cf.
R.V. marg.) :

"May He not suffer thy foot to waver!
May He not slumber—thy Keeper!”

The hardships of the desert had shatter­
ed what little faith he ever had. The Lord
had been asleep all those weary months, and
would He awake now? His comrade re­
torts sharply: “Not my Keeper, but Israel’s
Keeper, the God of our fathers, our Deliv­
erer of old. Behold, He can neither slum­
ber nor sleep—the Keeper of Israel.” His
brave faith strikes a responsive chord in the
breasts of the bystanders, and they break
out in a chorus of approbation:

“The Lord is thy Keeper ;
the Lord is thy shade upon thy right hand.

By day the sun shall not smite thee,
nor the moon by night.

1 he Lord shall keep thee from all evil,
He shall keep thy soul.

The Lord shall keep thy going out and thy
coming in

from henceforth and for ever.”
The keynote of the psalm is the word

“keep”; “Thy Keeper, the Keeper of Is­
rael, shall keep thee, shall keep thy soul,
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The Best.
Come the grey days or the gold,
Summer’s sun or winter’s cold,
Every day is good, I hold—
Joy is in my heart.
Cometh happiness or pain,
Ease of life or weary strain,
Eager, count I all as gain—
Love is in my heart.
He, who, on his journey's quest,
Findeth joy and love is blest;
Knowledge hath he of the best,—
God is in his heart.

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shall keep thy going out and thy coming in.”
Not that the Lord’s people bear a charmed
life, secure from “the slings and arrows of
outrageous fortune.” He does not keep
them out of trouble, but He keeps them
when they are in it—keeps them from the
evil that it may not grieve them, keeps them
from discontent, bitterness and rebellious­
ness, keeps them sweet and brave and gen­
tle of heart, making each hard experience
a precious discipline. Circumstances are
commonly much alike for believers and un­
believers, but they work very differently
with each, even as the rain and sun which
nourish the living plant rot the dead. Look
at these two exiles. They had endured the
same trials, had toiled side by side as slaves,
and had marched together across the des­
ert; yet for the one, inasmuch as he had
trusted the Lord and accepted his lot as or­
dained by Eternal Lovingkindness, the com­
mon trials had served as a bracing discip­
line. and as for the other, by reason of his
faithless repining, they had embittered his
soul and taken the manhood out of him.

Urgent protests are being made.
Council of Churches, Prohibition League
and other temperance bodies, Protestant
Federation, Housewives’ Association, and
other organisations, have arranged a depu­
tation to protest against the application of
the State for licenses at Yallourn and Mt
Buffalo. We trust they will be successful.

The Minister for Railways wrote as fol­
lows to the President of the Council oi
Churches : “ You may rely upon it that the
Ministry has only consented to applications
being lodged in these cases because it felt
that the only way to check undesirable and
indiscriminate drinking at both places was
by having it under proper supervision and
control. The police report about the sly
grog-selling at Yallourn was dreadful, and
at Buffalo some very undesirable incidents
had taken place through drinking in bed­
rooms. It has been proved impossible to
rrevent guests taking drinks with them, and
if the license be granted, this will be pro­
hibited entirely.”

Apollos Comes to Ephesus.
“Aquila.”

Years ago—well, back in the nineteenth
century, when Queen Victoria of blessed
memory was sovereign of the British Em­
pire, and when the present King George
was an infant in arms—a little Scotch
mother living in a small town in Australia
took her baby to the Anglican Church to do
for him according to the practice of that
church—have him christened, or, as she
would have put it, to have him baptised.

who had taken me to infant baptism, and
then the father, who had been a party to
the action, were baptised as believers.

