The “ Wayside Pulpit” scheme originat­
ed with Mr. Geo. S. Hirst, Publication and
Church Publicity Secretary of the British
National Free Church Council. He had
been impressed with American church ad­
vertising movements, and felt, that, while
“ British psychology” and religious feeling
demanded a different line of approach,
there was a real need for better use of the
printed word.

Mr. Hirst puts the matter as follows:—
“ In one thing we stand on common ground
with the American churches. Like them,
we know, as a real fact of knowledge, that
in every man is an instinct to worship. The
outstanding need of the churches is to
bring before the people, possibly in digni­
fied but certainly in attractive ways, that
the churches, irrespective of denomination
and however imperfect they may be as an
organised form of expression, do stand for
something that is absolutely vital to the
well-being of mankind.”

if ever, our Lord might have relaxed the
rigor of his reticence. It would, we imag­
ine, have been a comfort, at which the Bap­
tist might have sung his “nunc dimittis"
had Jesus taken his disciples aside and had
whispered to them that their master had
made no mistake in him. And yet Jesus
did not do this. Pie told them something
indeed, which he enjoined them to report
to their master. But what he told them
falls short of what, had he been free, he
might have told them.

On another occasion a lawyer approach­
ed Jesus and put to him a plain question
for which he asked a plain answerWhat
shall I do to inherit eternal life?” But
Jesus answered the man by sending the
question back to him. W hat is written
in the Law. How readest thou ?” Pre­
cisely as though he had said, What do
vou think? You, yourself?” Whereupon
the lawyer recited the “ Shema, Hear, O

We quote these words as illus­
trating the readiness of God to meet us
even more than half-way. But what if the
words are not so much kind as strict and
even stern! What if they rather warn us
that we live in a world in which there is no
sign from God, and no sign of God, except
to those whose loins are girt! Certainly it
is a fair and just general recollection of
our Lord’s public ministry to say that he
deliberately thwarted people in their desire
for what we call “security.” He rather in­
vited them to make of life something of a
hazard. He condemned them again and
again for seeking signs, corroborations, in­
dications from the side of the world that
they were not going too far, or yielding
too heartily to a dream.

IV.
Towards the close of John's Gospei we

have a very deliberate exposition of this
view of “faith”—a view which it seems to
ourselves ought to commend “faith” to an
age like our own which is in many ways so
impatient of merely external authority and
control. Our Lord’s last hours with his
disciples had come, and he knew that it
was so. At a time, therefore, when, we
may well suppose, Jesus was in the mood
to speak only of the things which are of
absolute value, he seems to have chosen
this very aspect and interpretation of what
it means to be one of his followers here in
our world. Again and again he had used
the phrase “the Father" with the ease and
naturalness of one to whom it was the
habitual and only name for God. But one
of the disciples interrupted, protesting the
difficulty of innumerable hearts. “ Lord,
show us the Father and it sufficeth us.” It
was equal to his saying, “ But, Lord, that
is our difficulty. If we could only be sure
of the Father, sure of a Loving Mind pre­
siding over these lives of ours which seem
to ourselves so futile, a Loving Undeviat­
ing Mind which controls this universe, vast
and ambiguous as it seems to our fear and
ignorance—why, then the rest would be
easy. There would then be need only for
patience!” To whom Jesus answered,
“ Have I been so long time .with you and
yet hast thou not known Me?” Is it not
as though he had said: “ Have you felt
anything when you have been with Me?
Do you feel anything now that we are here
together? Is there at this moment some­
thing warm and good about your heart be­
cause of Me—simply because you are what
you are and I am what I am? In that case
what more do you want? What more could
you make use of even if it were given’”

“ Bless the Lord, O my soul, and all that

is within me bless his holy name.” So
runs the Psalm in the prose version. But
in our beloved metrical form there is a
touch of genius which makes a real addi­
tion to the depth and shrewdness of the
original:

“ O thou, my soul, bless God the Lord,

Where did the poet get that idea of
“stirring up all that is in us”? Not in the
text. It is doubtless the good man's recol­
lection of a sad and heavy and stupid sea­
son in the life of his own soul, and how on
that sultry day he had stirred himself up
to lay hold on God.—“ The British
Weekly.”
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Growth of Missions.
Upon the side of statistical expansion, the

Bishop of Salisbury quotes figures which arc as­
suredly encouraging in the larger view, although
scarcely gratifying to British people:—

