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Our Missionary Work in China.

HE situation in China is naturally

causing much anxiety to Christian
people. The anti-foreign feeling is
being manifested against all aliens,

including the devoted heralds of the cross.
Christians everywhere should unite in fer
vent prayer for our missionaries, that Cod
may be their protector and helper, and that
lie may overrule the dangers of the times
for his honor and glory.

The capture of Shanghai and Nanking
focusses our attention upon the work con­
ducted by Churches of Christ in these great
cities.

Shanghai was for many years the on'v
city in which Australian Churches of Christ
had a representative. Miss Rosa L. Ton­
kin, of South Australia, gave a lengthy
period of most faithful service. After her
departure the work was maintained, Mr.

China, in the area surrounding the city of
Nanking, which was a very strategic loca­
tion, the chief stations of the missionary
being Nanking, Wuhtt, Chuchow, Luchowfu
and Nantungchow. We have not the latest
figures, but a few years ago our United
Society had 65 American missionaries in
China, doing evangelistic, educational,
medical, Bible-training and other forms of
work. The veteran Dr. W. E. Macklin,
who visited Australia some years ago, was
one of the pioneer workers in this great
field.

The "World Call” of August last con­
tained a report and a fine picture of the
annual convention of our China mission
held in Nanking, when the members of the
Commission to the Orient sent out by our
American brethren were in attendance.
Alexander Paul described this as "in many
respects the most important and most out­
standing” convention in the history of the
work in China. He wrote in part as fol­
lows: “It was with a more or less strained
feeling that most of us went up to this
annual meeting. China was in the throes
of a civil war; anti-Christian feeling had
been running high; charges and counter­
charges had been made by the anti-Chris-

tian movement that the western church in
China was undermining the government
and that its representatives were tools in
the hands of this western imperialistic or­
ganisation. To their credit be it said our
Chinese brethren confined themselves to the
programme of the convention, and although
at times some discussions were tense, no
ill feeling was shown and no misunderstand­
ings allowed to remain. Our church in
China is entering into new life, and our
Chinese friends are becoming more will­
ing to shoulder responsibilities which for
too long the missionaries have been carry­
ing. This new step is not without its dan­
gers, but, if the church is to grow, it can
only be as it is led by the people who are
native and not foreign, and who know their
own people as no foreigner can ever know.
The convention reached a high peak in
both spiritual power and clarity of vision.

Members of the Commission to the
Orient in their report presented to the re­
cent Memphis Conference dealt at length
with the Chinese situation.

Of the educational work they wrote, in
part: "Of the fourteen institutions of
higher education in the China Christian
Educational Association, ten are union in­
stitutions that represent an overwhelming
majority in the student enrolment of the
Christian colleges of China with the Uni­
versity of Nanking having pre-eminence,
and fulfilling in its educational ministry
the dream of our own E. E. Meigs, who, in
his great missionary career, laid the foun­
dation of this influential institution.

"Gilding College, with its attractive
physical equipment and prominence in the
educational life of China, is within a
stone’s throw of the pond where Dr. Mack­
lin baptised the first convert to Christianity
won through our pioneer efforts forty
years ago, Shi Kuei Biao, who was a won­
derful herald of the Christian message to
his own race. In Gilding College and
the University of Nanking, foremost union

institutions, we have fellowship and are re­
presented upon the faculties by men and
women of splendid scholarship and Christ-
like spirit.

“In Nanking Theological Seminary we
are co-operating with four other missions
in the training of young men for the Chris­
tian ministry, and have ten young men pre­
paring for that service, and two capable
representatives on the faculty. In the well-
equipped Institute for the training of Bible­
women we have a group of Chinese women
preparing for that most effective type of
Christian service, and in all of our mission
stations we have native Bible-women of the
highest type doing effective evangelistic
work."

