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What Shall We Do With the Modern Eutychus?

M
ANY preachers have found a de­

gree of consolation in the story
of Eutychus. If so great a man
as the Apostle Paul failed to keep

all his audience awake, how can a prea­
cher with less authority and smaller gifts
be expected to retain the attention of all
his hearers! But there are other interest­
ing features of this strange interruption to
Paul’s address at Troas. Luke, the phy­
sician, an eye-witness, has left a brief yet
sufficient record of the event, and perhaps
a little “reading between the lines" is de­
sirable.

There are some things to be said in favor
of Eutychus. It is good to find a youth
such as he in so serious an assembly. While
others are enjoying their evening in the
open-air, inbreathing the zephyrs wafted
front the island-dotted Aegean, here he sits

Now Eutychus is typical of many youths
to-day, and one of the biggest problems is
how to treat them in the best interests of
all concerned. I low many there are who
are sufficiently alive to spiritual things to
come to church services or Bible School,
and yet who spend most of the time, if not
asleep on a window-ledge, at least with
minds litte concentrated on things that
really matter. Part of the blame may be
placed upon speakers who, without Paul’s
eloquence or the occasion to demand much
discourse, go "on and on" until too great
a tax is made upon the youthful hearer.
But in most instances it is not the speaker
who is at fault.

Admitting the presence of these modern
representatives of Eutychus, how are we
to treat them? It is to be noted that Luke
records not a single word of unkindly
criticism of the young man’s conduct.
Rather do his words indicate anxious con­
cern regarding the tragic interruption. Paul.
instead of saying: “How foolish to sit in
such a dangerous position!" lor "If the
young man can’t keep awake, why does
he come at all?" or any such censure, im-
mediatelv restored the young man to life.
and then told the people not to lament.
The good Christian people were much
comforted by Paul’s words. We should
like to know the after life of Eutychus.
Our curiosity is not satisfied, but surely it
can be said with probability of truth that
from that day forth Eutychus was an ac­
tive Christian worker. His name means
"Fortunate," and fortunate indeed for him

was the day when Paul embraced his life­
less body and caused his heart to throb
again.

Without claiming Paul’s miraculous
[towers, we can emulate his kindly spirit,
his earnest solicitude for the welfare of the
youth. Censure is of little use in dealing
with spiritual laxity of the younger mem­
bers of the church, especially when it is
realised that the laxity is by no means con­
fined to one class. There is room for fear
that some young people have ceased to at­
tend services because of hasty judgment
pronounced upon them by seniors with
little right to speak. Sometimes rebuke is
necessary, but when given it should be by
those qualified and in the manner approved
in Scripture.

Sympathy accomplishes far more than
censure. A kindly word, approval of right
conduct, encouragement to continue in at­
tendance at church and school services—
these are things which help the modern
Eutychus to keep his interest. A little
friendly advice as to the choice of books
is eminently desirable. 1 low much depends
on what a young man reads! Sometimes
a hint in this matter will change the cur­
rent of a life. More of the “Big Brother"
spirit is.needed in our church life.

Above all. let spiritual influences be
made to illumine the path of youth like the
sunlight of heaven.’ If the spiritual atmos­
phere of the church is murky and clouded.
how can young Christians grow in grace?
Once let a young man be seized with his
his responsibilities as a servant of Christ.
once let his heart be really set aflame with
the love of his Ix>rd, and who can mea­
sure his powers or mark the limit of bis
influence? Eutychus miraculously restored
to life would not be a more [totem witness
for Christ than the energetic, consistent.
godly consecrated service of the young man
who ha- experienced the “renewal of the
1 loly Spirit."

Consecration in Bible School Work.
Bible School work demands the most un­

stinted consecration. Let it be said to their
honor, this spirit of consecration has ever
been demonstrated by Bible School workers.

It is a work that must be persistently and
consistently pursued if the desired results
are to be attained—the disseminating of the
story and principles of Jesus in the most
interesting- and effective manner, and the
moulding and building of strong Christian
character by this means.

Spasmodic, half-hearted work is futile
in this connection, as in every other connec­
tion. in attaining the best results.

This work will be so much more interest­
ing and less difficult, tile greater the tea­
cher’s advantages are or have been, for
literary culture and education. These ad­
vantages, however, are by no means indis­
pensable. as is proven by the work accom­
plished in most Bible Schools, where few
teachers have been favored with such ad­
vantages.

