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The Exceptional Man.

T
HE man of special gifts excites our

admiration. To excel in any
direction is to have a group of
eager followers. Sometimes the

superiority may be manifested in ways
neither pleasant nor helpful, but still the
forceful personality gains ascendancy over
lesser men. Hero worship is ingrained in
us, though the ability to choose our heroes
wisely has not been vouchsafed to all. This
inability to discern the spirit is shown in
the over-evaluation of our own gifts to
which nearly all of us are prone. It may
be that in our praise of the genius, the-
hero, the exceptional man, we think we
arc paying a subtle, or not too ostentatious,
tribute to ourselves.

undertook this gigantic work at his own 

risk, and in 1899 he was granted a Civil List
pension of £200 a year in recognition of his
work.

Dr. Wright's is a striking case. Readers
of Samuel Smiles’ books and such-like
works will have considered many cases of
self-help and of ability winning its way
through difficulty. Samuel Smiles is more
smiled at than read these days, but he had
a good influence on many young men of
bygone years. It has been remarked that
the man who loudly proclaims himself as
self-made is but relieving somebody else
of a rather alarming responsibility. But
the great man, self-made or not, is not
boastful. He shows us what our human­
ity is capable of doing, and so helps to
exalt the race. The self-made great man
gives in addition an example of grit and
push which may stimulate us with our
moderate abilities to do our best in our
more limited sphere.

Belittling the genius.
There have been some people who could

not, or would not, recognise the exceptional
man. Too far ahead of his times, born
in undue season, the genius has been re­
ceived with scorn and contumely. In his­
tory is mentioned many a man unhonored
and persecuted'in his own age whose name
was revered in later centuries.

Again, in almost every generation there
are those who would regard themselves and
their confreres as inhabiting a kind of
select circle into which the non-elect dare
not intrude. In Xew Testament times the
apostles were opposed by the religious
leaders because they had not been trained
in the rabbinical schools—they were there­
fore rejected as ignorant men and laymen
("uncultured persons and mere outsiders,”
as" Moffatt aptly puts it). Yet the un­
cultured persons had the wisdom of God,
and spoke words of inspiration. It was
not in ancient days alone that an exclusive,
sacerdotal caste sought to dominate the re­
ligious world, and to arrogate to itself the
right to expound the Scriptures and reveal
the things of God.

Theology is by no means the only sphere
wherein the caste system has been mani­
fested. Law, medicine and theology have
alike been notorious in this regard. The
“learned professions" have been jealous of
their status and privileges, and often un­
duly hard on those who do not follow the
regular and recognised pathway to emin­
ence and success.

Misjudging ourselves.
In Dr. Wright’s case the exceptional

man won recognition and honor. His suc­
cessful struggle, handicapped as he was
by the loss of educational opportunities in
the formative years, is an example and en­
couragement to others. Determination,
singleness of aim and hard work will carry
a man far.

It would be possible, however, for mis­
guided individuals to misinterpret the les­
son. Here, they might say, is a man who
had no schooling as a boy. He got his
education in “the school of hard knocks."
Why should not others be put to work as
early as he, or as folk used to be in "the
good old days”? We have fortunately
progressed so far that we should not feel
like stopping to argue with one who talked
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thus. But at times we do have, even in this
year of grace, a kindred argument ad­
vanced. There arc still to be found people

. who oppose higher education because many
excellent men have made a notable success
of life without it. As a rule these success­
ful men have shown their different estimate
by encouraging and supporting the schools
from whose advantages they were them­
selves excluded. For example, many de­
voted men have rendered excellent service
as preachers of the Word who have not
had the benefit of College or University
training. We honor them for their noble
work. But when some misguided, though
well-meaning, persons seek to draw the
conclusion that therefore College or Uni­
versity training is unnecessary or unhelp­
ful. these preachers—knowing their handi­
cap and loss—are amongst the first to urge
other men to take full advantage of the
opportunities before them and to secure
the best possible preparation.

It is foolish and risky for an individual
to assume that he is the exceptional man.
Men of genius achieve results with an ap­
parent ease which makes our work seem
useless drudgery. But if we seek to imi­
tate their careless case we shall dismally
fail. Your gifted student may get up his
lesson with an hour's preparation; but the
average man will dismally fail and be dis­
graced unless he give thrice the time to his
work. A man may have a gift of oratory
which enables him to hold an audience with
little effort. But if I assume that I can
with effortless ease accomplish a like task,
it will be a fortunate thing for me if one
of the vanishing audience pauses in his
Hight long enough to indicate my error.

