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661 Cheated a Good Friend.”

I
T may seem strange that the word

"cheat" should not be in our Bibles.
The deception, trickery, defrauding
which the word indicates are, how­

ever, in other terms ihdicatcd and con­
demned in the Holy Scriptures. We may
include in the idea an}’ imposing upon
another, any over-reaching of him, or keep­
ing back from him part or the whole of
our dues.

The grosser forms of the offence need
not detain us now. They may all be looked
upon as included in the plain and blunt
commandment, "Thou shalt not steal.” To
converts from heathenism not used to
Christian morality, the Apostle Paul felt
constrained to give advice, "Let him that
stole steal no more." Probably no church
would wilfully retain in its membership
lhe man who lived in habitual disregard
°f this command.

1'herc are, however, ways of defrauding
°ur fellows of their rights which are not
so obvious or gross. There arc dues which
a man who would shudder at stealing an­
other s goods or refusing to pay his or­
dinary debts may neglect without a qualm.

With many of us the highest wc reach
is not to discourage, and some of us do
not succeed in getting even so far. The
"golden rule” bids us in a positive way to
help and cheer our brother as we would
that he should do to us.

Paying our debts.
Christians, as all other honest people,

try to pay their debts. To let the butcher
or baker go without their dues would be
abhorrent to us. .

We owe these and other tradesmen and
business men much besides the weekly or
monthly bills they allow us to run. We
owe every man sympathy and help, the
benefit of our Christian influence, our love
and our prayers.

In his epistle to the Romans the Apostle
Paul reminds us of the great debt we
owe to the world. ”1 am debtor,” he de­
clared, “both to Greeks and to Barbarians,
both to the wise and to the foolish. So,
as much as in me is, 1 am ready to preach
the gospel to you also that are in Rome.”
These words should bring us to a sense
of our responsibility. To have it in our
power to pay our debts, and then not to
pay—what is that but to be a cheat ? There
are folk around to whom we should preach
the Gospel. There are Christless multi­
tudes abroad dying without ever having
heard of the Lord who died for all.
Cheated! Unless we do our best to help,
how can we escape their reproach and the
censure of our Lord?
The unpayable debt.

Sometimes there are men who, without
fault of theirs, become so heavily involved
that they simply cannot pay their debts.
They might pay all they earn, and they
would never be doing other than paying 

instalments on account. As they do so,
they are honest men; they are cheating
nobody.

God s apostle lets us know that in one
respect every Christian is a permanent
debtor. Other debts we may pay, but this
one can never be fully discharged.

The reader knows well what the unpay­
able debt is. The payable ones and the
unpayable one are indicated in the exhor­
tation: "Be in debt to no man—apart from
the debt of love one to another" (Moffatt’s
translation). We are to keep on keeping
on. The more we pay, the more seems to
remain. We should be paying instalments
to our fellows till the Lord calls us unto
himsel f.

Defrauded of prayer.
The last of the debts we can notice

here is one of which we often speak.
though we may not think of it in such a
connection as this.

•"I exhort therefore, first of all, that
supplications, prayers, intercessions, thanks­
givings. be made for all men." The ad­
monition. Christians have agreed, comes
from the Lord through his apostle. Is
there efficacy in prayer? We have all be­
lieved that there is. Then let us seek to
help all men through the medium of our
prayers. We must not withhold: we must
not cheat the world of its due.

That there is sin in withheld prayer is
taught in one of the most striking of Old
Testament passages. Samuel was distressed
for his people: he reproved and admonished
them, but he also prayed for them. And.
we are told, he spake thus to them: "As
for me, God forbid that 1 should sin
against the Lord in ceasing to pray for
you." How many of us does this earnest
word rebuke? Surely it gives a needed
lesson to us all.
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On Speaking a Word in Season.
Frederick A. Atkins.

