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The 66 Unity of the Brethren : A Notable Anniversary.

SATURDAY of this week is a notable
anniversary day. August 13, 1727,
is the date usually assigned to the
foundation of the “Unity of the

Brethren" (Unitas Fratrum), better
known as the Moravian Brotherhood, who
as leaders in missionary work have set an
example to all Christians.

The real beginnings of the movement are
found a century before the Reformation,
and take us back to the work of John Uns
and Jerome of Prague, the two martyrs
who at Constance in 1415 suffered death
for their faith. The Bohemian Brethren
originated in 1467 amongst men who
mourned the loss of their great leader Hus.
The founder was Peter of Chclczicky. a
man of faith and piety. He was a noble­
man who in obedience to what he believed
to be the requirements of the gospel gave
up his rank and tried to live after the apos­
tolic example. In the sixteenth century the
Bohemian Brethren were influenced by the
work of Luther and Calvin. Early in
the seventeenth century they suffered
greatly.

A hundred years later a small band was
led by Christian David into Moravia and
came to Berthelsdorf, the estate of a young
nobleman Count' Zinzendorf, who gave
them permission to settle on his land, near
the Ilutbcrg or Watchhill. There they
Were exhorted to “stand upon the watch
°f the Lord.” Thus they received the
name of “Hernhutters.'1 Zinzendorf him­
self assisted in the organisation of the set-
‘lentent, which gradually strengthened, For
a time the Society was connected with the
Lutheran Church, but a separation came,
and August 13, 1727, is kept as "the spirit­
ual birthday of the renewed church.

1 he most famous member of the I nitas
‘'fatrum was Count Zinzendorf himselt.
'y’o became Bishop. The story of his

is remarkable. His grandfather was
an Austrian noble who had given up his
estates for the Lord's sake. His grand­

mother and aunt were godly women to
whose holy training the subsequent devoted
life of Zinzendorf was due. His was a case
of extraordinary and even precocious spirit­
ual development. We arc told that as a boy
of four years he formally covenanted with
bis Saviour. “Be thou mine, and I will be
thine." When but ten years of age (as a
pupil of the great and good Francke at
Halle), be formed prayer circles amongst
bis fellow scholars, and established the
"Order of the Grain of Mustard Seed,”
the members of which were pledged to sow
the seed of the Kingdom in other hearts.
Xo wonder that under his leadership the
community of which he was bishop, and
later for twenty-three years (till his death
in 1760) “advocate,” was enthusiastic in
missionary service.
Extraordinary missionary zeal.

The 109th annual report of the London
Association in Aid of Moravian Missions
was presented recently at the annual meet­
ing. It indicated that "the spiritual out­
look is most encouraging in the various
spheres of Moravian missionary activity.
With rigid adherence to the teaching of
the Bible as the inspired Word of God
and in simple dependence upon the work­
ing of the Holy Spirit the missionaries
have been used of God to the gathering of
souls into his Kingdom."

The report further stated that with over
300 mission stations in all to be maintained,
there is a total annual expenditure of some­
thing over £100.000—of which two-thirds
is raised on the field. About one in 60
members of the Moravian church are serv­
ing as missionaries, as compared with one
in 5,000 amongst Protestant churches gen­
erally. The Moravian community on the
mission field numbers about three times as
many as the church at the home base.

The "Christian World" refers to the
“national debt” of the churches to the little
Moravian church: “All the Christian
churches in Great Britain—in the whole
world, indeed—owe a debt of honor to the
little Moravian church. In so far as they
are missionary churches they are walking
in the paths hewn through the jungle of
heathenism by the Moravian pioneers. The
Moravians were the first modern mission­
aries. For their pioneering and their in­
spiring (or shaming?) example, the whole
Christian church owes them a debt. In
this age of expensive publicity the quiet
spadework of the Moravians in their lonely
stations has tended to be overlooked. Money
has not come in at a rate sufficient to main­
tain a work that is always growing by rea­
son of its urgency and success."

It has to be allowed that there were ex­
travagances amongst the Moravians. It
may be agreed that their work has not been
well balanced. The home base was not
strengthened sufficiently for the mainten­
ance of the work abroad: hence some re­
cent retirements were necessary, and hence
also in part the present financial stress. But
■nevertheless the words quoted from the
"Christian World" are true, and consider­
ation of the efforts of this small br.-ther-
hood should shame us if ever we dare to
plead our poverty as an excuse for relaxed
effort, or boast in the comparatively small
work we have done in foreign lands or the
amount of sacrifice we make for the exten­
sion of the Kingdom.
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>11 oravian principles.
Dr. A. T. Pierson summed up under three

headings the leading features of the "fore­
most missionary church.”

First, there was its evangelistic basis. It
holds itself "in debt to a lost world and in
trust with the gospel.” We might well
ask, Can any community of Christians do
less than this? But we shall scarcely find
any communion which compares with the
Moravian Brotherhood in the manner in
which it demonstrates the sincerity of its
faith. The members live frugal lives and
work' together for the common good of the
Brotherhood and the redemption of the
race. Pierson says that with them "any
church destitute of the spirit of missions
is considered dead, and every disciple with­
out service an apostate.”

