1
do not say there may not be occasions
where controversy may be necessary. us
is not one of them. This is a conference on
Faith and Order. We are pledged to it i>y
our presence. Let us play true to our tryst.

What
a challenge to Christendom to set its own
bouse in order before it further infect the
Eastern world with sectarianism that robs
the gospel of its corporate power and gives
people a stone instead of bread! The
hundred missionary societies in China to­
day are as suicidal for Christianity as the
civil divisions are to her national peace and
prosperity.

Jesus Christ revealed by his life on earth
exactly what the unitv was between him­
self and his Father. It is not so mystical
as to he unintelligible to the simple-hearted.
We are not left as workmen without a pat­
tern for their task. The kind of oneness
exhibited by Christ with his Father on earth
is clear beyond dispute—a paternal and lilial
relationship, and a liberty reached through
absolute dependence consummated In
supreme sacrifice. If individuals and
groups were to practise the.-e two prin­
ciples. disunion would fade away like snow
before a summer sun. When all Christians
recognise God as Father and look on the
things of others as of brothers, the family
of God will be complete, a glorious church
without spot or wrinkle.

God calls man to unity—his ideal. Man
calls to God for unity—his need. There
are patches of unity already, it is true, in
an underlying loyalty to (. hri.-t. Hut not
enough to make Christianity effective as a
peace maker, a liberator, a universal power.
or to satisfy the mind of God.
"Impoverished rival groups.”

Some countries have a minimum of divi­
sion at home, especially where there is a
State church. But such countries add to
the rival denominations which split Christ
in the mission field, and Christianity con­
tradicts itself as a world religion. In other
countries, as in America, churches of every
sort and every name obtain. The evil
effect is most evident in rural districts
where the churchgoing population is divided
into impoverished rival groups without
moral and spiritual potency. '1 he Christian
religion is often degraded into a weak phil­
osophy. incompetent and futile. > me
churches claim exclusive possession oi the
truth as found in Chri-t and damn those
who find other interpretati >tis of In- life
ami teaching. The result i- that not lift)
per cent, of the population even profess to 
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be followers of Jesus Christ, many of them
because they are sadly perplexed and mysti­
fied by jangling claims and voices. Churches
which have no real reason for holding apart
still adhere to their shibboleths. Federative
effort continues where organic unity is the
only logical step. There is no one voice
coming with force from every pulpit in
every country, as there should be, on such
great fundamental questions as peace and
war, what constitutes Christian marriage,
the social claims of Christ, the supra­
national character of the church. The
Christ in one church often categorically
denies the Christ in a neighboring church. It
would be ludicrous were it not tragic. The
situation is suicidal, and we are here as a
solemn protest against it. We try to get
together in matters of practical import but
as often as not wc find ourselves thrown
back on our conception of Christ, the nature
of the church, God’s mode of governing his
church, the substance of the Gospel mes­
sage. Christology may not be slighted.
The value of theology must be admitted.
The history of Christianity must be studied,
if we are to get anywhere.

Were there no call to man from God to
unity, our need would none the less make
its high protest to God in heaven for unity.
But we would be hopeless and helpless in
the organised confusion to which we arc
party. It is God who takes the lead. His
will that they may all be one must eventually
be man’s will if to do God's will becomes the
passion of the human heart. When Chris­
tians accept Christ as supreme, they cannot
but walk as companions and friends. His
life as portrayed in the Gospels is his reli­
able teaching. His words as interpreted by
his life are final, and our duty to obey be­
comes our privilege, our joy. It is to en­
courage such faith in God made manifest
in the flesh that we are in conference. That
is the meaning of faith rather than a form
of sound words, however important they
may be. To quote the words of Zinzen-
dorf: “I have but one passion. It is he!
Only he!” Men like Sadhu Sundar Singh,
Mahatma Gandhi, and Stanley Jones arc­
helping us to realise this more and more. In
proportion as we rally around the living
Christ during these days shall we banish our
prejudices, enlighten our understanding,
and correct our mistakes.

No exclusive road to Christ.
Again, as to the means of establishing in­

timate relationship with Jesus Christ—for
that is our chief quest and goal, is it not?—
we dare not be exclusive in sacramental, in
mystical, or in intellectual inodes of ap­
proach. Christ's agile feet journey to the
hitman heart along many and diverse paths.
That he comes by these and innumerable
other routes who will deny?

