T is almost a commonplace to say that

the world does not know its greatest
men. To be very near is often to be
blinded. It is only afterwards, in

quiet reflection, that the large outlines of
greatness are detected. Yesterday and to­
morrow may deceive us, and indeed they
very often do, but (as Dora. Greenwell
says) the real deceiver is to-day. Now
our blessed Lord is different from the
greatest in that his presence is a perpetual
presence. He is continually moving in
the world through the actings of his graci­
ous Spirit. And that is why such a text
as we have chosen is not only true of days
beside the Jordan, but is true always and to
the end of time. There is an unrecognised
Christ in every age. There is an un­
regarded Presence in all history. I here
is a spiritual Power moving in the world.
though (like the wind) men know not
whence it cometh. There standeth One
among you whom ye know not.

One thinks, for instance, of our civic
life—of all that meets the eye in a great
city. I f an old Roman were to come back
to earth, and move through the streets o
one of our great cities, he would teel at
home with our bazaars and barracks. e
would say, "We had all these m ancient
Rome." Hut show him the infirmary,
almshouse, the orphanage, the sick chi d-
ren’s hospital, and these he would never
recognise. It was the spirit of Christ that
reared the hospital. It was his ianc
love that built the orphanage. And ye
how seldom does that thought m rude mt
the minds of those who throng ‘he street..
In every citv of our modern "orl • ‘ , .j
the banks of Jordan long ago. there standi tl
I hie among you whom ye know no .

Again, think of our ideals o condw .
and of the elements unrecognised n
We might take a very simple illustration.

When some poor useless wastrel has an ac­
cident, and the doctor is summoned to his
side, that doctor at once acts on the as­
sumption that he must do everything in his
power to save the life. Now te/iy should
he save it? Why should he preserve it?
Would it not be better to let that wastrel
die ? I want to know where the doctor got
his thought that the sorriest life is in­
finitely precious. He certainly did not
get it from his science, nor from nature.
nor from evolution. The preservation of
the wastrel is the one thing evolution does
not teach. When I see that doctor, with
his sleeves rolled up, fighting desperately
for a wastrel's life, I feel that there is the
Christ unrecognised. There is a spark of
Christ in every heart. There is a gleam
of him in every soul. He is the light of
every man who cometh into the world.
Whenever a man does anything true and
tender, when the fireman enters the flames
to save a child, when the common sailor
flings himself overboard to rescue someone
who is bent on suicide, there standeth < )ne
among von whom ye know not.

Again, one thinks of the social unrest
which is so marked a feature of our life
to-day. It is evident that the bad old times
are gone. Then the poor were content to
live'in hovels; how they are not content.
Then they were content with wretched
wages: note they are not content. Then
they were content that little children, un­
taught, should have their playground m

the gutter: but such things are intolerable
now. What lies at the back of that un­
rest? It is the dawning sense that the
poorest and the humblest have equal rights
with the richest in the land. And to dis­
cover where that sense originated—the in­
finite value of the bottom dog—is a mat­
ter that is worth consideration. It did
not come from Satan; Satan has nothing
to d<> with thoughts that liberate. It did
not spring from communism—communism
is its child and not its father—it sprang
from .the heart of the Caqienter of
Nazareth. Put the leaven in the meal
and it ferments. Put the kingdom of
heaven in society, and like the loaf it rises.
When I see the heavings of the masses
now. the fermentation, the soeta indi^natio,
I feel that there standeth One among you
whom ye know not.

Lastly, take the problems of the world.

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R. Kellems in England.
England is ripe for a great revival, and

we are the people possessed of the message
to bring it into being. This is the con­
viction which 1 have held for some time,
and one which my recent visit has enforced.
We have the message, we have the money,
we have the man-power with which to en­
ter this great and inviting field, but we
must do it in the right way or the chance
for a great Restoration cause in this garden
isle of the northern seas will be lost for
another fifty years. Tact and patience
will commend our intentions to our British
cousins. Precipitate action on the part
of those inexperienced in English ways and
unacquainted with English modes of
thought would spoil the magnificent begin­
nings which augur so well for the immedi­
ate future.

