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The Universality of Jesus.

AFTER criticism will have done its
worst with the New Testament,
there will remain the incomparable
teaching and the unique character

of the Lord Jesus. These are both beyond
the reach of possible invention. That the
evangelists made their portrait from a holy
original is the simplest, as it is the only sen­
sible and satisfactory, explanation of their
delineation of the world’s ideal character.
Else there were no reason why the humble
disciples succeeded where, confessedly, all
the world’s literary geniuses beside have
failed.

One of the most outstanding features of
the character of the Lord Jesus is what is
called his universality. He belongs to no
one people or epoch. He transcends the
ordinar}’ limits of humanity. He is well
entitled “the Son of man,” for he is linked
with the race as no other is or can be.

We note that our Saviour was above all
racial prejudice. Yet he was born in a
land where such prejudice was most pro­
minent. Think of the Jewish pride of
race, and of the contempt which the ordin­
ary Jew had for the Gentile. But Jesus
of Nazareth shows not the slightest trace
of such a thing.

The history of Christianity bears wit­
ness to this aspect of Christ’s universality.
He is a hero to Jew and Gentile. He is
worshipped by white and black and yellow
and brown. Anglo-Saxons, Europeans
and Asiatics all call him Master and Lord.
In England and America, France and Ger­
many, China and Japan, in all the lands of
earth, there are admirers and followers of
the man Christ Jesus. There is no parallel
to his influence in history. Jesus does
not more suit the mode of thought of one
nation than another. His teaching is as
adaptable to Africa as to Australia, to Fiji
as to Greenland. He suits and satisfies
the needs of men in every land.

If only Christ’s followers were to catch
their Master's spirit, the present world 

difficulties might easily be solved. It is
not easy to accept the Master’s scale of
values, and to realise the equality of men
in God's sight, that a white man is no bet­
ter than a yellow one, that all the nations
are dear in his sight. Of course we would
rather be Britishers or Australians than
anything else on earth—but Christ docs
not love us any more or any less because
of this. The Hindoo and the Jap. are as
much the object of his affection. For them
as for us he died.

Christ was above all class distinctions.
Rich and poor were alike, high and low,
ruler and peasant. He was at home with
each, and had the same essential message
for each. There are church members who
have not begun to be Christian in this
regard.

Jesus belongs to no one age. That he
can satisfy the hearts of generations of men
is a truly wonderful thing. The epochs
change. There are barren eras and days
of rena'scence. There are periods of
deadly dulness and days of culture. Is it

not strange that One who was a Galilean
peasant can satisfy the longings of men in
this enlightened twentieth century as easily
and as fully as he did those of the first
century? The ignorant and lowly bond­
servant of bygone days had a spirit of
peace and content because of Christ’s love
for him. The Christian scientist of to­
day rejoices in the same love, and sits at
the feet of the same Saviour. Nobody gets
beyond Jesus. He is the world’s greatest
teacher and the world’s only Saviour. He
is the universal Man.

Christ appeals equally to both sexes. This
phenomenon added to the things already
noted makes his character all the more
wonderful. We have men’s men and
women’s men. But Christ is the ideal of
us all. All that is good in man or praise­
worthy in woman is found in him. In
Christ Jesus there is neither male nor
female, Greek nor Jew, circumcision nor
uncircumcision, Barbarian, Scythian, bond
nor free.

Lastly, it is well to consider the strik­
ing fact that Christ suits every age of
man. There are little children who love
him, won by his first love to them. The
Saviour is the friend of youth. He is the
helper of those of middle life who bear the
burden of the day. He is the comforter
and sustainer of the aged. Each find in
him the sympathiser and the friend. There
is no parallel to this. Think how the
years divide ordinary folk. Sympathise as
we will, we cannot be the companion both
of youth and of age. But Christ tran­
scends the ordinary limits of men. Per­
haps nowhere has this lesson as regards
age been better told than in the Persian
story of the three wise men. “My
Magazine” retells it in the following in­
teresting way:—

The Shame of Rome.
The Roman Catholic church has again

disgraced itself. The church which vaunts
itself above others as the upholder of the
sanctity, and the advocate of the indis­
solubility, of marriage has once more in a
spectacular way demonstrated the false­
ness of its claim. The “Sacred Rota" re­
cently proved itself obliging in the case
of the Duke of Marlborough. Now it
meets the wishes of the wealthy inventor.
Senator Marconi.

