C
HRISTMAS with all its simplicity

and charm is upon us once again.
We are about to re-live the joy and
inspiration of past years and see

afresh the wondrous vision of the Christ-
Child in the manger of Bethlehem. After
hearing the incessant din and turmoil of
the workl during the year, we are eager to
"listen in" to the never-dying anthem of
heaven, “Glory to God in the highest, peace
on earth.” We shall visualise the angelic
choir as it sweeps through the gates of hea­
ven and hovers o’er the moonlit fields of
Judea.

The object of worship.
The first Christmas season brought

1° the cradle of Jesus humble shepherds and
wise men, who in the beautiful spirit

God. The deep-seated expectancy of
the world, the universal heart hunger for a
divine object of worship, and the yearning
tRicst for “a light to lighten the Gentiles
and the glory of thy people Israel,” com-
hnied to draw Jew and Gentile to the one
throne of grace and worship. As they
ktoked into the beautiful face of Marys
j;011’ they saw the fulfilment of the long
'tie of prophecy, and the promised Messiah

der the shepherds and Magi were filled with
the spirit of adoration as they beheld the
child who was called "A Saviour, Christ
the Hord,” "Jesus," "The King of the Jews,"

“Immanuel,” "Shepherd of my people
Israel," "Wonderful, Counsellor, The
Mighty God, The Everlasting Father, The
I’rince of Peace." This divine object of
worship has been the joy and inspiration
of the world, and the coming Christmas
is another testimony of the Christ-Child's
grip on the heart-strings of humanity. Once
again the children of God are challenged
to worship him in the beauty of holiness.

"O God, merci­
fully lead me into the holy secret of Christ­
mas-tide, and take me into the innermost
room of its holy joy. Forbid that I should
remain in the outer courts, dwelling amid
its mere carnal pleasures, satisfied with the
merriment that dies with the day. Bring
me into the eternal things of this blessed
season, the things that abide, the love that
manifests itself in unfailing good-will, and
the joy that rings Christmas bells all the
year round.

The manner of worship.
When angels sang their heavenly song

and the star shone with celestial glory, the

hearts of men were invited to lay aside
worldly interests and to focus their minds
upon the divine. The angelic chorus lured
the shepherds from the fields, and the guid­
ing star drew the Magi from distant lands;
thus men from near and far accepted God’s
invitation to worship his Son. In the spirit
of willing obedience they counted time or
distance as nothing in their quest for the
Babe of Bethlehem. The shepherds said,
"Let us now go, and see this thing which is
come to pass, which the Lord hath made
known to us." The Wise Men asked,
"Where is he that is bom King of the Jews.
for we have seen his star in the east, and
arc come to worship him." With an earnest
desire to obey the call of God, they ap­
proached the throne of grace in the spirit
of inexpressible joy. Heaven's carol was
one of joyful tidings to men. and that first
Christmas worship of the Babe of heaven
was of a most joyous character. When
the Magi saw the star over the manger.
their experience expresses the manner in
which the Christ-Child was worshipped:
"When they saw the star, they rejoiced with
exceeding great joy." To-day the King
of kings expects his worshippers to come
into his presence in the spirit of obedience.
earnestness and joy fulness.

Results of worship.
Christmas-tide very forcefully reminds us

of tin- blessings of obeying die call of God.
Had the shepherds refused t > listen to the
message of the angels. "I bring y u good
tidings of gnat joy." and the Wise Men de­
clined the leading of the -tar. their lives
would have been spiritually impoverished.
True worship always brings permanent
blessing-, and the first wor-hijiters of the
Christ-Child went away with hearts - iti—
tied. They could say in the words of
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Simeon, "Lord, now lettest thou thy ser­
vant depart in peace, for mine eyes have
seen thy salvation.” They departed from
the presence of the Most High "glorifying
and praising God for all the things that they
had heard and seen, as it was told unto
them.” Then again, the worship of Jesus
resulted in the giving to him of gifts worthy
of acceptance. Love always sacrifices for
the object of adoration, and at the feet of
the divine Babe gifts of life and service have
been poured in abundance. It was a
moment of supreme joy when the Magi “saw
the young child with Mary his mother, and
fell down and worshipped him: and when
they had opened their treasures they pre­
sented unto him gifts: gold, and frankin­
cense, and myrrh.” Another blessing of
the worship of Jesus was the planting of
hope and cheer in the hearts of the people.
The long night of darkness was dispelled
by the “Light of the World.” "The Sun
of Righteousness hath risen with healing
in his wings.” The glad message and carol
of the angels had put a new song in the
mouth, and with a new hope and cheer, the
shepherds returned to the fields to take up
the common round of daily tasks; the Magi
turned their faces to the East to carry home
the glad tidings of great joy, “Peace on
earth, good-will to men.” As the children
of God worship anew the Christ of Bethle­
hem and of Calvary may their hearts be
satisfied and cheered, that they may return
to the duties of the work-a-day world filled
with the gilts of Christmas-tide, love, joy,
benevolence, sympathy, goodwill, peace and
service.

