O the Christian there come incessant

calls for service and sacrifice. Con­
stant appeals are made for prayer,
works and gifts. We respond to

one call, and another is upon us.
Our readers will note the number of

appeals for liberal giving which are being
made to the brotherhood. For next Lord’s
day, for example, in New South Wales a
special offering for the work of the Bible
School and Young People's Department is
sought. In South Australia a very ur­
gent appeal is being made for a generous
Home Mission offering. Victorian
churches are asked to support in a worthy
manner the work of our Church Extension
Committee. In addition to these State
calls there comes an appeal from our
federal Conference Executive to the
churches throughout the Commonwealth to
contribute liberally towards the Canberra
building Fund and so secure a proper
opening for our work in the Capital. These
are the immediate appeals ; others will come
1,1 the usual cycle. In addition the local
work makes its demands upon us, and we
nare not let it languish.

At times some Christians are apt to re-

against the recurring calls. Others, it is
to be feared, give somewhat grudgingly.
Mule it is obvious that a large proportion
dimply ignores the request to contribute.

AVhat should be our attitude to such ap­
peals as we are considering? It seems to

other Christian duties and privileges. Un­
fortunately, with many disciples giving is
capricious. There is no purpose of the
heart, no preparation, no proportion. Oh,
that we might get every one to share in
carrying the work, and to give not as a
spasm but as a habit.

We have used the word ‘'privileges.”
This serves to introduce our second and
great requirement. Why should giving
to the Lord’s work be regarded as a diffi­
cult task or a disagreeable duty? It is
really a glorious privilege that we have of
expressing our love and gratitude. By
giving to God of the substance wherewith
he hath blessed us we acknowledge that he
has been the good Giver of all, and that
we are but stewards who would be faith­
ful to the trust reposed in us.

That offering next Lord's day is not
simply a call—it is an opportunity. We
'should be glad to be asked to help, and
willing to respond.

The fact that God is said to love a cheer­
ful giver raises the question, How may
giving become a joy? Till it does we
have not solved the problem of adequate
support. The answer, in part, is that the
Christian should definitely lay aside rc-
gularlv a proportion of his income (a tenth

or other fraction such as he in his heart
can conscientiously resolve upon), and
count that as in no wise henceforth his
own. Most of us could be liberal with
what is not ours! No pang in giving
from another’s store! If we have laid
aside each week or month the Lord's por­
tion, then we shall be quite happy to use
that for his work and to give to the bro­
therhood and benevolent funds which need
our help. A consideration of the apostle's
word in 2 Corinthians 8. 9 would help. The
Christian who considers his gift to God in
the light of God's "unspeakable gift" to us
is not likely to be stingy or grudging.

The appeal of our Federal Executive for
moneys for the erection of a building in
the new Capital comes with special force.
We simply dare not he unrepresented in
that city. The conditions on which the
fine block of land secured is being held
demand the speedy erection of a church
building. Unless the cause we love is to
be handicapped for years to come, we
simply must make an early and a worthy
start. Later, brethren removing to Can­
berra will, with the members gained in
the city, be able to carry on the work, but
at the beginning it is imperative that the
brotherhood at large give their support.
The Federal Conference decided in favor
of building, and authorised the making of
an appeal to the churches in all the States.
Bro. Thomas Hagger has been entrusted
by the Executive with the task of secur­
ing the needed balance. Wc hope that
ere long the £1350 required will be forth­
coming. We only need a brotherhood
conscience for the thing to be done.

The visible is not the only real.

Many, however, hold a very different
creed. They know life only on its material
side, and do not trouble themselves with
what mav lie bevond the horizon of earth-
liness. they consider that the spiritual
man lives an imaginary life, that he beats
the air, and that whilst’ pursuing phantoms
he misses the real rewards and pleasures
of existence. To love God is to waste
time. “ Life," says the secularist, “is to
concentrate upon the here and now." “One
world at a time," he declares.
The seeming unreality of the unseen.

Beyond what we comprehend through
our physical senses there is a vast universe
of reality, the universe of the unseen,
which no physical sense can comprehend.
Having seen everything visible, heard
everything audible, touched everything
tangible, weighed everything ponderable,
experienced everything possible by means
of nerves optic, auditory, olfactory, gusta­
tory, sensory—that is not all. What is “be­
yond" may be known only by faith. We
need an extra eye. Faith is the extra eye.
It carries us beyond reason. Our senses
need aid. Consequently we use the tele­
scope, the stethescope, the microscope, to
assist our senses to secure information.
“ By faith we understand.” The Christian
affirms, “ Believing is seeing.” Paul be­
lieved the invisible. He labored for invis­
ible results, prayed to an invisible God, en­
dured as seeing an invisible Saviour, exist­
ed on invisible manna.

