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ANEW YEAR is no novelty. We
have had enough of them to
know what they are like. Some
of us have had twenty, thirty,

forty of them. Others have had fifty,
sixty or seventy. A few mortals have had
more. But we have all had enough of
them to know what they really are. No
one of us has failed to sample them. They

i have come to us of their own accord, not
waiting for an invitation. We have not
earned them. It has not been necessary
to buy them. They have been given to us.”
Thank God for the New Year!

“He came to my desk with a quivering lip,

‘Dear teacher, I want a new leaf,’ he said;
‘I have spoiled this one.’

In place of the leaf so stained and blotted,
I gave him a new one all unspotted.

Yes, thank God, but what are we plan­
ning for it? Are we content to drift along
as some did last year? Were you one of
the some? Was 1? The New Year, 1928,
presents a challenge both to individuals and
to churches. Here is a splendid text in
the form of an exhortation: “Set thee up
waymarks, make thee guide-posts: set thy
heart toward the highway” (Jer. 31: 21).
Jeremiah was not always in tears, and for
the captives in exile he had a vision. He
had an aim. We may have drifted a little
during the old year. The path of least
resistance, when we arc tired, is so much
easier and often more pleasant. But pro­
gress never came that way, nor, without
effort after careful thought, was anything

value ever given to the world. There 

are always factors making for success or
failure. And not the least of these is our­
selves.

“It matters not how straight the gate,
How fraught with pain the scroll;

I am the master of my fate,
I am tile captain of my soul.”

So for the New Year, “Set thee up way­
marks, make thee guideposts: set thy heart
toward the highway.”

Set thy. heart toward the highway.
Let the great fundamental and founda­

tional truths of Christianity fill our hearts
and minds, and then set our heart and mind
to the great highways of service for God
and his church. By-paths and roads with
dead-ends are not of very great value. Off
the main road there may be a bit of scenery
that is a delight to the lover of God’s great
and wonderful natural world, or there may
be a short path which here serves a few
souls. These are good as far as they go.
but a country does not develop or grow on
bits of scenery or a landscape. Great arterial
roads and railways are essential for the
making of a great nation. There may be
a positive danger in the by-path, for which
we may be tempted to forsake the highway.
John Bunyan tells us Hopeful and
Christian found this only too true. “The
souls of the Pilgrims were much discouraged
because of the way. Wherefore still as
they went on they wished for a better Way.
Now a little before them there was on the
Left Hand of the road a Meadow, and a
stile to go over into it.” How good and
pleasant By-Path Meadow seemed, but they
were soon in difficulties. Then for their
encouragement they heard the voice of
one, saying, “Let thy heart be towards the
highway; even the way thou wentest turn
again.” For the New Year, then, let this
first be fixed in our mind. “Set thy heart
toward the highway.” Not the highway
in commerce or politics, or art. or learning. 

but the highway of truth and salvation
which leadeth into life.

And this is not only the great highway
of truth but the highway of service for
God. In the church set thy heart toward
the highway that leads to great success in
an abiding work. John the Baptist was a
man of the highway. “Prepare ye the way
of the Lord, make his path straight." Would
we had more in the churches to-day with a
heart set toward the highway! Is it not
true that most congregations are content to
drift along from week to week, generally
indifferent, with no plan except that which
may be formulated in the mind of the prea­
cher? There are the exceptions here and
there. But, poor man, he often works
alone. Imagine a government with no
policy or budget for the year. Imagine if
you can a company or co-operative busi­
ness making success with such go-as-you-
please methods. Can it be that there is
no ambition for or interest in the growth
of the kingdom of God? Set thy heart
toward the highway.

Set thee up waymarks.
Having set thy heart toward the high­

way. set thee up waymarks. Definite in­
termediate goals. Can we reach them?
How many souls can we as a church win
for Christ this year? Set thee up way marks
for each year till 1930, the nineteenth anni­
versary of Pentecost, and the first of our
own organised Restoration Movement.
What other waymarks can we set up? Is
it that we can build a new chapel or school
hall, or institute a literature department?

We can all set up the waymark or inter­
mediate goal of a deeper spiritual life mani­
fest in increased and increasing prayer,
and a desire for saving the people of our
community. This will soon he reflected
in the mid-week prayer meeting, and in the
Lord's day service. Realise the urgency
of the need, and with the heart set toward 



the highway make this a waymark for the
year 1928.

Many other waymarks may commend
themselves to your mind as suitable for the
New Year.

Make thee guide-posts.

\\ hile the people were exhorted by
Jeremiah to make guide-posts for them­
selves, might we consider the possibility of
our being guide-posts for others? And
such we are, whether we desire it or not.
Jesus said, “Ye shall be witnesses unto me.”
Paul wrote to the Christians at Corinth,
“Ye are our epistle, written in our hearts,
known and read of all men ... ye are
an epistle of Christ.” Titus was urged to
exhort the slaves to such conduct, “that
they may adorn the doctrine of God our
Saviour in all things.”

What kind of a guide am I for would-be
travellers on the great highway? Am I
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consistent? Have I the spirit of Jesus?
God give me of that spirit. Make my life
a little better each day. Ah, Lord, I my­
self need guide-posts for the way. I claim
the promise, “Whatsoever ye shall ask in
my name, that will I do.”

A New Year Message. S. J. Southgate.

In the city of V alladolid, the ancient capi­
tal of Spain, there stands a monument
erected in commemoration of the great dis­
coveries made by Christopher Columbus.
The most noticeable feature of the monu­
ment is a lion, represented by the sculptor
as deliberately destroying part of the words
which had formed Spain's national motto
for centuries past.

Hundreds of years before the Romans
came to Britain Phoenician sailors had
ploughed the blue waters of the Mediter­
ranean Sea as far westward as the narrow
strait through which they sailed into the
great Atlantic. Here they believed that
they had reached the confines of the earth;
Europe, Asia and Africa lay behind them,
and nothing before them, as far as they
knew, but the limitless expanse of the ocean.
So the Spanish strand on which they
beached their ships was to them a literal
land’s end, and this is how in the course of
time Spain came to adopt as her national
motto, engraved upon her coins and coat of
arms, the three Latin words: “Ne plus ultra”
—nothing beyond.

