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“Christ Died for Us, Because God Is Love.”

T
HE season is rapidly approaching

when the thoughts of men turn to
the death and resurrection of the
Lord Jesus Christ. With every

presentation of the full Gospel, the great
facts that Christ died for our sins and rose
again for our justification arc proclaimed,
for there is no Gospel when these funda­
mentals arc excluded: yet it is natural that
with the recurring season of the year special
attention should be given to them.

“Christ and him crucified" was the theme
of Apostolic preaching, as it should be that
of ours. That he “tasted death for every
man," that "he is the propitiation for our
sins, and not for ours only, but also for the
whole world”—these are the most blessed
truths of revelation. John Henry New­
man said that “the great and awful doctrine
of the Cross of Christ may fitly be called.
in the language of'figure, the heart of re­
ligion. . . . The sacred doctrine of
Christ’s atoning sacrifice is the vital prin­
ciple on which the Christian lives, atul with­
out which Christianity is not. Without it
no other doctrine is held profitably: to be­
lieve in Christ's divinity, or in his manhood,
°r in the holy Trinity, or in a judgment to
conic, or in the resurrection of the dead, is
an untrue belief, not Christian faith, unless
we receive also the doctrine of Christ’s sac­
rifice."

There is need, however, of a warning on
the other side. We do not mean that it
matters nothing what theory of the atone­
ment is held: for some of the theories ad­
vanced arc so one-sided as to be quite inade­
quate, and. as Prof. Robert Mackintosh
says, "not a few so-called theories of atone­
ment are evasions or denials of the fact
itself.”
.4 false view.

A correspondent furnishes a fitting theme
for our present consideration.’ He in­
quires if we consider it a correct inteqireta-
tion of the atonement to say that Christ
died "to appease the wrath of an angry
God," and further asks if there is any
Scripture to stip|x>rt such a view.

’flic answer to this inquiry is very simple.
Not only is it incorrect to represent the
death of Christ as appeasing the wrath of
an angry God. but such a statement is a
libel on God and a contradiction of his word.
The atonement is the fruit and not the
source of God’s love. The Son did not by
his dying win over the Father to love a
guilty world. The most glorious truth of

revelation is that "God so loved the world
that he gave his only begotten Son." It
was not that the death of Jesus led to the
Father’s love; but the love of God prompted
the gift of his Son. As Paul puts it. "God
commcndcth his own love towards us in
that while we were yet sinners Christ died
lor us." It is abhorrent and it is unscrip*
tural t<> set Son and Father over against
one another as if they were at variance at
all regarding the heinousness, guilt, punish­
ment or forgiveness of sins "God was in
Christ, reconciling the world unto himself."

The view that Christ’s death appeased the
wrath of an angry God is one that once
widely prevailed: but which has few ad­
vocates to-day. It possessed the one merit
of giving an objective value to the death of
Christ. That somehow the honor or jus­
tice of God had to be "satisfied" is to us a«
clear from Scripture as it is obvious to rea­
son. God could not be thought of as simply
ignoring sin. As Dr. II. R. Mackintosh
says in his Ixiok on "The Christian Experi­
ence of Forgiveness" (one of the very latest
hooks on the great theme 1: W’e cannot
conceive of God at all "except as subsist­
ing in a moral universe and acting under
moral conditions. When he forgives sin,
accordingly, the thing is not done by leav­
ing moral realities behind. He would not
be more Divine if he dealt with sin as a
trifle, merely letting the sinner oft: he would
cease to be God."
Moral Influence theories.

After the view had been developed, and
for long accepted as a satisfactory explana­
tion, that in the atoning death of Christ
satisfaction was'paid to God’s honor or
justice, and that the majesty of divine law
was thus upheld, it came to be seen that this
was quite inadequate. The view ignored
too much the love of God which prompted
his gift of his Sou. Hence it came to be
emphasised that Christ’s death was the
supreme manifestation of the low of GghI.
and that it also provided an adequate in- 



duccnient to man to leave his sin. Christs
love constrains ours. Here, surely, were
necessary’ supplementary truths. But a-
very often happens, one extreme leads to
another; and many people have imagined
that when they have spoken of the atone­
ment as manifesting the love of God. and
evoking in response the love of man and a
desire for repentance and a new life, they
have said all that is necessary. But this
view is at least as one-sided as the other.
It ignores the necessary divine reaction
against sin. It is certainly far short of
what the Apostle Paul had in view when he
spoke of the connection between Christ's
death and the showing forth of God's right­
eousness, "that hr might himself he just.
and the juMifier of him that hath faith in
Jesus." Xo mere subjective or "moral in­
fluence" theory of the atonement can pos­
sibly suffice for anyone who Is prepared to
accept the full teaching of the Xvw Testa­
ment. God is just as well as loving, and
the cross of Christ is "the irysting-place
where heaven’s love and heaven's justice
meet."

