Thomas Carlyle has expressed this
thought in his own forceful way. “The
essence of our being, the mystery in us
that calls itself "I” (ah, what words have
we for such things?), is a breath from hea­
ven: the Highest Being manifests itself in
man. This body, these faculties, this life
of ours—is it not all as a vesture for the
Unnamed? . . . B’c are the miracle of
miracles, the great, inscrutable mystery of
God."

2. But it is not simply a man that is
wanted—a virile, magnetic personality, how­
ever unscrupulous or capricious in the use
of his power. A qualification is added.
"that e.xecuteth judgment, that seeketh the
truth." To be good is far more important
than t«» be grea.t. God bids Jeremiah seek
in the streets of Jerusalem, not for a bril­
liant statesman or a proud king or a learned
scribe, but for one who is faithful to the
highest that is in him.

The church is an institution for pattern­
ing men after the likeness of God, for ex­
pressing human individuality in terms of
the Divine completeness. Goethe says
somewhere: "No greater good can happen
to a town, than for several educated men.

thinking in the same way about what is
good and true, to be living in it." That
is why the members of this church are called
by Christ the salt and light of mankind.
But they arc not always the great ones in
the world’s estimation. You remember
the New Testament description of Barnabas
as "a good man, full of the Holy Spirit."
The unthinking may hastily vote lives of this
type commonplace. But it is sin which is
really dull and stupid, and virtue which is
interesting and exciting and romantic. The
words of the psalmist arc profoundly true
to the real facts of life. "Blessed is the
man that walketh not in the counsel of the
ungodly, nor sitteth in the seat of the scorn­
ful" (the superior person!), "but his de­
light is in the law of the Lord."

3. "Wanted—a man!" As our text re­
minds us, it is God’s need even more than
ours. In all reverence let us >ay that he
cannot do without us. Fur it is through us,
imperfect instruments as we often are. that
he realises his purposes for this world of
his creation and his love. We mu-t strive
to show ourselves worths of so high an
honor and so great a trust. In the fourth
chapter of Ephesians, Paul expounds his
theology of "the perfect man" or "the new
man." Unlike some religious teachers, he
never disparages humanity, but sets it at
the apex of creation, crowned with honor
and glory. He constantly exhorts hi< rea­
ders to “quit them like men," to “show them­
selves men," to rise to the status and gran­
deur of true manhood. God’s ideal, "unto
the measure of the stature of the fulness of
Christ."

Christianity, indeed, ha< well been de­
scribed as "the divine art of making men."
We are to be all-round men; "I pray God
your whole spirit and sou! and hotly be pre­
served entire"—there i* the threefold de­
velopment, spiritual, intellectual, physical.
'I hey arc put in the descending order of
their importance, but all arc essential.

We Christians, then, arc pledged t>» be
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phvsicallv full men. honoring »mr ladies as
the temples of the Holy Spirit, bringing
them into subjection, ruling them by tem­
perance, making them tit ami strong ami
beautiful to do God's errands in the world
in which we live. Anil we arc to be intel­
lectually full men. "Reading,” says Bacon.
"makes a full man": and Paul bids young
Timothy "give attention to reading, to ex­
hortation, to teaching." Intellectual pur­
suits of every kind lift our thoughts out of
narrow vocational ruts, and place them in
the midstream of the wide circling cur­
rents of human mental activity. And
supremely arc we to aim at becoming spirit­
ually full and well-developed men. Fellow­
ship with God is the heart and essence of
all true religion: and we obtain it through
the One perfect and complete and represen­
tative Man, Christ Jesus.

