is costly.

It costs to "make a disciple" for Christ.
It costs much more to make him a trained,
cultured Christian. When he is lost to
Christ and the church, the loss is most
costly.

It is reported that last year the Protes­
tant churches of America lost one half mil­
lion members, mostly through removals and
failures to transfer membership. The most
‘eriotm membership losses in our own bro­
therhood are at this point. Some losses
are by death. Some contend that our pres­
ent-day evangelism is responsible for our
membership losses, because the new con­
certs do not "hold out." This charge can-
n,)t be substantiated. 'The new converts
are "holding out" as well as ever, if not

The greatest loss is through re­
moval of members to other communities,
and their failure to link themselves up to
another local church. After a while, their
name-, are dropped by their former local
f"ngregatit.n. and they arc lost to the work.

in the Central West, a survey revealed
2.120 former members of the Christian
church not identified with any church in
that city. A survey in a city of North
Carolina of about 25,000 population re­
vealed the fact that 750 "former members"
of the Christian church resided there. What
membership losses and what a cost to the
church of the living Christ!

Some one asks. "How account for these
large membership losses?" One explana­
tion is because our churches are poor shep­
herds. We keep our church rolls in a slip­
shod fashion. They arc not kept up to date.
They are seldom revised. Church rolls arc
too often looked upon as a list of names
rather than that each name represents a
precious soul whether active, inactive, non­
resident, or a "lost sheep." The Good Shep­
herd went out alter the hundredth name on
the roll, found the stray one. and brought
him back to the fold. It was the high es­
timate he put on the absentee represented
by a name which restored him to the sheep­
fold. The Shepherd was not willing that
any should perish. If the absent or in-

active ones are not worth a saving effort.
then the church itself puts a low estimate
on the value of membership and its duty
to continue its watch and care.

Again, many have made the church let­
ter and church membership synonymous in
their thinking. Church membership, to
many, is limited to a locality. When they
move to another city, they somehow feel
no obligation to go, pray, give or work un­
til they walk down an aisle and formally
present themselves in some local church for
membership and receive the hand of greet­
ing or fellowship from the preacher. This
is a misunderstanding of the meaning of
church membership. Is it true that when
one becomes a Christian, he does not be­
long to Christ in just one spot or to the
church in just one locality, but does he not
belong t<» Christ and the church wherever
he goes, and wherever he lives? The word
of the Scripture is, "Be thou faithful unto
death and I will give thee a crown of life.”

Then, many preachers urge members
sometimes as they leave for another com­
munity to retain membership in thr old
home church for. they say. "Y’our support
is needed here." 'The support may be
needed but it is seldom sent back.

In the next place, because new churches
have not been organised more rapidly in
recent years in our growing cities, thou­
sands of members have been lost annually.
1 f instead of a centralised policy whose eml
is to build up huge congregations in our
cities, there were rather the decentralised
policy whose end was to establish new
churches in needy residential communities.
the city would be evangelised faster and
members moving in by the hundreds from
the rural communities would be conserved.

Another reason for our membership losses
is because the churches have not been and
arc not now following the members when
they move. How it would help if a let­
ter was scut by the pastor or the church
clerk to the church in the community where
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the member was to reside, giving a word
of information alxiut his coining and in-
•dicating the new address if jx>ssible. How
it would help if the members who were go­
ing away were given a letter or personal
interview urging that they identify them­
selves with the work in the new field at
the earliest date possible. If a church let­
ter is ever granted, it should be sent to
the church and not given to the member
to carry. One wise preacher was so an­
xious to conserve one of his families mov­
ing to another city, that he sent a wire
asking his brother minister to meet the
train and take charge of the new family.
The preacher met them, and the family was
saved to unbroken service to the church.

The solution of the membership trans­
fer problem is not easy, but the writer be­
lieves the following plan would help save
many members who move and who should
transfer local membership immediately. It
is suggested that where former members
of the Christian church are found, that
with their consent, their names be enrolled
on the church lxx>k without requiring them
to come forward during a hymn of invita­
tion to formally present themselves for the
“right hand of fellowship" unless they pre­
fer to do so. After the “member elsewhere”
has been enrolled, read the name publicly
at the next church service. The first ser­
vice the “member elsewhere" attends after
the enrolment, introduce him to the con­
gregation, and in turn ask the congrega­
tion to welcome and become acquainted with
him. We have often made it difficult for
the former member to identify himself with
the local church. It is difficult for some
people to "come forward" publicly and be
received. Just as difficult sometimes as it
was to come on the invitation song when
they made the "good confession."

After the member has been enrolled,
members of the church should be sent to
make friendly calls and to enlist the new
member in the work and life of the vari­
ous church organisations. Then some one
from the finance committee should go to
the home and ask for a weekly pledge for
current expenses and missions.

There is yet another step in the transfer
that should receive closest attention. After
the “member elsewhere" has been enrolled,
the pastor should write the local church
where the member was enrolled previously.
giving notification of the transfer. Many
preachers and church clerks fail at this
point. 1 hey not only fail to follow their
own member, but they also fail to notify
the church from which a member has come,
regarding the transfer.

