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Purveyors of Unbelief.

INFIDELITY without the church is to
be expected and causes no great won­
der or dismay. But when unbelief is
fostered by those who regard them­

selves as Christians, the matter is much
more serious. We are far from taking a
pessimistic view of the world or of life, but
one must be blind indeed who fails to note
an increasing boldness on the part of those
who claim at once the privilege of being re­
garded as Christian teachers or preachers
and the right to disregard the sanctions of
Christianity and the authority of the Scrip­
tures. It is not a mere matter of difference
of interpretation: it is not simply that what
might be dismissed as relatively unimpor­
tant tilings are being questioned: denial is
boldly made of the most clearly revealed,
and in many instances of the most funda­
mental, truths of the Bible.

To show the extent of the evil, we cull
a tew sentences from two recent and succes-

"Rev.” John Bevan, M.A., conducts a re­
gular department, “Our Question Box," and
succeeds in importing into his answers as
much unbelief as should satisfy the most
exigent of rationalistic readers.

In reply to an inquirer who had asked, in
apposition to a previous answer in “Our
Question Box," if the children of God were
not those who have “received Christ" and
been "born of God” (sec John i : 13 and
3:3), Mr. Bevan wrote:

“We arc all children of God. We arc all made
in God’s image and likeness; each of ns lias
something of the Divine nature. and our posses­
sion of this docs not depend upon our having
■received Christ.’ or upon our having been spirit­
ually enlightened. We are all God’s children.
whether vve realise it or not. When a man re­
ceives Christ, lie. by so doing, realises his divine
sonship. Christ docs not make ns God's children’s
but he ilocs make us realise that we are such."

Nobody denies that by creation all men are
the offspring of God, but to so use that as
to deny the special adoption of sons is im­
plicitly to contradict the Scriptures. The
Lord Jesus denied the sonship of unbeliev­
ing Jews. The Apostle John says those
who received Jesus were given the right
to become sons.
Denial of redemption through the blood

of Christ.
That Mr Bevan would so use his distor­

tion of the doctrine of the divine Father­
hood as to deny other fundamental truths
is seen in his answer, in the next issue of
the paper, to an inquirer from South Africa
who wrote:—

“I have seen in the correspondence referred to
by you in your various replies, suggestions for
flic elimination of the cross and the blood from
Gospel teaching. And if I recollect rightly these
.suggestions have your support, that, too, in spite
of all references to the cross and the blood in
the Gospels and the Epistles. Would you kindly
tell me if you could imagine yourself to be a
missionary to the natives in this country—vvliat
is the Gospel that you would preach to them?"
Mr. Bevan's reply contained the following
remarkable sentences:

“If 1 were a missionary, the Gospel that I
should preach to the natives of South Africa
would be the same Gospel as the one 1 try to
preach in South London. 1 should tell them
that their salvation had no connection with the
actual blood shed by Jesus Christ on the cross,
believing as I do that the sacrificial blood the­
ology, that is so prominent in some of the Epis­
tles. has been a blight on Christ's religion, and
has. all down the centuries given to his message
a meaning which he never intended, and an em­
phasis that was not there at the start."

"I should certainly keep them away from the
Epistles and do my best to give them the teach­
ing of Jesus, which, in the Gospels, shows that
our iclatlon to God is in no sense a sacrificial
one, hut is the simple and beautiful one of the
children’s relation to their loving Fhthcr." “One
shudders al the very thought ot any connection
between a loving lather and his sacrificed Son."
“The older view that we are saved by the blood
of the I-nmb is out of harmony with vvliat we
believe these days about God."

This of course amounts to a denial both
of the apostolic epistles and of our l>>rds 
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own statement at the institution of the
Supper. The deepest truths of the cross
are denied. The words we have quoted ir­
resistibly remind us of the apostolic pro­
phecy: "There arose false prophets also
among the people, as among you also there
shall be false teachers, who shall privily
bring in destructive heresies, denying even
the Master that bought them.” The word
"privily” does not apply, for the denial of
the redemption we have through Christ is
open and blatant.
The New Testament in the background.

