A familiar instance.

The remainder is a
comparatively small number, and no fewer than
nine places of worship compete—one hates the
word but it tits the facts—for their attendance
and support. It is not surprising that things
are so bad; the wonder is that churches and
ministers carry on ns well as they do and with
so much courage and cheerfulness.*"

Sinful waste.
The situation of the town described by

Mr. Patten is paralleled in hundreds of
towns and villages throughout the English-
speaking world. There is a scandalous
waste of money, man-power and effort. Wc
plead for means to carry on the work of
the Lord—for evangelism, education, church
buildings, homes for the old people, pen­
sions or allowances for aged preachers; and
every church is making its own appeals. Yet
all the time money is being squandered, be­
cause of unchristian division, foolish rivalry
anti overlapping.

There are numerous towns in Australia
with several church buildings, each of them
more than large enough to hold the com­
bined congregations. Why waste the five?

The waste of man-power is more tragic.
It would be easier for one man to address
five or six hundred people than for six men

to have each a meagre audience. It would
be inspiring for lx>tli preacher and congrega­
tion to have a full house. Apart from the
depressing effect of a sparse congregation
in a great building, we must consider the
folly of keeping six men for a one-man job,
and also the sin of depriving the unreached
people in other places of the services of men
who arc superfluities in their present
position.
Woeful want,

"Sinful waste makes woeful want." The
old saying holds good in the realm of re­
ligion. Mr. Patten, whom we have
quoted, referred to the literal want of the
preachers. The ministers of the town were
scandalously underpaid, while with union
there would be no difficulty with church
finances.

There is a far more serious want, how­
ever. While it is true that in some quarters
there arc too many preachers talking to
small congregations, it is also true that in
remote districts of our own land, as well as
in the uncvangeliscd parts of heathendom.
there arc hosts of people who never come
within the sound of the Gospel. A united
church could reach these. Men die in their
sin while the churches indulge in small talk
aliout the desirability of union and yet main­
tain divisions.

Nearly 120 years ago, Thomas Campbell
referred to this sad result of sectarianism:

“Have nr not seen coiiKrc;;ations broken to
pieces, neighborhoods of professing Christians
first thrown into confusion by parly contentions.
anil, in the end. entirely deprived of Gospel or­
dinances; while, in the meantime, large settle­
ments and tracts of country remain to this day
entirely destitute of u Gospel ministry; many
of Hitm in little liclter than a state of heathen­
ism, the churches helm; so weakened with divi­
sions th.it they cannot send them ministers, or
the people so divided amonc themselves that
they will mil receive them?*'

Things have improved -ince Campbell
wrote, and there i- much le-- rancour to­
day, but the position is still .1 scandalous
one.
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A scoffing and unbelieving world.
"That the world may believe." This is

the reason given by our Saviour for the
unity for which he prayed. What Hoes the
world think of the unhappy divisions of
Christendom? The answer is seen in the
common neglect of the church, and in the
criticism passed upon it even while the
Christ himself is praised. We may quote
Thomas Campbell again:

“The truly religious of nil parties are grieved.
the weak stumble, the graceless and profilin’ arc
hardened, the mouths of infidels opened to blas­
pheme religion: and thus the only thing under
heaven divinely cfllcacious to promote and secure
the present spiritual and eternal good of man.
even the Gospel of the blessed Jesus, Is reduced
to contempt; while multitudes deprived of the
Gospel ministry, as has been observed, fall an
easy prey to seducers, and so become the dupes
of almost unheard-of delusions."

The evangelisation of the world could be
speedily accomplished if Christians were
united. /Xnd the force of the testimony
would be greatly increased. The heathen
have often advised the Christians to be at
one themselves and to agree upon their
faith before they sought to convert others.
Union would not remove all difficulties, but
it would remove one of prevalent reasons
for unbelief.
Weakness or Impotence.

