church. Some of them by their utterances
are destroying faith in the Word of God.
Many of them arc urging “reservation of
the sacrament” in such a way as to make
it dear that Rome's doctrines of transub-
stantiation and priesthood are valid. Arc
we to believe that any divinely chosen suc­
cessor of an apostle of Christ believes in
or teaches such things? Never while we
have God's revelation in his Scripture and
a mind capable of understanding it.
Union by compromise.

There are numbers of Christian people
who apparently believe that the way to
approach the question is for us all to ask
what we arc prepared to give up for Chris­
tian Union. Wc cordially agree that the
object is so valuable that we should be will­
ing to sacrifice much for its attainment.
Indeed, we should be willing to give up all
that is merely ours. The real question,
however, is not, What are we prepared to
give up? but. What does the Lord require
of us? Loyally and union should not be
divorced. It i* easy to be liberal with an­
other man's money. So it is apparently
easy for some advocate-, of union to be
generous and open-handed in their disposal
of divine truth.

The bargaining and compromising spirit
may and often doe- lead to error. Some
of those engaged in it evidently bring their
bargaining instincts to bear on truths of
revealed religion. They have been accus­
tomed to buying and selling—when buy­
ing to begin by asking more than they ex­
pect to get, and when selling t<» ask more
than they expect to receive. In some coun­
tries chaffering, bargaining and beating
down are reduced to a tine art. So all too
frequent!) we note in discussions of union
a disposition to argue thus; If wc give up
this, do you not think \oti could give up
that ?

We call attention to two elementary
truth-, a- the) appear to us: ft) We mu-t
not let our opini-ms. our pet truths exalted
to a portion of exaggerated importance. 
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or anything of our own devising, hinder
the unity for which our Lord has prayed.
(2) We must be faithful to the revealed
will of God. We dare not throw over any­
thing which he has shown to be obligatory.

4 New Testament basis.
Members of churches known simply as

churches of Christ have taken the stand
that the Ix>rd who prayed for unity and
who through his apostles condemned
division in the church has not left us to
grope in the dark as to the means of secur­
ing union. He has revealed essential re­
quirements, and has not left it to a twentieth
century church, or conference, or council.
to construct a plan. We think that the New
Testament furnishes both a plea and a pro­
gramme, and that it is our privilege to hear
the one and accept the other. We have said
that we arc willing to unite with any peo­
ple at any time on the Scriptures. It is
doubtless the case that some who have said
this would look askance at any union which
was not based on acceptance of some of their
private opinions or pet theories which they
put on a level with essential or clearly re­
vealed truth. It is certainly true that
some overlook the distinction between
things essential and things indifferent. In
one sense no thing concerning which the
New Testament speaks is indifferent to a
Christian, but we cannot make acceptance
of every correct statement a test of Chris­
tian fellowship. That some Christians have
confused faith with opinion, local and tem­
porary customs with binding Christian rites,
is sadly true; but still we are sure that the
New Testament reveals a plan of unity.

The seven unities.
The Apostle Paul was led by the Holy

Spirit to urge his fellow Christians to "give
diligence to keep the unity of the Spirit in
the bond of peace.” Following his exhor­
tation came the statement:

“There Is one body, and one Spirit, even ns
aho ye were called In one hope of your calling;
one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and
Father of all, who is over all, and through all,
and in all.*'

Consider the seven unities here presented.
The "one body" is unquestionably the church
which is elsewhere described as the body of
Christ. The "one Spirit" is undoubtedly
the Holy Spirit animating the body, the
Spirit promised as the indwelling guest of
the obedient believer, the possession of
whom marks a man as belonging to Christ.
The "one hope” is the hope of life eternal
through Christ Jesus, the hope of his com­
ing, and the hope, when he is manifest, of
being like him and seeing him as he is. The
"one Lord” is the Lord Jesus Christ, the
only begotten Son of God. “One faith"
may be interpreted objectively of "the faith
once for all delivered to the saints," “the
faith” which the apostles preached, or “the
Gospel of our salvation”; but we dare not
exclude the subjective view, that it is the
faith which we must have in the Saviour.
Christ must dwell in our hearts by faith if
our religion is to be of value. In the sense 

of a crccdal faith, the primitive confession
was that Jesus is lire Christ the Son of the
living Card. Our faith in him. however, is
more than an intellectual assent to truths
about Christ, or a bare belief that he is
Christ and I«ord; it is a faith which affects
intellect, emotions and will; it is a faith
which involves a personal trust in and con­
fident reliance on him as Saviour. I he
“one baptism" is the baptism of the Great
Commission, the only baptism commanded
by our I<ord. It was the baptism or im­
mersion of penitent believers into the name
of Father, Son and Holy Spirit, a baptism
which the New Testament declares to have
been "into Christ.” "into one body," and
“unto the remission of sins.’r I he “one
God and Father" is the Father of our Lord
Jesus who so loved the world as to send his
only begotten Son to be our Redeemer.

