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Christianising Our Idea of God.

A
T one of the meetings of the Ox­

ford Conference of English Con­
gregation,! lists Held recently, Dr.
\V. B. Selbie spoke in an intimate

personal way on Christ. One sentence in
the very brief report of his speech arrested
our attention. "We cannot,” said Dr. Sel­
bie, "be. Christians until we have Chris­
tianised our idea of God and submitted our­
selves to the God who is the God and Father
of our Lord Jesus Christ.”

There is nothing new in that statement,
yet the putting of an old truth in a new
•yay makes it come to men with the attrac­
tiveness of novelty. Christianising our idea
of God seems to us a noteworthy phrase,
expressive of a world need.

Wc have frequently written of the neces­
sity of Christianising our view of life.
•Many a man, viewing the tunnoil and dis­
cord of present-day world conditions, has
frit that the only way out is the Christian-
•sing of <>ur .social, national and inter­
national relationships. The Christianising

<>ur industrial relationships seems to
nuny an Australian the only solution of

There is un­
doubtedly a great compliment, a striking
tribute, to the Lord Jesus lurking in the
very discussion of the question whether the
Christianising of our views is the remedy
for the world's ills.
What was Christ’s idea oi God?

What is the view of God which we must
take if wc would be like Christ? Space
permits only a brief mention of a few con­
siderations.

I. Jesus revealed a God who is immanent
in the universe and interested in the men
whom he created.- Not all have this view
of God. The Epicureans whom the Apostle
Paul confronted at Athens believed that
there might bo gods; but, if so, they were
not interested in human affairs. In the
seventeenth and eighteenth centuries the
Deists did much damage to the cause of
Christ. They believed in natural but not
revealed religion. They were convinced

that there must be an Almighty God and
Creator, but this God having made the
world let it go; he was not interested in
man in the sense which we believe him to
be. Wc may in other ways be far from
Epicurean or dei.stic in our thinking, and
yet accept their fundamental error that God
is not close to us, • interested in our lives,
and intervening on our behalf. One would
rather deny the existence of God than
think of him as uninterested in his creation
or careless of the welfare of his creatures.
Many who accepted the doctrine of pan­
theism (which identifies God and the uni­
verse and obliterates personality, human or
divine) found it attractive in contrast with
the cold indifference of deism. We need
not be pantheists, but we arc somewhat less
than Christian if we fail to believe that he
is not far from any one of us. for in him
we live and move and have our being. Those
to-day who, under the supposed urge of
scientific thought, so stress the reign of
natural law as to make impossible the
direct intervention of ('.od, and who there­
fore deny to prayer its objective value, are
also in need of Christianising their view of
God.

Because of a possible misunderstand­
ing, let us say that the Christian idea of
God includes the conception of a God in­
finite in wisdom, goodness and holiness.
('.od ever remains just and righteous.
There can be no moral reproach made
against him as there would be if he were
to condone sin or act equivocally with re­
gard to it. To-day. men by way of a re­
action from one extreme have gone to an­
other, and the dazzling purity and incor­
ruptible righteousness of ('.od are nt real­
ised. In ti e Old Testament the majesty,
holiness and justice of God arc constantly
emphasised. The Chri-tian view of God
includes what is declared in the Ohl Testa­
ment phi- something which is revealed by
the Lord Jesus Christ. The Chri-tian idea
docs not negate the Old Testament view,
but is greater, better and final.
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3. The third and greatest thing in Jesus’
teaching is that God is our loving Heavenly
Father. Here is pure revelation, for men
had not been accustomed to think of God
in this way. There arc millions of our fel­
lows in non-Christian lands whose habitual
attitude to the gods in whom they believe
is one of servile fear. They are terrorised
by the thought of spirits, demons and deities
who, if they be not propitiated, will seek
their harm. The sad thing is that many
Christians have thought of the God of
the Bible in this unchristian way. It is
this which Dr. Sclbic had in mind in his
Oxford address. He said that he had been
brought up frightened of Jehovah. God
to him was a horrid nightmare from which
Christ had delivered him. He would never
forget the day when he began to sec God
as Jesus reveals him. Then a great libera­
tion came into his heart and mind. Unfor­
tunately there are people who still put the
justice and severity of the righteous God
before his love. There arc now living many
persons the brightness and happiness of
whose Christian experience has been mar­
red or clouded by the unwise teaching of
parents. Mothers dragoon their children
by representing God as always on the look­
out for their failings, ready to pounce and
ready to punish. What incalculable harm
they may do! It is a great day for a man
when he realises that God is grieved when
men go wrong, that he has a heart of com­
passion, that lie loves and cares and sym­
pathises. The Christianising of our idea
of God is indeed a great liberation.

