How different is the case with the wicked.
J lis aim is to banish the thought of God and
the spectre of future retribution from his
mind, and lie succeeds for a time till the
deadly delirium of sinful delights can no
longer intoxicate him. Then there is an
awful recoil, a terrible awakening to the
truth that God is not mocked, that every’
one reaps as he has sown. When Lord
Byron was at the height of his popularity,
and Haunting his vices before the multitude,
he little thought that he was treasuring up
wrath against the day of wrath and revela­
tion of the righteous judgment of God.
Little thought he that a time would come
when the reactions of sin would ravage his
soul and fill him with anguish. The ser-
I ent that i. coiled up in every act of sin
darts its envenomed fangs into the heart
of the sinner and poisons his whole being.
(In his thirty-sixth birthday, a few weeks
before he died, he wrote the pathetic lines:

"My days are in lhe yellow leaf.
The flowers the fruit-, of life tire gone.

The worm, the canker and the grief
Arc mine alone.

"The fire that on my spirit preys
Is lone as sonic volcanic isle.

No torch is kindled at its blaze,
A funeral pile."

What a picture we have here of a soul
des dated by sin and writhing in the agonies
of remorse, yet no penitential tear is shed,
no sjgl| of contrition is heard: the heart.
hardened by long years <»f sinful riot, can no
longer res] ond to the divine tenderness and
seek f >r |‘ard »t; and peace. This highly-
gifted man might have ri-cn to lofty heights
of mental and nvr.il excellence, and been a
blessing to the world, but he took the down­
ward path, he gave the reins to his evil pas­
sions. and died a- he had lived, without
hope and without God. “a wandering,
sqtr ndcring moral kjir.”

An 'ti er distinguished man. the |wt
Burn., died at the -amv age fr m similar
cuts. - A Scottish ; ■ « t. <u?og:-mg Burns.
says, “The glory (?) of an early death was 
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his." Stripping the statement of all jxjetic
glamor, and looking at it in the light of
facts, truth is compelled, however reluct­
antly, to say, “Died, prematurely, in the
prime of life, the victim of his own vices."
Yet this man had the temerity to say, "The
light which led astray was light from .hea­
ven." In this way he sought to excuse
himself, and cast upon his Maker the re­
sponsibility for his misdeeds. We can al­
most hear the divine retort, "Hast not thou
procured this unto thyself in that thou hast
forsaken the Lord thy God and hast fol­
lowed the devices of thine own evil heart?"
"Thou hast sown the wind, and now thou
reapest the whirlwind." Truly the way
of transgressors is hard; daily they sink
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lower and lower into the abyss of mental
and moral degradation till the image ot
God is effaced and the soul destroyed. Oh,
when will men learn to despise the frothy
insanities of sin and the sophistries of false
philosophy, and build their hopes upon the
living God? When will they realise that
sin is their deadliest foe and never stops
in its malignant work till it has laid pros­
trate in the dust all that is noble and Godlike
in man? O my soul! cleave thou to the
Lord, for in the Lord Jehovah is everlast­
ing strength. He will never fail nor for­
sake thee: every heart that is attuned to
the harmonies of heaven is God s peculiar
care—thy hope will never grow dim, but
the hope of the wicked shall perish.

Words of Comfort.
W. M. Green.

I desire to call attention to some words
of our Lord which, at the time they were
spoken, were words of farewell, but which
for us have come to have a different mean­
ing. The first of these are the well-known
words in John 14: "Let not your hearts be
troubled.” The second are those equally
well-known, in Luke 22: 19: "This do in
remembrance of me."

Our Lord, when he spoke those words,
knew that his life was drawing to a close.
He knew, too, that the men with whom he
had been associated in his ministry would
miss him sorely when he was taken from
them; and so, in anticipation of what was
about to happen, and of the inevitable part­
ing so close at hand, he tried to comfort
them, and he started his wonderful mes­
sage of comfort, recorded by John, with
those words which have become so familiar:
"Let not your hearts be troubled."

