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The New Testament Creed.
Ethelbert Davis.

THE word "creed" is from the Latin
word "credo”—I believe, and means
a brief summary of faith. The
term "New Testament” limits the

range of inquiry, and rules out of discus­
sion anything resembling a creedal for­
mula that may be found in the Old Testa­
ment. It rules out the Apostles’ Creed.
the Niccne Creed, the Augsburg Creed,
and every other creed that may have been
written this side of the canon of New Tes­
tament Scripture.

The Roman Catholic church has its
creed ; the Anglican church has its creed;
the Presbyterian church has its creed: all
of them admittedly written after the apos­
tolic days. The church of the apostolic
days had a creed, the acceptance of which
admitted men and women into membership,
and which constituted the test of continuing
fellowship.
O/Me not the creed.

Some have affirmed that the Bible is the

Manila, when her brother Lazarus was
dead, said to Jesus, "1 believe that thou
art the Christ, the Son of God. which should
come into the world." W hen the Ethiopian
eunuch said to Philip, "Sec, here is water,
what doth hinder me to he baptised?"
Philip is reported to have said, “1 believe
that Jesus Christ is the Son of (hid." There
is ample proof from the sacred Scriptures,
and from the writings of the church his­
torians. that no other creedal statement
was ever demanded as an approved basis
of membership in the New Testament age.

Coming to earth to reconcile man to God,
and to establish a spiritual kingdom, Christ
offered nut a code of ethics, not a system of
doctrine, hut a living person—himself.
Christ’s personality is the great central
fact <>f Christianity. His person stands
solid and immovable in the hi-tory of the
church. He is no Greek mvth. no Roman
fable, no Hebrew legend. A real Christ
appeared in the world and created Chris-
tianitv and the Christian church. And
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the creed divinely formulated is an ex­
pression of faith in the divine Son-hip of
him whose personality dominates the whole
Christian system. Someone has fittingly
said. "1 he living creed of the living church
of the living God is the ever-living Christ.”

Its characteristics.
In character the New Testament creed is

essentially dilTercnt from every other sum­
mary of faith drawn up by uninspired men.
Reference to one of the creeds will show
the contrast: "I believe in God the Father
Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth. I
believe in Jesus Christ, his only-begotten
Son, our Lord, who was conceived by the
Holy Ghost: burn of the Virgin Mary.
. . . I believe in the Holy Ghost: the
holy Catholic Church: the communion of
saints; the remission of sins; the resurrec­
tion of the flesh, and everlasting life after
death.” This is one of the simpler creeds.
Over against it -lands the simple New Tes­
tament creed: “I believe that Jesus Christ
is the Son of the living God.” The latter
is striking in its simplicity.

It I'luci’s Christ at the Centre.
The first characteristic of this simple

creed i- that it place- Chri-t at the centre

it i- free from unnecessary elaboration
Consequently, it is a statement as dear as
light, which the eye of the .-on! i- quick to
sec. which the heart is quick to apprehend,
and t i which the reason is quick to respond.
It make- Chri-t central, and leave- hi- per­
son standing < lit in .ill it- dear and rugged
grandeur, until one i- convinced that having
-ecu "Jr-us only" he can believe no one cl.-e
but Jesus himself. There Christ stand-,
the one ami only true image in human his­
tory. though hi- me—age i- broken into a
thou-and rainbow colors and carried in a
thousand directions, t<» meet every human
heart and every human need.
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Comprehensive, yet Exclusive.
This simple creed is comprehensive and

yet exclusive. It takes in every essential
truth. If a man believes with all his heart
that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of the liv­
ing God, he declares his belief in God, in
the word of God, and in the deity of Christ.
The person of Christ is al the centre of
his belief, but it comprehends divinity and
humanity, and incarnation, and propitia­
tion, and redemption, and judgment, and
heaven, and hell, and eternal life. No one
believing the person of Jesus will doubt
his word or question that Book which in
an earlier part prophetically reveals him,
and in a later part historically presents him.

It is exclusive because it debars from
membership in Christ’s church everyone
who does not accept him as Redeemer and
I«ord. It is exclusive in another sense, in
that it confines us to the acceptance of
Christ as the Son of God. and does not bind
us to the acceptance of highly debatable
subjects and speculative interpretations.

