The world knows the value of Mr
Hoover’s war relief work, First as chair­
man of the Belgian Relief Commission,
and later as organiser of Russian and
Eastern relief—a gigantic task—he ren­
dered most excellent service. After Amer­
ica’s entrance into the great war, he was
appointed Food Administrator. When
peace came, he became Secretary of Com­
merce, and he has since established a
Bureau of Foreign and Domestic Commerce
with representatives all over the world. Mr.
Hoover is a remarkable man—even if his
public career has been “solid rather than
spectacular."

The newspapers arc discussing the causes
of Mr. Hoover’s victory. The London
“Daily Telegraph" says, probably truly,
that “it would be wrong to stress any par­
ticular issue, whether religion or social
legislation, as the final cause of the Re­
publican victory." Doubtless there was, a
combination of factors. Amongst the in­
teresting views is the cabled report of a
leading article in one of America’s news­
papers. It says:—"Mr. Hoover’s smash­
ing victory places the country on record as
being opposed to a Catholic President and
favoring prohibition, as no other issues
counted with the wedge driven deep into
the heretofore impregnable south."

It may take fifty
years, but it will be done."
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Mt. Etna in Eruption.
The devastation wrought by the eruption

of Mt. Etna impresses us with the thought
of the terrible forces of nature. Each
day the reports become more saddening.
The great flow of lava has spread over an
extended front of many miles. Towns
and villages arc being cngulphcd by the
advancing streams. The volcano with its
smoking craters must even in daylight pre­
sent an awesome spectacle. At night the
sight and sound of a burning mountain, the
flames bursting through the clouds of
smoke, the stream of fire marking the lava
course as it fires the houses and the woods,
and the sound of the continuous explosions,
must be terrifying in the extreme. We
read of the formation of new craters, of
incandescent boulders being vomited forth,
of moving streams of lava which give the
impression that the whole mountain is in
motion. Imagination fails to picture the
scene. How puny man appears when
faced with a force so titanic and so re­
lentless.

Fortunately so far few lives have been
lost. Some, alas, have been cngulphcd and
incinerated in the river of lava. A few,
maddened by the loss of all their earthly
possessions, have thrown themselves into
the stream. Fifty thousand persons arc
in flight. Thousands arc ruined and home­
less. Their land will remain a desolation,
and their loss is irretrievable. An oppor­
tunity is presented for a practical manifes­
tation of sympathy and a recognition of
the brotherhood of man. National divisions

count for little in the face of a disaster
which touches our humanity.

It was pathetic to read of the people
who paraded their images in processions,
and who prayed to their saints as well as
their God to protect their homes and vil­
lages. The one could not, and the other
did not, give answer in the terms of the
petition. Yet God reigns as King for
ever, and is able to overrule the ills of
life for the benefit of his trustful children.

Visitations such as Sicily is now ex­
periencing remind us of the frailty both
of our life and of our earthly habitation.
This world, which seems so secure, is very
unstable. We live on the surface of a
sphere which has in it the fires which may
yet be its doom. As we contemplate Etna,
it seems natural to recall the apostolic
word; "The day of the Lord will come as
a thief; in the which the heavens shall pass
away with a great noise, and the elements
shall be dissolved with fervent hqat, and
the earth and the works that are therein
shall be burned up. Seeing that these things
are thus all to he dissolved, what manner
of persons ought ye to be in all holy liv­
ing and godliness, looking for and earnestly
desiring the coming of the day of God, by
reason of which the heavens being on fire
shall be dissolved, and the elements shall
melt with fervent heat? But, according to
his promise, we look for new heavens and
a new earth, wherein dwelleth right­
eousness.”

BROADCASTING HUMORS.

