in humanity was then declared as it could
be in no other way. Childhood was
honored as it could not otherwise be, ami
the love which is out-poured al this season
on the children owes its inspiration to the
Child of the manger. The wise men
brought their gifts to the new-born Jesus.
Here is the source of our Christmas giv­
ing. We give to friends, to dear one-, at
heme or separated from us; to the children
in our schools; to the sick in hospitals; to
the |)oor and needy. There is a time of
the year when no one minds an extra appeal
for those who are poor and needy. That
time is Christmas; and what a fine and prac­
tical thing it is that there should be this
feeling of a common humanity and a joy
in giving and sharing if only for one short
season.

Christmas is a time of peace and goodwill.
Are we catching the spirit of Christmas?
This year we have had some world ad­
vances towards greater peace and goodwill
among the nations. Behind these move­
ments is the spirit of the Prince of Peace.
Our Industrial Peace Conference was an
appropriate introduction to a Christmas
season. Whatever makes peace, harmony
and goodwill comes from God. Christmas
--peaks to us of God's interest in man and
his desire for peace and reconciliation. To
take Christmas seriously is to consider
what tte can do in the way of furthering
the cause of peace.

Above all. to take Christmas seriously is
to show in our lives an appreciation of the
great gift of God, and of the purpose of
the incarnation. We cannot separate Beth­
lehem from Calvary, for the very purpose
of the coming of the Son of man was to
give his life a ransom for many. To live
in appreciation of the great condescension
of the Son of God is the onlv way to take
Christmas seriously. We must catch ami
manifest the spirit of humility, self-sacrifice
and love which prompted him to <ome not
to be ministered unto but to minister. He
must le the inspiration not alone of our
Chri'tmas giving 1 nt of our life of service
fur God and humanity.

The calendars of the world are crowded
with great days. But it is significant that
the greatest day in the calendar is that which
marks the birth of the Babe of Bethlehem.
This is a day in the calendar of humanity,
a day dedicated to childhood and the home,
and all the world falls under its spell. The
most bitter enemies of Jesus arc compelled.
in defiance of their own wills, to render
him a certain homage. The world centres
its festivity, its kindness, its generosity, its
abandonment to the children’s joy, and its
good-will, in his birthday. A modern wise
man and philosopher has urged men to hitch
their waggons to a star. Did he overlook
the fact that the notable wise men who did
that were led by the star to a manger?

What spaces lie between star and manger!
What daring imagination has joined them
so intimately? Who has been so venture­
some as to unite the highest in heaven with
the lowest on earth? Yet, though nations
have risen and fallen ; though arts, sciences
and philosophies have waxed and waned;
though wars, tumults, and shakings have
swept their tornado path down the ages.
the story of Bethlehem's Babe has crept
ever nearer the hearts of men, and lighted
with fadeless joy the sanctuaries of their
homes.

The nativity of Jesus changed the chron­
olog)’ of the world. That Child, born in
poor circumstances, without sword or pen,
divided the story of mankind into before
and after! In that manger lay an influence
—ineffable and appealing—that liberated.
like the winds of Elmos, at length would
change the moral and spiritual climate of
the earth. Small wonder that countless
multitudes gather round the cradle.

The Bible is full of surprises. Probably
it contains none half as surprising as this.
Try to imagine the mental shock experi­
enced by the shepherds, the wise men, by
Herod. Could liuman fanev conceive of
associating a great king with a peasant
woman's babe? Let us not blame the wise
men if they hesitated a moment at the top
of the street. They were kings seeking
a king. They rode in pomp and finery.
That back street set on cither side with
the narrow and commonplace houses of
the poor was no street for the dwelling of
a king! It means much that they went on
in obedience to the leadership of the star.
God chooses insignificant things through
which to work, and in his wisdom the Beth­
lehem cradle is greater than Bethlehem
steel. While battle plans perish poems
live. War songs die. hut folk songs are
immortal. Let us get back to the cradle
and stand in awe with the wise men.

