recognition of our need of men who would
devote their lives to the ministry of the
word. No extreme positions were taken or
half-baked suggestions made. The call to
men to use their talents—whether in the
sphere of public speech, teaching in State
Schools, music, visitation, canvassing, or
other avenues—in the service of the Master
was strongly made. The appeal was not a
one-sided one. There was no urging volun­
teering for one form of service, but simply
to a use of such talents and opportunities
as are given to us.

It may be that that for which we can most
easily get the greatest number of recruits
is a platform position. There are a tew
who seem to think that "mutual ministry”
implies the turning of every male into a
speaker—as if the Ixxly of Christ could be
all mouth! If a man teaches a class, if he
act as janitor or usher, if he visit the sick
or help the needy, that is a ministry of which
any one might be proud, rhe desirable
thing is that each one spend himself in ser­
vice for the Master.
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The unused talent.
It is true that, to our loss, we are not

making to-day the same effective use >f
brethren in public speech as we once did.
In most churches of a generation ago there
were men who could carry on the work in
the absence of a regular preacher. There
arc some large congregations to-day which
would have great difficulty in filling the
platform effectively from their own mem­
bership. Such a condition of things should
not be allowed to continue. We never
wish to see the past reinstated in its entirety.
Men who had no excuse whatever for oc­
cupying a platform were allowed to perform
to the injury of the cause. But because
some people went to one extreme is no valid
reason for our going to another. A one-
man mini-try in public speech is not good
for the church. T here is a great amount
of talent lying idle or comparatively so.
Expansion in the work is easily possible if
we can utilise this talent. The Methodist
Church owes its strength largely to the ser­
vices of its local preachers. Once we talked
of our convictions and our practice in this
regard. We may still have the convictions,
but we have not nearly as much of the prac­
tice as we should have. It is idle to seek
to blame the preacher a- if he were rcsjM.»n-
sible for the change. Doubtless there have
been, ami pos-ibly -till are. some preachers
who think they should monopolise the plat­
form (we have one in mind who was wont
to call the church platform “my plat­
form"!): but the men of the church have
the reined) in their own hands, if they will
exercise their power.
Prerequisites to success.

If the aims of the newly-formed “Chris­
tian Men'- \--ociation" are to be realised,
then, it seems to its. two things will have to
I c carefully noted.

tion and diligent preparation. We do not 



want slopj’) >crvice. The manner of carry­
ing out our platform duties is much bet­
ter to-day than once it was; but we are
sadly below the standard which should be
reached. W’e have presidents who come
late or walk on to the platform unprepared,
or who never plan the service. There are
readers who think that naming words
(sometimes misnaming them) is sufficient
for edification. There are addresses given
which cost nothing or next to nothing. For
mtn willing to qualify for public position,
there ought to be abundance of opportunity
given. There should be opportunities for
training for service. But no one who is
not prepared to do his best, who will not
seek to use such opportunities and carefully
prepare, should be allowed to inflict an
unoffending congregation. But let us en­
courage ever the willing worker.

The second point is, that the fundamental
thing i> service in the local church. Men
who wish to render what is called,brother­
hood service should qualify for that by faith­
ful and diligent work at home. Whatever
needs t > be done there should be regarded
a* a prized opportunity and a means of self-
help as well as of helpfulness to others.
What is done for the home church in the
humble-l sphere should be well done, care­
fully prepared, and never performed in a
slip-shod manner. Then, when the more
spectacular platform work, in the local
t lunch or a wider sphere, presents itself.
that may hr undertaken with a certain de­
gree of hopefulness. In service for Christ
a- in all earthly service it holds good that
"In that is faithful in a little is faithful also
in much.” Let tis not repine that great
opp triunities are not ours, if we arc ne­
glecting uch opportunities as we have. It
• houhl he added that, in our judgment, there
should be much more care t » prepare our
young nun for service in the local church
than generally appears to be taken. Not
all mug mt n may be able to take advantage
of clas-t-. or assistance proffered, but a
number will do so. W'e have in all or
nearly all of <»tir churches a group of con-
• ••crated young people, men and women,
who would I t tdad to improve themselves
and to '•■rve Chri t and the church. W’e
cannot neglect them or dispense with their
talent and prosper as we might.

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What Makes a Church Great?
A Great Programme.

