Even
winter means for many families, as dear to
"‘V heart of the Saviour as our own people
■'re, Mich distress as tn >-t of us cannot real-

that much of the trouble is due to the

'•mlt <>f those who are suffering. It may
•s objected, for instance, that industrial
u’lfV't. with the consequent unemployment 

of thousands of men, is a cause easily re­
movable. Work awaits those who will obey
the courts of the land. Particularly, there
may be found people who cite the foolish
and desperately wicked utterances of lea­
ders who indirectly incite the unemployed
to lawlessness and who incidentally, by their
suggestions, libel the great host of workers.

It is, alas, true that much, or most, of the
world's distress comes from grievous faults
—laziness, thriftlessncss, wrongheadcdnc.-s
on the part of employees, or a grasping spirit
and abuse of money power on the part of
employers. Every' year it is true that much
of the poverty we arc asked to relieve is due.
directly or indirectly, to drink. But it
would be monstrous for us to argue that
therefore we have no duty to help. To put
it at the lowest, which of u> is so surely
right that we are willing to be judged ac­
cording to our deserts? Docs the Heavenly
Father bestow good gifts only on the
worthy? If s<>. we should be in a lament­
able case. To refrain from alleviating
suffering because that may be connected
with sin is unchristian.
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Again, even if we decide that workmen
arc grievously wrong in not accepting avail­
able work on terms laid down by properly
constituted tribunals, that docs not implicate
thousands of those who suffer. It is not
true that all the unemployed arc of that
description. There arc many—many as
true-hearted and sincere Christians as
those arc who read these sentences—who
would be glad to get work and have it not.
And what of the wives and children? Is
anyone going to visit his displeasure with
some men on them? No decent man, and
certainly no Christian, has descended so far
as to say that a hungry child, barefoot and
halfclad, shivering with cold, or a mother
half frantic because she has no means to
help her sick child, should not be helped be­
cause the father or husband has erred! Put
the other man’s case at its worst, and we
still must help.

There are those of our own brotherhood
who are in deep need. There are children
of our own Sunday Schools who lack. We
simply cannot refrain from helping such.
whether or not we hold the view that their
necessity is connected with the actions of
others of which we cannot approve. If
there is any truth in our oft-repeated state­
ment that a call of (kxl is a recognised
need and an opportunity for service, then
Cod insistently calls now to his people.

We do not believe that there is a num­
ber of Churches of Christ who, if he saw
before him a child shivering with cold or
famished with hunger, would withhold as­
sistance. \\ hat is needed is that we all
realise the situation. We do not think: the
deepest poverty doe- n<»t come into the line
of our vision; our children arc well clothed
ami bountifully fed; our neighbors look
prosperous and we goon in our happy,
careless way. But others stanr: whole
families crowd into a i.»>m < r two. 1 ere ft of
furniture, all or nearly all h.umg been ...Id
to pay for f«s>d lat u- think of that as
we sit down to our well laden t i’.li . or en­
joy a luxurious evening in front of the fire.
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Every worker in social service is distressed
in soul because, do what he will, he cannot
give more than a small fraction of the re-

lief that should be forthcoming.

We trust our readers meditated upon the
appeal made by Will 11. Clay in our last
issue. Many members responded well to
the call from Tasmania. A number of our
churches arc now at regular intervals (once
or twice a month) taking offerings for
benevolent work. Most of these are taking
evening offerings. Individual members are
sending old but useful clothing, and some
are giving articles of food. There is great
need of all kinds of help.

We arc well aware that a fear or danger
will be that money given for benevolent pur-
jx>scs may affect offerings for brotherhood
work. We cannot think this danger a suffi­
cient reason for neglect of the example and
precept of our Master. A proper statement
of the case, and a little education, could
easily be made, so that members would real­
ise that they were making an extra effort.
and that they should not withhold from
other funds in order to help our own un­
fortunate people. Take our brethren pro­
perly into confidence, and we think they will
not fail.

