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Money Extraction versus Christian Giving.

HE support of charitable, philan­

thropic and religious institutions
presents a somewhat difficult pro­
blem to a community.

a very large proportion of the direct gifts
come from the pockets of a very small pro­
portion of the imputation. It is undoubted
that the great bulk of the offerings made to
hospitals and charities comes from church
members and adherents.

It is evident that many people do not find
it easy to give. They are either deaf to
appeals, or find them merely irritating. For
the extraction of money from their pockets,
there are devised indirect methods which
provide a thrill and an inducement. Per­
chance the sporting or pleasure-loving in­
stinct suggests the line ot approach. Sonie-
tinus the gambling propensities of the com­
munity are exploited. A hardened man of
the world will benefit a hospital to the ex­
tent of a good many shillings if he has the
chance of winning a house or a motor car.
•» dance is sufficient inducement for the
traihfer of half-crowns from youthful pock­

Most Christians, we presume, would
sympathise with the ministers’ protest. The
secretary of the hospital was grieved that
the mock wedding should be objected to.
He carried the war into the enemy’s camp,
and declared that mock weddings had been
held by the church authorities themselves,
many times.

Quite probably the secretary was right.
It is. alas, true that w ithin the churches re­
sort is often made to most unworthy means
of raising money. The simple fact is dial
worldly people, with worldly schemes and
ideals, arc attached to churches, and the
necessity of funds to carry on the work
gives such the opportunity to adopt objec­
tionable methods, even if the result be the
wounding of the susceptibilities of spiritual
Christians and the bringing of the church
into discredit.

It seems dreadful that people who pro­
fess to be redeemed by Christ would have
his name and the name of his church as­
sociated with questionable means of rais-
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ing money ostensibly for his cause. How
can we raise the standards of a community
if we give, to those who-e actions we qttes-
ti in. the right either l > point the linger of
scorn <>r t • Use an effective hi argu­
ment ? But a few days ago, while on
the way |.i a suburban railway station, vve
were confronted by a notice relating to a
local church < n< t a Roman Catholic one).
Headlines announced " \ Dance and Euchre
Party (Euchre for Non-Dancersto be
held in the church hall; "Proceeds in Aid
of Church Funds."

It has to be admitted that there are many
church members wh » know not the grace of
liberality. They know not the joy of giv­
ing. They have never tried to get the bless­
ing w hich our l/»rd attached to giv ing. Some
of these are merely stingy folk whose favor­
ite hymn is likely to he, "I’m glad salvation’s
free." Cithers arc not mean; rather, they
arc uneducated. They have been med to
outside methods of extracting money; they
may have noted the apparent success of
vv. rldly methods in worldly churches; and
they certainly have n >t realised that giving
is an act of worship, a duty and a privilege
The thought that the Lord 1 ivc' a cheerful
and direct giver sevnis so far n it to have
gripped them.

Churches of Chri't are for the m -t part
happily free fr m blame in the matter of
ni’ ney raising.

All of us should be willing to try any
better way for the conduct of our work
and the furthering of the interests of the
kingdom. But behind all really successful
systems must be the Christian spirit and
motive. We doubt whether the Lord’s
blessing can accompany the use of money
which is grudgingly given or extracted by
devious means. Cod is not so poor that he
needs our little contributions; but he has
been loving and condescending enough to
admit us as partners in a great service. The
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willing mind, the worshipping heart, the
cheerful gift, will be accepted and used by
him There is no gcxxl substitute for direct
giving to the Ixird. He bought us with his
blood, all we are or have is his. We are but
stewards. We belong to him who for our
sakes became poor that we through his
poverty might become rich. “It is more
blessed to give than to receive.” Get really
converted people to realise these truths;
then, and only then, will the giving problem
of the church be fully solved.

Aspects of Life in Relation to Religion.
Expanding Life.

William Law, in his “Serious Call,” de­
picts the life of a fashionable woman of his
time: "If she lives thirty years in this way,
she will have spent fifteen in bed and four­
teen in eating, drinking, dressing and visit­
ing, reading plays and romances, and going
to the theatre.” The New Testament sum­
mary of such is “Dead while she liveth."
The New Testament, however, is largely
concerned with the view that this life may
introduce us to a fuller life, to an expand
ing life, to eternal life. The worst penalty
we can inflict on a man is a sentence of
death. “When men weary of life,” says J.
Brierly, “it is not because they have too
much of it but too little. It is when its fires
run low, when vitality has ebbed, when its
opportunities close through defect of power,
that they call for a change.” The same
writer affirms that life is to be judged, not
from its emptiness, but from its fulness. At
this point Jesus becomes our interpreter.