Then, more than ever, I was constrained
to ask myself the questions, Should Chris­
tians be baptised? Have I been properly
baptised? I knew and loved the Bible
enough to know that it was there, and there
alone, that my question could be properly
answered. I went to it, therefore, prayer­
fully and with the resolve that what it un­
mistakably taught was the thing I was go­
ing to do. I very soon discovered that bap­
tism was certainly there. I read these
words, “ He that believeth and is baptised
shall be saved.” Now, had I been thus bap­
tised ? It soon dawned on me, that even
supposing sprinkling met the requirements,
there was one serious omission, that is, that
when it was performed, I was not a be­
liever. There was nothing to say that bap­
tism alone would save anyone, except they
were first of all believers. The Scripture
did not read, “ He that is baptised and be­
lieves,” but only that he who is baptised as
a believer shall be saved. That settled the
matter for me. My baptism, even suppos­
ing it was baptism, failed in two important
points: first, that there was no faith on my
part, and “without faith it is impossible to
please God”; secondly, it was not my own
act.

A question that sometimes might suggest
itself to the mind of someone considering
the subject of baptism, is this: Are we sure
that when Jesus said, as recorded by Mat­
thew, “ Make disciples of all the nations,
baptising them in the name of the Father
and the Son and the Holy Spirit”—are we
sure, I say, when we read this, that Jesus
really intended it to be taken literally? Let
me illustrate. Suppose there is in my dis­
trict a family recently come from, say, Den­
mark I begin to visit them, and as I con­
tinue to do so their English improves, and I
in my turn begin to pick up a little of their 
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Danish. One afternoon I am in their house,
and the mother turns to her daughter and
says something in Danish. I know enough,
or think I know enough to understand that
the mother says, “ Put the kettle on, and
let us have afternoon tea.” Not being too
sure of my understanding, I watch the
daughter to see how she takes her
mother’s words; and when I see her ex­
actly begin to do what I thought her mother
told her to do, I know that I was right in
my understanding of the Danish mother’s
command. So, when I see the disciples do­
ing just what it appears Jesus told them to
do, I am not left in doubt. If never a case
of baptising were to be found in the Bible
after Jesus had given the command, we
might question just what Jesus meant;
though even then it would be unreason­
able; but with the Acts of Apostles in our
Bible, and several references in the epistles
to baptism, it seems to me that every shade
of doubt must go from the mind of the man
or woman who wants to know the doctrine.
Like Apollos of olden time, I had come to
my Ephesus, and had learnt “the way of the
Lord more perfectly" (Acts 18: 24-27).

After my baptism I came to know, what
I think no one had told me before, that the
immersion of the penitent believer was
really not in dispute at all; it was the
sprinkling of the infant that was in ques­
tion, and it was just there, and there alone,
that the difference of opinion existed. If
one would be off the disputed territory,
there was nothing for him but to practise
the old manner of baptism such as Paul and
Peter practised in the good old times when
no one needed to trouble his brains about
apostolic succession, for the simple reason
that the apostles were on the spot and in no
need of successors.

The Effect of the Bible.
In his speech at the annual meeting of

the Bible Society in 1879 Dr. Moffat told
this story:—

“ Some time after the Gospel had been
preached among the Bechuana and converts
had been made, I met an elderly man who
looked very downcast. I said to him, ‘ My
friend, what is the matter, who is dead?’
‘ Oh,’ said he, ‘there is no one dead.’ ‘Well,
what is the matter? You seem to be mourn­
ing.’ The man then scratched his head and
said, ‘ My son tells me that my dog has
eaten a leaf of the Bible.’ ‘Well, what of
that,’ I said, ‘perhaps 1 can replace it.’ ‘Oh,’
says the man, ‘the dog will never do any
good, he will never bite anybody, he will
never catch any jackals, he will be as tame
as I see people become who believe in that
book. All our warriors become as gentle as
women, and my dog is done for.’ ”

Robert Moffat had a keen sense of hu­
mor. And he was a saint.