To-day the total number of missionaries of the
Reformed Churches in the mission field is no
fewer than 30,000, with a communicants’ roll of
3,500,000, and a roll of baptised adherents num­
bering many millions more; and every year the
rate of increase accelerates. In India, Burma,
and Ceylon to-day there are over 5,700 mission­
aries, of whom 2,700 are British, and about an
equal number American. In Egypt there arc 354
missionaries, of whom 236 arc American and 102
British. In the Sudan there are 80 Protestant
missionaries, of whom 35 are American and 32
arc British. In the rest of British territory in
Africa there arc nearb' 4000 Protestant mission­
aries, of whom over 2000 are British and 664 are
American. It will be seen that the American mis­
sionary work in British territory (conducted
mainly by the Methodist Episcopal Church, the
American Presbyterians, Baptists, and Congre-
gationalists) bulks very large.

Inasmuch as the colonial commitments of
Great Britain are incomparably more extensive
than those of the'United States, it is but natural
that the American churches should find, in Brit­
ish territory, a practical outlet for their mission-

Has it escaped Dr. Inge’s notice that in Ins
own communion (to seek no further) there are
still large numbers of ministers who set no store
by “modern knowledge,” and who yet do not fall
within the category of "fools, liars, and bigots”?

A Counting of Heads.
Figures given in the course of a recent news­

paper “ Census of the Churches,” suggest that
Roman Catholics form the largest single ’denom­
ination in Great Britain. The estimated Roman
Catholic population is stated as about 2,600,000,
whereas the next largest figure is 2,517,096—rep­
resenting the Church of England. Alarming as
such figures may appear on the surface, it is to
be remembered that the Anglican total reckons
communieants only, whereas no specific classifica­
tion is given in regard to the Roman Catholic
figure. It is conceivable, of_ course, that the
2,600,000 includes all nominal Roman Catholics,
as well as active members of that Church. Never­
theless, serious note might well be taken of the
fact that the Protestant Sunday Schools in Great
Britain record a net decrease of 46,000 on their
membership rolls, as compared with the previous
year. However fictitious the Roman Catholic fig­
ures might be shown to be, is it not probable that
Rome is all the time increasing the number of its
youthful adherents, even while Protestant Chur­
ches continue to lose ground?—“The Christian.”

Folly ... or Faith?
The vagaries of Dean Inge are too numerous

On reading the references to American Prohi­
bition in the Australian papers, any one familiar
with American conditions observes much confu­
sion and misunderstanding. This confusion is
largely due to differences between our civilisation
and institutions and those of America.

First of all, in Australia we are a homogeneous
people. America not only has a large colored
problem, but also has large segregated groups of
Europeans. These groups sometimes make up
whole townships or communities. How does this
affect Prohibition? It means that some of these
European groups, because of their native envir­
onment, have a decided antipathy to the Volstead
Act, and in towns where these alien groups pre­
dominate, it is difficult to enforce the Prohibition
Law.

But now, a second factor enters in. The local
administration in the United States is more dir­
ectly in the hands of the community itself. To
illustrate: Our State Police System is central­
ised, and we expect the same standard of law en­
forcement to be exercised all over the State. In
America this is not so. The local policeman is
elected locally. If the district is “wet,” the police­
man will be “wet,” and the law will be ignored.
This explains why some men say that in America
they can get all the liquor they want, which may
be quite true of these alien localities. It means
that, instead of the law being enforced to the
same degree everywhere, it may be 95 per cent.

Yet amidst the surging and the
roaring, the advancement and recoil, slowly but
surely the tide shall reach its height, the time of
the restitution of all things shall set in.

It was in a transitional period of the world’s
history that our Lord Jesus Christ was born, in
an age of philosophy, poetry and architecture.

work of despair and death. It is evident then that
if men were ever to come to a knowledge of the
character of the true God, that God himself would
have to reveal it to them. So God sent his own
well-beloved Son into the world to be a revela­
tion of himself, and to make atonement for its
sin, that by the presentation of the sublime, ideal­
istic character of God, men might look upward
far above themselves, and by a constant and intel­
ligent worship of the true God their own char­
acters mught become assimilated unto his.

So our Lord Jesus Christ was born into the
world, lived and moved and had his being
amongst the sons of men; was crucified upon the
Cross of Calvary; was buried, rose again from the
dead, ascended into heaven, and exalted to the
right hand of the majesty on High. The Holy
Spirit, the promise of the Father, was bestowed
upon the waiting disciples. The church of our
Lord Jesus Christ was inaugurated upon earth.
The apostles and brethren went everywhere
preaching the Word. Men and women respond­
ing to the gospel message were formed into local
churches.