Under the heading of evangelisation the
Commission reported: "The visitor to our
stations in China finds serious hindrances
to as fruitful evangelisation as our mission­
aries are eager to accomplish. Banditry
prevails in many communities for whose
evangelisation we have the responsibility of
the only brotherhood working at the task
in those areas. The anti-foreign sentiment
that found expression in student riots and
the boycotting of Christian schools and col­
leges was felt also by the evangelistic de­
partments of all Christian missions. War
in China is at that stage where it is most
detrimental to religious zeal. Long cas­
ualty lists can drive communities to places
of worship and make minds fertile for a
religious message: but China’s civil war has
not reached a plane of camage that humbles
the people and makes them seek God.

"Heartbroken as one must be over China’s
sufferings, there are signs of the morning.
There is a growing passion for reading
that is abroad in China. Anybody who can
read seems willing to read anything. The
evangelist finds in the crowded tea-houses
and temple courts hands outstretched for
his tracts and gospels. Youth is breaking
with traditions as ancient as the early dynas­
ties of Chinese imperialism. Feeble as de­
mocracy is in China, and doubtful of its
successful issue as some specialists in politi­
cal science may be, it is an entering wedge
for new freedoms in a tradition-ridden land.
A break with traditions that have tyran­
nised home life means a cleavage in re­
ligious life more marked than ever since
the introduction of Christianity into China.
Buddhism is trying to stem this increasing
tide of sentiment by emulating the social
programme of Christian missions: but
Buddhist homes for foundlings and the
aged poor are even worse than the institu­
tions that Charles Dickens indicted in
‘ Oliver Twist,' and kindred stories long
ago. A visit to the temples and monaster­
ies and so-called benevolent institutions of
Buddhist faith convinces one that Christian
missions are at the threshold of the greatest
era of achievement in the history of
modern missions. It is no time for re­
trenchment and the reduction of budgets.
Such a course is similar to the abandonment
of a strategic position on the eve of
victor}'."

It sometimes happens that we hear good
and bad news almost in the same breath.
This was my lot to-day. We are holdma
daily prayer meetings this month at the
cottages of the Christians by turns, and
at the service this afternoon an Indian
Christian told me two things. First, that
he had at last succeeded in securing a situ­
ation at the officers’ mess in the Canton­
ment, as the server-out of wine and spirits.
I knew that this fine young man, not long
ago, had given way to drink, and had in
fact, lost a good situation through it. His
wife and daughter came to us last week in
distress, and we had to help them. The
husband was educated in the Scottish mis­
sion at Nagpur, speaks good English,
wears European clothes, and if it were not
for the drink, would be doing well. The
very last place that he ought to have ac­
cepted is the one that he has taken. But
we have no work to give him, and when he
and his family are starving, what can we
say? He assured me that as he would
have to give strict account of every drop
of liquor he served out, it was impossible
for him to take any of it. But I warned
him of his danger, and told him that he
was in a most perilous position, with the
sight and smell of the stuff always present.
Only the grace of God and the indwelling
of the Holy Spirit could save him. If ever
I wished for prohibition of the liquor traffic
it was at that moment. I felt ashamed to
know that if it were not for the British
government, the drink would be banished
from India in a week. India wants pro­
hibition, and will have it just as soon as
she gets self-government. This is almost
the only reason why some of us would like
to see immediate home rule in India. The
Englishman loves his whiskey, and will
fight for it to the last. I he officers here
will take their “pegs” as they call them, at
all hours of the day and night, regardless
of the poor weak Indian Christian who
serves the drink to them, and whose soul
may be damned by it. The wife is a good
respectable woman, and for her sake and
her daughters we must do what we can
to help the husband. But the drinking habits
of the English are a terrible stumbling-
block to Indians. We are all classed alike
b_v the heathen as Christians and drinkers.
Temperance workers in the home lands
should redouble their efforts, realising that
they are helping the progress of the gospel
in the foreign field.

But this Indian Christian told me some­
thing else that gladdened my heart He
said there was a new Urdu Bible lying on
the table 111 the wine-store of the officers'
mess, and the Mohimmedans about the
place were reading it daily, borne months
ago 1 was preaching in the grain market
when a big grey-bearded Punjabi Moham­
medan entered into conversation.

Since
that day I have met him and his son and
other Muslims at the mess and elsewhere
frequently, and we have had long argu­
ments on Christianity. I have formed a
high opinion of the strength of character
of this old fellow. He is very friendly, and
insists on making me a cup of tea when­
ever I visit him. As he is used to serving
officers, he knows how to make it, and
does not, like other Indians, brew- it too
long, and make it as sweet as syrup.