Essentials for this work are a real ap­
preciation of the need and value of the
work undertaken by the Bible School: a
love for those who need teaching, especi­
ally the children; hearts and minds con­
secrated to the task, and soul culture such

Was It Worthwhile?
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The Year’s Record.
The year of service that closed on Feb-;

,. ->8 was, as far as the Bible School
nia. young People's Department is con­
cerned. a happy one. The year commenced
with a' three months’ recruiting campaign.
.Many of our schools entered heartily into
the work, with the result that our enrol­
ment of scholars is greater than ever be­
fore. In July the annual Scripture exam­
ination was held when Sot teachers and
scholars sat for this test. During the year
workers’ conferences have been conducted
in twelve different centres, and were at­
tended by over four hundred officers and
teachers. Regular attendance at Bible
School has been stimulated by the issue of
certificates, seals and medals. An endea­
vor was made to bring before all our schools
the task of trying to secure every hoy and
gid of teen age for Christ and his church
by bringing before them the matter of de­
finite decision for Jesus Christ. Through­
out the year the organiser has been in
constant touch with churches and schools,
with the result that in fifty-nine of them
services were conducted, while on several
occasions he had the privilege of address­
ing meetings of Bible School workers that
had been arranged by’ the committee who
directed the activities of Children's Year.

Such are some of the activities of the
department. However, when one tries to
estimate the worth of the work in cold
figures, the task seems difficult, for results
arc not easy to tabulate. However, here
and there we have received reports that go
to show the value of the work that is be-
jng done. The Scripture examination has
■elped many of our young people to a bet-
cr knowledge of the Bible. Last year a
'■He chap of eight entered for the exami­

nation. In due time he received word
that he had secured a certificate. Prior to
receiving this news he had said his prayers
much as he had been taught, but there was
a marked difference on the following even­
ing. He constructed his own prayer in
his own way. and his mother was surprised
both at the knowledge of the Scriptures
which he displayed and the way he con­
structed his prayer, and she was convinced
that it was due in a very large measure to
the influence of the examination.

The workers' conferences arranged by
the department have helped and encouraged
many teachers. Letter after letter has been
received by the committee telling of the
help that has been received from these
gatherings. Wherever he has gone the or­
ganiser lias been kindly received. One sec­
retary writes: "Your visit was an encour­
agement to ns all: we arc able now to face
the future with confidence.”

In these and many other ways the de­
partment has been able to help the work
among our young people.

What of the Future?
Six years ago a full-time organiser was

first appointed to the work of the Bible
School and Young People’s Department.
Over that period there has been a steady
development. 20 schools. 2,846 scholars, and
400 teachers have been added to our ranks.
while the number of those entering the
church from the Bible School has doubled.
All this is certainly encouraging, but there
are still features of the work that call for
earnest consideration. It is appalling to
think that about two-thirds of the boys and
girls who pass through our Bible Schools
never come into the church. Of course,
these will all be better men and women be­

cause of the teaching which they received
in the Bible School. But Christian educa­
tion that merely means a training in morals
is not sufficient; our young people have souls
that should be brought into touch with the
living Christ, and our work has not been
well done until this has been accomplished.
After a careful study of the situation we
are convinced that much can be done to
bring about a more satisfactory state of af­
fairs. If the church will but realise her re­
sponsibility a little more definitely and lay
hold of more leaders, who are qualified to
train and guide our young people, much
more will be accomplished. Jesus said to
Peter, “Feed my lambs,” and if we would
l:e true to our Master we must endeavor to
do likewise.—L. C. McCallum, M.A., B.D.

The Largest Opportunity of the Church
To-day.

But let it be remembered, when we say
the Bible School is the largest opportunity’
of the church to-day, it must not be inferred
that we are satisfied with the average Bible
School we see. On every hand is evident
the need for improvement—and the work­
ers themselves are the most conscious of
it. Of more than one school it might be
said: "We get nowhere in our Bible School
work because ‘we aim at nothing and hit
it.’ ”

One writer has put it: "One of the glar­
ing deficiencies of our churches is the fact
that the youth have not been trained in the
Word. When the home has delegated this
important business to the church we must
not fail.”

Tremendous temptations face youth: the
tendency to frivolity, the failure to face the
real meaning of life, to live without noble
incentives. It is the business and aim of
t'-e Bible School Department to make our
Bible Schools effective agencies for leading
ti e youth to the feet of Christ and into the
fellow ship of the church. This can be
done by counsel and encouragement. Con­
ferences. lectures, visits, teas, letters and
many other means are being employed to
the one end. And there are many signs of
success and many expressions of gratitude
for help received.

The chief link in our chain of help is our
organising secretary, of whom we are very
proud. The churches' great link in the
chain is a financial one—we ought to he
proud of that, too, but last year it was a
weak link. The year opened with a credit
of £,4'7/5. but it closed with a debit of
fr?' 1476—the department going behind to
the extent of £110. In view of this there
is need for the churches to review their at­
titude to the Bible School Department. It

Wise
leaders recognise it is better to spend more on
training the twig than spending all her efforts
at straightening the toughened oak. The child
in reality is the supreme asset of the church and
the kingdom of God. The child is the hope of
to-morrow. In short, the child is the key to
the modern situation. It is no idle boast to
say: “Give us the young and we will create a
new mind and a new earth in a single
generation.”