There arc great preachers who by their
preaching alone seem able to hold large
audiences for years. They concentrate on
preaching; they do 'not visit. Will -the
average preacher be justified in thinking
that he can do it too? Failure awaits at
least nineteen out of every twenty men who
try the risky experiment. It is unwise to
take for granted that you are the excep­
tional man.

In a higher sphere still, we may see
men and women who manage with no ap­
parent effort to maintain equanimity of
mind, a sweet and gracious manner, and
even a high degree of spirituality. They
have not the plodding, the struggle, the
painful discipline, which arc our constant
experience. Shall we be tempted therefore
to laxity of effort, to neglect means of
grace, to think that we are out of the or­
dinary ruck of life and need not that which
is provided for less gifted mortals? It
would be unwise, and probably fatal, so to
judge. Let us toil on. making the fight,
re-enforcing resolution in every possible
way, using all the means of grace, neglect­
ing no opportunity; for we are weak, and
need all the help we can possibly receive.
Let none of us too lightly suppose that we
are exceptional men.
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The Unread Chapter.

For certain practical reasons the closes
chapter of Romans has been omitted r
our church readings. V et around t
numerous names recorded therein chiste
a host of interesting information. O tne
twenty-six persons mentioned in the bout
of the sixteenth chapter of Romans, nine
are women of note, showing that women
took a prominent and useful part in the
work of the church.

First there is Phcbe, the deaconess from
the church of Cenchrea, who is the bearer
of the letter and a helper of many, includ­
ing Paul himself.

The next is Priscilla, mentioned before
her husband Aquila, both of them tent
makers expelled from Rome, who had met
Paul at Corinth and worked with him at
that trade. Paul had taught them of
Christ and they in turn had risked their
lives for the Gospel. By doing so they
had earned the gratitude of all the Gentile
churches. The letter finds them settled
once more at or near Rome with a church
gathered at their house.

Paul greets others who probably had
churches at their homes—Aristobulus and
Narcissus.

Then there are several kinsmen of Paul's
mentioned—Andronicus and Junia who had
joined the church before Paul: his relatives
Ilerodion, Jason, Sosipater and probably
Luke, are all mentioned in this chapter,
showing that Paul's influence extended to
his kinsmen, which is not always the case
with those who break away from family
ties.

Two sisters are quoted. Tryphena and
Tryphosa, possibly twins, but evidently
closely linked together in church work.

\ erse 16 contains the only mention of
the term "Churches of Christ" in the New
Testament Verse 20, properly speaking,
concludes the letter. The rest of the
chapter is postscript and contains greetings
from those around Paul.

Reading between the lines of this chan
ter, and comparing the whole letter Ak
others Paul has written, one is inclined7
the belief that the church at Rome at th°
time was not meeting at one centre Th
several households of Christians mentioned
including the church at Aquila’s house and
“all the saints" with Olympas and others
seems to imply that Phebe could not de­
liver her letter and greetings to any one
central body. The prophetic utterance of
verse 20. promising that God would bruise
Satan under their feet shortly, implied that
Satan, the adversary, was at that time per­
secuting a church that had to scatter for her
own protection. This persecution in­
creased in violence under Nero but was con­
siderably abated in Trajan’s reign at the
end of the century.

So we find this chapter with its formid­
able array of unfamiliar names contains
some matters of considerable interest and
profit.

The preaching that never becomes flat,
le and unprofitable is the expository

s‘eaching of the man who has steeped him-
■elf in the letter and the spirit of the Scrip­
tures, and is at the same time in sympathetic
contact with the life of his age. The man
steeped in the Scriptures is the least likely
t0 be out of touch with his age, for he
draws on a literature and an inspiration
that "are not for an age, but for all time.”
The miracle of the Scriptures is their
perennial freshness and their perpetual
pertinency to every need of all sorts and
conditions of humanity in every generation.
Those who would dismiss the Scriptures
as an antiquated account of the religious
ideas of an obscure family of the Semitic
race show a strange lack of scientific sense.
Those Scriptures, read by, or expounded
to, peoples of every race in every genera­
tion produce the same vitalising effects on
individuals and on nations. Homer, and
Virgil, and Dante, and Shekespeare, and
Milton are “possessions for ever” of the cul­
tured few, but their inspiration of the crea­
tive imagination differs in kind from the
inspiration breathed into the writers of
the Old and the New Testaments. The
supreme epic and dramatic poets have a
beguiling charm. They refine, but they
do not regenerate. Regenerative power is
the monopoly of the inspired books of the
Bible writers.