The ability to speak a word in season—
that is, the word that warns and restrains,
helps and comforts, strengthens and rein­
forces—is largely a question of that elusive
and indefinable quality that we call person­
ality. For one man to go about speaking
a word in season to his fellows is to be­
come a dangerous and intolerable nuisance.
For another, it means a valuable and help­
ful ministry. I have been reading lately a
book on "Personality in the Making,” by
Professor J. H. Coffin, who believes that
personality—“the biggest fact in the uni­
verse"—is not a gift of the gods, but a
possession to be acquired by purpose and
effort, and developed by conscious and in­
tentional striving. He describes three
classes of people as wanting, wholly or par­
tially, in the “fundamental attributes es­
sential to personality in its true sense"—
persons of defective intelligence who lack
the sense of individual responsibility and
the ability to appreciate moral values; the
criminal classes which, he explains, are
made up not only of ordinary criminals, but
also of "the high financiers and all others
who live by exploitation"; and inconsequen­
tial persons such as sportsmen and society
"butterflies,” who lack purposes and stan­
dards, and whose chief aim in life is to
avoid serious enterprise, and to have a
good time. Outside of these three classes,
it is apparently' possible to develop sufficient
personality to be able to influence and help
other people.

The necessary requisites.
But I do not think it is given to all good

people to engage in this work. It requires
personal magnetism, the most delicate tact,
and a genuine gift of sympathy and imagi­
nation. A vague, easy affability will not
do. I have known people with nothing
vital or compelling about them, people who
are lively but not really alive, whose blun­
dering efforts at personal dealing would do
about as much good as (to quote an Ameri­
can friend) a lesson in swimming to a
middle-aged goldfish. “Words from the
teeth.” says an American novelist, “never
saved anybody.” Those who try' to be phy­
sicians of souls must have a rich spiritual
experience of their own. They must have
a subtle, irresistible charm that is altogether
disarming. 1 hey must know how to min­
ister to tortured minds and famished hearts;
and while they must in some cases act
with affectionate severity, they must never
use the method of the cudgel and crowbar.
And they must remember that there is no­
thing people resent more than impertinent
kindness. “Deep calleth unto deep,” says
Dean Inge, “and those whose hearts God
has touched can find their way' easily to
the hearts of others."

C. Al. Alexander and Dan Crawford.
I think of two men whom I have known

very intimately, who were glowing examples
of vivid, electric, irresistible personality,
and who were able to speak the word in
season with extraordinary effectiveness and
success. One was the late Charles M.
Alexander, the other Dan Crawford. Once,
when I was crossing the Atlantic with
Alexander, we had on board a hard, silent,
petrified multi-millionaire with a face like
a withered apple, who kept sternly to him­
self and looked intensely worried and miser­
able. So far as I could see, no one ever
dared to speak to him. One day’, while
walking round the decks with Alexander,
he suddenly exclaimed. “Here's old man
------. How unhappy he looks. I'm going

to talk to him." I fully expected that the
rich old man would explode in his wrath
and consign the evangelist to some very
unpleasant place. But I had reckoned
without Alexander's gay challenge and
sparkling, captivating smile. When I came
round the deck again, there was zMexandcr
sitting on the arm of the millionaire’s deck­
chair. with his New Testament in his hand,
and his eyes dancing with happiness, en­
gaged in animated conversation; and the
old man was listening with the keenness
and interest of a boy who hears for the
first time.

Alexander would talk about religion to
the tailor who was measuring him for a
suit of clothes, to haughty ladies of title or
lonely servant girls, to railway guards and
hotel waiters. 1 le had a magnetic charm
that enabled him to speak to anybody any­
where, and no one was ever offended.

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2. It was upon this day that Christ made
his first appearance to the disciples (John
20: 19). Significantly his next appearance
is also upon the first day of the week (John
20: 26). The expressions "after eight
days" and "after three days" are
idiomatic. From Matt. 26: 61, Matt. 16:
21, Mark 8:31 we find the expressions “in
three days," "the third day,” "after three
days” all mean the same thing, namely, the
third day. Hence "after eight days" means
on the eight day, and therefore the next
first day. This explains why the early
Christian teachers commonly spoke of the
resurrection day as the "eighth day."

3. When on the day of Pentecost Jesus
established his church and began the or­
ganised work- of his kingdom, his Holy
Spirit was poured out upon the disciples.
Here once more the first day is singled
out for preference.