The second feature is the law of prefer­
ence. The hardest and neediest fields were
looked upon as having first claim. How
this rebukes not merely the apathy of pro­
fessed Christians who feel not at all the
call of the Christless peoples, but also the
careful selection of congenial fields on the
part of preachers. To quote the “Chris­
tian World” again: “In 1732 two young
men went forth from this devoted church,
and made their way on foot across the
Continent of Europe with only about 187-
in their pockets, in order to take the mes­
sage of salvation to the poor down-trodden
slaves of the West Indies, they themselves
being ready to become slaves if, by so do­
ing, they might the better fulfil their mis­
sion. In this spirit the Moravians have
continued. By choice they select the hard­
est and loneliest corners of the foreign field
—Greenland. N.W. America, Surinam,
Labrador, Little Tibet, Alaska, and so on.
They were the first medical missionaries,
and the first to minister to the leper.” The
Anglican vicar of Blackheath, England,
paid a deserved tribute to the Brotherhood
when he said that the missionary activities
of no other church can compare with those
of the Moravian church. Moravian mis­
sionary work was remarkable for its
thoroughness, its comprehensiveness, its
spirit of self-sacrifice. No climate was
too noisome, no tribe too savage or de­
graded, no part of the world apparently too
fast closed to the gospel, for the Moravian
workers to undertake the task of evangelis­
ation.

There is, in the third place, the Moravian
ccal for divine approval to be considered.
“Worldly ambition,” wrote Dr. Pierson, "is
ruled out of the Moravian life. Evangelism,
not proselytism, is their principle. In­
crease of numbers is no object: and hence
there is no counting of converts or over­
looking of quality in quantity. Of denomi­
national growth they are not jealous, and
rather prefer not to extend their borders.”

A lust for numbers, and the measuring
of a' man's success by the counting of
heads, are things not unknown to most
communions. The Moravians may here
teach us all a needed lesson.

In their willingness to serve humbly and 
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unostentatiously, also, they set a worthy
example. Our Lord tried over and over
again to teach his followers that the way
to true greatness was that of lowly service.
The Moravians alone have a litany with

the petition:“From tlic unhappy desire of being great,
Good I.ord, deliver us!"

The Only One Supreme Revelation.
The suggestive and delightfully P05’11'^

phrase at the head of this article was taken
from that somewhat recent and entir y
readable book “Adventures and Confes­
sions" by William Lyon Phelps, Lampson
Professor of English Literature at Yale.
The book deals with some of the most vital
questions of existence, such as "Salvation,
"Sin,” “Death,” "Life,” “Truth,” “Women
“Judgment," “Science"—“questions which
involve the eternal verities.”

I found myself especially delighted with
the chapter on science, in which the author
deals with the old supposed conflict be­
tween it and religion, and especially with
the slant of mind that finds science always
right and religion wrong. He raps those
preachers who find everything good and
fresh in science and nothing but what is
antiquated and out of joint in the gospel.
Arrogance is as repulsive in a scientist as it
is in a minister of the gospel.” "The for­
mer should have that unaffected humility
accompanying the little known and the vast
unknown,” and "The latter's daily realisa­
tion of the disparity between him and his
Master should annihilate pride.” Dr. Phelps
rightly shames two types of minister: the
one who “when he thinks of the very word,
science, sees red,” and “imagines that
science is the Antichrist"; and the other,
who seems so anxious to placate scientists

that they adopt what is almost a fawning
attitude.” Of the last mentioned type, he
says. 1 hey arc in this bad shepherds de­
serting their flocks. I have read state­
ments by ministers that the best revelation
of God is in science. But to the loyal
Christian there is only one supreme revela­
tion.

This quick-minded, forthspeaking pro­
fessor finds many things to regret in church

It is not science,
hut rcligi011 that can claim the noble army of
martyrs. If the love of truth is evidenced by
t|u. willingness to die for it, it is religion and
not science that can show the honor roll.

The observation that “scientific people
and religious people should unite in the en­
deavor to follow and to discover truth, in
the endeavor to alleviate human suffering,
in the endeavor to destroy superstition—
whether in the quackery of religion or the
quackery of science will evoke a strong
Amen from all intelligent Christians. Every­
thing that adds a ray of light or a grain of
truth should he heartily accepted—as in
fact it largely is, but one should never for­
get the distinction between the progress of
science and the progress of religion which
is set forth in the following luminous para­
graph :

There is this distinction between the modern
advance of scientific thought and the modern ad­
vance of religious thought. Scientific men are
quite rightly endeavoring to discover new facts,
in other words to go steadily forward; whereas
the best advance in Christian thought—that
which is now clearly observable—is going back­
ward; going back through the long ages of ac­
cumulated error about Jesus, to Jesus himself.
Science must go forward to find perfection, which
though it is in the future, will perhaps never be
found. But Christians are fortunate in having
perfection revealed once for all in the person
of Jesus Christ. We do not need a new religion
—we need to practise the one we have. Jesus
lived on earth nearly two thousand years ago;
in his ideas and teachings he is ten thousand
years ahead of this present time.