After all it is not these central principles
that should give us great difficulty. Rather
is it that which lies at the circumference—
the government of the church, or order.
Personally I should be well content were 
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wc to let this last vexed subject lie for the
present. We cannot pretend that it is un­
important. By means of it the church is
held together in the fulness of organic life,
world-wide and all-embracing. But we
cannot in our brief conference cover the
whole vast field. Moreover, in that con­
ciliar action did not break unity, conciliar
action cannot mend it. May it not be that,
all other things being settled, we will grow
into it as did the early church?

But I must close. We are living in a
world that has lost its way. Religion as
summed up in Jesus Christ can alone hope
to rescue it. It must be, as God's voice
has warned us from the beginning, and our
own experience has tragically confirmed,
unified religion. God has used, beyond
anything we had a right to expect, our
divided Christendom. But now that we
know the sin and disaster of sectarianism
we cannot hope that he will use it much
longer. All time lies before us. Let us
keep the purpose of unity firm in our hearts.

God's Spirit is presiding over us to make
us will and do his good pleasure. It is
he that will change for us., in his own way
and in his own time, the impossible into
the possible, and bring about that consum­
mation of Christian hope in a church that
will be one flock under one Shepherd.

PROGRESS AT NORTHAM, W.A

On April 23, 1905, the first meeting fo
breaking of bread at Nortbam, W.A., waJi1110
in the Temperance Hostel, Bro. W. Pond « . d
ing, while on the first Lord’s day in JuJCSd’
the same year meetings were commenced in*!?
building known as Byfield’s Hall, when Bro t
Haggcr, then State Organiser, commenced a f T‘
weeks’ mission. The first chapel was onenod°Ur
November 24, '1907. After the Hinrichson'
Brooker mission in 1926, the membership
augmented to such an extent as to make a ne
building a necessity. w

On Saturday, Sept. 3, 1927, the building was
officially opened in the presence of a large gather
ing by Bro. H. .1. Yelland, M.L.C. Through a‘
roomy porch, entrance is gained to the main
building, the dimensions of which are 48 ft, x
30 fl. The favorable impression created by the
exterior is enhanced by the beautiful finish of
the inside. Two aisles lead to a spacious plat-
form fronted by a carved jarrah railing. Two
doors lead from the platform to a hall al the
back, which is sufficiently large to provide social
functions, and to act as an ideal kindergarten
room. An arch at the back of the platform
opens on to the baptistery. The Bible School
has also received due consideration, the build­
ing having been so constructed as to provide ten
separate classrooms, each opening into the main
building by means of swing doors, while other
compartments, formed by special fittings, make
it possible to conduct twenty separate classes.
Bro. Albany Bell, who opened the classrooms,
was emphatic in his admiration of the scheme.
A well-appointed kitchen has been provided.

The plans and specifications were prepared by
Messrs. Powell and Cameron to a design sub­
mitted by Bro. Buckingham, while the contrac­
tors were Messrs. Todd Bros. The building
finished and furnished, with land, cost £3,600, the
amount being raised by debentures of £1,500, a
loan of £1,000, and cash, £1,000. Much credit is
due to the board of officers, while it is a source
of gratification to know that the evangelist, Bro-
Buckingham, will continue with the church for
another three years.

Immediately after the opening ceremony a
dedication service, al which Bro. A. J. Ingham
presided, was held, following which a fellow- i
ship tea was partaken of in the Town Hall Supper
Boom. A thanksgiving service was held al
night.

Busy bees are now held weekly for the pur­
pose of completing two tennis courts and croquet
lawn.

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Studies in Ambiguous Texts.
6. THE USE AND ABUSE OF THE WORLD (1 Cor. 7: 31.)

There is no problem which more constantly
presents itself for solution than that of the
Christian’s relation to the world. It is apparent
that in the apostolic days, as during all the
subsequent history of the church, the question
was discussed. The early environment of those
who became Christians affected their viewpoint.
On some points Jewish Christians were much
more likely to be strict than were Gentile be­
lievers. It is clear to any reader of the New
Testament that while some disciples adopted a
very rigid code with which without warrant
they sought to bind the consciences of others,
there were many who took a dangerously lax
attitude, and even a few who went so far in
accommodation to the practices of unbelievers
as to jeopardise their own souls and bring dis­
grace upon the church of God. The numerous
apostolic warnings against love of the world for­
bid us to believe that our greatest problem—
our young people’s problem, as it is often er­
roneously termed—is peculiar to the twentieth
century.
4 helpful principle.