The three weeks' meeting which has just
closed in Leicester is the third of this
nature which the author of this article has
conducted in Britain—sufficient effort in
this direction has therefore been made to
justify the conclusions herein set forth.
Here, then, are the facts concerning this
campaign. Under the leadership of Bro.
J. W. Black, last year’s fraternal delegate
to our Memphis Convention and of beloved
memory in America, preparations were
made for a three weeks’ visit of the Thomas
Mission party en route from South Africa
to the Christian Convention in Indianapolis.

Four churches co-operated in the mis­
sion: Evington Road (membership, 180),
Melbourne Road (membership, 250), Har­
rison Road (membership, 150), and South
Wigston, four miles from Leicester (mem­
bership, 200). In the three weeks the
history of the London and Manchester
campaigns of eighteen months ago was re­
peated— 112 additions were made to the
churches—more than a hundred of these
by confession and baptism. There were
thirty confessions on the last Sunday. It
was obvious, also, to the eye of any one
experienced in New Testament evangelism
that the campaign was just beginning to
strike out in a big way when the approach
of time of the Indianapolis Convention
necessitated its termination. Could it have
continued another three weeks, I am con­
fident three hundred baptisms would have
been registered. The three campaigns, as
regards time employed and results attained,
are: London, three weeks, 130 confessions;
Manchester, eight days, 90 confessions (2
baptised 84 people in one week); Leicester,
three weeks, 112 confessions—a total of 332
in seven weeks of preaching. Some very
definite and striking conclusions are deduc­
ible from these experiences.

1. In the first place, I have preached the
very same message in the very same way,
and in every regard we have employed the
very same methods followed in our Ameri­
can campaigns and with exactly the same 

results. Note, I have not said that Ameri­
can methods of evangelism will produce
the same results in Britain-as accrue in the
United States. Some of our brethren
would do as they have always done; others
would not succeed at all, though successful
at home. Straight gospel preaching by a
cultured Christian who can forget that he
is an .American and be just a man and a
Christian will win men to Christ in Eng­
land just as readily as anywhere else.
Emerson—and before any of our brethren
essay acceptably to preach to our English
brethren, I would advise him to read his
"English Traits”—says of our overseas rel­
atives : "They stoutly carry into every nook
and corner of the earth their turbulent
sense of inquiry, leaving no lie uncontra­
dicted, no pretension unexamined.” A
rugged, uncompromising honesty—a pas­
sionate love of truth and an inveterate
hatred of sham—this is English. No padded
reports, no exaggerated statements, will go
in England. Let our brethren come with
courtesy, honesty and truthfulness and they
will be most enthusiastically received, but
let only such come. Advocates of open
membership or of any ultra-modernist cult
will be quickly sensitive to the coldness of
the atmosphere, as far as our own people
are concerned. They have seen enough
of this in their own country, and are not
hungry for more.

2. In the second place, it is evident that
there is far greater community of interest
between our progressive British brethren
and the American brotherhood than can
possibly exist between themselves and the
admittedly non-progressive section among
them, whose utter lack of evangelistic spirit
and unreasoning insistence upon non-
essential things has already too long effec­
tively blocked our progress in Britain. And
assuredly this community of interest should
be encouraged. The recent visits of Bro.
Jesse Bader, Bro. B. A. Abbott, Bro. F. E.
Smith and Bro. S. S. Lappin have been pro-'
ductive of a deeper realisation than has
existed before that we are one people—one
great world brotherhood. The kindly in­
terest of these brethren in the ongoings of
our British work, the dignity and poise
which characterised them in all their con­
tacts, has very definitely fostered the grow­
ing spirit of fraternity. Such visits are
wholesome, and they should continue. The
very presence of such brethren arouses fur­
ther dissatisfaction with the confessedly
slipshod methods all too often obtaining in
many of our smaller churches and stimu­
lates a desire for a higher type of leader­
ship than has usually been enjoyed save in
the stronger congregations.