* The cabled news reports as follows:—
“Tile Sacred Rota has annulled Senator Mar­

coni's marriage with the Hon. Beatrice O’Brien.
daughter of Lord Inchiquin, on the ground that
the couple had agreed before marriage that they
could separate whenever they wished. As mar­
riage is regarded as indissoluble by the Roman
Catholic Church, such a condition makes a mar­
riage null and void. It is understood that
Senator Marconi is engaged to marry Mary, the
daughter of Count Francesco Bezziscali, of the
Papal Guard.”

That is a sorry announcement to be made
in the name of religion, and the thought
that it comes from an apostate church
which has in a thousand ways debased the re­
ligion of which it claims to be the supreme
exponent does not make the declaration easy
to bear. It is difficult to believe even in
the sincerity of Rome. Marriage is indis­
soluble. and therefore. Marconi's must be
annulled! The reasoning halts, surely.
If the recent happenings will open the eyes
of somnolent Protestants, and bring them
to a realisation of the claims and doctrines
of the Church of Rome, some good will
accrue.

British newspapers commenting on the
Marlborough annulment are now to hand.
“The Church of Rome, which does not re­
cognise divorce.” says "The Nation,” “has
annulled the original marriage on the
ground that the bride of thirty-one years
ago was an unwilling party to the union.
The sophistry of the ground taken and the
rank’ and wealth of the suitors give a

mediaeval flavor to the whole transaction,
which would be entertaining if it did not
emanate from a still powerful church, and
thus raise serious issues.”

A writer in the "Outlook"’ remarks that
“if the Pope annulled my marriage, even
were I a Roman Catholic, my legal status
would remain unaltered. My children
would remain legitimate and I should be
sent to prison for bigamy if I married again
in the life-time of my wife. Similarly
the decree of nullity granted to the ex­
Duchess leaves her children still legitimate,
and. had she not obtained a legal divorce,
she would not have been entitled to con­
tract any other marriage.”

The “Spectator” puts the matter plainly
as follows: “To the ordinary man outside
the Roman church who has every wish to
be fair, and who recognises the absolute
nature of authority as conceived and exer­
cised by that church, it seems that what
we have just described sacrifices numerous
human interests and safeguards to an idea.
It seems to him that, because the Roman
church does not recognise divorce, she is
driven to unjust and irrational expedients
in order to find a way out from a doctrine
which cannot be sustained. In theory the
doctrine of indissolubility is observed; in
practice it is made of no effect. It is to
be remembered also that the Duke of Marl­
borough and Miss Vanderbilt were not mar­
ried by the Roman church, yet the Roman
church annuls their marriage. The sons
in the eyes of Rome arc bastardised. For
our part, we can only be thankful that this
country is governed under the Act of Sup­
remacy, and that, so far as the law is
concerned, the position of the Duke of Marl­
borough’s sons has been shaken only by
the canonists of Southwark and Rome."

We won­
dered, as we have so often done, why it
is that in life men see the mistakes people
make while death seems to obliterate them
all. Why’ is it flowers so rich and rare are
placed upon our dead bodies and thorns
and nettles so often mark our paths while
living? This is a growing weakness of
to-day. Not that we object to anything
constructive in the matter of criticism, for
there arc times when, because of sin or
heresy, men must be withstood “even to the
face,” but it is a glorious thing to try and
live to see the good in men as well as the
evil. F. W. Robertson said, “No great
principle ever triumphed but through much
evil. No man ever progressed to great­