We might have expected that the highest in
the land, the secular rulers or the ecclesiastical
leaders, would have been honored by first hear
ing the announcement; but, instead, lowly shep­
herds watching their flocks by night were the
privileged ones. Bishop Rylc well remarks'
“The saying of .James should come into our
mind, as we rend these words: ‘Hath not God
chosen the poor of this world, rich in faith and
heirs of I lie kingdom, which he hath promised
to them that love him?’ (Jas. 2: 5). The want
of money debars no one from spiritual privileges.
The things of God’s kingdom are often hid from
the great and noble, and revealed to the poor.
The busy labor of the hands need not prevent
a man being favored with special communion
with God. Moses was keeping sheep,—Gideon
was threshing wheat,—Elisha was ploughing,
when they were severally honored by direct
calls and revelations from God. Let us resist
the suggestion of Satan, that religion is not for
the working man. The weak of the world arc
often called before the mighty. The last are
often first, and the first last.”

was the announcement of “an angel of the
Lord.” The other was the song of “the hea­
venly host.” Each referred to the incarnation
of tile Son of God—the former “proclaims the
transcendent fact,” and the latter “hymns its
blessed results.”

The closing words of this quotation might with
equal accuracy be otherwise translated, though
nothing better than the familiar rendering can
be given. It is interesting to note that the
precise combination docs not appear elsewhere
in the New Testament; and the translation could
be either “Messiah, Lord.” or “Anointed Lori
fR.V. margin), or “the Messiah, the Lord, or
“an anointed one, a Lord.”

Apart from the weighing of manuscript au­
thority, of which the ordinary reader may know
nothing, the internal evidence seems to favor
the reading of the Revised Version. “The hymn
consists of two members connected by a con­
junction; and the three parts of the one mem­
ber exactly correspond with the three parts of
the other member.” “Glory” balances “pence,”
“in the highest” balances “on earth,” and “to
God” balances “among men of good pleasure.”
Dr. Plummer remarks that-“this exact correla­
tion between the parts is lost in the common
triple arrangement; which has the further awk­
wardness of having the second member intro­
duced by a conjunction, while the third is not,
and of making the second and third members
tautological. ‘On earth peace* is very much
the same as ‘good will amongst men.’” To the
last objection of Plummer it could be answered
that the peace on earth is between man and
man, while the third part relates to “goodwill (of
God) among men.” Rut, judged by every stan­
dard, the Revision is superior to the Common
Version; and here is a case where, despite
familiarity and hallowed associations, we should
be willing to exchange phrases dear to us from
childhood for words which convey more clearly
the heavenly announcement of the results of
the incarnation of the Son of God.

Dr. F. J- A. Hort, a great scholar and one oi
the most influential members of the Committee
of Reviews, preferred another translation of
the passage. He followed the revisers Greek
text; but held that the first of the two clauses
should end with “earth” and not with God.

Even they think more loftilv
of God, and more of man’s possibilities ami
worth, when they cluster round the manger, and
see who lies there.”

McLeod Campbell wrote: “Surely ‘Glory to God
in the highest, and on earth peace, goodwill to­
wards men’ are words which as yet belong more
to prophecy than to history.”