A woman once said to Mr. Turner, the
famous painter, the man who could put an
almost infinite expanse of sky into a square
foot of canvas. “ I never saw a sky like
that," and he replied, “ I suppose not; but
don't you wish you could?"

It is a sad thing to be blind, never to see
a Hower or star, never to see the liquid
emerald of the ocean or the gleaming sap­
phire of the setting sun ; never to see one's
own sweet mother's face. To be blind to
the unseen is far worse, surely. “ Cribbed,
cabined and confined" is the world of
dun! t. baith dwells in a spacious world.

The seen photograph
time will destroy; but time cannot destroy
the mother's love which sent it twenty
years ago, and of which the portrait is to­
day the crumbling shrine. The portrait
was a gift of love, and though the gift be
perishable, the love is immortal.

In 2 Corinthians 5: 1 Paul declares, "We
know that if our earthly house of this tab­
ernacle were dissolved, we have a building
of God, an house not made with hands,
eternal in the heavens.”

The body perishes, the soul persists. The
body is the house, the soul is the tenant. A
certain writer has discussed this problem
thus: "A man cannot hear without the ear,
but he is not his ear; he cannot hear with­
out the auditory nerve, but he is not the
auditory nerve; he cannot hear without the
temporal lobe of the brain, but he is not the
brain or any portion of it. These may be
the instruments which he uses; he is free
when they are well, hampered when they
are broken, and at least he is separable from
them nil.

A man crosses a contin-
ent to sit beside his mother, and say, “Talk
to me as you used to do—I am tired, and
1 need your prayers." A mother exiles
herself to a leper island to be the com­
panion of her afflicted son.

Though it is unseen, the soul is the sup­
reme thing in our life. "The unseen is
eternal" affirmed the apostle.
The eternity of the unseen.

This is affirmed not only by revelation.
Life is composed of the temporary and the
eternal; the passing and the -permanent.
The consciousness of this gives us an ap­
preciation of relative values. The unseen
alone endures. The material is the shadow,
the spiritual is the substance. Our physi­
cal life is but a span; our moral life is
eternal. When our dress has been moth-
eaten. when our photograph has faded,
when our house has been pulled down.
when our grave has sunk to the level of
the road, our influence for good 'or ill will
continue.

This great truth was aptly illustrated re­
cently by a personal experience. We were
attracted by some boys who were flying
their kites at great height. To test them,
we observed, “ There is no kite on that
string, you must be foolish to be holding
so firmly to a piece of string which has
gone into the air.” As he proffered me the
string, the sharp lad said, “If you doubt
the existence of the kite in the air, take
hold of this and you'll know." ■ Have you
felt the pull of the unseen ?

We are hand­
ing down a constant legacy, and that re­
membrance stresses the need for our per­
sonal sanctification.

The Scriptures tell us that we are sancti­
fied bv God’s word. “Sanctify them
through thv truth; thy word is truth.
Applying Christ’s words to the expression
of God’s true will, revealed in permanent
form bv the Scriptures, we remember and
acknowledge that the sincerest saints have
been men and women of the word. Men
and women whose love for, and devotion
to it were abundantly exemplified and
justified by the Christlike character of
their lives. Judged on this standard
what is the degree of our sanctification n
so far as this is accomplished by the word.
The welfare of the child depends upon the
answer we can sincerely give.

\<rain, the Scriptures tell us that we are
sanctified bv the Holy Spirit. In other
davs so we read, there were some who had
not so much as heard whether there be any
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Moly Spirit. How is it with us? What
part does he play in our life? Do we
live unto self, or are we controlled alto­
gether by him? In his wonderful les­
sons on prayer Jesus appeared to take it
for granted that the paramount petition of
his followers would be for the Holy’ Spirit.
Was he right? Judged on this standard
then, what is the degree of our sanctifica­
tion? And again we say, the welfare of
the child depends upon the answer.