But when Columbus returned from his
eventful voyage and reported that a vast
continent and scores of islands lay far, far
away beyond the place where the sun dip­
ped beneath the line of the ocean, the motto
was seen to be untrue. There was some­
thing beyond. And so in the monument
at Valladolid the artist has represented the
lion of Castile as tearing from the scroll
the word, “Ne," and leaving the motto as
it stands to-day, “Plus ultra,” or More
bevond.This is symbolic of the life of the church
and of the individual Christian, and is in
harmony with the spirit of the New Year.
The Christian life is one of high adventure, 

of fearless exploration and new and sur­
prising discoveries. Always, there is
"more beyond.” Always, the best that is
to be, awaits discovery. Always, there is
the exhilaration and joy of “finding.” Each
New Year gives promise of similar plea­
sures in which all that has passed is to be
eclipsed by the splendor of future days.
This is why we make New Year resolu­
tions. These resolutions are not to be re­
garded lightly. The habit of forming new
resolutions is no laughing matter.’ It is
out of our resolutions that our acts grow.
The wish to do better, to find more beyond,
is the soil in which resolutions strike'their
roots, and grow into fine trees with color­
ful blossom and abundant fruit. May this
not be another way of saying with Paul:
“I count not myself to have apprehended;
but this one thing I do: forgetting the
things which are behind, and looking for­
ward to the things which are before, I press
toward the mark for the prize of the high
calling of God in Christ Jesus.”
• There are some definite ways in which
the Christian may find “more beyond” in
the year 1928.

We all might make January 1 the birth­
day of a new year of deeper and more sted-
fast love to Christ. Recently I asked a
member of the church to do a service for
me: something which involved added labor
during a Lord's day already apparently
filled with loyal effort. So busy is the
one concerned that I hesitated to ask for
more service: but the answer was immedi­
ate and full of that grace which is charac­
teristic of the Christ-possessed: “Yes, it
would be a pleasure. From the day I
became a Christian I decided that this day
should always be, in a very special sense
Christ’s day. You may depend on me. I 
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am anxious to do more and more r„
Christ.” re for

This is seeing “more beyond.” jt js
prayer worth praying: “Lord make me lone
sighted, that I may see thee ever before
mine eyes in the coming year.”

The new year is the time to see “more
beyond” in the matter of our church re­
lationships. How many times have we
willingly absented ourselves from the ser­
vices of the church during the year 1927?
What has been our estimate of the worth of
the communion of the body and blood
of Christ? How much have we
done to make and to keep the church healthy
and happy? What part have we had in
winning men to our Saviour? In all these
things do we feel the lure of “more
beyond” ? Do we hear the voice of God
speaking among us, and finding an echo in
our own hearts? “Plus ultra” is a good
motto for you and for me in considering
our relationship to Christ's church during
1928.

To think on these things, then to put into
practice that which we surely believe, will
lead to “more beyond" in our individual
lives. The great Atlantic of increasing
fellowship and communion with Christ,
the unexplored continents of selfless ser­
vice, the undreamed of and delightful dis­
covery of hidden riches, the great “find”
of complete satisfaction in the knowledge
of God, the power and charm of the pos­
sibilities of life—all this is the promise of
the New Year to those who have sailed
through the narrow strait of the dying year,
and have looked out over the ocean of de­
sire and of opportunity, where there is
“more beyond.”

The inspiration of each new
year is always to adventure.
“Sail forth—steer for the deep waters only,
Reckless, O soul, exploring, I with thee, ana

O farther, farther saill
O daring joy, but safe; are they not all the

seas of God?"
We can face the immediate prospect be­

fore us with noble resolves and high cour-
age. Expectancy7 and hope always reach
their fulfilment where God is, and the chal­
lenge to more worthy' and more heroic ac­
complishment awakens in every true heart
the undying spirit of conquest. This 1?
not all; for there is “more beyond.” Th_e
greatest achievements of the Christ, of h'5
church, of each loyal disciple, are in the
future. The best and brightest years are
before us.

The future is big with promise because
of the tremendous difficulties which coU'
front us. Difficulty is the great incenti'1
to endeavor. The year 1928 will be a yc3r
worth living in. It will be a difficult yea,
—but difficult days are great days, and greJ
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days produce great men, men who have
made history and changed the destiny of
nations. The utter hopelessness and
despair of a people smarting under the
tyranny of Pharaoh produced Moses. A
corrupt, nation-destroying monarchy pro­
duced David. A nation of slaves, in im­
minent peril of extinction, produced
Esther. In “the fulness of time,”
when the world was corrupt to the very
core, God sent Jesus to be the Light and
the Life of men. A Christendom divided
against itself, and causing the world to look
askance at the sorry spectacle, produced

Campbell. "A test does not come in easy,
happy times. In these times one lives by
what one accepts for granted; it is easy.
It is when difficult times come, when every
gain is the result of travail and toil that
lessons fall away, and one does what one
is raised up to do, what is in one.”

So the difficulties which confront us will,
if met in the spirit of’men and women who
realise the glory’ of the outcome, be our
salvation, and the basis of our belief that
our best days are not behind us, but before
us; that the spirit of “more beyond” is the
token of decisive victory.

Studies m Ambiguous Texts.
FAITH AND ITS ASSURANCE. (Heb. 11: 1).

Faith is the foundation principle of the Chris­
tian religion, that on which all else depends for
its validity and efficacy. In the New Testa­
ment “faith” is used in different senses. The
range of meaning is wide, from a belief on
testimony up to a full confidence in and reliance
upon a divine person. Faith concerns at once
the cognitive, emotional and conative aspects of
mind. Not intellect alone, but feeling and will,
must be engaged, if the faith is to be of any
avail. There has been a distinct loss when
faith has been treated as if it were synonymous
with intellectual assent. The faith which
saves not only leads us to believe in the testi­
mony regarding Jesus Christ, but to give our­
selves in loving surrender to him; it is confident,
reliant trust in him as our Saviour.

One of the great New Testament passages deal­
ing with faith is Heb. 11: 1, where the writer
gives an interesting description of its nature.
The verse, which is variously translated and in­
terpreted, reads as follows in the Common Ver­
sion :

“Now faith is the substance of things
hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.”