If one were to ask us which was the more
grievous wrong, to ignore the divine love
in providing the atonement, or to pass
lightly over its objective value in removing
an impediment on the divine side, we should
certainly say the former: but there is no
need to emphasise the one at the expense of
the other.

That "God is love" is the greatest state­
ment we can make about him may be ad­
mitted.

3. Wc should think of the thoughts,
words and actions that have marred our
lives, both because of expressing and with­
holding. We should draw nigh to the sac­
red emblems with the spirit of penitence;
and we should ask God to forgive and to
restore to his favor. The death of Christ
was "unto remission of sins.”

4. We should think of the spiritual. It
will help us to keep our minds on the divine
if we will bow our heads and close our
eyes. We do not worship well till we wor­
ship in silence. God is more eloquent to
our souls when other voices are silent. Let
us not think of worldly causes, but shutting
out the world give ourselves to God. The
communion ought to help all to a better
meditation.

5. We should think of the members of
our families and of our friends. “He sat
down and the twelve apostles with him.” It
would be well if every communicant would
offer up a prayer for each member of his
own family; and it would be well when
miles separate to have an understanding
that all pray for each and each for all at
each communion service. Our family 

circles need to be bound together by holy
tics.

6. We should think of all the member-'
of the church; both faithful and unfaithful.
The communion table is a trysting place
for the followers of the Master. One at
the beginning was unfaithful. Many are •
careless and frequently absent. The cups
filled for them are not used. Christ desired
to cat the Passover “with his disciples.”
The world seeks to win every disciple. The
battle never ceases. We should throw our
prayers on the side of Christ. The church
universal should have our prayers. We
are a mighty host.

7. We should think of all who sorrow
and suffer and mourn. The communion
sets forth the principle that life comes
through death. The cross is God suffering.
It is the divine saying to man: “I know and
I share.” In the strength of fellowship
wr can lift up our hearts.

“When the woes of life o'ertake me,
Hopes deceive, and fears annoy,

8. We should think alxnit our agreement
with the I .ord of the communion and of
life. “This cup is the new covenant in my
blood.” The Lord has agreed to be with
us always; and most of all at the breaking
of bread. We, too, have agreed to meet
him. Let us keep our part of the covenant.
His pledge to us is scaled by his own blood.
Ours should not be scaled by empty words.

9. We should think of winning the world
to Christ. The communion is dynamically
evangelistic and missionary. We must
exalt the Saviour of the world, for did he
not say, “If I be lifted up I will draw all
men unto me"?

to. We should think of the ultimate vic­
tory. “Ye proclaim the Lord's death till
he come.” The gates of hades are not to
prevail against the church. The deepest
note of the communion is not sadness, not
death, but gladness and life. The Lord’s
Supper is a prophecy, a very precious pro­
phecy. The Master facing death promised
to drink of the cup anew in his Father’s
kingdom. That kingdom is the defeat of
death; it is reunion of loved ones; it is life
evermore.

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American Church Buildings.
Keg. Enniss.

in a previous article the statement was made
tlwt American churches arc in many respects
different from churches in Australia. Perhaps
in no |>ariicular in this more true than in re­
gard to church buildings. The I'nitcd States.
while scarcely as large in area as our Common­
wealth. lias twenty limes our population. Our
church work is younger than that of our Ameri­
can brethren. These considerations account
largely for the striking difference between
church buildings in the two countries. Part
of it. however, proliably results from the dif­
ferent attitude toward buildings erected for
God's sen ice. Americans for the most part
believe it Io be worth while to erect immense
and costly structures for worship and work.
They do the same thing for nil public purposes.
Billions of dollars have in recent years gone
into educational plants. .