"Wanted—a man!" That cry is sound-

The Doctrine of Evolution.
January issue of "I he Nineteenth Cen­

tury and After" contains a remarkable a/
tide from the pen of J. A. Fleming, D.Sc
F.R.S., entitled "Truth and Error in thj
Doctrine of Evolution." Not every
tist of distinction would have found courage
to submit a popular theory to suclA
criticism as Dr. Fleming presents in fcjj
essay. The honored President of the Vic
toria Institute has for some time past been
making himself clearly understood in.refer­
ence to Evolution, with the result that he
is widely known as a man of Christian faith
and convictions as well as a scientist of
world-wide reputation. The article to
which we refer shows a marvellous gra«p
of the facts involved, and—as the circum­
stances demanded—a thorough appreciation
of evolutionary claims: but the argument
set forth against the theory is unanswerable,
and should evoke profound thanks to Dr.
Fleming from all friends of revealed truth
In one striking passage the writer says:—

The universe is not merely n thing, it is a
Thought; and Thought implies and necessitate*
u Thinker. The use of the term “evolution" 11
a name for the cause of the order, adaptation.
and beauty of the external world is an error. It
is erroneous because it attributes the pruluclho
of phenomena which appeal to our intellljanrt
and emotion to an agency which is hnpcnoiul
tinsclfconsciotis, and has no intelligence or emo­
tion itself, and therefore cannot produce then’­
ll is inadequate because dissimilar Io the tliini’
it is called in to explain. It is merely a per­
sonification of the concept of gradual and con­
tinuous change.

This may have been said before, but w
doubt if it has ever been expressed in m"fe
convincing terms. Dr. Fleming holds it to
be of the utmost importance that the general
public should not allow themselves l«»
wished into the belief that scientific opinio
on the origin of species is so unanimous, f,r
so absolutely infallible, that the tin"'
honored teaching of the Bible, when intff*
preted with adequate knowledge of *lu-
history, and language, must be thrown t‘
the winds. lie adds:—

het H be frankly admitted at the outset that
on our recent world tour we saw much less of
our British churches than of those in America.
In the United States our chief interest was in
the churches, which are very numerous and have
,o inanv lessons for us. In England there were
so many other things to divide our time, for
the Mother Country stands alone in places of
interest, as also in natural beauty. .Moreover,
there appeared to be less about our English
work that would prove inspiring to our churches
in the Southern Hemisphere. Wc write, there­
fore. with but little personal experience of our
British work.

Australia owes an unpayable debt to England
and to Englishmen. Much of the loose talk of
Australia’s independence of the old land would
be dissipated by a journey abroad. Such travel­
ling reveals afresh and clearly Australia's isola­
tion and her need still of vital touch with Great
Britain- Our Australian brotherhood, too. is
greatly indebted to England. In another ar­
ticle acknowledgment has been made of America’s
part in developing our Australian work, but let
it be remembered that those who in this new
land first called our people together hailed from
the Old Country. It required courage in those
pioneer days to dare to stand practically alone
for the things we hold dear. It called for the
best of British pluck and endurance to lay the
foundations of Churches of Christ in Australia
and New Zealand.
Development Slow but Sure.

The work of our churches in England ami
Scotland lias not made big strides. There are
some two hundred churches with a member­
ship of about seventeen thousand. Sunday
Schools number one hundred and sixty, with
an enrolment of nineteen thousand scholars and
two thousand four hundred teachers.

After allowing for the greater population of
the United States there is a very great discrep­
ancy between the strength of our people on the
two sides of the Atlantic. Much of this may
be accounted for by the fact that, while Amer­
ica was a new. rapidly developing country, Eng­
land was already settled and established al the
commencement of our movement. The chances
of building up the work in the two countries
”'jy be understood by the difference between
establishing a new church in a rising suburb ns
against a similar effort in n congested city or
inner suburban urea.

blllty of locating the preacher in some one
church. 'there is but one preacher in all Eng­
land who is engaged throughout the year by
one church, and even he devotes perhaps most
of his time to a newly-opened branch church.
'lherc are some ten other evangelists working
among the British churches, and under the direc­
tion of the General Evangelistic Committee, the
English equivalent of an Australian Home Mis­
sion Committee. These preachers itinerate at
the will of the Committee. A month or months
is spent with one church, during which time
the work of a full-time preacher is done. Then
the preacher leaves Hie church to the care of
local brethren, and goes on to do a similar
work in another field.