Much thought and effort should be placed
on the "restoration of our members else­
where” seeking to re-enlist them in king­
dom service. Church rolls should be
studied and all former members who have
not identified themselves already with an­
other local church, should be urged to do
so. The church should Ik- the last institution
on earth ever to give up anyone, anywhere,
any time,-— "ll'orld Call.”

Modern Parables: Being Big.
And behold, it was Friday morn. And

I was spending a part of my twenty-four
spare hours in my study. For, indeed, I
have twenty-four spare hours every day.
And like unto most preachers I often wish
that the twenty-four might be increased unto
thirty-six in order that I might get done
the nothing that I have to do. bor every-
l>ody knoweth that all preachers have plenty
of time and nothing to do.

And it came to pass that in the midst of
my work the door opened, and my little
daughter entered the room. And standing
up to the full measure of her stature she
said: "Dad, I’m a big girl now; I can dress
myself and my dolly." And perceiving that
she was in deadly earnest, and I, myself,
being in no wise disposcd'for an argument.
I readily assented. And I said I was glad.
And she went away.

And in the space of half an hour the
door opened again. And a little voice said:
"Dad, I'm as big as Freddy now; I can
stand on my head like Freddy docs.” And
although 1 considered that standing on her
head like unto her cousin Freddy was not
as ladylike as I would like to see in my
daughter, yet I chastised her not. I kissed
her dimpled cheek, and she went out to
play.

And the third time she sought my pre­
sence. And she said: “Dad, ain’t I big?
I put the cloth and the centre on the table
for mummy the other smorning to-day.”
And 1 said: "Yes, my pet, thou art grow­
ing well." And I was very pleased.

And after she had gone I thought much
of the agitation of the little mind and of

the desire to be big. And this I perceived
that her idea of bigness was always associ­
ated with doing something, even if it Wcrc
only dressing herself, or laying the table
cloth, or standing on her Jte.nl. And if s|lc
desired to be as big as Freddy it was tllal
she might be able to do things as great as
he was able to do. And herein was her
conception true and worthwhile. For.
verily, bigness is always manifested in
deeds.

And as I consider this matter I think
that the little child showed more judgment
here than many of us who are her senior
by many years. For I perceive that when
most of us desire to be big it is only that
we might occupy the chief seats in the syna­
gogue and to be called “Rabbi." And we
never attain unto bigness, for it coineth not
that way. And in proof thereof I refer
to him who understandeth all of life when
he saith. “Whosoever will be great among
you shall be your servant.”

And as I sit in my study and think, 1
would that more men and women were agi­
tated with a desire to be big just that they
might do something big and worth-while
for their fellows. For the old world is in
need of the best we all can do.

And this do I say unto all men, Go home
and seek the presence of thy heavenly
Father. Tell him thou art big now, and
detail unto him what thou hast been able
to do for the good of others. And verily
I say unto you, Hr, indeed, will be pleased.
and thou thyself will develop in bigness of
soul and shalt attain unto fulness of lift-

Record Congestion.

Coming as he does from a sparsely populated
Lind he I* struck with the multitudes and the
congcsllon Bombay holds the world’s record
(or congestion. One urea of the city boasts
7tU persons to the acre. Such crowding can­
not he visualised; it must be seen to get even n
faint idea of its squalor. Indians prefer to
crowd together. One is impressed by the large
open spaces throughout the country, spaces where
there are no habitations. Even the farmer nnd
the field worker, free to live in the open fresh­
ness. prefer Io huddle in the wretched villages
with those who perforce must be there. Many
an Indian village, home of some hundreds of
people, would be no larger than the grounds sur­
rounding some of our larger homes.

The streets of these villages are usually ap­
pallingly dirty. No proper drainage, no sani­
tation. no curb upon the filthy habits of the
residents. The streets recall others described
hy Mark Twain in bis “Innocents Abroad." In
characteristic fashion the great humorist said
it was a mercy they were no wider, there being
in the narrowest of them quite nil the stench
one could endure. Yet In some of these streets
Christian missionaries have made their homes.
Within a stone's throw of Bombay's most con­
gested area, within bow-shot of 5.000 registered
prostitutes. Dr. Manhnrdt of the American
Marathi Mission has his Neighborhood House,
his home, wife. baby. Hats off to a Christian hero!
Gross Ignorance.

Coming from a country giving educational ad­
vantages to every child, the ignorance so ap­
parent in India is alarming. India holds the
Will's record for illiteracy. More than half
nf the people have had no education whatever.
The illiterate population of British India Is scl
“"«n at one hundred and fifty millions. In
comparatively recent years a compulsory cduca-
li<m law for primary children was enacted in

It is only too true that in our own and other
highly civilised countries vice and degradation
abound. But we do not glory in these things;
they are our shame, and we deplore them. The
Indian, however, rather glories in his shame.
Even his religion encourages every kind of im­
morality and bestiality. No abomination of the
human mind but is practised there in the name
of religion. Katherine Mayo In her arresting
book writes thus upon the subject: “A custom
obtains among the Hindus whereby the parents.
to persuade some favor from the gods, may vow
their next horn child, If it be a girl, to the gods.
Or, if a particularly lovely child, for one reason
or other held superfluous in her natural sur­
roundings, she is presented to the temple. The
little creature, accordingly, is delivered to the
temple women, her predecessors along the route,
for teaching in dancing and singing. Often by
the age of live, when site Is considered most de­
sirable. she becomes the priest's own prostitute.
Her parents, who may be well-to-do persons of
good rank and caste, have lost no face at all by

•the manner of their disposal of her."
Unspeakable Suffering.