In reply to a second inquiry: “1 low would
you reconcile such teaching with the Bible
that you would doubtless put in their
hands?” (i.e., hands of converts from hea­
thendom), Mr. Bevan wrote:

“I should not put the Bible In their hands—
not nt first. Not until they hail been Christians
tor several years would I let them have the
Old Testament, and then only carefully selected
sections of II. I should try not to let them
have any book of the New Testament that I Juul
not first of all explained to them. A free and
uninstnicted use of the Bible is not without it*
dangers.**

The cases we have cited make it plain that
there is great need for a faithful proclama­
tion of the truths of the Gospel as set forth
in the New Testament. The one bright
thing in the quoted views of Mr. Bevan is
his naive suggestion that he would want
native converts to have his explanation be­
fore they received any New Testament
book. In other words, his view would have
little chance with a person familiar with the
doctrine of the New Testament. We
think so too, and we make no apology be­
cause we prefer the Apostle Paul to the
modern John (Bevan). We arc content
to l>c of the company who rejoice at the
benefits procured by the atoning death of
our Lord, “in whom we have our redemp­
tion through his blood, the forgiveness of
our trespasses.” While many are depart­
ing from the divine teaching, let us the
more diligently preach "Christ and him
crucified."

In preparing for the ninetcen-hundredth
anniversary of Pentecost, the church of
Christ is engaging in the greatest work of
a hundred years. Thanks to those of our
friends who conceived the idea, thanks to
the Church Life congresses which gave it
birth, and God be praised again for every
person in our great brotherhood who has
caught the wonderful spirit of it, and is
helping, or will Help, to make it the greatest
religious celebration of modern times.

Already the campaign has enlisted every
agency and every society among us. and
within a very short while we believe that
every evangelist, every minister, every con­
gregation and practically every individual
member of these congregations will be be­
hind the movement.
Salvation In evangelism.

Evangelism has saved the church in days
gone by, and if it is saved to-day it is go­
ing to be by that same great power. While
1 believe, just as much as I believe that there
is a God. that this old world will some day
be evangelised, and that as the world began
with a garden, it is going to close with a
garden, 1 am just as certainly impressed
with the fact that there must needs be a
radical change in the programme of the
church to-day. This Pentecostal season
is the time to bring almut that change.

The first chapter of the Christian church
opens with the account of a revival, in
which three thousand people joined the
church in one day—one old member to
every twenty-five new ones. The day of
Pentecost was nothing but a revival. The
last chapter of the world's history is to be
the history of a revival. Not ten thousand
people converted, or a million people con­
verted. but a nation bom in a day. The
millennium is only another name for a re­
vival.

During the church's history, critical days
have come, and invariably evangelism is
the power that has saved the situation.

Great revivals came when Robert
McCheyne preached at Dundee, and Scot­
land was shaken; Richard Baxter preached
at Kidderminster, and England was shaken,
and George Whitefield crossed the ocean,
and America was shaken.

In 1857 nearly all the banks of New York
Litv were closed. '1 he commercial houses
were going down with a terrific crash, and
it was a time of great anxiety in the coun­
try; The theatres were again opened for
religious services. One day a noondav
prayer-meeting in Philadelphia telegraphed
a similar meeting in New York Citv. and
the answer went back. And it is estimated
that <>n that <lay four hundred thousand en­
tered the kingdom of God, and some say
seven hundred thousand. Another great
wave of evangelism.

Evangelism and Pentecost arc inseparably

linked together. It might be that this
son of celebration of the ninctecn-hundrcdth
Pentecost will usher in a wave of evange­
lism, and give birth to an evangelistic era-
ade that will save the day for the kingdom
of God.

I low can we bring our brotherhood oct
of its lethargy and unconcern, and achieve
these worthy goals?
A Pentecostal preparation.

First, there must be a Pentecostal pre-
paration. Pentecostal power follows a
Pentecostal preparation. There must be a
Pentecostal vision before there can be a
Pentecostal victory. For ten days they tar­
ried, they prayed, and there can lie no bet­
ter preparation than that. The
room of the first church must supplant the
silver room of the modern church. Thu
were not waiting on tables, they were wail­
ing on the Lord. To-day we have more ful
stomachs than full hearts, .more liendcd
backs than bended knees, more fire from the
range than from the pulpit. Let us give
the cooking squad a rest, and try the prat­
ing band. Let us have less ham and sham
and more meat of redeeming truth. Ixi‘
pie and more piety; less dependence up "
the cook, and more dependence upon the
Book.