Apart from their evangelistic testimony.
Christians in many ways exert an influence
for good. Their lives count for righteous­
ness ; their view of a moral issue affects
others: their votes help to cleanse a city or
a nation. But what is done is as nothing
to what might be done. The testimony is
weakened by our unhappy divisions. Take
almost any public question with a moral or
religious aspect—liquor reform, pernicious
literature, tolalisator, tin-hare betting,
political bribery and municipal corruption,
and the numerous social questions which
confront us—if Christians were united and
acted as one impelling force, who could with­
stand their might? The politician who
laughs at everything except an adverse vote
would be dealt with in an effective and ap­
propriate manner. The toleration of count­
less evils is part of the penalty we pay for
Christians* disobedience to the behest of
their Master.

With the coming of the fourteenth anni­
versary of the outbreak of the world war.
we have been reminded of the horrors of
international strife. No Christian thinks
that bloody war is in harmony with God’s
will. But what was a divided Christendom
able to do to stop the evil? A united
church could do much. Leaders of the
nations declare that the horrors of the next
great war will far surpass those of the last.
Many preparations, including destructive
forces, of scientific or fiendish invention.
are being made for war. Will not God’s
people get together and prepare for peace?
The will of God.

God wills it—that is the supreme reason
for Christian union The expressed will
of Christ is not arguable for the Christian.
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And Christ has clearly revealed his desire.
Who can read the prayer of John 17 with­
out being greatly moved by the intensity
of the Master’s petition? Who dare call
himself the follower of the Lord and then
justify disunion or exhibit a sectarian
spirit ?

After our Lord left the earth, he con­
tinued, through his apostles, to condemn
division and to appeal for unity. 1 Corin­
thians 1 and Ephesians 4 surely settle the
question for anyone who recognises apos­
tolic inspiration and authority.

We rejoiced to note that the opening sen­
tence of the sermon on "The Call to Unity,"
delivered at Lausanne by Dr. Charles IL
Brent, was "We are here at the urgent be­
hest of Jesus Christ.” Dr. C. F. D’Arcy
(Anglican Primate of Armagh) began his
speech on the same subject thus: "The call
to unity is the call of Christ.’’ His clos­
ing paragraph began with the words: "Let
us remember that the call to unity is the
call of our Lord himself." Here is a cause
of thankfulness and a ground of hope. The
will of God is a sounder reason than eco­
nomic pressure. Let us continue to put first
things first. We would plead for and ex­
hibit unity because we would be loyal to
Christ.
Justifying existing divisions.

When we consider the will of Christ in
relation to union, we see the weakness both
of the reasons which led to division and of
the arguments by which separate denomina­
tions are sometimes justified. • _

Some of the divisions of Christendom
were caused by things so trivial as to be ludi­
crous. But even the greater causes of
division—differences of creed, ordinance or
polity—arc frequently hopelessly inadequate.

It is sad to sec how in many instances,
even where there is a recognition of the in-

And when we come to think of it that is
what life does with every one of us. It
docs not give us new words after the years;
it fills the old words with a deeper meaning.
Think of the word 'car, for instance. How
little it meant to us twenty years ago. h
was a word of history and far-off battle­
fields, in those quiet and peaceful days. Then
came the Great War, pouring its tides into
our hearts and homes. And what a depth
of meaning we never dreamed of once is
wrapped up for us now in the word war.
Think of the word mother. When we were 
young we took the word for granted. We
never saw the patience and the sacrifice
sleeping in that word mother. Now with
the flight of years we understand, and the
word is richer by a thousand times than
when it was uttered by the lips of childhood.
Life docs not come to us with new words.
It comes to us with old familiar words. By
joy and sorrow, by .suffering and striving,
it fills them with meanings which once we
never saw. And that is just what Jesus
did with Peter, when at the end. infinitely
deepened, he gave him the first command
he ever got.