Are we too particular?
Arc we too particular if we insist that all

were asked to reduce the list, which ones
would we leave out or alter? If we ven­
tured to omit any, how would we justify
that omission ? I f we add to the list, what
warrant can we show for the addition?
Surely, the onus of proof of his position
lies with him who would add to or take from
the seven unties. That obligation is not
removed or in any degree lessened by talk
about being too particular about one or two
of the unities, or by objections that a rite
such as baptism is not so vital or important
as is belief in one God and Father. We
are not discussing the relative values of the
seven unities: we arc saying that seven are
included by the apostle of Christ, and that
to omit any one is wholly unauthorised To
ryfuse to acknowledge the deity of the I .ord
Jesus: to denv the working of the Spirit;
to be a polytheist—we can all easily see that
such things would destroy the unity of the
Spirit It seems more difficult for some
people to see that to practise the sprinkling
of water on infants, to advance dogmas of
men as matters of faith, or to force a doc­
trine of papal infallibility upon believers,
would be as certain a way of marring the
unity of the Spirit. But the inability or
refusal of any to see this would not in the
least degree acquit us of guilt if we were
mceklv to accept any unauthorised addition
or subtraction.

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Why I am a Christian Only.
A Convert from Roman Catholicism tells of her Spiritual Pilgrimage.

In giving the reasons for becoming a
Christian only, after being a Roman Catholic
for twenty years, I must be somewhat per­
sonal. My father was a French Catholic of
Alsace-Lorraine stock, my mother of a good
German Catholic family. I was born into
their home, the sixth child in a family of
nine. When I was six years old my father
died, leaving the care of this large family
to my mother. She kept us together with
the aid of the older children. We all went
to church faithfully, and attended the
parochial schools.

In the parochial schools, the chief em­
phasis was always on the catechism This

was the first subject in the morning, follow­
ing immediately after a prayer which we
repeated from memory in unison. We com­
mitted this catechism, both question and an­
swer, word for word. We had drills, con­
tests and examinations. There was a severe
penalty for failure to know the catechism
on any morning, while prizes were offered
frequently for memorising. Yet, no ex­
planation was ever offered, no reason given
nor any authority cited for any question or
answer in the whole catechism study If
the answer to any question was not given
promptly, wc stayed in after school and
studied our catechism, or wrote the whole
lesson ten times.

The second emphasis was on Bible his­
tory, which we studied as diligently as we
did our catechism. After many years of
these studies, I felt that I knew what was
p..^le I’ible, although I had never seen a
1‘iblc during all my school-days. They had
none in the school at that time. My mother
did not own one. It may be difficult to he-
hevc, but it is nevertheless a fact, that I
ncur saw a Bible until 1 was twenty-two
.'cars of age. Yet, I can truthfully say that
none of my Catholic friends, who have lived
jnmh longer, have ever read a Bible. I
3'c three sisters, all older than myself.

Then I
heard an evangelist say that all Christian
sects were based on the New Testament. I
asked this man to explain how Catholicism
was founded on the New Testament. Ik-
told me that they taught the New Testa­
ment—the New Testament fins the creeds.
I must have gotten just the creed: I surely
did not get much New Testament.

I was greatly confused. All the tics of
training, family and religion were being
shaken by this new thought into which 1 was
being forced by this new knowledge. I
had learned a great deal about the Bible—
I was now learning the Bible itself. There
is so much difference! If Catholics were
permitted-to study the Bible, there would
be no more Catholics. I say permitted be­
cause you know the priests told us that the
New Testament, as you have it. is the Pro­
testant Bible, and that it is a sin for Cath­
olics to read it. It was also a sin to enter
a Protestant church, as also to read cer­
tain books like "Ben Hur." Why? I did
not even ask them. But could it be for
any reason other than that it woidd make
a Catholic doubt the church's teaching after
such independence of thinking?