Is God like Jesus?
The I«ord Jesus did more than say that

God loved man and that he was our Hea­
venly Father. He went further and said
that men would know God the Father as
they knew Jesus his Son. To Philip he
declared: “He that hath seen me hath seen
the Father.” Christ is attractive to us all.
His unfailing tenderness and love, his con­
stant interest in men, his sympathy with all
the distressed, his gracious forgiveness of
the erring and sinful, make a wondrous ap­
peal to our hearts. We know of nothing
else which can help a person who feels the
burden of life, and particularly one who is
conscious of his failure to reach his ideals,
as can the thought that the Mighty God, the
Creator and Sustainer of the universe, who
holds the world in the hollow of his hand.
loves us as the tender and forgiving Christ
loved men. Anyone who reads this feels
he could have gone to Jesus as he walked
the earth and confessed to him his failure
and sin, and that in that case he must have
come away strengthened and forgiven. So
God cares and loves!

The Bishop of Winchester's remarkably
stimulating little book entitled “What is
Cod Like?” has been widely read in recent
days. We quote a sentence or two from
the chapter on “Is God Like Jesus?" "One
tbiri" at least is certain. No straight-think­
ing man can conceive of God in loftier terms
than the character of Jesus. If to me he
has not ‘the value of God' then nothing has, 

or can have.” “We .have discovered the
answer to the question that for centuries
half the world is asking: What is God like?
For if Jesus is the image of God, then God
is like Jesus, and that means that he is
knowable, understandable, lovable.”

Dr. Woods at the heading of this chapter
quotes the familiar lines of Richard Watson
Gilder:

Sinning and
A correspondent asked of Professor

David Smith the following question:
“I came across a reference Io the apparent

contradiction in the first Epistle of John, which
raises perhaps a question of authenticity. The
passages are 1: 8. ’If we say that we have no
sin, we deceive ourselves,’ and v. IB, 'Whosoever
Is horn of God, sinneth not.’ One instinctively
feels that the former passage more aptly de­
picts our human frailty, and that sinless per­
fection is Impossible in this life. Is the latter
passage an interpolation?” >

In answer, Prof. Smith published the
following in his correspondence column in
"The British Weekly" :—

It is unfortunate that our Version has
failed to reproduce the studious precision
of the apostle’s language in dealing with
the question of the relation between the be­
liever and sin. Observe these distinctions:
(l) Unless it be expressly limited as where
it is written (1:7) that “the blood of Jesus
Christ cleanseth us from" not “all" but
“every sin,” the noun “sin" in the singular
denotes the sinful principle, the evil thing
called sin; while “sins" in the plural are its
specific manifestations. (2) As regards the
verb "to sin" there is, as everyone who
knows Greek is aware, a significant differ­
ence between the present tense on the one
hand and the perfect or the aorist on the
other. The perfect denotes the past com­
mission of a sin or sins, as when it is writ­
ten (1: to): “If we say that we have not
sinned, we make him a liar"; while the
aorist refers to a definite act of sin whether
actual or prospective. Thus it is the aorist
that is employed where we read (2: 1):
"These things write I unto you, that ye sin
not. And if any man sin, we have an Ad­
vocate with the Father.” And what of the
present tense? It means properly "to he
sinning," "to keep on sinning"; and so it is
written (3: 6): "Whosoever abideth in
him. doth not beep on sinning: whosoever
bcepeth on sinning, hath not seen him"-r-an