We read into those words a different
meaning from that which they had for his
earliest disciples. They are not for us words
of farewell. But we draw’ on them and the
beautiful chapter which opens with them,
for our comfort in our hours of distress and
sorrow. Through the ages which have
passed since they were uttered, thousands
of stricken men and women have turned to
them and have found in them consolation
and hope.

The other words, too, "This do in remem­
brance of me,” were to the early disciples
words of farewell. The Master was to
leave them. He would become a remem­
brance instead of a personality who shared
their daily life.

These words, too, for us have come to
have a different meaning than they had for
those who heard them spoken in the upper
room at Jerusalem. To them they were a
repeated farewell, and they would need to
recall for the renewing of their stay and
comfort the precious words which the Mas­
ter had previously spoken to them, com­
mencing with, “Let not your hearts be
troubled.” 

As a matter of history, we know that
the "Du this in remembrance of me" was a
farewell message. But to-day, as we hear
those, words, they are a call of the Master
which has persisted through the ages. Our
Lord's request that his followers should re­
member him in the breaking of bread has
never been forgotten by the faithful. There
may have crept into this bread and wine con­
ceptions that were not in our Lord’s mind
when he instituted what we call the Lord’s
Supper. But I suppose the idea of remem­
brance has never been dissociated from its
observance by whomsoever and at whatever
period of time it has been observed.

We in our day arc doing what the faith­
ful have done ever since the Master said,
"Do this in remembrance of me." No one
can prophecy of the future; but it is almost
certain that this institution will continue to
be observed till the end of the age. It is an
ordinance of the lord’s appointment, and as
long as the church exists the lord's Supper
will have a place in her worship. It is
thought there has been no Lord's day since
Christians first met for worship, but some­
where, among some people, even when men
were persecuted for their faith, devout men
and women have broken bread in remem­
brance of our Izird.

A LITTLE CHINESE .MARTYR.
During the terrible Boxer persecutions In China

in 19(10, children, as well as grown people, were
massacred for confessing themselves servants
of Jesus Christ anil believers In his word. One
little girl, the daughter of a native Christian
who had been murdered, was found by the mob
hiding in a millet-liehl. They immediately de­
manded to know where her father had hidden
his Bible, in order that they might destroy it;
but though they threatened anil then tortured the
child, she refused Io reveal the hiding-place of
the Book which told of (he Saviour whom she
had learned to love. The Boxers would listen
to no plea for mercy; ami the little girl is now
numbered among "the souls of them that were
slain for the Word of God."

Even to-day people in China arc reading the
Bibles which were buried during the Boxer riots.
In flic small town of Kuankal. one <>f the Bible
Society’s colporteurs found a family using a
Testament which hud been hurled when they
were forced to flee for their Ilves to the hills
during the massacres. The father had left the
Book to his children, telling them exactly where
it wtls buried, so that If he were killed fas In­
frared) his children should still be able to find
the Book again some day. and rend about the
true God. It was then thought that the mis­
sionaries would never be permitted to return
again Io the country; and hr means of the
Testament the father hoped that the children
would be able to help to ke< p alive the know­
ledge of God In their heathen land. Fortunately.
the whole family managed Io esc.ine the Boxers.
and the Society’s colporteur supplied them with
inorc copies of the Book which is their most
valued possession.— Selected.

Paul's la51 Journey lo Jerusalem, with Luke
alld others, there to suffer for Christ, gives us
aweng other lessons, these four:

First:-That we should be
Steadfast Under Danner.

Said Paul, when lie got lo Miletus, “I am journey-.
jnc unto Jerusalem bound in my spirit, not
knowing the things that shall befall me there:
Mvc that the Holy Spirit, from city to city, doth
i^ar me full witness that bonds and afflictions
asiait me.” When Paul met the Christians at
Tvrv, “these said, through the Spirit, that he
should not set foot in Jerusalem”—that is, the
Spirit revealed to them his danger, and they of
their own accord entreated him not to go thither.
Now, at his port of disembarkation, Agabus
dramatically impresses these warnings of the
Spirit: "Thus sailh the Holy Spirit, so shall the
Jews at Jerusalem bind the man that owneth this
girdle. and shall deliver him unto the Gentiles.”
In (ace of such danger, even Paul's travelling
companions, all men little less brave than be,
faltered, and entreated him “not to go up to
Jerusalem.” He, however, “would not be per­
suaded.”