Can Never be Outgrown.
A third characteristic of the New Testa­

ment creed is that it can never be out­
grown. When faith rests on a divine Per­
son and not on a summary of doctrine, it
is based upon that which is durable. That
human creeds are not satisfactory is proved
by the agitations to revise them in order
to express that which is new in an age's
philosophy and science and religious ex­
perience. It is true that old theories drop
out and disappear, and new formularies
take their place in consonance with the
new conditions of thought. But the per­
son of Christ never changes, no matter
what changes take place in human condi­
tions and human thinking.
“Subtlest thought shall fail and learning falter,

Churches change, forms perish, systems go,
But our human needs, they will not alter,

Christ no after age shall e'er outgrow."

It Unifies.
A further characteristic of this creed is

that it unifies. Human creeds arc divisive
because they exclude those who cannot ac­
cept in full their statements. About the
essential content of Christianity there has
been no manner of uncertainty. Standing
on the Person of Christ believers meet on
catholic ground. There have been diver­
sities of theological interpretations; diver­
sities in the form in which Christianity
has been presented to the world, but as re­
gards the fact of Jesus there has always
been the most perfect agreement. The
agreement upon the person of Christ is
one of the most extraordinary and impres­
sive facts in human history.

11 is Creative.
Creeds composed liy uninspired men be­

come empty and useless symbols. And
Christ himself raised his protest against
a dead symbolism. The New Testament
creed is creative.

It creates life as the sun creates life in
the physical world. The dormant life es-
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sence in seed, and in bud. is quickened into
activity by the sun's warm rays. I he dor­
mant life of the spirit is quickened into con­
scious active life by the person of Jesus
Christ. .

It creates assurance. We cannot but
feel a sense of confidence when faith rests
in a divine person, instead of in statements
about him. A living Christ as against a
written creed creates certainly and assur­
ance. Like the blind man challenged con­
cerning his interpretation of the character
of his healer, we say. "Whether he be this
or that or the other, according to creedal
statements, I know not, but one thing I
know, he is the Son of God.

Divinity and Deity.
[Tlic following inquiry and answer arc from

Prof. David Smith's Correspondence Column in
"Tlic British Weekly."]

“For some time past I have been in­
tending to write to you, asking your
opinion as to the difference in Divinity
and Deity implied in the two passages of
Scripture, 'This is my beloved Son,’ etc.,
and 'My Father is greater than I.’
The difference between Deity and Divin­

ity is that the former denotes divine nature
or, in old English phrase, "Godhead," and
the latter merely divine quality. The latter
may be predicated of a man. Thus we
speak of "a divine poet" or "a divine hero”;
and Tennyson speaks of "divine philos­
ophy,” and Isaac Watts entitled his famous
book "Divine and Moral Songs for the
I'se of Children." But Deity belongs to
God alone. Hence, when we affirm "the
Divinity of our Lord.” we so far recognise
him merely as a man of Godlike wisdom
and achievement like the prophets of old;
but when we affirm his Deity, we confess
the historic faith of Christendom that he
was Eternal God incarnate.

Each of these terms occurs but once in
tile New Testament, and their use is peculi­
arly instructive. (t ) In his epistle to the
Romans (t: 20. R.V.), Paul writes: "The
invisible things of him since the creation
of the world arc clearly seen, being per­
ceived through the things that are made.
even his everlasting power and divinity”
—not "Godhead." as our Authorised Ver­
sion unfortunately has it. The apostle is
here demonstrating the inexcusability of
the heathen for their moral depravity, in­
asmuch as they were not ignorant of God
and his requirements. They had indeed no
l aw like the Jews, but they had the revela­
tion in Nature, "that universal and public
manuscript, as Sir 1 homas Browne styles
it. "that lies expans’d unto the eyes of all.”
And this suffices to make ungodliness inex­
cusable.. \ ct it is incomplete. For what is
it that is there revealed? Not God himself
hit merely his attributes—hi> paver. his
righteousness, and in a measure his benefi­
cence; in brief. Divinity hut nm Deitv. In
Creation and Providence we sec God's work­
ing but not God himself.