A Samoan missionary lus confessed
(hat the Australian sermons provide useful in­
troductions and even sermon outlines for their
own Sunday services. Wireless is freeing mis­
sionaries from the sense of isolation that lias
lung burdened them. Missionaries in New
Guinea can pick up the Brisbane wireless, and
those in South Africa pick up Cape Town and
other stations. The Sunday evening service
from Davcntry is regularly listened to by some
missionaries in North Africa, while a mission
station in Alaska broadcasts its own wireless ser­
vices among the scattered settlements.—“The
Christian World."

BIBLE SOCIETY'S WIDE-WORLD
UNDERTAKING.

Never, except in one of the years of war <1915.
when the figure was 2.fNtO.(MM>). has the British
and Foreign Bible Society issued so many copies
of Scripture in the home languages, according
to the Society's Popular Report, “The Glory of
the Garden" The number for the past year
(1927-28) is 2.213,167, made up of 57I.O.1H Bibles,
409,911 Testaments, and 1.229.188 portions. This
Is an increase of 531,477 on the figures for
1926-27. This large Increase is chiefly due to
augmented orders received from Canada and
Australia. Actually, 1,270.080 volumes in the
Home language were sent abroad for circulation
mainly within the British Empire; 963,828
volumes were circulated in the motherland.

During (he past year the total volumes of
Scriptures Issued by the Society throughout
the world numbered 9,936,711. This is a de­
crease of 191,373 on the figures reported for
1926-27. and considering, for instance, the chaos
of China, the Society is grateful that the fall­
ing-off was not greater. In many countries
the actual circulation increased considerably. In
several other countries many more books were
sold last year than had ever been sold before.

By means of nearly one thousand colporteurs
in all parts of the world, and through Bible
Houses situated In the world's capitals, the
Scriptures arc sold to peoples of all races and
colors. Last year the Society received £168,146
from sales. Large as this amount appears, the
actual fact remains that out of every twenty
shillings of Income obtained by the Society
onlv eight shillings and twopence were derived
from sales; the balance was made up by gifts.
In order that the Society can meet its obliga­
tions adequately at the present time, a yearly
income of £l36,oo<i is required. Last year*
Income was £417.293. being an increase of nearly
£21,000 on the previous year.

NO ROOM FOR FENCES.
“Father Taylor,” the unique evangelist of Bos­

ton, about the middle of the last century, used
to say, “There is just room enough in the world
for all the people in it, but not room for the
fences that separate them.”

How winsome Is the gospel! That even Felix
felt its winsomcness Is shown by his

Hankering of Soul
after its blessings: "But after certain days, Felix
came with Drusilla, his wife, which was a Jewess,
and sent for Paul, and heard him concerning the
faith in Christ Jesus.’’ Felix was known through­
out the empire for his wickedness. Indeed, this
Drusilla and he were living in open adultery.
Yet we read that, "having more exact knowledge
of the Way," he sent for Paul, and heard him
concerning the faith in Christ Jesus." He was
still morally impressible. Paul felt so, any­
way, and boldly “reasoned [with him] of right­
eousness. and temperance, and the judgment to
come.”

Corollaries of the Gospel.
But, wc protest, are “righteousness, and tem­

perance, and the judgment to come" “the faith
In Christ Jesus"? They are corollaries built
on the facts of Christ. "When he (the Spirit] is
come, he will convict the world in respect of
sin. and of righteousness, and of judgment: of
sin. because they believe not on me: of right­
eousness, because I go to the Father: of judg­
ment. because the prince of this world hath been
judged.” The preaching of sin, of righteous­
ness, and of judgment, should be premised on
the facts of Christ’s rejection by the world, his
ascension to the throne of his kingdom, and his
conquest of Satan and his senants. Paul doubt­
less preached Christ Jesus, and with n view to
Hie needs of his auditors, deduced these prac­
tical lessons. Paul preached "righteousness
Io a notoriously unjust judge, self-control to
the guilty, self-indulgent pair, and ‘the judgment
tn come’ to these two who thought that they
could do anything with impunity."