Read again the chapter telling the birth
of Jesus. Shut out all your theories and
let the simple majesty of its beauty tell it­
self to your heart. You will enter once
more the soul of youth with a scum* of re­
birth into your earlier, better, blither self

It will awaken within you the child that
is never wholly lost, but only blurred in
the man or the woman. That story tells
us we arc of finer stuff than that to which
old Time's power has transformed us; and
that in what men call dreamland lies the
true home of the soul. That the secret of
life—too simple to be found out—is to use
the powers of a man in the faith of a child ;
to combine the child sense of wonder and
joy with the hard facts with which experi­
ence makes us familiar.

No other birth has stamped such an im­
pression on the world. The efforts of
enemies of the Christian faith to destroy the
sanctities of this joyous memorial have been
in vain. This festival alone is cosmopoli­
tan. Each nation celebrates its own heroes,
this day the world brings its homage to the

feet of the Babe, and all grades and classes
clasp hands over the cradle memories of
Bethlehem.

‘The Mag> have a special claim for study
kcausc their visit is said to mark the mani­
festation of Christ to the Gentiles. To
the children everywhere these wise men
have a peculiar interest owing to the fact
that they were the inventors of Christmas
presents, a custom which has continued
without intermission from their day. and
one which will remain in operation, doubt­
less, till the last syllable of recorded time.
Probably, however, many who adopt the
pleasant custom give little thought to the
Magi. The period of Christmas, always
regarded by Christians with the deepest
devotion, has influenced many who in other
respects do not closely follow the teachings
of the church. Never before was there
a time when its message of 'peace on earth
and good-will to men' was more valuable or
more necessary than to-day, nor was there,
perhaps, ever previously more opportunity
for generous giving, in love and unselfish­
ness, not only of material gifts, but of those
sympathies and kindnesses which heal
wounds and attract friends.

“Many of the ancient historians tell of
a conviction in the East, derived from an­
cient prophecies, that ere long a powerful
monarch would arise in Judea and gain
dominion over the world. So these wise
men would sec in the infant king the des­
tined Lord of the world. That the phe­
nomenon of a new star should be inter­
preted as the signal of the coming King
was in strict accordance with the belief of
their age.

“Now it so happens, although the exact
year in which Christ was born is not ascer­
tainable from Scripture, yet, within a few
years of what must, on any calculation, have
been the period of his birth, there un doubt-
Cflly did appear a phenomenon in the hea-
'cns that could not possibly have escaped
the observation of an astrological people.
* hi .December 17. 1603, there occurred a
conjunction of the two largest planets.
Saturn and Jupiter. In the following spring
they were joined by Mars, and in Septem­
ber, 1604, there appeared between Mars
and Saturn, a new star of the first mag­
nitude, which, after shining for a whole
year, gradually waned in March, 1606, and
finally disappeared. Brownowski, the
pupil of Kepler, who first noticed it. de-
-'cribes it as sparkling with an interchange
. colors like a diamond, and as not being
■n any way nebulous or offering any analogy
,r> a comet.
,. Kepler. by calculating backward—and
. 5 has been verified by other independent
,nvestigators—discovered that such a
Phenomenon had happened just after the
.ate of the birth of Christ. Such a con­
junction would at once have been inter-
prct^ by the Chaldean observers as in­

dicating the.approach of some memorable
event, and since it occurred in the constel­
lation which was supposed by astrologers
to be immediately connected with the for­
tunes of Judea, it would naturally turn
their thoughts in that direction. The form
of their interpretation would be moulded
both by the astrological opinions of the
Jews—which distinctly point to this very
conjunction as an indication of the expecta­
tion of a Messiah—and by the expectation
of a Deliverer, which was so widely spread
at the period in which they lived."

There arc other stars and other wise
men in our land, and in all lands to-day.
There is a star in the east, a star of pro­
mise for every wise man, and this star, if
followed, will lead to Jesus Christ just as

It costs
us our sin and our worldincss; it costs us
the poignant sorrow of separation from
father and mother, brother and sister,
houses and lands: it means, in so many
cases, a complete break with life-long and
cherished associations: it means the sacri­
fice of all we have upon the altar of con­
secration: but if we do this we are wise
men, modern Magis who have followed the
star and found the Saviour. In these lat­
ter days we know other wise men who can
tell a beautiful and a wondrous story of
how their consecration to Christ has changed
all life for them and their loved ones. Shall
not our ambition be to covet the appellation
of “The Other Wise Men”?