H. G. Harward.

A great programme is the third test of
greatness in the church. Its mission is
world-wide. It operates among all classes
and'under varying conditions. Il is the
biggest co-operative society in existence. In
its service it has a place for one and two
talented people, as well as for the gifted
live talented folk. It is engaged in big
business. To be a member of the church.
a partner in this great and wonderful
society, probably means far more than we
have yet realised. The Master has left
us to carry on his work. The extent to
which we arc doing so will depend upon the
programme of activities on the part of the
local congregation or group of congrega­
tions.

Political parties present their platforms
for the consideration of citizens. This is
their programme of proposed legislation.
Business organisations plan their work well
ahead, preparing for the need and demand
of new seasons or changing conditions. 1 low
rarely is the work of the church definitely
planned, and how indefinite the programme
of its activities.

In a Queensland town the writer saw a
young man riding a bicycle. Ik* was in a
shop window, and supposed to be under the
influence of hypnotism. He pedalled for
hours but he got nowhere. There was move­
ment but no progress. He finished where
he began. What wasted energy! The same
amount of effort, rightly directed, would
haw taken him many miles through that
great State.

The church aims at nothing and hits it.
We fail to arrive because we are not really
going anywhere. Even if there is some
sort of a programme, it is so limited that
it is unworthy of s » big a community of
interests. It is saddening to sec a man of
strong physique, not really destitute, en­
gaged in selling peanuts or shoe laces. He
should be doing something more worthy
of hi-- manhood. And it is even more heart-
I leaking to sec a church concerned only
with the trivial things, when it should l.c
putting resolute hands and warm hearts to
the bigger tasks.

What a programme Jesus had! How his
eye- must have filled ami his voice thrilled
as he announced it to the folks in his own
hi me town of Nazareth. "'rhe Spirit of
the Lord is upon me, because he has
anointed me to preach . . heal . .
deliver . . to proclaim the acceptable
war of the Lord." And he kept to his pro­
gramme. Neither the opposition of
enemies n r the unfaithfulness of friends
e mid keep him from that.

In our work there i> still room for and
need of more men whose lives are wholly
devoted to preaching the gospel. There
is ever the divine challenge to this sacrificial
service. Men with hearts allame with love
for the l.ord and filled with a passion for
the salvation of others arc the urgent need
of to-day.

And our programme should include the
ministry of men who are not wholly en­
gaged in evangelistic service. In our carl)
days many business men were efficient prea­
chers of the word. They often pioneered
the movement which is represented by
churches of Christ to-day. And we still
need these brethren with their gifts. It is
no sign of strength to be wholly dependent
upon the full-time preacher. The Mcthodi-t
body depends very largely upon the scrvitc
of the men of their communion to main­
tain the preaching of the gospel. This ex­
ample is worthy of imitation.

1 hese are not isolated cases. All over
the world to-night are men and women who
arc giving far, far more than money to bring
the light of life to those who sit in dark­
ness and in the shadow of death, and to
lead their fellow creatures to Jesus as their
Ix>rd and Saviour.

Christianity is costly. It always has been
costly—costly beyond any thing money
means. It cost Calvary—that was more
than money. It still must cost. A Chris­
tianity that docs not cost is a Christianity
that cannot continue.

For example, take time. Time is money.
That is true to-day, if it ever was. How-
much time are you giving to Christ? Time
has the virtue of being a gift at the dis­
posal of the poor man as much as the rich.
< )ver at Semaphore, S.A., I once met a bro­
ther who worked in the goods sheds at Port
.Adelaide—just a humble, working man.
Semaphore is ten miles from the city. But
every Sunday afternoon this working man
made that trip to the city, and walked along
North Terrace to turn in at the hospital
gates. Then he would go in and out of the
wards, passing from bed to 1x*d, speaking
to one and all, giving a smile and a word of
hearty good cheer to every sick person hr
passed. It was his gilt of time—and more.
It was a ministry that demanded grace also.
It was the altogether lovely gill of a simple,
noble-hearted working man There is no
need to say that that man is popular. lie
is more than popular—he is loved by all
who know him.

None of us is too busy. Wc must not be
ton busy. One of the slickest ideas Satan
has i> Io get a man to think that he is to >
Imsy to he a Christian, and all that that
mentis in the way of service. Nobody has
any business to be all that busy. It is too
busy to be righteous. Any man who is ton
busy to give some of his lime to Christ and
the church of Christ is too busy to be 1
Christian in any real sense of the name. It
is a sin to be as busy as all that. It is a poor
excuse to offer to a crucified Saviour.