It would profit us to consider afresh how
much religion consists in just such
practical work of beneficence and help­
fulness as is now before us. Our
Master's life is epitomised in the
saying that he " went about doing
good." He had compassion on the needy,
and gave himself much to the relief of their
physical distresses. His example is our
ideal. More, he has made it the very test
of our discipleship. One inspired apostle
has told us the futility of that discipleship
which ends in words, “Be ye warmed and
filled.” Another has bluntly told us that it
is useless to profess to love God if we do
not love our brother. Highest motive of
all—our blessed I.ord says that good to
others is good done to himself. To neglect
them is to spurn him. Imagine the Master
at our door, hungry ami in need. With
what joy would we all welcome him in and
minister to him! We cannot literally have
that privilege. But the jxx>r—those he is
willing to own as his representatives—are
all around us, and we can help them. Our
gracious Master says to the disciple who
has caught his spirit: "Inasmuch as ye did
it unto one of these my brethren, even these
least, ye did it unto me."

The man whom
"Hut God said unto him, Thou fool, this night

thy soul shall be required of thee.”—Luke 12: 20.

God called this man a fool. What was
his folly? The late Professor Alexander
Hislop, a saintly doctor of things divine,
who taught us students out of the book of
his own soul, gave us one day a homiletical
division of this man’s folly which may be
new to most of us. Said he, 'This man’s
folly lay in his making three mistakes: in
mistaking (r) his Iwdy for his soul. (2)
man for God, and (3) time for eternity.’’

He mistook his body for his soul.
So said my teacher, and you can see his

reason for saying it. "Soul," said the fool.
"thou hast goods; soul, cat, soul, drink!’’
And yet 1 am not quite sure of this. Was
it not veritably his soul he sought to satisfy
thus? He was trying to satisfy himself;
it was himself that ate and drank. Eating
and drinking are after all spiritual exercises.
Certainly this man was egregiously confused
about his soul; but his real blunder had to
do with the kind of food wherewith to
nourish that soul of his. He fed his soul
improperly. He thought that barns, corn,
fruit, carpets, silks, furs, money, could
satisfy himself—a very stupid calculation.
And what is the proper food for the soul?
Learn this of Christ Jesus! "My meat,” he
said, “is to do the will of him that sent me,
and to finish his work." And what is that
will? It is the “Kingdom.’’ And does not
Paid tell us that “the Kingdom of God is
not meat and drink, but righteousness and
peace and joy in the Holy Ghost”? Is not
this dear? If we would be nourished in
the life that is life indeed, we must crave
these foods and insist on getting them, say­
ing continuously to ourselves, in business.
in our homes, ami in our duty as citizens,
"Here and throughout I must have right­
eousness and peace and spiritual jov, or
else I starve!"

There is no mistake about the second of
this foolish man's three mistakes.

He did indeed mistake man for God.
'fhe awful significance of the laws that

carry the stars and the most ancient heavens,
and kings and shoeblacks, in one plan and
system of Providence, had shrunk for him
to the one little point of his own self-suffi­
ciency. The sentence that “Man proposes
but God disposes" had dropped from his
theology—or rather from his poor philos­
ophy, for he had no theology. The first and
the final word is always with God. No
matter what we plan or build or destroy,
scheming for ourselves or others, or against
others, God always has his say, and will
have it his own way only. Do we fear that
this is an oppressive doctrine, that it tends
to stick the marrow from human independ­
ence and initiative? We must not be thus
apprehensive or burdened with the implica-

tion of bate that seems to lurk in it n
fathers, who had such a conviction of GcT
absolute intermeddling with his creator *
that nowadays it is fashionable to cry out in
horror or testy scorn of what is called their
Calvinism, were in the field of practical life
men of such independence, courage and
initiative, as are not surpassed in the history
of our tribes or of any other nation. They
drank freedom from their assurance that
God will have nothing to do with anything
of ours that is not along the line of his own
just and loving will, but also that God will
prosper everything of ours that consorts
with that will. Is it not a cleansing com­
fort to know that God will break in pieces
all the schemes of my selfish pride and strike
with his pure lightning the towers of my
foolish self-sufficiency', and will continue to
work to save me, even though it be as by
fire? And is it not a consolation to know
that nothing we do, or suffer, or attempt,
in the light of what we sincerely believe to
be God’s will, can come to naught, but shall
be blessed and completed when, in God’s
good way, the work of our hands shall be
established upon us and adorned by the
beauty of the Lord?