The great revelation of Christ is a revela­
tion of life and its fulness. lie creates the
hope of life so expanding that "we shall be
filled with all the fulness of God." The re­
surrection is the emphatic word in that re­
velation. and answers in the affirmative the
doubts of mankind.

“The Christian hope of immortality is
not confined to a belief in the resurrection
of the Ixxly at the last day, but finds its
consummation in life ever increasing and
expanding. Just as the circulation of the
blood in a healthy hotly is constantly re­
moving dead tissues and giving newness of
life all through, so the victorious power of
the ri-cn Chri.-t coursing through the veins
and arteries of oiir spiritual life brings an
ever-increasing strength. When this is un­
derstood we begin to realise the significance
of the testimony of the apostles to the re­
surrection. While it was a testimony to a
fact, the motive power Ix-hind it was their
own personal experience. They had felt
in themselves the power of the life that was
in Christ.

To pus-css the larger life that backs up
our smaller life is the <t< -ire of every in­
dividual. Yet the first thing that thwarts
the realisation of this desire is that life is 

not static; it cannot be handed to us; cannot
be our reward in the future. It must be
ours now. It can only be ours in so far as
we live life into being. Why should we
imagine that it exists in some far-away un­
defined heaven? The Master of life imparts
to all who truly own him not merely a mode
of life, but the divine life which is life in­
deed. On this basis of life, who can es­
timate the possible extension and expansion
of life? "He that belicveth on the Son hath
life.” "This is the promise, even eternal
life." Eternal life is not simply a synonym
for immortality as something which awaits
us in the other world. It is that and more.
It begins here by Christ creating in us a new
life, which ever-growing, ever-enlarging, we
realise to be everlasting life, and "one is
awestricken in contemplating the immen­
sity of the inheritance of which we arc put
into possession."

What is everlasting life? W. M. Clow,
in that masterly sermon, “Love in Four
Dimensions,’ answers: “Not merely length
of days. Life is energy; life is blessedness;
life is love. Everlasting life is eternal
entTKy. eternal blessedness, eternal love It
is an energy, a blessedness, and a love be­
gun here, to be nerlceted. All that is meant
by eternal life the heart of man cannot con-
reive, but. in times of vision, it is revealed
to ns by the spirit." The height of Cod's
love demand, the expansion of the lives
of those who love him.

"Expansion," claims J. E. Mercer, in
I In- Science of Life and the Larger Hope "

"is of the very essence of life. There is 'a

From that same mount, liaving finished tin-
work the Fathir gave him to do. he asrended,
11 tloud receiving him out of the sight of his ills
clples. After his ascension he took his place it
the F.iIIht's right liaml. and was coronated, as
David hid foretold. “King of Glory.” From
heaven came the further assurance of his return.
He died for our sins; he rose for our Justifica­
tion; he ascended to l»c our mediator; he Is com­
ing again to be our resurrection, and to take
us to our inheritance reserved in In aven.

These wire the facts which were to constitute
the gospel. These facts wire established, and
were ready to be proclaimed on Pentecost. The
gospel was in readiness.

Tin sc facts wire to be made known In chosen
witnesses, “who did cat ami drink with him aftir
he rose from the dead.” and who could say. “We
cannot but speak the things which we have seen
and heard." Those who were thus qualified hid
seen Jesus on Hie cross; tins saw him mil. d
thereon; the' saw him bow hi. head iu I. dh
ami heard Id's cry. “Il is finished”; th.y aw tin
soldi, r thrust the sp.ar .nto bl-, -id,, -.ml saw
the blm-d ami water flow frmn tin- wound. Some
of them saw him laid in the garden tomb.