Queen Alexandra and Air. Sankey.
When Mr. Ira D. Sankey, the American evan­

gelist, died in 1908, it was mentioned in some of
the obituary notices that Queen Alexandra was
among the persons who were greatly attracted by
his singing. She was ven- fond of the “Sacred
Songs and Solos ” and received a copy of it with
pleasure from Mr. Sankey. On wet Sundays she
would often play hymns from it to her children.
During the first Mbody-and-Sankey evangelistic
campaign in Great Britain, from 1873 to 1875, the
Princess of Wales, as she then was, sometimes
listened to Mr. Sankev’s singing from her private
Lox at Her Majesty’s Theatre, Haymarket.

A Alillionaire’s Gift.
Mr. John E. Andrus, who recently donated a

very large sum of money towards the restoration
of Wesley’s Chapel, London, is a millionaire manu­
facturer of medicines and chemicals, who lives in
simple style at Yonkers, a suburb of New York.
He is now in his 85th year. His father was a
Methodist minister with a narrow stipend, and
bis first job, as a boy of fifteen, was in lighting
street lamps. The next was as a canvasser for
a local directory- He worked his way through
Wesleyan University, Middleton, and then found
a situation as an accountant. Incidentally, he
had done something in the study of medicine, for
he had always desired to become a doctor, and
then the successful sale of a medical preparation
communicated to him by a friend started him on
his business career. Mr. Andrus became Mayor
of Yonkers in 1902, and sat in Congress from 1905
to 1913. In 1917 he founded an orphanage at
Hastings, N.Y., with an endowment of $2,500,000.
“If I am what is called a success,” he once said,
“I owe it to the love of my mother and father,
and the Methodist Church.”

chcs of Christ. In a statement then presented, the
Council pointed out that the existing system of
extra-territorial jurisdiction required “thorough
re-consideration” in a day when it had been given
up in all other nations, and when China had made
a hopeful beginning in the development of a mod­
ern judicial system. The continued control of the
Chinese tariff by foreign powers was “equally dif­
ficult to justify on any Christian grounds,” involv­
ing an obvious denial of “the principle of mutual­
ity and fairness.” 1 he deputation further declar­
ed that Christian men and women everywhere
must be in hearty sympathy with the aspirations
of the Chinese people for a place of freedom and
equality in the family of nations.

What is Wrong?
Writing in “The Christian Evangelist,” U.S.A.,

F. D. Kershner writes as follows regarding the
progress of our American churches:

“Perhaps most of our readers will answer this
question by saying that there is nothing wrong.
During the past five years we have made an im­
pressive gain in membership and in missionary re­
ceipts, while our convention at Oklahoma City
was in many respects the most enthusiastic and
best-attended gathering we have held in recent
years. If there are any grounds for pessimism in
such a record they do not appear on the surface.
It is only when we probe a little more closely into
the heart of the matter that disquietude begins.
For example, while our net gain during the past
five years was something like 200,000, yet our
gross increase during the same period was almost
a million. Now, any business in which you have
to sustain such losses would cause its managers
serious concern. Obviously there is something
wrong with our methods of conservation. If we
retained anything like our gross increase in mem­
bership we should speedily double our numbers.
It takes a good while to fill a cask when four-
fifths of the water which we pour in at the top
leaks out of the bottom.

“In the matter of our missionary and benevolent
offerings we have made decided progress, and yet 
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there is a certain lack of unanimity abo
programme which does not encourage n™”' .0“-'
We arc not pulling together for our mis ’
and benevolent enterprises as we miuln SSIOnarJ
ably do. We are all in favor of missions <bm'iv'
all of the same kind of missions. Assuredlv x"

"Other items might be suggested, but the at
will suffice for the present inquiry. What it
best way out of our difficulty? Perhaps th
will be as many answers to this query as we h
readers.

First, more thorough co
operation between our churches in local and Stat
areas; Second, more thorough and frank discus!
sion in our State and national gatherings; of th.
issues upon which we disagree; and, Third, mote
widespread and universal cultivation of the spirit
of tolerance on the part of all of us. These sue-
gestions may not constitute a panacea for our dif­
ficulties, but we feel sure that, if carried out, they
will, at least, affect some improvement in our
work.”