That which was essential to the early Christians
to keep them in constant fellowship with God,
and to a realisation of the manifestation of God
and Christ in their daily lives, to the possession
of the constant glorious hope within their breasts
'of future glorified lives; of blessed assurance, and
entire satisfaction, is also essential in the lives of
Christians in the present age.

It was an absolute surrender of their wills unto
God; a complete abandonment of all selfish in­
terest: an entire separation from carnal things;
an active participation in the programme of our
Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ for the salvation
of the souls of men, for the establishment of his
kingdom upon earth in all its fulness.

The Apostle Paul claims to have been set
forth as a pattern of all long-suffering to all those
who should afterwards believe to life everlasting
(i Tim. i: 16). The honor and dignity which
belonged to him as a member of one of the chief
families of the tribe of Benjamin, all his Phari­
saical honors and associations, his identification
with the law, the recognition of his great scholar­
ship, all had to be given up. He claimed to have
suffered the loss of all things, and counted them
as refuse for the excellency of the knowledge of
Jesus Christ his Lord. What impresses one in
the life of the Apostle Paul is his great earnest­
ness. He is ever pressing forward, ever eager to
engage in the conflict between the forces of good
and evil. He is ever what he exhorted his belov­
ed brethren to be, “steadfast, immovable, alwaysbounding in the work of the Urd.” He knew
how to be abased, and how to abound. Every­
where and in all things, I am instructed, said he.
“both to be full, and to be hungry, both to abound 
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and to suffer need, to do all things through
Christ, which strengthened me.” His earnest ex­
pectation and hope was that in nothing he should
be ashamed, but that with all boldness he should
continue (as he had done) to magnify Christ in
his body, whether by his life, or even if it were
necessary, by his death.

The Apostle Paul had realised as perhaps no
other one had done, the greatness of God’s love
and mercy. His own previous misconduct in per­
secuting the church of God seemed always after
to have been an incentive for him to greater and
more glorious efforts. God had granted him glor­
ious visions, of the heavenly places, the wonderful
reality of God and of his Christ, and the world’s
great need urged him on with indefatigable
energy, to make known, despite all obstacles in
his pathway, the glorious gospel of God’s great
Son. His life stands out to-day as one of the
greatest evidences of the reality of God’s love and
power, his mercy and compassion.

All that God was to the Apostle Paul, he can
be to us. The same mighty power which raised
up our Lord Jesus Christ from the dead can also
be strong within us to enable us to carry out
God’s will, and to make us more than conquerors,
through him that loved us and gave himself for
us. The apostle speaks of the riches, of God’s
glory, that through those riches we may be
strengthened by the Spirit in the inner man. We
may behold the beauty and glory of the sun, the
moon, and the stars, -poised in the heavens in
beautiful and wonderful equilibrium, but we rec­
ognise the vast distance which separates them
from us. The Apostle Paul had not only viewed
the glory of God from a distance, but had pressed
forward as it were, and had become enshrouded
in his glory. Looking around him, he viewed the
incomparable and inestimable treasures of God’s
grace.

The apostle speaks also of the riches of the
glory of God’s inheritance in the saints. We are
God’s inheritance. We have been purchased
through the shedding of the precious blood of his
beloved Son. We are God’s possession. He
glories in us; in our transformed lives; in the
abiding place which he occupies within our breast.
his holy temple. He has chosen us in Christ be­
fore the foundation of the world, and having
given Christ in order to our securement, shall
also with Christ give us all things. God glories
in our appreciation of the greatness of his love
and mercy: in the realisation of our dependence
upon himself, and in the sweetness of our fellow­
ship. We also, the people of God, have an in­
heritance in the heavens, eternal, incorruptible,
and undefiled, which fadeth not away, reserved in
heaven for those who are kept by the power of
God unto salvation. The Holy Spirit, which is
the Comforter, whom God has given to those who
love him, is the definite pledge, the blessed assur­
ance, of our heavenly inheritance, our everlasting
habitation. Having then, brethren, the example
of our Lord Jesus Christ and his holy apostles
ever before us, let us press forward with the
strength which God alone is able to supply to­
wards the mark for the prize of the high calling
of God in Christ Jesus our Lord. Let all the ex­
periences of our past life act as an incentive to
greater and nobler efforts for the future. Let us
be steadfast, immovable, always abounding in the
work of the Lord.