One day, after a discussion in which I
pointed out to him that whereas I knew
both the Bible and the Koran, he knew only
the Koran, and therefore was at a great
disadvantage in argument, he asked me to
procure a complete Bible for him in Urdu.

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The Value of the Lord’s Day.

A return to these simple institutions,
and an abandonment of all that man has
introduced, would be to the advantage of
the kingdom of God. Such would help to
demonstrate that Christianity is not a cere­
mony, but a life.

In this article we desire to deal specially
with the Lord’s day and its observance.
But are we clear about the day ? It is not
the sabbath of the decalogue. The sab­
bath command was given to Israel, but
never to Christians. It was part of the law
system which God gave at Sinai, but we
are under grace. In the age of grace, we
take instructions from Christ and his chosen
apostles (Matt 28: 18-20). And Christ
never taught his followers to keep the sab­
bath, nor is it recorded that any apostle
ever taught the converts, made by apostolic
preaching, to keep it. The Lord's day is
the day upon which Christ rose from the
dead, the day on which the Spirit descended
on the waiting disciples, the day on which
the church was founded, the day' on which
the disciples “came together to break bread,”
the day on which they were instructed to
lay by ’ for the Lord's treasury, the day

on which John was “in the Spirit.” That

But of what value is that day, and its ob­
servance, to us?
I. It is valuable as a rest period.

The bow that is always bent loses its effi­
ciency, and a man who is always occupied
with the affairs of business or state or school
loses his freshness, and his work becomes
poorer as a result. The proper observance
of the Lord s day would, therefore, make
for a stronger, more efficient and happier
people. One of the causes of national de­
cay in France was the fact that she tried
to take the Lord’s day from her people.

The man who secularises the Lord’s day
by encouraging work on that day, or by
turning it into a day for picnicking and such
things, is doing himself a serious injury,
and is, although unwittingly, striking a blow
at the stability and progress of the nation.
Our people need to learn to rest, and the
Lord’s day, if properly observed, provides
for this.
II. It is valuable as a witness.

Just as the Lord’s supper witnesses to
the death of Jesus, so the Lord’s day wit­
nesses to his resurrection. After six days’
toil a hush settles on the community when
this day dawns. The factory whistle is not
heard; the store and the school are closed.
What does this mean? Why this change?
It is a testimony to the fact of the Lord’s
triumph over the grave; it preaches, more
eloquently than man can, that Jesus is risen.
It is an institution which commemorates the
greatest event in history. It should be a
day of supreme importance to the world.

The Christian who uses the Lord’s day
as he uses the other days of the week is
spoiling its witness to gospel truth, and is
hindering the progress of the kingdom of
God.
III. It is valuable as a factor in the life

of Christianity.
Voltaire, the great French sceptic, is re­

ported to have said: “There is no hope of
destroying the Christian religion so long as
the Christian sabbath is acknowledged and
kept by men as a sacred day.” Certainly it
seems true that Christianity must continue
as long as men observe this day. But destroy
the sanctity of the day, and it would not
be such a difficult task to get rid of the re­
ligion of which it is a part.

"The Christian who neglects this day is
helping to overthrow the religion he pro­
fesses to have espoused, while the one who
sacredlv observes it is helping to maintain
that religion alive in the world.
IV. It is valuable as a spiritual tonic.

And surely such is needed. All the week
men are worried with business and work.
and women are burdened with household
affairs while the youth of the community 
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is poring over school-books. It is good
that on this one day in seven these can all
be dropped, and all can turn their attention
to the things that matter, the things which
are eternal.

Man has a spiritual nature, and that
nature must receive attention or he can not
be a true, fully developed man. This be­
ing so, it is good for men to learn to “keep
Sunday for the great things of the soul.”