In West Australia we have in our school
some 2,500 young people. We recognise we have
a big responsibility to train these for Christ
and the church.

It is estimated that 80 per cent, of those who
attend Sunday Schools do not unite with the
church. This surely should not be so. On
the other hand, the large percentage of those
who unite with our churches come up from the
school. This constitutes a challenge to every
worker to consecrate himself more fully to the
work of winning those in our schools to-day.

The following lines bring inspiration to
workers among our young people.

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An Example to Preachers.
Preachers should make a note of the Bishop

of London’s preaching. Il will be specially
worth while for younger preachers to do this.
Twice on one Sunday the Bishop preached in
Sydney, and on both occasions he was a strong
preacher of the New Testament Gospel. In the
morning of the day he was the preacher at
St. Mark’s. Darling Point, where there was a
crowded congregation, and the Bishop’s subject
was “The Cross.” with Galatians 6: 14 as the
text. At night the Bishop preached al St.
Andrew’s (kithedral to a “vast congregation,” and
the subject was, “The Judgment to Come.” using
Romans II: 12 for a text. If among those
gieat congregations there were any who yvent
expecting an occasional sermon on some special
topic, they were disappointed. The Bishop is
a great man. interested in large questions, able
to discuss them in no ordinary way; moreover,
he is in a great city far from home, for the
first, and very likely for the last time; there
were surely temptations to speak about many
things, hut he chose “The Cross.” and “The
Judgment to Come,” for his themes. Preachers.
and especially the younger ones, would; J>e
well advised to note this carefully. There arc
other great subjects; they often press upon
people; but for the Christian preacher the great­
est of all subjects is “The Cross”; and no sub­
ject has a more important bearing upon daily
life than “The Judgment to Come.” A dear
vision of that means much everywhere. Il bears
upon life at home, in trade, in work, and in
schools. Said the Bishop: “For that last judg­
ment after death, in which I am old-fashioned
enough to believe, preparation is an essential.
and the sooner we start the better.” Equally
solemn, and worthy to be laid to heart, is
one sentence spoken in the morning sermon:
“Australia has many things to be proud of. but
it is only when Australia glories in the cross
that it will become a great nation.” Here is a
chief shepherd setting a great example to all
shepherds of the Hock of Christ.—“A.C. World.”

It is good to be in harness of this kind
again. We are all well and happy in the work.
My sister, Cilla, is enjoying her experiences here.
We have a great many invitations to feasts about
once a week. The women are very friendly.”

Our China Field Council has added three tea­
chers to the girls’ school to leach lhe bigger
girls, who have graduated from the primary
school, and who now must have a high primary
education. Having trained them for three years
they do not wish to semi them off now to other
schools, and thus lose Hie value of their work
and association with these girls. They have
t Iso been fortunate in being able to engage a
man in Yunnanfu as evangelist. He was the
language teacher of Bro. Harry Clark there, and
is a good, solid type of man.

On the trip to Hueili our missionaries bad the
company o| two Chinese Christian gentlemen
who were travelling in* order to sec their own
country. I bey also had the company of a
voung Englishman, who is an astronomer and
a lecturer on physics in Cambridge I’niverslty- -
a most extraordinary man in many ways.

Dr. Killmier says: “Our landlord threatens to
raise our rent fourfold, so we arc hastening on
with the arrangements for the building of the
bungalow on our newly-acquired land. 'I hc deeds
arc al last signed up, and everything seems in
order.”

Conference reports:—“The mission at Kalgoorlie
in July and August merits special mention. The
total number of confessions reported in the
Statistical Table is 297. Out of these, 259 were
baptised and 23 received as formerly immersed.
A total of 282, leaving only 15 out of the grand
total who did not complete their confession by­
obedience. Of this 282, Kalgoorlie reports 267
in membership at end of year. Removals will
no doubt account for the greater part of the
15 less in membership in February as against the
end of mission. Thanks be to God. The work
of these brethren extended into part of two
Conference years, and the complete result is:
Confessions, 837; received into fellowship, <09;
thankoffering promised, £2,194; received to 

. 28/2/27, £1,727.”
From the reports to be presented to our New

South Wales Conference we cull the following:
--Statistical returns from 42 churches show a
membership of 3,997. One year ago 4.165 mem­
bers were reported. There is thus a decrease in
membership for the year of ]68. During the
year there were 218 baptisms. Bible School
figures show an enrolment of 3.620, an increase
,.r 8 There were 92 additions to church from
school. In the report of the Bible School and
Vonne People’s Department is a statement re­
garding KS.P. and P.B.P. Clubs :-“In 1923 there

was one club in this State. Those now in be­
ing are a direct result of the Committee’s work.
They number 27 and enrol nearly 400. In the
early period of development a committee repre­
sentative arranged and attended each commence­
ment, installed officers and organised the open­
ing activities. The arrangements are all made
through the office still, but clubs now help one
another in the actual opening. The Committee
finances each club during its first year. Co-opera­
tion has been effected through the formation of
a central chapter with eight officers, a constitu­
tion and regular meetings.”