Expository preaching in ancient times
took mostly the form of the running com­
mentary on a passage of Scripture, or the
preacher took a subject and enforced his
lessons by quotations bearing upon it. The
latter was largely the method of Paul, as
shown in his Epistles, and of the author
of the Epistle to the Hebrews. Chrysostom
stands out as the father of systematic ex­
pository preaching. He took a Gospel, or
an Epistle, and preached right through it,
!”■ a glorified running commentary, bring­
ing out the teaching of the text, and apply-
'ng it to the conditions of the life of his
tmie. R was prcaching very rich in the

Preaching from a text.

When the method of preaching from a
“text”—a single verse, or a clause of a
verse—established itself is uncertain, but
it is “lost in the mists of antiquity.” It
has very decided advantages, but ■ it
easily lends itself to abuse. The prea­
cher, who has not subjected his thought
to stern discipline, easily runs away from
his text, and may, in fact, get out of sight
of it. The opposite danger is to endeavor
to squeeze out of a text more than was
put into it. The mediaeval Schoolmen
were much given to the habit of. splitting
a text into a confusing multitude of divi­
sions. They racked their ingenuity in en­
deavoring to make a text bristle with more
“points” than anybody else had discovered.
It may have been as a safeguard against
this temptation that the Reformation and
Puritan preachers invented the “Three-
decker,” which held its own well into the
last century, and is still doing good.service.
The “Three-decker" method ’ provoked
raillery because of the implied .obligation
to show how; that text “teaches us three
lessons"—and no more, but if the three
lessons were well found, well enforced and
well illustrated, the. "firstly," “secondly,",
and “lastly” were firmly driven into the
memory of the congregation. Sometimes
there was no logical and necessary sequence
of the three lessons, or no clear definition
of the distinctions, and then, in the French
phrase, "one nail knocked out another.” Still.
the text, and the three lessons, kept the
preacher close to the Bible, and the bright­
est lights of the pulpit for four centuries
"did exploits" with the “Three-decker,"
From Knox to Alexander Whyte, from
Latimer to Spurgeon. Parker and Mac­
laren, the “Three-decker" sailed the ex­
pository seas with spread sails and speed­
ing wind, heavily laden with cargoes such
as” no Spanish galleon or modern Atlantic
liner carried in its hold.
More Bible preaching needed.

As to present-day exposition, there is
a distinct need of a revival of rich and full-
blooded Bible preaching. The largest and
most impressed congregations are where
such preaching is provided. I have won­
dered sometimes whether the running ex­
pository method might not be revived with 
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advantage. It was still fairly common
in my. youth, and I remember how eagerly

'we listened when the preacher brought
out the ‘‘.treasures” bidden in the passage.
The running exposition becomes a dreari­
ness and a weariness to the hearers when
it degenerates into an aimless and careless
ramble, or when the riches of the passage
arc cheapened into a series of flabby, com­
monplace paraphrases. Much was done to
bring the method into dislike and contempt
by the bad habit, once prevalent, of sub­
stituting a lazy, impromptu, running ex­
position for a thought-out sermon at the
week-night service.

Exposition should always put first the
Scripture content of the passage or the
“text.” Preachers to-day are enormously
indebted to critical commentaries. They
are placed in the position to watch the Bible
author, as it were, at his work. They see
him as a man of his age, talking to his
own people in their own idiom. They are
able to appreciate the part played by his
human personality in the reception and the
transmission of his messages. So far, so
good. .But the value of the writings is
not in their historical setting but in the
timeless inspiration and the universal valid­
ity of the scriptural truths enshrined in his
Book or books. Those spiritual truths are
the quarry of the expositor. He has to
appropriate them, and give them out with
all the force of his original personality. Dr.
Joseph Parker said, “Give me Delitzch,
and I will Matthew Henry-ise for myself.”
That might well be taken as the motto of
every expository preacher. It is the im­
pact of his Bible-enriched and inspired .per­
sonality on the personalities of his hearers
that makes preaching illuminating and
dynamic.