Some Sabbatarians question the sound­
ness of the claim that Pentecost was upon
a first day. The word of God will decide.
In Lev. 23: 15, 16 we have God’s instruc­
tions how to make the count. The verses
read. "And ye shall count unto you from
the morrow after the sabbath, from the
day that ye brought the sheaf of the wave
offering: seven sabbaths shall be complete:
even unto the morrow after the seventh
sabbath shall ye number fifty days; and
ye shall offer a new meat offering unto the
Lord." The count ending with the "mor­
row after the seventh sabbath" leaves no
doubt that Pentecost was upon a first day
of the week.

The Lord in consistently ordaining all
these extraordinary events upon this day
can have no other intention than to lead
the disciples to definitely mark it as the
day of religious significance. The cumula­
tive force of this preference is equivalent
to saying. Remember the first day of the
week.
Apostolic ‘interpretation.

In order that there can be no doubt upon
the correctness of this view, we make a
comparison with apostolic practice. Ob­
viously the disciples had to interpret tokens
of God’s favor toward this day. It is
therefore interesting to see that when they
"kept the feast" they did so upon the first
day of the week, "And upon the first day
of the week, when the disciples came to­
gether to break bread, Paul preached unto
them" (Acts 20: 7). It was upon this
day they had "the collection for the saints"
(1 Cor. 16: 1, 2). It appears unquestion­
able that because of the foregoing facts
the disciples came to speak of it as "the
Lord's day" (Rev. 1: to).

The results of our investigation show
that the Lord's, people gave the Lord's
portion of their substance and partook of
the Lord's Supper upon the Lord's day.

The Religious Significance of the Lord’s Day
S. H. Mudge.

After the new covenant was established
certain new duties, practices, and institu­
tions arise. Faith and repentance receive
a new emphasis and, arc made personal
obligations in order to salvation (Heb. it:
6; Acts 17: 30). Converts are required
to confess with the mouth the Lord Jesus
(Rom. to: 9, to), and to be baptised into
the name of the Father, and of the Son,
and of the Holy Spirit (Matt. 28: 19).
New practices arose such as the preaching
of the Gospel, which, according to the com­
mission as expressed in Mark 16: 15, be­
came the chief business of the church. A
second new practice was the assembling of
the disciples upon the first day of the week
to break bread (Acts 20: 7). There were
not only new practices but new institutions,
such as the church and the Lord’s Supper.

• Among the new things of this covenant
is the new da}’ chosen for religious ser­
vice. The first day of the week, not the
sabbath, is conspicuously marked by its
relation to the work of the Lord Jesus,
being honored by consistent preferential
selection for the inaugural events of the
Christian religion. The following facts
give proof of this.

1. It is the day on which Jesus arose
from the dead (Mark 16: 9). That the
most far-reaching consequences depended
upon the resurrection of Jesus is shown in
all the books of the New Testament; to give
scriptural thought upon this it will be suf­
ficient to quote Paul in 1 Cor. 15: 17-19:
"And if Christ be not raised, your faith is
vain: ye arc yet in your sins. Then they
also which are fallen asleep in Christ are
perished. If in this life only we have hope
in Christ we are of all men most miserable."
lust what the resurrection meant to the
disciples may be easily conceived. It was
the happiest message they could hear, for
by it they are changed from disappointed
and despairing men to jubilant victors
through the one in whom they had trusted.
He had turned their mourning into joy. It
was therefore perfectly natural and ex­
quisitely fitting that this should become
the memorial day of the church.
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‘NEWS VALUE OF EVIL.”
The practice of some Australian newspapers

and magazines gives to us an added interest in
the following paragraph from the London
“Christian”:—