After reading this fine teaching by Prof.
Phelps, I find myself entirely in agreement
with his superb saying that “to the loyal
Christian there is only one supreme revela­
tion.” Of course and without doubt that
is the revelation written down in the New
Testament.—"Christian Evangelist.”

Religious Revival in Russia.
The Riga correspondent of the London

Pimes" has an interesting note on the re­
ligious situation in Russia. He wrote:—

"At a plenary sitting of the Committee
of the Communist Party in Moscow a
special report on the anti-religious situa­
tion in town and country was considered.

"The official spokesman, Barkanoff, stated
that the anti-religiolis organisations were
unquestionably suffering discomfiture and
a sort of religious revival had occurred
nntong the masses. Various kinds of re­
ligious organisations and sects had come
into being and their influence had penetrated
mto the factories and even into the barracks
of the Red Army. This revival was par­
ticularly apparent at Easter, when the
churches were flooded by a sea of light, and
artists from the Grand Theatre, Moscow,
sang in them.'

Barkanoff complained that the 29.000
members of the ‘Anti-God Society had
Proved to be unable to stem the religious
tide. This society must therefore be re­
alised and agitators specially trained on
a mass scale to meet the new menace,
Particular attention being devoted to pro­
paganda among women, children and
adolescents.”
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American Religious Beliefs.
I he newspapers have recently been fea­

turing the results of a poll taken in the
United States of America on “Religious
Belief in (a) college students, and (b)
newspaper readers. About 250,000 news­
paper readers answered the questions, and
36,000 students out of a total enrolment of
76,000 in one hundred universities and col­
leges ; and here are the official results:

Commenting on these figures Dr. Fitchett
in the “Southern Cross’’ writes: "These
figures are solid and final. There are no
‘cranks’ among the voters. And if the

ratio of voting is extended through the
whole 140,000,000 people of the United
States, what an overwhelming mass of sane
opinion is on the side of the Christian faith,
and against atheism! If the figures were
transposed—if, that is, in the United States
there were 90 atheists against, say, every 3
who hold the Christian faith—and the same
ratios obtained under every sky—the world
would be one vast lunatic asylum. Who
would wish to live in it? That is the final
logic against atheism.’’

There has recently been a strong attempt
on the part of a small minority in the
United States to establish a virulent type
of atheism. The campaign is being car­
ried out in a most objectionable manner.
Some may be carried away by the loud-
voiced and confident assertions of the “As­
sociation for the Advancement of Atheism.’’
The vote referred to above should prove en­
lightening to many people, and also cheer­
ing to Christian people.

A Movement Towards Unity.
As many of our readers know, there have

been in Auckland, N.Z., congregations of
Christians agreeing in fundamental doc­
trines, ordinances and polity, who yet have
not been affiliated in service. The “New
Zealand Christian” of July 18, 1927, re­
ports that at the last provincial conference
at Auckland, on the motion of Bro. E. A.
Perkins, a committee was set up to con­
sider the question of union with West-st.
Church of Christ. This committee decided
to send a delegation to Conference to be
held at West-st. church on June 3.

The meeting of representatives of the
Associated Churches of Christ and of the
Churches of the New Zealand Evangelistic
and Publication Association proved to be a
most happy one. A cordial spirit was
manifest throughout.

There was complete unanimity in the
carrying of the following resolutions:—
"That this meeting of 12 brethren repre­

senting the Associated Churches of
Christ, and 12 representing the New Zea­
land Evangelistic and Publication Associ­
ation of Churches of Christ has felt much
moved by the happy spirit of Christian
fellowship manifest in the gathering. We
express as the unanimous and considered 

thought of the meeting that a closer co­
operation of fellowship of the two bodies
is both desirable and practicable, and that
every endeavor should be made to fur­
ther this end."

“That it be a recommendation from this
meeting to the respective Associations.
as a first suggestion to the attainment of
this objective, that an interchange of
speakers be arranged for the morning
Fellowship Meeting, this to apply for
the time being to the four churches in
Auckland."

"That in other ways and on suitable occa­
sions we seek opportunity to increase the
basis of co-operative effort."

"That where there are small churches es­
tablished. both bodies exchange lists of
their members in the district and advise
such to support the church, in their
locality, of whichever order.”

“That further approach be left for the time
being, but that a sympathetic exchange
of views be encouraged at all times "
The feeling of the meeting upon the ac­

ceptance of these resolution- ua- one ot
thankfulne-s that such rich fellowship had
been possible in reaching after the mutual
objective of the two Associations.
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THE NEW SINAI INSCRIPTIONS.
The press has announced that the expedition

of Professor Kirsopp Lake under the auspices
of Harvard and the University of Michigan has
succeeded in making important discoveries on
the Sinaitic Peninsula. It is announced that
certain of the inscriptions in that locality which
have hitherto been puzzling to archaeologists
have been deciphered, although the details are
still too indefinite to base any specific conclu­
sions upon them. The language of the Sinai
inscriptions appears to have been a half Semitic,
half Egyptian dialect which disappeared thou­
sands of years ago. Some authorities think
that Mdses wrote in this language. Professor
Lake, in a cablegram to the “Boston Herald," is
reported as having announced the finding of
new fragments of the Sinai inscriptions, with
the inference that steps have been taken toward
deciphering them.