In our judgment, there are few passages of
Scripture more likely to be helpful in a con­
sideration of the question than 1 Cor. 7: 31,
where the Apostle Paul urges Christians, while
using the world, not to use it to the full. Our
English versions, Common and Revised, both
have the word “abuse,” translating thus: “And
those that use the world, as not abusing it.”
We have seen that the Greek word, and Hie word
“abuse” in older English, meant cither abuse in
the sense of misuse, or use to the full. In the
only other passage in the New Testament where
the word occurs (1 Cor. 9: 18) the revisers trans­
lated it “use to the full,” and Paul’s argument
demanded that meaning. Il is a pity that our
revisers were not consistent, for the whole treat­
ment in chapter seven makes it clear that “us­
ing it to the full” is the proper rendering. While
our English Revised Version has this proper
reading in the margin, the American Standard
Revised Version, Rotherham and Weymouth put
it in the text.
Two classes of worldly things.

we cannot declare to be wrong in themselves,
but with regard to the use of which special care
should be exercised.

Regarding the former class, there is no doubt
as to the Christian’s attitude. It must be an
uncompromising one. Worldlings may feel free
to practise deceit or fraud; to depart from
strict honor, purity or truthfulness; to indulge
in gambling, drunkenness, and such things; but
to the Christian there can be no such liberty.
When we are dealing with things evil in them­
selves, with “abuses” in this sense, our rule is
one of total abstinence. We must, indeed,
“avoid the very appearance of evil,” for such is
the command of the Spirit of God.

So far there will be little, if any, difference
amongst Christians. We are thankful for the
general willingness of disciples to keep from this
kind of “abuse” of the world. But there is
not the same unanimity with regard to the second
class of worldly things. If we would all heed
the injunction not to use the world to the full,
there would be a immeasurable gain. Read 1
Cor. 7, and it will be seen that “all the things
mentioned in this scries by the apostle are right
things; and the warning is against being in
bondage to those things which are in themselves
right and good, and not against any criminal
use of them.”

“Not engrossed.”
Consider Moffatt’s translation of verses 29

to 31: 
“I mean, brothers,—

the interval has been shortened;
so let those who have wives live as if they

had- none;
let mourners live as if they were not mourning,
let the joyful live as if they had no joy,
let buyers live as if they had no hold on their

goods,
let those who mix in the world live as if they

were not engrossed in it,
for the present state of things is passing

away.”

K. W. Robertson points out that Christianity
stands between the worldly spirit and the nar­
row religious spirit. The former says, “Time
is short, take your fill; live while you can.”
lhe latter so looks upon all pleasure in this
life as a snare and dangerous, and says, “Keep
out of it altogether.” “In opposition to the
narrow spirit, Christianity says, “I’se the world,”
and in opposition to the worldly spirit. “Do not
abuse it. All things are yours. Take them
and use them; but never let them interfere with
the higher life which you are called on to lead.”
Il must be borne in mind that this advice cannot
be given in reference to a thing which is in it-
itself evil.

Leave margins.
Really, the apostle bids us leave margins.

One who acts on his advice will leave even a
margin of the field of legitimate things men­
tioned. We are not to be living on the bor­
derline. The Christian attitude is not that
of the person who is always asking. How near
can I gel to the line separating church and
world? The familiar story of the school books
about the man seeking to engage a coachman
should not be forgotten. One declared he could
drive within an inch of a precipice. To make
a greater impression a second said he could
go within half an inch. But the man who got
the position said that he did not know how near
he could go, for it was always his aim to keep
as far from the edge as possible. Borderline
Christians are not getting the best out of life.
They cannot get the greatest good or enjoyment
out of their religion; and, besides, they are not
helping others as they ought. Let us each one
remember that a question is not settled for the
Christian when it is decided that it is not wrong
tn itself. The further questions press. Is it wise?
is it helpful? docs it interfere with my enjoy­
ment of spiritual things, or with my Christian
influence?