3. A third thing to be remembered, if
we would enter the open door in Britain
right now, is the fact that they are not at
all interested in our internal broils. All
the forward-looking brethren—and I mean 
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this in its true sense—are very frankly not
concerned about our fights. 1 he British
brethren are for law and order. This is
flesh of their flesh and bone of their bone.
If we can come to them and leave our skel­
etons in the closets, where they belong, we
shall be heartily welcomed. If, on the
other hand, we are determined to drag our
fights with us, we had far better stay on
our own shores.

4. It should be observed, finally, that
only the right kind of man can do the big
work in England which is certainly await­
ing the harvester. It is perhaps rather
blunt to say so, but one with a pronounced
nasal American accent will not find such a
ready hearing as one whose speech comes
not so pronouncedly through the nose. We
are accustomed to it, but it frankly grates
on English ears. An educated man—the
more, the better, provided it be but the
vehicle of a consuming evangelistic pas­
sion—is the only kind to represent our plea
in this little, green island which has been
the very centre of the world's culture for
so many hundreds of years. Oddities in
speech and near-boorishness in actions are
taboo.

I have great joy also in announcing to
the American brotherhood that the British
churches are very definitely behind the
work of the Thomas Mission in South
Africa. Following the enthusiastic ap­
proval of this work as voiced by the con­
ference of Churches of Christ in Australia,
the British conference at Glasgow passed
a hearty resolution of approval. They be­
lieve also in saying it with money. The
churches in Leeds, Liverpool, Manchester,
Southport. Leicester and Twynholm Church
(London) have given a total of $1,930 to
the work in the sunny sub-continent. Twyn­
holm gave $500, the church in Manchester
$300, and the churches in Leicester $1,000
of this amount. Bro. Reg. Enniss, our es­
teemed brother from Australia, a visitor at
Twynholm the night the address on Africa
was given, gave $50 for Australia. We
rejoice in that all this makes it possible for
us to say in the future that the whole world
brotherhood is co-operating in this work of
establishing our cause in a great, new con­
tinent. This is the first time we have
worked together as one people. The ten­
dency speaks volumes.—Jesse R. Kellems
in American "Christian Standard.”

In 1 Corinthians 15, the great “resurrection
chapter, the apostle sought to confute those
who in his. day were denying the resurrection
of the saints. His chief point was that the
arguments iiis opponents were using would
apply also to the resurrection of Jesus Christ.
If there was no resurrection, and no risen
Christ, then the Christian faith was a vain
thing, there was no salvation from sin, those
who had fallen asleep in Christ had perished,
and Christians who had entertained delusive
hopes wore of all men to be pitied most. How­
ever, by cogent argument Paul could prove the
resurrection of Christ, and with that estab­
lished the Christians could be sure of the future
resurrection of departed saints.

It seems curious, after the Apostle Paul had
reached the heights of triumphant declaration
of the final conquest of the risen Christ, that
he should then return to what seems to most
readers a subsidiary as well as an obscure ar­
gument. A certain practice, he writes, Ayas
unmeaning if there were no resurrection of the
dead. Il will be well to quote his own words:

“Else what shall they do which are bap­
tised for the dead? If the dead are not
raised at all, why then are they baptised
for them?” (1 Cor. 15: 29, R.V.).

The Common Version punctuates differently,
and at the end of the second question has the
repetition of the .word “dead” in place of the
better attested pronoun of the revision, thus:
“Else what shall they do which are baptised
for the dead, if the dead rise not at all? Why
are they then baptised for the dead?” But
there is* no alteration of meaning, and we need
have little difficulty so far as translation is
concerned.

There is, however, no agreement amongst
scholars as to the precise meaning of the verse,
ami from the early centuries expositors liaxc
been perplexed. Some people have been very
sure of the meaning, but wiser writers freely
confess that certainty is beyond ns. r.
mer said that “with our Present knowkdl.e it
is impossible to do more than deternune the
direction in which a correct solution nay he
found. Il is possible to show what k nd ol
interpretation the language of 1 • ■ •
requires; and, when this is done,.other kinds
Of interpretation are excluded as impossible.