ness and goodness but through great mis­
takes,” and while this is true, it is also true
that no life becomes great by laughing at
the mistakes of others. I do not laugh,
but rather want to shed tears when I see
a young man under the influence of liquor.
There is no sense of humor, but a burning
sense of shame when one made in the image
.of God allows the devil to mar that image.
I am not lacking in a sense of humor, but
it is never humorous to laugh at a brother’s
misfortune, however self-imposed it may
be, or however blissful his ignorance of it
may be. Cicero once said. “Any man may­
make a mistake, but none but a fool will
continue in it,” and we might add that a
greater fool is he who laughs. Another
writer has said, “Exemption from mis­
takes is not the privilege of mortals; but
when pur mistakes are involuntary, we owe
each other every candid consideration; and
the man who. on discovering his errors, ac­
knowledges and corrects them, is scarcely
less entitled to our esteem than if he had
never erred.” When tempted to pass
judgment on another it is well to remember
that the man who never made a mistake
never made anything, and the only person
beyond the danger of making a mistake
is the one the undertaker has made no mis­
take with. “I fe that thinketh he standeth
take heed lest he fall,” is sound advice for
every generation. Gladstone believed that
no man ever became great or good except
through many and great mistakes, and the
Apostle Paul felt the only sure deliverance
from the mistakes he made was through
the Lord Jesus Christ.

May we point out the difference between
making mistakes and continuing to make
them, for many to-day look upon all sin as
only a mistake. In a moment of weakness,
at a time when we have been taken un­
awares, we may make a mistake. But to
plan deliberately to do anything that we
know to be wrong is sin. It is the habitual
mistake that ripens into habitual sin. and
results in the moral and spiritual downfall
of the individual. It is not sufficient ex­
cuse that we plead ignorance either. We
saw a lady of many summers who. by the
aid of the barber, cosmetics and a costumier
who specialised in short skirts, thought she
looked in her teens. But in spite of all
her thinking she didn't! We tried not to
see her mistake and in order to occupy
ourself to better advantage endeavored to
call to mind a verse we once heard and
which is credited to a Mr. Burns about the
power to see ourselves as others see us.
Mr. Editor, my “Scotch” would certainly
lay me open to criticism. Will you please
quote it for me ?

When Sir Austen
Chamberlain was at Locarno we hope he applied
the Christian principles to international rela­
tions, but I don’t know enough about it to say
whether he did apply Christian principles,” said
Lord Hugh Cecil in a speech at the Church
Assembly.

“It is unwise that the clergy should be talk­
ing about political, industrial and international
questions. There is a sense of profound bore­
dom when a clergyman repeats on a Sunday the
daily article which has appeared in the daily
Press. Let us hear something which is dis­
tinctly spiritual. I believe it is because this is
not done that our sermons are so dull. A
topical sermon is, I think, one of the most tire­
some things in the world.”
EDISON AND IMMORTALITY.

“The moment that the working, intellectual
religionists show that there are fifty-two points
of evidence for immortality contrasted with
forty-eight points against it, that moment the
fact (not theory, mind you, or mere faith, or
anything but fact) will be accepted by all men.
To-day the preponderance of probability very
greatly favors belief in the immortality of the
intelligence, or soul, of man,” says Mr. Edison,
the famous inventor, in the “New York Times.”

“In the meantime, let the reformed, recon­
stituted and re-enlightened church teach every­
thing that can be proved about things spiritual
and then devote its efforts to imparting to its
congregations convictions as to the primary
necessity for beauty, honesty, and health. These
things include everything really worth while.
Nothing should be based upon belief which
is not in its turn based upon truth.”

DR. FOSDICK ON BELIEF IN GOD.
Dr. H. E. Fosdick in his new book, “Adven­

turous Religion,” deals with the question of
science and religion. The writer makes con­
cessions which we could not grant, but he says
many good things. He points out the insuffi­
ciency of science by itself, and the necessity
of religion in man’s life. He writes:

“Whether or not a man will think be needs
God to supply his wants will depend altogether
on what his wants are. He may get his Rolls-
Royce and his yacht, have his fields irrigated,
his houses built, his cuisine supplied, his pes­
tilences stopped, without religion, although one
may wonder how much of the stability and vigor
or the civilisation which produces such results
has depended on faith in a morally reliable
creation.