“On earth peace” In his “Ode on the
Nativity* John Milton treated the peaceful con­
dition of the world at the time of Christ’s birth
as significant or symbolical:
“No war or battle’s sound
Was heard the world around;

The idle spear and shield were high uphung:
The hooked chariot stood
Unstained with hostile blood.

The trumpet spake not to the armed throng;
And kings sat still with awful eye
As if they surely knew their sovran Lord was

by.”
This is a doubtful treatment of the situation.
Farrar, dismissing it, says that “it was not in
this sense that the birth of Christ brought
peace.” Primarily, we think of the peace of
God which conics to (he heart of man, of per­
fect peace between God and man, but also we
think of “the peace which, once admitted into
the heart, makes men live at peace one with
another.”

“Christ's work.” writes Alexander Maclaren,
“is to bring peace into all human relations, those
with God, with men, with circumstances, and to
calm the discords of souls at war with them­
selves. Every one of these relations is marred
by sin, and nothing less thorough than a power
which removes it can rectify them. That birth
was the coming into humanity of him who
brings peace with God, with ourselves, with one
another. Shame on Christendom that nineteen
centuries have passed, and men yet think the
cessation of war is only a ‘pious imagination’!
The ringing music of Hut angel chant has died
away, hut its promise abides.”

Who have the peace?
Not all men have the peace of God dwelling

in them. Until men turn to him who was the
Prince of Peace and imbibe his spirit and do
his will they cannot have his peace. It comes
to “men of good pleasure” or “men of good
will.” to “men in whom he is well pleased.” or
even (as Weymouth puts it) to “men who please
him.” Il matters little which of these phrases
we employ; the underlying meaning is the same.

Christ, Western Australia, has closed another
year of service.

THE RICH CHRIST.
fJohn 1: 14, 16.)
F. J. Sivyer, B.A.

“And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt
among us.’’ “And of his fulness have we all
received and grace for grace.'’ So many refer­
ences are made to the sorrows, the poverty, the
loneliness, the homelessness of Jesus, that we
are likely to forget the other side. Those who
knew him best, his biographers, had a very dif­
ferent picture to present. Matthew writes as
one who was impressed by the majesty of Christ.
To Mark. Jesus was the man of action, full of
life-giving vitality. Luke loves to illustrate
the universality of the Master’s sympathy and
Saviourhood. John adds the finishing touches
to the portrayal when he says. He was “full of
grace and truth . . . and of his fulness have
we all received and grace for grace.”

The Wealth of Jesus.
Although hc had no money and possessed no

property, yet Jesus was rich beyond the drcams
of avarice. Al the close of his earthly minis­
try, he bequeathed to his followers a great legacy
—“my joy” and “my peace.”

A highly successful business man once said
that lhe habit of happiness was worth more
than ten thousand pounds a year to him. How
infinitely more precious was the joy of Jesus!
His was a joy beyond the reach of circumstance.
It was the joy of being in perfect harmony with
God the Father, and the joy of knowing that
his sacrifice would be lhe means of redeeming
countless thousands.

Through all his utterances we can catch the
undertone of a great peace—“the peace that
passeth all understanding.” Think of him,
hanging in agony upon the cross, and yet so
much at ease as to be able to forget his own
sufferings and to plan for his mother’s welfare.
and to hear and answer the cry of a penitent
thief. One who possessed such joy and peace
was not poor but rich indeed.

Think next of what John says of him: he
was full of truth and grace. To understand
perfectly the nature of man. to know the myster­
ies of the being of God. and to be so fully con­
scious of the rectitude of his own life as to
be able to say. “I am the truth,” “the words
that I speak unto you. they arc spirit, they arc
truth,” that surely was wealth of the highest 
kind. .

And if it is possible to mark degrees in such
riches, lhe highest degree is to be found in the
fact that Jesus was full of grace. Men caught
lhe accents of that grace in his very speech.
Even the prejudiced people of Nazareth won­
dered at “the gracious words which proceeded
oul of his mouth.” It was this grace seen on
his face and expressed by his every gesture
that won the hearts of little children and drew
them with hurrying feet to his s'de. It was
this grace that held and helped the woman at
Svchar’s well. This grace attracted publicans
and sinners and made them willing to forsake
their ill-gotten gains and haunts of sin ini rr«kr
lo follow him.