Turn once more to the Scriptures.
"Wherefore Jesus also, that he might san­
ctify the people with his own blood, suf­
fered without the gate." Sanctified by’
the blo’od of Jesus! This is the divine
purpose. How successful has Christ been
in our life? The answer should be, that
in all things he is pre-eminent, and his mind
is in us; that his will is supreme, and the
success of the work he has given us.to do
is our main consideration. If we can
answer so, then the welfare of the child is
assured.

“Sanctify yourselves against to-morrow.”
Christ has no other means for the hand­
ing down of the message to the to-morrow
than the sanctification of to-day. He
counts on us, and the child is in the balance.

Has this a practical bearing on the an­
nual offering for the X.S.W. Bible School
work ? Assuredly!

This must follow, if language has J’
meaning, or principles an element of truth
Granting any one, or all of these, to be true,and
Christ to be any one, or all, of them, the whole
basis of the movement would have to change
for as it is now constituted, it is not pledged to
a glorified man, or to an ecclesiastic, or to a
medium, or to a principle, but to the divine
Christ whose life is described in the Gospels,
and whose spirit breathes in the Acts and in the
Epistles.

Any adequate acceptance of and approach to
Christ involves an unreserved admission of all
his claims, and an unconditional acknowledg­
ment of and surrender to his authority. The ac­
ceptance of Christ is based upon an intelligent
faith in the Bible as God’s revelation to man.
Every claim of Christ’s, with the facts of his
incarnation, death, burial and resurrection, are
implied and expressed in that comprehensive,
all-embracing confession of faith made by Peter
in Ca’sarea Philippi.

A committal so thorough to the person nnd
claims of Christ has led to a loyal surrender to
his authority. His will is absolute, as unto him
has been delegated all authority in heaven and
on earth. He is Lord of all, to whom the Father
has demanded allegiance. On the Mount of
Transfiguration the voice from the excellent
glory said, “ This is my beloved Son, in whom 1
am well pleased.” On Olivet, the mount of the
commission, he said of himself, “All power is
given unto me in heaven and in earth.” He
claims all authority by his incarnation, by his
sweat in the garden, by his death upon the
cross, by his resurrection from the grave, by his
triumph over death, and by his reception and
coronation by the Father in glory; and claims
the right to exercise his authority in the church
which he purchased with his own blood, in the
work of redemption, of which he is the author,
and in the lives of men, who have in him their
being.

Believing Christ to be supreme, it is contend*
cd that anything exalted above him, or place
on a level with him, at once detracts from hjs
person, and dishonors his authority. I**01"’ l.

Christ, then, is the great unifying principh’j
nnd his exaltation by his people as Lord of
establishes him in his rightful place in
church and in the hearts and lives of men,
his person nt the centre of all religious thougl”’
makes him the bond of all unity, const
him as the inspiration of individual heroism
collective endeavor, and as the interpreter oft 11;
past, the key to the present, and the hope of t,u’
future.

It is now necessary to examine in detail what
is involved in the plea for unity upon a divine
basis. The adoption of a plea that aims at a
reversion to the original standard, and that de­
mands a “Thus saitli the Lord,” for the settle­
ment of all vital questions affecting the church.
cannot be other than far-reaching in its effects.
It commits its advocates, not to interpretations,
but to the Bible as it actually is, to the Christ
as actually revealed in the Bible, and to the
church, not of the sixteenth or the tenth cen­
turies. but to the church of the first century.

Every organisation has its basal principle
upon which it rests. Every religion has its cen­
tre, to which its devotees are drawn, and from
which its life, its doctrines, and its influence
emanate. Islamism centres in Mohammed. Bud­
dhism draws its life from Buddha. Roman Cath­
olicism has crystallised around the Pope of
Romo. The person of Jesus Christ is the divine
centre of Christianity, the divine foundation of
the church, and the controlling figure of gospel
history. In the church everything depends upon
Christ as its base; and in Christianity and its
long history everything gathers around him as
its living core. The predominance of Jesus
Christ in the Old Testament Revelation, in the
Gospels, and Acts, in the Epistles and in the
hook of Revelation only goes to prove how truly
he is in the heart of Christianity. One has said
that “There is something so thoroughly unpre­
cedented in the perpetual and exaggerated
prominence given by Jesus to himself in all his
teachings, and throughout his works, both in
the Synoptics, and in the Gospel of John, that
the supernatural (or intra human) is at once
forced upon us. and between these two we must
make our choice.” He solicited men’s opinions
of himself, but he neither preached, nor com­
missioned his disciples to preach, opinions of
him. He preached himself, nnd told his disci­
ples to preach him. Without any offensive egot­
ism. Jesus made himself the pivot of all his
preaching and teaching. The display of his
power over all the elements was not to win the
applause of men. but to direct men Io the love
and worship of himself as God revealed in the
flesh, and the spring of their new life.