The Revised Version reads as follows:
“Now faith is the assurance of things

hoped for, the proving of things not seen.”
Faith's power of realisation.

The word “hupostasis.” which is in the Com­
mon Version translated “substance” and in the
Revision “assurance” means “something which
stands underneath,” “foundation,” “ground of
hope or confidence, and so assurance itself.” In
the New Testament the word occurs elsewhere
in 2 Cor. 9: 4; 11: 17; Hob. 1: 3 and 3: 14. In
one of these passages (Heb. 1: 3) the transla­
tion is “substance” in the sense of “substantial
nature” or “essence.” Christ is of the essence
of God, “the very image of his substance.” In
the other three passages the undoubted meaning
is “confidence.” as even a casual reading will
show.

When we come to Heb. 11: 1 it will be found
that the context does not so definitely decide the
meaning. The reading of the Common Version
must, we think, be given up* Vincent says that
“the meaning ‘substance,’ ‘real being,’ given by
A.V., Vulgate and many earlier interpreters,
suggests the true sense, but is philosophically
inaccurate. ‘Substance,* as used by these trans­
lators. is ‘substantial nature*; the real nature of
a thing which underlies and supports its out­
ward form or properties. ... It cannot be
said that faith is substantial being. It ap­
prehends reality; it is that to which the unseen
objects of hope become real and substantial.
‘Assurance’ gives the true idea. It is the firm
grasp of faith on unseen fact.”

Dr. Weymouth’s translation seems to us to ex­
press the meaning admirably: “Faith is a well-
grounded assurance of that for which we hope,
and a conviction of the reality of things which

we do not see.” He adds in a footnote a help­
ful quotation from Vaughan: “Faith is that
principle, that exercise of mind and soul, which
has for its object things not seen but hoped for,
and instead of sinking under them as too pon­
derous, whether from their difficulty or from
their uncertainty, stands firm under them, sup­
ports and sustains their pressure—in other words,
is assured of, confides in and relies on them”

The faith of a Christian, then, is the inner
confidence which he has. Things which have
not as yet appeared in actual form, but which
are objects of hope, are by him apprehended as
real. He is sure that his hopes will be realised,
that the promises of God will be fulfilled. It
is faitli which gives us certainty of that which
lies in the future. Just as Abraham left home
and kindred, not knowing whither he went,
but went forward trusting in the promises of
God, so the Christian with serene confidence
commits his way to the Lord and reckons that
what God has promised is as good as received.
We recall the Saviour’s striking word regarding
prayer. He said: “All things whatsoever ye
pray and ask for, believe that ye have received
them, and ye shall have them” (Mark 11: 24.
R.V.). It seems, at first, impossible to speak of
believing that ye “have received” them. But
yet a great lesson is taught. The prayer has
to be offered in faith, and he who prays accord­
ing to the will of God should be confident of
the Father’s answer, which is to be considered
ns good as here when the conditions of accept­
able prayer are fulfilled.

One writer has well signmed up the teaching
of Heb. 11: 1: “Faith has a power of realisation.
by which the invisible becomes visible and the
future becomes present. While hope is the
confident anticipation of a future regarded as
future, faith appropriates that future as an ex­
perience of the present.”

The title deeds of faith.
The comparatively recent discoveries of busi­

ness documents and ordinary correspondence
written in the Greek language about the lime
when the New Testament was written have re­
vealed an interesting use of the word
“hypostasis.” The late Dr. J. H. Jowett in one
of his sermons commented as follows on the
discovery and its meaning: “Among other
words which have been disinterred there is the
word which in my text is translated ‘substance.’
How do you think they used it? You would
find an ordinary correspondent, using that word.
or a man who was going to select or buy a
house, or a seller of a house, using that word
with the content of ‘title-deed? When thev
wanted to use our equivalent to the word ‘title-
deed? they used the word which is hiding be­
hind the word here translated ‘substance? Many
have come to believe that the writer of the
Epistle to the Hebrews must have had this con­
tent in mind when he was trying to express his 

wonderful conception of Christian faith; for,
look you, how life and color come into the word
when we take this recovered meaning and insert
it in my text: ‘Now faith is the title-deed to
things hoped for? Yes, thrice blessed, the word
leaps into actuality. It becomes fervid and
lull of color. You at once have the. figure ot
a man with a title-deed in his hand to take
possession of splendid estates. And to me the
fine, significant figure is this, there are vast
moral and spiritual estates waiting for their
heirs, and faith is the title-deed which gives
possession and makes them ours. Faith is the
title-deed of a house. The house is yours. Faith
is the title-deed to all the glorious things hoped
for in the Word of God.”

The firm conviction of the believer.
The second part of the description of faith

deals with “things not seen.” which include more
than the “things hoped for.” “The latter is
restricted to that which is purely future.” while
the former includes “not only future realities,
but all that docs not fall under the cognisance
of the senses, whether past, present, or future.”

There has.been and still is much discussion
regarding the meaning of “elenchos,” which in
the Common Version is rendered “evidence.”
and in the Revised Version “proving.”

A usual meaning of “elenchos” is “proof?’ or
“test,” and many writers contend that “proof”
must be its meaning here. Dr. Marcus Dods,
who takes this view, says that “substantially the
words mean that faith gives to things future,
which as yet are only hoped for. all the reality
of actual present existence; and irresistibly
convinces us of the reality of things unseen and
brings us into their presence. Things future
and things unseen must become certainties to
the mind if a balanced life is to be lived.”

Dr. T. C. Edwards in “The Expositor’s Bible”
is another who takes “elenchos” to mean “proof.”
He writes: “Faith is this assurance of things
hoped for. because it is a proof of their exist­
ence. and of the existence of the unseen gener­
ally.” The writer, he says, “intentionally de­
scribes faith as occupying in reference to spirit­
ual realities the place of demonstration. Faith
in the unseen is itself a proof that the unseen
exists.” God’s thoughts, he concludes. have
manifested themselves in nature, in the incar­
nation of his Son, in the redemption of sinners.
But the intellect that Knows these things is the
good heart of faith.”