<)ur American brethren do not build in poor
positions. They liellcve in seeking prominence
for the church, and so secure sites in command­
ing positions. We, too, arc learning to do
this in Australia. Apart from other and higher
considerations, let it lie remembered tiiat where­
as land in poor streets seldom enhances much
in snhic. land tallies in prominent positions grow
enormously. This is by no means an unim­
portant consideration in determining a localion.
Our church nt Oakland. (California, several years
ago secured a corner site measuring one hun­
dred feet square on a good street. On Ibis
they erected a wooden building which has met
their needs for a number of years. laist year
that lot of land was sold for LMl.OOO, thus fur­
nishing the church with ample funds (or the
erection of a much better building nearby. The
building at Swanston-sU Melbourne, may be
riled in support of Hie same policy. Had the
brethren secured a properly in some incon­
spicuous place, its value would proliably have
risen somewhat with the passing years, bill hav­
ing bought where they did. they now have a
property worth some tens of thousands of
pounds.
Churches Open Every Hoy.

Most of our American churches, particularly In
the cities, arc open every day and all day. Much
may Im- said for this arrangement, one which in
our country and in England, applies chiefly Io
Anglican ami Homan Catholic buildings. Most
buildings creeled by public money or by groups
of people are used to a greater extent than
churches. Such large sums of money pul into
bricks and mortar suggest the wisdom of a. full
legitimate use of such buildings. Further,
next to one's private mom, what belter place
for prayer and devolion than the building speci­
ally dtdicaled Io the service of God? There
ought Io he about any church building much
that would aid the soul in its approach Io God.
Might not the stranger lie helped by an oppor­
tunity of quiet rest and thought within sacred
walls? Tlic majority of our American churches
employ a resident Janlto^ and also u paid
church secretary, usually a young lady. The
secretary's tinier, and frequently the preacher's
study, is at the church. This system renders
easy the open church door.

Models of Elegance. Comfort and Servicraldenrsv.
laargc congregations such us many of our

American churches have necessitate commodious
buildings, and the med has been mil. Audi­
toriums scaling from one Io three thousand an
often foind among our churches. Many of
them arc built on highly scientific lines, with
<hie regard for hearing, as also for free move­
ment among the congregation. Long, narrow
buildings arc unsuitable for church purposes,
and <>ur American brethren do not build them*.

churches, such as that at Long Beach. California,
where there is direct approach to the platform

In all large
churches there are galleries. This plan has the 
advantage of providing seating for a large com­

Bui largeness, an essential for many American

churches, lias not led to the neglect of other im­
portant characteristics. While a number of our
American buildings look somewhat square and 
uninteresting on lhe outside, chiefly la-cause of
the extensive Sunday School accommodation
given, many of Hie buildings arc exceedingly
ornate. Scores of our American church build­
ings would compare well with the lies! church
buildings belonging Io any of the religious bodies
of this country. Wiltshire Avenue church in
lais Angeles opened Iasi year a most picturesque
church building which, for the church auditorium
idonr.’cost flMt.lMMt. Thai building would grace
any street in any city in the world. Hollywood
church, which, like the one just referred to, is
presided over by a New Zealander, owns a pro­
perty worth half a million dollars. The new
mid very beautiful church plant at Country Club,
Kansas City, cost the same amount. One of the
most beautiful, suitable and worshipful buildings
is that nt Springfield. Illinois, erected a few years
ago during the ministry of Bro. F. W. Burnham.

Parlourx and Kitchens.
The church parlour is quite customary in

American buildings; indeed, there usually li
more than one. In many churches such a room
is provided specially for the ladies. Thesr
rooms arc carpeted, comfortably furnished, ar.i
arc replete with every convenience for rest acl
comfort. in a recently built church edifice the
writer found an elegantly furnished lounge
smoke room for the men of the congregating.

It is a big swing from the parlour to lhe
kitchen, but in our American churches one h
as elegant ns lhe other. Few Australian
churches have kitchens, and where they arc pro­
vided. there rarely is room to swing the pro­
verbial ent. Not so in America. for there the
kitchen is very commodious, often ns large *»
a fair-sized Australian church building. It h
completely equipped for work. An Immense
rapid water-heater, one or more good ranges. an
ice chest, and several long massive tables arc
among the conveniences provided. Dinner and
tea crockery of excellent quality, cutlery, ghtv-
ware, etc- arc supplied in Abundance. Many
churches have more than one kitchen, a small
well-equipped room being attached to parlour
or lounge, to do service for small gatherings.

Bible School Buildings.
To furnish adequate accommodation far 1MI«C

School work, money has been spent in almost
prodigal fashion. Quite usually the buildmf
lias three floors. Each department meets Jcpar-
nlcly, and has its own auditorium, with music*!
instrument and other necessary furnishings, in­
cluding the nation's flag, for 110 school or cluircl'
in America omits that, or fulls Io use It fft"
qucntly. Surely if good Sunday School
is possible in any part of the world, it I* *n **-f
country where such wonderful provision h*‘
been made.