This system would be regarded In America
and in our own country as an impossible one.
giving no promise of progress. Many believe
that Ibis plan accounts chiefly for the com­
paratively small amount of growth through the
years. By some the system is defended on al­
leged Scriptural grounds, by others on the score
of inability to sustain a large paid ministry. The
writer is of the opinion that progress in Eng­
land will come best by greatly increasing the
number of evangelists. It was good to find
in the churches a fine lol of progressive busi­
ness men who are ready fur an advance in this
direction. Experience goes to show that
churches usually do much better financially with
a big programme than with a small one. When
British brethren realise that the whole time of
a capable, consecrated man can be utilised ef­
fectively with one church, and when they have
the faith and courage to launch out. without
seeing the lialanccd ledger a year ahead, they
will be on Hie road to bigger things.

Developing Speaking Talent.
One effect of the preacher system in vogue

in England is the development of speakers with­
in the churches. Herein the brotherhood at
home easily surpasses other countries. In our
American churches few men develop speaking
ability, there being no need so to develop. The
preacher is there Io talk; the others to listen.
The reverse is true in England, and there arc
in the churches a large number of outstanding
speakers. Some of the finest sermons heard
<m our recent lour were preached by British
business men. At Hie lust General Convention
in America, it was freely stated that there were
two outstanding speakers, one being Bro. J. W.
Black, of Leicester. England, a consecrated busi­
ness man; the other our own Australian Gifford
Gordon.

In many things our Australian churches liave
adopted the happy medium between the methods
of English and American churches. There Is
much Io Ik* said for the Australian attitude to
the preacher, both from his standpoint and that
of the church. Few if any among us would
wish for the scarcity of preachers to which
British churches arc accustomed, and scry
manv would be sorry to sec our churches as
dependent upon the preacher as are our Ameri­
can churches. It Is fervently to be hoped that
tn an increasing extent we shall plan to develop
the preaching ability of the men of the churches
of our land, at the same time giving full honor
to the men who at much personal sacrifice de­
vote themselves entirely to the ministry of the
Wonl.
American Help for England.

In a former article mention was made of the
willingness of our American brethren to render
help to our Australian work. The same fine
spirit 1* manifested Io our British brethren.

Offers of special evangelistic help liave been
received from the States, but. strangely enough,
these offers have not been heartily received by
many of Hie brethren at home. Some would
decline the help for no other reason Ilian tlut
it comes for America: others fear the introduc­
tion of American methods. Some are sure
that American evangelists, successful in their
own land, would not appeal to the English mind
and heart.

There appears no sufficient reason why these
American offers should not be accepted. Surely
methods may be changed without loss of prin­
ciple. The plea that people in the old land
need some message other than that which suc­
ceeds elsewhere is disprove!) by recent mis­
sions conducted with conspicuous success in Eng­
land by Bru. Jesse Kellems and by Bru. H. G.
llarwanl.
England’s College of the Bible.

For very many years a college for the train­
ing of preachers in England was strenuously
opposed. Eventually, and in but recent years.
sufficient support for the proposal was forth­
coming Io make possible the establishing of
Ovcrdale College at Birmingham. There the
brethren have a line property, and a small start
has been made. Principal Itobinson, a man of
line culture and ability, is in cluirge, and is
courageously pressing forward with the work
against big odds, and in face of bitter opposi­
tion from some quarters. To some the college
appears to be an agency of the evil one, so
strong is their aversion Io it.

The work at Ovcrdale will gradually win
through and gain the affections of the British
brethren. The writer remembers that less than
twenty years ago there were strong objections
to our own college. Many times lie has had
to defend both the idea of such a college and
the work being done. But nobody these days
talks against Hie institution. To do so would
he to be blind to facts. The college product
is the unanswerable argument for it. let
British bicthren stand solidly behind the col­
lege and its principal, and a quarter century
hence there will lie rejoicings at the advance all
along the line.