The visitor cannot fail to lx* struck by the
appalling sufferings of India's unfortunate peo­
ple. On every hand nre to be seen men, women
and children with shocking wounds, sores, ulcers
and malformations. Lepers are to be seen
every day. In India each generation secs the
death of three million mothers at childbirth, a
figure in excess of the united death roll of the
Great War

During 1926, in Bengal, 59,UDO persons died of
cholera. The deaths from small-pox numbered
*25,51)0. The number of children under the age
of one year who died was *251,000. Deaths from
fever numbered 8'2*2.000. Ignorance of the sim­
plest laws of hygiene, coupled with an uncon­
cern ami inertia, itself the product of the peo­
ple’s depravity, make the Indian a ready prey
to every weakness to which humankind Is heir.

to know that millions in India rarely. If ever,
know the experience of a full stomach, and that 

authority declares that one half of the entire
population would not have possessions, includ­
ing every conceivable article, the value of widen
would exceed 15. These ore the agricultural
workers and manual laborers. If paid in coin
it Is sufficient only to purchase the coarsest food.
I'rcquenlly they arc “kept." and their labor just
keeps Ixwlv and soul together. Some of the
younger members of this class hire themselves
mil without wages, on condition that, after work­
ing faithfully for seven or eight years, their
master will provide them with a wife of their
own caste, and defray all nuptial expenses. Often
in dire want, these pour humans go and seek
for food In the woods, or mi the tanks of rivers
ami dams, where they find leaves, roots and
herbs. These they boll, and this primitive food

velop, no incentive to effort. The outcast class,
the untouchables of India, number no less than
sixty millions. "llegardcd as if sub-human, the
tusks held basest arc reserved for them; dishonor
is associated with their name. Some are per­
mitted to serve only as scavengers and removers
of night soil: some, through the ignorance to
which they are condemned, are loathsome in
their habits; and Io all of them is denied the
privilege of any sort of teaching. They may
neither possess nor read the Hindu scriptures.
No Brahmin priest will minister to them: and,
except in rarest cases, they may not enter a
Hindu temple to worship or to pray. Their
children may not come to the public schools.
They may not draw water from the public wells.
They may not enter a court of justice; they may
not enter a dispensary to get help for their
sick; they may stop nt no inn. In some prov­
inces they may not even use the public road.
ami ns labourers and agriculturalists they arc
continually losers, in that they may not enter
the shops or even pass through the streets where
shops are. but must trust to a haphazard chain
of hungry go-betweens to buy or sell their
meagre wares."
Political Unreal.

A very brief visit to India suffices to show
that considerable unrest exists in matters politi­
cal. There Is much complaint about British
rule, nnd an incessant demand for self-govern­
ment. II is quite the habit to lay al Britain's
door the responsibility for the depravity ami
wretchedness of India's millions, though these
conditions existed long prior to British rule.
Why does not the government do this, that and
the other? This is the constant cry.

Much that Is said is mere propaganda on the
part of those who would like to handle the reins
of government. Apparently the vast majority
know little and care less about British rule.
They nre so far depressed socially and morally
as Io have no concern outside their own Im­
mediate affairs. Complaints and demands come
largely from the student class. Educated in
schools made possible under British rule, they
have fulled to find the comfortable “sit down"
job for which they crave. Unwilling to leave
the cities ami do something to elevate the vil­
lage people, among whom they could be a use­
ful Influence. they give themselves up to com­
plaining and to active opposition of (he good
work being done by those in authority. To the
Australian visitor it appears that for the good
things the Indian has, thanks arc due Io the
Christian missionary and the British Govern­
ment. Most ore agreed that India is quite in­
capable of self-government, and that the coun­
try's future is safest under the wing of England.
Searchers after God.

India furnishes a dark picture to the visiting
Australian. But there are bright flashes even
in the darkness. The people are kindly and
very respectful. That they arc capable of bet­
ter things is abundantly evident by contrasting
those uninfluenced by Christianity with others
whose lives have been touched by the power of
the Christ.