Paul says we must be "fervent in spirit
Boiling! It is boiling water that generate
power. We need a return of the Spirit
that will convict us of sin, and of righted-
ness and of judgment to come, so that otf
hearts shall burn and our tongues kind.*
The reason we are reporting less addin’-'4
these days, and the world is walking a"a.’
with the church of God, is because weM«
lost our evangelistic passion.
A Pentecostal programme.

In the second place, we must have al*’
tecostal programme if we are to reach‘y,
goals.

And, my
friends, we can never reach these or any
other worthy evangelistic goals until we, as
a brotherhood, adopt the Pentecostal pro­
gramme of pulling together Whatever our
views as to methods, as to the channels
through which the work is to be done, does
not matter; the main thing is to get the work
done

Evangelism is the unifying basis of our
brotherhood. In it we are agreed, and to
it we are all committed. Let us be so busy
with it. then, that we won’t have time to
conic down in the plains of Ono for a
wrangle. May this Pentecostal celebration
bring us together. I f we can come to the
ninctcen-hundredth Pentecost with our great
brotherhood united in Christ, this great cele­
bration will have been worth while. And
personally 1 trust that everything that is
done publicly and privately, in conventions
or otherwise, will be the things that will
draw us together.

And Peter expected the facts to be be­
lieved. the commands to he obeyed and the
promises to be enjoyed. Not as my old
friend J. B. Briney, now of sainted memory,
would say: "Believe in part, repent to a de­
gree, lie baptised a little, and be saved
somewhat.”

That Pentecostal sermon was the first
presentation of the new will of our Lord as
directed by the Holy Spirit, and the nine-
teen-hifndredth Pentecostal sermon must lie
true to that same will without alterations,
modifications or reservations. When we
cease making apologies for a full gospel.
we will cease making apologies for empty
pews and unfilled baptisteries.
4 Pentecostal power.

A Pentecostal preparation, followed by a
Pentecostal programme of personal evan­
gelism, of pulling together and of preach­
ing, will bring Pentecostal power and Pen­
tecostal results. It will rekindle the fires
on the altar, restore the evangelistic passion
of the pulpit, and renew the warmth and
glow of the pew, and with this our old-time
unity, victory and joy.
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Since we came upon the stage of action,
a whole generation has gone through the
gates of eternity, and many of them went
out without an atom of hope. We might
have uttered one saving word, but we didn't.
Where is the fountain where, with sleeves
rolled up, we may wash from our hands the
blood of immortal souls? I believe the
time has come for something desperate. We
have got to be through believing that or­
dinary solicitations and ordinary preaching
will do the work. It is going to take some
mighty power.

We have but two alternatives before us
—either we can sleep on in our indifference
and concern until the very blackness of eter­
nal midnight wakes us up to the realisation
of our sin, to our everlasting shame and
contempt, or we can catch the Pentecostal
spirit of faith and adventure, and save the
brotherhood for this tragic hour.—From an
address delivered by R. E. Snodgrass at
National Evangelistic Association meeting
al Columbus, Ohio, U.S.A.

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Gallio the Unconcerned.
When Paul entered the Greek city of Corinth,

with its populace of “Jews, ex-soldiers, philos­
ophers, merchants, sailors, freedmen, slaves,
tradespeople, hucksters, and agents of every form
of vice," he found plenty of scope for his mis­
sionary real. Rejected by his own countrymen.
he turned to the Gentiles, who gave him a better
hearing. As he preached in the house of Justus,
next door to the synagogue, his efforts were at­
tended with considerable success, and even Cris-
pus, the ruler of the synagogue, became a con­
vert to the new faith. hut when a new re­
presentative of Rome became Proconsul, the
Jews seized the opportunity to lay hands on the
apostle, proliably thinking that the new official
would not be sufficiently versed In Jewish mat­
ters to discern the real motive of their act, and
charged him before Gallio’s judgment-scat with
teaching men to worship God contrary to the
law. Paul was about to speak in his own de­
fence when Gallio anticipated him, ami de­
clined to act ns judge in a matter of Jewish law.
Perceiving the attitude of the Proconsul the
onlookers took the law into their own hands
and beat Soslhencs, successor of Crispus as chief
ruler of the synagogue. "And Gallio cured for
none of these things."
Gallio the Proconsul.