Again, how often, after life's experience,
do we come back to the old and simple
things. That is precisely what Simon Peter
did under the perfect handling of the Lord.
These three years that he had spent with
Jesus had been the greatest years of Peter's
hie. Old things had passed away; they
were years of exploration and adventure.
walking with Christ is always a fine ad­
venture : it is a launching out into the deep,
and so had it proved itself with Peter. lie
had been led to a new thought of God; he
had fathomed the secret of his Lord: he
had -tood on the summit of transfiguration;
Ip bad eaten the sacramental bread. And

.in the hour of Christ’s departure, when
'•(■might have looked for something strange

a.nd wonderful, he was led back to the old
-nnplicities again. "Follow me" was the
*arhv't word in Galilee, when the morning

And
what mortal deeds conspired to do for him
Christ did for Simon Peter. He brought
him back to the old and simple word which
he had heard in the morning by the sea of
Galilee, "Follow thou me”—Dr. Geo. 11.

The Arithmetic of Service.
Lionel Johnston.

Huw should one chase a thousand, and two
pul ten thousand to flight?"—Dcut. 32: 30.

“And live of you shall chase an hundred, and
an hundred of you shall chase ten thousand."
—Lev. 2G: H.

The first mentioned statement is used in
reference to the power of the enemies of
Israel, when the wrath of God was against
his people. It gave the foe superhuman
power. /\ man is in a sorry plight when
attacked by Ixith the hounds of heaven and
the wolves of evil. The second statement
shows the striking advantage of Israel
against their enemies when God’s favor
was upon them.

I shall not deal with the main lesson in
these passages, but with what may be termed
a by-product of the texts. We have in both
statements a striking sum of arithmetic.
They appear to be related to each other. In
each case by an increase in numbers each
individual accomplishes five times as much.
In No. 1 case, t chases but 1,000: but 2 put
10,000 to flight, therefore each individual
accounts for 5.000, In No. 2 case, 5 chase
only 100; but 100 chase 10,000, therefore
each individual is rcsjionsiblc for 100.

We may therefore infer that if one man
did a two men’s job, he only did one fifth
of what he would do if he worked with the
other man: and if five men did the task of
a hundred men. each of those men accom­
plish only one fifth of what he would do in
the gang of a hundred.

It is very |x»or economy in church work
to get one man to do two men’s work, or
five persons to do what ought to be tackled
by a hundred persons. The one man may
do a herculean task by himself, so also the
little company of five; but nothing in com­
parison to the larger company with one
united purpose and determination.

Solomon said, “Two arc letter than one:
because they have a good reward for their
labor. For if they fall, the one will lift
up his fellow: but woe to him that is alone
when he falleth, and hath not another to
lift him up (Eccles. 4: 9. 10).

Jesus recognised that two arc better than
one; >0 we read, “And he called unto him
the twelve and began to send them forth by
two and two" ( Mark 6:7), also “Now after
these things the U>rd appointed seventy
others, and sent them two and two before 

his face into every city and place, whither
he himself was alx>ut to come" (Luke 10:
1).. Why did he not send them out in­
dividually, and so cover more ground? It
would have been mistaken economy. He
knew that two men as companions to each
other were worth more than twice as much
as one man alone. In later apostolic his­
tory the same principle operates. Apostles
did not undertake long and difficult jour­
neys alone. Paul takes Barnabas and Silas
in his first and second missionary journeys,
respectively, as travelling companion. The
arrival of Silas and Timothy at Corinth
gave a new power to Paul’s ministry. While
alone, he simply reasoned in the synagogue
every Sabbath with the Jews; but when
Silas and Timothy came from Macedonia,
he was constrained by the word, testifying
to the Jews that Jesus was the Christ ( Acts
18:5).