The word at first hand.
Nevertheless, I was now learning the word

of God first-hand, not somelxidy vise’s idea
of what it was, or what they wanted me
to believe it was. In this New Testament,
on which even Catholicism was founded.
I did not find such things as the
confessional, or that the priest or any minis­
ter must never marry, or that the priest had
the power to forgive sin, or that the holy
virgin was to be adored, or that the pope or
any other man is infallible.

Moreover, it had always seemed awful to
me that Christ should be continually offered
two or three times each day to retrace his
steps to Calvary, as in the mass. But after
I had read the New Testament. I found that
he. “when he had offered one sacrifice for
sins for ever, sat down on the right hand
of God." as related in Heb. to: 12. And
he. as Paul says, "ncedelh not daily, like
those high priests, to offer up sacrifices:
for this he did once for oil. when he offered
up himself.* Thus did the mass, the cen­
tral teaching of my old belief, collapse.
Neither. I may add. did I find any mention
of purgatory in the Bible, nor any distinc­
tion of sins’as mortal or venial.

I now began to ask and read about the
practices and beliefs of the Protestant
churches. I found that their beliefs were
very much like the Catholics : that thev had
creeds, too, and articles of faith. And then
I found that in origin these creeds, too. were
man-made. It seemed to me that m point
of historv the Catholic creed had the bet­
ter claims, for the pope had the authority
to remake or revise any of these creeds.

Freedom In Christ.
1 could not see where there would be any

gain in leaving one man-made church for
another. 1 hen 1 asked closely into the
origin, belief and practices of churches of
Christ. I found every question answered
by an appeal to the Bible, and I was told
to read for myself. No opinion was ever
given me in answer unless it were lalu-lled
opinion. 1 was informed that the church
of Christ is the church of the New Testa­
ment. 1 found that instead of a man-made
creed the church of Christ believed in the
Bible, and had always said: "Where the
Scriptures speak, we will speak: and where
the Scriptures are silent, we will be silent."
In this Bible, then, I found that, to be a
member of the church of Christ, one had
merely to obey the commands of the Scrip­
tures themselves. The answer to the ques­
tion. "What must I do to be saved?" was:
“Repent ye, and be baptised in the name of
Jesus Christ unto the remission of your
sins: and ye shall receive the gift of’ the
Holy Spirit." The whole teaching of the
New Testament was that each person is
responsible for himself, and must answer
to God. And that he must ask forgiveness
from God through Christ the Lord, not
from the priest.

With these plain teachings of the Bible
before me. and after five years of reading
and listening to sermons on the Scripture
alone, there was only one thing I wanted
to do—to be buried with my Lord in bap­
tism.

In conclusion, I find that the greatest
spiritual growth comes from taking spirit­
ual fowl directly from the Giver, even the
Lord Jesus Christ, rather than through any
church hierarchy. We are sometimes ac­
cused of being cold, legal and formal in the
church of Christ. But 1 have not found
it so. Released from a binding ritual, and
a formal church of the most rigid type. I
have found freedom in Christ, and it is my
joy to be his servant.—Mrs. Dean E. Wal­
ker in American "Christian Standard."

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A BIBLICAL TREASURE.
Baptists of bookish instincts in attendance at

Bristol (said the London “Christian'World" prior
to the recent meetings of the Baptist I nion)
will doubtless be wishful to inspect the great
literary treasure of the denomination, the only
existing complete copy of Tyndale’s New Icsta-
rnent. This almost priceless volume appears
to leave come into the possession of the Baptist
College authorities through Andrew Gifford, the
son of a Bristol Baptist minister, and Assistant-
Librarian to the British Museum, who made a
collection of rare Bibles on his own account. He
purcliascd this book in 177G for 20 guineas, and
bequeathed it at his death to the college. The
volume is surprisingly small, measuring only
six inches by four, and one and a half. Some
years ago, when it was loaned temporarily to
an exhibition of rare Bibles in London, it was
insured for £10,tM)0.

CHALLENGE TO THE CHURCHES.
“The challenge of native churches abroad in

the matter of reunion was the subject of an ad­
dress by tlie Bishop <>f Liverpool (Dr. David),"
reports the “Liverpool Post." “Dr. David said; —

“‘We knew the time was approaching when
we should no longer be able to send our mis­
sionaries to the Church of China, Persia, or even
India, in the old sense, any more than we should
to Germany or Prance. The native churches
also said: “Hitherto you base been sending to
us the gospel message through many separate
cliaiinels.

“H costs money to run a newspaper, and when
the publisher makes known to the public the
church's message he Is entitled to remuneration
for this service. Cannot all the churches co­
operate in community advertising and Ihereby
stimulatc a demand for the commodity we have
to offer to the public?”