Well, this much
about him: I like his pre-convers ion good­
ness j that "fearing God with all his house,
praying to God always and giving much
alms” to the people (and people too, who
differed from him) appeals to me. What
a shame it will be if I, who have named the
name of the Lord, allow this unconverted
non-Christian man to excel me in these es­
sentially Christian graces. When I begin
to lower the standard and to find satisfac­
tion in the thought that I am better than
some, and quite up to the average church
member, may it be given me to ask the
question, not about some others, but about
one particular man who had not my advan­
tages, "What about Cornelius?" Of course,
this means a high standard, and Cornelius
was not even in the church, up to the time
he met Peter.

I doubt if many, if any. of our churches
would give him the sacred emblems of the
Lord’s table. Yet this man, without think­
ing whether he was better or worse than
others, went on "fearing God with all his
house." I who am a member "in good
standing" surely will not do less.

Yes, there are things "about Cornelius”
which put many of us to shame, and that
should be an inspiration to us to go on and
up in the things which are worth while.
When I get tired of these many and clamant
appeals for money—home and foreign mis­
sion, educational work, local church needs,
social service, which means giving alms to
the poor and money for the Prohibition
League, to prevent people getting poor—
when I am inclined to grumble at all this
and to be tempted to withhold more than
what is meet, may I hear that challenging
voice ring out, "What about Cornelius?"
To such a question the answer is. '['his much

Dick Sheppard and the Pillar Box.
"I can never look at a pillar-box without

a certain amount of awe. There is some­
thing menacing about that box—slip your
letter into it, and you have taken an irrevoc­
able step, you have inevitably added, it may
be, to the joy or the anger or the bitterness
of the world. That is surely sufficient to
make us consider this business of letter­
writing, and wonder whether we have
placed it on quite a high enough plane,”
writes ll. R. L. Sheppard in "St. Martin’s
Review."

"Sometimes, I know, it is impossible not
to be angry, and it does help to sit down
and express that anger in a letter. But we
need not post that letter—certainly we need
not post it until next morning, when it may
not seem quite so satisfactory. The written
word is too final to be placed thoughtlessly
on record: an angry expression in conver­
sation can be explained, but the cold print
of a phrase written in the heat and bitter­
ness of the moment stands for ever, and
time will not efface its sting.

"That is the tragedy of letter-writing,
and it can l:e so serious a tragedy that a
little patience and a second thought are
surely the least precautions which we should
take in order to avert it. The postman’s
knock brings sorrow often enough without
our selfish aid.

“I'ut it is because that knock can bring
so many lovely things that it seems to me
that we might think over the subject of
letter-writing again, and look with more re­
spectful eyes upon the pillar-box at the
end of the road."

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A Visit to England and Scotland.

Jt Is an interesting experience in the live* of
persons to visit for the first time the land of
llitir fathers. It is notably so for those whose
birthplace was In far-away Australia, lying be­
neath the Southern Cross anil amid the southern
seas.

Our parents left the mother country between
|85<> and I860 on n venture of faith like Ab­
raham. scarcely knowing where they were going,
but hoping to discover in Australia a "land of
promise.” Naturally they told us of the fair
country they bad left behind, and of the ad­
ventures on land and sea of one of the great
empires of the world.

Knowing that the British Isles have only about
one-twentieth part of the area of Australia, and
yet maintain 11 population of -18,000,(MX), we were
prepared to find acute congestion. However, we
*oon discovered there was not a man and woman
on every foot of land. London with Its
7^00.000 people, its two, three, and four-storied
homes, and its acres of chimneys, does seem
crowded, but it is pleasing to note the suburban
housing enterprises of the councils and muni­
cipalities. As soon as they are able, persons
in the crowded centres will move out to the
open spaces and live under more favorable
physical conditions.