Next: We sec that we must be
Prepared to Stand Alone.

Paul was going to Jerusalem to suffer for Christ;
but the Ephesian elders, far from encouraging
him, "all wept much . . being distressed”; and
even his co-workers confessed that, after Agabus’
vivid prediction, “both we and they of that place
[Caesarea] besought him [with tears] not to go
up to Jerusalem.” Hut with Paul, lo own Christ
was in point of conscience, to stand solitary
and lonely. Paul's example here shows that at
the call of Christ we must be prepared con­
scientiously to stand alone.

Again:-we learn Hint our steadfastness will
rest on

Paid's steadfastness in danger and suffering was
Bf>t in his having no feeling—a consecrated
stoicism but in his having right feeling for
right things. To his weeping friends at Caesarea,
he exclaims.

During the two years covered by the report
the Foreign Mission Day contributions amounted
to £11.151/7/7. Children's Day £814/15/6. For Or­
phan Support £1.183/3/11. Sisters’ Organisations
and Individuals £2.473/15 and Duplex Envelopes
£1,076/10'2.

The Foreign Mission Board now holds in trust
for the brotherhood property to the value of
£13.383'5/8.

There were more missionaries present al the
1928 Federal Conference than any previous Con­
ference held. For the first time in our history
wc had a native Christian present at our Con­
ference. Willie Boy, one of the young men
from the Island of Olva, New Hebrides, was there
with Bro. Mnclvie. the missionary. He is a
flue looking, athletic young man. very modest
and retiring, speaks English. The only remark
that I heard quoted, as coining from him regard­
ing Hu- Conference was. “Plenty talkie in Con­
ference.” He seemed to enjoy himself greatly
at the Conference, and many had conversations
with him. It was a great joy to all to see this
young man. who had been won from heathenism
to Jesus Christ. We saw in him a represen­
tative of the many hundreds who had been led
to the Saviour through the work of the Aus­
tralian Churches of Christ. For fear of mis­
understanding. you will note that I have writ­
ten. “For the first time in our history wc had
a native Christian present.” Wc have often had
converts from among the Chinese in Australia
present ut our meetings, and. ns is well known,
some of them arc our leaders in the missionary
enterprise, but Willie Boy Is the first convert
Io come from a foreign country to Australia.

During the two years great activity has hern
shown in our medical work. There have been
38.839 treatments and retreat ments.

In addition to the money s-nt from Australia
to our Foreign Mission stations, thev received
locally £2.917,0/9.

SHANGHAI BUILDING PURCHASE.
In 1921 it was resolved Io purchase the Shang­

hai school and church building. The differ­
ence between the amount wc used to pay for
rent and the amount wc pay for interest on
money borrowed has enabled us. since 1921, to
pay off £750 of the purchase money, leaving us
owing £150 on the building. Those who loaned
us the money for this purchase have loaned us
the deeds of the property, and we have deposited
them with the Hong Kong and Shanghai Bank­
ing Corporation, Shanghai, as a security against
our overdraft of five hundred pounds. This
saves, us ten pounds a year, previously paid to
the E.S. A A. Bank in Australia for guaranteeing
our overdraft nt Shanghai.

The report shows that we shall need to raise
a thousand pounds more than last year between
now and July. 1929. Will brethren pray that
this additional amount may be forthcoming when
needed?

The women's hostel
shows that £22/10/- was received during 1926,
leaving £776 15'3 as a charge against the general
fund.

Preachers* Provident Fund lleport.
The. cash statement of receipts and payments

for all accounts shows receipts to be £5.723'11/3,
the payments of every description ns £5,605'3 1.
Hie credit kilanccs brought forward from last
term were £1,078'1/3. The credit lialancc al
June 30, 1928, was £1,201/9 5. The payments in­
cluded loans Io preachers, churches, and various
State Conference committees totalling £1.173'17/2.

In connection with the Endowment Fund, the
number contributing is 56; The amount con­