There’ are revivals and revivals. Some re­

vival* arc characterised by a tremendous amount
of excitement; they arc noisy and frothy like
foam-crested breakers oii'thc sea-beach—and
just a* shallow. Others ar? more like the deep
full tide of the ocean which moves along quietly
and slowly, but surely and with resistless might.
We must distinguish between a mission and a
true revival. Missions can be "got up” and
carried through successfully by the employment
of certain means, such as wide advertising, a
large choir, strong emotional appeals by an at­
tractive speaker. But genuine revivals go
deeper; they connote, especially on the part of
leaders, earnest spiritual preparation, sustained
supplication, sacrificial service. As one has
said, "Wc can organise missions—for revivals
we must agonise.”

One of the most .striking religious awakenings
of all lime was that of the .lews after their re­
turn from Babylon, some 150 years before Christ.
Babylon was a type of spiritual Horne, and Ezra
was the Luther of the Jewish reformation. He
uas of the priestly house of Aaron, a man of
piety ami zeal. It is said of him that “he had
prepared his heart to seek the law of the laird,
and to do it, and to teach in Israel statutes and
Judgments." Having led the long-captive peo­
ple, or many of them, back to their own land,
he sought to stir them up to a sense of their
duty—duty to their God, to their country, ami
to themselves. In particular he taught them
the word of the Lord.

The sacred Scriptures must occupy a foremost
position; a foundational place in every true re­
ligious awakening. In every real revival God’s
Word must be honored in the minds and hearts
and lives of the people. Why so? Because it Is
from the Bible, and from the Bible alone, that
wv obtain a knowledge of God, of his will, of
his love—his love which Is the spiritual power,
the dynamic force, which changes the human
heart and impels to reformation of life. "The
goodness of God Icadeth us Io repentance.” The
book of nature reveals God’s power and wis­
dom. but the book of revelation makes known
his goodness and mercy. Nature tells us God
I'- Iles elation tells us God loves.

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Federal Conference.

Conference concluded on Thursday, October
25, when the last of the business was dealt
with.

The financial statement showed that the
Executive started their duties with the follow­
ing balances:-Canberra Fund. £2IB/13'|(I;
Evangelistic bund, £20/4/4; General Fund,
£16'17/3. rhe total receipts to August 31 were:
Canberra Fund, £2,221/16/3; Evangelistic Fund,
£1119/11/0; General Fund, £162/9/-. After the
necessary expenditures the credit balances at
present are: Canberra Fund. £1,998/15/8; Evan­
gelistic Fund, £13/13/6; and General Fund,
119 1/10. Thanks were expressed to the rope­
holders. and to Bro. A. .1. Fisher, who. through
his stamp club, sent the sum of £17/0/10 to the
Canberra Fund.

Conference carried the following resolution
as a guide to the incoming executive:—That the
incoming executive be instructed to take such
steps as they may deem advisable to raise funds
for Federal evangelism, ami we recommend:
1. The establishment of an endowment fund of
al least £5,000 for the support of Federal evan­
gelism; 2. That the league of rope-holders be re­
organised for the support of Federal evangelism.

The committee appointed to prepare a new
hymn book for use at all the services of the
church has continued its operations through the
last two years. It reports a selection of 533
hyinns chosen from the best and most widely-
known hymnals. In the collection arc hymns
suitable to all occasions, which will enrich the
praise service of the church when the hook is
brought into use.

The committee has commenced the second part
of its work now, and is making steady progress
in the selection of tunes. To assist in this
direction, the committee has enlisted the aid of
Mrs. M. Bennett. Miss M. E. Pittman, L.Mus.A,
and Bro. .1. Harold Barrett. Tunes are being
selected from the Sankey 1260 Edition, the
Bristol Tune Book, the Methodist Hymn Book,
ami tl>e Sunday School Hymnary. The com­
mittee hopes that before very long the book
"ill be complete for use.

That a calde of greeting and goodwill be sent
to the conference of Churches of Christ in South
Africa meeting In Cape Town next week.

Tliat greetings be sent to the ncwly-formrd
church in Bockhanipton, Queensland.

That this Conference of Churches of Christ
in Australia calls attention In the serious menace
to the home life of the nation of easy divorce,
and urges our preachers not to remarry divorcees
except in strict accord with the principles laid
down by the Lord Jesus in Matthew 19: 1-9.