Conscience was Awakened.
“And as he [Paul] reasoned . . . Felix

trembled." “Nothing could have been more
terrifying than ... to drive home what
was said by depicting the judgment to come."
“Then came the crisis in Felix's history, ‘He
became terrified.’ The metal Is at melting point:
what shape will it take? All depends on the
next few seconds. Will he yield or will be
resist?" Paul appealed, "Turn to Christ!”

BIBLE SCHOOL PROBLEMS.

4. Discipline.
(Continued.)

Discipline is another word for order, and
order is necessary If good work is to be done.
Ao specific rules can be given that will suit
every particular case. Sometimes rowdiness is
due to one cause and sometimes to another. The
superintendent is the one who can nnd should
do most to maintain good order. If lie is noisy
In his methods it will be likely to influence the
school and make it noisy. One great thing to
keep disorder away Is preparedness. If the
superintendent lias prepared his programme
thoroughly. If the teacher has his lesson at his
linger tips, it will make all the difference in the
maintenance of good order. Again, It will help
the teacher if he is interrupted as little as poss­
ible during the lesson period. Let the offering
lie taken before the lesson commences so that
there will be no break at wliat might prove to
be a critical moment in the lesson period.

In spite of every effort made to avoid it,
trouble will occasionally crop up. Often one
boy or girl can destroy Hie discipline of a whole
class. The teacher will need much tact, patience
and kindness in dealiug with such individuals.
I believe tliat the best way to deal with such a
boy or girl is to seek a personal interview with
them.

In one particular case that came under our
notice a boy who had been giving a great deal
of trouble was visited by his teacher. Through
the visit his teacher was able to make the boy
feel that he loved him and had faith in him,
with the result that the scholar settled down to
steady work, and is to-day one of the brightest
and best boys In that school.
5. The Problem of the Adolescent.

We still talk a great deal about the “problem
of the adolescent," but in reality there is no
such problem so far as Bible School work Is con­
cerned. Hie problem lies deeper, nnd in the
Iasi analysis. Is a question of leadership. How
often it happens that when a class of boys has
discouraged teacher after teacher, and rather
lake a pride in it, the right teacher has finally
come along and the problem has disappeared.

However, the question is one that cannot be
easily settled. On one occasion a public speaker
in a Bible School convention told the admiring
audience just wliat to do with boys. Toward
the close of his address, however, he was inter­
rupted by a good woman In the audience who
had seven boys of her own and, ns is usual In
such a case, knew something about boys. Inter-
rupling llu- ipi-xkcr. a-fc-xl.

In more than one of our churches the drift
of our senior scholars has been stopped by the
formation of wliat for a heller term we may call
junior Bible Classes. Call them by any name
you wish so long as you farm the class. A class
of young people organised In this way helps to
tide over the critical school-leaving period and
Io keep the voting people in touch with the school
and the church. To all those who arc particu­
larly Interested In this department of the work.
the book by Cynthia Pearl Maus, one of our
youth workers in America, will prove both In­
teresting, helpful and suggestive. Its title is
“Youth and the Church." 

6. Heaping lhe Harvest.
It Is one thing to secure a good attendance of

scholars at Bible School and to give instruction;
it Is quite another thing to lead our scholars to
a definite decision for Christ. Some schools seek
to do so by regular decision days; others plan
these only when they think that the time Is ripe.
The Ideal school, of course, Is the school where
every teacher is a soul-winner, who is endeavor­
ing to lead his pupils to Christ. This is as it
should be. Sometimes, however, teachers do
not feel able to do this work, and so other ef­
forts must be made to win the scholars to Christ.
Personally, wc have found that It Is a great
thing to bring the young people to the Lord's
day evening service, nnd there put before them
the challenge of the Christian life. Tlds can
he done by a special service arranged In such
a way ns to make an appeal to young people.
Tn-ilny the church finds two-thirds of her mem­
bership in the Bible School, but she loses over
half of those whom she teaches year by year in
the school. That leakage is a great challenge
to us all. nnd wc should not rest content until
wc have made things very much better tlian they
are at present.