What was it that inspired the Magi every
step of their long journey? What was it
that prevented them from turning back?
What was it that sustained and heartened
them through delay and peril and opposi­
tion? Nothing but the hope of seeing
Jesus, of realising the fulfilment of their
life’s desire.

THE GREAT INTERCESSORY PRAYER.

(John 17.)

Tin- last wonts of counsel and comfort had
been spoken; Hie last notes of the hymn had
died away, but before they go out into the dark­
ness they stand silent in that room the room
that will lie ever to them a sacred memory.
There was the (aide with (lie remnants of that
wonderful feast—the bread and wine—at which
thirteen luid sal down, but which closed with
only twelve. There also was the basin, the
pitcher, the towel, associated now with the Mas­
ter’s act of humble service. One thing re­
mained to complete the picture: prayer, "'these
words spake Jesus, and lifted up his eyes to hea­
ven, ami said, Father, the hour is come.”

The prayer that follows reveals in a pre­
eminent degree the Inner sanctuary of the soul
of Jesus. We see the Lord consecrating him­
self as the victim to be offered on the altar for
man’s redemption. We are made conscious that
we arc in the presence of One whose communion
with the Father is perfect, mid with awe and
reverence we enter on what is holy ground. Let
us notice

men, God's gift to him, were to be his ambas­
sadors to the world- -the world of unbelief that
will oppose, but still the world that Is to lie
won to faith in him and salvation. I he method
is to be by incarnation, which is the method ot
divine redemption. This involves not only
"God in Christ reconciling the world jinto him­
self," but Christ continuing himself in a new
incarnation in the lives of his own people. 'Hie
prayer of Jesus becomes a great evangelistic and
missionary challenge. "That the world may
come to believe” is the passionate prayer of our
Lord. The promised Holy Spirit was in view of
this great task, mid the prayer that the apostles
might be kept, sanctified and unified is in order
to the same great end. How, then, can anyone
oppose missions, or be even coldly indifferent
Io the great cause that lay so near the heart
of the Master we serve? The glory of the
church must ever he her missionary witness;
her shame, alas, is her case and indifference in
face of (he world's need mid the revealed will
of her Lord.

IHn Divlnr Consciousnesn.
That memorable night had opened with Jesus

on his knees, girt with a towel, washing the
feet of men. The attitude Is that of a servant
of men. but John is careful to tell us that "Jesus
knew that the Father had given all tilings into
his liamls, mid that he came from God and went
to God." Now, as we conic Io the closing scene,
we arc faced with the fad of the same conscious­
ness. “Lifting up his eyes Io heaven he said,
lather," The memory of Hint altitude and
voice of intimacy would be to the disciples a
pncioiis legacy. The Father to him was such
a reality that Hies would find it the sheet-anchor
of their faith for all time. The words of the
prayer reveal the same thing more clearly;
"Thou hast given him authority over all flesh.
that he should give eternal life to as many as
thou hast given him." He brackets knowledge
of himself with that of God ns the condition of
enjoying eternal life. He claims that by a
completed work lie has glorified God. He speaks
of having bun sent from God, mid of "the glory
I had with thee before (he world was.” Here
is a clear revelation of the pre-existence of the
Son of God, of the incarnation and redemptive
work of Christ for men. i'or what and for
whom docs Christ pray in such an hour? The
prayer moves in three spheres, and a glance at
cadi may be of help.
Ills Prayer fur Himself (1-5).

lie prays for himself, "Glorify thy Son.” and
yd only for himself that tin- world may he en­
riched mid saved. It Is a prayer of perfect
communion. Seven things Jimis affirms he
had done: (I) Glorified God; (2) Finished Hie
work given to him; (3) Revealed God's name
to men; ill Kept those given to him; (5) Sent
them forth on a world mission; Hi) Given to
them God's word: (7) Given to them the glory
given to him. Only one prayer "Glorify thy
Son” is for himself. Self-consciousness Is at
its sincerest in the presence of death, or at the
throne of God. Who could have imagined such
words, or who dared to put such claims into
human lips? They attest themselves ns genu­
ine. You can feel the holy intensity as he
prays that liis own might be sanctified In view
of their world mission: “As thou didst send me
into the world, even so have I also sent them
into the world.”