Few men in the whole world are busier,
<>r arc called ti|»on to shoulder heavier re­
sponsibilities, than the President of the
Cnitcd States of America. Nearly fifty­
wars ago one of our own great men among
churches of Christ was president—James A.
Garfield. And even then Garfield was not
too busy or important to live out his lib
in consistent Christian service. He even
bad lime to go each week to the mid-week
nraver meeting in the lowly meeting hou-v
before which, al the lord's day meetings.
his colored coachman was obvioiish humili­
ated to be compelled to wait with the pre i 

dent’s carriage. If a man in the president's
position could find in this way time to give
to Jesus, surely we of so much lowlier sta­
tion and such vastly less responsibility can
do so too. It is chiefly a matter of good­
will on our part.

1 want to close with a question, asking it
in the name of him of whom it was said
that "though he was rich, yet for our sakes
he become poor, that we through his poverty
might become rich." It is not a question of
money. We take it for granted that you
arc giving your money : that your Christian­
ity is costing you that much. But—here
is the question: Apart from money, is your
Christianity costing you anything?

Trustworthiness of the New Testament.
The longer I study the New Testament,

the more convinced 1 become of its absolute
trustworthiness, and also of the care and
the faithful study which ought to be given
to the reading of it. The Ixaoks of which
it is composed are so wonderfully true to
the surroundings and the life and spirit «>f
the time. We who live far away, in a dif­
ferent age, accustomed to a different spirit
and different way of looking at life, think­
ing and speaking of the world differently,
find it hard to realise the full meaning of
the words.

The disciples who had been with Jesus
often perceived in later life that they had
not rightly understood what he said to them :
vet they learned from those words their
way of life. Even Peter says that in the
Epistles of Paul there are some things
which are hard to be understood. So the
Ethiopian, reading the prophet Isaiah, said:
"How can I understand except some one
shall guide me?” The true and best guide
is belief that the truth is in the words. The
worst and most deceptive of guides is the
Modernist critic, who is everywhere and al­
ways trying to find proofs of the late date
and untrustworthincss of the words.

The Christian religion is not founded 011
a falsehood, nor on a misapprehension of
facts, nor on legend, nor on half-forgotten
and exaggerated talcs. Even the words
which the disciples afterward-, in the course
of their lives, saw that they had not under­
stood at the time when Jesus spoke, those
very words arc reported exactly as they
were uttered. Christianity is the religion
of truth: it is founded on truth, absolute
and perfect truth. We cannot understand
all; hut we can understand part; we can
see in a glass darkly : and we can. like the
disciples, get life from the words.—Sir
William Ramsay.

A discriminating estimate.

Fundamentalism started on its course with a
good idea. The term also expresses a sound
and wholesome purpose. But, as has Ih-cii the
case with many other good moicmcnls, it has
proved to be ditllciill to hold to the lines marked
out by those who advanced the original pro­
gramme. It would be going too far to suggest
that the name has been emptied entirely of its
original content; and, until another term hear­
ing u similar connotation is supplied, it may
l>e well for the devout nt least to retain this one
in their v ocabtilary. It must he frankly admitted,
however, that a tendency has grown up of late
to link lids honorable name with precisely the
kind of dogmatism and intolerance which it was
designed to exclude.
Extreme Positions.

'Hie term Fundamentalism is a product of the
era of theological confusion. On the one hand
tlire wire narrow sectarians, seeking to give
their varied theological tenets and speculations
the status of essential Christian doctrine, while
tin growing school of ultra-modernists, who have
practically rejected the Scriptures as the source
of doctrinal authority, persistently confused the
issue by pointing Io the reactionary group and
their intellectual mid doctrinal Inconsistencies.
Of course, this was merely throwing dust in the
air to confuse the issue, but the ruse was never­
theless iffrctivc. Those who held a sane mid
intelligent view of the Scriptures as the Inspired
Word of God w<re continually made to bear the
odium of the fanciful speculations mid interpreta­
tions of <-\tninlsts; mid those whose radicalism
would least little or no foothold for faith were
enabled to pose as measurably orthodox, be­
cause the issue was proclaimed to be merely one
of differing Ink rprclations.