It |« sometimes asked if Jesus Christ has
an)thing to offer to the honorable, cultured,
rctincd, and respectable people, who do not
$«ear, or gamble, or indulge in intoxicating
liquors,or follow after lust. The answer is
an emphatic Yes. Jesus Christ is able to
offer them the thing they need most—hie.

Life rather than words is the accent of
the gospel. Jesus translated his “intellec­
tualism" and his ideals into life. Jesus
for instance never labored his views about
God; never reasoned and theorised to man
about God. He lived and 'aid, without
words, “This is lite in my Father s king­
dom." He also said. "No man comclh unto
the Father but by me." He showed them
a life, the living of which drove them back
upon God.

One of the most encouraging signs of our
times is to find broadcast lofty ideals, and
those with kindred ideals organising into
societies. The need, however, of the
world is not the multiplicity of such societ­
ies, but for the ideals to be translated into
active idealism and for active idealism to
be fashioned into life. This is the challenge
of the gospel of Christ. Paul achieved it
to the extent that he was able to say "Not
I. but Christ, liveth in me.” \V. T. Stead,
a man of far-reaching purposes and ideals.
realised the need of it, for just before leav­
ing on the ill-fated "Titanic,” during a visit
tolloxton Guild,he said, "1 learned in prison
that 1 must be a Christ to others." Stanley
Baldwin, speaking at Leeds, referring to
characters in which Christ had become tlesh
again, said, “Churches might rise or fall,
but the influence of such lives would go 011
for ever, and it was by the light of such

The new method of
apologetic and the real task of the church
is not so much to defend a position as to
offer a positive interpretation of the facts
of life in the light of Christ.

There are indications of cycles in the
world's history; there certainly have been
cycles of thought when stress has been laid
upon a certain phase of truth. This appears
to be so in the case of the facts stated in
the text "I am the Way, the Truth and the
Life." The Acts of the Apostles provides
abundant proof that Christianity was
thought of as a Way. There are indica­
tions that the first and second centuries at
least emphasised Jesus as a Way. The em­
phasis gradually shifted to Jesus as the
Truth. Men began to define truth, and to
fix it in exact words and crecdal statements
until we reach the centuries when truth was
more or less fossilised. Then came the re-

It was indeed divine wisdom which led
Jesus to establish a church in order that his
loved ones might come together for the
blessing public worship affords.

volt and men have been gradually making
truth live until it is restored in the Person
who said, "I am the Truth" In our cen­
tury the emphasis seems to have shifted to
the third term "I am the Life," it being re­
quired that Christ and Christianity be in­
terpreted in terms of life.

There is a difference between lived truth
and thought truth. Some men take up a
smug position because they have merely
thought about truth; others a contented life
because they hold certain ideas. It is not
sufficient to exist on ideas, or to measure
your life by thought truth, it must be actual-
ised truth—ideas made active. Jesu» em­
bodied truth—he was no idealogue. He
challenges us to live "up to" and “live out"
the truth. There is no truth worth having
that is separate from the hearts of men and
life. To live in the abstract is to live with­
out action. Stanley Jones, whose recent
books have aroused us to an active idealism,
says, “Abstract beauty is tiresome, but a
beautiful face never is. Love read about
and extolled may disgust, but when love
meets us on a person it is different. Re­
ligion may seem the driest thing in the
world, but when religion comes to us bend­
ing on lowly service, healing our wounds of
Ixidy and soul, speaking to our drooping
spirits, and making them live again, and
showing us the Father, then we l>ow at the
feet of religion for ever captivated."

PROTECTION AMIDST PLAGUE.
A remarkable instance of divine protection.

and of opportunity for Christian witnessing
amidst circumstances of danger, is contained in
a communication from W. Perry Horton, of the
Ceylon and India General Mission. Mr. Horton
says: “For several months past. Himlupur. a
South India town of some 14.1)011 inhabitants, lias
betn enduring, as the people believe, the cruel
wrath of Maramma, goddess of cholera. Sacri­
fices have been made with all due ceremonial,
lint without avail; she will not be appeased.
Many people have been stricken down, many
have died. To-day. the town is empty, the
houses and streets arc desolate and silent. The
inhabitants have fled, terror-stricken, to the
fields, where they arc living in temporary huts
and booths. The Christians alone have remained
in their homes, trusting the God who made a dif­
ference between the Egyptians and the Israelites,
when Egypt was plagued long centuries ago, to
protect them in this danger. Some of the Chris­
tians have bravely gone to the plague-stricken,
ministering comfort and help. God has honored
their faitii. Not one Christian has been struck
down, greatly to the amazement of the heathen
and Moslems around."