These disciples saw him after he rose from
the dead. They saw the open tomb early on the
morning of the resurrection. Some of them nut
him that same day on the way to Emmaus. He
appeared to them when there were individuals
alone, and nt other times when numlicrs wire
present. To the man who doubted to the last, he
showed his wounded hands and side; the effect
upon Thomas was Instantaneous, anil the con­
fession of his heart was. "My laird mid my God!"

I hen they saw him ascend. Il is assumed from
Paul's statement in I Corinthians 15: li tliat
above five hundred brethren saw him ascend.
Hr was nut snatched away .suddenly; so that they
were looking around in blind astonishment, but
they saw him taken away, and stood and watched
as “a cloud received him out of their sight."
They saw two men whom they could afterwards
describe. They heard these men say, “This same
Jesus which is tal.cn up from you into heaven,
shall so come In like manner as yc have seen
him go info heaven." There were all tjie wit­
nesses, to whom the facts of the gospel hail been
confirmed beyond possible doubt, ready for the
day of Pentecost. The gospel and the witnesses
were in readiness.

The Conditions Fulfilled.
The kingdom or church conditions had tn be

ready. When Christ ascended he was made King.
That fact was not announced till Pentecost, when
Peter made it known in the words, “Therefore
let all the house of Israel know assuredly that
God hath made that same Jesus, whom yc have
crucified, both Lord mid Christ." The Ung was
ready. The kingdom-subjects were ready. How
abuiit th.- laws and administrators? They were
ready: the laws divinely given, the adminis­
trators divinely commissioned. Some time pre­
viously Jesus had told Peter that he should first
proclaim the gospel, and first announce the terms
of admission Into the kingdom: “I will give unto
thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven; and
what soever thou skill bind on earth shall be
bound in heaven: mid whatsoever thou shall
loose on earth shall be loosed in liiavin.” It was
under that seal of authority tJiat Peter acted on
Pentecost.

After the resurrection Jesus was with the dis­
ciples. “until tin- day in which lie was taken Up,
niter (hat he. through the Holy Spirit, liail given
commandments unto the apostles wjiom lie had
chosen . . . being seen of them forty days.
ami speaking of the things pertaining to the
kingdom of God." Thus for forty days they re­
ceived instruction in the things concerning the
kingdom of God. From this fact one may legiti­
mately conclude that what the apostles sub-
siqtnnfly taught and incorporated in the church
was done by the authority of this leaching under
the guidance of the Holy Spirit; and that the
omission of nil the elements of Judaism, and of
nil the cceli-siastii'ism which was latir intro­
duced, was by the sanction of the “command­
ments given unto the apostles.” The final in­
structions were given on the day of the ascen­
sion. “Go yc into all the world nnd preach the
gospel t<> the whole creation." The laws of ad­
mission into, and for the government, wire ready
fur tin- inauguration of the kingdom.

Tremendous changes are Inking place in every

Conflicting statements arc made as to (heir sig­
nificance. Il cannot be doubted that these
cluns'cs are pregnant with meaning for the
clairch in China. To some minds liny spell no­
thing but disaster; to others they are full of
fruitful promise. The sky is by no means cloud­
leu, but it surely has a rainbow of promise
across it.

Ik il for good or ill. the outlook of the church
la C/iiiu is a clianged out look. A glance at the
titles of the articles appearing in the ■■Chinese
llcconlcr" clearly indicates this: ''The Chinese
Christian Faces a New Fillurr." "Missionaries
and the New Outlook,” arc typical. The appear­
ance of books such as “Are Missions a Failure?”
-Clanging Foreign Missions," ’ Whither Bound
in Missions?” gives further evidence of Ulis
dungc of outlook.

The rising tide of nationalism is one of the
facts that color the whole situation, it is this
that makes unequal treaties so offensive; it is
this that leads men to clamor that more recog­
nition be given to the religions of the East. The
Chinese are resentful of the power that foreigners
hold, whether it be in the customs ofilcc or the
Christian church.