The Tract Still Has Its Power.
The question has been raised whether the tract

has not lost its appeal. Yet the American Tran
Society is doing a larger business than ever. A
tract is a humble messenger, blowing no horn, but
carrying on a quiet, unobtrusive and wholesome
propaganda; it falls silently into thousands ol
hearts as softly as leaves in the forest. But as
leaves fertilise the soil and spring up in richer
vegetation, so these quiet, unassertive bits of
literature gain access to many minds which might
resist a bolder approach.

Is not the Bible itself simply a bundle of tracts?
It is bound up as one volume, but it falls apart
into sixty-six pieces of literature, every one of
which, like a tract, was produced for a special
practical purpose. When God would send a reve­
lation to the world for the salvation of men he
scattered a magnificent handful of tracts on the
winds of the centuries; they fell upon the earth as
leaves for the healing of the nations. These
Scriptures are now being published in whole or n>
parts in nearly eight hundred languages; they are
read in their own speech by the people of even
race and tribe and tongue. Yes, the tract still has
its day.—"The Continent.”

Death of J. Z. Tyler.
The press dispatches reported the death of J.

Z. Tyler on January I, at the home of his daugh­
ter in Cleveland. Ohio, where he had resided, al­
ternately with Richmond, Va., since he was stricken
with paralysis in 1900. The announcement re­
calls a pastoral service which began upon his
graduation, at Kentucky University in 1872, with
his call to Seventh Street Church, Richmond.

Naming the Baby.
Among the "injustices” to which mankind is

subjected is that of having no say in one’s own
Christian name. “What's in a name?” airily de­
mands Shakespeare. Safe in the cognomen of
William, a good old .English name, he could not
sympathise with the eccentricity that occasionally
marks what a modern writer terms, “Parents’
lapses at the Font.” For example, there was
Aaron Hill, the dramatist, satirised by Pope in
the “Dunciad," named his three daughters Minerva,
Astraea, and Urania, “and they seem to have
grown up into sensible young ladies in spite of
it." Classical names, however, have never been
popular in England; in France they are common
to this day, Hippolyte, Achille, and so on.

Old plays furnish another instance of crudity
of vision; the “Sir Clumsy Tunbelly” of Fielding
for example. Yet even these outrages can be
equalled in actual life. In the diary of
Giles Moore, he writes of the amount of trouble
caused him by the behaviour of Mistress Sapphira
Lightfoot! Presumably her husband; if he existed,
was Ananias. John Byrom, the inventor of a
system of shorthand, mentions in his diary a cer­
tain Dr. Anodyne Necklace, a most feminine title,
surely! In religious circles there seems to have
been an impression that any name from the Bible
would do. Girls have frequently been labelled
with the names of Job’s daughters—Jemina, Keziah
and Kerenhappuch. One has known some. There
are cases also of Tryphoena and Tryphosa.. But
not many, fortunately, for those innocent victims.

The Message of Joel.
Joel 1: 1-7.

The title at the forefront of the Book of Joel—

“The Word of the Lord that came to Joel the
son of Pethuel” contains practically all we know
of that prophet's personality. From the many re­
ferences to the temple found in his prophecy, we
are led to conclude that he lived in Jerusalem; but
as to the date of his book there is nothing very
conclusive. Some scholars think he prophesied
in the reign of Joash, King of Judah, while many
others hold that he was post-exilic. From the
style and nature of his writings this latter view
seems the more likely, but to attempt to fix the
date would be hazardous.

JOEL’S POETIC STYLE.
Joel was both a student of the times and a

writer of considerable ability. The three brief
chapters which record his prophecy arc packed
with graphic touches and picturesque descrip­
tions. “Joel was no great thinker and no great
prophet," says Dr. J. A. Brewer, "but he was a
poet, and a poet of no mean order. His style is
clear, fluent and beautiful. The lyrical quality
of some of his lines places them among the best
of their kind in the Old Testament, while his
graphic, terse descriptions arc exceedingly effec­
tive. He varies the rhythmic movement of his
sentences with his changing thought and mood.
This gives to his addresses a beautiful harmony
of form and content. We do not wonder that
the people listened to him as the sweet plaintive
cadences of his beautiful lines or the swift, gallop­
ing staccato utterances of his unforgetable de­
scriptions or of his stirring appeals fell on their
cars. Nor do we wonder that they obeyed his
command, voicing, as it did, their own feelings.
He knew himself to be one of them, their spokes­
man, but also the spokesman of God."