A Boy Who Worked Up.
One day many years ago a bright boy found

employment in a photograph gallery in Nashville,
Tenn. His wages were small, but he took good
care of them, and in course of time he had saved
up a snug little sum of money. One day a friend
less thrifty than he came to him with a long face,
and asked for a loan of money, offering a book
as security. .Although the other knew there was
little probability of his ever being repaid, he
could not refuse the request.

“ Here is the money: keep your book and re­
pay me when you can.”

The grateful lad went away in such haste that
he left the book behind. The kind youth examin­
ed the volume with curiosity. It was a work on
astronomy, by Dick, and it so fascinated him that
he sat up all night studying it. He had never read
anything which so filled him with delight. He
determined to learn all that he could about the
wonders of the heavens. He began thenceforth
to read everything he could obtain relating to
astronomy.

The next sten was to buy a small spy-glass, and
night after night he spent most of the hours on
the roof of his house studying the stars. He
secured, secondhand, the tube of a large spy­
glass. into which he fitted an eye-piece, and sent
to Philadelphia for an object glass. By-and-bye
he obtained a five-inch glass, which, as you know,
is an instrument of considerable size.

Meanwhile he worked faithfully in the shop of
the photographer: but his nights brought him
rare delight, for he never wearied of tracing out 

the wonders and marvels of the worlds around us.
With the aid of his large spy-glass he discovered
two comets before they were seen by any of the
professional astronomers, whose superior instru­
ments were continually scanning the heavens in
search of the celestial wanderers. This exploit,
you may well suppose, made the boy famous. He
was invited by' the professors in Vanderbilt Uni­
versity to go thither and see what he could do
with their six-inch telescope. In the course of
the following four vears he discovered six comets.
He was next engaged by the Lick observatory.
With the aid of its magnificent instrument he
discovered eight comets, and some time ago
he astonished the world by discovering the fifth
satellite of Jupiter. He invented a new method
of photographing the nebula: in the milky way,
and has shown an originality in his work.

The name of this famous astronomer is Prof.
E. E. Barnard, of the Yerkes Observatory of
Chicago University, and this is the story of how
he worked up.—J. Wilbur Chapman.

lforted.>' It is an open question as to whether
men abuse their sorrows more than their joys,

ut there can be no doubt as to which is the more
fatal To sin by wrongly using our joys is to
yield to a very common temptation; on the other
band it is a much more serious matter to abuse
a' sorrow. Sorrow is God speaking with em­
phasis. It is God’s last arrow to the human heart.
He who resists a sorrow shows that he can re­
main Unresponsive when God speaks loudest.

Few, perhaps, can reflect on a past sorrow as
did Cardinal Newman—

" I would not miss one sigh or tear,
Heart-pang, or throbbing brow;

Sweet was the agony severe,
And sweet its memory now.”

But most believers who have passed through the
troubled waters can testify that sorrow in some
way ministers to blessedness.

SORROW MINISTERING TO
BLESSEDNESS.

(1) Sorrow develops character. Sorrow helps
to subdue wildness and irresponsibility. Sorrow
keeps us humble and tempers our ambitions. Evil
passions are lessened by the very fact that they
are forgotten during times of anguish. Sorrow
inculcates a kindlier view of our fellows. “The
last, the best fruit which comes to late perfection,
even in the kindliest soul, is tenderness toward the
bard, forbearance toward the unforbearing,
warmth of heart toward the cold, and philanth­
ropy toward the misanthropic.” In no other
school arc we so likely to learn to be more patient
with wrong-doers, and more tolerant toward
those who differ from us, than in the school of
suffering.

(2) Sorrow discovers soul. Frequently wc
hear the remark that someone who has passed
through a great sorrow has, as a consequence,
more soul.” The fact is, the soul was always

there,but it needed a sorrow to discover and re­
veal it. Like the prodigal of old, the sufferer
came to himself” in the time of distress.

(3) Sorrow prepares for service. Because sor­
row mellows judgment and discovers the soul, it
also fits us for service. Jesus himself was made
ready to be the world’s Saviour by the things

Endeavor Celebrations, Melbourne.
In connection with the celebrations that mark­

ed the 45th anniversary of Christian Endeavor on
rebruary 2, in Melbourne a C.E. lecture was
broadcasted during the afternoon by the Presi­
dent of the Victorian Christian Endeavor Union
(Mr. W. Gale).