John the seer was “in the Spirit on the
Lord's day,” and he then received a revela­
tion of the Christ which renewed his cour­
age, and gave to him the assurance that, in
spite of the wrath and opposition of man,
the church would ultimately conquer. So,
in our quiet and worshipful observance of
the Lord’s day, we shall be made the
stronger for his service, and will be freed
from all despair as to the future of the
kingdom of God. And we shall go forth
from the communion with our Lord better
fitted for another week's conflict with the
powers of evil and the indifference of men;
our dispositions will be the sweeter, our
faith will be the firmer, our determination
to live for him at all costs will be the
stronger.

The fact is no Christian can afford spirit-
ally to neglect the Lord's day. Without this
there is a danger that he will become sel­
fish and materialistic, but if he stops his
worldly affairs for this one day to commune
with his Lord, he will not easily forget him
for the rest of the week.

Surely, then, we can see the value of the
Lord's day to ourselves and to the world.
We should seek to discourage the desecra­
tion of the day, and should aim to spend it
in the rest and refreshment that can be
found in the worship and work of the Lord.

Let the shopkeeper forsake his ledger,
let the golfer forsake his golf-stick, let the
tennis player forsake his racquet, let the
mother forsake her needle and cooking, let
the farmer forsake his plough, let the
student forsake his books, and let all seek
to be “in the Spirit" on that day that the
Lord may be honored, and that we may do
the best for ourselves and the world. And
surely if Christ is all in all to us. we will.
A prominent British preacher, in preaching
on this subject not long ago. used a pointed
illustration drawn from his own experience.
A Manchester commercial man asked him:
"Do you think I may play golf on Sun­
days ?” The preacher answered: “Would
you play golf on Tuesdays?" Now, Tues­
day is Exchange day in Manchester. The
man drew back in horror and said: “Golf
on Tuesday! My friends would think me
mad.” The preacher’s comment was: “The
business of the Exchange was all in all to
him on Tuesdays." If Christ is all in all
to us, would we not say: "I keep my Lord's
day for himself”? And as each Lord's day
comes around, shall we not sing:

“Another six days’ work is done,
Another day of rest begun;
Return, my soul, enjoy its rest;
Improve the day thy God has blest.”

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A TRULY GREAT BIBLE SCHOOL.
The Bible School of the East Dallas Christian

Church, of which I.. N. D. Wells is pastor, gave
a farewell dinner to E. G. Cole, who had been
the efficient superintendent of this school for
eight years. During this time the school had
grown from an average attendance of 620 to an
average of 1.480, says the “Christian Evangelist.”

Mr. Cole is succeeded in the superintendency
by R. G. Storey, a prominent lawyer, of Dallas.
The school is splendidly graded, with an officiary,
including teachers, of 173 in all.

The departments are magnificently housed in
an equipment, perhaps equal to the best in the
Brotherhood. The Christmas offering for
benevolence and Ministerial relief reached about
.$3,000 (£600).

In a recent training school 57 of the teachers
received certificates—many of them have more
than half the necessary credits for international
certificates. Our objective is—“Every teacher
holding an international teacher’s certificate.”
ENGLISH BAPTISTS.

The British Baptist Handbook for 1927, has
been prepared with the customary completeness
and care. The utmost pains have been taken to
ensure that the statistical information shall be
as accurate as it can possibly be. Never before,
it is claimed, have the membership rolls of the
churches been so carefully and closely kept as
they arc now. To a large extent this is due to
the Baptist Union scheme of ministerial settle­
ment and sustentation. which, so far as the aided
churches arc concerned, requires an annual re­
vision. It may therefore be assumed that the
membership strength of the Baptist denomina­
tion in the British Isles is not in any sense
fictitious, but real. The new figures are as fol­
low:—Church members 416,665, an increase of
2,455; Sunday School scholars 525.564, a decrease
of 283; Sunday School teachers 60,209, a decrease
of 403; lay preachers, 5,371, a decrease of 170;
pastors in charge 2,069. an increase of 18; church
seating 1,454,211, an increase of 1,334; church
buildings 4,188, an increase of five; churches
3124, an increase of 11.

The summary given for the world shows a
total membership of 10.635.704, an increase of
359.525; Sunday School scholars 6.218,796, an
increase of 464,028; pastors and missionaries
57,686, an increase of 1,167.