THE SUCCESS OF THE BIBLE SCHOOL.
For many years we have been preaching every

Sunday’ night to audiences composed mainly* of
adults. How often the Gospel message falls
unheeded on the ears of the few in the building
who have not yet accepted the way of salvation.
We often wonder what the result would be if
the same amount of time, the same amount of
money, and the same amount of preparation of
men for the work were devoted to the work
of the Bible School, as is devoted to the Gospel
services of our churches.

In West Australia the increase to our mem­
bership by way of the Bible School during the
past three Conference years has been 87, 91 and
150 respectively. The last two years must be
considered abnormal owing to the special Hin-
richscn-Brooker missions. The normal figures
of 1925 show that of the 180 increase by faith
and baptism, 87 were from the Bible School, i.e.,
practically half of the converts in West Aus­
tralia during that year were won through the
medium of the Bible School.

These figures should make us pause and think
as we attempt to form an estimate of the value
of Bible School work. We do not wish to be­
little the work of the evangelistic services of the
church. Of course, they are vital and must be
maintained, but we do wish to stress the import­
ance and the success of the Bible School work.
Teachers can take courage from these figures,
and remember them in times of despondency,
when their work seems of little avail. The church
should better recognise the services of the faith­
ful body* of teachers who, with almost unfail­
ing regularity, spend the Sunday afternoon with
their pupils. Bible School Day could be a “Re­
cognition Day’* of the services thus rendered.
'the offering you make on the first Sunday in
May will also show how much importance you
place on their efforts.—J. A. Ewers, President,
B.S. Committee, W.A.

THE CREED WE HOLD.
(Malt. 16: 16.)

F. J. S1VYER, B.A.

“Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living
God”—it was a great moment when Peter, on
behalf of himself and the other disciples, made
that confession al Civarea Philippi. The eager
and enthusiastic way in which Jesus took it up,
declaring that it was divinely revealed, and that
upon this rock-foundation he would build the
church indicates its significance and far-reach­
ing importance. Evidently the making of
this confession marked a crisis in the teaching
of the disciples; for we read, “From that time
forth began Jesus to show his disciples how
that he must ... be killed and be raised
again the third day.”

J. M. Stifler. in “The Fighting Saint.” says,
“Jesus had steadily educated these men up to
this point by a process of instruction that makes
the modern student of pedagogy wonder at its
perfection. First he called them, attracted
them, won their confidence and willingness. Then
he put before them an ideal—the Sermon on the
Mount. This he followed up with (he demon­
stration of his own life and powers. Next,
he sent them out to preach, and to try it for
(hemselves: the principle of learning by doing.
Last of all, he called them aside and said, ‘Now,
who am I?’ and they knew him.”

The Creed Provided.
Theologians of almost every generation have

been seeking to formulate a creed that will
summarise the whole body of Christian truth.
They have failed to see that a creed and a
confession had already been provided and adop­
ted by the early Christian church. A search
of the New’ Testament records of conversion
discloses that the only confession required prior
to baptism and admission into church member­
ship was a simple avowal of belief in Jesus
Christ as the Son of the living God. Much of
the subsequent disorder and disunion in the
Christian church arose out of attempts to in­
clude the whole body of Christian doctrine in
a creed, and to make this binding on converts.

The Creed Sufficient.
This one-articled creed is eminently suited

for the church in all ages. It is the one creed
which will never need revising. It is so simple
and so direct that all may understand its mean­
ing and implications. It is wide enough to
embrace all who desire, simply to believe in
and obey the Lord Jesus, and at the same time
it is sufficiently stringent to exclude all unbe­
lievers. Finally it works: it was sufficient as
a creed and a confession for the church in the
early days of her splendid unity, and our own
history as a religious body is proof that it is
and ought to be sufficient in modern times also.

Creed and Conduct.
We must never fail to recognise that the

crucial test of religion is not orthodoxy—right
beliefs, but right conduct. He who says, “I
love God,” and fails to Jove his brother is, on
the word of the tenderest of the apostles, “a
liar.” One’s life, however, cannot be right
unless first of all one’s belief is right. All
conduct is but the expression of character, and
character is, in the last analysis, the result of
conviction. A lively conviction of the basic
fact of Christianity—that Jesus is the Christ.
I he Son of the living God—should issue right
away in a change of attitude, not only toward
Christ. but also toward humanity at large. “I
desire.” says the apostle in his Setter to Titus.
“that thou affirm confidently, to the end that
they who have believed God may be careful
to maintain good works.”