The unique function of the pulpit.
The tendency of our times is to substitute

subject-preaching for textual preaching.
Well, a man steeped in the Scriptures can
work all the Scripture needed into a sub­
ject-sermon, but there is a distinct danger
of the habitual subject-preacher giving more
and more of his own thought and feeling
on things in general and less and less of
the matter and spirit of the Scriptures.
There are plenty or men and women out­
side pulpits, and plenty of writers inside
the churches, to deal with subjects, pro­
blems, questions as such, but the pulpit is
the place in which life as life, the soul as
soul, are to be set in the Light of lights.
and viewed “sub specie ,'vtcrnitatis." There
is no substitute for the pulpit—neither the
newspaper, the stage, the novel, art nor
philosophy. If the pulpit abdicates its
proper function, it leaves a great spiritual
and moral gap, and the world is poor in­
deed. And the pulpit best fulfils its
specific function, indeed it only fulfils its
specific function, when its teachings are
grounded in the Bible, and it keeps brighth
burning the sacred lamp of scriptural in­
spiration.—Mr. H. Jeffs in "Christian
World Pulpit."
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GIPSY SMITH AT HOME.
Hundreds were unable to obtain admission

to the Gipsy Smith welcome meeting held in
the Cambridge Guildhall on Thursday • evening
last (says the “British Weekly” of May 12). The
spacious building was thronged as soon as the
doors were thrown open. In the absence,
through illness, of Sir R. W. Perks, the Mayor
of Cambridge presided, and he was supported
by five cx-Mayors, the Public Orator (Dr. Glover),
and many representatives of town and gown.
The vast audience was composed of all classes
of the community, all anxious to give a wel­
come to one of the best-known citizens of the
borough. During the course of the evening a
telegram was received from Buckingham Palace
offering the best wishes of His Majesty for the
success of the gathering. Presentations were
made to the Gipsy and to Mrs. Smith. The noted
evangelist was very deeply moved by the recep­
tion accorded him.
RELIGIOUS PSYCHOLOGY.

One of the features of the religious life of
Scotland at the present time, says the London
“Christian World.” is the growing interest in
the problems of religious psychology. In this
connection it is interesting to note that there is
a movement on foot to establish a School of Re­
ligious Psychology at Edinburgh University in
connection with the Postgraduate School of
Divinity. This Postgraduate School is in a very
strong and flourishing condition, and it at­
tracts a good number of American theological
students, who undertake research work, with a
view to the Ph.D. degree.
A CHURCH ADVERTISEMENT.

Church advertisements in America are not al­
ways in good taste. Often they descend to vul­
garity. The London “Spectator” quotes the fol­
lowing advertisement which appeared in a Ten­
nessee paper:—“Holiness Tabernacle, 408 West
Main Street. Mrs. William Price, pastor. The
Rev. Pat Palmer, who eats no breakfast, and
prays longer than he eats any meal,, who has
been in jail several times, and had a rope round
his neck a time or two, and is now on his way
to Australia, is with us. Come and take a peep
at this peculiar man.”

THE “FRIENDS” AND CHINA.
Dr. F. .1. Williams is one of the youngest and

most alert men on the staff of the London Mis­
sionary Society. He is doing deputation work
in Australia just now. but his heart is in China,
where as Superintendent of the Men’s Hospital
al Hankow he was accomplishing great things.
It is his misfortune and not his fault that he
is not at his post at present, and his great hope
is that the way may open for him to return at
an early date. Dr. Williams has high faith in
the Chinese people and is optimistic regarding
the future. . . . He is a Quaker, and while
in Adelaide he met in retreat with the Quaker
community, and since then has been in touch
with members of the Society. As a result the
Clerk of the Society of Friends in South Aus­
tralia has published the following statement:
“\V c the Religious Society of Friends in South
Australia, urge the British Government to enter
forthwith, on a basis of equality, into negotia­
tions with the Chinese, whereby the Government
will undertake to relinquish all concessions, in­
cluding extra-territorial rights, making no re­
servations except such as may be necessary to
secure equitable settlement of real property
rights and adequate safeguards for legitimate
commercial interests. We recognise the im­
mense difficulty which, owing to recent treaties,
and to the lack of a stable government in China*
confronts the British Government, but we do