One of the most clearly apparent disorders
troubling modern civilisation is diagnosed by
the Archdeacon of Norwich in his recent Visita­
tion Charge. He refers at length to the un­
desirable effect which certain types of newspaper
material and fictional writings have upon the
minds of readers, tending to distort the out­
look of the whole generation. The secular
press, as the Archdeacon remarks, emphasises
the baser side of life, and in a marked degree
ignores “goodness, simple piety, honorable con­
duct, cincerily, and loving kindness.” All are
agreed as to the existence of the distortion thus
referred to, but it is not easy to suggest a prac­
tical means of immediate rectification, .apart
from the universal acceptance of Gospel stan­
dards by all and sundry. Any other proposed
remedy is but futile tinkering at a problem
which demands root-and-branch methods domi­
nated by spiritual considerations. In the eyes
of an unregenerate public, goodness and simple
duty have no “news value,” and any daily news­
paper concentrating exclusively upon this as­
pect of life would (as sporadic experiments have
shown in the past) be courting early financial
disaster. Change the hearts and cleanse the
souls of the peoples by personal contact with
the Lord Jesus Christ, and the character of news­
papers and other popular writings would inevit­
ably become changed, as in the twinkling of an
eye.

BAPTISTS AND ANGLICANS.
At its Spring Assembly, the Baptist Union

(Great Britain) passed a resolution bearing upon
the wider implications of Prayer Book Revision,
declaring that many of the changes proposed
are definitely anti-Protestant and such as can
for the serious consideration of all citizens. In
moving the resolution. Dr. J. IL Bushbrookc up­
held the right of Free Churchmen to express
themselves upon the matter, inasmuch as the
Established Church has a historical and legal
standing as the body-spiritual representing the
mind of the people of England. The changes
proposed, it was urged, will have the effect of
making the Anglican Church even less repre­
sentative of the English people than it is al­
ready, and will carry it to a new position nearer
to the Boman Catholic margin. Dr. Rushbrookc
added:—

If the Revised Prayer-book represents the
utmost concession, ought not the Bishops to
have secured adequate powers of discipline?
They have surrendered position after position,.
and have not set up a single effective safe­
guard against final, absolute, unconditional sur­
render. In village churches pamphlets are
being circulated which directly advocate the
bringing back of the Mass. If the Anglican
Church treads the Homeward path. Others
cannot incur the guilt of acquiescence by a
feeble silence. Their duty is to insist that
the State Church should not be further de-
Protcstantjscd, and they must stand by the
group of loyal Protestants within the church.

CHURCH ATTENDANCE IN SCOTLAND.
The Scottish Churches Council, of which Dr.

John White is President, has published in its
second annual report some remarkable figures
with regard to church attendance. The returns
refer to adults only. Out of a total adult popula­
tion of 2,964,685, the number of non-church goers
in 1921 was 1,067,656. The present figures are
given as 1,107,000, of whom the vast majority
are Protestants. The number of Protestant
children not at any Sunday School is stated to
have been at least 200,000 in 1921, 130.000 in
1925, and 141,000 in 1926.

Commenting on the section which deals with
the non-church going population, the report
says:—“The state of matters revealed is not
Jess than staggering, and ought to awaken a deep
sense of shame ami shortcoming on the part of
all the churches concerned, and a holy resolve
to unite in removing the reproach. It would
appear that 36 per cent, of the total adult popula­
tion, approximately 1,107,000 men and women of
Scottish birth, and of mainly Protestant an­
cestry, are non-church going, and to that ex­
tent out of all living relation to the Faith. This
constitutes a challenge and a task which the
churches dare not and cannot ignore.”

Among the important practical suggestions,
we note especially the proposal for “a sustained
and intensive evangelism, especially in cities,
towns and industrial areas.” The Home Mission
enterprise is to be strengthened along the whole
line. “Every nerve should be strained and
every agency made to contribute” towards the
admission of the young in due season to full
membership in the church. Among other facts
brought out in the report the following should
be noted. (1) The number of Jews in Scot­
land is increasing, and is given as about 21,00(1
in Glasgow and 9,001) in other parts. (2) The
Homan Catholic church was in 1921 numerically
the strongest single communion in Glasgow, com­
prising 22 per cent, of the city’s manhood and
womanhood, as against a total of 38 per cent.

THE TOP OF THE LADDER.
A ladder dream is quite a common dream.

But the tops of our ladders do not always go
as far up as .Jacob’s did.

Jacob “dreamed, and behold a ladder set up
on the earth, and the top of it reached to
heaven.”