This appears to be the era of great archaeo­
logical discoveries. The most important com­
mentaries on the Bible are now being written
by the spade. Thus far their results have con­
firmed to a very remarkable degree the historical
accuracy of the Scripture narrative.—Prof.

BAPTIST MISSIONS IN CHINA.
The Baptist Missionary Society (England) has

issued an official statement regarding its work
in China, in which they slate that all the mem­
bers of their staff have now been withdrawn
from inland stations to the coast under Consular
advice, with the exception of Dr. B. C. Broomhall
(of Mildmay Park, London) and Mr. Edward
Phillips, who have felt it their duty to accept
the personal risk’ of staying at Sianfu, Shensi, at
the strong request of General Feng. Some mis­
sionaries may be transferred temporarily to
other work in India or Ceylon, and others as
far as possible will come home on furlough.
There is little likelihood, however, that there
will be a decrease in expenditure, for the allow­
ances of the 128 European workers must be made
as usual, and arrangements have been made that
as far as possible the Chinese staff shall carry
on the normal activities of the Mission, in­
cluding school and hospital work, and last year’s
expenses of £44,697 are likely not only to be
maintained but increased by about £3,000 owing
to the added cost of living at inland stations,
and the heavy charges for travelling to the coast,
furloughs and transfers. There is, however, no
suggestion of abandoning the work in China, and
the missionaries hope to return at the earliest
possible moment.—“Christian World.”
HOW THE BIBLE SELLS IN CHINA.

“Our confidence rests in the assurance that
the many millions of gospels circulated and
read in that land cannot be fruitless. In view
of all the circumstances, the number of books
purchased by the Chinese during 192G is very
remarkable,” says the annual report of the British
and Foreign Bible Society.

“No fewer than 4,142,000 copies were cir­
culated-only 119.000 fewer than in the ‘record’
year of 1925. That there was this small de­
cline is no proof that the Chinese do not desire
the Scriptures. Civil war has rent the nation;
hordes of ruthless bandits have plagued the
long-suffering people. hi many districts it has
been impossible for our colporteurs to travel.

“Two of them were killed in Honan; many
suffered assault; some were cast into prison.
The great majority of the men have carried on
their work faithfully and courageously. Al­
most everywhere they met people who eagerly
purchased the Scriptures. In some places men
(probably in foreign pay) shouted, ‘Down with
the Bible!’

BRITISH RULE IN PALESTINE.
Professor Flinders Petrie made the statement

at University College, London, recently, that

Lord Hugh Cecil, M.P., addressed a large con­
gregation in St. Ann’s Church, Manchester, re­
cently, on the revised Prayer Book. Dealing
with objections urged against “proposed changes
which were supposed to involve questions of
doctrine,” he said: “The introduction of a
prayer for the faithful dead was objected to be­
cause it was said that in Scripture they had no
direction to pray for the dead. But as a mat­
ter of fact they did several things already which
were not based on things directly enjoined by
Scripture, but which, as they believed, were con­
gruous with Scripture. For instance, tliere^was
the practice not only to baptise young people,
but that of infant baptism, which was nowhere
authorised in the New Testament. What was
necessary was that they must be congruous wi
Scripture, and this, he thought, might truly
said about the prayer for the departed.

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A Christian Unity Movement.
ITS PROPOSALS.

Will Beiler.

Is there a real need for such a movement as
the one with which we stand identified? If
not, we have no right to exist. But the ques­
tion must most assuredly be answered in the
affirmative. A divided church contrary to the
teaching of the New Testament; the prayer of
.Jesus still unanswered; the condition of the
world, unbelieving; and the desire of many
good God-fearing people to have unity: surely
these arc most cogent reasons for the existence
of a Christian unity movement.

But have we any proposals? Why do we
exist? What is our objective? We should
not drift along aimlessly, adding another to the
already too many sects or denominations. Think
of what has been done. Our fathers pleaded
earnestly and zealously for the union of all
Christians, exalting Christ above party or creed,
building churches on undenominational lines,
and pointing sinners to Jesus Christ in a New
Testament way. How they labored, and we
have entered into their labors.

The movement has been God-honoring, and
divinely blessed. No religious body should
have proposals out of harmony with divine
truth. That body adhering most nearly to the
teachings of Christ and his apostles will surely
receive the greatest blessings from him.
The position as it is.

This presents to us “a divided church.” The
fact no one will deny. Many good people will
still put “their denomination” first. Others
will say there is a spiritual unity amongst the
churches. Some will say you should see the
“matters of agreement” amongst the churches,
and not worry about the matters of disagree­
ment, which arc not important. But surely no
one will argue, in spite of all the above state­
ments, that the church is absolutely united ac­
cording to the plan and purpose of her divine
Head and Founder.