Let us not attempt to use the world to the
full. “Instead of being moulded to this work!.
have your mind renewed, and so be transformed
in nature, able to make out what the will of
God is, namely, what is good and acceptable to
him and perfect” (Rom. 12: 2, Moffatt's
translation).

Worldly things, pleasures and activities, arc
of two classes. First, there arc those which
may be regarded as positively sinful or harmful
in themselves. But, again, there are those which The Costliest Feast that Ever Was Spread.

It is lhe costliest feast that ever was spread.
The Roman emperors used to spend a for.une
<111 a single feast. 1ml they would not he equal
to this. The wealth of Croesus would not be
a circumstance in spreading this table. As costly
a drink ns ever was made was that which Cko-
natra drank when she dissolved pearls in wine.
But its cost was cheapness itself when compared
with the wine which Illis this cup. There have
been banquets in New York that base been so
rostlv that the newspapers were tilled wi.li ac­
counts of them, and the sensibilities of lhe pub­

lic have been shocked by the expense of them.
But they pale into nothingness when compared
with this feast which the Son of God spreads for
his own.

It is true that this table is spread with severe
plainness. It looks like very simple fare. But
it cost more than all lhe jewels and all the pre­
cious metals of earth. It exhausted the trea­
sury of heaven to provide it. For here vve have
gathered together all the sufferings and sacrifices
of Bethlehem and Nazareth, of Gethsemane and
Calvary. The humiliation, the pain, the shame.
the death of the Son of God. arc the costs of
these wonderful viands. . . . This table to
which lhe Lord invites us was spread at a cost
which made the Almighty himself tremble. ttlun
Christ hinted at its cost early in his ministry
those who listened were puzzled, and said to one
another, “How can this man give us his flesh to
vat?” And the world is still winkrmg not
cnlv at the unspeakable costliness of spreading
this table, but at the wonderful powtr that the
food here offered has to sustain ami nourish our
souls.
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Have You Been to Emmaus ?
A MEDITATION ON LUKE 24: 13-35.

Il is one of my ambilions some day lo go to
the Holy Land and lo walk and meditate in the
places where Jesus lived. I shall take a walk
along a western roadway and recall I he story
of the two who walked to Emmaus, and shall
think of the heart-burning which came to them
as the wonderful stranger opened to them the
Scriptures. I shall climb the hills and follow
the track down into the valley and think of
these disciples, and of the One who joined them
in their walk. And yet I may never go to
Palestine. Wc are not all privileged lo liter­
ally tread in the footsteps of Jesus. But sooner
or later we must all walk along the spiritual
road to Emmaus, and well will it be for us
if a similar experience befall us as befell them
that afternoon of the day on which the Master
rose.

For us. the way to Emmaus is the way of
doubt, disappointment and despair. We have,
says C. L. Warr, a profound fellow-feeling with
these two men on that Syrian roadway, dazed
and bewildered by the collapse of everything
on which they staked their very souls. We know,
or ought to know, the moral and spiritual perils
of that darkened highway where love and trust
and faith in God and man have been lost to
many a traveller, far too tired with fighting
against adversities to struggle any more. It is
not true io say that sorrow and disaster inevit­
ably ennoble the spirit. Often, indeed, they do:
but often, too, snapping the chains of faith,
they burl the afflicted into an unrelieved despair.

The Path of Despair.
To others this day was a time of joy and feast­

ing. Had they not just ‘ celebrated the great
festival of the Passover? But to these dis­
ciples their joy was turned to mourning, for
their great Deliverer was slain and his body
had disappeared from the grave. It was a
beautiful walk along lhe mountain ridge and
down the fertile valley. But Cleopas and his
companion were in no mood to enjoy the
beauties of Nature, and they soon discovered
that Nature cannot heal lhe wounds of the
spirit. It is likely that they scarcely noticed
the budding vines or heard the song of the birds
overhead. They did what so many of us do
now—they carried their sorrows with them, and
their hearts were full of doubts and fears and
disappointments.