Chrysostom describes the practice:
When a catechumen (i.e. one training for bap­
tism and church membership) had died before
receiving baptism, “they hid a living man under
the bed of the deceased; then coming to the
dead man they spoke to him, and asked him
whether he would receive baptism; and he mak­
ing no answer, the other replied in his stead,
and so they baptised the living for the dead.”
Epiphanius states the purpose: “lest in the re­
surrection the dead should be punished for want
of baptism, and not subjected to the powers
that made the world.” Chrysostom says he
could not speak of the practice without bursts
of laughter, and the early writers did not think
that Paul was making any allusion in 1 Cor.
15: 29 to any such practice.

It is true that even a superstitious practice
of the kind referred to would imply a belief in
resurrection and future life, and so it could
lit Paul’s general argument in 1 Corinthians 15.
An illustration might be drawn even from an
evil thing. But we are persuaded that had
Paul referred to such an unauthorised and
grossly superstitious rite he must have con­
demned it. It is impossible for us to believe
that he could have been content with the lan­
guage he uses, if he had known that some of
the Christians had so distorted the ordinance
of our Lord’s appointment. Further, there is
no proof that proxy baptism existed in apos­
tolic times, and it is much more probable that
the later superstitious rite grew out of the
fancied meaning of our text than that the text
refers to an existing practice.

There is no proxy religion in the New Testa­
ment. Faith, repentance and obedience in bap­
tism are all matters personal to the individual
seeker for salvation. It is interesting to note
that Dean Stanley, who believes that 1 Cor. 15:
29 refers to vicarious baptism (though of course
he thought that practice to be superstitious and
unauthorised), should seek to show a certain
connection between later church practices with
their alterations of New Testament and those of
the people referred to by Paul. In his com­
mentary on Corinthians Stanley writes: “This
endeavor to assume a vicarious responsibility
in baptism is the same as afterwards appeared
in the institution of sponsors.” It .will be re­
membered that the church of which the Dean
was a brilliant member and leader represents
the godfathers and godmothers as making pro­
fession of faith and other promises on behalf
of the infant to be baptised. We can but re-
Dcat whether of ancient heretical baptism or
of any modern practice, that no one person can
believe, repent or be baptised for•another.
Stanley goes on to refer to what the Church of
Home ’has done to the other ordinance of our
Lord’s appointment, as illustrating l,lc
behind the proxy baptism of the heretics.

The objections usually given to the 

view, however, are very strong if nut demon­
strative, viz.: (1) that the words “they who are
baptised for the dead” suggest a special class
rather than refer to the whole body of Chris­
tians. Il would be an unnatural way of speak­
ing if those who were “baptised for the dead”
included all to whom Paul wrote as well as
the apostle himself. Indeed, he seems in the
very next verse to put himself into another
class. (2) It may be doubted whether the
preposition “huper” can have this meaning. (3)
I he ellipse is too violent; the words pul in
brackets above have no place in the original
text.

(2) A few scholarly interpreters have attached
a figurative meaning to the phrase “baptised for
the dead.” making it stand for the baptism of
suffering such as Christ was baptised with, n
“baptism for the sake of [entering into the
church of] the dead.” The only merit of this
is that it suits the immediately following verses
which refer to Paul’s suffering for Christ’s sake.
But, as has been objected, “this is a still greater
strain upon the preposition, and is equally open
to objection from the use of the third person
and of the ’them’ at the end of the verse.”

(3) Some writers have imagined that death­
bed or clinic baptism is referred to. This, how­
ever, was a post-apostolic practice, and, so far
as we know, was not found in the first century.
Besides, “baptism of the dying” could hardly be
described as “baptism for the dead.” Despite
the great names of Calvin and others associated
with this view, we may dismiss it also as
impossible.

(4) Another view is well worth mentioning.
and is of a very different class. It is, briefly,
that Paul is referring to what is a common ex­
perience that “the death of Christians leads to
the conversion of sinners, who in the first in­
stance ‘for the sake of the dead’ (their beloved
dead), and in the hope of reunion turn to
Christ.” Professor David Smith adopts this
view, and expresses it in the following words:

“What then does the verse signify? Observe
that the phrase ‘for the dead,’ though ambiguous
in English, cannot in the original mean, as the
idea of vacarious baptism would require, ‘in­
stead of the dead.’ The Greek preposition here
signifies ‘for the sake of*; and it illumines the
apostle’s words when we recognise that these
were sorrowful days at Corinth. Il was a hea­
then city, and it appears that it had recently
been visited by a pestilence (cf. 11: 30). ‘.Many
among them were weak and sickly, and not a
few were falling asleep’- the Christian phrase
for dying. As our Lord had forewarned his
disciples, the gospel had enkindled strife. There
was many a home where a husband or a wife, a
son or a daughter, a brother or a sister had
confessed Christ and been loaded with ridicule
anti abuse. And now when the believer had
gone to his rest, his kinsfolk’s hearts softened
towards him. regretfully remembering his graci­
ous pleading and their bitter words; and that
they might meet him again in the blessed home.
they turned to his Saviour ami ‘were baptised
for the sake of their dead.’ And this is the
apostle’s appeal to those who doubled the re­
surrection. Will you, he pleads, torgo that
blessed hope?” 

Professor G. G. Findlay, who in the Expositor’s

AMERICAN CHURCH STATISTICS

A few weeks ago Dr. H. K. Carroll gavc n,
churches of America an unpleasant shock r
many years Dr. Carroll has published in q
“Christian Herald” elaborate tables embody’ '
bis statistical studies of the churches. Tp8
year he announced that the total loss of ih
Protestant churches would approximate about
half a million. The figures caused constant
tion in the United States. But Dr. Macfarland
the secretary of the Federal Council of the
Churches of Christ in America has, however
relieved the tension by announcing that the
statement has led the Federal Council of the
Churches to collect the figures of the member­
ship of twenty-five leading denominations. The
estimate of loss, he said, dealt onty with the
loss of members: it did not take account of the
new members. The twenty-five denominations
had a growth in total membership from
18,762,943 in 1906 to 23,638.597 in 1916, and
27,466,470 in 1926.

While Faber goes further and says—
Let all I lean upon give way.

That I may lean on nought but thee.
Keble also has the same thought—

Be my last thought how sweet to rest
For ever on my Saviour’s breast.

And again Charles Wesley craves this intimacy
in his lines—

O that I could with favored John
Recline my weary head upon

My great Redeemer’s breast.
Who does not envy St. John the title, ‘The dis­
ciple whom Jesus loved”? Yet it is equally true
of all his disciples, and of us individually if we
like to -accept it. We may all be favored Johns
if we will. We can never lean too closely upon
him. Like frightened sheep we scarcely dare
venture near, and so he gives us every encourage­
ment to come closer and yet closer to his great
heart of love. He says, ‘How often would I
have gathered you as a hen gathers her brood
under her wings, and ye would not.’ He com­
pares himself to the sheep-fold with its protec­
tion and shelter. All we have to do is to ven­
ture within, instead of standing shivering out­
side. There is shelter and warmth within.

Souls of men, why will ye scatter
Like a crowd of frightened sheep?

Foolish hearts, why will ye wander
From a love so true and deep?

He compares himself again to an eagle: ‘As an
eagle stirreth up her nest, fluttereth over her
young, spreadelh abroad her wings, taketh them,
beareth them on her wings ... so the Lord
alone did lead him.’ This is true of all the
Israel of God. But mark the condition—‘For
there was no strange God with him.’ Again
he says, ‘Ye have seen how I bare you on eagle’s
wings.’ An eagle is very swift and very strong.
Just as the eagle carries its young when they
are too young or loo weary to fly themselves,
so the Lord carries his feeble tired ones far out
of reach of all the foes that would molest—if
they will let him. One is struck in going
through the prophecies with the yearning, plead­
ing heart of God over his wayward, straying
children. ‘He is full of compassion and of great
kindness.’

They who trust him wholly, find him wholly
‘true.

Those who get nearest to his heart know him and
love him best.

What is “The Word’’?
I he Scriptures make it abundantly clear that

by the word’ is meant “the word of God”
“the word of the cross” “the glorious gospel of
the blessed God.” It is the divine revelation of
God seeking to reconcile the world unto him­
self through the cross of his Son. Jesus Christ
himself is God’s Word, and to preach Jesus
means to set him forth as the world’s Redeemer
and to make clear to men and women what they
must do in order to be saved by him and gain
everlasting life.