“He may even get better health without God,
although the experience of most of us is that
the body is not well unless the mind is, and
that the mind is never well without faith and
hope. But whatever else he may obtain with­
out God he will still live in’ a world that, like
a yacht on the high seas, is aimlessly adrift,
uncharted, unguided, and unknown. Anyone
who has ever supposed this world to be so futile
and inconsequential an experiment of chance,
and now has entered into the faiths and hopes
of a vital and sustaining religion, will regard
with utter incredulity the idea that God has
become less essential.

“If a man cannot honestly believe in God, let
him honestly say so, but let him not try to
fool himself and us by the supposition that he

A STRANGE OFFER.
The “Morning Post” announces that a clergy­

man in the Midlands has made what is described
as “a sporting offer” to those among his parish­
ioners who seldom, or never, attend church"
“As a special inducement to them to renew
their devotions,” he says he is prepared to givc
an undertaking that if they think an hour and
a quarter too long, the services shall he con­
fined to one hour’s duration. It may be, of
course, that the vicar in question merely des’ircs
to display a nice sense of irony, in the hope
that his delinquent flock may be “shamed” back
to the fold. But whether that is so, or whether
the proposal is seriously made, the offer is
scarcely likely to have the desired effect. Many
of the absentees in the parish were formerly
regular in church attendance, it is said; and
the natural deduction is, surely, that the source
of trouble does not rest upon anything so
trivial as the grudging of fifteen minutes longer
in church. We need not attempt to diagnose
the trouble in one particular instance, however.
The important point is that, in many places—
though perhaps not here—the defections are
due to the fact that “the sheep look upward and
are not fed.” The people come spiritually
hungry; they go away spiritually famished—
whether after sixty minutes or seventy-five. Are
they receiving the Bread of Life? Is their
thirst being assuaged by the refreshment of the
Spirit? Are not such questions more important
than any which may be answered by offering
fifteen minutes more for pleasure, and fifteen
minutes less for God?—“Christian.”

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The Restoration Plea and Its Commitments.
Ethelbcrt Davis.

It is probably difficult for this generation to
understand the religious strife and intolerance
which characterised the close of the eighteenth,
and the opening days of the nineteenth cen­
turies. The battle of creeds raged fierce and
deadly- The roar of the artillery of hostile
sections shook communities till faith tottered,
till hearts were broken, and homes were divided.
In the midst of the strife and the warfare, men
of God there were, who loved the church which
the Redeemer purchased with his own blood;
and who were pained at heart, and who groaned
in spirit when they witnessed the sectarian bit­
terness and hostility. God saw the afflictions
of his people, and heard their cry, as he had
seen the affliction and heard the groanings of
his ancient people, and he came down to de­
liver them out of their bondage. As he ehose
Moses and Aaron to deliver the Israelites from
Egyptian bondage so be chose Timinas and
Alexander Campbell and their coadjutors to
deliver his church from her Babylon captivity.

When the early restorers began to investigate
the causes of the hateful divisions among the
Lord’s people, they soon discovered that they
were not divided on the cardinal facts, the
fundamentals of the Christian religion, but on
the unscriptural and antiscriplural humanisms
which had been introduced into the church. All
the churches were agreed in their belief in
God, in their belief in Jesus Christ as the Son
of God, and Saviour of men, and in the Bible
as the Word of God. True, there were differ­
ences of opinion as to the attributes of God
and the nature of Christ, but these differences
were largely speculative, or creedal, rather than
actual and vital.

Under the guidance of the Holy Spirit these
men at once perceived that, in order to remedy
the evils of division, it would be necessary to
eliminate from the church all that was human
and hold to that only which is divine. It was
at once obvious that if everything human and
antiscriplural were put out of the church and
only the divine left, there would be at once
a restoration of the primitive church, which
would function as in the beginning. There­
fore, as the Reformation was a protest against
the corruptions and abuses of the church of
Rome and an attempt to introduce a more Scrip­
tural order of things, the Restoration move­
ment in its origin and development was and is
a protest against the evils of sectarianism, and
a vigorous attempt to restore the apostolic
church in faith and practice. Having com­
mitted themselves to the task of calling to­
gether the followers of Christ, and having rc-
signcd themselves also to the control of the

°Iy Spirit, the pioneers of the movement be­
gan to plead for the abandonment of all re­

gions forms and institutions which rested only
ipon human authority, and for the complete
production of Christianity in all its essentials
s revealed in the New Testament.