Christ being enshrined at the heart of the
Christian religion, it would naturally follow
that those who came to him would come and
accept him as. and where, they found him. and
would with a sacred enthusiasm demand for
him that which he himself claimed, and that
which they had found him to be. Hence, it is
no man el that the early disciples claimed for
him pre-eminence in all things.

Everything was made to contribute to the ex­
altation of Christ, and to display his grace and
divine sovereignty. Was the church spoken of?
Il was to exalt Christ as its Head, and to exhibit
the mystic unity of Christ and the church. Was
the truss uplifted? It was that Christ might be
g orified. as men witnessed the amazing exhihi-
lion of his low. Was the resurrection the
theme.' It was the glory'of the resurrection of
t.hrisf. and only through him the resurrection
Of us all.

The altar, the
crucifix, candles and vestments are used as aids
to worship, but in the end become the objects
of worship, till in the temple Christ built foi
his own glory everything is adored but Christ
himself.

On two other occasions we
read of a wonderful bestowal of the Holy
Spint though it is not called a baptism. In
Acts 8: 17 sonic of the Samaritans who had
been baptised by Philip or his helpers re­
ceived the Holy Spirit by the laying on of the
hands of Peter and John. In Acts 19: 6 about
twelve men of Ephesus, who were ignorant
both of the baptism of Jesus and of the Holy
Spirit, were instructed by Paul and baptised
of him. They then received the Holy Spirit
by the laying-on of the hands of Paul. In
the two cases of Holy Spirit baptism the be­
stowal was direct from heaven. In the other
two wonderful instances it was by the laying
on of apostolic hands. There is no warrant
in Scripture for Mr. Smith Wigglesworth,
Mormon elders, or even ecclesiastical bishops
of whatever profession, assuming the right to
bestow on anyone the baptism or even the gift
of the Holy Spirit. The gift of the Holy Spirit
was promised by Peter to the multitude when
he said, “Repent and be baptised every one of
you in' the name of the Lord Jesus, and ye
shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.” This
promise has never been withdrawn, and God
needs no human intervention for its fulfilment
if we are truly obedient to his will. This
is what we really mean when we pray for
a greater filling of the Holy Spirit,
and in seeking to emphasise this great
spiritual need the Pentecostalists do a work that
ought to extend in these materialistic days more
fully in all the churches.

our credulity.

Five years ago, when he was here, I saw this
same evangelist shake people terrifically, and
call on demons and disease to come out of them.
He said, “ I have never failed to cure a case ot
appendicitis.” That is a claim that we scarcely
think is humble, and certainly it is not easy for
the ordinary mind to grasp. We can hardly
think that either Jesus or his apostles made such
a demonstration when they moved among men.
We most earnestly believe that all things are
possible with God. There can be no limit to the
power of God to answer our prayers. The only
limitation is our faith to believe. Many whom
doctors have thought would surely die have been
spared in answer to prayer from the days of
Hezekiah until now. Often we receive not be­
cause we ask not, or because we ask amiss. It
is. however, not necessary to have the mirac-
lous baptism of the Holy Spirit in order to re­
ceive such answers as God gives men to-day.
The story of the China Inland Mission and many
such great adventures of faith are aU blessed
proofs that God is still marvellously answering
prayer. He is able to do all things. He can sup­
ply all our need. But there is no assurance or
need to-day of the same miraculous manifesta­
tions that followed the divine bestowal of the
Holy Spirit upon the apostolic age. It may be
possible for men to speak with tongues to-day.
Mr. Wigglesworth went off into some ecstatic
strain, and then asked the people how they liked
it. Another time he spoke in a similar manner
and then interpreted. He told of a minister
coming to his home who at one of the meetings
heard unlearned people speak, one in Hebrew
and the other in Greek, telling this minister to
gel right with God. The minister was rolling
on his back nt three o’clock in the morning in
his room, under the power of the Holy Spirit.