Most interpreters, however, think that the
writer here attaches a subjective meaning to
“elenchos.” “Proof” brings to men “convic­
tion”; and so by a figure of speech, wherein the
effect is put for the cause, the word here denotes
“persuasion” or “conviction.” On the whole.
this seems to be the best rendering, and it is
adopted by the American Standard Revised Ver­
sions. by Weymouth. Moffatt and Rotherham.
The meaning simply is that the Christian is
fully convinced, “has a firm inner persuasion
of the existence of unseen things, even as though
they were manifest to one’s eyes.”

Some of the choicest passages of Holy Writ
deal with the reality and the supremacy of the
unseen. “Our light affliction, which is for the
moment, worketh for us more and more exceed­
ingly an eternal weight of glory; while we look
not at the things which are seen, but at the
things which are not seen: for the things which
are seen are temporal, but the things which arc
not seen are eternal” (2 Cor. 4: 17. 18). In
Heb. 11: 27 we have a great phrase which looks
back to the description of faith at the opening
of the chapter: Moses endured, “as seeing him
who is invisible.” There is a higher vision
than that which comes through the physical eye.
It is a great mistake to take for granted that
all knowledge comes through the intellect, or
that the only reality is that which can be ap­
prehended by the so-called “five senses. The
Apostle Paul made a prayer for his brethren at
Ephesus: ‘‘That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ.
the Father of glory, may give unto you a spirit

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The Bankruptcy of Rationalism.

H’c word Rationalism ought to mean a system
’? agreeable to reason, one that is rational.

it might be expected to mean the opposite of
irrationality. crass ignorance, and perverse pre­
judice, and the growth of Rationalism would
then mean the progress of civilisation, the de­
velopment of the intellectual and moral nature
of men and nations.” (Chambers' Encyclopedia).
It was m this sense largely that Leckv used the
word.
,, By1 lllat ls not tIlc meaning of the word
Rationalism as it exists in our midst. It has
become simply a name for a system of unbelief,
with a bitter denial of God and all that con­
tributes to the religious life of man.

The name Rationalism is therefore a mis­
nomer. There is, indeed, an interesting study
m derivations that suggests that the term is
quite correct. “Its root is ratio, but it is
directly from rationalis that the word is de­
rived. Now this word is good enough in it­
self, for it signifies what is conformable to rea­
son, that which possesses the attributes and
methods of reason. Man is a rational animal,
and it is his rationality that distinguishes him
from all other animals. So much for this part
of the word Rationalism, The termination ism
belongs to another language, and comes from
the Greek isinos. If we examine certain words
(in which this termination occurs) we shall
find their common peculiarity is that the per­
sons meant are not the real persons which the
words seem to signify, but only act in their
capacity.” No true Mede the Medist; no true
Spartan the Laconist, but only men who act
the part. Hence the term Rationalist is one
of contempt, and means one who is not really
reasonable, but would like to pass for such.

This etymological study from an old German
writer, Dr. Ruckert, will not be accepted, and is
not presented, as an explanation of the fact
that “Rationalism” does not now necessarily
connote that which is reasonable. But it will

When a body of
people adopts an attitude that is born of pre­
judice, no amount of incisive reasoning can give
validity to its conclusions. The Hon. J. M.
Robertson, in “The Historical Jesus” claims to
be open minded, and seeks a reasoned concep­
tion of the origin of Christianity. He claims
furthermore to have no foregone conclusions
except the rejection of supernaturalism. But
of course that is everything. Mr. Robertson is
a clever writer, and, given his premises, a clear
reasoner. In excepting the supernatural, he
begs the whole question, and then argues upon
it. Doubtless it was this sort of thing that
led Lord Bacon to say: “The Rationalists arc
like spiders, they spin out of their own bowels.
But give me a philosopher who, like the bee,
hath a middle faculty, gathering from abroad,
but digesting that which is gathered by its
own virtue.”

“Reason,” says the Rationalist, “is absolutely'
supreme.” A strong objection to the believer
is that emotion largely helps to form his con­
cepts. Thus Fielding, quoted in “The Churches
and Modern Thought,” says: “The great n>an,
who have always been religious, do not invalid­
ate what I say. There is no assumption more
fallacious than that because a man is a keen
reasoner in one subject he is also in another.
Men who are strictly

reality. McDougall, perhaps the greatest liv­
ing psychologist, says, “Some minds, even of
persons who have little power of abstract think­
ing and little command of abstract terms, work
in this way (by intuition) with marvellous
subtlety; they are properly said to be gifted
with intuition.”

But we need not turn to the world’s great
thinkers to see the inadequacy of this arrogant
system of negation. Rationalism is bankrupt;
it cannot meet the demands of its depositors
when they wish to draw on their accounts.
Rationalism is Bankrupt in that it cannot meet

the Needs of the Heart.
Dr. Illingworth, in “Reason and Revela­

tion,” shows that it is absolutely rational
to recognise that a revelation of God
could not be addressed primarily to our
reason. On the other hand, a revelation which
exhibits God as loving us and demanding our
response to his love, must necessarily be ad­
dressed to the emotions and the will. The reason
alone could never appreciate the greatness of
the love of God. It would not carry us very
far in our human relationships. Apply your
cold reason to love, or poetry, or personality,
and sec what happens. What is love worth
that can be reasoned about, and calculated by
mathematics, and set out in terms of cold logic.
Yesterday I spent considerable time with a
couple—husband and wife—who set out to me
how much they had shown love and considera­
tion to one another, each assuring me that the
other was insanely blind to the thousand evi­
dences of love that could be logically proved. I
spent the last hour of the evening with them
in the police station, seeking to arrange things
amicably for the night. The love of God to
man is a rational thing, but one cannot under­
stand it, or appreciate il, by reason alone. Some
other faculties arc involved.

If e’er when faith had fallen asleep,
I heard a voice, “Believe no more,”
And heard an ever-breaking shore,

That tumbled in the Godless deep;
A warmth within the breast would melt

The freezing reason's colder part;
And like a man in wrath, the heart

Stood up and answered,' “I have felt.”
F. W. Robertson well says, “There are two

ways of reaching truth: by reasoning out, and
by feeling out. All the profoundest truths arc
felt out. The deep glances into truth arc got
by love. Love a man. That is the best way
of understanding him. Feel a truth. That is
the only way of comprehending it.”