Let the
churches stop contentions over dead issues and
petty questions and turn all their energies to
present-day constructive interpretation of a re­
ligion of life, and the fathers and mothers of
little children will quickly show a new interest.”

DR. JEFFERSON'S PLAIN SPEAKING.
Dr. Charles E. Jefferson has been opening an

honest ami frank heart about Hie hindrance
which lhe Episcopal church presents to church
unity in the United Stales. Church union, he
says, is Impossible.

Docs any sane Episcopalian (asks Dr. Jef­
ferson) imagine that twenty-six million Ameri­
can church members are coming round to ac­
cept the doctrine of Apostolic Succession? Not
while lhe world stands will they do it. Can
anyone In bis right mind suppose that the tens
of thousands of non-Episcopal clergymen in this
country will ever ask to be rc-ordnined al the
hands of Episcopalian bishops? Never is such
a miracle likely to happen. It is the deep con-
viclion of millions of American Christians that
there is not an Episcopalian bishop in the whole
world who has a whit higher authority for offeiat-
ing at the Sacrament of (he Lord’s Supper than
the humblest Methodist or Baptist minister in
the land.

If the non-episcopal Free Church leaders had
the courage of Dr. Jefferson, we should hear
more of this straight talk. The laimlicth ami
Lausanne conferences have widened rather than
bridged the gulf which separates sacerdotalism
from the simple, unpretentious teaching of the
New Testament, while lhe aggressive altitude
nf the Anglo-Catholic parly over the new Prayer
Book lias shown pretty clcarlv that on their side
at least, there is neither brick, stone nor good
concrete on which a bridge could rest with
safety, even if the non-episcopal churches were
foolish enough to risk everything ami throw
one across. “Australian Baptist.''

As
we think of that lonely figure and realise the
meaning of that aloofness, our hearts go out
to him in grateful adoration.

Lonely Because Great.

an intlnllely higher sense that loneliness be­
longed to Jesus. One with ns in everything
but sin. yet there was about him that which
kept even the closest of his disciples at a dis­
tance. In telling of that last journey from
Galilee Mark gives a suggestive portrayal of
this: “And they were in the way going up to
Jerusalem; and Jesus went before them: mid
they were amazed; and as they followed, they
were afraid."

W.A. YOUNG MEN'S CAMP, FEBRUARY. 1928.
A Scheme for Definite Training for Leadership.

An invitation was sent to the young men ol
the Western Australian churches by the direc­
tors, Bren. Maxton Bell, A. Brooke. L. Pea­
cock anil A. Hutson, to attend a week's camp at
the Ivarrakatta Military Barracks, some six miles
out of Perth.

A military camp'.* No, a camp with a view
to developing spiritual leadership among the
young men. The programme was arranged so

that each man was enabled to procure breakfast
and get to work, but on his return in the even­
ing his lime was given lo the development of
the programme.

By ti o'clock on Monday evening. February 6.
most of the young men had arrived and were
rcaily for tea. After the evening meal a start
was made with the organised games. It was the
object of the directors during the week tn pro­
vide each evening three kinds of games. First.
a game in which Hie individual qualified for
first place among six other members of his
group. Then a game in which Hie individual
was a member of a group competing against an­
other group; and the third game one in which
the individual competed against all members in
the camp. In this way. by adding points earned
in the games, each man could gauge his physical
activity relative to other members of the camp.

Following the evening games the young men
assembled in the improvised lecture hall nnd
dining-room combined la military hut made
comfortable by the addition of chairs, tables
piano, lantern screen and a small library). Mr.
Muston Bell bad charge of the first evening ses­
sion. He outlined the ideals of the camp, and
stressed the need of each man developing his
life so that he could be of utmost service to
mankind. Camp choruses projected on to the
sheet by means of the lantern helped to make
the evenings bright and happy. Mr. Hutson
closed with a vesper thought.

As a climax of thought for the week. Friday's
session was devoted to the two thoughts. Human
Companionship and Divine Coniftanionship.

Little wonder
that within a century over a million and a half
loyal brethren should be committed to the plea!

But what Is being done to-day? Is the mes­
sage being given a fair chance to prove its vital­
ity, or is it being subjected to a “hush” policy
by those who court standing in the sectarian
world? Another worthy project for the Pen­
tecostal campaign would be to see to it that
everybody in the commimity. irrespective of his
religious aillliatIon, be informed reliably regard­
ing the plea ami the purpose of the Restoration
movement American "Christian Standard.”