Where the Work Is Hard.
■ Mure than likely many of our Australian breth­
ren think of our British work ns being rallnr
insignificant, and of the brethren as being old-
fashioned. conservative, narrow and bigoted.
The writer is an Englishman, and would love to
see our movement more strongly entrenched
there. But, after all, there is much to admire
in Hie work of our British brethren. One can­
not hut be impressed to learn Hint in spite of
having so few preachers employed, our British
churches reported last year no fewer than nine
hundred and twenty-three baptisms, or seventy­
eight more than Victoria reported. And one
is surprised and happy to find in the church at
Twynholm. London, a work greater in many
respects than that of any Australian church.
With a church membership of six hundred and
fifty, eight hundred in the Bible School, a prea­
cher and two visiting sisters engaged, a branch
church to care for, with two orplianagcs, one
each lor boys ami girls, this church ranks high
among those of the brotherhood throughout the
world.

It takes more grit to work as a preacher in
English conditions than in other countries. It
is harder to be a progressive in England, and
have one’s plans for advancing the work held
luck year after year, than to be enterprising in
a country where the brotherhood is ever ready
to step forward. Those win, in spite of great
difficulties arc burning out in the service of
the churches at home arc deserving of great
honor, and of the prayers of those who, through
influences which radiated from old England in
the long ago. are now happily at service in
newer lands.

He was horn on May 1, 1828, in Dumfries­
shire. Scotland, and came to Melbourne in 1852.
ami Bcechworth in 1831. Mr. Ingram rendered
important service for the town of Bcechworth.
He was u justice of the peace. “The Argus"
states Hut “all his life here he devoted himself
to public, philanthropic, and charitable move­
ments. He was the founder of the Ovens Dis­
trict Hospital In 185G, In-fore which lime he and
his wife nursed cases of fever in tents. He was
also one of the principal founders of the benevo­
lent asylum, and was vice-president of the hos­
pital and president of the benevolent asylum at
the time of his death. He was a staunch ad­
herent of (he local Baptist churrh, of which he
was one of the founders."

The “Sun Pictorial." to whom we arc indebted
for the*picture which we reproduce, says that
“It was with the children that lie enjoyed his
greatest popularity. It had become an ac­
cepted custom for the kiddles to contribute an­
nually to buy him a birthday present, and his
birthday had almost the significance of a half­
holiday. In the afternoon be would visit the
school and talk of the Bcechworth he had known
before Ihe parents of his listeners had been
born."
Beginning of our Victorian Work.

To readers of the “Christian" it will be of
special interest Io recall the fact that Mr. In­
gram was one of the pioneers of our movement
In Victoria. Writing in the Jubilee History.
Mr. I-. G. Dunn penned the following:

It is difllcult after the lapse of fifty years
to be absolutely certain as to who is entitled
" claim the honor of first hoisting the pioneer
lag. but there Is no reasonable doubt that this
honor, so far as Hie churches in Victoria arc
conicrmd. belongs to James Ingram. For
this information we are indebted to the pages
of the “Australian Witness" of 1881 which
emmm-nces u history of the churches in Vic­
torio as follows:—

“All Disciples of Christ are earnestly In­
vited Io wait upon Bro. J. Ingram, 20 Queen-
st, .Melbourne, with n view to remcmbcrltig
the Lord in bis own appointed way.

"The above is the substance of an advertise­
ment which appeared in the columns of the
‘Argus’ in the beginning of the year 1853."

In response Io this advertisement, Bru. and
Sister Picton and Bro. and Sister Lyle joined
Bro. and Sister Ingram, and for sonic »i*
months continued to meet in the house of L
Ingram on the first day of the week for "IM
breaking of bread."

Ilecently Mr. It. Lyall spoke of his having ken
In communication with Mr. Ingram, and told of
the faith which he had had in the Lord Jt»u‘
during bls long life. It Is good tn think "i
Ihe keeping power of Christ and of a life oI
trust in him. We regret the breaking of
link between the present and the humble begin­
nings of our work in Victoria.