One cannot fail to note the deep religious sen­
timent of the people. They arc never so busy
but they will converse on religious matters. He-
liglon. even though shot through with abomina­
tions, Is a large part of the life of the Hindu.
Clearly they arc seekers after God. (hough with
n<> knowledge of the purity, glory and majesty
of him whom they seek. One’s heart is made
tender as he witnesses thousands wending their
way along the dusty roads to the* (ar distant
city, where for a few moments, at great cost of
effort, often of money, they may for one brief
moment come into (he presence of the Image of
(heir god. How great Is the privilege of in­
troducing these seekers to the One through whom
alone they may come to the Father. Who would
not share the honor, the Joy. the service, the
sacrifice?
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A Newspaper Editor on Prayer.
Here is u lay sermon on prayer delivered by

Mr. James Douglas, llie Editor of the “Sunday
Express," Io his readers in his paper recently.
The newspapers publish many religious articles
nowadays tsays “Piddle Opinion"), but there will
lie many preachers ami others who will place
the following in their commonplace books for
<]u<ilotion at a convenient season. Mr. Douglas
writes as stated above:—

“Science lias sent up sounding balloons to a
height of nearly Im miles, more Ilian nlnc-
lenlhs of the way Io the lop of our atmosphere.
But faith can send up sounding balloons farther
than a paltry ten miles. It can soar beyond the
Milky Way, the spiral nchuhr, and the cloud In
spare.

“Faith is not alarmed by the expansion of
science. It is not perturbed by the latest peeps
into space. It is not chilled by the magical ex­
plorations of Ihr atom which have revealed the
existence in il of ‘petty suns and planets.*

“It Is Inspired by these universes that arc be­
yond our universe, by these stars that arc be­
yond our stars, and by these ultra-microscopic
universes Ilia I arc whirling In every atom of
every mote in every sunbeam.

"The more we know the lietter wc can pray.
Professor Andrade, in his ‘Structure of the
Atom.** says with the true humility of a man of
science: *1 have not declared myself largely on
such slippery mailers as the evolution of our
great universe from a prime substance, nor the
future of mechanical power, fur I am not one
of those who would strive, as our French cousins
say. Io break an cel across Ids knee. I have
gone softly, essaying rather to show what is cer­
tain. and what less certain, leaving the niceties
of fantusticl.all speculation to those whose pens
arc more copious than mine.’

Faith and the Modesty of Science.
“Faith should emulate the modesty of science.

It should revere the revelations of science ns en­
largements of its vision. Its conception of God
should he ennobled, and purified by Ihr wonders
of atomic astronomy as well as by the wonders
of cosmic astronomy. It should let all the old
half-gods go ns God arrives in a grander fashion.

“Science cannot tell us anything about prayer.
but its wonders make prayer more wonderful.
for they prove that the universe Is a living unity
us far as thought can reach. In Ids dedication
to Sir Ernest Rutherford. Professor Andrade
utters lids mystical message to everv man of
faith:- •

“'No astronomer of these petty suns and
planets has given us more and rarer news of
them than yourself, who first taught the virtuosi
to see In Ihr atom a massy nucleus controlling by
electric laws his distant servants, the light-heeled
electrons.’

“l-awsl If there be laws, there Is a lawgiver.
Just as Six-rates worshipped the laws of Athens
even when they slew him. so wc may worship
the laws of science. Behind them is the law­
giver whose name in our little language Is God.

“Why should we lx- afraid to believe In a God
who grows more wonderful every century us we
catch larger glimpses of his Godhead? Why
should we lack the courage to draw near to him
in the mystery of prayer? Il is the poverty
of our words that limits our vision.

“Faith simplifies the macrocosm and the micro-
rosin, the gnat universe outside me and the little
universe within me. Its supreme simplification
Is in the three words. ‘God Is Lose.1 I bcllevr
that the universe outside me. like the universe
within me. is benevolent and Ijcnlgnunt. 'Thou
wilt keep him in perfect peace whose mind Is
stayed on thee.’

"Prayer Iv the experiment which proves the
reality of God. It is an experiment which every
human being can carry out. It Is not possible 

for everv man Io verify the experiments of
science. Wc accept them by faith just us men
of science accept them. Prayer is nn experiment
which wc can all verify. It is faith soaring
into certainly.

“There is nothing in life so wonderful as the
miracle of prayer, for it enables us to Ih- one
with the One in whom we live and have our be­
ing. and nobody can reason us out of our know­
ledge of this spiritual order ami law and har­
mony which wc call the peace of God that passelh
ull understanding. It is □ more absolute know­
ledge than any other.”

received from W. G. Jeshi. the Magistrate of
Shrlgonda. the following interesting report that
he sent Io the Indian Government regarding our
Shrigomla Mission,

There is an institution of missionaries from
Australia nt Shrigomla, practically meant for
Shrigomla and its districts. This mission Is
doing a wonderful work on various lines, ns has
been observed during llw past four years by
me. As I have to deal with criminal cases
from four districts, namely Purner, Ivarjut and
Jumkcd, I find vividly that owing to this in­
stitution there has Ixm a wonderful check over
child murders in the Shrigomla district. There
Is no system of remarriage in high caste Mar-
uthis. Several young widows In that class led
astray often resort to acts of doing away with
their young ones to save their reputations and
disgrace in society. These incidents are seen
more in other districts, but hi Shrigomla they
have been scarce owing to the existence of the
mission here.

HOME MISSIONARY DEPARTMENT.
During the year the churches have added 1,209

bv faith and obedience. 622 by letter, 67 for-
nicrly immersed, 61 by restoration, a total of
IPG2. Losses recorded are 553 by letter, 89 by
death. 1.250 by roll revision, a total of 1,892.
Nett increase for the year is 70. Church mem­
bership now stands at 12.800.