This brief narrative in Acts is supplemented
by Information derived from extra-Hiblical
sources. Gallio’s original name was M. Annaeus
Novatus, and he was the son of M. Annaeus
Seneca, a rhetorician, of Cordova. Spain. His
brother was the famous philosopher Seneca, au­
thor of the well-known ‘■Letters." and his nephew
was Lucan, the poet who wrote the heroic poem
“Pliarsalia." He was brought to Home at an
early age. and adopted by I,. Junius Gallio, an
orator, and probably received from him his train­
ing for public office. His rise to prominence is
doubtless partly due to the fuel that his bro­
ther Seneca, ns tutor to Nero, hail considerable
influence. He became Proconsul of Achaia—
that is. of Greece but became Hie victim of a
fever, which led him to take a sea voyage. Pliny
mentions that lie subsequently returned to Rome,
and became Consul. Seneca became Involved
In a conspiracy, which led to his receiving sen­
tence of death from Nero. Gallio was implicated.
but begged for his life and for the lime being
was sfiared. Testimonies from Ills contem­
poraries show that Gallio was popular, and that
he was regarded as genial and losable. Seneca,
who dedicated two of his works to Gallio, wrote
of his brother. “No mortal man is so sweet Io
any single person as he is to nil mankind." ami
described him as possessing "civility and extra­
ordinary agrceablencss.’’ He also said. “Even
those who lose my brother Gallio to the very
utmost of their power yet do not love him
enough." Papinius Statius, a contemporary, who
wrote a poem in five books under the title
"Sllvac." referred Io “sweet Gallio" ("Dulcis
Gallio"). Dion Cxisslus. who wrote a history
of Rome, attested Gallio’s reputation for humor
by referring to a “very witty joke" still current
about a century ami u half after Gallio’s day.
Farrar, writing out of full knowledge of the evi­
dence, summed up Gallio’s diameter thus: "He
was the scry flower of pagan courtesy and pagan
culture— a Roman with all a Roman's dignity
nnd seriousness, and yet with all the grace and
versatility of a polished Greek."

Gallio nnd the Charge Against Paul.
From the incident in Acts mans* liave drawn

the conclusion that Gallio was indifferent to the
claims of religion and callous to human suffer­
ing. Rut when the facts arc made dear, such
tin estimate h at least made doubtful. As a
“rellglo llcila’’—a religion licensed by the Stale
— Judaism had a right Io protection from Roman 

law. but Gallio, who, as Sir W. M. Ramsay sug­
gests, iiad probably made careful Inquiries, was
able Io discern the truth that the charge against
Paul was not concerning a civil wrong or a mat­
ter of public morality. He saw in it merely a
strife about words and names in Jewish law.
with which he had nothing to do. He. there­
fore, caused his lictors to “clear the court." Then
the bystanders, in all probability Greeks,* who
lost no love over the Jews, maltreated Sosthencs.
Gallio did not interfere, probably thinking that
the victim deserved the chastisement he received.
Gallio’s conduct, then, was typically Roman. He
did not wish to meddle with matters which did
not concern him. nnd would not interfere even
with the outbreak of violence Ikcuusc it did not
directly affect Roman administration.
Why We Care for Gallio.

There arc several reasons why we should be
interested in this narrative in Acts.

Melbourne “Herald” on
Prohibition.

The following leading article appeared in the
Melbourne “Herald” of Monday. June 18. 1928.
It has aroused much favorable comment. It
is most unusual for one of our daily newspapers
to give such a fair statement of the position.

“The retention of prohibition has been made
a plank in the platform of the American Re­
publican Party. This is the first time any great
political organisation has taken such a step. The
fact is an indication that the prohibition move­
ment has gained ground, and may now be well
assumed to have the support of a majority of
American citizens.