In Old Testament times a man who played
a Jone hand was restricted in his accom­
plishments. One righteous man could re­
buke the sinners of Sodom without curbing
their vile propensities: but ten righteous
persons could have saved the city from des­
truction. Elijah attempted a formidable
task single-handed. He exclaimed, “I, even
I only, am left a prophet of the Lord." He
failed at the hour of victory. His loneli­
ness caused his flight when his presence was
necessary to complete the triumph. But
where were the 7.000 who had not bowed
to Baal ? 1 f they had come forth and de­
clared themselves, there doubtless would
have been a different story to tell. Elijah's
work would have been more effective.

One of the great weaknesses of modern
church life is that one man is often left to
do two men's work, and five arc doing the
work of a hundred. Many a preacher is
doing faithful service but making little pro­
gress because his church members allow him
to do the work alone. He is in some cases
expected to do the work of a company of
men. and the congregation wonder why little
headway is being made though he has put
forth much energy. The position is satis­
factory neither to the preacher nor to his
people. Most churches leave the great bulk
of the church work to a little company—the
faithful five. The others may attend the
church regularly, and -it in their places. ..nd 
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leave again as though they were only in­
vited guests who must not do a hand-stir of
work. When there is anything to be done
they look to the "little five" to do it. and
often abuse them, saying, "You take too
much upon you." It is no wonder that
workers get discouraged and see little re­
sults from their labors.

What is true of general church work is
true also of all social reform. The brunt
of the battle is left to the few faithful stal­
warts. whose faces are often lined and
wrinkled, and their manner lacking that
vivacity which is so necessary to an irresist­
ible attack upon an enemy, because they
have been unsupported by the host who
ought to have given their utmost aid. Until
the “ninety-five” shoulder with the "little
five" the responsibility and share with them
the labor, church work will be difficult, and
the results unsatisfactory, and reforms will
be delayed. On rare occasions the “ninety-
five" have entered into active service, such
as in a revival campaign, and the results
have been amazing. When the pro fessed
church of the Ix>rd enlists one hundred per
cent, of its membership in active service in
carrying out its programme for the uplift
of the community and the elimination of
social evils, its onslaughts will be irresist­
ible, and no government would dare to deny
its demands. But as long as authorities
believe they are dealing with little bands
of “die-hards" they will be evasive and ig­
nore the requests for reform.

Unity is strength. One stick is easily
broken, but a bundle will resist the efforts
of the strong. In order to avail ourselves
of the strength of one stick we must as­
sociate it with others. The man who fol­
lows Christ’s injunction to go the second
mile does not begin to derive the benefit of
going the first mile until he has entered on
the second. In Foreign Missions it is well
to remember that two missionaries can ac­
complish more than twice as much as one,
and two pounds in mission work will go
more than twice as much as one pound. Let
us not be content with one man chasing a
thousand of the enemies of truth ami right­
eousness when two can put ten thousand to
flight. Let us not be satisfied with five
chasing a hundred when a hundred can
chase ten thousand.

PROGHESS IN EVIL.

A Crime Wave.
It seems to have been agreed that right through

Australia there is a “crime wave." Murders
have been committed almost openly; sex offences
have heen numerous and serious; razor gangs
have been at work with considerable regularity;
robbing and house-breaking arc really common.
And the administration of the law- has hud rather
the worst of it as it has endeavored to cope with
the criminals.

Apart from anything like panic, and quite apart
from a loss of confidence In our police system,
the mailer is a very serious one. It lias been
discussed in many places by very various people.
In tbc newspapers, in municipal councils, in
larger public gatherings, in the family circle, and
even in some State Gabhiets, this matter bas re­
ceived a good deal of attention. Mostly it would
seem the attention has been focussed on catch­
ing the criminal and dealing with him when
caught. The opinion has been largely expressed
that we treat criminals too leniently when we
punish them, and therefore we liavc a crime
wave. Little attention seems to have Men given
to the matter of making the criminal. But if
we really mean to reduce in any considerable
degree this wave of crime, we shall be compelled
to give some attention to, and make some serious
inquiry into the making of our criminals. Some
of them may be. and doubtless arc, specimens
of abnormal humanity: but many of them are
not so accounted for. Many of them are rebels
against authority; some are people who despise
the distinction between meuni ami tcum; others
arc folk who have put all moral standards under
their feet: and yet others refuse work and labor
as both unnecessary and foolish.