PROTESTANT SUNDAY.

The Melbourne “Herald" of Saturday last, in
view of the observance of last Sunday as Protes­
tant Sunday, published the following statement:

“What are Hie positive elements of Protestant­
ism? First, its austere guard lest external form
should kill the spirit. Its cmpliasis is always
on the spiritual reality and never on the out­
ward expression. Second, Its insistence on per­
sonal responsibility In matters of religion. Third,
it lays stress on the'worth and necessity of the
individual Christian experience. It gives op­
portunity to initiative and experiment in re­
ligion. Fourth, the austerity of its moral
standards.

“On the oilier side- of the ledger the dangers
of modern Protestantism arc—the decay of the
sense of the church, a defective conception of
worship, and the tendency of the various sec­
tions to emphasise their pel doctrines and thus
give an imperfect presentation of Christian truth.

“The needs of Protestantism arc an aggressive
evangelism and the- re-discovery of the doctrine
of holiness.

“'Faith of our fathers! We will love
Both friend and foe in all our strife;

And preach thee, too, as love knows how.
By kindly words and virtuous life:

Faith of our fathers! holy faith!
We will lx- true to thee- till death."’

“Thus, and only thus, shall the candle never
be put out.’'

TWO VIEWS OF YOUTH.
The Bishop of Exeter (Lord William Cecil),

at a diocesan conference nt Exeter, said, re­
ports the “Daily Telegraph" (London):

"To people of my own age I Would say, ’Do
not always be shocked at what young people do.
Their customs, their dress, their manners may
be different, but (hat does not mean they arc
essentially wrong, and you will commit a great
error If you condemn what is not wrong ami
antagonise youth.’

ficial customs of the day. They come and go."

“The mind of man, especially in youth, always
seeks reality. In moments of impatience we call
our younger gem-ration ‘casual and irreverent’;

U.F.C. Assembly at Edinburgh.

In the early days of the Christian church the
(ravelling evangelist was a visitor who would be
familiar, especially Io the weaker churches. One
of the duties of the brethren toward these nun.
nr tn any Christian who might find it necessary
|<> travel abroad, was to provide hospitality. This
duly was of peculiar importance in the young
church because of the length of lime which vas
required for travelling, which severely strained
the resources of the Christians, who. for the
main part, were comparatively poor people. Apart
from this the public inns which provided accorn-
modation were usually of low moral lone, mak­
ing thcin undesirable halting places for Chris­
tian travellers and evangelists.

It is proliable that, at the time of writing his
third epistle, John was just sending forth from
Ephesus a group of these evangelists with letters
of approval to the churches. To Demetrius lie
rntrusted a letter for Gaius who. tradition tells
us vias at i’ergamiim. The letter reveals to us
the state of the church there in the first cen­
tury. It was not a picture of the perfection of
our idealistic drcams, although at least one apos­
tle was still living. it was so very modern in
mine ways. Strife and faction were present
there. Diotrephcs appears to have been the
leader of the church: but he had forgotten, or
neglected, the duty of hospitality. He was am­
bitious to have the pre-eminence amongst those
of his own church; but he was not ambitious to
be found faithful in all Christian virtues.

In this church also was Gaius. His name is
not widely known for eloquent preaching. We
do not read that he spake with tongues or healed
the sick. But no servant of the Ixml has a
greater name for loving service and great riches.
les; he was rich! His home may not have been
a palace. 1 rather fancy that It was no bigger
llun the home of a working man. The money
at his disposal, which he used liberally to "bring
forward on their journey” the evangelists, was

This docs not mean that we arc to be
other-worldly in any weak sense, but. as Jowctt
says. “Our eyes arc to he filled with the light of
a heavenly vision when we set ourselves to an
earthly task.” Those who fail have no great
soul riches. Their greater riches are material
and not "laid up where neither moth nor rust
doth corrupt, nor thieves break through and
steal.** It is only when our riches and there­
fore our citizenship arc in heaven that

The real wealth of Gaius
was spiritual, and any material wealth be com­
manded, which from his Implied liberality must
have been no small amount, would be made sub­
servient to his spiritual, not his material desires.
Rather would It be true io say that bls would lie
spiritual desires. Those travelling evangelists
liad proltably, in lhe family worship, heart! the
prayers of "their host. They had noted how
full" they were of others. True, it might be
objected"that it costs nothing Io I* bencllcciit in
our prayers: but he who prays from the heart
gives mid works for the fulfilment of his pray­
ers. and Gaius, In the richness of his soul, was
earnest in his petitions. Thus it came about
that he was the general host of the church al
Pt rgamuni.