Travelling by automobile we found the open
country not far away from the big city. We
were impressed with the fields and farms and
hedge*, with the rich verdure and the symmet­
rical trees, as we made our way over the narrow
roads and country lanes of beautiful England.
In the quaint country towns the very narrow
streets, with their heavy traffic, nre a constant
»ourcc of danger to the children in their play.
Some of the homes arc very old. having been
built centuries ago, and we could not help
wondering how those who have become accus­
tomed to all the conveniences of modern dwell­
ing* would fare in these old habitations.

It was a great pleasure to hunt up relations
and friend* whom we had known for many years
by description and through correspondence. They
were most gracious In their hospitality, and
ahnwed all possible kindness to us. We visited
lhe former homes of our parents, mid wan­
dered over the places their feet must have often
traversed. Nearby was the Field of Hodden. on
which a memorable battle wns fought in 1513
between the English and the Scotch. A monu­
ment stands there now, dedicated to "The Brave
Soldiers <>f Both Nations." After many years

fighting, in 1707 the Act of Union between
Lngl.md nnd Scotland was passed by the Par-

We enjoyed worshipping with Churches of
Christ ns opportunity offered. We first visited
the church in Twynholm Hall at Fulham Cross.
one of London's suburb*. Including a branch
at llanwcll, this church reports a membership
of 650, and a Sunday School of 728. Bro. W.
.Hander, the preacher, devote* most of his Sun­
day mornings to Hanwcll. while very able “lay­
men" care for the work nt Twynholm Hall. Pro­
minent among these men arc II. Wilson Black
and his son anil the Batten brothers. We found
the organ in use at the morning service nt Tvvyn-
holm Hall, while in some place* it i* used only
at the evening service, and in some places not
at all.

At Gateshead, near Newcastle-upon-Tyne, the
church has IMG members, and is without the ser­
vices of a settled preacher. The preaching is
done by members of the congregation. While
there arc five of our churches in Glasgow, we
were onlv able to med with Shawland*. There
are 311 members on the roll nt Shawhnds, but it
was “holiday week" when we were then*, nnd
the meeting was very small. Bro. Brookman, a
product of Ovcnlalc College, is serving this
church, and should do good work. We visited
lhe church nt Roxburgh Place. Edinburgh, on
n week night. Bro. Warren Hastings, of Eugene.
On-gon. is serving this church while pursuing
his studies in the Edinburgh 1’nlvcrslty. He is
a preacher of great promise.

It was distressing to read in lhe newspaper*
of the amount of unemployment existing nt pre­
sent throughout Great Britain. No les* than
1.217,000 were recently reported to be out of
work. A r* quest from Canada had come for
10.000 nun Io assist in gathering the expected
harvest, and about 23,000 had offered their ser­
vices. The authorities were trying to gel
worker* from different counties in England
where there was slackness of trade, especially
amongst miner*, ami were Inking proportions
from several districts.

Without wishing in the slightest degree to raise
nnv political questions. Il occurs Io me. ns a
business man. that the subject of unemploy­
ment should be one of the most serious mailers

statesmen and Indus-
In looking through
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import* amounted to 146 million pound*, and
the huge lnlcni.il trade necessary to supply the
wants of her nearly 120 millions of people must
also be kept in mind. The President, In a re­
cent speech, referred Io Hie “abounding pros­
perity of the United State*,” and I have not
noticed any special reference to unemployment
in the pres*.

Would it not be a worthwhile subject for In­
vestigation by responsible person* in Great
Britain, to examine closely the immense import*
of raw materials and good* wholly or partly-
manufactured. and enquire whether much could
not be done to find more of the raw material, and
manufacture more goods in their own country,
and by this mean* find much more employment
for Britisher*? Whitaker’s Almanac report* in
connection with the production of pig Iron and
crude steel there were 315 blast furnace* at work
in 1905 mid only 111 in 1923. I* thi* true in
regard to any other industries? “Safeguarding
of Industries” I* not a new question in England.
“Provide More Employment" should be a slogan
with everybody.