That this Conference of Churches of Christ
thanks the Presbyterian church ut Canberra for
their generosity in allowing the use of their
church hall for our evening services at Can­
berra. Also that the Federal taipltal Commis­
sion he thanked for their permission to use the
school hall on Sunday mornings.

That this Federal Conference of Churches of
Christ in Australia extends to the World Con­
vention of Disciples, meeting in 1930 al Wash­
ington, Da cordial imitation and earnest
request that the next World Convention of Dis­
ciples be held in Australia. We believe that the
coming of a large delegation of Disciples from
America and elsewhere would do much to streng­
then the bonds between those countries and ours.
and between those of like faith throughout Hu
world. We assure our brethren aliro.uj of the
ability and willingness of Australia to make ade­
quate provision for a world convention, and
pledge ourselves to make such a gathering an
outstanding success.

That this Conference recommends tn the vari­
ous Stale committees the advisability «>f co-or­
dinating their activities relating to immigra­
tion. With this in view wc arc of the opinion
that one State committee should be invited to
ad between ourselves and Hie Fulled Kingdom
that the greatest possible bcm lit might accrue
|o the churches. This committee to act as an
auxiliary to the Federal Executive Committee
and report to the biennial sittings. We recom­
mend the incoming executive tn consider the
advisability of granting tinanci.il assistance to
the work tliat is already In-ing done.

HOW MANY READ THE BIBLE?
Lord Lincolnshire states two things an English­

man never does, and one is that he never reads
the Bible. One feels that there is need for
this sweeping assertion to be investigated, and.
indeed, contradicted. The latest statistical re­
turns of the organised churches in England (ex­
cluding Homan Catholics) arc: Members,
4J>7.r>.4l I; scholars ,r>,(lfifi,02(l; making a grand
total of 9.CI2.03I. Now the great majority of
these —through (he International Bible Heading
and kindred associations are pledged Io read the
Bible every day; so here is a nucleus of over nine
million Bildc readers to start with.

In addition to this, there are large numbers
of people, formally associated with no Christian
church, who are great admirers and constant
students of the Word of God. One comes across
such folks in the most unexpected places.

I was recently standing for n few minutes In
a public park, where some college students were
playing Rugby football. The gentleman next
to me started to talk about reading. lie stated
that, although his name was not on any com­
municants* roll, he considered the Bible more
interesting than any novel, and had read it com­
pletely through once during every year. What
a tribute Io the divine power inherent in the
Holy .Scriptures! A person may start reading
the Bible merely ns tine literature—which, of
course, it is. Accompanied by the Holy Spirit’s
power, however, he Is soon brought to his knees,
and thence to a knowledge of Jesus Christ as
his Saviour.

The most remarkable Bible student I ever met
was a Mr. William Brunsdcn. of Wokcllcld. Bi rks.
an ardent Primitive Methodist local preacher for
almost sixty years; bls sermons were almost en­
tirely apposite quotations from the Holy Scrip­
tures. He was famous throughout the district
for his intimate knowledge of the Bible, and could
quote whole chapters from any of the sixty-six
books. There is a great need, however,’ for
Christians to carry out Christ’s teaching, as
well as read about it. The rich man, punctiliously
reading his chapter every day. must remember
our Lord’s solemn warning. “As ye did it not
unto the least of these my brethren, yr did it
not unto me.” It is so easy for those that base
riches to persuade themselves they arc in danger
of the workhouse, and so shut up their bowels
of compassion Io those who have med. Satan
is very wily in this matter, and many an otherwise
good man has mode a shipwreck of his Christian
character by worshipping his gold more (ban
bls God.

Amid all their Slate duties, our beloved King
George and (liiccii Mary find time every day to
rca<l the Bible. I trust there Is not. but if
there should be one of our good readers
who has not yet bc-;un io follow up the splendid
series of dally Bible readings given In this in­
valuable paper. I hope they will commence do­
ing so Immediately. “Christian Herald.”