WHAT IS TEACHING?
Gregory says, “Teaching is arousing and using

the pupil’s mind to grasp and hold a given truth";
also. “Learning Is thinking into one’s own under­
standing a new truth or Idea." The best teachers
are not those who Impart the most knowledge to
their pupils, but those who create in their pupils
the deepest hunger for knowledge and an am­
bition to acquire it for themselves. Captain
Shaw, the best public-school teacher I ever had.
was not the one who taught me the most, but
the one who made me hungry to know.

Only n small part of the Sunday School teach­
ing can be put Into words. Teaching Is not
putting facts into other people’s heads, as you
put apples intn a basket. In the Last analysis.
Hut only Is teaching, in Christian work, which
finds expression In life. Beal teaching Is not
training a mind, but the training of a life.—
Marlon Lawrence.

Don’t miss reading it because
it is longer than our usual paragraphs. Baramati
Is one of our indigenous churches, and is a
testimony to the faithfulness and success of our
workers in India.

ANNUAL REPORT OF THE BARAMATI
CHURCH.

From Oct. 1. 1927, to Sept. 30, 1928.
Services.—The church services were regularly

attended by the members, who also did not
miss to break the bread and to drink the cup
every Sunday. Some were encouraged to at­
tend the services by visiting them personally.

Prayer Meetings.—This year we have started
a new method of conducting Wednesday prayer
meetings, and by this method most all the
young teachers and others arc attending the
meeting with pleasure. Indian people arc fond
of bhojans and kirtnns. We have started our
prayer meetings with full use of bliojan.

Evangelist.—The Baramati church has em­
ployed a new evangelist during this year. So
far he lias done a good service among the Hindus
and Mohammedans of Bori village. Mr. John
Horse is an experienced, strong, capable hand in
the out-villages. We are very pleased with his
work nt Bori.

Mr. and Mrs. Ennlss were present al
the Sunday School teachers’ conference, and
several encouraging points we got from them.
They had a tea party with us on their visit to
Baramati.

The Christian Endeavor Society among the
orphan boys Is going on regularly.

Church Treasury.—This was very poor several
times during the year, but by faithful prayers
we got help from our generous missionary bro­
thers amt sisters, so at the end of the year our
balance sheet shows that we are doing well, and
not having any debt on the church.

one house of Rs. 350. (3) Baramati; one house
of Rs. 150. Sanscr house we are going to sell
to the mission, ns the church building fund will
be of short in near future to be used.

1.3 nre In different places for education; 81 are
nt Baramati.

Adherents.—Adults. 12; Orphan boys, 32;
Other children, 25; Total, 69.

Mission Connection.—Tliis church is in con­
nection with Australian Churches of Christ
mission, and we got Rs. 20 l*.M. from this mis­
sion towards the salary of our Bori preacher.

Foreign Mission Day. This day was observed
on July I, ami Ils. 129 were collected on the
occasion.

Gifts.- Mr. and Mrs. Ennlss gave Rs. 110 to
the Baramati church for Indian musical instru­
ments. We nre enjoying our bhojans mid
kirtnns on those same musical instruments. We
nre very thankful for their generous gift.

The Desire of the Church.—The local mem­
bers of the Baramati church strongly desire to
stand on their own legs, and it will be done
when our members will pay a sufllcicnt dona­
tion for this work. Our desire is to possess
the chapel and the ground surrounding it. about
39 guiiths. Also 21 gunths land of the cemetery.
burial place. We have applied for this, mid
hope Io get a favorable reply from the home
boa rd.

Church Building Fund.—For the last three
years we arc collecting money for the extension
of the chapel: still £50 wanted.

Dhond United Mela. Our church takes part in
the united incla al Dhond with other missions.

Dhond Conference. —Australian Churches of
Christ Mission has proposed a conference of
the churches of this mission, to be held at Dhond
every year Io consider the questions regarding
the churches. Our Baramati church has taken
n leading in the conference from the last year.