The Dual movement of the prayer reaches out

to all believers, to "those who believe through
their word." Our faith rests ultimately on
their word. For them and the whole true church
of God—"Those whom thou hast given me”
Christ prays: “lhat they all may be one; even
as thou. Father, art in me, and I in thee, that
they also may be in us; that the world may be­
lieve that thou didst send me.” The burden on
the heart of Christ was that men mid women
should first of all be united in truth to him mid
the lather, mid that thus being one In him
they might become one with each other. Too
often In studying this word, and presenting a
plea for Christian milmi, It is presented as if
a common creed, a common name, common or­
dinances observed, would fullll this prayer. These
might all exist, mid there he no such’ unity as
is here pictured. Christ goes to the root of
the matter when he insists upon union with
himself mid God us (he basic thing. “Sanctify
them in the truth; thy word Is truth." Such
spiritual unity arising from a common birth
from above, and a common life from the Spirit
«if God, will lead to a visible union which will
be Hie mother of faith. Al sonic stages the
church has attained a colossal unity, but not
being based on Truth, became Hie cause of un­
belief and protest.

The "glury'*
given by Christ to his church would be'the right
to "suffer with him" in going out ns the sent
of God for man’s salvation. Such glory docs
lead to unity with Christ and the Father; unity
in the great purpose for which Christ came and
died; unity in the task for which the church
prays. “Thy will be done on earth as it is In
heaven." Let us give a demonstration of this
unity, and it will be a great contribution to the
wider union for which wc long and pray.

The Believer’i* Glorification (21-26).
Beyond the prayer lhat his disciples might

be kept, sanctified and unilied, one thing the
heart craves to know. What shall be the con­
summation of this union with Christ?

H1NRICHSEN-STEWART MISSION, ROCKHAMPTON, QU).

Never before have the missioners seen such
striking answers to prayer. All over Australia
there were earnest Christians praying that God
would bless the work. The workers in the
Held could feel the assurance of prayer. They
wish all who prayed to know that God. in a way
beyond imagination, was listening and answering.

We entered Rockhampton knowing that a
tremendous task confronted us. Although we
have gone to altout twenty new fields for mis­
sions, there were always a few to assist. In
the city of Rockhampton there was not one
soul to assist. The missioners were strangers
and were viewed with suspicion on every hand.
Everything had to be paid for very dearly. The
vacant block on which we pitched our tent was
only granted after agreeing to pay £tl per week.
'I he pitching and arranging of the tent was
no small task for the few hands available. It
was late on Saturday afternoon when the tent
was pitched. After that the missioners had to
commence placing handbills in the letter boxes.
In this way it is estimated that each of the
missioners walked between twenty and twenty­
fisc miles each Saturday for several weeks. There
was no one to assist for a time.

On the first Sunday morning there were five
people present, i.c, Bro. and Sister Manning.
Bro. Stewart, and Bro. and Sister Hinrichsen.
When the lime for the evening meeting arrived
there was much anxiety as to what kind of
meeting would be held. It was fairly well
attended, and the attendances have been grow­
ing every Sunday night since. There were 111
decisions the first week, and Bro. Manning was
kept very busy arranging for baptisms and in­
structing candidates. He did his work mag­
nificently.

On the first night a lorry load of people
motored from Mt. Morgan (mure than twenty
miles <listar>t). The whole twenty have since
come into the church, as well as others from
flat town. Rockhampton people .seemed to be
starving spiritually. Again and again men and
women, with tears in their ryes, have said.
“This is what we have been looking for for
years." Others said, "Why didn’t you come
years ago?”