didicult. We arc under obligation to fellowship
with them- if we can for they are likewise'
travelling to the heavenly land; but we must be
prepared to find (heir narrowness, censorious­
ness, and intolerance a chastening Influence, all
along the way. It was this self-same spirit in
the churches at Galatia and nt Borne which
sorely vexed the soul of the apostle Paul. The
great conquests of Christian history have not
been due to the influence of men of destructive
theological views, neither have they been due
to fanatical extremists. The active, vital, wit­
nessing body of Christ's disciples in every age
has been made up of men and women believing
devoutly in his inspired Word; trusting humbly
in hi.'i redeeming grace; and depending solely on
the power of his life-giving Spirit. Such may­
will inquire, do I then med the added name of
Fundamentalist? It is clearly superfluous, save
in so far as it may serve to direct attention to
(he fact that, however Christians may differ in
matters of interpretation, of creed, of church
government, and in respect to organised service,
they may enjoy one great underlying bond.
which subsists in the basic redemptive truths
they hold in common. With this content, the
term would have essential value.
•‘Our Message Is Jesus Christ."

It is a striking and significant fact that those
who gathered in the recent Church Council at
Jerusalem, including md only representatives
from all countries, but also of the ancient Chris­
tian churches which seem to have so largely lost
their way. while divided on most of the themes
under discussion, could nevertheless unite in a
fairly comprehensive statement nfllrming belief
in the central truths of Bcvelatlon. It may be
true that some of the delegates accepted the de­
liverance with their own peculiar mental re­
servations, and it Is far from the intention of
this writer to suggest that divergent groups
might be brought together on any intelligent
basis of co-operation on behalf of the world's
evangelisation. Nevertheless, it appears that
no voice was lifted in support of the tenets of
modernism, ami there evidently was a prevailing
conviction that nothing less than a proclamation
of the historic doctrines would meet the nbouml
Ing spiritual need of the world to-day. The fol­
lowing extracts an- taken from this remarkable
document:

Fundamentalism.
The article on “Present Problems—Fundamen­

talism.” which appears on the opposite page is
culled from “The Biblical Recorder" edited by
Mr. P. It. Fraser, M.A. As many of our readers
know, this is one of the most conservative of
Australian journals, the editor Iwdug a staunch
believer in the Scriptures. The article originally
appeared in the Journal of the New York Bible
Institute. It is worthy of consideration in view
of the iiltra-fundamcntaiist attack on Dr. Mae-
Innis. Dean of the Los Angeles Bible Institute.
to which reference was made in last week’s issue.
Dr. Torrey and Dr. ('.ampbell Morgan vouched for
the orthodoxy of Dr. Maclnnls, while Geo. T.
B. Davis has recently written: "Having known
Dr. Maclnnls for many years. I wish to state
very positively that he stands four-square in his
theological beliefs, and is as conservative as
anyone could wish in ids theological position.
He believes absolutely in the integrity and au­
thority of the Word of God."

Regarding the Law.
Special point was given to our article In last

issue on "Will the Rejected Prayer Boid; be
Used?" by an incident which occurred during
the week. We had expressed concern lest An­
glican bishops would countenance law-breaking
and lest their example might influence others.
Four days after we wrote the utterance of one
bishop was quoted as part of a defence in a
law court. The defendant was reported as
speaking to the following effect:- "Even during
the last decade many instances could be quoted
of men and women, in all walks of life, having
set aside the legal law. when they thought the
moral law was being encroached upon. An out­
standing example.is the attitude of Lord ('arson.
who, during the war, dcllcd the British Govern­
ment and threatened to revolt with armed forces
against the Government of which hr was a part

in what he called the defence of Ulster. In
January of the present year we find that the
Bishop of Durham denied the rigid of the English
Government to veto the Prayer Rook. He said
that the House of Commons was legally right.
inasmuch as it was entitled to veto the Prayer
Book, but that did not affect the issue, because
the House of C.ommons was not morally entitled
In do so. Tlic Bishop of Durham urged the
members of the church to disregard the law. No
punishment was meted out to Lord Carson or to
the Bishop, possibly because public opinion was
in sympathy with the defenders of the mural
law rather than the strict legal code."

THE BECHET OF SUCCESS.
We have all heard of the “Philosopher’s Stone,”

that imaginary stone or mineral sought after by
the ancient alchemists as a means of transform­
ing other materials into gold. Men spent i
great deal of time looking for the magic stone.
but did not Hud it. If men would win the sir
gin gold they must diligently seek it among the
mountains and the valleys.

Just ns men searched for the Philosopher’s
Stone, so there arc those who believe that edu­
cation would be a simple process if we could but
lind the right key. So there nave been those
who pul their trust in the methods of Montes­
sori. the correlation craze, and so on. If only
the right secret could be found the work «»f
the teacher would be as simple as turning the
hands of a machine.