He very pirlineiitly asks what would be
the result If Sunday were wholly given up to
secular pursuits ami especially to golf, tennis,
football. and pleasures of that sort?

London, and It was memorable for one speech
of a Homan dignitary. He put out this “feeler."

“The Sword Divides

Now from the same throats in that capricious
multitude conics a different cry: where hud been
smiles is now rage ami hate; where the branch
of rejoicing had waved may now be seen the
waving of violent fists as the shout rings out.

Harold
Begble tells the story of a young Brahmin who
had explained to him at a mission station the
meaning of the words of Jesus to the rich young
ruler. He went away, and after many hardships
bad been inflicted upon him by those whom he
loved he came kick and said to the missionary.
“1 liave sold all. Not only have I ceased to be
a Brahmin, I have ceased to be a hitman Ix-lng.
I have been burned In effigy, and if I were to
meet my own mother or father they would not
recognise me." His own received him not.

Jesus was not only rejected, not only hated
by his own people, but in their blind and tickle
choice. Barablias, the murderer and robber, is
preferred to him of whom Pilate said. “I find

no fault in this man." His people forsook him,
but what n price they paid. When some of the
women in compassion cried for him as he toiled
along the Via Dolorosa bearing his cross, he said
to them, “Daughters of Jerusalem, weep not lor
me, but weep for yourselves ami for your chil­
dren." In his words he foretold the destruc­
tion which their choice* would bring upon Jeru­
salem. The multitude liad cried, "Ills blood be
upon us mid upon our children." Out of their
own mouths urv they condemned, and what a
punishment. The ruin of Jerusalem. the car­
nage of their citizens, the profanation of their
temple, the destraction of their republic and
the banishment for nineteen Inindrctl years. This
is the price they paid. But Jesus would rather
have had n sword thrust through his own body
than that his people should thus forsake him.

The tortures are heaped upon the Saviour one
after another. Forsaken by his disciples and
by his people, surely he can look Io a Homan
court for justice; but he h Io experience the
horror of being
Forsaken by Illa Judges.

Some ninety years before this time Julius
(lacsar had addressed the Senate al Home on
the CatHinc conspiracies. In that address hr
pointed out that fear and passion might make
the senators harsh toward the conspirators, but
lie pleaded with them to let neither fear nor
passion interfere with that justice for which
Home was renowned. ami he gave instances where.
in their history, justice had prevailed over these.
Seeing thin that Home was so mmwmd for
her justice- surely Christ might look for sup­
port livre. Pilate, the repre sentative of Home,
must dispense justice. But Pilate seeks to
evade* the question by sending Jesus to llerud.
The king can find no wrong in Jews, yd hesi­

tates to release him, and Jesus stands again be­
fore Pilate. Then just those things that Caesar
liad pleaded should be subordinated to Justice
arc intruded, and become the deciding factors.
Pilate becomes angry and threatening when Jesus
refuses to speak. “Spcakcst thou not to me?
Knovvest thou not that I have power to crucify
thee, and power to release thee?" But above
passion there was fear of the Jews, ami between
fear and anger Jesus is forsaken by his judges.
“1 am innocent of the blood of this just man.
See ye to it."

Surely here is the depth of Hut agony of
mind. The agony of the body must now com­
mence: but no more of this. Forsaken by dis­
ciples. people, and by those to whom he looked
for justice. There can lie no more! Alas!
Jesus must drink the cup to its last bitter dregs,
mid feel in his spirit that he is

Forsaken by God.
With all the added cruelties which long prac­

tice taught to the Boman soldiers to whom were
given the task of crucifying Jesus, the Saviour
of the world Is at last raised upon the cross, the
centre of Hint howling mob of inhuman ghouls.
Soon darkness falls over the scene. Who can
penetrate the darkness of that hour? What
agony of pain mid desolation there is in that
cry. “My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken
me?" Only when the darkness of that hour is
pierced can we tell how much It cost Christ to
die in our stead—to become sin for ns—he who
was without sin.