The clamor for an indigenous church is an cx-
frtssiun of this intense nationalism. In many
quarters the missionary enterprise is criticised
because it is an effort to transplant Christianity
ma westernised form or forms. The recent move
towards a united church in China Is one of the
brighter spots in the outlook.

lhe tragedy of our scctionaliscd religion is
eewherc more apparent than in China. The his-
lineal background which may mean much to us
^■rans little or nothing to them. It is true that
in a few cases they have been drilled In il to

In
general the explanation is (hat the student mind
lias turned to science with its materialism rather
than to Christianity ns the- hope of China. The
Great War shook their faitli in the West, and a
reaction has set In which leads them to desire
our material prosperity hut nothing more. In
these days the world has become a whispering
gallery, and the nations are being brought into
closer contact, and consequently the dark spots
on our civilisation are becoming increasingly
conspicuous to the rest of the world. The students
in particular a re- decrying our failings, forgetting
their own. The anti.Christian movement seeks
to do away with Christian schools. A special
anti-Christian week is celebrated, and humorously
enough anti-Christian Christmas cards have been
circulated.

Whilst the above represents a really serious
.situation, il has to be recognised that the students
have shown a great lack of balance in recent
years, and have organised all kinds of societies,
some of which indicate a deplorable lack <>t
judgment.

''Happiness and comfort stream immedi­
ately from God himself, as light issues
from the sun. and Hotr.ctimcN look*  and
dirts Itself Into the meanest corner*,  while
It forbearn to visit the largest and noblest
room a."

Educational System.
One such is the Student Control of Schools

Movement, which among other things demands
that students shall have equal representation
on the faculty, that the student* ’ union shall
supervise the instruction given by the teachers,
and that the students’ voice is supreme after
two vetoes by the faculty.

The sending of u commission In investigate the
educational system of China alarmed the Chinese.
They arc fearful lest the foreigner gain the con­
trol of the educational system. Il Is this fear
that lias led them to demand that all schools
(iillll the conditions laid down by the govern­
ment.

The large educational institutions established
by the missionary organisations mostly Ameri­
can arc proving a problem In these days.

I heard one leading authority on China say.
“I've given my last penny, written my last line.
mid spoken my last sentence advocating the
establishment of Christian colleges in China.”
It caniml be gainsaid that the position is difil-
cult. but the above seems extreme. Il docs look
ns if we have been led astray by the thunderous
clanrnr fur education that lias conic from China.
The call for the spiritual, though it be in com­
parison but a fivide whisper, is what primarily
concerns the Christian church.

These magnificent institutions make tremen­
dous demands on the resources of the home
church both In men and money, and now that
the C hinese arc claiming more say in their con­
trol the tendency is for the home < lunch to be
less inclined to support them financially.

The Chinese cannot finance them as yet. and
hence thrv are viewed as obstacle s in Hie way
of an Independent indigenous church In r. -
spouse to a «|icstlun Hut I asked Dr. Ihdiitt I .
Spur, he slid. "I think the day of buihlmg such
iu-.litiitlmi. has gom.

Witness the following
extract from the American "Christian Standard'
of May 18. 1929, in which an Australian writer,
giving to tin- great republic some "Flashes from
Hie Southern Cross." seeks to illumine the minds
of his readers regarding the State of Queens­
land and coruscates ns follows:

"There was a lime when this gnat State
was backward in its contribution to the cause
of New Testament Christianity, ami was
known ns a sort of haven of refuge for prea­
chers who found it hard to find a Held for
service, not twisted men, but rather blun­
derers. The churches have suffered much
at the hands of such physicians. A few years
back an improvement began, amt the rein­
forcements of the past year have helped to
make up a strong team.”

The author of “Flashes” has a style which is
almost invariably interesting and frequently
pungent. On this occasion, us will be seen, he
excels himself.

Possibly one of the first reflections to occur
to a reader is that one dwelling on such a lofty
height as would make it appropriate for him
to write thus of his fellow preachers would lind
the atmosphere somewhat rare and also feel
rather chilly and lonely.

With the writer of ‘'Flashes” we have been glad
to note the progress made in Queensland in
recent.years and to sec the splendid increase in
the number of its preachers. Our gladness had
nothing to do with contrasted thoughts of the
blunderers of bygone days. Il docs al first seem
cheering to be told that "a few years back an
improvement In-gan.” mi tint what "was known
as a sort of bavin of refuge for preachers who
found It hard to lind a field for service, not
twisted men. but rather blunderers” can no
longer properly be thus described.