THE PLAGUE OF LOCUSTS.

During 1925 the Victorian Bible School Com­

mittee conducted Workers' Conferences in several
centres. 1 he usual procedure has been to meet
for tea as early as possible, after which import­
ant phases of Bible work are outlined by visiting
speakers. After each address ample time is al­
lowed for discussion. The Committee is prepared
to arrange for these gatherings in all metropolitan
schools desiring them. Beyond the cost of the
tea no expense attaches to them. The men and
women who lecture are busy people, but people
who arc prepared to put themselves about in order
to help others. That the conferences are helpful
will be seen from the following letter received
from Bro. Fred. Lee, of South Yarra:—

"A short time ago the Committee organised a
teachers’ tea and conference at the South Yarra
chapel. The gathering greatly benefited the local
work, and especially did it assist our teaching staff
to realise more fully the great mission that is
theirs in the training of the young life for the
Master. The lecturers touched on every depart­
ment of school activity, from the kindergarten to
the Bible Class. The discussion which followed
each address permitted an exchange of ideas on
the subjects dealt with, and added greatly to the
interest of the meeting. The officers and staff
of the South Yarra school wish to commend the
Committee upon the introduction of this excellent
plan for improving the standard of teaching and
methods used in our schools. We heartily com­
mend this plan to all schools in Melbourne and
suburbs; to schools faced with difficulties, and to
others no matter how favorably situated, for all
can learn something of the finer points in the art
of Sunday School teaching as outlined by the
men and women who lecture at these gatherings.
We wish the Committee every success in this
scheme which they arc endeavoring to carry out,
and trust that the schools will co-operate by ar­
ranging for one of these conferences in their
midst.”

The Junior Department.
The Juniors Themselves.

God has written two books, the intelligent under­
standing of which is at the foundation of all suc­
cessful Bible School teaching. The first is the
book of his inspired word, in which Jesus is the
Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end, the
first and the last. The second is the book of human
life. We are told in God’s word that he created
man in his own image and breathed into him the
breath of life, and man became a living soul. Oh,
how we have disfigured and torn this book ; how
we have soiled and thumbed and defaced it; but
it is God’s book still! No Bible School teacher is
fitly prepared for his task until he knows God’s in­
spired word, his book of human life, and how to
bind them together.
The Past Experience of the Junior.

To understand the junior department, therefore,
it is necessary to know God s word, and God s child
between the ages of nine and eleven or twelve
years old, and how to bring the two into real and
vital relationship. The junior has already passed
through the period of early childhood, from birth
to six years old, when his five eager senses rea­
ched out cravingly for the new sensations that
provided his earliest learning, when his vivid
imagination ran riot in a fairyland of make-believe,
and when his responsive heart opened to love as
flowers open to the sun. If he was properly
taught at that time, his senses were attracted by
pictures and sweet sound, by things that he could 

see and touch and handle; his imagination was
caught by stories simply told or acted out by him­
self and the other children, and his responsive
heart unfolded in an atmosphere of love.