Training Course for Club Leaders.
On April 7 a ten weeks’ course of training for

leaders in Girls’ Clubs will begin at the YAV.C.A.,
Melbourne. The course, which will be under the
direction of Miss Hardie, General Secretary, and
Miss Mitchell, Education Secretary of the Asso­
ciation, will be held on Wednesday evenings from
7-30 to 9.30 p.111. The first hour will be given to
instruction in the art of teaching all kinds of rec­
reational work needed in clubs—organised games,
simple physical culture, singing, games, etc. The
second hour will be occupied with training in
club technique, organisation and management:
business methods: conduct of meetings: duties of
officials; finance: programme making, etc. Op­
portunity will be given for as much practical
demonstration■ of methods as time permits. The
fee for the whole course will be 7/6 per student.
The course is open to al! girls and young women
who are either doing leader’s work in clubs or
who intend doing it. The course is being planned
especially with a view to its being of use to
leaders in church clubs. Any readers who are in­
terested and would like to know further particu­
lars are asked to communicate with Miss Mit­
chell at the Y.W.C.A., Melbourne, who will gladly
supply any further information. Intending appli­
cants for the course should send in their names
to Miss Mitchell before March 24. If desired, a
student may be nominated by her church, in
which case a report of her progress will be sent
to her nominators at the conclusion of the course.

Birthday Secretary.
This is a very popular office in many Bible

Schools. The birthday secretary' undertakes to
secure, in a systematic way, the birthdays of all
the members of the school. A birthday letter,
cither written by a pen or more frequently print­
ed, carrying the signatures of the pastor and the
superintendent, as well as that of the birthday
secretary, is sent to all of the members, so that
they will receive the letter by the Sunday preced­
ing their birthdays. This letter carries birthday
greetings. Among our American schools large
sums of money are raised also through birthday
gifts. Usually the money is used for some fea­
ture of missionary work. The amount asked for
is usually a penny for each year of the scholar’s
age, up to a shilling. In a school of two hundred
or more, it will not be at all difficult to raise an­
nually from £5 to £10 in this way for missionary
work.

It is also the custom in many schools to read
out the names of those who have birthdays that
week, and present to each one a flower, or a pic­
ture card. or. if this is not done, at least to ex­
tend to them the congratulations of the whole
school, having the scholars come forward for that
purpose. The birthday secretary can do splendid
work in the school, and if scholars are encourag­
ed to make offerings for missionary work in the
form of birthday gifts, the spirit of giving will
be fostered and the cause of missions materially
assisted.

•• We had the pleasure of a visit from Dr. Old­
field. He is hard at the language in preparation
for his future work. As we commence this new
year we arc filled with happy expectations that it
will prove one of our best.

•• The high-caste Marathi convert, whose con­
version was the cause of the riot, has returned to
us. There has, however, been no further trouble.
His mother and relatives desired him to return to
sec them, and it was his wish also. Yesterday his
mother came and desired him to return home to
live with them, so he decided to go and live with
his mother. His great desire is to win his people
for Christ. He goes with much prayer behind
him, for no doubt he will be called to go through
the fire of persecution. We warned him not to
take any food from any one except his mother.
and even be careful of that. If he is allowed to
remain at home it will be most valuable from the
gospel standpoint, as he will be able to witness
amongst his own people. It will also expel the
wrong idea that exists among the people, that if
any one becomes a Christian he is obliged to leave
his home and people. The fact is that whenever
anv one becomes a Christian he is cast out by his
relations as one that is dead, so that he is not al­
lowed to return home. Sometimes they even carry
out his funeral rites and count him as dead. One
thing In his favor is, he being the only son, ac­
cording to the Hindoo belief they cannot go to
heaved unless they have a son to carry out the
rites for the parents. This, no doubt, will influ­
ence them to treat him kindly. We called a police
officer to witness that he returned of his own free
will, and also that it was his mother's wish. The
nolice officer also warned them to see that no
harm came to him.