PASTOR OUSTS 3,700 MEMBERS.

Under this amazing heading, the “Christian
Evangelist” (U.S.A.) reports the following:—•

Expelling 3,700 members of the First Baptist
Church at Houston, Texas, Mr. James B. Leavell,
its pastor, told the Southern Baptist Sunday
School conference al Memphis, Tenn., recently,
the remaining 1,600 were doing better work than
the original 5,300. The expulsions were for
refusal to sign the church covenant, obligating
them “to attend services of the church, forego
worldly amusements, read their Bibles and pray
for one another.”

The rejected ones had continued their danc­
ing, card playing and theatre going. A few of
those expelled applied to the courts which, ac­
cording to Leavell, informed the petitioners that
“a Baptist church is an autonomous body and
is capable of administering such discipline as it
may feel necessary.”

DR. WINNINGTON INGRAM.

The Anglican Bishop of London (Dr. Winning­
ton Ingrain), who is touring the world, has had
a cordial reception in Australia. He has been
a bishop for over a quarter of a century. On
Sunday last he addressed a great throng in St.
Paul’s Cathedral, Melbourne. He said that he
had come to Australia with a deepened convic­
tion that the only power in the-world to change
it was the gospel. Christianity had no rival.
Mohammedanism was not a rival. It had en­
slaved woman.

THE POWER OF THE WRITTEN WORD.
Recently a missionary in the province of

Kiangsu. Sir. John C. De Korne. gave me a strik­
ing example of the power of the Word of God.
Two years ago Mr. De Korne received 100 copies
of the special pocket Testament for use in his
district. He gave some to an evangelist, but
warned him that they must only be given to
adults, and only to those who would agree to
read and carry them. Contrary, however, to
the instructions of the missionary, one of the
books was given to a ten-year-old boy.

The lad carried the book to his home three
miles distant in the country. Day by day the
boy. or his father, read aloud from its pages.
Such interest was aroused that the farmer, like
Cornelius of old. sent for the missionary to hear
more of these wonderful words of life. At first
the grandfather would have nothing to do with
the new “.Jesus doctrine.” For twenty years
the family had been ardent Buddhists. They
had over 36 idols in their home, to which they
made more than 100 hows daily.

Now, however, all is changed. The home is
transformed. The idols have been destroyed.
Hymns of praise ascend to the one True God.
Three generations, the grandfather, father, and
son, arc seeking for baptism. A few’ months

01 Cs scctionalise the Christian church, but
its two main groups are known as immersionists
and affusionists.

The churches. known as churches of Christ
have not allied themselves with the immersionist
croup because of any predilection for that par­
ticular practice. On the contrary, the great
majority of the early restorers, and many of
the present leaders in the movement, were
strongly prejudiced in favor of allusion. It was
the logic of their acceptance of the absolute au­
thority of the Scriptures that settled for them
the question of baptism.

Reference has been made to the fact that
the subject of baptism has been a matter of
controversy among Christian people for many
centuries, and thus a cause of strife and divi­
sion. Because human theories have been for­
mulated and human elements projected into it
that ordinance which Christ designed should
unify has become a source of controversy. No­
thing but confusion could result, inasmuch as
in action some immersed in water, some sprinkled
water, and some poured water upon the can­
didates. Some practised triune baptism. Some
baptised the believing adult, some the unbeliev­
ing adult, and some, the irresponsible infant.
Some claimed that in design it is only initiatory,
some only symbolical, and some only mystical
or magical. Some looked upon it as one of
the essentials, while others claimed it to be
non-essential. The truth could not be in things
which were so diametrically opposed to each
other, both in action, subject and design. God
could not be the Author of such confusion.

The only way to bring order out of the chaos
and provide a common ground on which to
stand was to learn what the inspired Word taught,
and abide by that. Reverting to the word, it
?as found that the Scriptures were so explicit
in their teaching that no occasion was left for
misunderstanding and confusion.

None of these conic within thc realm of in­
terpretation; they arc the express statements
of Scripture. Collating all these passages, it
is evident that baptism has a significance which
is symbolical, initiatory, unificatory, experimental
and spiritual. Substantially all the religious
bodies agree that the foregoing is the position
baptism occupied in the apostolic days, what­
ever addition, or modification, or interpretation
they may now accept.