tonot conceive it to be our duly to attempt
suggest the means whereby the course eye uig
could be successfully carried to completion.
is our firm belief that the evacuation of all
foreign niilitary and naval forces would resul
in increased security of foreign nationals in
China as it would remove a constant cause oi
irritation, and we urge that the evacuation ol
the British niilitary and naval forces should be
completed at an early date. We believe that
such action would evolve a responsive friendli­
ness and goodwill on the part of the Chinese
people, and would thus prepare the way for an
agreement between the two countries whereby
the right of China to national self-determination
would be fully recognised.”—“Christian World.”

MISSIONS OF NORTH TO SOUTH AMERICA.
The April number of “The Missionary Review

of the World” has an article on missions to
Latin America.

Latin-America is all the South and central too.
There are 20 republics of Latin America, and
the great advance in winning civil liberty there
is largely due to evangelical missions and their
liberalising influences. A well-informed and
well-illustrated article by Rev. Dr. Webster
Browning, of Monte Video, states the need and
legitimacy of such missions. The Roman church,
"with its declining power,” is impotent to ex­
tend its sphere of influence, and education is
very backward. Ten thousand people do all
the thinking for eight million Argentines, and
distrust of the church divorces men from wor­
ship and religion. There are also nearly twenty
million pagan Indians in South America. Bishop

•flu* world has always been a challenge to the
church; its pleasures, enjoyments, fascinations
and passions drawing many away from Chris­
tian influence. The church should likewise
have an influence upon the world. Racial, in­
dustrial, social and moral problems should be
influenced by the teaching and power of the
church. The church will only be able to cope
with the worldly challenge when youth realises
this truth and is willing to bring Christ and
his teachings into contact with the world.

]s the Modern Youth Selfish?
There are those who say that the youth ot

to-day is idle, vulgar, pleasure-loving, irrespon­
sible, irreligious, rebellious, too much addicted
to sport, and utterly contemptuous of authority.

‘•Quo Usque” in the “British Weekly” says:
“If I were asked to describe the young people
ot to-day I should say they are cool, sensible,
alert, adventurous, independent and—selfish. But
—not more selfish than their elders.” Youth
to-day is certainly intent on having a good
time, but it cannot be condemned for that. After
all, youth is the period when wc ought to be
gay and free. The man who spends all his
years in a continual grind to make money, and
at last sets out to enjoy his good time, finds his
faculty for doing so gone. He has most likely
lost appreciation of the finer enjoyments of
life.”

Many critics would have us imagine that the
youth of to-day is terrible—worse than ever
before. But I remember there was a gentle­
man named Pliny living in 70 A.D. who said:

be found anywhere. So is generated pure think­
ing upon lofty themes.

The church also offers youth the best of
companionship. While evil companions cor­
rupt the mind, good ones arc a help and aid
to newer and better thought. Always the
youth that seeks companionship in the church
is more steadfast than those who go outside
the church for thought afld friendship. It is
only natural that the mind which thinks upon
God, Christ, life and the universe, and other
such great thoughts, will become fascinated and
ennobled by them.

Just as James says, one’s faith is seen in one’s
work, so are one’s thoughts observed in the life
lived. The challenge is to live as Christ lived.
not as church people live. His was a wonder­
ful life. Pure, because sin never entered his
mind; holy, because neither mind nor body was
maltreated; strong, through his utter depend­
ence on God; happy and full of joy because of
the service he rendered his fellowmen; and,
above all. unselfish and sacrificial, because he
came to save and to serve. Therefore he who
was often wearied, hungry and thirsty, dis­
couraged by human weakness and faithlessness.
knows the meaning of living and of the chal­
lenge. So with this challenge to think, live and
serve is the full sympathy of Christ, with his
promise that he is ever present with those who
accept it. to help and encourage. It challenges
the very best of youth’s life and strength.
Secondly, the Church’s challenge to Youth is to

face present-day Problems from a Christ-
like Standpoint.

The men who to-day carry the burden of the
problems of this world will in all likelihood
have passed away before they have been solved.
The responsibility will then come upon those 
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who arc youths now. The church is interested
in the salvation of the world. Only when she
sends her members into the conflict between
right and wrong as it exists in world problems,
with a desire to solve them in a Christlike way,
will she be able to dominate the world with a
Christlike spirit.