We dream of a ladder and the top of it is
some high position of wealth, or influence, or
scholarship. There it slops. The dream is all
right, as far as it goes, but it does not go far
enough.

The Lord Chancellorship of England is often
the top of the ladder of which young barristers
dream. It is indeed a high aim.

But the ladder of which a boy dreamed, who
afterwards became Earl Cairns, and sal on the
Woolsack, reached further still.

When Earl Cairns was quite small he heard
three words which he never forgot, and which
from the first made a great impression upon
him. Those three words were “God claims
you.”

Then came the question, “What am I going to
do with that claim?”

The boy dreamed of a life spent in owning
that claim. His ladder “reached to heaven
. . . and behold the Lord stood above it.” He
said, “I will give myself to God.”

He went home and told his mother, “God claims
me.” At school and at college his motto was
the same, “God claims me.”

In the legal profession, as Member of Parlia­
ment, and finally as Lord Chancellor of England,
it was just the same, “God claims me.”

When he was appointed Lord Chancellor he
had a big Bible Class. It was suggested to him
that in his exalted position he would have no
time to attend to his class. He was asked would
be be obliged to give it up. “No,” was the
reply, “God claims me.”

For the lop of his ladder reached far higher
than any earthly attainment, far higher than
any earthly honor.

How high does your dream-ladder go? It is
not enough to “seen those things which are
above.” “We are to ‘seek those things I hat
are above where Christ sitteth at the right hand
of God’” (Col. 3: 1). The top of our dream­
ladder should reach “to heaven.” And to own
God’s claim upon us is the best and noblest am­
bition we can have. Do not stop short of the
highest ideal.

Prince Gareth in Tennyson’s poem had a splen­
did dream. His ladder went much further up
than did his mother’s. You know the lines—

“Man am I grown, a man’s work must I do.
Follow the deer? Follow the Christ, the King,
Live pure, speak true, right wrong, follow Hu

King.
Else, wherefore born?”

And nothing would dissuade him from realis­
ing that dream. .

A life spent in the service of God—that ami
nothing less than that set before yourself now.
Aspire to that, whatever else, consistent with
that, you may aspire to. But you can aspire
to nothing higher than that.

And let no one, and let nothing, make you for­
get the dream, or lower the ladder. Aim al
being out and out for Christ at all costs.

“Then said Evangelist, pointing with his fin­
ger over a very wide field, ‘Do you see yonder
wicket gate?’ The man said, ‘No.’ Then said
the other, ‘Do you sec yonder shining Light?*
He said, ‘I think I do.’ Then said Evangelist,
‘Keep that Light in your eye.’”

If, like Jacob, you have seen a ladder “and
the top of it reached to heaven,” then however
indistinct it may seem sometimes, keep that
ladder in your eye.

If, like Earl Cairns, you have heard the sound
of God’s voice saying to you that he claims you,
though at times it may seem distant, keep that
sound in your ear.

And the God who has spoken to you, the God
who is “above” the ladder, will in his own good
time, and by his own almighty power, make
your drcam a glorious reality.

28: 15).

(Psalm 71: 16.)

••I will go in tl,c strength of the Lord: I will
make mention of thy righteousness, even of
thine only.” This is not so literal a transla­
tion as that of the Revised Version, but it better
represents the mood of the psalmist and the
message of his song.

The psalmist, whoever he was, was facing a
certain grave crisis in his career. Perhaps it
was an ordeal of suffering, the parting with one
greatly loved, or the shame of a wrongful sus­
picion* Maybe it was that very natural dread
which comes with acute old age, when one’s
grip on life slackens and the shadow of the
(lark valley seems to hang over one. Some such
ordeal was confronting this singer of Israel.
Listen to his piteous petitions: “Deliver me, 0
my God”; “Cast me not off in the time of old
age”; “O my God; make haste to help me.” In
his frailty he remembers the unfailing strength
of Jehovah. In thinking of his own short­
comings he recalls the steadfast righteousness
of the Lord. Abandoning all self-confidence he
casts himself entirely upon God: “I will go in
the strength of the Lord: I will make mention
of thy righteousness, even of thine only.” We
have here suggested the sure and safe ground
for Christian confidence.