The primary cause of this division has been
the setting up of human authority alongside of
°r in place of the divine, men forgetting that
“the Father of Glory hath put all things under
his feet, and made him (Christ) to be head
over all things to the church.”

The result of such division has been that God
has been dishonored; there has been disloyalty
to Christ and conflict with the Bible; the church
has been weakened and the world confused.

Did Jesus, anil does Jesus, expect this prayer
to be answered? Surely he does. This prayer
has been called a pathway. It certainly is.
It leads to unity and to world evangelisation;
but these results can never be obtained till men
come to copy the pattern of Christ and come to
know only his will, speak only his word, and do
only his work. But there arc
Efiorts at realisation of the prayer.

The plans presented may be summarised.
There is the episcopal or reunion plan which
recognises the authority of the Old and New
Testament, the creeds, apostles (so-called),
Nicene, etc., and the historic episcopate. It is
true, great concessions have been made by those
proposing this plan during the past twenty
years; but the plan falls short, for it has in it
the clement of human authority.

There is the compromise plan, each conceding
something so as to determine on a working
basis for all the various bodies concerned, feder-

ating into one union, but not necessarily having
organic unity. This does not fit in with our
Lord’s prayer.

Then there is the unqualified-surrender plan
that rejects all human names and human creeds
and human authority, accepting only the plan
revealed in the New Testament.

This last is our proposal. It is in reality
a plea for restoration. It stands for the divine
name, the divine creed, the divinely-given or­
dinances, the divine book of authority, the
divine order of government, the divine life and
its fruits and the divine headship of Christ. The
church is Christ’s. He called it my church. He
loved it and died for it. Il is to be cleansed
and presented to him without spot or wrinkle
or any such thing; united as at the beginning
when it came pure and fresh from the hand of
the crucified, risen and exalted Christ.

If this is our proposal.
What remains to be done?

And what shall we say as a brotherhood wc
will do.

1. Wc will preach the New Testament truth.
Yes, and with conviction, but in love and in
the’spirit of unity. Alexander Campbell once
declared, “Neither truth alone nor union alone
is sufficient to subdue the unbelieving nations,
but truth and union combined are omnipotent.
for God is in them and with them, and has con­
secrated and blessed them for this very pur­
pose.” This truth must be preached by the 
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individual church, by the State-organised ef­
forts, by our federal agencies—in town and
country, and in our Federal Capital city.

2. We will persist in the presentation of the
New Testament basis for Christian unity. The
divine Master who lovingly longed for union
would not leave it to human minds to for­
mulate a basis for its accomplishment. Amidst
the tumult of voices clamoring to be heard,
there re-echoes in our ears the clarion tones
of the inspired message, aiming at and seeking
that unity of peace which brings in its train
untold spiritual blessings—the divine plan, given
in Ephesians -1, of the one Body, the one Spirit,
the one Hope, the one Lord, the one Faith, the
one Baptism, and the one God and Father over
all. Let us declare the basis as earnestly as
we plead for unity, for no real, lasting union
could be effected that is not based on the
divine foundation. Our plea is not only for
“Christian union,” but also for how to get it.
Let us never shun to declare the whole counsel
of God, and he will surely honor and bless us.

3. We will proclaim the New Testament terms
of pardon. And we will not slacken in it. We
must not lose our evangelistic zeal, or we shall
soon stagnate, and be slow in our progress. What
glorious conquests have been won in our evan­
gelistic campaigns when with no uncertain voice
the New Testament terms of pardon have been
clearly and earnestly presented. This is not a
time for lowering the standard. We must
earnestly and lovingly call men to repentance, to
faith in the Son of God, to open surrender and
confession of him, and to happy obedience in
baptism, and an entrance upon that life, the
new life, that knows what it is to walk with
him. It is the message that challenges the
mind, the heart and the will, and brings forth
a wonderful response. Let us all be one that
all may be won.

4. We will portray the New Testament kind of
a Christian life. Union with Christ stands for
fruit in the life. The measure of the Spirit’s
indwelling determines the ministry of a fruit­
bearing life.

To this ministry we are all called, and in it
we are all wanted. For

“In the service of the King are wanted
Men of faith and fire.
With a zeal that will not tire,
With a heart that’s all aglow.
To the world the Christ to show’.
Come now, say, ‘My life I bring
For the service of the King.*”

Can we take this land for Christ? “Some­
body said it couldn’t be done.” But it can if
we all will.

Let me conclude with a message from Alexan­
der Campbell, one of the great leaders of this
Christian unity movement, for I could not bet­
ter sum up our proposals than in a quotation
from his writings. “Let the Bible be substituted
for all human creeds, facts for definitions, things
for words, faith for speculation, unity of faith
for unity of opinion, positive commandments
of God fur human legislation and tradition,
piety for ceremony, morality for partisan zeal.
the practice of religion for the profession of it.
and it is done.”