Sooner or later we all must walk the Emmaus
pathway of doubt, despair and disappointment.
Our cherished hopes have been unrealised. Our
best friends seem to fail us. Our life seems
full of sorrow and darkness. A nightmare of
despair seems to settle upon us as it did upon
the spirits of the two disciples. Wc can no
more reconcile the events of our lives than they
could reconcile the events of lhe past few days
at Jerusalem. The Master’s lofty claims seemed
quenched in the gloom of the crucifixion. And
now even the tomb was empty! To their credit
be it said, even in that dark hour, they were
not ashamed of Jesus, for they were bold enough
to proclaim to lhe unknown stranger that be
was “a prophet mighty in deed and word before
God and all the people.” When we are called
to pass along the lonely and forsaken way of
Emmaus, God grant that our despair and dis­
appointment may not overwhelm every spark
of faith.

With Christ Along the Road.
But on the Emmaus way, the unseen Saviour

is near. As the disciples conversed together,
“Jesus himself drew near and went with them;
but their eyes were holden that they should not
know him.’’ What a joy and what a sorrow
this suggests! Our joy is that Jesus is actually 

walking with us through life, as he said, *‘I-o’
I am with you a I way.” But our sorrow is in
the fact that so often we fail to recognise him;
our eyes are holden. Our lack of faith veils
him from us. The two disciples did not recog­
nise Jesus because of their mcn'al and spiritual
condition. They did not look to see, therefore
they saw not. Do not we also deprive ourselves
of communion with our Lord because of lack of
faith? He has said, “Where two or three are
gathered together in my name, there am I.”
Surely we can make this promise a reality and
adding lo it the word “I will never leave thee
nor forsake thee” then, as we walk through the
valley of the shadow of despair and disappoint­
ment, we can say, “Thou art with me, thy rod
and thy staff they comfort me.”

Blessed are they whose lives and converse are
such that Jesus can join them al any moment.
If any two of us make him the subject of our

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conversation, he is always present, for he has
promised this. And when he is with us, then
the very experiences which have caused us des­
pair are transformed, and we see in them lhe
working of God’s promises. Jesus (lid not at­
tempt lo lead the disciples’ thoughts away from
their sorrow, as so many would have done. He
did not say, “Let’s change lhe subject.” But he
changed the whole outlook. He look right hold
of the very things that were troubling them,
and did not leave till the sling was gone. They
grieved at the suffering of the Saviour, but he
said, “Ought not Christ to have suffered these
things?” He made the ancient prophecies lo
live. He answered all their difficulties and re­
moved their doubts and despair by showing that
Scripture pointed to a suffering Messiah. And
so what seemed a calamity became a wonderful
divine fulfilment and blessing in the light of
revelation through Christ. So for us we often
learn that “disappointment is his appointment,”
and what seems a calamity to the worldly eye
really brings us into closer fellowship with the
Saviour as we walk along the Emmaus way.
In the Emmaus Home.

Yet even so, there is a fuller fellowship. The
stranger made as though he would go further.
“Hut they constrained him, saying, ‘Abide with
us.”' And in that fellowship al Emmaus the
fulness of the Saviour’s presence was revealed.
They believed that even in their own trials, others
needed help. Here was a stranger who needed
hospitality, and they were quick to offer it How
well they exemplified the text, “Hear ye one an­
other’s burdens and so fulfil the law of Christ.”
Would that we too were as ready to render help
to others, even when we have walked the sor­
rowful way of Emmaus. However deep our
trials may be, we can always find someone to 
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help. And like the disciples, when we
others, we are helped ourselves. We llclp
strengthen the weak without becoming
ourselves. Wc cannot show a kind *’CP
without receiving a blessing oureslves an
whom we entertain in any ChristTl
way become “angels unawares,” and it
knowledge of Christ in the individual life •
largely dependent upon our service for other?

He
comes unbidden to none. He will not he the
unwelcome guest, nor will he force us to be
unwilling hosts. Hut when lhe love of the
heart expresses itself in a constraining invita­
tion, then he hastens to respond. God grant
that we may learn to say to the stranger of ’
Emmaus,
“I need thy presence every passing hour;
What but thy grace can foil the tempter’s

power?
Who like thyself my guide and stay can be?
Through cloud and sunshine, Oh! abide with

Nearly all my life has been spent on the
Wimmcra. and I can only safely write of that
part of “God’s own country, hut I put this on
record concerning some of the men and women,
especially the women, that they have written a
new eleventh chapter of Hebrews. All the
pioneers deserve our sympathy, many of them
our admiration. 1 would give everyone of
them a badge like our A.I.F. nun. but sonic of
them must go into this new chapter of faith
heroes, and my mother’s name must be in it.
Yes. there is a sense in which heroes
and heroines of those long-gone da's
“quenched the violence of tire.” and “stopped the
mouth of lions,” and “out of weakness were
made strong.” May the infinitely good .oil
who inspired and helped them all. make their
successors worthy to “follow in their train.