Why Preach This Gospel?
The Scriptures afford good and sufficient rea­

sons why this and no other message should be
persistently preached. First, because it is the
only message which the Lord authorised his
disciples, and through the disciples his church,
to preach (Matt. 28: 18-20 and Mark 16: 15, 16).
This charge has never been countermanded or
changed. Paul in his day pronounced a curse
upon anyone who should preach another gospel.
The gospel revelation ‘closes with the significant
statement, “If any man shall add unto these
things, God shall add unto him the plagues that
are written in this book: and if any man shall
take away from the words of the book of this
prophecy, God shall take away his part out of
the book of life.”

Second, this gospel should be preached be­
cause as Paul said, “it is the power of God unto
salvation to everyone that belicvctli.” When
David was fleeing from Saul, ho came with his
young men to Nob and asked the high priest
Abimelcch for a weapon of some kind. The
nged priest replied that the only weapon in the
Tabernacle was the sword of Goliath. David
ftt once answered, “There is none like that; give
it me.” God has no better weapon to place in
the hand of his servant than the gospel of Cal­
vary: “There is none like that.” “For,” as the
author to the Hebrews declared, “the word of
God is living and active, sharper than any two-
edged .sword, and piercing even to the dividing
of soul and spirit, of both joints and narrow,
and quick to discern the thoughts and intents
of the heart.”

This we feel is unwise, and is asking for the
impossible. Nevertheless, it is true that the
teacher or officer or other worker who is really
in earnest will study hard to become more
capable.

A great Sunday School is the natural result
of great leadership: a good Bible Class also de­
pends upon the ability of the leader. No Bible
School necessarily dies because the church has
no preacher, but poor leadership will put it in
the grave of defeat in three months. No Sun­
day School can exist on hot air and enthusiasm:
enthusiasm will secure numbers, but only cap­
able leadership on the part of officers and tea­
chers will build up a really successful school.
The work of the kingdom waits on human bands.
Around the world the problem of Christian ser­
vice is (he problem of the Christian servant.
As family training cannot rise above family
character, so Christian service cannot rise above
the Christian servant. The Lord uses a pre­
pared instrument, and if we with holy ambition
seek to fit ourselves fur still higher service, our
Master will open for us the door of wider
service. ________

HOW JESUS TAUGHT.
Did you ever study the thirteenth chapter of

Matthew closely? In it is revealed one of the
methods used by Jesus in bis remarkable teach­
ing. It is emphasis, gained by repetition.

First he told a parable which led his disciples
to ask questions. He ploughed the soil, as it
were, and prepared the minds of his followers
for the planting of a great truth. He then
proceeded to the planting, teaching them to un­
derstand the kingdom of heaven.

His plan of repetition, which followed, is not
an unusual one. Advertising men are using it
to-day to sell soap, flour and wearing apparel.
We see it in favorite old hymns, such as re­
peating “Jesus saves!** Six times in singing
one verse and the chorus. Jesus pictured the
kingdom of heaven seven times in that one les­
son in Matthew 13, using seven parables to make
his teaching clear.

There is more wisdom than humor in the
answer given by the successful old colored prea­
cher who. when asked how he managed to so
thoroughly convince his hearers, replied: “Fust
Ah tells cm whut Ah’s gwine tell cm. den Ah
tells cm, and den Ah tells cm what Ah done
told them.”—"Lookout.”

VISITING THE NEW HEBRIDES.
(Continued.)

My First Church Service.
Sunday, Aug. 7, I attended my first service of

the Oba brethren. I bad looked forward to
this with pleasurable anticipation. Sunday
dawned a lovely day, not very hot, but a bright
sun shining. The church building is about two
hundred yards from the mission house, a beau­
tifully shaded path leading from one to the
other. This path has the most imposing shade­
trees on either side, and a great many beauti­
ful shrubs at the edge of the path. All of the
paths and church grounds and mission pathways
are swept by the young people and some of the
women every Saturday. The church building
is most delightfully situated on a piece of ground
about three hundred feet square. The centre
of this block is quite level, and contains the
building 45 ft. x 40 ft. They have a fine con­
crete baptistery outside of the church building
about fifteen feet distant. At the extreme right­
hand corner of the ground, fully one hundred
feet from the church building, is what they call
a Rest House, where the men who come early
can rest during the hot summer days, before the
sendee begins. On every side of the ground
are fine shade-trees, and on two sides are grassy
lawns underneath. It looked like coming to
some rich man’s park, and would have been
called by the ancient Greeks a “paradise.”