Not only had Christ prayed for the unity of
his people, and by the Holy Spirit laid down
n basis on which his people should for ever
stand united, but there was Paul’s exhortation:
“Now I beseech you, brethren, by the name of
our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye all speak the
same thing, that there be no divisions among
you; but that ye be perfectly joined together
in the same mind and in the same judgment.”

In apostolic days the church was one body of
which Christ as Head was pre-eminent in all
things. One Spirit, which was the Chrisl-
spirit animating and quickening and controll­
ing the one body; one hope, a blessed hope
which was Christ in them the hope of glory;
one Lord, which was Christ, through whom are
all things, and who said, “Before Abraham was
I am.” and who is the “express image of God ”
and who “upholds all things by the word of
his power; one faith, which is a lively personal 

and active faith in a personal Christ and Savi­
our, the Son of God; one baptism, which was
and is significant, inasmuch as it was ordained
by Christ, and in action symbolises the death,
burial, and resurrection of Christ, and brings
the believing penitent soul into touch with the
blood of Christ; one God and Father, who re­
vealed himself to us in Jesus Christ our Lord.

When the above discoveries were made, the
appeal was issued for all lovers of Jesus Christ
to break away from their denominational camps
and stand together on the divine platform.
around Christ as the centre, and “speak where
the Scriptures speak; to be silent where the
Scriptures are silent,” and to “reduce to prac­
tice that simple original form of Christianity,
expressly exhibited upon the sacred page, with­
out attempting to inculcate anything of human
authority, of private opinion, or inventions of
men, as having any place in the constitution,
faith or worship, of the Christian church—or
anything, as a matter of Christian faith, or
duty, for which there can not be expressly pro­
duced a ‘Thus sailli the Lord,’ either in express
terms, or by approved precedent.”

In a sentence, then, the plea of the Churches
of Christ is the visible unity of God’s people
in Christ for the exaltation of Christ; and
to that end the abandonment of everything that
is anti-scriptural. It has been rightly said that
“The union of the people of God is the great
distinctive and central doctrine around which
this people have crystallised.” That plea has
never insinuated an insistence on like opinion,
like deportment, like methods; but “In essen­
tials unity; in opinions, liberty; in all tilings
charity.” It would be dishonest not to admit
that some have carried that splendid aphorism,
adopted by the pioneers, to most absurd ex­
tremes, and that some have forced matters of
opinion to the centre, and exalted them as es­
sentials, and that without charity. Romanism
had emphasised unity and sacrificed liberty, re­
sulting in despotism and arrogance. Protest­
antism has emphasised liberty and sacrificed
unity, resulting in division and religious anarchy.
The plea this people advocate and emphasise is
unity and liberty, both in Christ. “In essen­
tials, unity; in opinions, liberty; in all things
charity,” produces true unity, and preserves
liberty.

For considerably over a century that plea has
been promulgated, with the gratifying results
that these churches have made a most remark­
able numerical increase, and have written a
wonderful history; and with the further result
that the religious world lias changed its attitude
toward the question of unity.

IS ALCOHOL A FOOD*
“The members of the medical profession have

satisfied themselves,” says Dr. W. A. Osborne,
Professor of Physiology in the Melbourne Uni­
versity. “after careful experiment and exhaustive
inquiry, that alcohol is no longer to be regarded
as a food of any value. Alcohol is, in fact.
a narcotic poison: it stimulates because it para­
lyses the sense of fatigue and weariness, which
is Nature’s warning signal. Il abolishes self-
restraint. and the only courage which it gives
is a misdirected and useless recklessness. There
is not an organ of the body with which alcohol
comes in contact which is not irritated and in­
jured by it. As for the effects of excessive
drinking, they are too obvious in our hospitals,
asylums and gaols.

“The imbiber of alcohol believes that it is
a stimulant, and that under the action of al­
cohol he has greater muscular powers and
greater mental powers, too. Experiments have
been carried out, and repented again and again,
and it has been found that alcohol, far from
being a stimulant for muscle, is a poison for
muscle. To every tissue and part of the human
body alcohol is a poison. This, I assure you.
is no matter of conjecture, or a subject about
which there is any doubt.”