We do not forget that, in the days just pre­
ceding the restoration movement with which we
are identified, in the great revival at Cane
Ridge in August, 1801, where thousands gather­
ed, there were marvellous scenes. Men became
overpowered by religious fervor and cried to
God for mercy. They bowed to the earth and
remained for two or three hours almost like one
dead. They had an action called the jerks, in
which they swayed to and fro under the influ­
ence of religious fervor, and the long hair of
the women cracked like a whip at times. These
scenes are scarcely believable, yet they arc his­
torically true. We must be very charitable.
therefore, in discussing the religious belief of
Pentecostalists. Many of them doubtless give
themselves up to prayer and that which may be
either the influence of the Holy Spirit or a re­
ligious excitement and ‘hysteria begotten of an
earnest desire to be more fully surrendered to
God. What we as a people believe is that we do
not need the miraculous baptism of the Spirit.
We do not even need the gilt of tongues. In
1 Cor. 13: 8 Paul said. “Whether there be
longues, they shall cease.” Though he spoke
with tongues, he said in 1 Cor. 14: 19. “I would
rather speak five words with my understanding.
that by my voice I might teach others, than ten
thousand words in an unknown tongue.” The
great business of the church is to win men and
women for Jesus Christ. We have no need to
confuse their minds about things that are unes­
sential and even debatable. Such discussions
only lead to undue excitement, and in America
and here some of the Pentecostal practices have
certainly led to such mental unrest and hysteria
that some have broken down physically under
the strain.

The real essential, unmistakable fact is that
God gives the Holy Spirit to all that obey him
(Acts 5: 32). It is a promise that was given by
Jesus and repeated at Pentecost (Ads 2: 38).
This led to all being of one accord and one mind.
and to the wonderful growth of the early

OVERDRAFT REDUCTION FUND—FINAL
REPORT.

We are very pleased to be able to state that
the full amount promised by the States has
now been received, and a telegram sent to Bro.
Rofe notifying him of the fact. Our readers
will possibly remember that at the Federal Con­
ference the F.M. Board reported an amount of
liabilities over assets of £2,00(5/2/-. Bro. T.
Escott. one of our missionaries on furlough, in
his address to the Federal Conference, spoke of
the discouragement this overdraft was to the
missionaries on the Indian field. They did
not like to feel that the work was not com­
pletely sustained by gifts from the brotherhood,
but some of the work was being carried on by
borrowed money. He suggested that we should
make an effort to pay off this overdraft, and
offered, on behalf of himself and Sister Escott,
fifty pounds to this fund. This offer of our
beloved missionary made a great impression
on the Conference, but Bro. Rofe, who spoke
after Bro. Escott, voiced the sentiments of all
present when he said. “We must not let the
missionaries pay our debts; they have surely
given enough already.”

Ln<
our present budget system overdrafts should
not occur. The F.M. Board communicate will
the States at the beginning of each year, and
ask for the amount tlial they think can reason­
ably he raised in the State. For tile Confer­
ence year, Marell 1, 1926, to February 28. 1921.
the States agreed to raise the sum of £9,050.
The Federal Board then allotted this amount,
less the administrative charges, to the work in
India, China, New Hebrides and among the
Chinese in Australia. Anything beyond this
allotment has to be specially provided before
the F.M. Board can agree to the expense.

Parsec who became a Christian,” Dr. Smith said,
“was in consequence turned out from his home
and cut off from his family. Although hc would
always bear testimony to her fine and noble
character, not even his mother would have any­
thing more to do with him. After the lapse of
many years he heard that his mother was sick
and likely to die. So he made his way once
again to his old home, and, knocking at the
door, desired the person who answered it to in­
form his mother as to his presence. There came
back to him from his mother the terrible mes­
sage. ‘Tell him I would rather have given birth ‘
to a pig.* He turned away with a broken heart.”
GERMAN MISSIONS.

Before the war German missionary societies
were doing a great work in India. For eighty
years they had in their characteristic, thorough­
going fashion, been building up a great mission­
ary organisation. One mission alone had 267
schools of every grade from the small village
school to the University College. The total
membership of the mission churches was over
150.000. In HH5 the missionaries were deported
to their homeland. Mr. Godfrey Phillips, of the
London Missionary Society, tells the story in
the “Sunday School Chronicle” of how the Brit­
ish missionaries stepped in to carry on the work
of the Lutherans till they were prmitted to re­
turn. Mr. Phillips himself for a time had to
take charge of the work which was previously
done by 55 German missionaries. The German
missionary societies haw now been permitted

to resume their work, and Mr. Phillips says they
have expressed deep gratitude for the way Brit­
ish missionaries have saved their schools and
churches from disintegration during their en­
forced absence.