Some years ago, a public man in Western Aus­
tralia, who had become a sceptic, wrote in one
of the daily papers concerning his abandonment
of religious belief. He said, “To this day I
never hear one of the old hymns I used to sing
at my mother's knees without experiencing a
pang of regret that, though I feel as I used to
feel, I cannot believe as I used to believe.” There
is the tragedy—those pangs of regret must ever
be experienced by those who close the avenues
to reality.

Rationalism fails to meet the needs of the
heart in the great crises of life.
“There is no flock, however watched and tended,

But one dead lamb is there;
There is no home, how’er defended,

But has one vacant chair.”
And in the great moments of sorrow, who is to
be near to heal? What has Rationalism to say
in moments like that? What comfort can there
be in the cold and arid negations of scepticism?
“But that is Christ’s own hour. . . . Chris­
tianity has almost a monopoly of comfort. He
came “to bind up the broken-hearted, to comfort
all that mourn.” What has Rationalism to say 
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to the heart in its instinctive yearning r
future? It is silent. A tombstone inVJl0
goorhe has the inscription, “Fell into thni a K“■A'a

What has Rationalism to offer the henn
it faces the great problems of life? Coul I aS
express a more depressing thought than this
affirmative ot Rationalism—that in this 1
universe we are but animated specks of dust—im
meaning parts of an immense machine, in which
is to be found no interest in our problems nn
sympathy in our sorrows, and nothing but’oh
livion for our aspirations?
“Stately purpose, valor in battle, splendid annals

of army and fleet,
Death for the right cause, death for the wrong

cause, songs of triumph, sighs of defeat;

Raving politics, never at rest while this poor
earth’s pale history runs.

What is it all but the murmur of gnats in the
gleam of a million million suns?”

No meaning in life, no cheer for the dis­
heartened, no comfort in sorrow, no hope for
the future—that is Rationalism—bankrupt 1

THE NEED OF THE HOUR.
Dr. Charles Brown, a Baptist leader in Eng­

land, recently declared that a religious revival
within the churches was the great need of the
hour.

“The youth of England,” he affirms, “is not
concerned with the matters which have been so
earnestly discussed at Lausanne. Matters that
convulse ecclesiastical assemblies with excite­
ment, as Orders, Apostolic Succession, Reserva­
tion of the Sacrament, Episcopacy or non­
Episcopacy, leave them uninterested and cold.
My fear is a drifting on the part of this nation
into secularism, materialism, religious indiffer­
ence, and moral laxity.

“I am- profoundly anxious that the Free
Churches, to whom one owes all that is good
in him, shall play their due part in preventing
or rescuing the nation from that fate. It is
living belief in God that matters, the God and
Father whom Christ reveals. He whom w’c all
profess to believe in and follow said nothing
about Orders. He never mentioned bishops,
priests, and deacons, nor left any instructions
as to forms of church government. He did hid
his followers, over and over, to love one another,
to seek first, and pray for, the coming of the
kingdom of God.

“Not because a church observes certain forms
and accepts certain dogmas, or keeps certain
sacraments, will it lay hold of men and save
them, but because it is filled with the Spirit of
Jesus Christ, and its members manifest that
Spirit in all their dealings with their fellow­
men.” ______________________

THE INFLUENCE OF REVIVALS.
All great revivals have been intensely moral

and have fallen w'itb terrific impact on society.
If, in the revival that is coming, we are awak­
ened to the injustice of our social order, to the
horror of slums, the evils of competition, the
organisation of nefarious traffics, that does not
mean that our forefathers were blind when the
Spirit of God came down on them in power—it
means that their moral problems were not ours.
Every age has its own line of battle. Every
age has its peculiar moral problem. No two
ages, if I might put it so, meet the devil in the
same habiliments.

God has set. Think of the influence of Francis
upon Italy! Think of the influence of Luther
upon Europe! Think of the influence of Wesley
upon England! Think of the influence of
Moody upon Scotland! Profound emotion used
by the Spirit of God has thrown men into the
battle-line of morals and has. done so when all
the philosophers have failed.—Dr. George H.

CHAPTER XIV.
THE COMING OF PHILIP.

“An angel of the Lord spake unto Philip, say­
ing, Arise and go towards the south; the same
is desert.”—Acts 8: 26.

I have said that father and mother were mem­
bers of the Baptist Church when we had lived
at M-----, but as no such church existed at K-----
they were attending the Wesleyan services,
which were the only ones available. More re­
cently we had also been attending the Church
of England services, which were held monthly.
The minister was a very fine Christian man,
and father especially appreciated his preaching.
I must now relate something which to some ex­
tent altered those primitive conditions. One
evening, just after we had returned from school,
we were somewhat surprised to see an elderly
gentleman ride up to the house. Having dis­
mounted. he came to the door and introduced
himself to mother as a Home Missionary of the
Churches of Christ, and having one or two
members in the district, and hearing that we
were Baptists, he was paying a few visits with
a view to starting meetings. When mother told
him, in answer to his question, that she was
neither a member of the Baptist nor any other
church, he looked disappointed, and said that
he hoped that she would some day. Mother
asked him to come in and wait till father came
home, and got us boys to take charge of his
horse.

When father came home he was very pleased
to see the missionary, and invited him to remain
for the night; and after tea we had a time, read­
ing and talking about things in the Bible. “How­
ever did you find your way to this place?” father
asked. “Well,” replied the preacher, “it was
this way; you remember how Philip was com­
manded to go to a desert place; God guided me
here. I went to H----- thinking it might be
a promising field of labor, and while I was there
God led me to come on here.” “How was it
that you were guided?” father asked. “I heard
first of all of a couple of our members who live
about five miles from here, and then they told
me that they had heard that you were a Baptist,
and might be willing to help me in my pioneer­
ing work.” Mother as usual was kind and lady­
like; but it "was not hard for me to see that
she was not much interested in the main theme
of the conversation, and whenever she did speak
it was always quite away from the subject of
religion. Fred, I think, was the most interested
listener of us all, and once or twice even went
so far as to ask a question.