Ghost" The very selection of this term to
describe the gift they claim shows a lack of
discernment as to what is literal and what is
figurative in the historical narrative of the Acts
of the Apostles. It is true that the supernatural
power displayed on two occasions— Pentecost
and in Hie house of Cornelius—is spoken of ns
a fulfilment of the prophecy of Christ that
they would he baptised in the Holy Spirit. But
the language is figurative. Literal baptism Is
immersion (in water), and the Holy Spirit is
a person of the Trinity. Literally the idea is
inconceivable. Being figurative it Is never
used in the New Testament to describe a per­
manent institution in (he church. It is true
that the gift of the Spirit is a permanent bless­
ing. hut the miraculous manifestation is tem­
porary.
'Spiritual'* Seance.

Here is a picture of a spiritual seance ut the
home of a Pcntccostalist as gathered from one
who was present. The room is full of ladies,
except for the brother who is in charge. They
arc seated in a circle. With one accord they
wave their arms and cry "The Lord lie praised,”
“The Lord be praised.” many times In unison
until one after tire other falls upon the floor
crying out and wallowing.

After a long experience in the ways
of modern date-fixers, one need not take much
notice of the present attempt. A thousand
years are ns one day in the eyes of the Lord, anil
no man knows the day of bis coming.

Baxter fixed the day that the angels know
nothing nliout. with great precision, but later
on was compelled to niter the date. Dimblcby
lixed it early in this century. But his date
is long past, ant! he has since posed as an in­
terpreter of prophecy!
Scripture Speaks.

church possessed, and should therefore rest satis­
fied in that larger possession without the special
and partial gifts of Individual inspiration.
Pentecostalism in delation to the Churches of

Christ.
Those churches known as Churches of Christ

in Australia, South Africa, Great Britain and
America, have made it a special plea that all
believers in Jesus Christ should be one. In
this they arc seeking to carry out the dying
wish of the Saviour. They take their stand
under one scriptural name, not because they
arc the only members of the church of Jesus
Christ, but because it is the only possible at­
titude to lake in order lo attain unity. If they
called themselves Baptists or Episcopalians or
Camphellites they would set around themselves
a line of demarcation separating them from
others of kindred mind. The name "Church
of Christ” separates no obedient believer and
includes all. The Pentecostal 1st comes with a
new plea—we must have apostolic gifts. He
pleads bis new theory lo the distraction and dls-
membcrshlp of churches. He is adding some­
thing to the plea for unity, and in doing so
makes unity Impossible. He is schismatic, and
must be treated ns such. He is n man lo lie
marked ns n causer of divisions. it is quite
possible to imagine a man of pronounced Pen­
tecostal views remaining a consistent member
of the Church of Christ, but unfortunately fan­
aticism and unltalanccd spiritual mentality drive
him to extremes.

Individually the Pcntccostalist can be received
as a member of good standing provided his
peculiar views do not disturb the peace of the
church; collectively the movement is a menace
to Christian unity, is based on ignorance, and
should be given no encouragement. Jesus
prayed —

"That they may be made perfect in one.
“That the world may know that thou

(Father) hast sent me.”
Let us aim nt getting the answer.

The Argument for Faith-Healing.
In fairness lo those that think they have scrip­

tural grounds for believing in faith-healing as
a permanent institution in the church, it would
be well to consider the only two passages that
appear to countenance such belief.

Mark 10: 17, 18.—“These signs shall follow
them that believe. In my name shall they cast
mH devils, they shall speak with new tongues.
. . . they shall lay hands on the sick, ami
they shall recover”

•JO.—“And they went forth and preached every­
where. the Lord working with them and con­
firming the word with signs following."

The majority of scholars agree that the clos­
ing passage of Mark’s Gospel (Mark Ki; 9 to
eml) is an interpolation. The very fact of its
being a condensed summary, differing entirely
from the style elsewhere, marks it as Hie work
of another hand.