Of the 118 churches on the statistical table.
It did not send statistics; 10 reported the same
as last year; 16 show gains in membership; 48
report losses. It is interesting to note that
the churches associated with the Home Mission­
ary Committee show a nett gain of 255 for the
scar.

The financial statement was not very encourag­
ing. The debit brought forward from last year
amounted to £647/5/-, which has not been re­
duced. but rather a smilar amount has been
added to it. Receipts for the year amounted
to £5.793/1/5. and the expenditure to £6,387/15/3,
showing a debit lialancc on this year's work of
£391'13/10. This makes the total debit balance
to February 29. 1928. £1.211 '18/10. It is significant
that the committee's debit nt the end of May,
within one month of last Conference, was greater
than on February 29. when the books closed.

The 1927 annual offering amounted to
£1.292'8 2, which is smaller than the previous
year by £57/2/3. Offerings on Home Mission
Day have shown decreases for the past four

The receipts per "duplex" envelopes have shown
a considerable advance. For the whole of the
previous year, the receipts per collector were
£81/13'7, and per duplex envelopes £41'17/10, a
total of £129/11/5. For this year the lotah
are: Per collector, £29/1 1; per duplex envelopes.
£280'6/3; a total of £309/7/4. In some places
the nnnual offering has not been pushed to the
same extent ns before the introduction of this
system. During the previous Conference year
these three sources of revenue yielded £1.458/4/1,
during this year £1.580/17/9, showing a credit
*» this year of £122/13/8. Several churches were
unable to repay to the committee the cost of
the missions in their churches, ami this has
added to the burden of the year.

Mahony al last Conference has now been trans­
ferred to the Department, the Church Extension
Committee as trustees. There Is a considerable
difference of ..pinion existing as Io the ads(s-
ability of proceeding with the homes at Olinda.

While much money has gone mil from lhe 

office, lhe service in one way or another ren­
dered has been the greater contribution to tin­
neds of the poor.

Hundreds of needy folk, mostly “those of the
household of faith,” have been assisted, and such
assistance has proved to be. in many cases, a
sermon more eloquent than words.

The Women's Auxiliary associated with the
Department, which conducts almost entirely the
work at the clothing depot at Burnley, was stated
to have a wonderful record of work to its credit.
Three women have confessed Jesus as Lord as
a direct result of their efforts, and 25 to 3(1
children have been brought to the school; one
of these has herself brought it others. The
auxiliary, loo, has raised by means of a jumble
sale £21'9'5. Since re-organisation, 3(H) par­
cels have been received, and 2(8) families have
been assisted with clothing, food, blankets and
firewood. A much mure effective work would
be possible, if the depot could be removed to
the city. A sum of £1(8) is urgently needed to
meet this requirement.

Hundreds have applied and are still applying
for employment; 150 liavc been placed in work
of some kind, many in good positions. The co­
operation of the churches is desired.

Migration work has not been very fruitful
.luring the year. Two young men and two
young women arrived under our nomination
Since the year closed a sister and four daughters
have come. Our migrants have proved them­
selves good workers. Two men. recent arrivals.
through the offices of the Department, have con­
fessed Christ, and have been added to lhe church.
Their wives and families have been nominated
to leave England shortly.

The Department has been helping in the work
of liquor reform, child adoption, and other good
causes. It had sent a circular letter Io all our
preachers, urging them to take a stand againM
vvorldlincss in the church.

The report stated that “a Purchases Scheme
is now in operation which brings the value of
getting together right home Io us. It Is ex­
pected that this movement will bring consider­
able financial help to the Department.”

CHURCH EXTENSION, PROPERTIES, TRUSTS
AND BEQUESTS DEPARTMENT.

During the year a new building was creeled
at Wangaratta. Kynclon church also was helped
in the erection of a new chapel. The report
stated that lhe Committee is very anxious to
augment capital funds now mi hand so that
eventually a large amount will be available to
enable the Committee to help churches on the
most liberal terms possible. A fund of £10.001)
or more would enable the Committee to credit
borrowing churches a large portion of the In­
terest now paid on loans, so that debts con­
tracted would be more rapidly reduced. If the
amounts now paid as Interest, or portions of
such interest amounts, could be allowed as pay­
ments off lhe loans made, the churches would lie
greatly helped and encouraged.

Regular offerings from churches ami members
have already helped the Committee to build up
a capital fund of almost £3,18)0. All of this
is used to lighten the burden of liorrowerv At
present all other money usd is borrowed by
the Committee at current rates of interest. Many
members have been most generous in making
loans to the Committee.

Since its appointment in 1910 lhe Committee
has helped churches in providing no less than
£28.086 for building work.

For the year the Committee received £461 7 3
from churches in repayment of loans and
£107 3 8 as n result of the March offering
£632 17 10 had been lent Io churches during the
year. There is a total amount of £16.55115 G
due by 21 churches fur loans by the Committee.

JESUS AT THE TOMB.
(John 11: 38-44.)
F. J. Sivyer, B.A.