“The action of the Republican Party argues
that the people of America are finding that the
benefits of being 'dry' outweigh those of being
‘wet.’ Nobody claims that prohibition has been
an unqualified success. It Is a great experi­
ment the carrying out of which Is attended by
many extraordinary difficulties. That it has
progressed can reasonably be claimed to be due
to the soundness of the idea that lies behind
it.

“A great deal of nonsense has been talked ami
written about prohibition in America. From
the liquor interests ami the prohibitionists has
come nn endless stream of propaganda. The
one side claims a huge failure and the other an
equally huge success. Neither is right, and
normal people who seek only after truth have
lieen bewildered. Unless they are capable of
svclghing evidence and drawing their own de­
ductions. their minds are made up for them by
any slight prejudice which exists towards cither
side. Since prohibition Is not a peculiarly
American problem, but is a burning question all
over the world, the necessity for clearness about
the American experiment Is great.

“Ont of the fog created by the antagonists and
protagonists seems to emerge one definite fact.
American business men are agreed that since
prohibition industrial efficiency has increased.
Men work better and study their jobs more
when liquor Is difficult or impossible to procure.
The workers of the United States arc undoubtedly
better off now than they were. They have more
money, belter homes ami a happier home-life.
They work harder and arc Infinitely more content.

"These things being so, if it comes to a choice
between nn improvement in the world's work
or the slocking of the rich man's cellar, the lat­
ter will eventually be emptied. Tills is a busi­
ness age. In which the industrial nation sur­
vives ami the non-industrial sinks into obscurity*.
Every country is carried on the backs of its
workers, and if these be Inefficient or lazy or
led astray* by false gods, the nation falls back
in the race ami another takes its place. In the
struggle for existence to-day. as yesterday, the
fittest stirsives. and industrial fitness is what
till the great nations are seeking.

"The fact that the Republican Party of America
has now definitely made prohibition its cause
is in Itself an immense victory for the influences
that secured the Eighteenth Amendment. It
shows that the American people arc becoming
more and more prohibition in their outlook, and
that this great country, which is a hive of in­
dustry from one end to the other, recognises that
the sober, well-paid and contented worker is
a belter asset li» the country than the gilded
youth who cannot jazz without frequent re­
course to a hip-fiask."

UNIFORM OH GRADED LESSON
SYSTEMS—WHICH?

Recently we were asked by a school that has
been using the graded lesson system, but Is now
faced with the difficulty of securing a capable
band of teachers, whether it would help them to
return to Hie uniform lesson system.

A helpful answer calls for quite a little thought.
It is generally acknowledged that the graded les­
son system demands more of the teacher than
<locs the uniform system. Again, if teachers are
allowed to become careless and indifferent, it is
very natural that they should want to go lack
to the older system for which there is such an
abundance of lesson material provided. The
only thing that I know of to correct such a dif­
ficulty is the provision of a regular teachers*
preparation class, and a course of teacher train­
ing that will help develop and sustain the in­
terest of the teachers In their work. The win­
ter months present the best opportunity for such
work, and every school would be well advised
to try and arrange some course of ins!ruction
for their teachers.

There is much to lie said for the spirit created
by the fact that all the older classes of the school
are taking the same lesson. Where this occurs
the programme of the school can be built around
one theme, harmonising with the theme of the
lesson, and consequently there will he engen­
dered a deep spirit of unity and comradeship.

On the other hand, our graded lesson system
has been provided with the very definite pur­
pose of providing just that kind of teaching which
is known to be most suitable for each grade.
Tills Is especially true of the lessons that have
been provided In the senior division of the
Austral graded lesson system. The scries of
lessons contained in this grade arc second Io no
other system that we know of In their complete­
ness of detail and the subjects treated.

The great argument for the graded lessons is
that thev have been chosen to meet the needs
of voting people of different ages. They furnish
a definite course of leaching, ami it Is supposed
that <>ne who has come up through the Bible
School studying the graded lessons finally reaches
maturity with n comprehensive and practical
knowledge of Christian teaching, just as one who
has finished his high school course has finished
a comprehensive and practical training In the
realm of secular knowledge.

In conclusion, let me say that 1 should not
like to see any of our schools reverting to the
old svstein of a uniform lesson. We are alt quite
Mtisfied that I he graded lesson Is necessary- for
the vounger classes.