How docs such thinking come? There must
be much of such thinking or there could not lie
so much crime. Where does It begin, how docs
it increase? II does not come for instance by
reading the Bible; and it would not come by
much reading of Shakespeare. Can It be doubled
that much of it is fostered by our appalling
gambling habits? Gambling makes an uncer­
tain distinction Iielwecti mine and thine. Il
calls a gaming loss a debt of honor! The debt
is one for which nothing was received; but it 1%
forsootli, a debt of honor. The lianL clerk
handling other people's money takes tlvat money
to pay his debt of honor with! He takes it to
gamble with: if he lose and is found out he is
in danger of prison; If he win he has been suc­
cessful at the racecourse! At the great race­
course, gambling is lawful and honorable; in a
closed-up padded room where men play twt»-up
it is a crime! He who gambles on a great race­
course is a gentleman; lie who frequents a two-
up school Is a criminal! He who plays bridge
for large stakes in some fashionable club or well
known home, is a perfectly cornet gentleman;
he who makes a bet In some unregistered place
is a law-breaker. So do we juggle with right
ami wrong. Apparently scats in our Legis­
latures may he bought and sold; declarations
may he made concerning election expenses that
arc quite beside the truth: and those ulio may
do Mich tilings are doing nothing that in tbc
eyes of Hie law is wrong! Is not all Hut kind
of thing, alter all. juggling with truth in a way
that is Mund to upset moral standards? Amt
moral standards tip'll in one direction, Is Mund
to mean a more or less gincr.il derangement of
moral standards. There is a great mid that our
moral vision should be cleared. Hut is wlurv
we must begin if we would abate our crime wave.

GANDHI AND DRINK.
Mahatma Gandhi addressed a public meeting of

temperance workers on “Prohibition’’ In Madras,
in which hr said that be had been interested in
the temperance cause for the last thirty years.
Ills horror of drink had been inherited from
his revered mother. When.she gave him per­
mission to visit England she imposed upon him
three vows, one of which was that he should
abstain from all intoxicating beverages. On his
way to England be was told that after crossing
tlic Hay of Biscay he would be compelled to
drink, hut he assured those who spoke to him
that on no account would he do so. When asked
what he would do If the doctors advised him
to drink, his reply was that he would dlr If the
only condition on which he could live was to
break a sacred promise made to his mother.

He said tliat when he arrived In London he
was amazed to see the havoc caused by drink. It
saddened him Io stand before one of those “great
palaces called public houses where people went
in ns sober men and came out drunk.” What
he saw (Hied him with a great desire to rescue
India from that curse. lie discussed the ques­
tion which was the greater evil, drink or opium,
and said that possibly there was not much to
choose between them. From a purely moral
point of view, he thought that If he had to give
a decided opinion, he would say that drink was
the greater evil because it supped the moral
foundation. “Opium stuplllcd and deadened
them, but drink excited and stimulated them so
much that from the lap of God, they found them­
selves in the lap of Salon.”

A HOPELESS INFIDEL.

often met a milkman named Permit. He was
a continued sceptic, and used to boast of hav­
ing once believed in Christ, but had learnt better.