In St. Paul's. London, stands a monument to
General Gordon, and the epitaph reads: “He
gave bis strength to the weak, his sympathy to
the suffering, his substance to the poor, and hit
heart to God." But the surrender of his heart 

to God preceded the other-, nod was th.- spring
from which all manner of radiant Ikn< licence
(lowed to the weak. the poor, and the suffering.
Ami so with Gaius his surrender of heart was -o
complete that material prosperity would be Lui
another tii.au-. of assistin'; llio-e in need. Ik-
had that sold prosperity which could rightly
command material wealth.

If wc consider the Christian view of wealth
we find that Jesus, in his remarks following the
Parable of the Unjust Steward (Luke III: 10-12)
indicates that stewardship of goods is a criterion
of the stewardship of grace, "lhe- things earthly
arc slightingly called 'that which is hast,’ as
compared with those spiritual gifts ami talents.
which are 'much'; they are- termed 'unrighteous'
or deceitful 'Mammon' as sei over against the
heavenly riches of faith ami love, which arc
'true' and ‘durable- riches'; they arc 'that which
is another man’s" by comparison with the hea­
venly goods, which, when possessed, ure our own,
a part of our very selves, being akin to our truest
life. Thus tin- Lord at once casts a slight <>n
the- things worldly amt temporal, and at the same
time magnifies tin- importance of a right ad­
ministration of them." His leaching was not
well received by the- Pliarlsccs, and in relation
to this question our spirit Is more often pliarlsalc
than U.lirist-likc.

With the view of Christ agrees the words of
Shakespeare:

Good name in man and woman, . . .
Is the immediate Jewel of their souls.
Who steals my purse steals trash; ’tin some­

Estimate aright the- comparative worth
of spiritual and material wealth, and choose lite-
better |wrt, tin- heavenly treasure of the spiritual
characler found in goodness and holiness of the
truth as it Is in Christ Jesus. If wc could pray
for our friends - ami for ourselves- John's prayer
for Gaius, how- happy, how rich wc would be now
ami in eternity. His prayer was not tlv.it the
soul might prosper even as his material pros­
perity and health; but that he- might be as strong
in body, amt ns rich in material things as he- was
in soul. Many of us, nay, most <>f us would
Ik- poorer if wc were only to be- as rich in earthly
goods as in spiritual experience. Many more
would be- sick nigh unto death if our bodily health
did md surpass tliat of the soul. Wc cannot
pray for ourselves John's prayer for Gaius.

THE WITNESS OF STEPHEN.
(Acts 7: CO.)

W. Waterman.

Stephen is the church's protomartyr. His
lite ami death carries a lesson for all. hot mainly
fur us, his fellow-witnesses. He witnessed to
al) his Master stood for—-the value of character
>nd truth, the supremacy of duty and love, the
ascendancy of spirit-indeed (to speak com­
prehensively). l« Christ himself.

His martyrdom was but part of his witness.
Thus he witnessed primarily by bls

Character.
He is described ns “of good report, full of the
Spirit and wisdom," and “of grace ami power."
It was what he was that gave weight to his wit­
ness in other ways. Just so Bnrnaltas' witness
rested on character: “He exhorted them all. that
with purpose of heart they would cleave unto
the I.ord: for he was a good man, and full of
the Holy Spirit and faith: and much people was
added unto the Lord." Stephen's face was “as
it had been the face of an angel": this was be­
cause of his character. Da Vinci, the Italian ar­
tist. for his "Last Supper” searched ten years
for a model face for Judas, before he found a
nun in prison whose face was evil enough, larlcr
lie found that this man had ten years before been
his model for the Christ! Stephen’s face told
the truth about him—and about his Master.

He also witnessed by Iris
Works.

“And Stephen did great wonders and miracles
among the people." These works were his
outer life: they were accounted for by what he
was. “Wc do no wonders and miracles. Why?
because we have so little faith, grace and power.
We have been looking nt this business al the
wrong end—looking about for effects, instead of
inquiring into causes; touching, with regretful
look, the cheek so pale, instead of feeding the
fire of (he heart." All life runs from within
outwards. We must be before we do. Spiritual
wonders are not tricks of our hands but expres­
sions of our hearts.

His witness by his
Words

appropriately comes after that of his character
and deeds. "Actions speak louder than words,"
and therefore, with Stephen came llrst. No
wonder his enemies “were not nlde to withstand
•he wisdom and the Spirit by which he spake”!