Ami the sad­
ness of it He* in the fact that the evil I* univer­
sal. “Reformed Church Messenger" says:—

We rend an indictment of the contemporary
church which produced a very serious heart­
searching. and we have not yet been able to
shake off It* effect. Those of u* who arc
constitutionally inclined to look on the bright
side, hesitate to believe that such a charge can
be substantiated, and yet we must confess that
there I* too much truth In it to pennit any
smug self-satisfaction Io cry it down anti to
say off-hand that the picture 1* overdrawn.
Here is lhe statement to which we refer, made
by Bishop Henderson, of the Methodist
Church: "Addition* to membership instead
of convert* to Christ arc cursing the church.
Our church activities have outrun our spirit­
ual experience. Spiritual anemia, spiritual in­
ertia. spiritual complacency, ami spiritual in­
completeness arc strangling Christ within the
church."

Would you believe it—they are Paul anil Silas!
What have you been doing, Paul and Silas? “Ye
are witnesses, and God also, how hoiily and
righteously and unblamably we behaved our­
selves” (1 Tbcss. 2). Whence this riot, then?
“Jews ask for signs, and Greeks seek after wis­
dom; but we preach Christ crucified, unto Jews
a stumbling-block, and unto Gentiles foolishness.”
•We waxed bold in our God to speak unto you
the gospel of God—in much conflict.” “God saw
fit, by the 'folly' of our proclamation, to save
those who believe it." "Who was I. that I
could withstand God?” “Woe is me if I preach
not the gospel!”

Paul tells us, then, that it is the gospel that
disturbs—not his words but Christ’s. “The true
preacher, who preaches with every drop of his
blood and every spark of his life's fire, utters
the wonts of Another”; and these arc “the sword
of the Spirit,” “the power of God.”

Look closely into
This Disturbance of the Peace,

and you will sec that it consists in turning “the
world upside down”—that is to say. in upsetting
its wickedness. Il is ever the works nnd workers
of darkness that the gospel disturbs. To work­
ers of righteousness the gospel is a comfort nnd
a confirmation. “For every one that docth ill
hateth the light, lest his works should be re­
proved; hut he that docth truth cometh to the
light." How often since this disturbance has it
been the Jews, moved with jealousy,” who, “with
vile fellows of the rabble,” gather “a crowd" and
"set the city on an uproar”? The truth is that
wickedness never docs want to be cleansed. The’
gospel always will be to a sinful soul what n
eauslic is to the skin.

YOUTH WEEK, NEW ZEALAND.
The Young Profile’s Department of the Sisr

PREPARING FOR WORK.
The Book which the teacher should study is

the Word of God- not the commentary, the les­
son helps; these latter arc extremely useful, but
only ns helps in understanding the great text­
book of the ages.
1. When to Begin Preparation.

The work should be begun very early in the
week nnd continue until the lesson is actually
taught.

2. How to Begin Preparation.

3. How to Proceed with Preparation.

Head carefully the Scripture portions set for
the lesson, and try to commit to memory at
least the most important passage*. Notice
carefully the connection between the present
and the preceding lessons. Look up the proper
pronunciation mid meaning of all difficult word*,
nnd the location on the map of all places men­
tioned In the lesson. Analyse the lesson, care­
fully noting the who, when, where, and what un­
der each sub-topic. Examine each verse care­
fully, and endeavor to find out it* meaning and
the practical application which can be drawn
from II. Gel the aim of the lesson very clearly
before your own mind, ami try by every means
possible to drive home the truth* which you are
aiming to teach. Never be afraid to repeat what
you believe to be an important truth. Em­
phasise nnd rc-cmphasise if you would drive a
truth home.

Once you have studied your Bible make free
use of the lesson helps and commentaries. Much
information will be found in them that will
otherwise not be accessible to you. The super­
intendent and the teacher need not only to
know the truth, but to understand also how to
Impress it upon other*. In addition to the
wont-picture*, literary illustrations and sugges­
tion* found in lesson help*, profitable use may
often lie made of pictures and natural objects.
Tin- poet lias spoken of

"Tongues In tree*.
Books in the running brooks.
Ami sermons In stones.”

The voices of these trees ami brooks ami
stones may be made to speak eloquently in the
Sunday School by those who are able to Interpret
their language.