DELIVERING A SERMON WHILE ASLEEP.
Mr. Cliarlcs Hay, in his “Life of Charles Had­

don Spurgeon.” says that in the early years of
the pastor’s ministry “many strange incidents
happened.” and gives the following: “One Satur­
day evening Charles Haddon Spurgeon found
himself unable to collect his thoughts and dissect
the text which he had chosen for his sermon on
the morrow. I ttcrly exhausted and dispirited,
he agreed to his wife’s suggestion that he should
retire to rest, on the condition that she woke
him early in the morning, when he hoped to be
better able to study and prepare for the day’s
work. Some hours of sound and peaceful sleep
followed, but with the dawning of the day Mrs.
Spurgeon was aroused by hearing her husband
talk In his sleep. She listened Intently, for
it was no mere meaningless ramble of words; he
was going over the subject of the verse that had
appeared so difficult, and giving a distinct ex­
position of Ils meaning. There were no means
nt hand for taking notes, but praying that her
memory might be strengthened, Mrs. Spurgeon
repented over and over again in her mind the
striking sermon she had heard. Then all her
efforts to keep awake being fruitless, she fell
into a sound slumber, only to be awakened at a
late hour by her husltand’s distress at having
slept so long. ‘Ob, why did you let me sleep?’
he cried. ’What shall I do? What shall I do?’
’Listen.’ replied Mrs. Spurgeon, and she repeated
what she had heard in such strange circum­
stances, much Io the amazement of her husband.
The exposition was original and clear, and C. H.
Spurgeon that morning preached a powerful dis­
course. built upon his wife's report of his sleeping
utterances.”- Selected.

From Paul’s danger amt the encouragement
the Lord gave him the night following, mv Infer
that al this time he was fearful for bls own
safety, disappointed with bis witness before
people anil rulers in Jerusalem, ami hopeless of
finishing bis course of service.

The Jews had determined to kill Paul. Natur­
ally Paul was

Fearful for his Personal Safety.
God. therefore, encouraged him: “The night
following the Lord stood by him, and said. Be
of good cheer." Paul's chains, afflictions anil
fears notwithstanding the Lord still owned and
kept him. Learn, then, that we are not Chris­
tians because wc arc in high moods, nor are
wc poor Christians or no Christians because we
arc down in the dumps. Our discipleship in­
deed rests on a higher foundation than feeling;
namely, on the person and promises of Christ.
Notice, too, that affliction borne by a saint is
no sign of God's displeasure. “Il pleased the
Lord Io bruise him." Nor is prosperity a proof
of God’s favor. Christ, our example, was poor
and afflicted. See, further, that adverse material
circumstances need not shut out spiritual peace.
later, when Pau) was before Caesar, being con­
demned Io death, “the Lord," he could say, “stood
by me.”

In face of the bitter opposition of the Jews
tn his message, Paul could reasonably feel

2. The Teacher** Meeting.

’ 1. Securing Competent Olficeri* and Teacher*.
Many a school that might be doing really good

work Is simply struggling for an existence be­
cause it cannot secure competent officers and 

them." Men do not step into places of responsi­
bility In the commercial world without careful
preparation and training. The church should
realise that it owes a duty to the Bible School;
the duly of providing and training sufficient
workers to carry on the work of the Bible School.
Many a church has In it individuals who can
casilv be developed into splendid workers, it
onlv' tlicv arc called into service, encouraged.

organisations connected with the church tliat
no suitable night is available for the Bible School
workers. In some schools regular meetings
arc held on a Sunday afternoon about every four
weeks. Even then, however, it is difficult to
secure a full attendance of teachers. It sums
to ns lli.it a regular teachers' meeting is neces­
sary If the work of the school is to be properly
correlated and the leaching made as effective
as possible. One of the greatest factors that
have led Io the success of our kindergarten de­
partments is the weekly gathering of the kin­
dergarten superintendent and her workers. At
such a meeting the lesson for the next Sunday
is discussed and plans made for its effective
presentation. In a similar way a regular tea­
chers’ meeting field every week would help the
work in the other departments of the school.
It is ti vvcll-kimwn fact that the schools which
do the most effective work arc the schools who
have regular teachers* meetings: and Hie tea­
chers who do the most effective teaching are
those teachers who attend most regularly the
teachers* meetings.