When progress was being made it was neces­
sary to think about a block of land and a build­
ing. "1 lie Church Extension Committee had
kindly made available 13(M», but this was not
sufficient in a city. At this stage Bro. Winter.
who lives marly four hundred miles from here,
visited Rockhampton. He very kindly made
available £50(1. He lias also made generous
gifts. ’Ihis encouraged the workers. Owing
to God’s blessing upon the mission It was felt 

that a central site should 1h- secured, hence extra
money was needed. Again, God sent a brother
to the rescue. Bro. Peers, who is a member
of the church at Brighton. Vic., was in Rock­
hampton, and he volunteered to loan a further
£400. These amounts, along with some £2W»

seemed like a miracle for men to offer to loan
money in these days of financial stress.

The beautiful open bap­
tistery made of white-glazed tiles is one of the
most attractive (if not the most attractive) in
Australia. The platform is near the street, thus
making It possible to have a school-hall at the
rear, separated by a movable partition.

We thank all who have helped financially or
in any other way.

Wendorf (President of Sisters’ Conference), who
is really responsible for the mission being con­
ducted. also assisted by attending to the ladies
who were immersed. She had the honor of
turning the key of the chapel, and was pre­
sented with a gold key in honor of the occasion.
The preacher and some of the Bundaberg mem­
bers rendered some assistance early in tin- effort.

For the whole effort ami the wonderful re­
sults we thank God and lake courage ns we enter
other new fields (I Thess. 5: 25).

The next field to be entered is to be Kedron.
This is a very different type of field, being a
new suburb of Brisbane. The delightful thing
in connection with this effort is that it is to
be financed by the church at Albion. This is
surely in harmony with New Testament leach­
ing a church branching out and starting a new
cause. The selfish idea of one big church is
not there. This is the first case of its kind In
our experience.

The llc.itHudes arc the blessings that Christ
diclarcs nt the beginning of his Sermon on the
Jloiint. Jesus Is formally calling an iipostolalc;
ami Inking the twelve up Into the mountain, he
iklivers this sermon as an ordination address.
It is, ns some call it. the .Magna Charta of the
kingdom of heaven, and sets down the standard
of kingcraft and obedience.

Tlic object of this kingdom, we can see, is
The Weal of its Subjects.

Xot n command or requirement but lias its
"Blessed I" Now. our weal ns Christ's subjects
—what Is it? First, our blessedness Is essen­
tially spiritual. It consists in being what we
should, ami not in getting what we can. Second.
our weal is not in a "mere aristocracy of natural
virtue." It runs down to “ye poor." “ye that
hunger," and “ye that weep"; that is, to those
whose natural condition reflects—and partly
causes- these inner qualities. Then it mounts
up tn the qualities more natural to the high­
born great—to mercy and to peacemaking. The
total good is that common to no natural class.
.Ind last, it docs not consist, on the other hand,
in qualities of common morality. Jesus docs
not say. “Blessed arc the truthful" or “the
honest" or "the moral." "The common virtues
arc. <>f course, quite indispensable: but there is
something beyond these—first a sense of need
of something far better and higher, then a hun­
gering and thirsting after it, and as a neces­
sary consequence some attainment of it." Can
llic man of common morals, their, be “ns good as
any Christian"?

To sec the specific qualities of (he Christian
morality and their blessings, let us read

The Beatitudes In Detail:
"Blessed are ye poor!" Is our poverty a vir­

tue. and our wealth a crime? Sometimes; and
sometimes quite the reverse. Jesus is talking
of the "poor in spirit”—those who feel their
spiritual poverty, and not a moral sufllcicncy.

"Blessed are they that mourn, for they shall
be comforted."

And as
she stood there in lhe cold she wept because she
had nothing to give him. Then, as she wept.
out of the ground at her feet there grew a beau­
tiful white flower whose petals were Hushed with
pink. It was the first Christmas rose. And
the little girl heard a soft voice speaking to
her. It was the voice of an angel, and it asked
her why she was so sad. She told him how she
longed to see the Baby King, and how she had
no gift to give him. Then the angel showed
her the beautiful Hower at her feet. He hade
her pluck it ami carry it to the Baby King, and
he told her that the beautiful white flower was
her pure desire and the pink flush her heart’s
love for the Baby.