It is not to be denied that some such idea
prevails in some Bible Schools. There arc those
who believe that if they could only have more
elaborate premises, lilted with the latest in teach­
ing material ami equipment, success would be
theirs. Others arc carried away with the won(.
’grading," and it is only the graded school that
in their estimation can count on success. Still
others arc enamoured with the term •■trained.”
and would look for success only as the teachers
were passed threngh a period of training. Some­
times folk become so discouraged with the want
of success that they try and put the blame upon
the preacher. Surely he ought to be able to
find a Av ay out of the difficulties that confront
us. During the last few years great emphasis
has been placer! upon cradle rolls, small chairs,
and crayons and pictures for the primary de­
partment. The result so far is good. f< r in
no other section of our schools is there more
cfllclcnt teaching than one finds in the primary
and kindergarten dcixirtmenK. However, tin-
good work dime in these departments Ins not
solved the difllcultics that meet us elsewhere. In
fact, the good work of these departments only
helps to emphasise the lack of effort in other
departments of the school. No amount of di
vclopment in any one direction can be expected
to help In all other directions.

Without doubt many a Bible School would be
greatly blessed if only It could secure larger
premises and more adequate equipment. But.
after all. these- things arc not absolutely neces­
sary for the- carrying on of a good work. (Bleu
we'must confe ss that more real religious educa­
tion was given, with not less pleasure to the-
eblldrcii. in the old Infant classes, where- some
white-haired lover of Jesus taught a large ch-.'
of little- ones hymn* and prayers .ml stern .
about Jesus, than is smmlimvs achieved by smm
of mir modern primary departments. Il would
he- foolish for us to unde rvahn- org .inisati -ill
eepiipmcnt ami training: it I* not less foolish Io
pul too high an estimate on tlu-ir worth.

\s teachers and leaders of young people, we
have- to re member that education is not u matrri.il
thing; it cannot lie done by machinery: it is
conccined with the mind, and heart, ami soul.
“Materialism” i' more dangerous in this sphere
than in almost any other. Education comes from
the- contact of mind with min i heart with heart,
soul ui'h soul: and if this contact is not vs
tahlished nothing at all of any real worth cun
be accomplished.

Hou. then, shall we face our tad.? Let us
mike up our minds In two things we have gid
tn la- very clear about: • 11 wh.it w>- want to d i,
and 'Ji why ver want to do it. If we are sure
< n these two point* then I am sure that we must
Im- suicessful in mir work as teachers. To be

for Christ's sake, ..nd for the sake of those
whom we leach.

Success will not be achieved without earnest
effort. We sliall have- to work hard in our work
of preparation. Half-hcartcdncss and lack of
preparation will spoil our chances of success.
The- friend who came- for the loaves at midnight
only received them after repeated knockings.
You and I may have to learn the- ways null
me-1boils of best presenting the- truth of God
in the hard school of experience, but. if we-
know what we are- after, we will not be dis­
couraged by hard work and apparent discour­
agement.

Christ calls us to haul and sometimes disap­
pointing labor.

ENGLISH CONGREGATIONALISM.

Discussing what he called evangelical, modern­
ist, and Romanist tendencies in Congregational­
ism. Mr. A. Penry Evans, who is nt present preach­
ing for Colllns-st. Independent Church, Mel­
bourne, said to an “Argus" reporter that the name
conspicuously associated with the Romanist move­
ment was that of Dr. Orchard, of the King's
Weigh-house Church, London. Dr. Orchard's
ideal church was one which served every tem­
perament. The man who was best helped at a
very simple communion service would find that
service administered In Dr. Orchard's church.
The man to whom High Mass appealed would
also find the Mass said for him by Dr. Orchard.
Although he had gathered round him some intel­
lectual and influential people. Dr Orchard was
not making headway, and was not likely to con
vert the denomination to Ids point of view.

"The English Congregational Church," added
Mr. Evans, “is feeling for n deeper reverence and
emotion in Its services, with the result that pub­
lic services are becoming more elaborate, contain­
ing Liturgical elements, mid particularly the
Litany. In one Congregational church (that at­
tended by Lord Lcvcrlmlme) at Thornton Hough.
near Liverpool, the minister Is led to the pulpit
from the prayer desk by an nlUclal carrying a
large golden crozlvr. What the result of these
tendencies will he. I do not know. Everywhere
in England there is a demand for a more ordered
form of service. In which the people partake with
the minister."