Tlie agony of the cross was terrible, "indeed
a death by crucifixion serins to Include all that
pain ami death can have of horrible and ghastly
— dizziness, cramp, thirst, starvation, sleepless­
ness. traumatic fever, tetanus, publicity of
sliamc. long continuance of torment, horror of
anticipation, mortification of untended wounds
- all intensified just to the point where they
can be endured at all. but all stopping just short
of the point which would give the snlFcrer the
relief of unconsciousness.” Yv-t these agonies
now were us nothing to the anguish of bls
spirit in that hour of loneliness. Those who had
been specially favored, his disciples, had fled.
All round him was the howling, ungracious mob
of those who lud received Ids blessings, mar­
velled at his words, seen his miracles, and would
have made him their King, now mocking ami re­
viling him. He was the innocent victim of the
cruelties of the vacillating Homan Judge. All
these had forsaken him.

Now with the darkness over the earth there
comes a gloom over his own spirit. There is
no longer a feeling of communication with God.
lie feels himself utterly ami absolutely forsaken.
He could bear the rest as long us God was with
him. But he is alone, forsaken, bearing our sin*
in his own luxly on the crass. Was it that the
spectacle of Jesus hearing the sins of all man­
kind was loo awful to look upon that averted
Goil's face? because Jesus was bearing our sins?
Dr was it that his heart of love could not bear
longer to look upon that scene of suffering? We
cannot follow here. We dare not try to dis­
perse that veil of darkness which so charitably
Iddcs from the mocking crowd Ids deepist agony.
As that anguish and agony, so. too. tlie mystery
is known to one heart alone.

We might ask: To what purpose was all this
sulfcring of body and anguish of spirit? It was
not of necessity that Jesus so sulfercd. for even
utter his arrest be said. “Thinkcst thou lliat 1
cannot now pray to my Father and he shall pre­
sently give- me more than twelve legions of an­
gels?' No; it was not of necessity, but it was
fur love of us that he went Ihruugh it all.

Jesus. »r read, "went about all the cities and
tillages. teaching In their synagogues and preach­
ing the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every
sickness and every disease among the people."
Instead of giving way Io despondency, our
Master withdrew to obscurer but more fruit­
ful fields.

Why did these multitudes flock to Christ? He
knew that it was because of their need of teach­
ing and comfort. "And when he saw the mul­
titudes. he was moved with compassion on them.
because they fainted, and were scattered abroad,
as sheep having no shepherd." These ignorant
multitudes were despised by their leaders and
neglected. Therefore, instead of marvelling at
the hosts, as we would, Jesus said. It is n sad
sight. He was as the good King among his
oppressed people.

Ills Disciple* as Prayer-II cl pcra.
Jesus realised now how inveterate was the

rulers' hatred of him, and how soon he must die
at their hands. How much to be done, in how
short a time! and how few to do it I “Then
saith he unto his disciples. The harvest truly is
plenteous, but the laborers are few—pray!" He
craved the sympathy of their prayers. "He
therefore sets them thinking and praying about
It—the only way to meet the burden.”

The Disciples as Apostle*.
I'p till this time Jesus had worked alone. His

disciples had been but disciples, i.c, learners.
Now. as a result of these prayers. Jesus takes
them to himself as “apostles” (Mark G: 30). This
is his "first step in the organisation of his world­
wide kingdom.” How great a movement can be­
gin In how small a prayer meeting I

Notice how Jesus calls and commissions them.
First he endows them: "And when he had called
unto him his twelve disciples, he gave them
power Luke adds “and authority” over unclean
spirits, fo cast them out. and to heal all man­
ner of sickness and all manner of disease.”
Jesus never calls you but he first endows you.
And |f he endows you, he will call you at last
Io account for your use of your endowment. Ills
gifts are usually simple. To these apostles he
Rave. In fine, but the power to do good. We
all have this power; and therefore should be
busy in well-doing.