Who were our preachers in Queensland more
than “a few years luck”? We ealimd name all.
but included in the list arc the following:—
Slcphcn Check, one of the most consecrated ami
successful preachers we ever had. F. W. Troy,
I). A. Ewers, who did a magnificent pioneering
work. W. S. iiouchins. of whose stirring ad­
dresses and success old llrislune members still
talk. ('has.

W. T. Clapliam, P. A. Dickson. A. (L llankinc.
.1. 1. Mudford. The editor of the “Australian
Christian” enjoyed the privilege of being in this
succession, mid hitherto has not had cause to be
ashamed of the work or the associate*.  For
nearly three years Queenslanders suffered his
word of exhortation, and. curious to relate, some
inhabitants of the northern Slate profess still
to have a kindly feeling for him.

"Il had grieved him
that Pharisees, zealous for Israel s national and
religious traditions, and time-serving Sadducees
should so forget their natural antagonism in
cnlcr to ally themselves for his destruction, it
was indeed a melancholy c.vhibition of moral
cbliquity and spiritual blindness.”

BALLARAT BIBLE SCHOOL VISITED.

Mr. Bert J. Kemp, of the Victorian Bible School
and Young People’s Department, was in Ballarat
over the King's Birthday week-end and visited
two schools during the afternoon. There are
other schools, but time did not permit a visit.

They have splendid accommodation here, in­
termediate and senior scholars assemble in main
linli, and retire to separate class rooms, with
exception of two classes. Superintendent. Mr. 11.
Malin; secretary. Mr. II. Held. Practically all
church officers take part in the school work.

Mrs. Ilowscll has charge of primary and juniors,
who meet in separate adjoining rooms. Preacher,
Mr. Fitzgerald, takes Bible Class.
Ped-st.

This school is cramped for room, but lias three
departments—primary and junior, divided by
partition; intermediate In main church building.
Superintendent, Mr. W. Chapman; secretary, Mr.
C. Hill.

The senior boys’ class lias no boy over II
years; senior girls are up to 17 years. There is
a week-night mixed club for the young people
of 25 (15 years and upwards).

Good Enrolment of Boys.

Of l'J5 scholars on the roll, 136 were in attend­
ance. Twenty-live teachers were present of the
twenty-eight on the roll, and there were three
substitutes.

Dear Editor,—
Kindly allow me to point out to your corres­

pondent. A. J. Primus, that In his attempt to
criticise my remarks on Acts 2: XS he lus en­
tirely “missed the mark." I quoted a very high
authority to show the value ami force of the
words “in the name of Jesus Christ" in relation
to remission of sins, 'this our brother docs not
touch, but is contented with the view which
holds the very danger I referred to.

Dr. Thayer’s words joined to their context.
would mid thus: “Hcpciit ye, and be liaptiscd
every one of you, reposing your hope and con­
fidence in his (Christ’s) Messianic authority unto
the*  remission of your sins.”

The value of the phrase, “in the name of Jesus
Christ," grows upon us as we read such passages
as Luke 21: 47, Acts Hi: 13, in which faith in
the name of Christ is stressed, and liaptisni is
n<d mentioned, in relation to remission of sins.

Our brother says, answering his own question,
“Baptism is an act of obedience"; yes, and a
good dial more, but it does not accomplish what
lie says it docs later. He says. “Baptism unites
us to Christ.” Put In that lialel way, the state­
mint is misleading. 11 is just such state-mints
which cause the charge made against us of
teaching kiptlsmal regeneration. There is no
Scripture*  that warrants it. Puul’s teaching in
Gal. 3: 2fi. 27 is, “Ye are*  ail sons of God, through
faith. In Christ Jesus: for ns many of you ns
were- baptised Into Christ did put on Christ.”
Hire- faitli is the art of the mind which puts on
Christ, and liaptism in water is the outward mid
visible act width expresses and declares it. The
pbiasc “pul mi Christ” is found in Hum. 13; II,
which iieyond all doubt is by faith.

Again, he says, “Baptism obtains, through the
grace of Christ, pardon and remission of past
sins for the penitent believer.” Docs it? I think
Paul would not agree witli Hint statement, if
ids reasoning on justification by faitli apart from
works (sec Hom. I am! Eph. 2: H. 11) is correct,
I am sure he would not. In these Scriptures
Hut which is essential In remission of sins is
faith in Christ, and baptism Is nut even men­
tioned. J. Pittman.