He has also passed through the period of middle
childhood, from six to eight years old, when start­
ing to school brought a larger vision and a new
self-respect, when the awakening mind called out
for truth as eagerly as the senses of the little child
had called for new sensations. It was a time,
too, when the child was making his first rules of
life, out of his experience, in some such crude
fashion as this: “I did this and my teacher was
pleased; I did that and my teacher reproved me;
therefore this is right and that is wrong.” Or
again: “I love my teacher; my teacher does this;
therefore, this is right.” Manifestly, if he has
been properly taught during this period, his eager
mind has been fed with God’s great truths made
simple and concrete as he is able to understand
them. He has been taken through the grand old
picture-book, the Bible, and has been shown the
wonderful things that God has made. He has
been shown man, God's greatest creation, and what
man has been able to do with the help of God.
He has surely been shown the great God-man who
“spake as never man spake” and “went about do­
ing good.” His tendency to make his first life­
rules has been met, too, by teachers, faithful, con­
sistent, and sincere, who realised that their every
act was being registered on the tablet of a grow­
ing, impressionable life.
The Junior as he is.

At about nine years old, he enters upon a new
period of development, the period of later child­
hood, and we place him in the junior department
of our Bible School. He is entering the fourth
grade in day school, and is beginning to study the
rudiments of geography and history, and his hor­
izon is broadening. He finds that he lives in a
great world of many lands and peoples, whose
history runs back through thousands of years.
But greater than the change in his environment
is the subtle but clearly defined change in himself.
From the responsively changeable child, swayed
by every influence, he gradually becomes the de­
cided lad who chooses his hero and stands by him
with unswerving loyalty. He gradually changes
from a world of imaginative make-believe, from
simple story and idle play, to a world oi purpose­
ful activity. He wants to be doing, and the great
test of our work with him at this period is “what
we get him to do.”

When we realise, too, that this is the habit­
forming period of his life, our responsibility is
doubly great, for what we get him to do to-day,
he will be prone to do to-morrow. This is also
the memory period, and most of the Scripture and
sacred songs that he will know when he is old, he
will have learned during this vital period of his
development. When we add that this period closes
with the first real decision-time, the time when
the boy Christ himself said, “I must be in my
Father’s house,” we grasp something of the seri­
ousness of our task, and the tremendous oppor­
tunity that is presented in the junior department
of moulding child-life for God.—Mrs. W. D. Van
Voorhis.

Miss Caldicott is anxiously awaiting the arrival
of the new missionaries to help in the work. She
says, “ I was called out of bed at 4 a.m. to see a
sick child. I have had to work in my life many
times, but I do not remember the days when I
had such trying, tiresome work as I am now
called upon to do in this foreign country.” “ The
boys are all well, and as naughty as ever, but
very happy over receiving such fine rugs and
clothes out of the boxes. The mornings and even­
ings arc very cold, so they appreciate all that have
been sent.”

Letter From T. Escott, Diksal.
“ The riot case has interfered a good deal with

our usual work, but we arc about back to normal
now. All of the accused have handed me a writ­
ten apology acknowledging their guilt, asking fcr
forgiveness, and promising not to give any ^rouble
in the future, and requesting also that I would
take measures to have the case withdrawn. I have
accepted this, but owing to the case not being
compoundable I had to interview the district
magistrate for his permission to withdraw the
case. In the interests of the work I think this
is the right course, as I do not wish to see them
punished. It will demonstrate to them that for­
giveness is a principle of our religion. I have
since had one of the accused pay a visit to the
dispensary to have his mother and daughter treat­
ed. His mother was operated on for a large
growth, which was removed from her head. I
believe the old friendly relation will continue; in
fact, I hope there will be a closer bond of friend­
ship formed. From what I can judge at present
I believe that my influence will be greater than
before.

“.-Ml our workers are in to-day having the
Scriptural examination. I am utilising the time
on this letter while they are doing their papers.

“ This year rains have been fairly general, and
some parts of the country will have good crops.
On the lndapur side the crops appear fairly good,
but around here most of it will only yield fodder
with grain in parts here and there. A supply of
fodder in sight is a great relief to the farmers, as
it will save the cattle, a loss which the cultivator
always dreads.

“We are holding on to God for a spiritual
gathering as a result of the past years of labor
and sowing. The evangelistic work is our strong
sheet-anchor that is being well maintained. The
medical work, too. keeps an even course, and
more than justifies its existence.”______________