"We are hoping to have Palasdeve re-opened.
Naturally the former preacher and his family feel
nervous at returning, but we must try to hold the
fort. Our school there opens again to-morrow.
when we shall have an indication of the number
of pupils who return. We shall, however, keep
it open if only for the sake of our co-workers’
children. If the number attending the school is
much reduced we will use part of the building as
a ward for in-patients. I am working more on
the medical work in order to attract a greater
number to us. We are sadly handicapped for
want of an operating room. There is not suffi­
cient room or light in the small dispensary room
Last week we operated on a man. removing a
tnmerous growth from his forehead. In order to
have as much light as possible we had to place
he head of the operating table right at the door

It is most difficult m the small space available to
use the knife with freedom. We have had our
first operation for cataract, and hope to have
tTe"^,?0^ ’"f,l,is1casc' the man was on
the table, ready for the operation, we had to take
everything out on the verandah, and operate there

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Letter from John Sherriff.
Writing from Bulawayo, S. Rhodesia, Bro. John

Sherriff tells of his mission work in Africa. We
cull the following from his interesting letter,
dealing chiefly with some recent tours.

I left home in my secondhand Ford car, ac­
companied by Bro. F. L. Hadfield, for our Mr.-
cheke Mission in Mashonaland, where I have
three native brethren employed as teacher and
preachers. I was fortunate in having Bro. Had
field’s company, as he had recently been appoint­
ed by the Government as chairman of a Commis­
sion, which visited practically all the missions and
native schools in the country, to enquire into the
conditions and needs of the natives, so that he
knew the roads and the people too, as well as the
Government officials with whom we have to <!o
in mission work. The teachers—Jack Mzila, Mir-
imi, and Penny—have labored loyally for Christ,
and have built themselves a meeting house of
poles, mud and grass, and have won from heathen
darkness and superstition 140 souls, and baptised
them into Christ.

Some days later I arrived at our Dadaya Mis­
sion, Belingwe District, where Bro. and Sister
Phillips (supported by the New Zealand breth­
ren) were laboring al! alone. I stayed over
Lord’s day and spoke twice.

On October 22 Sister Sherriff, daughters Molly
and Theodora, Miss Benjamin, our two colored
(half-caste) girls. Bro. and Sister F. L. Had­
field. their married daughter, Sister Claascn, Miss
Joyce Hadfield and Roily Hadfield all motored
out to the Matopo Mission, 37 miles from Forest­
vale, to celebrate the writer’s 61st birthday by
camping out in the wild but beautiful Matopo
Hills.

Bro. Sherriff had a business trip to a place 770
miles from Bulawayo, near the Congo border. At
Kafue River on Nov. 1 he met Bro. Ray Lawyer.
with whom he spent the night.

While waiting for the train to leave Kafue, His
Excellency Sir Herbert Stanley, Lad}’ Stanley and
staff (Governor of N. Rhodesia) were on the sta­
tion, and through the courtesy of my friend, Cap­
tain Wardropper, one of the staff, I was honored
with an introduction to the Governor, who talked
with me a while, and has since sent me an order
for a tombstone for a New Zealand big-game
hunter, a Mr. Twigg, of Auckland, who was killed
by a lion at Mpika while the Governor was there,
and His Excellency read the burial service over
him.

Mr. Fell, minister in charge of the Wesleyan
Methodist Mission (the most up-to-date and best
equipped mission in North Rhodesia) came with
his car and took me out to the mission. Bro.
Lawyer and a friend he had met paddled up the
Kafue in a flat bottom boat, at the risk of being
upset by the hippos. Mr. and Mrs. Fell were very
kind to us, and showed and explained everything
in connection with the mission. Mr. Fell is now
the Government Inspector of all mission schools
in North Rhodesia. (No doubt you are aware
that North Rhodesia is a separate Government
from South Rhodesia.) Mr. and Mrs. Fell stay­
ed in my home in Bulawayo when they came to
the country eighteen years ago. He showed me
on the floor the skin of a lion which he had shot
in the act of springing through their bedroom
window. He poked the rifle through the mos­
quito netting.

On Nov. 3 I left Kafue, and arrived at a place
called Choma. The “ Brethren in Christ” have
two flourishing missions in the Choma District,
some sixty miles apart. We were made very
welcome by the missionaries, who were glad to
see white visitors and gave us opportunities of
speaking for Christ. Churches of Christ have a
long way to go to catch up to these good people
in what they have done and are doing for Christ
and the natives in this great country. It is an in­
spiration to visit and see the work being done by
others.

On nth October I arrived at Senkobo, and was
most agreeably surprised to find my good wife
and Sister Miss Benjamin there to meet us. Bro.
Short had kindly sent the buckboard (waggon-