The churches associated with the Restoration
movement have insisted and still insist that as
thc ordinance of baptism is in the church by
the appointment of its divine Founder, the or­
dinance must be preserved in its integrity,
both as regards its outward form and in its
spiritual significance.

Baptism is so interwoven into lhe constitution
of the church, and so deeply rooted in thc
Scriptures that any religious body claiming

the Bible as the rule of faith and practice is
under obligation to observe it, and demand for
it that place assigned it by authority of
Christ.

These people have been charged with ex­
clusiveness and lack of charity because of their
persistence in preaching it as one of the con­
ditions of salvation, and because of their refusal
to surrender it as non-essential, or a matter of
indifference. In answer to such a charge, it is
contended that in regard to the faith and prac­
tice revealed in the New Testament, they have
no choice but to be uncompromising. Indeed,
thc charge was met, not in an attitude of superior
spiritual enlightenment, but with a loyalty of
heart to divine revelation, when Isaac Errett
said, “Be ns liberal as you please with what is
your own, but be careful how you give away
what is not yours but God’s. There is no­
thing that is merely human which we ought
not to surrender, if need be, for the sake of
union, but we cannot yield God’s commands.”

Thc historic insistence upon thc practice of
immersion and that of thc believer arose out
of a desire for fidelity to that which is God’s,
not man’s. The adoption of such an attitude
has committed them to thc continuance of the
practice of immersion as the New Testament
form of that ordinance that initiates and in­
corporates into Christ.

While the outward form of baptism may be
of less importance than the inner spiritual ex­
perience of which it is thc outward sign, it is
the divinely-appointed symbol of an inner ex­
perience. and because of that, its form cannot
be changed without destroying its validity as
a fitting symbol of a great reality. Life it­
self is not known save by those things that
signify life. What must be our conception of 
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life, if, instead of being symbolised as it is by
activity, growth, development, it were to be now
symbolised by that which is inanimate? It is
a universal law’, not only in religion but in
everything else, that there be a resemblance
between thc symbol and lhe thing symbolised.
Therefore a death to sin, a burial of the past,
and the throbbing of the new life of Christ
within the soul cannot be signified by affusion,
which bears no resemblance or relation to death,
burial and resurrection, and therefore does not
express to thc individual or to the collective
mind lhe experience that lies back of lhe act.

Many other things arc involved in the ex­
ternals of baptism; the present purpose is not
to explore them but to show that those who
would be true to the ideals of the New Testa­
ment are committed to thc perpetuation of im­
mersion as Scriptural baptism. Here, it may
be observed too, that with the fact that im­
mersion was lhe form of baptism observed in
the early church, every church historian agrees.
and confirmatory testimony is given by all
Biblical scholarship.

It would be a sorry loyally that sought to
be true to and preserve the form of baptism with­
out contending still more earnestly for that
spiritual experience, without which baptism is
invalid. One has pertinently said that “Bap­
tism consists of an inner experience; an outer
form, and a visible act.” The inner experience
stands revealed in lhe outward act. Though
ofttimes the form has been strongly emphasised,
it was never intended to imply that the restorers
ever believed that baptism as an act itself is
for thc remission of sins, but that thc form has
a relation to the spiritual contents. Into bap­
tism are compressed all those factors which
go to make up that sacred experience desig­
nated conversion—the entrance of the word, the
operation of the Holy Spirit, the awakening of
living faith in Christ, the death to sin, thc rati­
fication of that death, the consciousness of a
new and accepted life, and the possibility of
it all through the sacrifice of Christ.