The outstanding problems facing this and the
rising generation are racial, industrial, social,
moral and religious.

The racial problem is a many-sided one—the
dislike of nation to nation, and political in­
trigue, with their resultant wars; the great
division between Eastern and Western nations
with I he expressed thought that “East is East
and West is West, and never the twain shall
meet.” They will meet. Our Lord himself was
of the East. There arc immense possibilities
ahead in the relationship of the various nations,
and the church challenges youth to solve them
as would Christ.

In the industrial realm the employer and em­
ployee continue to misunderstand one another.
Consequently many suffer and much class hatred
and bitterness is felt. The spirit of brother­
hood revealed by Jesus is the only remedy. Youth
is rfble to bring this about in the spirit of the
church’s challenge.

The social question is also assuming larger
proportions each year. Bolshevism with its
communistic ideas is gaining a stronger hold
upon the working classes of the older countries.
The other extreme, the aristocrat who cannot be
looked at by a humble man, aggravates this. So
far Australia has not been affected by these
influences very much. But as they spread else­
where they will grow here. Sane leadership
is needed. Leadership touched with the Christ-
liko spirit, that these men who are so easily led
by extremists, may be shown the Christlike
way to live, and drawn into the meshes of his
love.

As it always has been, and will he because of
human nature, the moral problem is a menace.
The stale of affairs in school life and youth’s at­
titude to this is appalling. The only solution
of this problem is in Christ. It is his Word
that teaches that our bodies are the temple of
God. To realise this, and develop a conscience
upon it, will only be accomplished through
Christ.

Last, but not least, the religious problem is a
sore trial to all Christendom, its divisions
and unscriptural teachings and practices always
aggravating the problem. The church cannot
win the world for Christ, nor be what it should
be itself, whilst there is division and disloyalty
to Christ.

So great are the problems to-day that the
challenge to youth is a mighty one. It is a
call to the strongest in youth. Yet as is so
often the case, the remedy is so simple. Yet
speaking in a paradox, that is what makes it so
difficult. The solution is in the Lord Jesus
Christ. If his teachings and principles were
adopted throughout the world, there would be
no problem. The challenge is therefore to solve
the problems of the world in Christ.
The Personal Challenge to Service.

This brings me to the third challenge of the
church to youth to-day. It is a personal one.
A challenge to youth to give himself and herself
into full-time service for Christ and his church.
There is no greater challenge in all life to a
young man or young woman than that of minis­
tering for Christ. The church needs them, and
the world needs them. Youth of one purpose.
knowing Christ and him crucified, leaving all
else to preach this truth. This is the outstand­
ing challenge of the church to-day: for she
needs the best of manhood and womanhood for
her ministers both at home and abroad.

The greatest institution that ever existed, the
church of the Lord Jesus Christ, has issued a
challenge to youth to think, live and serve
Christ; to solve the problems of the world in
a Christlike way. and to give their life in full-
time service to him. Other challenges could
be expressed, but these will suflice.

The Universe.
In the first place, the only satisfactory way

of accounting for the universe is to believe it
to be the handiwork of God. Whether one be­
lieves the universe to be the result of a single,
sudden and stupendous miracle, or to be the re­
sult of a constant, continuous and progressive
process throughout countless aeons, God must
be placed at the beginning and all the way
through.

WEST AUSTRALIAN YOUNG PEOPLE’S
DEPARTMENT.

lhe Bible Schools in the Western State have
Just completed a three months’ increase anti
attendance campaign. The schools were divided
into two grades, and a shield was the trophy
for.which the schools competed.

Sixteen schools entered the campaign, eight in
each division, and interest was well sustained
throughout.

lhe competition resulted in 661 new scholars
being gained, while during that period 90 were
reported to have left the districts involved. Thus
the result was a nett gain to the schools of 574
scholars.

Last year Maylands won the shield in the first
grade and West Subiaco the award in the second
grade. This year Maylands retains the shield
in grade one with 97.7 marks, and Kalgoorlie
is second with 94.4 marks.. In the second
grade Palmyra wins the shield with 98.1 marks.
The contest benefited every school that entered.
It is hoped that next year every school will
enter and so make the effort still more worth­
while.