God’s Unfailing Strength.
There is no need for us to apologise for the

Old Testament conception of God, which repre­
sents him as the Lord God of hosts. Jesus
himself endorsed and made use of it. When
the disciples in Gethsemane sought to pit their
feeble strength against the might of his enemies,
he looked over the border into the next world
and said: “My Father presently can send me
more than twelve legions of angels.” God, who
might at any moment demolish with a breath
all the forces that oppose him, does unceasingly
watch over those who love him. Providence is
not necessarily on the side of the big battalions,
hut it is on the side of those who seek to serve
God. Me niay permit disease to kill the body,
hut his ahnightiness is staked against the over­
throw of the soul. Therefore the believer can’
face any ordeal with the song: “I will go in the
strength of the Lord.”

WINTER READING.
It is said that in Henry Ford’s factory at

Detroit there hangs a motto which reads as
follows: “Nothing in this place is done so
well but what it can be improved upon.” The
spirit of that motto is what we all need in our
work for the Lord Jesus Christ. This, we
think, is especially true of those who have been

‘called to teach the Word of God in the Bible
School. As teachers we should always be as­
piring to belter things, better methods, and a
wider and completer knowledge of our work. It
will never do for us to look upon our work as
of little importance. Il is of the highest im­
portance, and if our work is not faithfully and
lovingly done we may cause some child to grope
his way through life with an inadequate know­
ledge of the purpose and will of God in his life.

Every Bible School teacher should be a student,
and to be a student does not necessarily mean
that wc have to attend some college for tea­
chers. If we can do this so much the better,
for the help that we will receive in such a place
will be of inestimable worth to us in our work.
However, though we cannot all receive help from
such places we all should be able to find some
time for private reading and study. Our sug­
gestion therefore is that those of our teachers
who cannot attend training classes or teachers’
conferences should plan for themselves a definite
course of study during the winter months. It
might be possible for the teachers to meet to­
gether for this reading, but where this is not 

possible let it be done individually. The fol­
lowing books can be heartily recommended for
such a course of reading: “Ten Lessons on the
Teacher,” and “Ten Lessons on the Pupil,” by
Prof. Weigle, or “Ten Lessons on a Teacher’s
Study of the Life of Christ,” by Wade Crawford
Barclay. All these books are obtainable from
the Austral Printing and Publishing Co. al 1/3
each; posted, 1/1. Any one of these books will
prove worthy of careful study, and every teacher
who undertakes such a course and pursues it
faithfully will be richly repaid for the time and
energy expended. If there is any way in which
we can help you lo get started on such a course
of reading kindly let us know.

USEFUL ARTICLES FOR DIIOND HOSPITAL.
Dr. G. H. Oldfield has sent the following in­

formation concerning articles needed for the
hospital. This will be a guide to sisters’ sew­
ing circles, mission bands, etc., in preparing
parcels for India.

“Pillow-cases might just as well be made of
bleached material. Sheets and blankets for
single beds arc always useful, as also are patch­
work or other kinds of quilts. The Indians
like to wrap themselves up, and in winter time
warm wraps are really useful. They seem to
like red blankets better than any other sort,
and I have found that in most of the hospitals
I have visited they are used. Bandages can be
made of unbleached calico, the stronger the bet­
ter. They should be 2, 3, 4, 5 or 6 inches wide.
and about 6 yards long.”

All goods for the Indian field should be ready
by the first week in October.

LETTER FROM IL WATSON.
Bro. Watson’s last letter gives interesting in­

formation concerning our Shrigonda station.
Encouragement in a Hard Field.

We feel much encouraged when considering
this portion of our field. The Brahmans fought
hard to keep us out of the town, but our Lord
must needs go through Shrigonda. It was a
place which had much need of a Saviour. We
have been here fifteen years and cannot put
down in statistics the amount of good received
or given, but we see a marked change in the
life of the people in awakened consciences con­
cerning evil. They are not yet fully awake
to their spiritual need, but the day is* coming
when men’s hearts will be turned to the Lord
Jesus. Never before have we had such listeners
to the Gospel. It is quite a treat to preach
Christ to them. I know that a volume of
prayer has been ascending from our brethren
in Australia, and do please tell them from me
that God is answering their prayers.
Fraying for a Revival.