OUR MR. McGEE.
Perhaps it is the red roof of our house which

attracts them. Perhaps it is the opulent look
of the purple wistaria over the porch. Perhaps
it is the yellow of the curtains of my study.
But the fact is, our door bell is always ringing.
And one finds in one’s house the most unex­
pected people. In England it is possible to
tell at a glance that a man is selling kettle­
holders. or that the lady in grey suede boots
with glass buttons has concealed in her little
bag samples of hair lotion. But not in America.
In America gentlemen with smart bow ties,
which not even the cleverest could know to be
fixed with a snapper, ring the front door bell.
They ask in a commanding tone for one by name,
and present a card on which is neatly printed:
“Mr. Chester K. Homer.” Ladies with hair
neatly capped in nets step quickly into the hall
and enquire for Happy by the name I helped
the English law’ to give her. And there you
are! They sit affably in Happy’s golden parlor;
and there one finds them with a vacuum cleaner
unpacked before your eyes, or soaps spread upon
the table, and nearly always it is impossible to
stop them saying their piece. The cold haughty
fury with which one can cow the English seller
of perfume is merely a chance for an American
visitor to practise rule 8 in his book on “How
to get the right reaction from unvitalised cus­
tomers.”

All this is a necessary introduction to the real
story. For there arc two rings each day—at
nine and three—which are like the bells of hea­
ven to us. At nine and three Mr. McGee comes.
Mr. McGee wears a grey-blue uniform. Over
his shoulder he carries a gigantic bag. Mr.
McGee is rather short and very firm in his walk.
I think he is over sixty years old. and the
winds and burning sun. the snow and the cold
rain, have made his face tanned, and life in the
open air has made his eyes a bright, peculiarly
delightful blue.

Mr. McGee is the postman. No matter how
deep the snow and how silent the old, old lane
on which wc live, Mr. McGee comes. No matter
how sudden lightning darts from the sky, Mr.
McGee braves it. No matter how hot the blaz­
ing day. Mr. McGee walks under the trees,
through the fields of buttercups, down the shrub­
bery, and up the steps to our door.

But that is not all. Mr. McGee is no ordinary
postman. He knows by the look of the letters
whether or not they are welcome. For us he
puts the letters with English stamps on the lop
of the pile—nice, big. bulky letters full of news.
And his blue eyes twinkle, and he says when we
rush out: “Six good ones to-day; two bills, and
a considerable amount of odds and ends.”

JOHN THE BELOVED.
(John 21: 20.)

F. J. Sivyer, B.A.
In sacred art John the apostle is generally por­

trayed as having a soft, feminine, sentimental
countenance, with none of those wrinkles and
care-lines that betray conflict and intensity of
purpose. Such a fancy is not supported by the
facts of his life. His epistles certainly breathe
a spirit of love and tenderness, but they wcrc
written after the struggle was over—“in calm
of mind, all passion spent.”

Vehement and Ambitious.
During the first years of his discipleship John

was more of an untamed lion than a docile lamb.
It was plain fact and not fancy that led Jesus
to give that mysterious name, “Boanerges,” to
the sons of Zebedce. Evidently there slumbered
in their nature volcanic forces which when
aroused led to violent tumult and disaster. The
man who wanted to call down fire from heaven
and consume those who slighted his Master was
not soft and sentimental. Neither was John
in his early discipleship free from self-seeking
ambition. Back of Salome’s very motherly re­
quest was the pride and vaulting ambition of her
aspiring sons. They were loyal enough to want
to be by Christ’s side, but were human enough
to wish to have the pre-eminence.

Insight and Discretion.
Notwithstanding his passionate and ambitious

nature John was a man of deep insight. We
get many glimpses of this in the Gospel he
wrote. For example, his story of how he came
to believe that Christ had risen runs something
like this: He came; he saw; he believed. What
he saw in the empty tomb were the linen gar­
ments and the neatly-folded head-’cloth, and
for him there was only one possible explana­
tion: Jesus had risen! Latcr, in the dim dawn
on Galilee’s lake, when the disciples were hailed
by a voice from the beach, John recognised
Jesus before the rest of the disciples. His in­
sight gave him a perception and an understand­
ing that the others lacked.

That John was a man of discretion is indicated
by the fact that Jesus reposed such confidence
in him. It was to John, and not to the fore­
most disciple, that Jesus disclosed the name of
the betrayer (John 13: 24-2G). Had Peter been
told, he would, most likely, have indignantly ex­
posed the traitor and the conununion at the
table would have been marred. We remember,
also, that race to the tomb. John got there first,
but discretion and decency held him back, while
tjic boisterous Peter rushed within. Doubtless
it was because of these qualities of insight and
discretion that Jesus made John his chief con­
fidant.

The Apostle of Love.
Whatever shortcomings we notice in the early

days of John’s discipleship, we forget them in
tbe tenderness and beauty of his maturer years.

No greater honor could come to John than
*br Jesus in his dying moments to commit to
that disciple the keeping of his mother. It was
indicative not only of John’s insight and dis­
cretion, but also of the growing tide of love
which was to permeate his whole being.