THE BLACKSMITH’S TEST.
This story of a Christian blacksmith who had

a good deal of affliction, and was challenged by
an unbeliever to account for it, is told as
follows:—

This was the blacksmith’s explanation: “You
know, I am a blacksmith, and often take a piece
of iron and put it into the fire and bring it to
a white heat. Then I put it on the anvil and
strike it once or twice, lo see if it will take a
temper. If I think it will, I plunge it Into the
water and suddenly change the temperature.

DEATH-BED ADVICE.
As Brownlow North lay on his death-bed, he

enjoyed, according to his own confession, “per­
fect peace.”

6. Never believe what you feel, if it contra­
dicts God’s word. Ask yourself, can what I
feel be true, if God’s word is true? and if both
cannot be true, believe God.

faith in God) is more exposed to the gusts of
circumstances: there come times when he
nould fain stifle the divine word within him, and
have done with it forever, but it is mightier than
he, and it flashes forth, in spite of him, in words
of fire.” Withal Jeremiah is a lovable person­
ality, upright, tender of heart, invincible in will,
devoted in service.

United States of America, who flew his aero­
plane, “The Spirit of St. Louis,” from America
to Europe, has since his return to his home-land
been greatly honored by his fellow citizens. He
has travelled thousands of miles in his aeroplane,
and has everywhere been received with great
enthusiasm.

A great deal has been said about the home life
and training of this courageous youth. It seems
quite a settled fact that his mother, as a little
girl, attended the Sunday School of the old
Central Christian Church in Detroit, Mich. As
she grew up, Evangeline Lodge, now Mrs. Lind­
bergh, became an assistant teacher in a mission
Sunday School, then she went on to Ann Harbor,
graduating from the University of Michigan.
Just what Mrs. Lindbergh and her son Charles
are to-day, religiously, we do not know, though
we have heard that they are Congregationalists.

But this we know, that Charles Lindbergh has
been reared in a home where truth, righteous­
ness and the highest of ideals were ever kept
to the fore. Recently he spent a week-end at
Cincinnati, Ohio, where there is situated one of
our great American brotherhood’s printing es­
tablishments. It is rather significant that on
the Sunday Charles Lindbergh refused all invita­
tions, saying that it was his day of rest.

Further we know that “Lindy” does not smoke,
drink or dance. Before he started for Europe­
an American tobacco firm offered him thousands
of pounds if his first words on lauding in I’rance
would be, “Give me a Camel cigarette. Lindy
refused the offer. In a day when H seems that
so many voting people find it necessary to do the
very things that Charles Lindbergh steadfastly
refuses to countenance, his moral courage is all
the more commendable.

Again Lindbergh does not boast of his virtues.
Bather, with boyish bravado, he doesn’t want
to be set up as “a little tin saint.” However,
nei.hcr Lindbergh or any one else is going to
deny that his clean living and high ideals did
not contribute in a very definite way to his
teat of conquering the Atlantic. Had he set
his blood ablaze with alcohol, or deadened his
wits with nicotine, or dissipated his energy in
the dance and the evils which are so often as­
sociated with it, it is not at all certain that he
would have survived the great test. Most cer­
tainly he would not be the high type of youth
which the world has been proud to honor.

The children. hr»w they attract one’s attention!
Their lives seem so fell of untiring energy, ever
brimming over with a sweet winsomeness of
happy childhood’s ways. The great simplicity
of their faith, hope and expectation, combined
with an imbounding optimism, commands our
admiration.

The children of the East, reared in not so
favorable surroundings as the little dwellers of
the West; without the hallowed and helpful in­
fluences of the Christian home, nevertheless
exhibit a gentle, retiring, graceful disposition,
which is very beautiful and charming.
The Hard Life of the Heathen Boy.