•
No Late-Comers at Service.

The crowd began to come early. Some walked
eight miles, and eight miles back, to attend the
service. Others came five, three and two
miles; of course a large number lived compara­
tively close to the meeting house. We did not
have the .service inside the building on account
of the crowd, but it was beautifully shady under
the cocoanut trees and banana palms. I did
wish that other Australian brethren beside my­
self could have been with us to enjoy the ser­
vice under such delightful conditions. The first
church bell rings at 10 o’clock. It is a warning
bell to the people to get ready. From a quarter
past ten they begin to gather. The women and
children sit on the grass in the shade of the
trees on the front end and one side of the
ground, while the men sit on the other side and
the back portion of the ground. At a quarter
to eleven the second bell rings, and the people
begin to move towards the place where the ser­
vice is to he held. The seats were taken out
of the chape], and these were occupied by the
men. Then the women came with banana
leaves and cocoanut branches and sat on the
ground. The New Hebrides people are fond of
dogs, and at every service 1 attended I had a
good muster of the canine adherents. On two 

occasions some of them took part in the sing­
ing. About five minutes to eleven a little
dinner-bell is tinkled by one of the young boys,
or a tom-tom is played. The tom-tom is a
hollow log, and the sound is not at all disagree­
able when played by one of the lads skilful as
a player. When this ends, everybody is sup­
posed to be in his or her place. There were
about six hundred present. I counted over five
hundred, but some were so situated that I could
only guess the remaining number. Bro. Mac-
Kie presided, and I preached on “Behold, I
stand at the door and knock.”

Greetings from the Australian Brethren.
I first gave them greetings from thj

Australian brotherhood, the Foreign Mis­
sion Board, Mr. and Mrs. Waters, Mr.
and Mrs. Black, and .Mr. Chappell. At the
conclusion of the service they sent their Chris­
tian greetings to the Australian brotherhood.
Several of the brethren prayed in their own lan­
guage. They speak very fast both in their
prayers and in their addresses. I never heard
anything faster. Their language abounds in
vowels, and is very pleasant to listen to. Some,
of course, conduct their part of the service in
English.
A Reader and Memoriser of the Bible.

One of the teachers, Isohel, read the
third chapter of Revelation. It was quite im­
promptu, as she did not know she had to read
until the service began, and as I had chosen the
lesson I knew she could not have prepared for
it. She read beautifully. It would have pleased
any congregation in Australia. It was read with
intelligence, feeling, and in perfect English. This
girl, Isohel, is a great lover of the Scriptures.
She has memorised hundreds of the verses. She
can repeat the 119th Psalm with its 17G verses
without missing a word. She can repeat many
other chapters of the Bible.

A Forest of Bibles. ’
1 he reverence of the people was very

marked. They stood for the hymns and
the prayers. Hundreds of them had
Bibles and hymn-hooks, which the large
majority carried to the service in a small
bag. As soon as the men are able to read one
chapter they want a Bible. The biggest com­
mission that I had for the New Hebrides was to
purchase Bibles for those who have not been
able to secure any locally. The whole service
was conducted in as dignified and reverential a
manner as any service I have ever attended in
Australia. The most perfect order prevailed.
The people listened to my message attentively
and with great sympathy.

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ARE YOUNG PEOPLE WORSE TO-DAY?
[The Melbourne “Herald” has recently been

devoting much space to the religion and morals
of our young people. The following brief ar­
ticle by A. G. Saunders, B.A., of Lygon-sl. church,
was one of a series published in the “Herald.”]

Though the traveller may find much in other
lands that differs from the customs of his home
country, that docs not necessarily denote any
inferiority in the people of those countries.

The clothes worn by the young folk of to-day
are certainly not as they used to be; but, it
surely does not follow the wearers are worse
than their forbears.