The
more accurate meaning of the Greek word Para-
rlctos is undoubtedly Advocate or Helper. With
commendable insight the translators of the
\uthoriscd and Revised versions here render
the word Comforter. The Holy Spirit is
Christ’s Advocate in that he pleads Christ’s
cause in the hearts of the disciples besides
convicting the world of sin, righteousness and
judgment to come. Bui in the verses before
us Jesus is consoling bis disciples with the as­
surance that although he is leaving them, they
will not be as children bereft of parents, an­
other Comforter will take bis place, and will
abide with them for ever.

Our word “comfort” has in it the idea of
consoling by making strong from within. The
New Testament speaks of many ways in which
the Holy Spirit strengthens us to endure and
bear up bravely under trial and suffering.

Removing Doubts.
We all lack faith in some degree on some

occasions. None of us believe God as frankly
and as fully as we should. Were it not for
the fact that God knows this and constantly
ministers to our doubling hearts, we would
never enjoy any peace of mind. . John, in his
first epistle, puts the case very beautifully: “If
our heart condemn us, God is greater than our
heart and knoweth all things.” One of God’s
ways of reassuring and comforting us is by
his Spirit.

THE GAMBLING PERIL.
All history goes to prove that national des­

tiny is determined not by fate or caprice but
by national conduct, and in proportion as any
nation becomes morally corrupt it must become
internally weak. How serious is the economic
waste involved in gambling 1 Commerce is a
potent factor in the development of national
strength. The extent of the commercial rela­
tions of Great Britain is one of the elements
contributing to her supremacy among the
nations, but gambling results in the loss of
millions of pounds annually and the ruin of
thousands of families. Therefore it makes a
serious drain on the financial resources of the
nation and its citizen life. A nation’s progress
depends largely on industrial efficiency, and
gambling destroys habits of industry. It per­
verts the mind and unfits it for the duties of
life. The habitual gambler is usually a worth­
less workman. Without question gambling pro­
motes dishonesty. Some large banking and
other financial institutions observe a strict rule
that if any employee is proved to have indulged
in gambling he is instantly dismissed. These
institutions prefer not to take the risk of em­
ployees who gamble.

The great preventative against gambling, and
particularly in regard to children and young
people, is “education.” Sunday Schools, Bands
of Hopes and young people’s organisations gener­
ally give the opportunity for definite instruc­
tion in regard to gambling. Such education
must make clear what gambling really is, that
it is never an innocent amusement, but a posi­
tive evil, to be condemned with all other things
dishonest and immoral.

Such education must also include instruction
in the right relationship to money, both as to
its acquirement and its use. An educated
Christian conscience in regard to money is one
of the urgent needs of life generally, as well as
in respect of this problem. It is surely not 

necessary to add that the Christian Church
should, under all circumstances, keep herself
free from everything involving the gambling
principle whether directly or indirectly.

But education is not enough. Only the spirit
of the kingdom of Christ can inspire the sacri­
ficial social service demanded by this serious
evil; only the divine love of Christ can set free
the life bound by the fetters of this vicious
habit; only the companionship of Christ can
keep the new generation of citizens secure
against a foe so insidious and destructive.

The Boy Emotionally.
Some think a boy has no feelings, and walk

over much that he considers holy, as if it were
nothing. Failure to understand a boy’s feel­
ings, or emotions, often accounts for inability
to hold him in trouble.

His feelings make for pleasure or otherwise
in his experiences. Thus, he feels hungry, or
feels happy, or feels afraid.

Between thirteen and eighteen years of age
a boy’s feelings change quickly and abruptly.
These are understood better if the boys are
classed as one of four types.
1. A weak excitable tempcrament which is

soon stimulated to action, and soon dies
away.

2. A strong excitable temperament that is
determined, self-reliant and confident.

3. A strong reflective character that is patient.
A lover of poetry and music. A dreamer.

4 A weak reflective character that is slow and
weary and enjoys eating and sleeping.

These may be looked upon as general divisions
of the different types of boys.