I daresay we talked for three hours, and for
the first time in my young life I found that an
attempt had been made to restore the ancient
unity of the church of the New Testament times,
and to heal the divisions which existed among
God’s people. I remember that this preacher
told us that a great deal of the things which
divided one church from another were things
which had no place in the Bible, and that the
“Church of Christ” was an attempt to restore
the first church of which Paul and Peter were
members. It was a reformation which involved
a restoration. The outcome of Mr. Smith’s visit
was that a meeting was arranged for a night on
the following week, to be held, if possible, in
the school. Failing the school it was to he in
our house. Long afterwards I heard from
mother herself that the preacher had a long
talk with her the next morning, but without any
apparent good result.

The night for the “gospel meeting,” as they
called it, came round; the school had been
secured, and we four children, with the help of
the teacher, got the place in readiness. Mr. Lynch
was very kind in spite of his lack of interest in 

matters religious. When eight o’clock came the
old school looked quite church-like and fairly
well lighted; though I must confess that we were
easily satisfied in regard to luminants in those
far-back days. Best of all the school was well
filled by the people, mostly young, who had
come, perhaps most of them, out of curiosity to
see what kind of a meeting this new church
might be holding. First there were hymns out
of Sankey’s book, which was then quite a new
book; then came the prayer and Scripture read­
ing, which I remember was the account of the
conversion of the Ethiopian eunuch. Then came
the sermon. Not a word of it do I remember,
not even a thought of it; but I do still remem­
ber that the impression the preacher made was
good. I had the idea then, perhaps I was mis­
taken, that everybody who was a Christian would
be glad to be one, and that any person w’ho was
not a Christian must at least wish to become
one. That what the preacher said was right I
did not doubt, and that he was good and earnest
was without question. But still I did not seem
to be able to believe, or believe as I thought I
ought. Then there was the invitation which
forms a part of every Church of Christ gospel
meeting, “Was there anyone who wished to con­
fess his or her faith in Jesus, or anyone who,
having accepted him, desired to follow him in
the ordinance of Christian baptism? would such
come to the front while the closing hymn was
being sung?” Such was the purport of the
invitation, as far as I can remember back these
more than fifty years. It was while we were
singing the second verse of that now well-known
hymn, “A ruler once came to Jesus by night,”
that Fred walked quietly to the front. I think
everyone forgot what they were singing as they
watched him go forward. Almost immediately
after him came Alan, and I noticed mother look
at father. Then Mr. Smith spoke a few words
before they sang the next verse, urging still more
earnestly all who had never done so to confess
Jesus before men. Nelly was standing by her
mother, and next to her, on the outer side of
the scat, was Colin. She said something to
mother, who stooped down to listen. I after­
wards learnt that she was asking if she might
go forward as the others had; and mother said
she might do as she pleased. Long after, in
telling of it, mother said, “I don’t know how I
came so easily to consent; I really didn’t believe
in Christianity, and least of all did I care about
that form of it that was represented by the
Church of Christ; but I think God must have
taken me in hand, and it was the best thing that
I ever said to my darling child when I said she
might please herself. In time it came to be
what pleased me too, and above all. it pleased
God.”

For some reason it never occured to Nelly to
ask her mother to do what she herself wanted
to do; but she turned to Colin and said. “I love
Jesus. Colin, and I want to go forward like Fred
has done: will you come too?” And she took
hold of his hand, but he hesitated. Hard as it
was for him to refuse her anything, he knew
that this was too solemn an occasion to allow
anything but the highest motive to move him.
and that’s why he hesitated. As he afterwards
told us, he tried to think, and even prayed that
God would help him to do what was right. Nelly
still had hold of his hand, and very gently she
drew him as she started to walk to the front.
“I didn’t know whether I ought to or not. but I
thought I might stop her if I didn’t,” he ex­
plained. Then he would add, “I was never sorry
for it; it was the beginning of mv Christian
life.” I don’t know whether this Scripture is
applicable, hut whenever I think of that night, I
recall the words, little child shall lead them.”

The tears were streaming from my eyes; I hardly
knew’ why, and there were others who were using
their handkerchiefs pretty freely. All four of
them stood in front, and to each of them, as he
took their hands, Mr. Smith asked the same
question, “Do you believe that Jesus is the Son
of God and your Saviour? and do you here and
now’ confess your faith in him and promise to
be his?” Fred, being the eldest, was the first
to be asked, and his answer, “Yes,” was firmly
and clearly given. Then Alan and Colin, and
last, Nelly. I think there was more interest in
her confession than in that of the others.

After the meeting, when we were going out,
Mr. Smith said to me, “I thought you were com­
ing out for the Lord to-night, John; what about
it?” “Not yet,” was all I answered. Mother
was very quiet and serious that night, and Nelly
was afraid that she had displeased her by what
she had done. Father and mother had a good
talk after we got home, and this was what
mother said: “I can’t see it myself, but if the
child wants to be what you call a Christian, it
won’t hurt her,” and so it rested there. Mother
was perhaps inconsistent in that she had taught
Nelly to say her prayers every night, while she
herself professed no faith in the things of God,
or in the very existence of God; but. dear me,
how can a sceptic be consistent? I have lived
long enough to know that there is as much in­
consistence and hypocrisy among unbelievers
as there is among professing Christians. “Every
night,” as she afterwards confessed to me. “I
taught her to pray. I thought it might do her
good, but I hardly believed there was any God

.who would hear or take any notice of what my
darling said.” My stepmother was more than
ordinarily intelligent and educated, yet she was
less than ordinarily religious and yet, and here
was the thing that was bad for me, she lived a
beautiful life, and I knew in my inmost soul.
though I was then only a boy. that her life
would put to shame some people who were
“good.” Colin was the most like her in dis­
position: but I was nearer to her in my lack
of real faith in the spiritual. All our family
were now Christians except mother and me. Per­
haps there was no one who could so sympathise
with her in her want of faith as I. Together
we seemed to see so much that made belief
hard, for some reason faith appeared to be denied
us. Poor mother; poor me.

of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of
him; having the eyes of your heart enlightened.
that ye may know what is the hope of his call­
ing. what the riches of his inheritance in the
saints, and what the exceeding greatness of his
power to us-ward who believe” (Eph. 1: 17-19*.
If one who was literally blind were to deny the
glory or the reality of that field of vision on
which we look, we should not be disturbed in
mind, though we might pity him. whose de­
ficiencies cramped his life and limited his un­
derstanding.