Even if it were admitted us genuine, the trans­
lation of the passage is ut fault. "He that bc-
lievetb and is baptised" should literally read.
“He that believed and was liaptlsed shall be
saved- -these signs shall follow those that be­
lieved. These words may apply to the per­
sons Jesus is addressing. You believed. These
signs shall follow you. The twentieth verse
seems to imply that the words were taken in
that sense, for it speaks of the signs following
those who preached, tlut is those who were
commissioned on that occasion.

Even if it should be proved lh.it the passage
is authentic, and that there i* a promise to the
believer thereafter, it docs nut necessarily fol­
low that the promise is lo be ever afUr. When
that which was perfect came. Hut which was in
part was done away.

The other passage is James 5: II. 13. "Is

CURIOUS SERMONS.
Many curious devices have been resorted t<>

of late years to make preaching attractive, and
the form of presenting the gospel to the peo­
ple lias greatly cliangcd since the days of our
fathers.

“Lantern" preachers are common enough, but
the artist preacher is a type of a much rarer
school. Dr. Needham, of Calvary Baptist
Church, Brooklyn, has bit upon the idea of
combining the talent of the artist with the elo­
quence of the preacher. After announcing his
sermons. Dr. Needham takes up n piece of colored
crayon, with which he draws striking pictures
on large sheets of |mper.

A silent sermon is frequently preached in a
church in Oxford-st., London, to u deaf and
dumb congregation. Dr. Stainer has spent ovci
half a century in the sen ice of the deaf and
dumb. and occasionally preaches on his lingers
from the pulpit of St. Saviour’s. Not a sound
Is uttered throughout the service, yet the wor­
shippers’ faces betoken the liveliest interest.

There Is a curious sermon delivered in the
City of London every year known as tin- “Lion"
sermon. In the middle of the seventeenth cen­
tury, Nir John Sayer, then Lord Mayor of Lon­
don, was travelling in the East when a lion
suddenly pounced upon him. The worthy,
knight dropped on his knees and sowed Hint
if he was spared, he would cause an annual ser­
mon to be preached in honor of the event, and
also found almshouses for the poor. Sir John
escaped and Used happy ever afterwards until
he died, and since then the “Lion" sermon has
bun delivered cicry year in tile church of St.
Catherine Cree, laadcnhall-st.

Another annual sermon is preached at Dur­
ham Cathedral on the anniversary of the
Queen’s accession. The discourse- only lasts
a quarter of an hour, mid as the payment Is
sixteen guineas the lucky preacher receives out
a guinea a minute.

The longest sermon on record was preached
by Isaac Barrow, a Puritan preacher of the
seventeenth century, who once delivered a ser­
mon in Westminster Abbey lusting three hours
and n lulf; and the shortest sermon ever prea­
ched was perhaps Hie srrnmn which Dr. Whewell
was fond of repeating from the text: “Man is
born unto trouble, as the sparks fly upwards."

The sermon occupied liarely a minute in de­
livery. the following bring a verbatim report:

“I shall divide the discourse into three heads:
fl) Man’s Ingress into the world; (2) His pro­
gress through tile world; (3) Ills egress out of
the world.
“Firstly. Ids ingress into the world is naked

and lure.
Secondly, his progress through the world is

trouble and cure;
Thirdly, his egress out of the world is nobody

knows where.

Ami I ran fell you no more if I preach a whole

vrar."

THE GREATER THINGS.

The work of the teacher of eternal truth calls
for certain definite qualifications. If wc are
Io do good work in teaching the Word of God,
there must be in our hearts a sense of grave
responsibility: a realisation of the greatness of
the task, and a reverent leaning upon God for
strength.

The teacher of religious truth should never
approach his work without prayer. If It were
practicable we would have every teacher and
class begin every lesson with “a word of prayer."
Tile world has had few such teachers as Louis
Agassiz, the naturalist. Whittier has put into
verse an incident recorded in the life of this
scientist. Agassiz was to conduct a summer
school of natural history. The first time he
met the company, “by an impulse as natural
as it was unpremeditated, he called upon them
to join in silently asking God's blessing on their
work together.’'