Jesus was never so much man mid never so
much God as when he stood at the tomb of
Laiartis- There Me sec u strange blending of
the human mid the divine: weeping in sym­
pathy. groaning in spirit, soliciting the assist­
ance of those near by, praying to the Father
—In every sense one with us in our sufferings
and sorrows, and yet by a word proving bis
most royal claim—“I am the resurrection and
the life/’

Take Away the Stone.
It might at first seem trivial to notice such

a detail as this when considering so stupendous
a miracle. But what Christ commands should
never be treated in light fashion.

In the clays of his flesh our Lord was ex­
tremely sensitive Io the attitude of those about
him. especially in mutters of belief and unbe­
lief. At Nazareth, for instance, he could not
do any mighty works because of the people's
unbelief. In the Upper Boom he was mani­
festly depressed by the presence of the betrayer.
When Judas left the room he drew the disciples
into closest intimacy. And here nt luizarus*
tomb, in the presence of hostile Jews, he wanted
some evidence of faith before proceeding with
his great task. He must have the conlldcnce
and trust of some of the mourners al least.
In a word, the hindrance had to be removed
before Jesus could do his work.

The exalted Lord is still extremely sensitive
Io <mr trust or doubt. His work of grace is
often fmstrated because we will not roll away
the stone. The hindrance may be n secret sin.
a false pride, a mock humility—whatever it is.
it must be got rid of before he can perfect his
stork of grace.

Dependence and Confidence.
When the stone had been removed, Jesus

lifted up his eyes and said, “Father, I thank
thee that thou hast heard me. And I knew
Hut thou hen rest me always; but because of
Hie people which stand by I said it, that they
nuy believe that thou hast sent inc.” The prayer
is remarkable ns showing the absolute depend­
ence of Christ upon God. and. nt the same time,
hi’ perfect conlldcnce in himself. It Is. on
lhe one hand, a splendid example of what Paul

of him in Phil. 2: f>-8: “He did not snatch

THE PURPOSE OF THE SUNDAY SCHOOL.
What Is the purpose of the Sunday School?

The answer is fundamental because it will deter­
mine means, methods, and in some degree lhe
spirit with which Hie work is approached. To
this question numerous answers have been given.
“fhe Sunday School is the world's greatest in­
stitution for popularising the world’s greatest
book." Others stress the thought of the Sun­
day School as a “character-building" organisa­
tion, but this last thought Is not so fundamental
ns some others.

First, lhe Sunday School above everything else
Is u Bible School; it exists for the one purpose
of leaching the word of God. It is surprising
Imvv many seem ready to apologise for the Bible
to-duy. and to relegate II to a subordinate posi­
tion if they could. But the Sunday School that
is not teaching the Bible, definitely, consistently,
and with supreme faith in lhe God of the Bible.
will not do very much good in the world.

Secondly, the Sunday School should aim to
win and hold for Christ and his church the young
people who are taught the Bible. The record
that faces us here is one of which we have no
right whatever to be proud. With all our em­
phasis on Bible teaching, with all our organisa­
tion and stress on evangelism, less than half
of the boys and girls who pass through our Bible
Schools ever are won for Christ.

Thirdly, the Sunday School exists to help young
people In the growth of Christian character. It
is only a half-truth to say that the church of
Jesus Christ was given not tn build character,
not to leach culture, but to save a sin-stricken
soul-empty world. When a soul has been won
for Christ, it is the duty ami privilege of those
who compose the church to nurture that soul.
ami tn sec that it develops into the full stature
of lhe man of God in Jesus Christ. The Sun-
tiny School with Its Bible Classes and organised
senior groups should be able to help in the
great work of teaching and training the young
people who accepted Christ, so that they may
be able with intelligence and profit to take their
part in the service of the church.

CIVILISATION AND LITTLE CHILDREN.
Never before in the history of the world has

there been such a desire for higher education
us there Is to-day. During the last twenty years
colleges, high schools, technical schools anti vari­
ous other kinds of institutions of learning have
sprung up on every hand. Australia Is con­
vinced Hint education Is a national necessity.
Education in religion, however. Is not so keenly
demanded. It is about the only thing that is
left out of our Slate school curriculum. If it
h true that the safety of Australia depends upon
the education of Ils people, would not the corol­
la rv statement. "The safely of the church de-
pends upon lhe religious education of its peo­
ple" be equally true? Then, let us follow
Christ’s example and set the child In our midst.

The church can well copy the public schools
in mans- wavs. The church has something, how­
ever. to teach that the public schools do not.
That specific thing Is religion. The public
schools teach moral education, but moral educa­
tion is not alone sufficient. There arc two
f hints which differentiate religious education
from any other education: (1) The
conviction «f the existence of a persona God.
(2) \ God who Is revealed in and represented by
Jesus Christ. The State schools can go on to­
morrow without any convictions about these
two vital matters. Hie church and the home 

arc wholly responsible for the carrying out of
religious education to-day. Arc we awake to
our great responsibilities? It has been well
said that “civilisation moves forward on the feet
of little children." The church, too, can only-
hope for success in her work as she brings boys
mid girls and men and women under the sav­
ing Influence mid power of lhe gospel of Jesus
Christ.