A MODERN BIBLE SCHOOL.
The church at Dawson-st.. Ballarat. Vie, has

just erected a modern set of rooms to meet the
growing needs of its work among the young peo­
ple. The old building at the rear of the chapel
was quite inadequate for the requirements of
the growing school, and it was decided that the
building should be remodelled and at the same
time Io make certain additions. The work has
only lately been completed, and tin* church now
possesses, from a structural point of view, a
modern and well-equipped school. The re­
modelling of (he old building included the erec­
tion of brick partitions, providing for a kinder­
garten and primary room each .11 ft. by 21 ft.,
a passage 7 ft. wide between the kindergarten
rooms, and dividing them from the class rooms.
each 9 fl. by 8 fl. The additions include an
assembly room. 11 ft. by 32 fl., and four class
rooms, 9 fl. by 8 ftM ns well as a Bible ('.lass
room 19 ft. by 111 fl. The outside entrance to
the assembly room, which is well lighted by large
windows, is through a porch. Electric light is
installed throughout the buildings, and where
required new furnishings have been provided.
The chairs in the assembly hall are of Hie latest
design, and there are new blackboards in the
kindergarten rooms.

DISPENSARY WORK IN INDIA.
Dr. Oldfield’s last report indicates that the

Dhond dispensary is doing splendid work. For
the month of June they had 216 new patients
and 266 retreatments, total 482, and the fees re­
ceived during the month amounted to Its. 208.9,
equal to £15/12/9. Dr. Oldfield states that the
dispensary at the present time is self-supporting,
the fees paying for the expenses.

At Dhond there are nine members and five ad­
herents. They have meetings on Lord’s day,
and also week days, with a prayer meeting at
the dispensary every morning.

Miss Vera Blake, who is superintendent of the
Baramati dispensary during the absence of Miss
Caldicott, reports that during the month of
June there were 211 treatments and 523 re treat­
ments. total 761. Scriptures sold 120, fees re­
ceived Bs. 147.10.0, equal to £11/1/6.

HOME EROM THE ISLANDS.
We are glad Io announce that Bro. and Sister

MacKie mid their little son, Melville, have ar­
rived safely in Australia, and are now resting
at the home of their people In Victoria. Their
address is—Mr. I*'. MacKie, Northhampton House,
27 Ackland-st., St. Hilda. Vie. Accompanying
them is one of the native boys named Willie
Boy, and we hope that he will be able to ac­
company Bro.

In another letter received from Western Aus­
tralia, Bro. Ingham tells of a sister, an old-aged
pensioner, having heard that an effort was be­
ing made to supply a motor car for Bro. Escott.
resolved that she would try, out of her very
meagre Income, to save two shillings a week so
that at the eml of the year she could add five
pounds to this Escott car fund. She found she
had been able to save the live pounds much
quicker than she thought, und hist week she
came to one of the Perth brethren with the five
pounds saved, ami handed it in for the car. No
words need t<i be added to impress upon us all
the wonderful sacrifice that some people make
on iK'half of our Foreign Missions. ’1 hey arc
a great inspiration to us all who know of them
just ns the widow’s mile and the offering of
Barnalias of old were an inspiration to the
early Christians.

CHILDREN’S DAY OFFERING, 1927-8.
The highest amount given was New South

Wales £165/13/1, averaging 9]d. per child. Tas­
mania’s 688 scholars gave £28'13/-, an average
of Rid. per scholar. Queensland’s 1.329 scholars
gave £35/18/7. an average of 6]d. per scholar.
Putting all the amounts together, the average
contribution per scholar for the whole of Aus­
tralia is 5Jd. In the whole of Australia there
arc 305 schools. 135 gave towards Children’s
Day Inst year, leaving 166 who did not. If wc
could enlist all these 166 schools to use the ser­
vice and make an offering on this day we would
almost double our Children's Day offering. Here
is n valuable by-product of our Sunday Schools.
With few exceptions the 166 schools who do not
now contribute arc as well qualified to help as
the 139 who do now contribute. The Bible School is
our training ground for the future church.
One way Io keep our scholars is to enlist their
interests in world-wide missions. We should
be glad of the help of our Bible Schools Depart­
ment in each State in the enlisting of each
school to take an offering on Children's Day
for the medical and benevolent work among the
children that our missionaries arc doing. If
those who do not now give were to contribute
the average of those who arc giving, wc Should
add to our income this year £173/2'-, making
a total of £870/18/10 instead of £397/1610, and
the extra amount contributed would provide two
children's cots in our Dhond hospital, two in
our China hospital, and. one in our New Heb­
rides hospital. Surely this is a consummation
devoutly to be wished, and one that calls for
the co-operation of all our children anil Sunday
School workers.