EVANGELISM IN THE BIBLE SCHOOL.
Long ago the American public-school pioneer,

Horace Mann, said: “Where anything is growing,
one former is worth a hundred reformers." it
is a great thing to bring a man or woman to
Christ. Harold Begblc’s “twice born men”
were all worth reaching with the gospel of Jesus
Christ, but after all "to be born so late means
that there is only a brief span of life left in
which to sene God." The saying that “when
you save an adult you save a unit, but that when
you save a child you save a multiplication table”
is quite true. We have heard of a preacher of
a down-town city church which maintained
several mission stations congratulate the prea­
chers of suburlian churches who had the quieter,
less spectacular work of bringing boys and girls
to Jesus Christ through the Bible School.

How seriously do the members of adult classes
and mature young people in the Bible Schools
consider their great privilege of being big bro-
thers or sisters to the boys and girls in the
school? It is a wonderful opportunity to share
In the joys and recreation of young people in
the hahit-forming years of their lives.

During the month of September in many of
our Victorian churches special missions will be
held. Wliat a fine thing it would be If, during
these special evangelistic services, groups of
earnest young people could give themselves to
the definite, tactful work of winning other young
people to the Lord Jesus Christ. Such groups,
under the wise leadership of the preacher or
some other capable person, can till their Uses
to the full with joy. Their quiet, sane, active
Interest will reach many. How great is the re­
ward of those who will engage in Hie active work
of soul-winning. We well remember the joy­
ous excitement of one young man who came to
us at the close of a service one Sunday evening
to tell us that he had at last won another young
man to a definite decision for Jesus ('.heist.
Those who invest their Uses in the work of ac­
tive soul-winning will bring rich dividends to
the church in the near future. If you would
read a book that will give inspiration and de­
finite guidance in the work, secure “Evangelism
of Youth." by Dr. Albert II. Gage. It will surely
help you.

MUSIC OUT OF AN OLD SAW.
The other day 1 heard a youth who lulled from

that romantic South American country, Colombia.
play upon an old saw—the kind most people see
nothing In except on opportunity to cut in two
a piece of timber. All he needed besides the saw
was a rosined violin bow. But the lyric beauty
that came from this saw was as near Io the ideal
of “heavenly music” ns is ever attained. There
was n plaintive quality about it. a human under­
tone, that could almost bring tears. It takes
genius to bring ethereal music from an old saw.

But there base been unusual persons who base
done this very sort of thing. Out of liarv lives
that were like “an old saw" they have given to
their fellows great service. There once lived in
a university town a shoemaker who was more
than a cobbler of shoes; he was a lover of books
and especially of great men of whom he had
read. He was an admirer of the Russian novel­
ist. Tolstoi, who loved men and wanted the world
to be managed with their welfare in mind. And
he loved the great philosophers, and could con­
verse about them for hours. To the little shop
of this man came university professors and
presidents, to talk with him about the
real things of life. Ami their coming was
always well repaid. But the mind of this man
was too great to be forever held to the close en­
virons of a shoe cobbler's shop. After a while
lie was taken out to the university, where he was
given a position to his liking. And his fame
went abroad beyond the borders of his stale.
This cobbler, with his cobbling, had played great
music. lie I tail dignified his lowly task.

There was another Mau, a carpenter living in
one of the most despised villages of a little coun­
try of the East. Daily he wrought at his bench,
and he did the scry best work that was in him.
Within a few rods of his workshop great com­
panies passed from country to country, but he
was not won away from the tasks given him. He
tidied and thought, and dreamed. Very com­
mon toil, one would say, for a man of great
talent. But he was found faithful—and he
brought from his “old saw” of a task the richest
music the world lias ever known. It was no­
thing less than the saving wisdom Hut was to
result in the planting of the kingdom of God
among men.

To most persons are given common tasks.
To the lew it |s given to set the world talking by
their deeds. But that is not necessary. It is
necessary that a man be found faithful, and that
he produce the scry finest life-music from bis
hours ami days possible. The music, after all,
comes not from the saw nor from the task, but
from the soul of the man who wields the saw
and (oils at the task.- “Front Bank.”

Begird­
ing the lack of reverence, we may say that it is
even more “to be deplored.” We have frequently
written on the I heme. Our people liavc rightly
departed from the frigid decorum which some
associate with church, but many have gone to
tin opposite extreme. (Bikers and preachers
should seek to instruct aright and to set the
example.