On Aug. .30 nur Baramnti orphan Iroys' cricket
club pl.-ivcd the high school Junior team, to
whom they lost by a small margin of 9 runs.
They were 22 runs behind In the first innings,
owing malnlv to stage fright I think, and pulled
well un when they found themselves, and gained
a Ht’|<» confidence,—A.A.H.

"On Sept, 1 our senior team, composed of our
teachers nnd high school boys, with whom both
Bro. Covcn'rv nnd I plavcd, played a match with
the local Hindu chib. They call themselves the
•Gentlemen’ so wc appropriated the name of
‘Plnvrrs.’ The team was composed of local
doctors, teachers, lawyers nnd Irrigation en­
gineers. Wc were fortunate enough to win by
42 runs on the first innings. We had a very
h.nm’v time, ami made a number of new friends.

"The headmaster of the local high school comes
to sep me occasionally. He Is an M.A. of Bom­
bay. nnd ns such Is very interested In philosophy.
Two weeks ngo he came Io the church service.
ami nf’er It was over he stayed talking with
me for about two hours.”

Our orolmn l>nvs nt Baramali nre making good
pro'/ress In their school studies. In the day
school there arc only three hoys In the Marathi
seventh standard. They arc nil orphan Ixiys.
In the sixth standard of eleven bovs, eight arc
from Hie orphanage. In the fifth standard
of ten boys, nine are from the orphanage. In
practical work the fifth, fourth and second, nnd
girls’ si wing class teachers arc from our chil­
dren's homes. Another orphan boy is in train­

ing for the Dhond Hospital work. Another
boy Is learning dispensing at Baramali, and Is
a very promising boy. One of the boys men­
tioned in the above is the superintendent of the
junior Sunday School. Another is the sec­
retary of the whole school, ami appointed or­
ganist nnd leader of the singing in the church.
Two others are Sunday School teachers. So
the work of our missionaries for these boys nnd
young men is beginning to bear magnificent
fndt.

A "KIRTAN” AT BOHL
My most interesting bit of news in this let­

ter is of a service wc held nt Bori Inst Satur­
day night. Bori is n village a few miles from
Baramali. We have a preacher there. The
form of the service was a “kirtan." a mixture of
singing nnd exposition, very popular with the
Indians. We have n post office clerk staying
here just now who is rather good at this work,
so wc took a party of 12 to this village and
gave the story of the Prodigal Son. The musi­
cal instruments presented by Bro. Enniss were
very well used. The leader of the kirtan. with
the nld of his Kind or orchestra and choir (for
the party is nil this to him), sings a message
and then expounds what has been sung, inter­
spersing monologue, story and exposition. The
reception in Bori was excellent, the biggest part
of the village gathering to listen. Within easy
range of the gas-light were gathered some four
to five hundred people, and out fort her many
women were sitting where the light scarcely
penetrated. Wc were in the open air. in the
centre of the village. The farmers and shep­
herds, who form the biggest part of the popula­
tion. work in the fields until dark, then after
eating, they begin to assemble about 8-10 or
9 p.m. Weird Indian music of pipes nnd
drum was used Io call the crowd together, and
eventually wc started nt about 9-39. finishing nt
about 11-30 p.m. Following this wc hail two
miles to walk to where the car had been left,
ami thence ten miles’ drive tn Bara mat i. The
people arc insistent that wc do this regularly.
They enjoyed it. nnd many were the expressions
of gratitude nnd appreciation.

The thing that I appreciated was the fact
that it was nil volunteer service on the part of
the members of our own community. The party
consisted of Dr. Kolhnlkar, and Mr. Pownr, of
the post office, four of our junior co-workers, who
were originally in the boys’ home, our agricul­
tural teacher, nnd three sons of our co-workers.
Five of these went on cycles, while the rest of
us went by the car.

Our work among the hoys is not going for
nothing. Very definite nnd visible results arc
being seen now. nnd some of the hopes of the
supporters nre being realised ns these young men
step into the work of our own mission.—A.A.H.