3. Punctuality,
It adds greatly to the efficiency of a school

to have its members present on time. Tardi­
ness is a bad habit. It quite Upsets the order
of a school to have late-comers rushing In dur­
ing the opening exercises. Every teacher and
officer should endeavor to set a good example
in this respect. Il will help greatly In secur­
ing good order if every teacher will make it a
practice to be In his or her place at least live
minutes before the school Is opened. Every
one will admit the evil of unpunctuality, but the
question i* how to overcome II. Some schools
have introduced a “Point System.** in which l»c-
ing on lime counts one point. Others liave a
card in the porch, one side uf which bears the
words, “I am Early"; on the other side are the
worth. "I am Ijte." At a stated time the “I
am Early" side is turned tn the wall, and all
who come after that moment have to face the
words, “I urn lade." One of the best ways of
overcoming the difficulty i* (<■ keep on emphasis­
ing the necessity of punctuality. Slake the open­
ing exercises as interesting a* possible, so that
every one will want tn be present to enjoy them.

MRS. "FOREIGN MISSIONARY" ZELIUS.
Mrs. Zelius has been a great helper in our

Foreign Mission wnrk. She has collected, by
personal Inters lew and correspondence, over n
thousand pound'. largely from sisters. Among
other places that have been helped from her 

fund is Shanghai. Sister Emily M. Cameron
tells some of flic good that the Mrs. Zelius Fund
has done in connection with our Shanghai work.
The Bildc-woinan employed there is named Miss
Vung. Recently she was so run down in health
that the doctor’s advice to her was to go away
to the hills for a year. This was impossible
for her, as she has no money or friends outside
the church, so we fell this was a good cause for
which we emdd use some of the Mrs. Zelius Fund
money. We have helped her to go to Killing,
a mountain summer resort about five hundred
miles from Shanghai. It is a mountain district,
four thousand feet in height. Miss Vung has
been a very faithful worker, and we feel sure
she has been the means of much blessing to
many of the church members and many outsiders.
We shall all miss her while she is away." In
a subsequent letter Mrs. Cameron states that
Miss Vung lias now returned after a delightful
time of two months. The Bible-woman type of
worker is difllcult to secure, hence it is import­
ant that such a one should be helped in every
way. and the money received from the Mrs.
Zelius Fund has been a great blessing to Miss
Vung and to the work in Shanghai in which she
is engaged.

Some of the money sent by Mrs. Zelius was
used to help another girl with her studies. She
is the daughter of one of our well-known mem­
bers of the church. She is a good student, and
expecting to go in for hospital (raining later
on, but nt present she needs more help with her
next year’s school work. The family of this
young girl has been known to Bro. Cameron for
twenty odd years, and the money used will be
spent Io help with their children’s training. The
mother of this girl has been through many trials
and troubles in bringing up a large family, but
she is always ready to count up her blessings,
which always seem to exceed her troubles. Some
time this year the girl was very ill with typhus
fever, and the doctors had given up all hope, but
the mother had permission to stay at the hos­
pital. and she told me afterwards that she prayed
all the time and believed God would spare the
girl. The mother, one might say, prayed the
girl back almost from the dead. The mother
herself was very ill afterwards, but she smiled
when she told me all about it, and said Jesus
was very near to her all the time and heard her
prayers, and she was very happy though so ill.

BARAMATI. INDIA.
Three boys have recently entered our children’s

home at Baramati. Two are open for supporters.
First, Sumunth Sliinde. age 11. His father,
when alive, was one of our co-workers. Bro.
Hughes writes: "This boy Is with us for educa­
tional training according to our own judgment.
entirely under our control." Second, David Nng-
ptirkar, age 9. This boy was found by Miss
Blake on the Poona station begging. He does
not remember his father. His mother died about
a year ago, since when hr has lived by begging
or doing a little coolie work. He Is a bright
little youth, with not an atom of education
except what a boy learns on the street. He has
settled down scry happily in school, and should
•Io very well. He Is of good caste as far ns we
can make out, Murutha. The third boy Is Paul
lluthod, and is paying nearly half fees, so if
any school or individual would like to pay half
fees. £3 a year, for Paul, we should be very glad
to receive this help. Sometimes a school writes
that it cannot pay the full amount. £(», but can
pay only £3. Ilcre Is an opportunity.

President Butler, of Columbia University, says:

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Faithfulness.

Faithfulness Is one of the great wools of our
language. It is descriptive of the believer’s
true relationship with Christ. it involves the
great scriptural theme of consecration. Without
consecration, flic ideal of a sanctified vessel
chosen unto honor cannot be realised.