It was getting dusk last Christmas Eve when

the hospital cook came to me and said, “There
is something crouching down in the corner of
the kitchen; it will neither speak nor move.
Will you come and see what it is?" I followed
In r, and sure enough, there was something which
looked like a heap of dirty rags.
A Pitiful Story.

I spoke, but got no answer, so gently touched
(he heap; then it turned, and I saw it was a
little girl aged about fourteen. Iler pinched
little face was black and blue with bruises, and
her hair, matted and thin, was hanging anyway.
I .spoke again, but got n<> answer, so I said that
We I.new that she was destitute and had come
to us for help, but that if site did not tell us
something about herself we should not be able
to do much for her. Then she told us a pitiful
story. She had been brought from the district
of Foochow, and had been sold to a family out­
side tin Wist Gate of the city here to Ik- the
future wife of one of the sons. She had to
work hard in the field; and as she was md able
to do all the work required of her. she was often
beaten and kept without food. At last she ran
away mid took refuge in a neighbor's house, and
stayed there till she fi It stronger, and then re­
turned, hut was received with such cruelly that
she ran away again, begging for food and sleep­
ing wherever she could find a shelter, under a
hedge or in a shed. On Christnuis Eve, as she
was begging from an old woman, she said how-
ill she fill, and this woman told her to come
to the hospital, and as she did not know her
way came with her as far ns the door which
happened to be open, and she slipped in.
And Its Happy Sequel.

Well. I am glad to say vve very soon made her
clean and comfortable. She was in a terrible
condition, mid hud symptoms of lung trouble.
Two days Inter wi sent to the address she gave
ns ami found that her story was quite true.
'the people who had bought lire said that they
did not want her, mid if we sent her back they
would not take live in. She developed serious
symptoms a few days after she was admitted
io hospital, and we fraud that she could not
get better; but '.lie rallied, and is still with us,
mid we are Ihinl.ing of training her for a hos­
pital worker. She is looking very bonnie and
wi ll now. It is rather tlinii-ult to leach her to
read as ’.he cannot speak this dialect properly
yet. Poor little girl, she had never heard about
the love of God Im-hi re she came to us. but she
knows something about it now; and the other
day. in her quaint little way, said, “It must alt
be true what you till me. or you could not he so
good to me as yon all are hire, and it must have
1 i n God who led me to the hospital.*' Miss A.

“MERRY CHRISTMAS,** CHINESE GIRL.
“Merry Christinas" was the nickname given to

a little Chinese girl who came to our school for
the blind in (ainton live years ago She was a
forlorn little thing, wept nearly the whole (lay-
while the other children were so gay. Poor
cliikl. vve did not blame her, for how could she
know that these .strangers would treat her well'.’
True, they were missionaries, but she did not
know the kindness of their hearts. Many little
blind girls in China are sold to a wicked, cruel
mistress. Did she not have reason to dread
that her mother had rid herself of a blind, use­
less little girl, leaving her with those who might
beat her and make her beg or sing upon the
streets? Smallpox, that disease which is so
common, mid to which all may be exposed, had
deprived her of one of God's best gifts, sight.

A rattle-hall from the Christmas tree nt last
diverted her attention and she was quieted. That
was live years ago. This year, “Merry Christ­
mas'* was sick, and Miss Burlingame writes:
“•.Merry Christmas* was in the hospital heri­
tor some time, and Mrs. Ings said she did not
like to have her leave, because she was teaching
tin- other children the Ten Commandments and
the Lord's Prayer, mid so many- good things of
her own accord. She thought that she was a
very good little missionary."

Five years have imide a gnat change in the
life of “Merry Christmas." She has learned the
dilhrcnec between the missionaries and the
cruel mistress of “blind singing girls,” for she
has been treated tenderly mid taught from the
Word of God about the love of Jesus. This year
sin united with the church, confessing her faith
in Jesus as her Saviour. Docs tills not make
her name appropriate. “Merry Christmas”?

On December 9. at Dhond, India, a little son
was born Io Nellie and Andrew Hughes, our
missionaries In India. The following telegram
conveyed this welcome announcement: “A little
son arrived.