Next, Jesus organises tin in. No church work
should |»e haphazard. All workers must co­
ordinate their efforts. So Jesus organises his
dhclples "by two and two” (Mark). Matthew
shows us the couples by name. These twelve

Every Bible School worker, and especially lea­
ders, should endeavor to read frequently books
on the Bible School, the scholar and the teacher.

A little book of pocket size that has more than
an ordinary amount of “meat” in it is "A Bible
School Vision,” by I’. II. Welshimer. It sells
at the Austral Publishing Co. for 1/3. Within its
123 pages is packed a vast amount of informa­
tion that every superintendent and teacher should
have. Workable plans are outlined for special
days in the school. One chapter is given to
"Bible School Problems,” another is entitled
"Securing and Holding Attendance.” Every
.superintendent should read the twelve pages on
“The Superintendent”; it is a challenging chap­
ter. “The Adult Bible Class” is an invaluable
section to workers amongst senior classes ami
Bible Classes. A fine chapter to read at the
teachers’ meeting is one entitled: “Officers.”
Most of our schools would benefit by a study
of this very subject. In fact, n chapter a month
read and discussed at the regular teachers’ meet­
ing would rejuvenate it. and make it one of the
brightest occasions on the school calendar. One
thing is sure, the school where this is done will
date its new lease of life from the beginning of
such a study circle.—W. Gale.

BIBLE SCHOOL NIGHT AT GOSPEL SERVICE.
There is a need In some districts for some­

thing definite to be done to secure the attend­
ance of Bible School scholars at the gospel ser­
vice. By encouraging ever increasing numbers
from the school to become regular attendants at
night, we greatly increase the opportunities for
decision for Christ on the part of our scholars.

Plan ahead for at least a month, to secure the
attendance of every teacher and scholar above
the kindergarten or primary department. Secure

the co-operation of every teacher to visit and
ask parents’ permission for each scholar's at­
tendance. Set apart scats for each class and mark
position with ribbon sash and name of class.
Arrange for classes to meet in school and inarch
with teacher, class after class, into allotted posi­
tions. Make special mention of Hie classes with
teacher ami every scholar present. Secure a
senior boy to read Scripture, and solo or duct
from senior girls. Give appropriate address. At
this meeting stress the attendance at every gos­
pel service. Unite a number will la* found who
will become regular attendants. Ask teachers
to greet ami watch for their scholars at hast
for a few succeeding nights. This Is also help­
ful where a school meds apart from the place
of regular gospel services; it will accustom their
little feet into the desired track.—W. Gale.

Several homes of our
own members nt In vermay have been destroyed.
ami many others have suffered loss, but even
then they may, with all their handicaps, realise
their hopes. Paul wrote of the Macedonian
churches, “The abundance of their Joy and deep
poverty abounded unto the riches of their liber­
ality.” Many of our churches of Australia arc
contributing Io the Tasmanian brethren to help
them in their times of need. Shall we not also
lielp them In our Foreign Missionary contribu­
tions to make up any lack of theirs?

How We can Help.
Recently I heard of one Endeavor Society that

distributed a shilling to each member with a
request that they make (he shilling earn nt least
two shillings. One member has been able to
make her shilling earn nearly n pound. If hun­
dreds of our young people could adopt this
method they would have great joy in this per­
sonal service on behalf of the work in the regions
beyond.

I received, this week, two pounds from an aged
sister, an old-age pensioner. This is In addi­
tion to live pounds (hat she gave about a year
ago to be added to (he endowment fund, and the
interest sent to help the work. Hundreds of our
members will economise in their luxuries and
even comforts to have fellowship with our mis­
sionaries, who have given their lives to the
work. Let us, during the month of June, sow
abundantly the seeds of self-denial. Let us
make an honest calculation of what we can do
without. In some homes they have a “do with­
out** box into which they put the amount that
they save by self-denial. One comparatively
small church in Australia raised, in three years.
over £200 by birthday offerings contributed ami
gathered by a League of Joy. Some of our young
people have walked a section of the tramway for
n month, and in this way increased their offer­
ings. One young sister pul by one quarter of
n week’s salary, and at the July offering liandcd
to the preacher a full week’s 'alary as her con­
tribution. Arc there not many who might con­
tribute al least one lias’s salary to this good
work ?