As in the form of baptism so in the design.
It is in the first instance not a matter of the­
ology or even of interpretation, but what the
Bible says. Acts 2: 38 declares baptism to be
not because of, but “for” or “unto” the remis­
sion of sins; a fact recognised by almost all
thc churches of Christendom. And only be­
cause of misunderstanding and misrepresenta­
tion is it necessary to reiterate that “baptism
for the remission oi sins” implies all lhe spirit­
ual contents of baptism. In the same way, as
an initiatory ordinance, baptism can only ad­
mit into membership and fellowship in the
church of Jesus Christ those whose motive and
inlent are spiritual. Likewise, when it is as­
serted according to Romans 6: 4, that when a
man is “buried with him (Christ) in baptism
unto death.” and that he rises to “walk in new­
ness of life,” it can apply only to those who
have met thc divine requirements necessary to
conversion and newness of life. But enough
has been said to indicate clearly that those who
have adopted the Restoration principles, are
pledged to contend as earnestly for lhe spiritual
content of baptism as for lhe form.

Arising out of the foregoing is another com­
mitment which cannot be overlooked or evaded.
Insistence upon the observance of lhe New Tes­
tament ordinance demands a willingness to ac­
cept all its implications. Those who have been
baptised must do after baptism that which the
ordinance assumes, just as they would expect
other people to meet all thc prerequisites of
baptism. There is that which is antecedent to
baptism; there is that which is consequent upon
baptism.

Union with Christ implies living Christ: re­
mission of sins and possession of the Holy
Spirit implies a Spirit-filled life; death to sin
and burial with Christ implies newness of life.
It .is here that thc emphasis must be placed,
for lhe restoration of this New Testament or­
dinance means nothing less than restoring that
consecrated life, of which baptism is lhe earnest.

THE BOY OF THE INTERMEDIATE
DEPARTMENT.

On that amazing mixture of the good, bad and
indifferent—the healthy normal boy—a whole
volume could be written. It has been said that
the most successful teacher is not he who knows
his subject best, but he who knows his object
best. This maxim applies to the intermediate
teacher above everyone else. A teacher of such
an intermediate class may sit down to his class
with a perfect knowledge of his lesson, but a
boy who has never had a single lesson in “the
art of securing attention” may secure the at­
tention of the class before the teacher has opened
his mouth. The boy of this age wants life, ac­
tivity and adventure.

The first commandment for successful teach­
ing among boys is, “Thou shall let the boy teach
himself through his own activities.” It is
possible for a teacher to understand his work
and his boys so well that instead of constantly

‘trying to suppress the class he will continually
be drawing them out, and arousing them to
take an active interest in the lesson of the
afternoon.

Give the boy plenty to do, let him see that
you value his aid and welcome his opinion and
advice, and he will tumble over himself in his
eagerness to do his part. Said a boy who was
invited to “a feed and some fun”: “You give us
the feed, we’ll make the fun.”

The boy craves companionship, and happy is
the teacher who can win and hold the affection
of his class. The intermediate boy is a hero
worshipper. Find the boys’ hero and you have
found the “point of contact.” Outside his own
home, the closest friend that a boy of this age
can possess should be his Bible School teacher.
The teacher will watch for the crises in the lives
of his pupils, and will seek to help them to
choose the proper paths. He will guide them
spiritually, helping him not only to choose but
to keep Christ ns his hero.

Those who know the boy best agree that, al­
though appearances are against him, he is really
very religious. But his is a boy’s religion, not
an old man’s. He may know nothing about
the terms of theology, and he may hotly resent
being asked, “Arc you saved?”for to him, with
his reserve, religious matters are almost too
sacred to be discussed, even with his most in­
timate chum. He is quite free from hypocrisy,
except in so far as he tries to make you believe
he is far worse than he actually is. If he breaks
any of the laws and commandments it is often
far more for love of adventure—and as a pro­
test against his colorless life—than for a love
of crime or wickedness. The worst injury we
can do to his unfolding character is to judge
him by adult standards and motives, or brand
him as a “black sheep” or an “incorrigible.”

How to handle the boy aright will demand all
the grace, tact and commonsensc that we can
command. For a blunder on our part now
may do irreparable injury to the developing per­
sonality that is now hardening into definite
character. It will help us greatly in our work
if we can but recall some of the experiences
through which we went ourselves just al this
time in our lives. We need to be as wise as
serpents and as harmless as doves, if we are
to pilot the boy through the perils of his early
teen years, and win his developing life for the
Master.