READING THE LESSON IN BIBLE SCHOOL.
Very careful attention should be given to the

reading of the lesson in lhe Bible School. Un­
fortunately the worst possible method of read­
ing the lesson is that which is most generally
adopted—the portion being read verse for verse
by the scholars in rotation. For a number of
reasons this method is unsatisfactory. It diverts
the attention of the class from the Scripture 

reading to the efforts of the scholar who may not
be a good reader, and who sometimes, by the
mistakes he makes, renders the passage feeble
or even ludicrous. Where verses are read in
rotation, the scholars are usually content to
attend to those verses only which may fall to
their lol to read, and they more or less ignore
the other verses. What teacher has not been
distressed again and again by the question,
“What’s the verse? I’ve lost the place.” What­
ever diverts attention from the passage, or makes
inattention easy, must, of course, be avoided.

What better methods then arc available? Where
the school has been divided into departments,
each with its own room, probably the best method
is for lhe superintendent or a chosen teacher
or scholar to read the Bible portion to the
whole department, the scholars being required
to follow the reading in their own Bibles. Again,
all the scholars may be required to read the
whole passage together. Oversight of this read­
ing will prevent the enthusiastic or mischievous
lad from demonstrating the superior carrying
qualities of his voice. At the conclusion of the
reading several carefully prepared questions by
the leader will illuminate the passage.

If the reading is taken in the classes the tea­
cher or a scholar who reads well may take the
passage, while the other scholars follow in
their own books.

A method which may be adopted often with
advantage is for the class to read the passage
silently once or twice; then to read it again for
the purpose of discovering certain points, which
the teacher states are lo be found therein. When
these points are discovered and stated by lhe
scholars, they form a splendid point of approach
to the lesson.

Yet another useful method is for the teachers
to assign to several scholars in turn, week by
week, the task of writing each a paraphrase of
the Bible lesson, and reading it to the class,
the other members meantime reading the por­
tion in their own Bibles, and noting any errors
or omissions in the paraphrase.

Above all things, we should avoid getting into
a rut in this or any other part of the school’s
programme. The use of all approved methods
as occasion indicates will give a variety in pro­
cedure calculated lo engage the attention of the
scholars, and lo impress upon their minds the
passages that are read.

I received your letter from Mr. Cameron on
April 30. I understand its contents. Tlnni
you for this letter. I thank all the members
of your Foreign Missionary Board for their
prayers for our Shanghai church in the Chinese
territory here, in the course of the local fighting

Al the time of the Southern Army coming to
Shanghai, on March 22, while the Northern
troops retreated, we had disturbances. We saw
armed laborers who were thought to be Com­
munists. These laborers held meetings in
many places. They fired at the Ling Ping-rd.
preaching place on March 27, and then knocked
at the door. We let them in, and they carried
away with them eleven benches. Afterwards
we could not trace where these benches were.

Il is fortunate that the Southern Army dis­
armed the said armed laborers and sealed up
the labor unions and captured the Communists,
and searched the places where these Commun­
ists held meetings. After searching the sol­
diers found out many things. The army es­
tablished a branch office of the “Military Watch­
ing and Detective Bureau” opposite our Ling
Ping-rd. preaching place. Wo wrote a letter
lo the man in charge of this office, named Sun,
appealing lo him to return our benches which
were taken away formerly by the armed labor­
ers. Mr. Sun. the head of this office, treated
the church very well by returning to us all
of our benches. We spent no money for tins
appeal.

The other day. on my way to the town to
preach, I met a Brahmin with whom I had con­
versed previously. He stopped me, and asked
for a Hindi tract. He was carrying in one
hand a brass pot full of milk, and in the other
a bundle of grain. He said he was on his way
to a cave in the jungle, taking these gifts to a
holy Sadhu who lived there all alone. This was
his daily task, for which he too received the
gifts of the pious. I suggested that I should
accompany him to see the Sadhu, and he was
quite willing, but remarked that the holy man
would not be able to talk to me. I asked if
he was dumb, and he replied, “No, but he has
taken a vow of silence for twelve years.”

This made me the more eager to see him, and
I followed my friend for about two miles, down
a steep gorge, clambering over rocks and roots
of giant trees, up and down, in and out, among
huge boulders and debris, with towering cliffs
on either hand. All along we kept up a con­
versation on religion, and our voices were echoed
back from the rocky sides of the valley.