\\ e are glad to tell the churches that a few
more people wish to become Christians. Now
a messenger comes from two more villages ask­
ing n.s to send teachers, in one village there
are fifteen men wanting baptism. I will visit
the place several times and help them to under­
stand what the step may mean. The others
who have been baptised are getting along nicely.
We have four schools open in the villages, and
many scholars are interested in the Gospel. In 

addition. Miss Blake told me yesterday that
they are having quite an awakening among the
girls of the Home. We are praying for a 1 -
vival when souls will be converted and lifted
up to righteousness in Christ Jesus.

In the village schools all told we have seven J
scholars, all heathen children learning to sing
hymns of hope and joy, and of him who died
for them.
In the Grip of Sin.

We find one difficulty in preaching the Gospel
is to bring the people to a real spirit of re­
pentance for sin. Some of them have no con­
science concerning evil. It is a common thing
among the heathen to tell lies; some of them
glory in it as if this were meritorious. There
are three besetting sins of the Hindus, i.e., lying,
thieving and adultery. Of course, there arc
many exceptions, but I speak as one generally
finds things.
Child-mothers and Their Children.

I have met many girl-wives who at the age
of 11 years have become mothers. In many
of these cases the child dies of neglect, because
the little wife does not understand any more
of the needs of a baby than that it is a mere
doll to be played with, or thrown on one side
dosed with opium to keep it quiet. If the child
happens to be a girl, then it is sometimes
neglected on purpose, because it is unwanted.
We have a girl-wife in jail in the town now
who disposed of her one month old infant,
and left its dead body to be devoured by dogs.
Caste Going to Pieces.

Murder and suicide, house-breaking and high­
way robbery under arms: all these and much
more are still existing, but they arc on the
decrease, and the purity and love of Jesus in
his teaching are taking hold of the people, and
there are definite signs of a desire on the part
of the Indians to live better lives, and to take
Jesus as their ideal. Caste is going to pieces
fast. 1 he untouchable people are now protest­
ing against unjust treatment meted out to them
bx high caste people. 1 his year there have been
riots and also public gatherings to protest
against the oppression of caste. By these signs
we believe India is waking up, and we hope
«nd pray she will wake up and fix her eves upon
Christ. *

The meet­
ing was most enthusiastic, and argues well for
the future of Home Missions in the mother
State. The meeting was organised by Bro. C.

Wc make no apology for inviting our readers’
attention to a second instructive paper by Pro­
fessor Schneider, of Berlin, on Roman and Pro­
testant comparative figures in Germany, says
“The British Weekly.” Himself an expert statis­
tician. he has noted the boastful claims made
in certain Roman Catholic papers as to alleged
secessions from the evangelical bodies. Every­
thing possible is done to create an atmosphere
of triumphant success. An American Jesuit de­
clared not long ago, “It is true that since the
end of the war there has been a mighty acces­
sion (‘ein gewaltiger Zuslrom’) to the Catholic
Church in Germany.” Such a statement, if al­
lowed to pass unchallenged, might create a
wholly false impression. A German ultra­
montane paper claims that every year from seven
to eight thousand persons within the Reich
pass into the Church of Rome from other com­
munions. “Let us go to the facts,” says Dr.
Schneider, whose article may be read in full
in “Das Evangelische Deutschland” of April 30.
“In the years 1923, 1924 and 1925 respectively,
7,245, 6,955 and 6,938 German Protestants went
over to the Church of Rome. These figures
are based on the official report of the Catholic
central office for church statistics in
Cologne. In the same years 9,547, 10,880 and
13,591 Catholics passed into the Evangelical
Church. These figures are given according to
the officially confirmed declaration by the bureau
for church statistics of the German Evangelical
Church Alliance. Both lists represent the in-
duditably existing facts. The number of Pro­
testants who are joining the Church of Rome
is actually declining, in spite of the Winfried
League and the ultramontane boastings. The
number of Catholics who change to Protestant­
ism is steadily growing, and the last year’s re­
port (1925) shows a striking increase, from
1(1,880 to 13,591. Including the affiliated
churches of Memel, Danzig, Posen, etc., which
belong to the old Prussian State church, the
figures are 13,996, in round numbers 14,000.”
The converts to Romanism last year were less
than half that number. It is remarkable that
in both the Rhineland and Westphalia the move­
ment from Rome to the Protestant side has
noticeably increased. Baden is the one province
where the proportion of advance is still slightly
on Hie side of Rome. The figures of 1925 for
Bavaria suggest that Rome is losing her hold on
one of the most loyal of her ancient dominions.
—“British Weekly.”