YOUTH FOR CHRIST.
Jesse M. Bader.

Sometimes the question conies, How old should
a hoi* or girl be before he or she becomes a
Christian? It is not a question of age any
more than it is a question of weight or height.
It is a question of knowledge, faith, love, home
training and Bible School instruction. Some
boys and girls are ready at the age of 10-12, and
many others before 14. If a boy or girl comes
to the age of 1G in our Christian homes and
Bible Schools, and has not made the decision
for Christ, someone has blundered somewhere.
The blame may be on the part of the pastor,
parents, superintendent, teacher or friend. It
is as natural for youth to turn to Christ when
rightly taught as it is for a rose to turn its
face to the sun. The unnatural thing would
be that they should refuse Christ when rightly
taught.

Every effort should be made regarding the
evangelism of our youth. Decision days care­
fully planned and observed will yield surprising
results. Decision days mean a chance for a
choice. Give youth a chance. A class held
once or twice each week with those among the
junior and intermediate children who ought to
be members of the church, will yield surprising
results also.

Youth time is decision lime. Win youth while
it is youth. Nicodemus said to Jesus on one
occasion, “How can a man be born again when
he is old?” Jesus did not say a man could not
be born again when he became old, but our ob­
servations and experiences both teach us that
very few, comparatively, are born again after
they do become old. Mr. Athcarn tells us that
if youth has not been won for Christ by the
age of 21, the chances are 3 to 1 that they never
will be won any time anywhere. Youth time
is decision time.—“Joyful Tidings.”

THE TEACHER SUPPLY PROBLEM.
“We have teachers on the waiting list,” said

a superintendent in a conference not long ago.
Occasionally one hears of a school where such
is the case, but in most of our schools the tea­
cher supply problem is an ever-present reality.

How is a superintendent to meet this difficult
situation? What can be done to give immedi­
ate relief, and how can the cause be permanently
removed?

There are a few simple rules that will help.
They may not all be of service to you, but
among them you may find one or two that will
help you out of your difficulty.

1. The teacher can help by notifying the super­
intendent of his department or school of his
intended absence in time to permit the securing 

of a substitute. Ordinary’ courtesy demands
this. The sacredness of a teacher’s calling war­
rants it.

2. Emergency or last minute absences on the
part of the teacher should be offset by an en­
deavor to supply teachers who will regularly
prepare to substitute for a particular class or
classes.

3. Among intermediate and .senior classes it
will be well to develop any latent talent for
leadership by frequently arranging for some
member of the class to lead in certain phases
of the lesson. At times it may be possible for
these young people to take the place of the re­
gular teacher should he be obliged to be absent.

4. The superintendent should ever be on the
alert to secure new teachers. Keep your eye
on the new members who come into the church
and school, for from these you may secure ex­
cellent recruits.

5. Arrange to have the need of teachers in the
Bible School put squarely before the church as
a whole. The school is the church at work
teaching the Scriptures, and she should be pre­
pared to stand behind the work in every pos­
sible way.

(». Organise a teacher training class and enrol
in it a select group of young people in their late
teens and early twenties, and see that they
receive a full and adequate training for the
work of teaching.

7. Plan to be represented at all conventions,
schools of methods and workers* conferences
where your present and prospective staff of tea­
chers will receive helpful suggestions from other
Bible School workers.

THE WORKERS’ LIBRARY.
A workers* library is a valuable asset to any

school, and should be made of practical value
to the workers.

There was never a time in the history of the
Bible School when so many excellent books were
available for every department in the school.
The best methods, tried out in the laboratory of
experience, are now in book form, and no worker
is doing full justice to his work until he has
made himself familiar with the best in religious
educational literature. The workers* library
should aim to bring many of the best books with­
in the reach of the Bible School worker.

Such a library can be built up gradually. It
is not necessary to wait until a large number
of books arc available. The library can be
started with half a dozen books, even less than
this. The important thing is to get started, ami
to keep in circulation such books as the library
provides, though they are but few.

Space does not permit us to outline a list of
books suitable for a workers’ library, but such
information will be gladly supplied by the one
who conducts this page, or by the Secretary of
the Bible School Department in your State. The
work of the Bible School deserves the best that
can be put into it, and a few good books for
the teachers will help them to render happier
and fuller service.

GOODS FOR INDIA.
Bro. and Sister T. Escott and Edgar are re­

turning to India by the “Narkunda.” All boxes
for the field will be dispatched by the same
boat, but no parcels can be taken by our work­
ers personally. Goods must be forwarded
direct to the State F.M. secretaries, whose names
and addresses appeared in July 21 issue of the
“Christian.” Each parcel, including private
gifts for missionaries, must contain a complete
list of contents with lowest wholesale value;
this is absolutely necessary for customs pur­
poses. As it is now necessary to separate and
classify all goods, each article should be labelled
with name of sending church or society.