Most children of India cannot say like one
of old. “The lines have fallen unto me in plea­
sant places.” Their tender lives are begun in
homes destitute of the semblance of the ordinary*
comforts of life; where there is ever the great
struggle for existence. The result is that the
Loys are deprived early in life of childhood’s
playful days, that are so necessary for their
physical and mental well-being. Under the
stress of circumstances the boys, deprived of

youthful games, early have to toil for their
Jiving. it may be helping in the ploughing and
sowing of the fields. After the crop lias grown
up and is ripening to the harvest, the boy is
called upon to spend many weary days, guarding
it by day from birds, and often by night from
animals. His work may be the tending of
cattle and goats belonging to the village, that
are taken out early in the morning to graze
in many instances on the hills; at sunset they
are brought home to their respective owners.
In many other occupations they early in life.
under the stern necessity of having to earn
their living, are robbed of that which other­
wise would enrich their lives and impart a
buoyant and happy disposition. The boy that
is privileged to attend school has a happier lot.
when many happy hours are spent in games
of marbles, tip-cat, and the flying of kites.
The Indian Girl’s Sad Existence.

Our hearts go put to the girls, who are
unwelcome at birth, and when quite young are
obliged to perform house duties such as sweep­
ing and cleaning the house, grinding the grain
for making bread, caring for the younger child­
ren. and other duties too numerous to mention.
The saddest and greatest trial of her life, how­
ever, is when, according to the custom of the
country, early she is given in marriage, and
while quite young forced to leave parents and
home, and the parting sometimes is really heart­
breaking. I remember a little girl by the
name of Turkey. She daily came with her
mother, who was employed on the work. Often
Tuckey would come ami sit on my knee, and 

we became fast friends. Sometimes I would
say to her. “Whose girl arc you?” and looking
up with a shy smile she would answer, “I arn
your girl.” When she was about six years old
she was married to someone in a distant village.
Thus ended early childhood’s happy days.
Children’s Day Gifts Bring Great Joy.

We endeavor to brighten their lives by gather­
ing them into our day school, where they not
only receive an elementary education, but are
taught games. Then on Sundays they come
to the Sunday Schools, when they receive a
card. which delights their hearts, as they are

of pictures. The crowning day is Christ­
mas time, which is eagerly looked forward to,
and cany are the questions asked. How long is
it till Christmas? On that day we have sing­
ing. and a talk from Scripture; after which
each life is gladdened and made brighter with
gifts of clothing, a toy of some description, and
sweetmeats. Those who give to Children’s Day
offering would be amply repaid, could they see
the joy and gladness that is brought into these
young lives.

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A UNITED CHURCH FOR CHINA.
The “Morning Post” (Melbourne) last week

published the following most interesting item
of cabled news dealing with the religious posi­
tion in China:—

“SHANGHAI (Monday).—Representing 120,000
Chinese members of the Presbyterian and Con­
gregational churches, 94 Chinese delegates voted
to-day to abolish sectarian lines and organise ‘a
church of Christ in China.’

“Rev. Chang-Ching-yi was elected as Moderator.
“Foreign missionaries attach importance to the

movement, since sectarianism has confused the
Chinese Christians.

“They are unable to understand the purpose of
Western denominational teaching in Christianity.

“The conference represented more than a thou­
sand churches located in 16 provinces, and em­
bracing more than a third of the Chinese Pro­
testant converts in China.

“The proposal is to create an autonomous
Chinese Christian church affiliated with the
British and American churches, but uncontrolled
by Westerners.”

GAP BETWEEN SCHOOL AND CHURCH.
The annual conference of the Churches of

Christ was held at Glasgow, under the presi­
dency of Mr. Frank Hepworth, of Manchester.
The chairman’s address dealt with problems
arising from work among the young. The gap
between the Sunday School and the church, he
said, is becoming more pronounced, and the re­
tention of young converts is becoming increas­
ingly difficult.

By way of remedying this leakage
of young life, Mr. Hepworth emphasised the need
for specialised evangelism, directed to the win­
ning of youth and appealing to them. Oppor­
tunities for service must also be found for them,
and the influence of the home will count for
much. “What shall it profit a man if he gain
the whole world” and lose his own boys? was
a striking question asked by the speaker.—“The
Christian” (London).