We are prone to yield the ground to the pro­
phet of gloom who denounces current tenden­
cies. Our modern youth has become the par­
ticular target for denunciation.

It is probable no one really desires the young
people of to-day to be dragooned into the rigid
conventions of a by-gone generation. This
colorful day is not without its charm for the
eye of middle-age. The gaiety of youth finds a
glad echo in many an older heart.

Probably many very proper folk cherish sec­
ret regrets that their own youth ran its course
before this era of short skirts and full-hinged
freedom.

There may be a guilty tinge to these regrets,
but not necessarily. Morality is more than a 

decree of fashion or a way to dress. Standards
of propriety vary with such considerations as
climate. Modesty is consistent with vivacity.
Vigor may go with reverence. The sheer joy
of being alive does not exclude whole-souled
sincerity.

There is, therefore, no justice in believing all
young people have grown frivolous ami ir­
religious. They are still interested in church
life, and probably as keen about the great sub­
jects of religion as ever.

They may be impatient with sham and affec­
tation. They want no humbug. They look for
efficiency in all comers. They insist on a re­
ligion that leaves them free to enjoy life to the
full. A killjoy they abominate. But with all
this, it is too much to say that they are against
the good and the true any more than in earlier
times.

Christianity does not deprive us of any legiti­
mate pleasure. God does not cramp the heart
to save the soul. To fix a veil of woe upon
a sunny spirit simply cannot be done. Christ
gladdens whatever he sanctifies.

Paul, an apostle of Jesus, was also an apostle
of joy. He says, “Rejoice . . . again I say
unto you, rejoice.” It means that the gospel
belongs to youth. It fits nowhere belter than
to youth’s joyous heart.

A round of the churches would correct a
popular delusion as to the absence of young
people from the services. It will be found in
many cases that youth is well represented. Some
of the churches beyond the inner suburbs arc
filled with worshippers, and large numbers of
young people are among them.

A year ago a great Christian Endeavor Con­
vention was held in this city. Delegates came 
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from all parts of the Commonwealth. Each night
an attendance of more than 4,000 was registered.
These were overwhelmingly young men ana

The debaucheries of the aged often rival the
indiscretions of the immature.

Many who in other times covertly disregarded
the church now do so openly and unconcernedly.

It is responsible for the belief that the church
has lost its hold, not only of youth, but also of
others. That view is incorrect, being based
upon the superficial. The church is essentially
what it always has been. So is human nature.
And so also is youth.

HINRICHSEN-BROOKER MISSION, BRIM, VIC.
The missioners frankly admit that at first

Brim did not appeal to them for a mission. Fhey
knew that in the town there were not more than
one hundred people, and were afraid that the
good folk would be spending their money un­
wisely. Now that the mission is over, their
feelings are entirely changed. It was only a
four weeks’ effort, and there were drawbacks in
that a terrific dust-storm lowered the tent, and
one Sunday night (following local custom) there
was no service owing to the Methodist anniver­
sary. All things considered, it was amazing
that God’s Spirit led thirty-two to make the 

confession. Amongst these there were twenty
men, some of whom are, and will be farmers, who
will for many years be our most liberal givers.

The faithfulness of the members is worthy of
special mention. Many did not miss a meet­
ing. Some walked three and four miles night
after night. Warracknnbeal, Horsham and Wil-
kur assisted. From the last-named place one
family travelled fifteen miles to the tent night
alter night. Another family came nearly
thirty miles on four nights out of five. It must
have cost more than £10 for travelling. Still
each family gave another £25 to the thankofler-
ing. One would travel the world without find­
ing better givers than there are in Brim. To
help the committee and to make sure of the
mission, one good sister had handed over £175.
In addition to this she gave another £50 to the 
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thankofTcring; another sister gave £50; Sev_ .
gave £25. Others gave other amounts sacrln •
ally but cheerfully until £301 were contribute i'
thus making a grand total of £476. The
sinners feel particularly grateful because th i
which is over will more than cover any <|
flciency from any of the other missions. Th"
tremendous giving on the part of this church
should inspire every church to greater giving
on Dec. -1. Miss Myrtle Hovey rendered heln
fill service at the piano.