Some of the more important emotions and
their effects upon the boy arc mentioned by H.
W. Gibson, as fear, anger, heart-sentiment, sym­
pathy and reverence.

Fear comes early in life, and is seen in
timidity of strange people, noises and darkness.
When a boy gets to his teens fear can be used
for educational purposes. It is less physical
fear and more social, and is revealed in shy­
ness, chewing of the finger-nails in company,
and a general awkwardness. This is the time
the parent and child should come very close to
each other. /V fear of being misunderstood often
keeps the boy from confiding in his father.
Likewise a parent’s stern face may cause a
boy to lie. Failures in this period are over­
come by love and sympathy on the parents*
part. Fear can be used at this age to help
a boy understand that what he sows he reaps;
it thus becomes a force in his moral develop­
ment. Fear of giving pain and disappoint­
ment to his loved ones will urge him to his
best.

Anger is one of the first emotions. First of
all and used rightly, it is for defence. Un­
controlled it becomes criminal. Anger should
be a strength, and give power to life. A boy
of strong physique is often ready to fight, that
he may show off. This anger is generally sud­
den and brief. Again, it may be aroused over
a sense of injustice for the punishment of minor
wrongs. About the age of seventeen he begins
to control it. A greater physical strength and
the feeling or sense of power helps him. Thomas
M. Baillet wrote: “If you crush the fighting in­
stinct you gel the coward, if you let it grow
wild you get the bully, if you train it you have
the strong, self-controlled man of will.”

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SHANGHAI NEWS.
Hie city is much perturbed over the war. It

looks as it Shanghai is to he made the cock­
pit of tlic struggle, but our Christian work has
not suffered greatly. Since our last report five
have been baptised—three men and a woman—
from Ling Ping Road, our new station in the
Chinese part of Shanghai, and one woman
from Kwen Ming Road, governed by the non­
Chinese. Our school has fourteen classes a
day with an attendance of 240.

Hu Sin Kwei, senior evangelist, has written
a very kindly greeting to the brethren in Aus­
tralia. He says, Now we have four or five in­
quirers, who will be baptised and enlisted as
members before the coming of Christmas. Miss
Yung, who was our former Bible-woman, has
taken up her old work. She left to get mar­
ried, but this did not work out well. Mr.

As a rule missionaries are supposed to be out
of the fashions, but we are very human (of
course, I mean the females), and still like pretty
things, and I am very grateful to all these kind
friends.

‘‘We are both in splendid health, and much
enjoying the work in Pachmarhi, and arc pray­
ing that in God’s own time we may have the
joy of reaping some of the seed we have been
sowing. We look eagerly for the ‘A.C7 and
devour every bit of it, and are rejoiced to note
the progress being made in all the States, and
especially in our splendid College. We pray
for you all, as we know you do for us, and
desire to express our heartfelt thanks to all
those who have so nobly supported us since
our return to India, and pray that we may be
faithful to the trust reposed in us.”

Cameron says she is a very earnest woman, and
did a lot of good during her last period of
service. Her last monthly report shows visits
paid to women 38, visits to sick members 5,
preaching in gardens 3, women’s meetings on
Thursdays 4, inquirers 2.

Bro. Ning, our assistant evangelist, reports re­
gular meetings at Kwen Ming Road, and four
week-night preaching services with the Sunday
morning devotional service per week.

Our Christian Endeavor Society is doing w’elly
at the last meeting there were 80 present.

Bro. Ning also assists on two other centres in
town, about five miles distant from Kwen Ming
Road. They are absolutely independent, but
are following the general practices of our
churfches. The Sunday previous to Bro.
Cameron’s letter he says, “We w’ere at Kwen
Ming Road last Sunday, and enjoyed the ser­
vice. Mr. Ning was the preacher, and he gave
a fine address on the Cross of Christ. The
work goes on steadily, and I see the leaders in
my office regularly. The Bible woman visits
my wife every Monday morning to talk over
things and to read with a woman who is very
interested in the doctrine.”