THE WITNESS OF THE BAPTIST.
(John 1: 23.)

“I am the voice of one crying in the wilderness,
make straight the way of the Lord.’* John
worked no miracle. He wrote no book. The
world outside Palestine knew him not. He left
behind him no great utterance as a memorial.
The one enduring thing about John’s memory
is the witness that he bore to Christ. That wit­
ness he has forever enshrined in the words of
our text: “I am the voice of one crying in the
wilderness, make straight the way of the Lord.’’

Realisation.
The primary factor in John’s successful wit­

ness to Christ was his intense realisation of the
significance of the task before him. He was to
awaken the conscience of the nation, and to re­
kindle their Messianic hope. They must repent
or judgment and doom would follow. John’s
abstentious life and his convicting message are
evidences that he fully appreciated the great­
ness of the task. We catch its note in his cry,
“I am the voice of one crying in the wilderness,
make straight the way of the Lord.”

To be a Christian is a tremendous thing. For
the Christian is called upon to witness by his
manner of life to the character and saving grace
of Jesus. The destiny of perhaps thousands is
affected by the faithful or unfaithful witness of
a single Christian. Well might we tremble be­
fore such a responsibility and ask: “Who is
sufficient for these things?” The realisation of
such a responsibility should bring us to the
feel of Christ, to ask from him the grace and
strength we need.

Concentration.
A second factor in John’s brief but highly

successful ministry was his passionate concen­
tration upon his life’s work. “John came neither
eating nor drinking,” said Jesus. He forsook
the haunts, and pleasures, and ordinary tasks of
ordinary men, in order to give himself up to
God’s appointment. He locked the world out
in order that he might lock himself in. W.
Bardsley Brash wrote of Keats, “He shut the
door upon himself and beauty, until beauty
became living and vibrant before his eyes, filling
the whole landscape of life and becoming more
and more lovely.” To awaken the people, to
lead them to repentance, to usher in the Christ
and the larger day that was to be—that was
John’s one and only task, and to this he gave
himself with passionate abandonment. And in
a very few months not only the whole country­
side, but crowds from distant cities and villages
were drawn to the Jordan to hear the flaming
evangel of this messenger from God.

“The world is seething with discontent and
reeking with love of pleasure,” says a recent
journal. That is all the more reason why
Christ’s gospel, the only message that can save
the world, should be preached. Passionate con­
centration upon the task of preaching the gospel
is the greatest need of the hour.

Identification.
But there is a deeper note still in this cry

of the Baptist’s. He so completely lost sight
of himself and his own interests, and so identi­
fied himself with his God-given task as to con­
fess, “I am the voice . . .” Such consecration
reminds us of Saint Francis, who so identified
himself with the lot of the leper to whom he
ministered, that he was content to eat out of
a leper’s porringer. That was John’s way. It
is also Christ’s way—Love’s way, and the only
effective way of saving the lost.

I feel sure that every boy and girl likes mak­

ing a fresh start. Don’t you love getting a
new drawing book? The clean white pages
look just as if they were waiting for your pic­
tures. You toss the old one carelessly aside:
you feel that you are done with it. That is
a pity, I think; old drawing books are very in­
teresting. Take my advice and begin keeping
yours.

New surroundings often help us to make fresh
starts. Why, even if a little girl but gets a
new dress, a new hat, and new shoes, she feels
she is somebody more important than -when
she was dressed in her old clothes. But new
clothes may have a better effect than that. They
may make a girl feel that she wants to be tidy,
to help mother, to be a real lady. Boys are
just like girls, only different. What boy does
not feel he is a new kind of being when he puts
on his first suit that has lots of pockets in it?
It makes him .feel that he is climbing up, and
he makes all sorts of good resolutions.

Now, I think Jesus Christ understood us very
well. One of the most beautiful stories in the
New Testament is about a fresh start. A young
man went away into a far country and tried to
forget his home, and the life he had lived there,
but could not. He fell very low indeed, and
when at last he “came to himself,” and returned
to his father, who had never ceased to love him,
one of the first things the father did was to call
for the best robe in the house and to put it on
him.

Boys and girls, we are starting out on a New
Year. All over the world the New Year is
spoken of as a time for making fresh starts.
Even in India, where the boys and girls get be­
wildered because of the many gods they are told
about, there is a New Year goddess. “Her work
is to look into every house on New Year’s Day
to see whether all is clean and in order. If she
finds a dirty house she will send bad fortune
all through the year. A week before she comes
everybody is.cleaning, and cleaning; all the dark
corners are swept out; all the walls and the
doorways are painted in grand patterns; all the
idols are washed. Little girls wear their best
dresses then, and put marigolds in their hair:
fathers and mothers and all are clean and grand.
Then all the lamps are lit so that Lakshmi may
see into the corners, and everybody keeps the
Feast of lamps and makes holiday.”

Make a fresh start with the New Year. What
can you do? There were days at school during
the Old Year when you yourselves felt that you
were mean and rather spiteful. Perhaps you
lost your temper, or had unkind and suspicious
thoughts about your fellows. Make a fresh start
now by asking God to help you to be true and
noble and kind and good. As citizens there is
great work awaiting you—a work that will re­
quire all the earnestness of which you are cap­
able, and you cannot wait until you are grown
up to acquire it.

You will be happy in being earnest. You will
play your games better; you will be better sons
and daughters; you will be better brothers and 

sisters; you will be better schoolfellows. There
is not a man of us who does not wish he were
in your place and could live to see what God
has in .store for us. We believe God has some­
thing good for you. Boys and girls, try to de­
serve it; then, even in making the effort, the
New Year will be a happy one for you—happy
in the highest and best sense.

The church building is about 200 vards from
the mission compound. There is an avenue
between the two compounds. On either side
magnificent trees are growing, and their
branches meet about thirty feet above the path,
and give a delightful shade. On the edges of
the path are lovely leaved Cretans. The avenue
or path is carefully swept each Saturday by
some of the younger boys and girls under the
leadership of two or three women. This band
of sweepers clean the paths of the church com­
pound also. The church building is stone and
mortar, with a beautiful thatch roof.
We are all here present to hear God’s Word.