“Then the Master in his place
Bowed his head a little space.
Even the careless heart was moved
And the doubting gave assent
With a gesture reverent."

If wc could always begin our lesson in tliat
way. should we not be much more likely to reach
imr aim? That is to say, let us pray with the
scholars, not merely for them; let us endeavor
Io get them to pray.

Further, might vic suggest that wc ought in
the Bible School to try and do something to
get every one of our scholars to adopt the habit
of private prayer. How many of our children
“say their prayers"? How many of our older
scholars pray daily? In the kindergarten amt
primary departments efforts are made to pro­
vide the little folk with prayers which they are
encouraged to learn and to use every day. Could
wc not do something to help our older scholars
here? Can wc be satisfied with our work un­
less wc send out our young men and women
with not only a belief in prayer but with a
desire to practise it? In that popular book. “A
Student in Arms," there occurs this statement:
“For every soldier who prays there arc a thou­
sand who don’t." If that was true, as pro­
bably it was. docs nut the fact indicate a line
upon which some earnest thinking ami work
should be done? Possibly wc will never solve
the problem through class work, but by ap­
proaching individuals mid endeavoring to induce
them to make prayer a real habit and a vital force
in their lives.

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“Nature and the Fool.
202

"The fool hath Mid in his heart. There is no
God" (Psalm 53: I).

During the last six years it has been the
writer’s fortunate privilege to travel twice round
the world. On these journeys naturally, it
lias been my great joy to witness the wonder­
ful liandiwork of the Orator in nature. It was
remarkable how insistently the abuse text of
Scripture forced itself on my mind ns in dif­
ferent parts of I lie world I reviewed the glories
of landscape and sea. and at once gasc the lie
to such an ungrateful and unreasonable state­
ment. and seemed to say with no uncertain
voice. that “nobody but an absolute fool would
ever dream of saying such n thing."

Let me try and describe just a few of the
scenes tlut provided such an eloquent com­
mentary on the falsity of the fool’s boast.
Come with me to tiiat wonderful hub of busy
life, “The New York Central llnilroad Station,"
and we presently find ourselves seated In the
luxurious “The Sunset Limited," ready for our
.VWMi mile trip across the American continent
to San Francisco. On the fourth day we wake
up to find ourselves in the gloriously beautiful
scenery of the Sierra Nevada Mountains. To
try and describe the sylvan licauty as the train
dragged its tortuous way up the mountains till
at lust it liad reached H.IKill feet above sea level.
is quite futile, nod as we alighted at the sum­
mit for a few minutes to “view the landscape
o’er." one was “lost In wonder, lose and praise."
and surely the Fool was never in such a Para­
dise of mountain scenery as this, or he would
never have uttered his Illogical and liaselcs*
boasl. In the limited space at my disposal
It is quite impossible to dwell at any kngth
on the loveliness of the tropical beauties and
splendours of Hawaii, Samoa, or the Fiji Is­
lands, which until comparatively recent scars.
and but for the grace of God. were uncivilised
and liarlurian in their life and conditions;
But, from the aspect of their native floral
glories and gorgeous verdure-clad hill*, they
loudly proclaim “the hand that made us is
divine."

The wonderful spectacle one obtains from the
top of Mount Eden at Auckland, New Zealand,
from which is seen a considerable portion of
the North Island, resting like a beautiful
emerald in a setting of azure blue, with the
lovely kickground of majestic mountain forests
In Hie distance, makes us more fully realise how
puny the mind must be that denies the exist­
ence of a gracious Creator, and ns we sail up
the Sydney Harbor, truly “beautiful for situa­
tion," or gaze across the marvellous vista of
wixxkd mountains ami fearsome crags of Hie
Blur Mountains, we orc firmly convinced tlial
such unbillcf is very mildly condemned, when
the word "fool" is used without a long string
of expressive adjectives.