GEELONG CITY BIBLE CLASS.
The Bible Class of the Geelong City church. Vic.

has just completed another happy year of ser­
vice. Mr. Stevens, the preacher of the church,
is the teacher of the class, and during the year
he has had the pleasure of seeing eleven mem­
bers of the class unite with the church. Special
thanks are due to Miss Edna Audsley for her
faithful service at the piano.

The number on the roll is thirty-eight, and
lhe average attendance has been twenty-three.
The motto of lhe class has been "For others."

Instead of concentrating on the building fund
alone, this year an effort was made to help the
church in other directions. A light was placed
on the outside wall so that the church yard
might be lighted lip, a large coir mat was
bought mid placed in the porch, and a large
Sankey's hymn hook was provided for the use
of the organist. Repairs were made to the
class-room, and 10/6 donated to the Bible School
mid Young People's work. £5 to the building
fund of the church, and 19 to the general funds
of the church.

DR. OLDFIELD.
Dr. Oldfield is making good progress in the

medical work In India. He writes: “Soon after
getting here wc started a dispensary in the room
which will be the garage, and have had n lot of
people coming each day for treatment. When
• lie people are aisle to pay for their medicines
wc charge twopence per day, but when they can­
not pay wc lit them have the medicines free. We
shall not be aide to liavc the hospital built until
the end of the sear. In the meantime we are
erecting a small three-roomed building, in which
wc shall liavc a dispensary In Hie middle, and a
small ward on cither side in which wc can place
iud cases, who need Io l>c under constant at­
tention.”

MISS CALD1C0TTS MEDICAL WORK.
‘This being the cold weather, wc are able to

endure the travelling better. The fanners now
■ re so engrossed In their field work Hut they
cannot or will not come into the central village.
Baramati. for medical help, so wc find quite a
number of really sick people in these out-vil-
lagcs who need our help. Beside the usual
weekly trips Dr. Ktdhatkar and the evangelists
base made. I have m3 self gone two or three trips
with the BIblr-uoman. It is surprising how the
poor people crowd around for medicine. Wc
don’t go half way into the village before sir
liasc several asking for different kinds of
medicine. Our little wayside dispensary is
generally conducted on Hie ground in the shade
of the vehicle we base travelled in. I spread a
nut down, lake my |m>x of prepared mixtures.
ointments, pills. ctcM and put it at one end of
the mat. then I can lift out just wlial I want
for each patient us Ihrv- arc examined and their
complaints understood. It Is rather a back-
aching Job, as I am not fond of sitting on the
ground, but wc hair to put up with it. The
crowd gathered around gives 11* a great oppor­
tunity for gospel preaching, so while I do the
medical work Hie Bible-women give the message."

Our 40
families from other settlements now living in
the Satara District have been entrusted to us for
supersislon. ’Ilih makes a total of 95 people
In villages, whom wc supervise by sending an
Inspector Io visit them quarterly. por six
scars these people will be visited regularly, and
if at the end of that period their characters have
Improved, tins will be declared free people.

The number of actual settlers now In Hie set­
tlement nt Barumali is 210 adults. 111 children—
.'i.'>l. 154 probationers and free people, and 95
probationers in villages, making a total of fiO.'l
people under our control in some was.

Because of the large decrease In the number
of settlers owing to so many becoming proba­
tioners, the capitation grant has been increased
by the Government to Rs. IN per capita, in ad­
dition to which wc gel Rs. 3 per capita for nil
probationers. These amounts meet all run­
ning expenses, staff salaries, part of cost of ((|u.
cation of children. and part of managers’ salary.

luirls in the year wc purchased the flclel in
front of the Settlement bungalow. The well
has been partly repaired, deepened, ami |s hi
use. The school garden for the upper stan­
dards is on this field. W< have also planted a
large variety of fruit trees. The boy, will take 

lessons in fruit culture. Vegetables are grown
and sold, and It is hoped that the revenue will
ultimately pay the expenses for this agricultural
work.

A rpcciul grant was received from the Settle­
ment department for farm work and poultry
keeping. Four new fowl runs have been built,
costing about Ils. 350. Wc have bought a pen
of good bens from North India. These, in ad­
dition to those bred last year, now give us about
40 hens. Wc are selling the eggs to settlers
at one anna each (u little over a penny) for set­
ting purposes, with the hope that this will be­
come a profitable collage industry We have
some fairly good hens in the flock One hen
lias won two silver cups as first prizes during
the past two months in different agricultural
shows.

At least eighteen young cockerels, pure bred
and Ivalf-brcd, were distributed among the sett­
lers some months ago. and in this way wc hope
that they will improve their fowls. Wc have
been, (or many years, seeking u cottage Industry
that is really profitable, anil we believe that we
have found it in poultry. This is new as an
industry Io India, the original home of the
domestic hen. The Government is now push­
ing this, and the live slock expert has given ns
a pen of while leghorns from which to distribute
eggs to outside village people. This wc arc
glad to do in order to show the folk that wc arc
interested in their material as well as their
spiritual salvation.