The promp­
titude and accur.icj with which Hansard printed
Parliamentary papers were often of the greatest
service Io the Government.

At the present time the Oflkial Reports of the
Parliamentary Delates (still colloquially called
“Hansard") are printed and published by His
Majesty’s Stationery Ofllce. The staff engaged
on the preparation of the Reports form part of
the Administrative Staff of the House of Com­
mons, and inchide an editor, assistant editor, and
twelve reporters.

It is obviously the first business of the reporter
tn identify quickly the member who may be ad­
dressing the House. In n newly-formed Parlia­
ment consisting of over six hundred members
this is not an easy task, but members willingly
co-operate, ami the personnel of the House soon
becomes familiar to the men in the gallery. A
greater dlfllciilty is that of hearing what Is be­
ing said. Good elocution doc* not always ac­
company ample knowledge, and the remarks of
him. members arc sometimes all but inaudible Io
Hie rc|M>rtcr* whose position in the House is not
the best possible for hearing. How can a man
report a speech if he cannot hear it?

The actual work of “taking down" and “tran­
scribing" is done by a relay of reporters. The
first man in the group takes down in shorthand
for a period that may vary from 5 to 15 minutes.
At the ind of this time lie is relieved by a col­
league who continues to take down while No. 1
proceeds to transcribe his notes. And so the
work goes mi often till a very late hour. Each
reporter lakes a “turn" und flip “copy" as pre­
pared is sent by messengers to the printers for
immediate attention.

A Member of the House of Commons Is al­
lowed Io correct any error in Ids speech before
it is printed, but. of course, it is not permissible
to add to or delete from a speech that has been
correctly reported.

The “Oflkial Heports” form the only verbatim
reports of the speeches made in the House, ami
Huy arc often very valuable for purposes of re­

ference. The speeches made during the recent
great dcliatc on the new Prayer Hook will pro­
bably form an integral part of history that is 
now in the making.

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DISARMAMENT.

On Thursday evening. July 2fi, an important*
meeting in behalf of world-wide peace was con­
vened in the council room at the Melbourne
Town Hall. It was called by the Society of
Friends to arrange Io celebrate the tenth anni­
versary of Armistice Day with a universal de­
monstration against armaments of every sort.
The cliairman was Mr. Justice Higgins. Nearly

2iK> nicn and women were present, representing
more than eighty societies—religious, social, in­
dustrial and commercial. Forty trade union
groups and eighteen church denominations were
included. One of the chief resolutions was
mined and seconded respectively by the delegates
from the Catholic Federation and Loyal Orange
Institution, precedence Jjcing determined by lot

an incident that occasioned some merriment.
In fact, it was a liappy gathering. Another re­
solution was seconded by a university professor
after being moved by a preacher. One young
man made an eloquent attempt to Introduce
Soviet peace principles-until bis light was ex­
tinguished by the chair. When Mr. II. A. Crouch,
ex-president of (he Australian laibor Party,
staled the causes of present armaments ns fear,
distrust and suspicion, a voice supplemented,
“mid profits"I All in all, it was n weird assort­
ment of doctrines and persons to have brought
together. It was decided to meet again before
the end of September. A committee of twenty
was appointed to prepare plans, Bro. J. McGregor
Abercrombie Ixdng amongst those selected. Ef­
forts have been made to interest peace-lovers
in Europe and America, and encouraging replies
have bcm received already from some thus ap­
proached. The Society of Friends is to be com­
mended fur initiating the enterprise, mid con­
gratulated upon its success.