The ideal of every true believer is
Faithfulness in Service.
An interesting story Is told of the great prea­
cher. Dr. Gifford, of Boston. fine day a friend
placed in his kind a mirror of oriental work­
manship. As he gazed into it his features were
clearly reflected back to him. "Take it unto the
sunshine,** his friend said, "and with the sun
shining upon it throw a golden gleam upon the
wall.” Dr. Gifford did so, and, to his astonish­
ment, he saw reflected upon the wall the face of
a heathen god which the maker had so cleverly
worked into the mirror. So believers, in faith­
ful service, arc to reflect the character and spirit
of Christ.

In the second place believers arc to he
Faithful to their Ministry of Itcconcilialion.
In 2 Cor. 5: HI the Apostle Paul writes,
"God . . . Iiatli committed unto ns the won!
of reconciliation.'* "Hath committed unto us"
may be “having placed in us,*' or "has deposited
with us," or “hath put in our keeping.** Be­
lievers arc to show themselves “proved bankers.”
"The early church interpreted this as inculcat­
ing the duly of distinguishing between true and
false scriptures, as hankers test coins whether
they are true or false. The apostolic account
of the sayings and doings of Jesus was the true
deposit.” The teachings of Christ contain the
message of reconciliation. This message he
committed to the disciples when he said, "Go ye
into all (he world and preach the gospel." and
In turn, it has been committed Io every succeed­
ing generation of Hie church. Il still remains
the duly of the church to present his message
of reconciliation unimpaired.

Thirdly, believers arc to he
Faithful to the Ordinances.

The ordinances of the New Testament church
still remain n favorite controversial ground, hut
there has appeared no contribution to the con­
troversy which has proven that cither ordinance
is inapplicable to the modern spiritual needs of
men. The natural born condition of men Is
still “dead in trespasses and sins,” as it was
in Jesus’ day, therefore, the same way of release
from sin applies. Then it naturally follows that
the ordinance of baptism must retain the place
in the plan of salvation given it by the Lord
Jesus and retained by the apostles.

It Is clear from the Book of Acts that the
Lord’s table was the central object of the meet­
ing together of those first Christians (Acts 20: 7).
Il was a service of communion, where fellow­
ship was had with the Lord. It was a service
witnessing t<> his death and his coming again
(I Cor. 11: 26). These vital truths call for the
faithfulness of every believer Io this precious
ordinance.

Tn gather round the emblems of his loving
sacrifice is a testimony to Hie faithfulness of
his people, and none shall miss the blessing who
gather to honor his name.

Tlic Bible is a very practical book, the gos­
pel of Jesus Christ a very practical message,
the church of God a very practical society. They
arc intended "to make kid people good, and
good people better.” A knowledge and love
of God's Word will result in surrendered and
consecrated lives. So it was on the day of
Pentecost. The people heard and turned. They
believed and obeyed. They repented and were
iiaptised into Christ. They received forgive­
ness of sins and the help of the indwelling
Spirit to live the new life. They were “added
to the church." They "continued steadfastly
in the apostles* teaching, in the fellowship, in
the breaking of the bread, and in the prayers.”
They look thought for the poor, and praise and
gladness tilled their hearts. Another genuine
revival—that! It bears all the marks. May
we hear of an ever-increasing number of such
in the days to come! “O Lord, revive thy
work In the midst of the years!”

So then, if we have been neglecting the things
taught in the Book, let us set ourselves from
now on to “run in the way of God's command­
ments."

Bible-lovers, Bible-livers!

DISTRIBUTING TilE SCRIPTURES.

Mr. G. T. B. Davis, now in England, is making
characteristically bold plans for the future. The
Million Testaments Fund for Chinn, which Mr.
Davis has been organising during recent years,
finally reached the sum needed for the full mil­
lion, but unfortunately prices increased, and
the number of Testaments was brought down to
about 900,000. When Mr. Davis left China, on
May 19, 715,000 had actually been distributed,
and orders were in hand for 150,000 copies. These
will be sent out ns soon as postal conditions
permit. The Bible Society has undertaken the
distribution of the balance. In view of the
blessing that has attended this campaign in
China, suggestions have been made for similar
efforts in other countries, and attention is now
being directed to Latin America. Mr. Davis is
conferring with the British and Foreign Bible
Society, and other friends, about this proposed
campaign.