OUR CHINESE EVANGELISTS.
Bro. Chin is now hard al work in Sydney. His

work is as follows:—Sunday: 10.40 a.m., prayer
meeting; 11 a.m„ meeting of Christians, about
15 present; Sunday School in the afternoon, 8
scholars; 6 p.mM open-air meeting, very large
attendance: 7 p.in., gospel service, 17 present.
Bro. Chin has begun a Chinese night school. They
have 8 scholars, and meet three times in the
week. On Mondays and Tuesdays he visits the
Chinese factories and addresses the men there.
Wednesdays and Thursdays he visits the mem­
bers of the church in the suburbs, and Fridays
and Saturdays he visits the members in the
city. The work is making good progress. Bro.
Chin says, “Please pray hard for us here.”

Bro. Kwaan Young Man had a very enthusi­
astic welcome when he arrived in West Aus­
tralia. Over a hundred were present. At the
Sunday night meetings there is an average at­
tendance of forty. Some Chinese from other
Christian churches come to the meetings to
listen to the truth that Bro. Kwaan is preaching,
and some who showed little interest in the Bible
have now become very enthusiastic and zealous.
Bro. Kwaan says, “This is undoubtedly due to
the power of God and the prayers offered for
the work.”

Dr. Oldfield has been asked to relieve one of
the doctors at Wai Hospital, India, and this,
with the consent of the Field Council, he has
accepted.

The
Wai Hospital is one of the largest hospitals in
North India. It is one of the hospitals of the
American Marathi Mission with which Bro. and
Sister Strutton are associated.

These children collect
money, and at various centres give out milk to
underfed babies, and they send others to the
seaside to convalesce. All of this is done by
little folks, whose lives are happy and bright.
who have enough and to spare, and who are
ready to make an effort to help others who
are not so happily placed. All honor to the
Junior Hed Cross League. I wonder are there
any of our boys and girls who could do some­

thing for our Bhampta babies? Such lots of
little ones die that might have been saved could
we have put them on to a milk diet. They would
grow up stronger and more robust. Could we
help them in their childhood with a little extra
milk or nourishing food? They are not all
puny, mind. We have got some fine little boys
and girls among them, but then there are others
so thin and miserable. We know they don’t
get enough to cat. We wonder why they are
dull and listless at school. We don’t need
to seek far for the reason. Lack of nourishing
food. These are the little ones Mrs. Coventry
is trying to help, and it is a big task because of
lack of funds. Some of the help she gives
comes out of her own pocket. Couldn’t our
boys and girls do something to help us? A
very little help would mean wonders to these
little children. If even the cup of cold water
given to one of these little ones is not to lose
its reward when given in the name of Jesus—
cold water that just quenches the passing thirst
—what must it mean to offer them a cup of
milk, that will go towards building up a stronger,
healthier little body, and through the body be­
ing stronger, help to develop a better intellect,
and through the intellect being quickened, help
them to easier grasp by-and-bye the eternal
truths we have come to tell them. Our com­
passion on their little ones will help to soften
the parents’ hearts, and make them more ready
to listen to our message, the message of One
who said, “Let the little ones come unto me, for
of such is the kingdom of heaven.”

We are glad to announce that Tasmania was

asked to raise £200 as their quota for support
of the general Foreign Missionary work. We

constantly being carried in favor of prohibition
in the legislatures of the provinces, but govern­
ment. chiefly for the sake of the revenue, and
in view of the drinking habits of Europeans,
always opposes drastic legislation. Indian news­
papers, like those in the home lands, are well
supplied with false reports of the results of
prohibition in the United States, but the truth
cannot be suppressed for ever.

Churches of Christ the world over have a
splendid record for temperance work, and there
are none who owe them a deeper debt than mis­
sions and their converts in foreign lands. When
prohibition comes throughout the British Em­
pire. a great stumbling-block will be removed
from the progress of the gospel. Nothing hin­
ders conversion and spoils converts more than
the drink. When the great Christian principles
of bearing each other’s burdens, abstention from
things which tempt to evil, and the sanctity
of the human body as a temple of the Holy
Spirit, are accepted and applied, universal pro­
hibition will not be far away.