At last we came to a place where the cliffs
drew together at the top, and everything grew
dark, and there arose the sound of falling water.
My companion suddenly let out a whoop or
yell, which was immediately answered by a cry
from the interior of a vast cavern. Climbing
up to the entrance, we came to where the
Sadhu sat warming his hands over a few sticks.
In front of him was the phallic image of Mahadeo
(the great god) anointed with vermilion, witn
a bunch of peacock feathers behind it. Below
us the water gushed out of the rock and dis­
appeared in a deep crevice far underground.

We all sat down, the Sadhu on his deer-skin
and we two on the rock, and the two Indians
smoked the hookah and raked the embers of

seen world. ... __seen wonci.I wondered how much we Christians, with our
glorious certainties, are prepared to endure for
the sake of Christ and our fellows. It is clear
that Christ demands of us a course of action
far more exacting than an ascetic life of self­
mortification, aloof from human kind. We
must “hate our own lives” or we cannot be his
disciples, and that means an altitude of re­
vulsion against ourselves as wc are by nature,
with all our likes and dislikes, and an abandon­
ment of the standards of the world, those
standards which are sometimes, unfortunately,
allowed to rule even in the affairs of the king­
dom of God. How many of us are true Chris­
tian Sadhus and ascetics? How much are we
prepared to endure for our religion with all its
glorious ideals? Are we not rather taking the
line of least resistance, the broad and easy 
path?

India, and all the non-Christian nations, need
to see more of the true spirit of service and
sacrifice displayed by us Christians the world
over. We need to take a vow of silence—silence
in regard to all that should not be spoken—but
also a vow of speech—to speak to others of the
love of the Saviour. We need, too, to be much
alone with our God, like the Sadhu in his cave.
But what a difference! He knows nothing of
God but a name. We know his marvellous at­
tributes, as revealed to us by his Son. We can
have true fellowship with him, and so obtain
power, not for self-suppression, but lor self-
expression, or rathcr, for the expression of the
spirit of him who dwells within us, the life of
our life, and our glory forever.

the fire together. All the while the Sadhu,
who was a rather pleasant, healthy-looking,
youngish man dressed in a thin safi’ron-colorcd
cloth, kept repeating, “Narayan, Narayan, Nara­
yan,” in a monotonous drone.

The Brahmin explained that he had taken
a vow to say nothing but the name of his god
for twelve years. I asked why he was doing
this, and he replied, “To please the god, and to
secure for himself salvation in the life to come.”

As the Sadhu could not speak to me, I had
the field to myself, and was able to read the
Bible, preach and sing Gospel hymns to my
heart’s content. The holy man appeared to be
pleased, clapped his hands, and, picking up a
flat piece of tin, began to use it as a drum to
accompany my singing. A little later he fished
out an orange which someone had given him,
and presented it to me. He was interested in
my pictures of the crucifixion and ascension, and
when I finished, indicated by gestures that he
hoped I would come again.

I noticed a small wooden box with a padlock,
and learned that visitors put pice in it, to be

.used for building a stone platform in the cave
for the accommodation of pilgrims. The plat­
form has been commenced, and will no doubt
be completed some day.

I returned alone, as the Brahmin was slaying
there for a few hours. The return journey
was even more difficult than the descent, and
had to be taken in stages. All the way home
the image of the Sadhu was before me, and I
could not help admiring the tenacity of purpose
and power of endurance of these ascetics. I
thought of him sitting there all alone, day and
night, in the dark damp cave, at the mercy of
wild animals, for twelve long years, muttering
the name of his god, but never speaking a word
to those who happen to visit him, and making
his wishes known only by signs.

I wondered how much was due to a liking
for a lazy life, or to a desire for notoriety, and

But
she was so insistent that finally .he consented
to let her have the job. She went out and
stayed in the field every night for two months,
when it was a cold time of the year too, and
hollowed out all the night long, making a big
noise so that the field might be protected from
harm. For her work she was paid the grain
which she had brought for the offering. That
was all the money she had, but she gave it
gladly for her Lord’s work. She remarked to
the sahib, “All that I could do for my Christ
was to hollow out and cry but I am glad I can
do that.”—“Dnyandoya,” Bombay Marathi News­
paper.