At a meeting of the Victoria Institute, I On«ln.

a paper by President Melvin Grove Kvle 1 | ’
of Xenia Theological Seminary, U.S.A wa*s r |
on “Ancient Sodom in the Light of Modem
Science. I he paper described a recent expedi
tion, headed by the lecturer himself, and sought
to give evidence, scientific and conclusive, thl
the civilisation described in holy writ as‘hav­
ing obtained in the plain by the Dead Sea in
the days of Abraham and Lot was a reality of
history in early Canaanite times. The Biblical
story was shown to relate to the divine side
of a judicial event of outstanding significance:
while the investigations of geologists, archeolo­
gists, and others suppy details of the same oc­
currence from the standpoint of human ex­
perience.

The lecture was deeply interesting, says the
“Christian,” as may be inferred from the con­
cluding paragraphs, as follow:—

“The civilisation of the days , of Abraham,
which the Bible represents to have been on the
plain at that time, is found to have been actually
there, and the absence of any trace of civilisa­
tion from that period down to 600 A.D. is in
exact accord with the silence of biblical history
concerning this plain from the destruction of
the city to the end of the history. The natural
conditions of life on the plain also, as described
in the account in Genesis, are exactly confirmed
to-day—‘like the garden of the Lord before tlu
Lord destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah.’

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A GREAT MISSIONARY ON MISSIONS:
At the annual meeting of the London Mis­

sionary Society in Queen's Hall. London. Dr.
Donald b'raser (described as “the first of living
missionary orators”) referred to the inestimable
debt which the whole world owes to the Lon-
dun Missionary Society. “I acknowledge my
own debt.” said Dr. Fraser, “for I remember
an evening in my father's church in the High­
lands, when an L.M.S. missionary from Polynesia
told of cannibhls and storms, and described
many romantic incidents of the missionary field.
I. as a remote listener, was thrilled with his
narrative, and 1 remember the place under the
gallery where I gave myself to God to be a
missionary of the church.”

Becalling his visit to South Africa he brought
cheering news about the Dutch Reformed Church.
It is rapidly becoming the most missionary
church in Christendom, - and last year raised
‘ASh.uiii) for the conversion of the heathen. Dr.
b'raser told a story of Dr. Moffat’s early days.
“As a young missionary he visited the house
of a Dutch farmer, and was received with cour­
teous hospitality. After supper the farmer re­
quested him to conduct family worship. ‘Where
arc the Hottentot servants?' asked the mission­
ary. The farmer scornfully said, ‘Call in the
baboons, call in the dogs, lhat they may wor­
ship.' Moffal quietly read the passage in the
Gospels about tile dogs which eat the crumbs
that fall from I heir master's table. When he
had finished reading the old farmer rose to his
feet and said. ‘.Sir. with a hard hammer you
have broken a hard heart. Let the Hottentots
come in."’ Weighty words were spoken by Dr.
Fraser on the native question. All the best
opinion in South Africa, he told us. condemns
the Color Bar Act. Speaning of individual
work for missions Dr. Fraser told of a friend
of his own who had built a cottage at the top of
Loch Striven in Argyllshire. “He was surprised
that the cottage came to be known as the ‘Light­
house' in the district. One evening, in his
little motor-boat, he was coming up the loch
when he saw in the distance a clear light shin­
ing. Not till he reached the top did he under­
stand that this was the light in his own kitchen.
which threw its beam over the whole dark
bosom of the loch, and guided sailors on their
way.”