Scrap-books, old cards, and old toys and
heavily-padded quilts should not be sent, but
ordinary weight patch and rug quilts are very
acceptable. Duty on confectionery, toys and
milk is 30 per cent., and on cotton goods, hard­
ware. etcM only 15 per cent. Parcels marked
“Indian Goods,” must reach the Queensland,
New South Wales and Tasmanian secretaries by
Oct. 1; the Victorian secretary, c/o Austral Pub­
lishing Go., 530 Elizabelh-st., Melbourne, by Oct.
6: South Australian secretary, Oct. 11. and West
Australian secretary, Oct. 18. Goods sent by
our returning workers will arrive in ample time
for distribution at Christmas. Last year 28
cases were sunt from all Status. It is hoped
that an equally large consignment will be sent
this year.

“GIVING UNTIL IT HURTS.”
An interesting letter 1ms been received from

Bro. John Thompson in regard to the Kanaka
brethren in Queensland, and their giving out
of their poverty. .

“I am sending our F.M. offering to you. I his
is from the Kanaka church here. We do not
average more Ilian seven, for there are only nine
all told who are Christians. Some of them arc
not able to work for a living, and there is no
old-age pension for the poor old Kanaka. All I
can get for them is the indigent allowance of
live shillings a week on a doctor’s certificate that
they are unable to work for a living. Enclosed
please find money order for £10. This brings
our offering, since I sent you £7 in August, 1924,
up to EGO sent to the F.M. Committee for work
in the Islands.

“I am still able to go out on the Lord’s day
to the meetings in the morning for the breaking
of bread, and for a gospel meeting in the after­
noon. Owing to bronchial trouble I cannot go
out al night, especially in the winter time.
Rheumatics prevent me from travelling about
without I ride; only for having a pony I could
not get about. Once I am in the saddle I can
ride. I have been so bad that I could not get
on the pony. Getting on and off is the trouble.

“In looking over dales I find yesterday was
the fortieth anniversary of the baptism of my
first heathen converted Kanaka, August 27, 1887;
that was before there was any F.M. Committee'.
I had baptised some while people before that.
The Sunday the baptism took place two white
men, whom I had often spoken to and visited,
came to where the baptism of the Kanaka was
Io take place and asked to be baptised. That led
to the forming of the present Church of Christ
at Bundaberg, which is in such a flourishing
slate.”—J. Thompson.

THE KELLEMS—DE KLERK DEBATE.

Pr. Jesse R. Kellems writes from South Africa:
Great excitement lias been raging in this part

of the southern world over the debate which
was held last week in the Boksburg Town Hall.
The constant preaching of New Testament Chris­
tianity and the scores of defections from the
ranks of the Calvinistic brethren have caused
intense indignation in clerical circles, with the
result that finally the leaders of the forlorn
hope of Calvinism have been goaded to action.
Dr. De Klerk. B.A. (South Africa), D.I). (Free
University, Holland) has been going from Dutch
Reformed Church to Dutch Reformed Church
thundering against the false prophets who hail
from the land of the Stars and Stripes. For
weeks the long-suffering Dutch congregations
have been regaled with sermons on "Baptism”
in all its various phases. To make a long story
short a one-night debate was finally arranged in
the Boksburg Town Hall where the Thomas Mis­
sion is now in a great evangelistic campaign. The
announcement that the debate was to be held
brought a crowd to the beautiful new building
which packed it to the doors. People stood
around in the aisles, in the galleries, and even
sat on the floor. Twelve hundred eager, breath­
less Afrikanders were squeezed into the room
when promptly at 7 o’clock the fire works began.
As a proper psychological preparation for. the
debate, the author of this article baptised four
Dutch folk in the beautiful new baptistery which
has been installed on the stage. Nothing teaches
baptism quite so powerfully as a proper per­
formance of the act itself.

I shall not here attempt to repeat the doctor’s
arguments. They arc familiar to every Chris­
tian Only. Suflice it to say that he is a con­
firmed Calvinist. He has swallowed the most
virulent form of Calvinism, lock, stock and bar­
rel. The old threadbare position that the Spirit
makes infants holy by direct operation was
emphasised over and over again. Baptism in
the place of circumcision and baptism to remove
original sin: these were the positions which the
doctor fearlessly exhumed from the long-for­
gotten past. Their putrid remains were proudly
exposed to the gaze of this audience in the year
of our Lord. 1927. Can you believe it, brethren?
The whole Dutch Church is under this terrible
yoke. What a chance for our people to bring
them (he story of the New Testament!

One of the most interesting features of the
discussion was that it was bi-lingual, the doctor
speaking in Africaans and I in English. One
of the unfortunate difficulties of such a discus­
sion, however, was the fact that whenever the
doctor wanted to say something particularly
nasty about me, he did it in Africaans while I
sat smiling and blissfully ignorant of the fact
l,’at my hide was being skilfully removed and
salt being rubbed in. Of course the Dutch folk
are talking broadly about a great victory, while
Wc go on baptising their people. If wc can

a really great debate of a week or so. we will
capture this whole country. I have my doubts,
however, if they will try it again. The papers
''ere full of the proceedings and great good has
been done.