Bro. and Sister Cameron send their kind
greetings to the brotherhood of Australia. Bro.
Cameron writes, “The situation in China is
rapidly changing. Cantonese ideas, directed
largely by Russian advisers, are spreading, and
wide tracts of country are coming under the
sway of the South. How far the obedient offi­
cials arc moved by fear or by agreement with
the new ideas is not yet known. It is a well-
known practice among Chinese officials and
generals to declare neutrality or, simply, drop
down on the winning side. This is ^o notor­
ious that it is impossible to know for quite a
long time how matters will really shape them­
selves. It looks as if greater Shanghai (not
the foreign-controlled settlements and French
Concession) may become involved in the south­
ern scheme of things before you get this
letter.”

THE CHRISTMAS GIFTS.
Mrs. G. P. Pittman writes from Pachmarhi,

C.P., India:—
“Besides the beautiful gifts for the Indians,

which they so much appreciated, we received
several very generous and loving personal gifts
and messages, for which we desire to express
our deep gratitude. Most of these we could
acknowledge by letter, but there was one from
the Tarce Missionary Class, with no other name
attached, and also one from the Phi Beta Pi
of the City Temple, Sydney, also without any
address attached. The latter was a very pretty
dress length with a note telling how it should
be made, and it finished by saying: ‘You may as
well be in the fashion as well as anyone else.

GOOD NEWS FROM THE NEW HEBRIDES.
Bro. MacKie is now living on Oba, but will

visit Pentecost and assist the brethren there
also. Although he was on Oba at Christmas
time, having promised the Pentecost brethren
he would be with them, he journeyed across
the rough seas to keep his promise. He says:
“I could not leave the Pentecost brethren after
promising to spend Christmas with them. There
were about one hundred people at Banmatmat
on Christmas Day. We had three services,
first at G a.m., a baptismal service at 11 a.m.,
and a service in the afternoon.” 

Bro. MacKie’s living on Oba Island is al­
ready proving a great blessing to our Christians
there. They have especially been troubled by
recruiting of some of their natives. Bro. MacKie
was able to stop the recruiting of women on
Pentecost, and he hopes to be able successfully
to prevent illegal recruiting from Oba.

When he wrote the hurricane season was
about on them. They had had tremendous
tropical rains and thunder-storms. Bro.
MacKie says, “Not rain like you have in Aus­
tralia, but downpours.” One day he and some
of the native brethren undertook to pull his
boat out of the sea and up far enough on the
land to save it from any damage. Unfor­
tunately some of the boys holding tlic boat lost
their balance; the result was three big holes
in the side of the boat.

Read Acts 16. First-born of European churches
under apostle.

IV. Paul’s Perplexity and Persuasion (21-26).
Life or death, which? This is a wonderful

passage, and it must be read as it came burning
from Paul’s heart.

To live is Christ—to die is gain.
To live is to continue to labor and not fruit­

lessly; to die is to depart and be with Christ
which is far better.

To live is, for your sakes, better, and on the
whole he fell that that was the divine will for
him. “I shall be with you again,” he says.

Here we have three themes suggested (“To
live is Christ”):—

(a) Life and its opportunities—“To fill up
that which is lacking of the sufferings of Christ.”

(b) Death and its recompenses. “To die is
gain.” What it ends; what it leads to! “Depart
and be with Christ which is far better.”

(c) Present duty must be done. One life—
only one. How sacred should it be. There is
much to be done. Tears to be wiped, pro­
digals won, lost sheep brought home. “So much
to do, so little time to do it.”

Consider—
fa) The picture in the word “to depart.”
(b) The phrase. “With Christ.” What light

on state after death of believer. Cf. 2 Cor. 5:
1-9; 1 Thess. 4: 13-18. “Forever with the
Lord.” “Fallen asleep.” Cf. 1: 23 and 3: 21.

Let us cherish this great mood of expectancy
of results. Not, “In the manner of a vain pre­
sumption, but in the manner of faith in a great
Saviour.”

Let us believe that “His servants shall serve
him and shall see his face.” Here and now,
and there.

V. Practical Exhortations (27-29).
“Let your lives be worthy of the gospel of

Christ.”
Let us note the emphatic words:—
1. “Standing fast in one spirit.” Beware of

the currents of sin and worldliness. Stand fast.