About 10.30 a.m. the people began to assemble.
some came from villages miles distant; some
from a place eight miles away. It was easily
seen that the church . could not accommodate
the crowds, so the seats were brought out of
the church building and placed in order under
the shade of the trees on one side of the church.

At 10.45 the second bell was rung, and all be­
gan to move to the seats. The seats were soon
filled by men and boys, the women and girls
sitting on cocoanut and banana leaves laid on
the ground. At five minutes to eleven a small
bell was tinkled, and quietness reigned. No
talking, no movement. All exhibited the ut­
most reverence. Bro. MacKie presided. I sat
with him at the table. There were 000 present,
of whom 400 took of the bread and wine.

The following interesting news item from
Sydney appeared in the public press of last
week: “Costing £800 a De Haviland Moth aero­
plane will be landed at Melbourne this week
for use by the Rev. Leonard Daniels, of Wil-
cannia (N.S.W.). In March Mr. Daniels, who
held a commission in the Royal Air Force dur­
ing the war, will fly the machine to his head­
quarters. The projected use of the aeroplane
is a significant phase in church activity in out­
back areas. At present country clergymen arc
obliged to cover great distances in motor-cars,
or even or horse back, to reach the outlying por­
tions of their parishes. Sometimes a journey
of 200 miles occupies almost a week, whereas
if aeroplanes were used the distances would be
bridged in a few hours.”

Dr. John L. Brandt, who has been with the
church at Swanston-st., Melbourne, for the past
fifteen months, has decided to return to America
with his family, and accordingly resigned from
his work as from the first Sunday in March
next. They expect to leave by steamer early
in that month. The church has therefore in­
vited Bro. George E. Moore as successor, and
he is expected to leave Vancouver, with Mrs.
Moore and their family of two boys, by the
“Niagara” on Feb. 8, which is due to arrive in
Sydney on March 3 all being well, and probably
they will reach Melbourne within a day or two
after that date. Bro. Moore has been Professor
in the Department of Religion in Eureka Col­
lege, Eureka, Illinois, U.S.A., for the past seven
years, besides preaching each Sunday. His last
appointment was with a church of one thou­
sand members. As Bro. Moore was bom in
Melbourne, he will not be a stranger here. Mrs.
Moore will be glad to return to see her aged
mother, Mrs. Morley, who with her family was
prominent in the church at Corowa, N.S.W.,
many years ago.

At the national conference of the Church of
England Men’s Society held last week at Ballarat,
the subject of pernicious literature was dis­
cussed and the following motion carried:—“That
this national conference of the Church of Eng­
land Men’s Society in Australia, while thankfully
recognising the value of healthy fiction to the
human mind, deeply deplores the publication
and dissemination of a considerable amount of
most unclean and unhealthy literature in Aus­

tralia, and urges churchmen everywhere to take
steps to eliminate it as being most injurious to
the moral health of the community. It urges
branches of the society to watch libraries,
bookshops, and book-stalls, and by personal re­
presentation or otherwise to secure the with­
drawal of such books and papers. It further
requests the national executive to get into touch
with representatives of other denominations
with a view to forming a deputation to the Minis­
ter for Customs (Mr. Prat ten) to require him
to appoint a censor board to deal with literature
of this kind on the lines of the film censorship.”

“Catch-My-Pal” Patterson is now in Melbourne,
having come at the invitation of the Australian
Prohibition Council to launch the “Catch-My-
Pal” crusade here. Mr. Patterson’s work in
Western Australia and South Australia has beer
very successful, and much is hoped for as a
result of the remaining months of his Aus­
tralian campaign. Mr. Patterson is an Irish­
man. He studied Law and obtained the degree
of LL.B, at Dublin. He studied Theology in
Edinburgh and, Belfast, and was ordained as a
Presbyterian minister in Armagh, where he
labored for some years till, in 1909, he was led.
in a wonderful way, which he tells in his book
and on the platform, to found the “Catch-My-
Pal” Movement. He caught six drinkers at a
lamp-post in an Armagh street; asked them
to come to his house; persuaded them to.sign
the total-abstinence pledge, but would not per­
mit them to sign unless each man would under­
take to catch a drinking pal and bring him to
sign at the next meeting. The men agreed.
At the next meeting there were 12 men; at the
next, 31; at the next, 105; and so the movement
grew till the city was astounded and practically
revolutionised in its drinking habits. Other
cities got into the whirl; about 150.000 persons
signed the pledge within a year; other temper­
ance societies felt the impact of the movement,
and increased in membership: public opinion
against drinking rose to a higher level than
ever before; hundreds of homes were made
happy, drunkenness and crime greatly decreased;
the value of saloon property declined by almost
50 per cent., and a new’ inspiration was given
to Christian work throughout the country.

VICTORIAN CHRISTIAN ENDEAVOR UNION.
In accordance with their annual custom, Vic­

torian Endeavorers will celebrate early in Feb­
ruary, the 47th anniversary of the commence­
ment of the first C.E. Society. An excursion
will be made to Portarlington on Saturday after­
noon. Feb. 4, and this will be followed by a
public meeting in one of the Melbourne church
halls on Monday evening. Feb. 6.

The Methodist C.E. Committee has enrolled
nearly 200 Endeavorers in a special C.E. choir
for the annual young people’s demonstration
early in the New Year.

The Sunshine Committee of the Churches of
Christ C.E. Union has the splendid plan of
holding a half-yearly “grocery-day.” On the
last occasion almost a cart-load of groceries was
collected, and distributed to needy cases.

A review’ of the work done by the C.E. District
Unions of Victoria during the past twelve
months, indicates the wide field of activity open
to Christian Endeavor. Acting unitedly, the
district unions were responsible at Easter time
for distributing more than three thousand mes­
sages of cheer to patients in the public hos­
pitals, later in the year they donated some 13,669
oranges and 6.000 eggs to the hospitals, repre­
senting a monetary value of at least £200. There
arc now* about twenty-five district unions in
Victoria, including country unions in such
cen’res as Ballarat. Bendigo, Geelong. Horsham.