Sometimes we arc Inclined to complain that
hymn-writers do not always strictly conform
to the truth, but this fault cannot he laid against
Heber when he penned the lines

“What though the spicy breezes
Blow soft o’er Ceylon's Isle,
And every prospect phases,”

for. of a truth, there Is no place of greater
biatily anywhere on God’s earth than this fair
Island; especially on the hilly road from
Colombo to Kandy, and we realise with a ful­
some pity that "In vain with lavish kindness
the gifts of God are strown," for “The heathen
in their blindness bow down to wood and stone,"
and pray that soon they may he turned from the
darkness of their foolishness, and the foolish­
ness of their darkness, to him “in whom Is no
darkm ss al all.”

Thus far I have written of the glories of the
land, but I don’t think in all my travels I *aw

any thing so cnlrancingly beautiful as an Eastern
sunset at Suez.

After an oppressively hot day, as vve sailed
up the lied Sea. during which we saw the .Sinai
range of mountains In the distance, and instinc­
tively thought of Moses and the murmuring chil­
dren of Israel, vve approached the port of Niiez
just as the sun was going down. What a mar­
vellous and colorful picture it was. with the
outline of the Oriental buildings and minarets
silhouetted against the crimson glories of the
setting sun. and to try and adequately paint n
pen picture of it is far beyond my powers;
and still more forcibly was the Psalmist s con­
demnation of the fo<d impressed on my mind.

I well remcmlier spending a most delightful
holiday in the English l-ake District with a
friend of my school-lmy days. Mr. H. Ijngton
(the President-elect of the 1928 Annual Confer­
ence of the Churches of Christ of Great Britain
ami Ireland). One morning we mounted our
“bikes" and cycled away to Langdale Pikes with
the intention of reaching the top of the highest
of the three peaks. Leaving our machines at
the foot of the mountain, vve made our toilsome
uay upwards through Hie wet mist-clouds into
the sunlight above. Sitting down, tired but
happy, we waited for “Old Sol" to disperse the
obstructing vapor, and then what a marvellous
sight rewarded our laborious climb to refute
the atheist’s arrogant denial of God. Away.
far in front, like a silver streak, lay the sunlit
waters of Morccambc Bay; on the right the
grandly majestic Conlston Old Mun; on the
left, beautiful and green, Orrest Head; behind,
dim and forbidding, with thousands of Docks
feeding c.n its grassy slopes. Kirkslonc Pass.

Enchanted with the glorious panorama of
nature’s loveliness, I turned to my friend Harry
and asked. "What text from the Old Book
comes most readily to your mlnil?” and with­
out hesitation he replied, “The cattle on a thou­
sand bills are his." In response to a similar
question to me. 1 remcmlier 1 said. “The fool
hath said in his heart. There is no God.' with
the accent on 'the fool'"; and there and then,
accompanied by the song of the birds, we sang
the hymn

“Yes, God is good, in earth and sky.
From ocean depths and spreading'wood

Ten thousand voices seem to cry,

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fellow men. help even the “fool" to turn to him
and live and sing-~

“Father and Friend, thy light, thy hive

any sick among you? let him call for the elders
of Hie church and let them pray over 1dm.
anointing him with oil in the name of the Lorili
and Hie prayer of faith shall save the sick, and
the Lord shall raise him up."

The same time limitation applies tn this pas­
sage as to that in Mark. It is only thus we can
harmonise the facts of Christian history. |n
apostolic days when apostolic hands could be
imposed, many, but not all, had gifts of heal-
ing and of tongues. After the death of the
apostles these gifts gradually died out. We
must not argue that the church hail become so
corrupt that God would not impart the gifts,
for stalwart men of faith lived right up Into
the centuries of the dark ages, and many luve
lived since of like faith, but did not receive
such gifts, while right through all the centuries
have been true worshippers in n lit state of
mind to receive had it been God's will to give.

In spile of the withdrawal of these powers, It
is well and right that we should live in the
spirit of great expectations in the way of an­
swers Io prayer without dictating to God that
he must bestow now what he bestowed then un­
til the full revelation was completed.