This year wc liavc started a welfare centre
for mothers and children right in the Settle­
ment. Government gave a building grant, and
a nice building of two rooms and liathrooms
was erected. A special case can be kept ns an
in-patient under observation. Kashibai, the
nurse-liiblc-woiiuin from Diksal, came to us early
in the year, and she has done excellent work
among the women and children. Often over
forty cases are treated in a day. Most of the
complaints arc small, such us a mother would
attend to herself in Australia. These women.
many being very young mothers, do not know
to do for themselves the simplest things, and
won’t take medicine regularly when needed even
if given a bottle full. Therefore thev come
twice daily for doves. Similarly the small
school children come at recess time for treat­
ment. feachcrs pick out all who arc coughing
and shivering ami send them running. It is
quite amusing (o watch Hie nurse line up the
cough rases on one side and fever cases on the
other, and thin start off with a big bottle and
a spoon ami pour the mixture down. The chil­
dren mostly enjoy the business. Anvwav sick­
ness is kept under by these preventive measures.

scheme to assist the churches in the retain­
ing and building up of the membership of the
church.

That in view of the frequent and ever-increas­
ing financial appeals to the churches, a Com­
mittee of ten lie appointed to work out sonic
system which will overcome the difficulty. Such
Committee to present a report, together with
recommendations, for the consideration of next
Conference, a copy of such report and recom­
mendations to be made available to delegates
before Conference assembles.

That the Home Missionary and Foreign Mis­
sionary Committees each be requested to up-
point two representatives, and that the fol­
lowing Committees and Departments be re­
quested each to appoint one representative:—
Bible College. Women’s Conference Executive.
Bible School and Young People’s Christian En­
deavor. Church Extension and Social Service.
All such representatives to be members of the
respective committees.

That a message of appreciation and sympathy be
sent Io Bro. J. G. Barrett, who was absent
from Conference through illness.

That the thanks of Conference be tendered to
the Church Extension Committee for their ex­
cellent service.

Ihat this Conference reaffirms its previous re­
solution that "in view of the many unseemly
occurrences associated with drinking on Satur­
day afternoons, this Conference respectfully
requests the State Government to hasten the
introduction of legislation dosing all liquor
liars and drinking establishments on Satur­
days al noon: also that all such places be
closed on Christmas Day and Good Friday each

That Ibis Conference of the Churches of Christ
in Victoria, representing us it docs part of
the church life of this Slate, hereby places
upon record its unfaltering faith In the ethical
soundness, the economic wisdom, and the
proved hygienic value of prohibition, as ap­
plied Io the many problems and perils as­
sociated with and invariably produced
by the traffic in alcoholic liquor. It
urges members of otir churches to support the
Victorian Prohibition League to work and vote
fur the State-wide poll in 1930. It reaffirms
its strung di termination, not to be satisfied
with the adoption of any halfway measures of
reform, but to press steadily towards the goal
of total abolition of the manufacture, impor­
tation or sale of alcoholic beverages.

That this Conference views with concern the in­
crease of gambling in Australia, and is opposed
to any further increase In race meetings, seeing
that already 170 nrc held during the year with­
in a radius of 3(1 miles of Melbourne. It Is

•estimated that GO.tMIti men leave work every
week to attend gatherings of this character.
dislocating industry and bringing in its train
other serious evils.

That it considers the time is ripe for a special
effort bv the Churches of Christ to arouse the
national conscience in regard to this great
evil: and that definite ins* ruction us to the
evil* of gambling should lie imparted in our
churches and Sunday Schools.

That the clause hi the Social Service report cun-
ccriiing “Purchases Scheme” bo referred kick
to the Committee for further consideration.

That this Conference requests the Committees
of our Bible School and Young People’s Depart­
ment and our Christian Endeavor Department 

to confer together with representatives of the
K.S.P. pud P.B.P. for the purpose of formulat­
ing u plan for the co-ordination of all our
young people's work.

That section 11 of the Constitution be amended
to read as follows:-11. EXECUTIVE COM­
MITTEE.—The officers of the Conference, ap­
pointed as per section 10, mid one represen­
tative of and from each Committee in control
of a Conference Department, to be appointed
at the first meeting of the Committee held after
Conference, shall be the Executive Committee
of Hu- Conference, and shall be responsible to
Conference for the proper carrying out of
all decisions arrived at by Conference which
are not specifically referred to the province
of any other Committee; seven to form u
quorum. The officers of the Conference stull
be the officers of the Executive Committee.
shall convene nil meetings ns necessary, and
shall have authority to act as an Executive
until the other Committees choose their re­
presentatives.

Ihat clauses in the II.M. report concerning the
1900th anniversary of Pentecost in 1930 be re­
ferred back to the Committee with general
endorsement.

That the clause in the H.M. report re an invita­
tion to Dr. Kcllcms to visit Australia be en­
dorsed.

That the incoming Executive be asked to con­
sider the advisability of extending Hie ses­
sions of Conference by at least n day. or the
advisability of changing Conference to another
season, viz, it being suggested Show Week.

That this Conference desires to place on record
the splendid services, in connection with the
Committees mid work of the brotherhood of
the Slate, of the late Bro. Alfred Millis, and
to convey our sympathy to all who have been
bereaved.
